AIR WORK.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN
FRANCE, Sept. 10.- (By the AP.)—
Amazing feats by British airmen dur-
ing the recent fighting may now be
mentioned. After driving down ‘in
flames one of two enemy two-seaters,
a British scout had -engine failure
which compelled him to -spin down.
As the machine touched the ground, a
German fired his pistol at the pilot
from fifteen yards, puncturing the gas
tank. At that moment the engine
picked up sufficiently to carry the pi-
lot to the rear of the British Ilines
where he was forced to come down
again. Being under reavy fire he re-
moved the gunlocks and sights and
all his instruments before abandoning
his machine which could not be sav-
ed. A pilot and observer returning
their machine from a bombing raid,
fell behind their formation because of
engine trouble and were attacked by
fokkers. The elevator controls were
immediately shot away and the ob-
server was badly wounded, but he
continued to fight and shot down one
fokker in flames and sent another
crashing out of control. By this time
all the gasoline tanks had been shot
through and the engine hit in several
places. All the instruments on the
dashboard were smashed by enemy
bullets. Both rear guns were jammed
and the observer was bleeding bad-
ly. The pilot succeeded in getting his
machine into a dive and went on
through the aircloud and reached- the
British’lines. “The gsllant ~observer
was found to have been wounded ten
times during tHe fight. Attacked by
a squardon of enemy airplanes a lope
British scout spun downward, but on
the way saw that only one of the ene-
my was following him, so he came
suddenly out of the spin just above a
grove of trees and caught-the enemy
machine crossing in front:of him and
shot it to the earth where it burst in-
to flames. Thefe were many. stories
of British airmen swooping back and
forth over the German batteries, play-
ing their guns on. the enemy until
these guns were completely silenced.
One report winds up by saying that a
scout machine crosséd a battery posi-
tion several times later but was not
fired upon, all the gunners apparent-
ly having been killed. Such tactics
as these aided materially in making
the recent British victory possible.
One British scout sailed over an ene-
my sausage, made a dive and . finish-
ed off two sentry planes, then fired
on the sausage which was being haul-
ed down and finally wound up the
petformance by dropping two bombs
squarely on the winch used - in rais-
ing and lowering the balloon.

A New Peace Move.

Germany is about to make anot’er
bid for peace, and the latest shot
from the Teutonic peace gun has been
fired by Count Czernin, former Aus-
tro-Hungarian Minister of Foreign
Affairs. The Count writes to the Neue
Freie Presse of Vienna in favor of a
League of Nations, and declares. that
in Germany an overwhelming major-
ity of the people, with the Emperor
at their head, really and honestly de-
sire a lasting peace. Whatever may
be the purport of ,this astonishing
stoiement, or whatever is behind it,
we can believe at least that while
Austria may be in favor of an honest
peace, it} is the rankest hypocrisy to
posture ihe German Emperor or the
German people as lovers of peace,
unless it is of a quality which they,
themselves, shall dictate. Count
Czernin may be honest in his declar-
ations, but we cannot candidly be-
lieve that he is the exponent of Ger-
many’s opinion. “Germany’s peace
terms must be of her own making”
has been shouted by Junkerdom ever
gince it was seen that a win was im-
possible for the Central Powers, and
consonant with that declaration many
peace overtures have been made, only
to be rejected by the Allies. The
present inspired statement comes
doubtless from Berlin and is made
with the motive of hoodwinking the
Entente Governments, or of bluffing
them into a belief that Germany is
sincere in the desire to open negoti-
ations with a view to paving the way
for peace.

