LLOYD GEORGE’S SPEECH.
LONDON, April 16.

(Reuter’s Despatch.)—*The House 
of Commons was crowded In antici­
pation of the Prime Minister’s 
speech, and the Prince of Wales, 
paying his first visit to the Commons, 
took a seat over the clock, having as 
his neighbor in the diplomatic gal­
lery, the American Ambassador. Prem­
ier Lloyd George was loudly cheered, 
when he entered the Chamber shortly 
after half past twelve. The Premier 
at the outset emphasized the gigantic 
task of the Peace Conference. No 
previous Conference he said, has been 
confronted with problems of such 
variety, of such complexity, magnitude 
and gravity. The Congress of Vienna, 
which was the nearest approach to 
the present Conference occupied 
eleven months, and its problems were 
insignificant compared with those of 
the present Conference. He pointed 
out that ten hew states had sprung 
into existence, some of them indepen­
dent, some semi-independent, and 
some possibly protectorates, and the 
boundaries of all these must be in­
dicated, if not actually defined. The 
boundaries of fourteen countries also 
must be recast This gave some idea 
of the purely territorial difficulties, 
but there were other problems equal­
ly great and important and equally 
affecting the peace of the world and 
human destiny, in each of which, it 
blunders were made, humanity might 
have to pay. Besides there were econo­
mic questions to be settled : also

end; it was still full of perils for all 
lands, and all peoples, and he begged 
that men who are doing their best 
be left in peace or others sent in their 
places. The Premier referred to 
the intrinsic difficulties of dealing 
with the problems of a multitude of 
Nations with varying interests. He 
believed these difficulties would be 
surmounted, but it was not easy. 
There were questions one never 
heard pf, which almost imperilled the 
Peace of Europe while they were 
sitting in Paris. Questions never 
heard of before had nearly produced 
a conflict between two of the Allied 
States.. There were a number of such 
questions and difficulties in the Bal­
kans and created that atmosphere of 
unrest from which war arose, and 
one of the features of the present situ­
ation was that, owing to the break 
up of one of the great Empires, Cen­
tral Europe had been Balkanized into 
small states. Care must be taken, 
he continued, lest causes of future 
unrest be created by the settlement 
now being made. The Russian situ­
ation was one of the most complex 
problems ever dealt with by any 
body of men. One difficulty was tÿat 
there is no Russia, for nobody could 
say that the organization controlling 
Central Russia was even a de facto 
Government for the whole of Russia. 
There was the spectacle of a vast 
country in chaos, confusion and an­
archy. It is just like a volcano, said 
the Premier, “which is still in fierce 
eruption and the best you can do is 
to provide security for those dwelling 
on the most remote and most inac­
cessible spots, and arrest the devas­
tating flow of lava so that it shall not 
scorch other lands.” There was no 
question of recognition, he went on, 
it was never proposed, never dis­
cussed, because no government re- 
preseented the whole off Russia, and 
because the Bolshevik Government 
had committed crimes against Allied 
subjects which would make it impos­
sible to recognize it, even under other 
circumstances and because even at 
this moment they were attacking our 
friends in Russia.

It would have been 
imperative in some respects that they 
take more time but for that fact. That 
was why the League of Nations, in­
stead of wasting time had saved time. 
They had to shorten and hasten their 
labors because while trying to build, 
they had seen in many lands the 
foundations of socjpty crumbling into 
dust. No body of men, he said, had 
ever worked harder and more har­
moniously or under greater dif­
ficulties. The journey was not at an

would rather leave Russia Bolshevist 
until he saw what Bolshevism was 
doing rather than to see Britain made 
bankrupt by a costly military inter­
vention, because that would be the 
surest road to the spread of Bolshe­
vism in Britain. (Cheers.) He was 
convinced that to attempt military 
intervention in Russia would be the 
greatest stupidity. The Government 
supported Kolchak and Denekine, be­
cause they revolted against the Bol­
shevist government at our instiga­
tion, and largely at our expense and 
prevented the Germans from securing 
resources in Russia, which would 
have enabled them to break the block­
ade. Had we abandoned them to 
the Bolshevists it would have been an

act thoroughly unworthy of any great 
land. (Cheers.)

