The price of Sugar was advanced 
this week. The wholesale price was 
28% cents all the summer, and hence­
forth, by regulation of the Food Con­
trol Board it will be 30 cents whole­
sale and 34 to 35 retail. West Coast 
people who deal With Halifax, say 
that they can buy sugar in Canada for 
24 cents, which they would be able to 
sell here at 28 cents, but they are not 
allowed to import. This is certainly 
hard on the public and shows that in­
terference with trade is not always to 
the advantage of the people. In the 
outports sugar will now be nearly 40 
cents per pound, and has become al­
most prohibitive to the ordinary 
housekeeper.

Dear Sir,—Through the columns of 
your paper allow me to ask all my 
friends and other charitably disposed 
Christian people to help towards the 
Torbay Garden Party,'which Is being 
held August Uth to secure necessary 
funds to erect the new church and 
presbytery.

This new church is an absolute 
necessity, it is not being built for 
style and fashion.

Many may think that the renovation 
of the old church would be less ex­
pensive and may look upon the erec­
tion of a new church as an extravag­
ance. For the benefit of such thinkers 
I will say, that In the opinion of two 
architects from St. John’s, the cost of 
renovating the old church would be 
<20.000.00 (twenty thousand dollars) 
and after that amount would be ex­
pended Torbay would still have only 
an old, unsightly building to show for 
a large expenditure.

As for the Presbytery,—the present 
one is almost uninhabitable in winter 
time. No. person could live another 
winter In it without contracting heavy 
colds. The present presbytery dates 
back beyond the memory of any living 
person.

It was formerly the home of the 
late Father Troy, who died 1872.

Practically no repadrs have been 
made on these two buildings for 
many, many years, consequently the 
presbytery is entirely beyond repair 
and the church financially beyond it.

I again ask my friends and other 
friends of Torbay to help along the 
good work which is so essential to 
our welfare.

the United States might be called the 
Ohio campaign, because the candi­
dates of the two great parties are 
natives of that State; they reside 
there and both carry on the business 
of publishing Ohio newspapers. Both 
also have long been prominent in the 
public life of the State. Mr. Harding, 
the Republican candidate, represents 
Ohio in the Federal Senate, and the 
Democratic candidate, the Hoi. James 
M. Cox, is Governor of the State.

Governor Cox was born at Jackson- 
burg, Ohio, on March 31, 1870, the

, son of a farmer of moderate means. 
He grew up as do most boys tn farm 
homes, attending the public school 

. and helping with the farm work. 
From the public school he passed to 
the high school, where his academic 
training seems to have been com­
pleted. He learried the printing 
trade, taught school for a time, ,and 
then worked on the local staff of a 

- newspaper in Cincinnati.
Fortune evidently favored him, for 

at the age of twenty-eight he was 
able to purchase a daily newspaper 
In Dayton, Ohio, and five years later 
to purchase another in an adjacent 
county. Out of these grew what is 
known as the News League of Ohio. 
His publications have been success­
ful, not only in a financial sense, but 
as influential exponents of public 
opinion, always, of course, on the 
side of, the Democratic party.

The publisher became a leader in 
State politics and in 1909 and again 
in 1913, the Democrats elected him to 
Congress. Two terms gave him a 
wide experience in the federal fled 
which will be exceedingly useful 
now, when he has to appeal to the 
whole country as a candidate for the 
presidency. Then came the governor­
ship of Ohio, to which he was elected 

, by large majorities. Governor Cox’s 
present term will expire in January 
next.

Ohio has twenty-four votes in the 
Electoral College that elects the Pre­
sident. Mr. Wilson received them in 
the last election, and with Governor 
Cox as their candidate, the Democrats 
expect once more to carry the State.

Mobbed U. S. Consulate
Dublin, July 21.—(United News).— 

Laborites backed up a demand for 
the release of James Larkin, imprison­
ed in the state of New York under the 
criminal anarchy law, by a noisy de­
monstration to-day at the American 
consulate. The consulate is now under 
heavy guard.

While the demonstration did not ap­
proach violence, for a time an ugly 
situation threatened to develop. The 
men were armed with revolvers and 
in a determined mood. There were 
thousands In the mob.

The demonstration started at the 
markets, where workmen with revol­
vers in their hands persuaded hun­
dreds of men to drop their work and 
form a procession. From this place 
they proceeded to the docks, where 
hundreds more willingly forgot their 
work and joined-the demonstrators.

Thence they marched to the con­
sulate where they booed and hissed— 
to no effect, for some time.

The authorities at once took steps 
to guard the building from violence.

First Imperial 
Press Conference.

(By Sir Harry Brittain, K.B.E., M.P., 
, in Mayfair")

“It is doubtful whether any gathe- 
ering within the Empire, official or 
unofficial, has ever been more con­
ducive to good understanding and to 
sound, practical results.” ''Hits was 
the verdict of a Government Blue 
Book (an austere organ which sel­
dom enthuses upon unofficial ev­
ents), after the completÿm of the 
First Imperial Press Conference in 
1909.

The idea of convening a congress 
of the editors in chief of the great 
newspapers of the Empire occurred 
.to me during a visit to Canada in 
the year 1907, at the back of my 
mind being the conviction that such 
a gathering would be ' the means 
K dispelling many a misunder- 

, funding between our scattered sa­
lons, and be the most effective me- 
liod to bring home to millions of 
scattered Britishers what were the 
Umpire’s potentialities, needs and 
dangers. I confided my, scheme to 
my old friend Earl Grey (then Go­
vernor General), who proved to be 
an enthusiastic supporter. Immedi­
ately upon my return to London, I 
discussed the idea with the leaders 
of the British Press, and it was de­
cided to go ahead.

