- When workingmen stand
up for their unquestioned rights the,
community is with them, but when they
attempt. to infringe on the rights of
others, the general semss of justice and
fair-play is against them. .This Welling-
ton strike is so plainly an aggressive strike
—an attempt to interfere with, and - to
encroach upon, the legitimate and neces-
sary powers of employers—that we were
not surprised to see that as soon as the
general public were aware of its real
nature they came to regard it, not only
with coldness, but with disapproval.

THE TIME SERVER.

The Farmers'® Alliance, which has
grown so strong in the United States,
will, among other things, test the honesty
and strength of mind of the . politicians
of the Republic. It is very evident that
the Alliance has been formed by men
who are ignorant, both of the functions
and the powers of government. They
believe that government should inter-
fere with the business of the country, and
they also believe that it could make the
times good whenever it pleases. They’
also are convinced that the plenty, or the
scarcity, of money in a country, depends
upon government, and that all that agov-
‘Silihont - has +o+-do- in order- bo-make:
moriey plenty, is to set the printing
presses to work to produce treasury notes
that will be as good as gold,

This Alliance c'aims that the national
government should construct warehouses
in different parts of the country, in which
to store farm produce, issuing to the
owners 80 per cent. of the value thereof;
in currency notes. This scheme has gone
so far that a bill to carry it into effect
has been introduced in congress, where
it is known as the sub-treasury scheme.

The last election demonstrated the
strength  of  this  Farmers’ Alli-
ance. It has consequently risen
wonderfully in the estimation of politi-
cians. Men who, before the elections,
ridiculed its schemes and scoffed at what
it calls its principles, now speak Tespect-
fully of the organization and advocate the
views and opinions of its members,
Among these is ‘Mr. John B. Gordon, a
prominent politician ‘of Georgia. He is’
ambitious to represent that State.in the
Senate. Before the election he de-
vounced the Farmers’ Alliance, declaring
that its objects were impracticable and its
principles itrational. Since the election he
has changed his tune. Farmers’ Alliance
members have votes which it is necessary
for him to obtain ;-so, in order to gain
them, he now advocates as rational and
practicable what he, but the other day,
condemned as absurd and impracticable.
He, in order to win aseat in the Senate,
proclaims himselfto be” an uureasoning
fanatic, for now he upholds what he,
but a  short time ago, coo-
demned as foolish and fanatical. He
has sacrificed his self respect to his ambi:
tion, and has become the willing tool of
men for whotm he but lately ex-
pressed the greatest contempt. There
are, no doubt, thousands of men of ability
in'the United States who are ready to
follow Mr. Gordon’s example, men who
will eagerly advocate a policy which they
know to be vicious and opposed to the
general welfare, in order to advance their
personal interests. It 'is no wonder that
the wiseacres of the Farmers’ Alliance
imagine that their organization will be
the salvation cf the country, when they
see politicians of ability and experience
converted . to its theories. -The honest
men among them arée doomed to be dis-
appointed, but will the politicians who
are truckling to them really gain any-
thing by their-miserable subserviency ? *

A SISTER'S SUFFERINGS.
Her . Terrible Experme a8 a Prisoner in
Afriea.

Loxpox, Nov. 20.—Italian papers re-
port the arrival at Verona of Sister
Maria Caprini, who was made a prisoner
by the Mahdi in 1882, and who succeeded
in' escaping from the Soudan a few weeks
ago. \

Sister Caprini, soon after having taken
the veil, was sent to the southern precinct
of Egypt, and stopped at El Obeid with
several- of ‘her companions and mis-
sionaries. On 'January 15, 1883, the
Mahdi, having defeated the army 'of
Reouf Pasha, composed of 8,000 men,
27 of whom escaped alive, appeared be-
fore the walls of El Obeid. The city was
captured after. four and a half months ‘of
siege operations, and the 3,600 Egyptians
who surrendered were massacred in cold
blood and the inhabitants driven- away.
Sister Caprini and her companions were
thrown into prison  ang suffered terribly.
One day the Mahdi, angered by their re-
fusal to embrace the Moslem religion, or-
dered that they should be taken from
prison and be beheaded. Fortunately
he changed his mind and sent them back
to the zerebia or jail enclosure, but only
after their dresses and clothing- had been
taken from them,

Two of the sisters and one missionary
died soon after from want and ill treat-
ment. -

During eight years the prisoners were
in the hands of the Soudanese, but two
years afterthe deathof the Mahdi they
were assisted in escaping by some native
Christi "They painted their faces
black so as to look like Africans, traveled
rapidly during many nights, sometimes
sailing down the river and at other times
crossing the forest near the river. Finally
they reached Borbor #nd thence the
British and Egyptian advance posts.
Sister Caprini, on her-arrival at Alex-
andria, embarked on a steamer for Italy.
She has gone to Verona to visit her
mother and brother, who had given up
all hopes of ever seeing her again. In
spite of the torments she has suffered,
Sister Caprini enjoys very good ‘health,
and intends to return soo tg the African
missions. .