The continued advance of the Al-
lies and the consequent forced re-
tréat of the armies of Germany which
ha#¥ beén going on the past six weeks,
mé¥ 'dlko Be an index of the German
move. Whenever the enemy has suf-
fered defeats, tentative peace feelers
have been thrown out, and without
doubt the declaration of the ex-Aus-
trian Minister for Foreign Affairs
“that there is nothing to prevent the
Central Powers working out the fun-
damental principles of this new
world order and in bringing them be-
fore the world,” is another part of
the made in Germany scheme to en-
list the sympathy and possible co-op-
eration of the neutral nations. But
this new peace plot must be frustrat-
ed. The pacifists in the Allied coun-
tries, and they unfortunately are nu-
merous, will, once the terms are pro-
mulgated, join in carrying them on.
As Senator Sherman of Illinois puts
ft: “The long line of wounded and
maimed will be suggestively advanced
to urge us to be liberal in peace
terms. Germany’s exhausted condition
will be presented. Its government
will be exhibited with a change of
heart. The Kaiser and his piratical
crew will be described as surrounded
by jealous nations who drove him to
war in 1914, Every vast international
lie known to the diplomacy of the old
school will be utilized. The curtain
will be drawn aside so we can see a
new Germany with a peace dove rest-
ing serenely on the Prussian helmet.
We will be told in gentle tones of our
sovereign duty to be tolerant. After
this skilful preparation by an appeal
o our sentiment, our pride, our sor-
row for our dead, our prudence in
public expenditure, our humane im-
pulses to avoid further levies of our
pen and of taxes, Germany’s peace
pade at Potsdam will gradually
fawn, emanating from the minds of
he proponents of the Kaiser’s peace

th
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relentiessly as we make War.”
There can be no peace with Ger-
many other than upon the terms al-

ready propounded by various Allied

en. In other words, there can
be no peace with Germany until and
only when the war is flrﬂ.d into
German territory and vietory full and
complete crowns the Allled arms.
HEven the Women's Party of Britain
have declared that it must be “War
(on Germany) till victefy, followed by
a peace imposed upon the Germans
and their Allles, .. . . will make it
{mpossible for the Germans to wage
another war.” That is the kind of
peace for which civilization has taken
up arms. To depart from the course
laid down would be a submissive sur-
render to Germany and all the blood
spilt in defence of the principles of
Liberty and Justice would be in vain.
Victory is too nearly in sight now
for any acceptance of German senti-
ment. Her offers are deceptive and
in making them her intent only is to
deceive. No League of Nations can
take Germany into its formation or
councils. Germany’s numerous crimes
forbid it, and it will be many Yyears
ere the fires of purification, through
which she must pass, will render her
sufficiently clean to be recognized by
respectable peoples. Pacifists and
others must be made to recognize that
until victory crowns our arms there
will be no talk of peace with Ger-
many, and that when the day dawns
the terms will be dictated, not ac-
cepted, by the Allied Powers.

MISS ROGERS SUBMITS REPORT.

Last Tuesday evening’s meeting in
the College Hall, to hear the report of
the Community Nurse, Miss Rogers,
was well attended, proving the inter-
est that is being taken in this import-
ant subject. His Worship, Mayor
Gosling, presided, and on the platform
with him, besides Miss Rogers, and
her assistant, Miss Kendall, were
Hon. W. W. Halfyard, Revs. Dr. Jones,
Dr. Greene, Canon Feild, H. T. Re-
nouf, D. B. Hemmeon, M.A,, and T. B.
Darby, Councillors Morris, Ayre, Mul-
laly, Brownrigg, and Dr. Fraser, act-
ing Medical Health Officer. After
Mayor Gosding had introduced her,
Miss Rogers, in a very interesting
manner, presented her report and
quoted many facts and figures. Three
or four nurses are needed, and the
cost would be about $3,000 a year. It
is probable that an appeal will be
made to the citizens to raise this
amount. Miss Rogers leaves on Sat-
urday to take a more responsible and
remunerative position abroad, and
the chairman felt that all would wish
ker much success. Miss Kendall, who
has been assisting Miss Rogers will
carry on the work for which she is
well fitted by training in New York.
The death rate, said Mayor Gosiing,
had been reduced by 52 the past year,
which was no doubt due in a measure
to the agitation by press and pulpit
and the efforts of the nurse. In Aug-
ust, 1917, the death rate for infants
was 17 and in the same month this
year 6. Dr. Fraser, in a brief address,
spoke in glowing terms of Miss Rog-
ers’ work. Prevention is better than
cure, and healthy childrer will mean
a healthy people. We want more
nurses so that mothers and children
can benefit by their experiences. Our
duty is to make the work of saving
the children the biggest ever tackled
here, and the most important in re-
sults. During her stay here Miss
Rogers with Miss Kendall, had visited
649 newly born children and paid
hundreds of other visits besides grant-
ing numerous interviews to those
seeking advice. At the close a hearty
vote of thanks was accorded Miss
Rogers. .