They only asked to be supplied 
with arms and the Premier did not re­
gard that as the least departure from 
Great Britain’s Fundamental Policy. 
Our policy was to prevent the for­
cible eruption of Bolshevism into 
Allied lands. Therefore we are or­
ganizing all forces in all countries, 
with territories bordering from the 
Baltic Sea to the Black Sea 
If Bolshevism attacked any 
our Allies, it would be our 
business to defend them. The world 

! will not be passive as long as Russia 
is torn by Civil/War. Our policy was 
to induce tho warring parties in Rus­
sia to meet and discuss the establish­
ment of a commonly acceptable autho­
rity, which the Allies could recognize 
as the Russian Government. The 
Government did not despair of 
solution, as there was even now promt 
sing signs, which according to re­
liable information indicated that while 
Bolshevist Forces were apparently 
growing, the strength of Bolshevism 
itself was rapidly waning and break­
ing down before the relentless econo 
mic pressure There were unspeak­
able signs that Russia was emerging, 
and when she was again 'sane and 
normal we should make peace in Rus­
sia. Replying to an interruption by 
John R. Clynes, Labor, the Premier 
said the Government had had no 
approaches at all from the Bolshevist 
Government (cheers). He had heard 
reports that others had had proposals, 
which they assumed to be authentic. 
These had never been submitted to the 
Peace Conference by any numbers of 
the Conference. Therefore the Con­
ference had not considered them. Re­
ferring to the general peace terms, Mr. 

Lloyd George said that the repres­
entatives of the great powers had re­
ached a complete understanding on the 
great fundamental questions affecting 
Peace with Germany. They will have 
formulated these demands and he 
hoped by the end of next week they 
will be presented. The Premier strong­
ly denounced attempts to sow discord 
and distrust between the Allies. He 
said no one could have treated more 
sympathetically, the popular problems 
and special susceptibilities of Europe, 
with its long bitter memories of nati­
onal conflict, than President Wilson 
(tfheers). They had never forgotten 
the poignant fact that most of the war 
sufferings and sacrifices had been 
borne by heroic France. They had not 
forgotten that she was entitled to feel 
a sense of eepurity against any re 
petition of attack. Upon all the questi­
ons that come before you we have 
come to unanimous conclusions, de­
clared Mr. Lloyd George amid cheers. 
What has happened at the Vienna Con 
gress showed the importance of unani­
mity. The Peace Conference has un­
animously and unhesitatingly con­
cluded that it would be a first class 
blunder to publish the Peace terms 
before they had been discussed with 
the enemy. No Peace Conference had 
ever given its proceedings so much 
publicity, but he would rather have a 
good Peace than a good press (Cheers) 
The Conference would take every 
action to prevent the premature pub­
lication of the terms, which would only 
encourage the enemy to resist Mr.- 
Lloyd George George declared that 
every pledge the Government had 
given had been incorporated in the 
Allies demands. The Govt had never 
receded one iota. They stood by them 
because they thought them Just. We 
want a stem Peace, the Premier de­
clared, because the occasion demands 
but it must bo desired not to gratify 
vengeance but to vindicate justice. 
Every clause and term must be Justi­
fied on that ground. Above all we 
want to protect the future against a 
repetition of the horrors of this war.
I am going back to Paris if the House 
wants me to go (Loud Cheers). Who 
ever goes back will meet the emisear- 
is of the enemy and must possess the 
full confidence of Parliament, as if 
Parliament would repudiate the treaty, 
the* it v.iuld be very difficult. So be­
fore anyone goes to Paris, Parliament 
muet feel at any rate that whoever is 
there will carry out the pledge to the 
utmost of his power and conviction. 
After denourcing newspaper attempts 
to sow dissension between the Allies, 
the Premier referred to the Continen­
tal menace of armaments. The forces 
of Grmany, he said, would be reduced 
to an army just adequate to police 
her cities and protect her commerce. 
We and Europe must profit thereby. 
The danger was not that there might 
be a recrudescence in Germany, be­
cause Germany would only, with dif­
ficulty, be able to raise eighty thous­
and armed men to preserve order ; but 
the danger was of the world going to 
pieces, with the gaunt spectacle of 
hunger stalking through the land. The 
Premier concluded by emphasizing that 
it was the duty of all statesmen, Par­
liaments and guldens of public opinion 
not to soil the triumph of right by 
indulging in angry passions, but to 
concentrate the sacrifice» of millions 
to the permanent redemption of man- 
qind from the scourge and agony of 
war. (Cheers)

Pearls) are not always the product 
of oysters. The imitation of these 
gems has been reduced to a fine art.

Their manufacture embraces two 
processes—the making of a glass 
sphere, and filling It with a sub­
stance resembling the lustre of the 
pearl.

For some three hundred years mer­
cury was used for the latter purpose, 
but In 1680 a substitute was found 
which was both harmless and more 
successful. This is made from the 
scales of a little white fish which 
abounds in certain French rivers. The 
fish are rubbed rather roughly in pure 
water in a large basin. The water is 
then drained carefully, and the resi­
due allowed to settle. The fish are so 
small that 17,000 or 18,000 are re­
quired to furnish one pound of the 
essence of orient, as it is called.