A Labor of Love.
But the idea was a new one; un­

expected difficulties cropped up and 
two years hard labor was before 
me. The task, however, was an in­
vigorating one and entirely a labor 
of love, and I shall never forget the 
kindliness and ever ready help of my 
good friends of the British Press 

; and particularly of those who 
throughout the months of prepar­
ation spared neither time nor ef­
fort in ensuring success'; the pow­
erful aid of such men as Lord 
Burnham, Lorth Northcliffe, Sir Ar­
thur Pearson, Robert Donald, Ken­
nedy Jones and H. A. G Wynne (to 
mention but a few), was a full in­
surance that our objects would be 
achieved. The invitations were in 
due course despatched, the editors 
from the Dominion, Crown Colonies 
and India being bidden as our gusets 
from the time they left their homes 
until the detq of their return.

In this short article it is impossi­
ble to deal even in outline with all 
the events crowded into those eight

memorable weeks. The first wel­
come afforded otir guests was at the 
hands of 700 journalists of the old 
land, at whicl Lord Rosebery made 
what was perhaps the most remark­
able of all his splendid efforts of 
oratory. In the great room of the 
Foreign Office our visitors were en­
abled to meet practically every 
leading British statesman for the 
purpose of discussing one momen­
tous topic after another.

Received by Royalty.
Their Majesties the King and 

Queen (then Prince and Princess of 
Wales), invited the delegates to a 
garden party / at Marlborough 
House, where each member ltearnt 
at first hand how intimate was the 
knowledge of the Empire possessed 
by his Royal host. One little inci­
dent at that delightful gathering I 
shall not forget. After the presenta­
tion the delegates and their wives — 
to the number of about 100—naturally 
merged into the general gathering. A 
few minutes later I was sent for by 
His Royal Highness, who informed 
me that a message had just arrived 
from Buckingham Palace to say that 
King Edward, accompanied by Queen 
Alexandra, was on his way to Marl­
borough House and had graciously ex­
pressed a wish to have the delegates 
presented to him individually! As 
there were at least 600 people present, 
the garden large, the tents numerous 
and the ozone, which instantly reach­
es the weather warm, my task was 
not an easy one, particularly as I had 
only seen the majority of our visitors 
for the first time on the previous 
day. But the command was fulfilled, 
and the visitors duly marshalled with 

• about fifteen seconds to spare, and I 
need not emphasize the pleasure 
which this unexpected audience gave 
our guests; likewise shall I always 
treasure a very kindly message which 
I received afterwards from King 
George upon the successful results of 
my short but strenuous search.

ence. This body is the Empire Press 
Union; under the Presidency of one 
of the most able, experienced and 
popular newspaper men of our day, 
Lord Burnham, the activities of the 
Union have proved of the greatest 
benefit to the Empire’s Press.

Perhaps the indirect results of 
the Conference, though harder to 
tabulate, were by far the most im­
portant. We brought to the Home­
land men whose life’s work was to 
mould public opinion in every sec­
tion of the Empire. We did our best 
to show these men something of 
Great Britain as she really is, from 
the inside. They reviewed her pow­
er and might, they saw her peaceful 
countryside, and we did not hide 
from them the poverty and squalor 
to be found in her great cities. They 
met our leading statesmen from 
whom they learnt of the difficulties 
we have to contend against as the 
pivot of the Empire. Their meetings 
with our leading newspapermen 
were of enormous benefit to both, 
and led to innumerable and lasting 
friendships which have done much 
to bind together the Empire’s Press. 
They voiced the sentiments of em­
pire unity and equality as speaking 
for the great mass of the people 
in a manner in which they had ne­
ver been voiced before, and lastly, 
on their return to their distant homes 
they carried back this first-hand 
knowledge and wider understanding 
which they have been able to set forth 
for the benefit of their millions of 
reads in many tongues throughout the 
Seven Seas.

Landmarks In History.
As Lord Milner, the Secretary of 

State for. the Colonies, remarked 
only a few days ago, these confer­
ences are likely to be landmarks in 
history ; at this first gathering “great 
Imperial questions were thoroughly 
discussed, and a community of ideas 
established, to which he attributed in 
a great degree the marvellous way in 
which the Empire pulled together 
when the hour of trial came.” And 
now we look forward to the Second 
Press Conference, which is to be 
held in Canada during the present 
year. • Canada, the land of hospi­
tality, a land where the art of or­
ganization has been iferfected, in 
preparing a magnificent welcome for 
a veritable Parliament of the Press.

HISTORIC FORT BURNED.
BELFAST, July 31.

Charlemont Fort, erected in the 
reign of Queen Elizabeth, on the first 
entry of English soldiers into Tyrone, 
was burned by armed raiders early 
this morning. The building, which 
overlooked the River Blackwater, was 
long occupied by the Charlemont fam­
ily, members of which founded the 
Irish Volunteers at the time of the 
American War of Independence. It 
was used latterly by the Government 
as a military stronghold.

DISARMED MILITARY PICKET.
DUBLIN, July 31.

Three soldiers and three Sinn Pein­
era were wounded Thursday night, 
when a body of the latter disarmed a 
detail of military police in the 6eart 
of Dublin. The coup was said to have 
been the moat audacious an dspectac- 
ular that the Sinn Feiners have ac­
complished in the matter of disarming 
military. Military police are posted 
at Trinity College and at the Bank of 
Ireland, opposite the center of Dublin 
traffic, and within view of the princi­
pal Dublin Police Station. In the dis­
order last night, about ten Sinn Feln- 
ers held up a picket at the Bank and 
completely diearmed them, took away 
their revolver», and then mingled un­
concernedly lu the crowd» emerging 
from the Theatre Royal. During the 
scuffie three soldiers were wounded by 
discharges from their comrade» rifles, 
and three of their assailants were 
slightly wounded.