The writer, Mr. George Bartrick
Baker, enumerates, among the causes of
the crisis, *‘ the war cloud which loomed
now over the Balkan Peninsula, now on
the Afghan frontier,” the fear of a fresh
conflict between France and Germany,
the failure of the Panama Canal, the col-
lapse of M. Secretan’s- copper syndicate,
the trouble in the Argentine Republic,
the Revolution in Brazil and the spegula-
tions in silver in New York. All these
causes were not contemporaueous, but
cumulative, and brought about a state of
things which made holders of stock un-
easy and investors timid and shy. “The
uueasiness showed 1itself in a downward
movement in securities. Writing before
the late panic, Mr, Baker says : ‘‘ There
can be no doubt that more than once in
the past month (October) we have been
on the verge of a financial crisis, perhaps,
of the firstymagnitude.” Even then there
were sinister rumars and failures which,
though not much in themselves, were in-
dicative of weakness. The reviewer was,
however, of opinion that the worst had
been passed and that the situation had
commenced to improve. He,said :

** Fortunately, they have not extended
much further or the public would have
become greatly alarmed, and the collapse
it was sought to avoid would bave taken
place with disastrous effects. ' That “the

The truth seems to be
that the question, ‘what mext? is just
now one of such great uncertainty that
no one undertakes to answer it with any-
thing like confidence. The prophets of
the day appear to be inspired rather by
what they hope than by what they know,

Thereviewertakes a backward glance ra-
ther in order, itseems to us, to enable his
readers to be able to form some kind of
forecast as to the state of business in the
near future, than to foreshadow the effects
of the present crisis. The article contains
much interesting information with respect
to the rise and the fall of prices during
the last few years, and with respect to
the present condition of railway and
other stock on both sides of the Atlantic.
He enters into a pretty full enquiry with
respect to the cause of the great shrink-
age of American railroad stock during
the last few years. He shows -that
United States railroads, which a few.]
years ago paid good - dividends, now pay
uo dividends at all, and that the profits
of those that pay have been very consid-
erably reduced. One of the chief causes
of this change he attributes t> the reduc-
tion that has been made -in’"the cost of
transport.  This has heen about sixty
per cent. That is, the trading public
pay for the cost of. the carriage of goods
and passengers less than half of what
they did in 1874. We give the conclu-
sion at which he arrives in his own words:

** 1t is evident that investors stilL need
to exerdise much diseretion, if they wish
to safeguard their savings, for, despite
the great fall which has occurred, and
jxhich is a strong incentive to indiscpini-
ate purchase, it will probably be, in
Bnie cases at least, money in their packet
if they simply sit still and do nothing.”

We.are afraid if a British Colum-
bia company asked for so lafge a ‘subsidy
for a road to open up a rich mineral dis-
trict within the province it would meet a
very cool reception. And if it was pro-
posed to expend a considerable part of
thie money not in building or equipping
the road, but in erecting smelters and
refining works, we greatly fear the pro-
posal ‘would stand no chance whatever of
being entertained. + ;

Then Mr. Ritchie is not content with
Government aid to build a railroad to
open up the country which contains the
nickel deposit, but he wants the Goyern-
ment to guarantee three per cent. on five
millions of dollars ‘invested in the manu-
facture of nickel steel.. This is a Dpew

industries 1n many. ways—chiefly indirect
—but it has. never yet advanced money
or given a guarantee to & manufacturing
concern. ;We, for eur part, do not think
that the manufacture of nickel steel is
withia the function of Government. If
there'1s to besuch a demand for that kind
of steel as is expected, and if Canada
contains the finest as well as the most
readily accessible deposits of nickel in
the world, we think that there will be
no difficulty in getting up a company of
British capitalists who will be glad of the
oppbrtunity to invest their money in so
promising an enterprise, particularly if
the Government extends to them the aid
in providing facilities of transport asked
for by Mr. Ritchie. There are many in-
dustries in the. country quite as import-

| ant as that of mining and manufacturing

nickel-steel—raising wheat, for instance,
and mining coal, which have to get along
without Government aid, and we cannot
see how in justice to them the Govern-
ment can spend the people’s money in
coddling the nickel manufacturers. Be-
sides, we are quite convinced that the ir-
dustry will be more wisely and more pro-
fitably conducted if 1t is left in the hands
of business men, and _is strictly a private
enterprise.