A. D, BROWN.

On Tuesday afternoon one of our
prominent citizens, Mr. A. D. Brown,
passed away. About two months ago.
Mr. Brown was taken ill with an at-
tack of bronchitis, from the effects
of which he did npt recover. The best
medical skill procurable did all that
could be done to effect a cure, but all
to no avail, and he gradually fail:d
until, as stated above, Tuesday after-
roon he breathed his last. Few m:3n
in the city were better known and
better liked than A. D. Brown, and
many are the sorrowing hearts i0-
day because of his passing. Mauy
citizens, especially those of the en-
gineering trade, have lost not only a
friend, but a wise counsellor. . No
manr was thought more of by - the
engineers than he, for he worked with
them, advised thet& and in numerous
ways befriended em. This is also
truc of the men of the other iron
trades. Born in Dundee, Scotland,
gixty-three years ago, he was educat-
ed and acquired the trade'of 'a me-
chanical engineer in his native land.
He came to Newfoundland in 1877 for
Wm. Stevens & Co., or better known
ag the Dundee Seal and Whale Oil
Manufacturing Co., to erect and man-
age their plant on the Bouth Side, and
remained with them for ten years. Tn
1887 he became a partner of the firm
of Jas. Angel & Co., then operating a
machine shop, and who later took over
and operated the Dry Dock. He re-
mained a partner of the firm until its
dissolution in 1902, when the Reid
Newfoundland Co. took over both
shops and dock, Mr. Brown becoming
Superintendent of the same works for
the latter Company, a position he held
until January 1915. He then resigned
to take the position of consulting °n-
gineer to the firm of A. Harvey & Co,
who operated the steamers knowns as
the “Ventures,” and in which Mr.
Brown was largely interested. He
superintended the building in Scot-
lard of the steamers “Volunteer,”
“Conscript” and later the *“Grand
Lake” for A. Harvey & Co., and the
’lst “Bruce” and 2nd “Bruce” for the
Reid-Nfld. Co., and also superintend-
ed the building of the “Ropewalk”
near Mundy Pond. He married Miss
Margaret Angel, daughter of the Hon.
James and the late Mrs. Angel, and
has one daughter, Mrs. James Baird.
He has one brother living in London,
England. He was a prominent mem-
ber of St. John’s Lodge, AF. & AM,
and also of Shannon Chapter of Royal
Arch Masons. The funeral took
place at 3 o'clock to-day, from his late
residence, Hamilton Street. The Tele-
gram extends to the relatives of the
deceased deepest sympathy in thei
hour of bereavement.