Martynside “Raymor”
Makes First Test Flight—Entirely

Successful—No Transatlantic Flight
Te-day.
For at least the third time Pleasant- 

ville, that small field lying by the 
northeastern end of Quid! Vidi, has 
been the scene of what must for all 
time be recorded as of historic inter­
est. When the fire sufferers of ’92 
were encamped along the grassy 
hanks of the Lake; when the first de­
tachments of the Royal Nfld. Regi­
ment encamped there, preparatory to 
embarking on the "great adventure”; 
and to-day, when the Martynside hi 
plane, “Raymor” made her first test 
flight this side of the world, also pre- 
paratory to undertaking a “great ad­
venture."

By a 11 o’clock a large number of 
people had assembled, and when, at 
6 minutes after eleven, the machine 
was wheeled out of tho canvas hangar 
by the Martynside mechanics, the 
countryside was black with people 
the crowd had grown and grown, all 
interested in the test flight. Stretched 
along the road were large automo­
biles, and small automobiles, car­
riages and parts, motor cycles and 
bicycles, their owners all there to 
help make the gathering bigger, of 
course. When the machine had been 
wheeled from the hangar, across the 
road and on the grassy field alongside 
the water, from then until five min­
utes to twelve cameras were busy 
“snapping” her and the fliers. At 
that hour the pilot and navigator hav­
ing entered the cabin, and the com­
pass having been tested, the machine 
started along the field with a roar, 
and running about 150 yards, left the 
ground and mounted into the air. It 
was a beautiful rise — even more 
graceful than that of a bird. For 
twenty-nine minutes she circled over 
the lake, the city and the sea out­
side the land, flying at the rate of 100 
miles an hour, and at an altitude of 
from 3,000 to 5,000 feet The wire­
less apparatus worked in good order. 
Thousands upon thousands of citizens 
lined the streets of the city, filling the 
streets, house tops and even the tele­
graph poles were occupied by the 
ubiquitous small boy. The noise of 
the engine—sounding like five hun­
dred brass drums going in full blast 
—could be clearly heard by the people 
gazing skywards.

Seen by the Telegram reporter npon 
alighting, Major Morgan stated that 
the air was rather cold “aloft,” but 
as he and Mr. Raynham were warmly 
clad in regular flying clothing, with 
fur head gear, this was not felt The 
transatlantic flight will not be at­
tempted to-day, either by the Martyn­
side or the Sopwith machine, as a big 
storm, about 160 miles off here, Is now 
raging. Perhaps to-morrow, how­
ever, conditions will be favorable and 
the flight will be made by both ma­
chines, It is to be hoped that the 
weather will be as clear as that of to­
day, so that the entire city may turn 
out and witness the start

BoxTalion,
The draft agreement for the League 

of Nations was yesterday presented 
to Parliament. Its terms are well 
known and have been widely discuss­
ed. It represents an effort to avert 
war by perpetuating and extending 
the present great Alliance. -The 
struggle Against Hun militarism has 
cost the Allies 6,260,000 dead In battle 
and aa exendpiture of between 26,000 
and 30,000 millions sterling. If they 
are to recover, they must be able to 
retrench in naval and military ex­
penditure, and only the League of 
Nations can. render this possible. The 
League Is therefore a matter of vital 
concern to the Allied peoples. All 
their best hopes, are bound up with its 
success. There are, certain problems 
which have still to be solved before 
tile new League will work smoothly, 
and it would be folly to overlook 
them. But It is equally foolish to ex­
aggerate their difficulty.

The most Important of these is the 
American fear that the League- may 
Involve some danger to the Monrce 
Doctrine. In actual fact the League 
will afford a fresh guarantee of that 
doctrine, which at the date of Its ori­
gin had the warm sympathy of Can­
ning and of British diplomacy. There 
Is no reason yhy g provision giving 
the sanction of the League to the 
principles of Monroe should not be 
Inserted In the final constitution. A 
second problem Is raised by the wide 
indifference In race and in standard 
of life between States which are 
friendly and allied. This In the past 
has created difficulties between Am­
éricia and Australia" on the one hand 
and Japan on the other. The third 
problem concerns the sacrifice of na­
tional Independence that each of the 
partners to the League must make. 
Experience In the case of the British 
Empire has shown the practical dif­
ficulties, and also the manner in 
which they can be overcome with 
good-will. It no one is willing to 
make this sacrifice, the world will 
have to look forward to a freeh era of 
armaments, furious international com­
petition, and war, which will mean 
the suicide of civilisation.—Daily 
MaiL