Kennan Substantiates the Trath of His Ar-

New York, Nov. 20.—Mr. Dewindt,
the English explorer, while travelling in
Siberia a few weeks ago, sent a letter to
the Pall Mall Gazette, denying a state-
ment made by George Kennan _in his ar-
ticles published in the Century. The
following special cable from London was
received to-day:  “Explorer Dewindt,
who is now in Russia and Siberia, has
written a letter from Tomsk; in Western
Siberia, in which he declares that George
Kennan’s pictures of prison life under
Russian rule are untrue. - The prisons in
Tomsk, be declares, are clean and com-
fortable, and their sanitary condition is
perfect. The prisoners, he says, are well
fed, and are in every way well treated.”

Mr. Kennan has sént a letter to the
Mail and Express, in which he says: “It
is a remarkable , and significant fact -that
whenever a badly informed and credyl-
ous foreign traveler arrives in Tomsk ahd
desires to 1nspect the prison, he i8 con-
ducted by the amiable officials, not to the
exile forwarding prison, which, perhaps,
is the thing which he really wishes and
means to see, but to the tiuromni zamek,
or provincial prison, which is nothing
more than a district jail.

‘“This was the course pursued with
Rev. H. Lavdsdell, and this seems to
have been the plan. adopted by the
Tomsk officials in their dealings with
Mr. Dewindt. Mr. Dewindt declares
positivély that the Tomsk prison, as
graphically described in the pages of the

The effect of this
action is that the engineer has been in-
structed that it may be necessary to sus-
pend the work until the Trade Union
differences are ended, and 1,500 men will
be thrown out of work.”

He refused to speak about the
future policy of the road in regard to the
Northwest trafic agreement.

Chauncey M. Depew, president of the
New York Central, was seen to-night and
asked what the Vanderbilts would do
about the alliance. He replied -

looking into 1t.  Come around again and
1 may tell you.

The last edition of the Commercial Ad-
vertiser asserts positively that Gould will
shortly take control of the Union Pacific,
The first action by the new directorate
will be the abrogation of the traffic ar-
rang t with the Chicago and Nor h-
western, forcing the Vanderbilts to tuke
the same position regarding Union Pacific
business. The new directors are Russell
Sage, Alexander E. Orr, Jay Gould ard

Australia had hitherto been successful in
placing an eight-hour law on the statute
books and enforcing it on all trades, and
in causing all railways to be owned and
operated by the government upon the
policy of giving the utmost possible ser-
vice to the people at the cheapest rates.
In New South Wales the railways carry
school children gratuitously, and in Vic-
toria the tramwaysin cities and towns be-
come the property of the municipalities
after a certain term of years,
Notwithstanding the abridgment of
the hours of labor, wages have been twice
as great 1n Australia, in all the trades, as
in England, while with the exception of
rent the cost of living was not higher than
in the mother country. Flushed - with
their success over capital, labor lost its
head and, through their federation,
ordered that non-union men should never
be permitted to work with" union men
and that every union man should be
secured against dismissal from his employ-
ment. Employers were ordered to com-
pel their workmen to join unions against
their wish and to pay their entrance fees
for them. 1n cuse of refusal employers
were threatened with the baycotting of
their comntedities, and told that the rail-
way employes would strike ruther than
haudle . boycotted goods. Steamship
companies were commanded to discharge
their captains, and masters of foundries
to  dischaige their superintendents.
These demands of the trades unions were
refused and resisted. Then a strike was
ordered of seamen, firemen, dockers,
miners and other trades. Steamers gy
idle for lack of sailors, stevedores ang
coal, and for three nights there was not a
gas light in Melbourne.