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torrential
rains had turned the lowlands into an
impassable mass and the badly worst-
ed enemy rushed large reinforcements
forward to stop the gaps through
which the British, French and Ameri-
can armies were threatening to filter
and wreck his entire military situa-
tion. During the eight weeks that
have passed the Allied troops have
cleared almost entirely all the enemy
held territory from the Marne to the
Aisne in the apex and Soissons and
Rheims, respectively, its western and
eastern anchor points. From Sois-
sons to Arras the old bulge westward
to Montdidier towards the door step
of Amiens, has all but been oblitera-
ted, and the Allies now are standing
across a large portion of the old Hin-
denburg defense line and virtually
are upon the remainder of it, while
to the north of it in Manders the
deep salients which threatemed the
English Channel ports have been bent
eastward and the enemy is expelled
from the vantage points from whiech
he had expected ultimately to make
an endeavor to gain the seaboard and
thus cause a diversion of the trans-
port service from England to Bouth-
ern France. Until the rains began
falling, there had been no let up in
the Allied offensive, notwithstanding
the fact that the German high com-
mand had stiffened its resistance,
everywhere discarding infantry units
as such as turning them into ‘machine
gun companies and bringing up large
numbers of guns of all calibres to
hold the aggressors back. Wherefore
it ist not improbable that Foch, when
the skies have cleared and the marsh-
es disappeared, again will take up
with full impetus his tactics of put-
ting the enemy on his mettle and con-
tinue for the two months of good
fighting weather remaining, if not be-
yond that period, his efforts with his
own now great forces to drive the
Germans farther back toward the
Rhine, The British and French troops
apparently are in a hard race for the
prize of St. Quentin, forces of both
armies now being at equal distance
west of the city, the British in the
vicinity of Vermande, and the French
at Eterillers and Couspy to the north.
The British in local operations have
made further progress north of Ep-
ehy, in the operation which has  for.
its purpose the driving of a wedge
midway between Cambrai and 8t
Quentin, and also have successfully
sust ained heavy counter attacks by
the Germans near Gouzeaucourt,
where the Germams are trying hard
to hold back the British - push to-
wards Cambrai. North of the St. Go-
bain Massif the French have made
additional slight advances, notwith-
standing the bad condition of the ter-
rain and the strong forces of the ene-
my aligned against them in an effort
to prevent the turning of this import-
ant position from the west. Heavy
artillery activity is in progress all
along the front and likewise on the
sector northeast of Soissons and be-
tween the Aisne and Vesle Rivers the
operation on which have a direct bear-
ing on these north of the St. Gobain
Forest. The British have been suc-
cessful in local encounters near Ar-
mentieres and in the region of La-
Bassee Canal. Additional - American
troops have landed at Archangel,
Northern Russia, to aid the other Al-
lied troops in the putting down of the
disturbances in that region. A troop-
ship carrying American soldiers to
the front has been torpedoed off the
coast of England. All the troops
reached land safely and the vessel
was beached.

Bell of Burgeo
Lost With all
‘on Board.

SCHE. ON THE ROCKS AT SAMBRO
AND HER CREW OF FIVE MEN
PERISH.

Halifax, Sept. 8.—Sambro ledges
has claimed another victim. This
time it is the schooner Bell of Burgeo,
which sailed from Halifax on Friday
afternoon, bound for Newfoundland
with a cargo of oil and gasoline. The
Bell of Burgeo was evidently in the
big tropical storm which swept the
coast on Friday night.

The Mail on Saturday reported that
an unknown vessel was ashore at In-
ner Sambro, that there was no sign
of life, and that it was likely the
whole crew had perished. And all this
turns out to be true. The Bell carried
a crew of about five men and practi-
cally none of them have survived to
tell the tale.

Searchers yesterday found parts.of
the vessel, enough to identify her but
that was all.

The Bell of Burgeo was owned by
James Dunne, of North Sydney. She
was about 70 tons burden. After dis-
charging her cargo at St. John’s,
Nfid.,, she was to have loaded fish for
a European port. She was in charge
of Capt. John Haldone, who resides in
the south end of this city, but who is
a native of Liverpool. Another Hali-
fax man was a member of her crew,
George Martin, and she had shipped a
cook here, a man by the name of Peter
Bennett. Two of her crew were
Scandinavians. Her cargo consisted
of 350 barrels, shipped by the Im-
perial Oil Co., to their branch at St
John’s. Both cargo and vessel were
insured. The Bell had been ready to
sail for over a week, having been ly-
ing in the stream for several days.

Capt. Haldone leaves a wife and
family. He was about 65 years old,
and resided at 119 Allen Street.