BRITAIN’S MARGARINE WAR. 
During the .war margarine was sold 

at the controlled price of a shilling 
(25 cents) per pound. When control 
was removed some weeks ago price 
cutting commenced, although the com­
modity must still be made to standard 
specifications. The price has dropped 
penny by penny to elghtpence (16 
cents) per pound, and all the great 
margarine sellers, Including our big­
gest margarine maker, the Maypole 
Dairy Company, are advertising in 
all the papers that "Ours Is the best," 
To help the scheme the Maypole peo­
ple took a large party of members 
of local food committees and press­
men dfwn to Southall, just outside 
London, this week to visit what is 
the greatest margarine factory In the 
world. The buildings cover 56 acres 
and many hundreds of white-smocked 
meft and women were at work. There 
is a mile of gravity conveyors tor 
carrying the margarine from process 
to process and oil tank barges deliver 
materials right up to the factory 
premises from adjacent canals. What 
most impressed the visitors was the 
perfect cleanliness of the whole pro­
cess. The margarine is never touch­
ed by hand, and all the pipes and 
drums through which it passes are 
completely sterilised every twelve 
hours. The eocoahut oil, v-hioh is 
the principal vegetable Ingredient, 
passes through pipes to a revolving 
cylinder, where It mixes with arti­
ficially soured milk and Is whirled In­
to an emulsion. Then it passes 
through more pipes and pours like 
rain through perforated tubing on to 
the sides of huge brine-cooled drums, 
where It solidifies and Is flaked off hy 
knives to fall into the receiving tubs 
below. At this stage it looks most 
appetising, all feathery flâkiness, but 
it is wheeled away to be kneaded, 
flavored, and, colored with a coloring 
matter that before the war was Ger­
many’s secret and is now ours, and it 
is finally packed by girls In white 
overalls, who move about in clogs 
over a floor constantly washed clean. 
In the well-equipped laboratory an 
expert staff, which includes a woman 
scientist from Manchester, Is continu­
ally at work preparing sterilising 
cultures, testing thê milk from.,the 
company’s own pastures and évéry 
batch of margarine turned .out, and 
experimenting with a view to further 
improvements. The margarine indus­
try is spreading its roots In England, 
and I believe that some of the Dutch 
manufacturers (who, by the way, wore 
the original founders of this class of 
business—in fact, the Maypole sprang 
from the importing business of O. M. 
Monsted) are even setting up factor­
ies here.

THE LONDON THEATRES.
Arrangements have been made to 

produce a numberjof new plays short­
ly, and London’s first-nighters will 
have a busy time for eight weeks to 
come. The next Hippodrome revue 

' will appear in a few days. On March 
27th “Caesar’s Wife,’’ Somerset 
Maugham’s new play, will be staged 
at the Royalty. The night before, Ma­
rie Lohr will he seen In “Victory," at 
the Globe, and Doris Keane will play 
Juliet at the Lyric." Adnther interest­
ing venture will be Lillah McCarthy’s 
production of a new Arnold Bennett 
play, “Judith," at the Klngsway. The 
dates for the last two productions 
have not yet been settled. A musical 
version of “Monsieur Beaucalre,” after 
a trial run at Birmingham, will, come 
to the Prince’s Theatre, while the new 
Winter Garden Theatre (formerly the 
old “Mogul” in Drury Lane) will open 
shortly with “Our Little Wife.”

NO BUFFER STATE IN RHINELAND.
No neutral barrier State Is to be 

set up on the left bank of the Lower 
Rhine from Lorraine to Holland. The 
Allied statesmen have rejected that 
French plan, because any such State 
would vote Itself back Into Germany. 
Instead, the Rhenish Prussian terri­
tories and the Moselle Valley will be 
left to Germany, but no fortifications, 
garrisons, or military works will be 
permitted there. How long the Allied 
Armies of Occupation will stay there 
is not known. The Inhabitants, who 
protected from Bolshevism by the 
presence of our troops, would not 
mind if the occupation continued 
throughout the period over which the 
indemnity payments are to extend. 
Bonar Law told the House of Com­
mons the other night that he hoped 
those payments would continue for 
more than 25 years.

A REGIMENTAL COLOR DIFFICUL­
TY.