The coercion failed for the same reason
that the New York Centralé strike,
ordered by the Knights of Labor, failed.
The sympathies of the community” were
with the employers in their resistande to
the tyrannical and inequitable demands
of labor. The employers ordered a re-
volt‘against. this coercion, and, under the
protection of the police and the mlitia,
non-union men have replaced the strikers
in the gas-works, dock-yards, foundries,
factories and mines. ' Merchants and
shopkeepers in Queensland discharged
and loaded steamers with their own
hands.” Finally, in South Australia, the
union men themselves rebelled against
orders and went back to work, and, even
in Victoria, where the trades unions are
the most powerful, the strike has col-
lapsed. The folly of labor has thus been
rebuked by failure, and capital hasg; been
taught the necessity of ' combination and
cosopération against oppressiog.

My heart sickens, but I rally to save
my friend Schmitz, who still sticks to
the car’s side. Already the clouds are
sinking beneath us. We are at least
two miles above the earth. I try:to raise
Schmitz into the car but he has sunk so
far down from the edge that I can hard-
ly grasp his wrists, and he is 0o weak
to make an effort for himself.

HEIRS TO.MILLIONS.

The Good Luck of an Honest, Hard-
Working Hoosier Family.

It is not often. that one who has
worked all higlife on a farm comes into
possession of $4,000,000 in a day, and yet
such an event is soon to happen to a
family living at Sunman, in this State,
writes a Lawrenceburg (Ind.) corre-
spondent of the Cincinnati Commercial
Gazette. ,In 1776 Mary Bentley, of New
York City, leasad a tract of land there
to the Government for ninety-nine
‘years.

He held that the words trade
and commerce were not synonymous ;
but the one referred to foreign and inter-
provineial business, and the other to
transaction of busi within the pro-
vince, and argued by analogy ts some
United Stat::g:ilecisiogs, that the B.N.A.
Act conferred theé right upon the Domin-
ion Parliament of regulating trade within
the provinees. ;

The Attorney-General—who had as-
sociated with him Mr. Helmcken—argued
that the mitters was purely one of a
local character, and well within the
powers conferred upon the provincial leg-
islature ; even to this extent, that the
arrangement and sale of public l#nds
were exclusively within the jurisdiction
of the provincial government. It was a
matter within the power of ‘the province
to expropriate lands for road purposes,

d even to say whoshould or who should
not make use of the public roads. The
money for the censtruction, maintenance
and repair of the roads came out of the
provincial purse, and hence the province
should have the right to say under what
circumstances the roads should be used.

His Lordship, in giving judgment,said ;
These were two actions -for penalties
under the Wide Tires’ Act, 1889, c. 22,
the first brought by the Attorney-General
for one offence against the act, the other
by a private prosecutor for a.distinct of-
fence on a different day.

The Statute (passed 16th April, 1889,
but not oming into force until October 1.
1890,) forbids the carrying of any load of
more than 2,000 pounds in any wagon
on any of the highways in Victoria dis-
trict, unless thé tires be at least four
inches in width.

The first question upon .which T was
asked to give an opinion was whether a
private prosecutor might sue. The
negative was scarcely contended for, and
it seems quite clear that he may. ' Sec.
4of the act (c, 22, 1889,) says: *‘One
‘half of the penalty récovered under this
act shall be paid to the inform-
er, &c.” This inevitably implies that
an informer may bring the ac-
tion, and successfully ; otherwise no
penalty could be there to be ‘dealt with.
And, besides, the Interpretation of
Statutes (C. A. 1888, ¢. 1, sec. 8, subs.
23) is express: ‘*Whenever any pen-
alty . .. . is imposed by any Act,
then, if no other mode be prescribed
for the recovery thereof, it shall be re-
<covered with costs in any civil action
(either) at the suit of the Crown only or
(at the suit) of any private party suing
a8 well for the Crown as for himself,”
ete.
The defendant admits the contraven-
tion of the Act in each case. And the
only question really .argued before .me
was as to the constitutionality of the
Wide Tires’ Act.

Mr. Wilson, for the defendant, relied
ou two grounds only, I think. First,
that this was a direct attempt to *¢ regu-
late? the ““trade” of a carrier, and
80 ‘a direct usurpation of a sub-
ject matter which, by the British
North America Act, sec. 91, subs.
2, is expressly reserved to the Dominion
Parliament. And,in the rext place, t at
it was an interference, not with all trades,
nor in all parts of the province, but‘only
with one trade and in one" particular dis-
trict of the province; that it is, there-
fure, unequal in incidence on those en-
gaged in carrying, and repugnant to
uatural justice, and void.