In the past It has been customary 
for the victorious engagements In 
which regiments of the British army 
have been engaged to be emblazoned 
on their colors. It Is pointed out, 
however, that many of the regiments 
have been engaged In so many bat­
tles during the past few years that it 
will be almost Impossible to place a 
record of all these on the regimental 
colors, and the suggestion has been 
brought forward that an entirely new 
colour, making three In all, should 
now be granted to all regiments» In 
the Army List, and that this color 
should bear only those honors that 
have been won In the great war. It Is 
further suggested that these new col­
ors should be red in,_the case of the 
original Expeditionary Force—which 
includes representatives of almost 
every regiment—and blue for those 
that were sent out later. The matter 
Is.• JCSCeWag. .the ^consideration _ of the 
War Office, hut it Is not likely™”t£at 
any decision will he arrived at until 
Sir Douglas Haig has taken over liis 
new appolmnent The King Is taking 
the greatest Interest In the matter, 
and it It be decided to have these new 
colors he hopes to bo able to make 
personal presentation of them to those 
regiments with which he is more 
closely identified.

CROSS GARTERING.
The continued shortening of v wo­

men’s dresses has as a contrast the 
continued lengthening of the shoe 
ribbons. For a woman of fashion to 
put on dance or house shoes is indeed 
becoming as much of a business as to 
lace a pair of high hoots. Sbme go 
on lacing the satin shoes very nearly 
to the knees. For the unslender this 
mode is very much the reverse of 
pretty, the more so that the ribbons 
are stretched right across the front 
of the foot White stockings with 
bjjack shoes and "ribbons are worn 
by the very darlnfc only.

What Italy Fought For.
"A great deal has been said those 

days about the so-called Treaty of 
London or agreement of London," 
say* an authority on Italian prob­
lems. "Let me make it clear: As I 
understand Italy, Italy wants no land, 
but Italy wants the liberation of 
those poor oppressed people who 
have been suffering for centuries. Of 
course, it was necessary at that time'1 
when the treaty was made to stipu­
late exactly what would become of 
those people, because in the early 
part of 1916 one of the Allies was 
Russia, under the diminion of tbs 
Czar. Russia had scheming ambi­
tions to gain cognizance and domin­
ance of the Balkans, and the people 
of Italy who were fighting to liberate 
those people did not desire to sacrifice 
her sons, to liberate them from the 
Hapsburgs and put them under the 
Romanoffs. That was the purpose of 
the agreement of London. Now, let us 
see what that agreement provides: 
That Trentlno, should be returned to ' 
Italy—and nobody disputes 1L They 
ara Italians by race, instincts. Spirit 
education, history and everything that 
goes to make a race. Trieste-^of 
course Trieste is Italian—Is tria and 
part of Dalmatia.

"A great deal has been said those 
days about the claims of Italy to 
Dalmatia It is only a small strip 
around the city of Zara, and Zara, 
from the time that history records the 
faot, up to 1814; was either Roman or 
Venetian. And Zara was captured In 
1814 by the Austrians, after a block­
ade by land and sea, which lasted five 
years, from 1809 to 1814,

"We, perhaps, in our busy lives in 
this country, get confused with the 
conflicting claims ot the people of 
the Balkans. A good many of my 
friends and my colleagues find it diffi­
cult to distinguish between the 
Czecbo-Slovaks and Jugo-Slavs. There 
is this great difference, that the Czecho 
Slovaks fought with us and the Jugo­
slavs against us.

“And let us took at the history of 
Croatia, In 1848, when Hungary put 
up a gallant fight to liberate herself 
from the oppression of Austria and 
Austria was lioked, it was the Russian 
ghd the Croatian who went to the aid 
of the Hapsburgs and subdued Hun­
gary. In 1876, when Russia comprom­
ised with Austria-Hungary and called 
upon the Croatian s to stand by, Croa­
tia then again lined up with the Haps­
burgs. And isn't it significant, and 
isn't it typical that now, when the 
claims of Italy have not yet been pub­
lished, when there seems to be no 
real conflict of claims, we bear a cry 
come—from where? From the Croa- 
ttane and Dalmatians that Italy wants 
to suppress them I My friends, it is 
nothing but the Hepsburb politics at 
work again.

“But I want to make this clear: 
That Italy is desirous of befriending 
and helping the newly-organised Jugo­
slav confederation. Why, it was Italy 
that received them to Rome in 1913. 
It waa Italy that first recognized the 
aspirations ot the Jugoslavs. At that 
conference, which was addressed by 
Orlando, the Prime Minister; there 
were representatives from Roumanie, 
Serbia, Montenegro and Croatia, and 
Dalmatia But those few men who 
were there from Dalmatia represent­
ed the progressive party of Croatia 
Slavonia and Dalmatia, the men who 
have been fighting an uphill fight for 
years and tor centuries against the 
Hapsburg tribe,"