But it wags answered by the Attorney-
General that such exceptional legislation
is continually met with. That different
and special powers are given to many of
the various municipalities-within the pro-
vince, and differest powers of taxation
(i. e., of imﬁninu burdens) on persons
dwelling within the province, and of-im-
posing discriminating burthens upon per-
sons pursuing-different avocations in the
same . unicipality, all ' which legis-
lation,  pressing ~ unequally, would
be a mere nullity, according to the
defendant’s present argument. Moreover,
the question to be considered is not the
Justice or expediency of the emact-
ment, but its constitutionality. If this
were.a mere by law, the court might ex-
amine whether it were reaso nable, o«
equitable.; but an act of the legislature
is not liable to be treated as a nullity on
such grounds. At least there is-no mod-
ern authority for that view; but very.
much against it. And then, on the main
ground, it was denied by the ti
that this is an attémpt to regulate  trade
or commerce ” within the meaning of see,
91, subs.

Lastly, 'it can hardly be'denied but that
this wide tire’ regulation confined to
Victoria digtrictis a matter of a merely
local nature ; ang, if so, it is expressly
reserved to the Province alone by
sub-section 16.  And, besides all this:
It is decided that every topic of legisla-
tion is, by the B.N.A. Act, given out of
the hands of the [mperial Parliament to
the two bodies of legislature thereby
created, (viz.,) to the Dominion Parlia-
went and the Provincial. They possess
between them all the power which the
Linperial Parliament could 'have exer-
cised ; so that whatever topic is' not pos-
sessed by the one, falls necessarily into
the power of the other. The precise
matter of the tires of wagon wheels is no!
expressly named in either section 91 or
section 92 ; but there are general words
in each list which might, in case of
necessity, be construed. so as to
include tires. We must put a reasonable
construction on these two sets of general
words, Now, is it reasonable to say
that the' Dominion Parliament alone can
regulate the width of the wagon tires in
Victoria district, and that the - Provinoial
Parliament has nothing to say in.the
matter ?

But as this is the first case under the
statute and (I was told) a test one, I
shall only convict in the sum of $10.
The interpretation Act, sec. 8, 43,
seems to carry costs; but, at any rate,
the sentence will be for $10 and costs in
each case. The whole penalty in the
Attorney-General's case will go to the
Crown. In McNeil's case, one-half to
him and the remainder to the Crown.

THE JAMESON HORROR.

Stanley Tells the Evidence on Which He
Bases His Aecusations.

The Lundon Times published on the
9th inst. from its special  correspondent
in New York, who called upon Mr. Stan-
ley with the request that he particularize
more regarding the story of cannibalism
charged on Mr. Jameson. Mr. Stanley
readily comiplied with the reguest, and
wrote and signed the following':

** Concerning the story of cannibalism
which is connected with ‘the name of Mr.
Jameson, I first heard: it, of course, from
Mr. Bonny. I was greatly incredulous,
and rather suspscted there was some ani-
mus, but he'told me; *But I have seen
the sketches myself,’ and the Zanzibaris
who had been to Stanley Falls corrobor-
ated Mr. Bohny. ; ¥

““Then I was also informed that the
State authorities at Stanley Falls intend-
ed arresting Mr. Jameson. ~The story, as
Mr. Bonny told it to. me, was “not only
current in the camp, but became current
along the Congo from Stanley Pool to
Nyangwe. Even this was not sufficient
to entirely satisfy us. At the same time
I wrote a letter to Mr. Jameson that I
hoped he would beé able to disprove such
a fearful story.

‘‘ We heard no more about the story
till I eame to Cairo, and Asaad Ferran, a
Syrian Christian,' formerly interpreter on
the expedition, delivered a written docu-
ment to me, on reading which I saw that
the details were circumstantial and related
with. wonderful clearness, and I asked
him if the facts were true -which the
documents contained. I asked him if he
had written them himself. He answered
in theffaffirmative. Two witnesses were
called, and in their presence I asked hiny
again if the facts in that document were
truthfully -related. He answered * Yes,
as a Christian,’

*“Isaid, ‘Remember, these men are
dead. Whatever harm they may have
done you in Africa, thex can never do
you any more harm. Therefore think
well before you speak. Are the facts con-
tained in this paper true?’”

‘“‘ Yes,” he said, ‘I swear it.’

¢ ‘Write your name down in the pres-
enee of these gentlemen if the papér is
true.’

*“ And he signed his name, and the two
witnesses signed theirs, attesting the fact
that he had solemnly sworn to the truth
of the document,and that he attached his
signature with his own hand to it.
