The passage of the second reading of
the Assessment Act constituted the fea-
ture of yesterday’'s session of the local
legislature. ‘There was a brief debate
participated in hy ‘Messrs. (Curtis, Me-
Bride, Neill, Tatlow and Martin, but no
opposition developed, and the second
reading went through without- a divi-
sion. In presenting the bill, Hon. Mr
Prentice briefly explained its scope .and
character, and also stated that since
the first draft was made, it had been
arranged to make the tax levied .upon
mineral or placer claims 25 cents
per acre, instead of 50 cents, as print-
ed in the bill. Improved latitude for
redemption was also provided for. The
object of the bill was to simplify and
systematize collection methods, and he
felt sure that the House would assist
him in doing all pessible in eolecting
the legitimate revenue of the country
accruing in taxes. In the case of pre-
«mptions, the law had been changed to
provide an .extended period in which
hack taxes could be paid before the
lands could ‘be sold. The minister gave

the aet, and announced that the tax
sales for I'rail (Creek, Grand Forks and
Greenweood had been postponed for threc
wouths, and would be brought under the
provisions of this act.

BESSON ACCUSES
FRENCH PREMIER

Charges That Two Hundred
Thousand Was Offered
as a Bribe.

Paris, .April 14.—The correspondent
of the Figaro at Grenoble telegraphs
that an articlé is published in this
morning’s Petit Dauphineois, in which
the editor, M. Besson, repeats his recent;
charges that he was approached with
an offer to secure authorization for the
monks of the Grande Chartreuse monas-
tery to remain in Franee on payment of
$200,000.

M. Besson declares that the person on
whose behalf the offer was made by
the intermediary approaehing him, was
Edgar Combes, the son of the Premier,
and that the intermediary was a promi-
nent politician named Vervoart. Ver-
voort explained that $2Q,000 of the
$200,000 would go to M. Besson as his
commission on the transaetion.

M. .Besson challenges MM. Combes,
father and son, to take the ease before

Twenty minutes afterwards, when these
two substitutes were looking for their
hats on the track, the shooting com-
menced. 'They were near, but could not
see who did it. |

The shooting evidently arose out of a
row, and it will only be a matter of-a
little more investigation by the police
before the whole matter is made plan
and the guilty parties discovered.
There was another chase after Jones
at Moodyville tonight, but without re-
sult. It was believed by the police in
the chase that they were on the track
of the jailbreakers, but darkness came
on, and they had - to desist.

BUILDERS’ STRIKE
SEEMS INEVITABLE

Workmen in Montreal Have
Nothing to Arbitrate---Dead-
loc« Results.

Montreal, April 14.—It is now believed
that on Thursday or Friday one of the
biggest strikes that ever occurred in
Montreal, involving about 2,500 ecarpen-
ters and joiners, will be inaugurated,
paralyzing «ompletely the building opera-
tions for an indefinite period.

This opinion is freely expressed by
members of the Brotherhood, who are
emphatie in declaring that they will
accept nothing less than 2214 cents per
hour, and there is a very strong feel-
ing that the original demand for 25
cents per hour should be adhered to in
the event of no settlement. The men
have beem working for as low as $8&
innd $9 a week, and they say they can-
not live on this wage any longer, and
they do not imtend to do so. 3

There was a meeting in the Mechan-
ies’ Institute building of a committee
representing the men, and a large num-
ber of employers, when the matter was
discussed at great length. The best of-
fer the employers would make was a
minimum of 20 cents per hour, with an,
offer to arbitrate the other clause; the
board of arbitration to be composed off
three members of the union, three ‘em<
ployers, and .a Superior Court judge.
The men claimed that they had abso-
lutely nothing to arbitrate, so no deci-
sion was reached, and a ‘general strike
seems imevitable. o

A stray bullet reached
as far as Cordova street and  rattled
along the sidewalk, while one of them
grazed a pedestrian’s cheek.. At noon
Rogers was reported in afangerous com-
dition. He sent for Colin Campbell, of
the provinecial police, to make a state-
ment as to the shooting, and directed
his friends what to do if he should die,

1tegi the hours of employment of such
children to 54 hours in any week, aund
nine hours in any day, and to the hours
between 6 a.m. and 9 p.m. _The pres-
ence of children in the factory in pro-
hibited hours is to be prima facie evi-
dence of violation of the law. The
hours of women are limited to the same
hours, but may be 60 hours in a week or
ten hours in a day, and longer only un-
der a special arrangement in order to
shorten some other work day in the
week.

Welmouth, April 13.—The brief sail of
the two Shamrocks today, showed that
Shamroek IIL is able to stand well to
her canvas. In the hard breeze she ap-
peared to pull more water than former-
ly. 'rhis, however, is not surprising
considering her speed. The significant
point of this first trial in a really hard
blow suggests' that Mr. Fife has gone
beyond the safe limit in his desire to
produce light spars.

EXPLOSION ON IOWA.

Shell of Big Gun Explodes Prethaturely
With IFatal Results.,

Pensacola, Fla., April 11.—An investi-
gation of the explosion on the battleship
Iowa which occurred at sea Thursday
afternoon, resulting in the death of
three seamen and the serious injury of
five others, shows that the accident
'was caused entirely by a defective shell
fuse, which, it is stated, burned faster
than was calcnlated. It is understood

that the shell exploded fully sixty sec-

onds before it was timed to go off.  An
examination of the ship today shows
that the bursted gun‘is beyoud repair
and that the 12-inch forward tuTret wsil
have to be repaired.

Water Meters Engage Much. At
tention---Their Advantages
Explained.

Suggested That Haddington
Island Stone Be Used For
Library Building.

The chief topic of conversation these
days in City Hall circles is water met-
ers; and with three representatives of
meter manufacturing firms in the city,
Water Commissioner Raymur and other
officials of the Water Works Department
are-busy delving into the mysteries of
meter construction and the relative mer-
its of the dozen or more samples for-
{ warded by firms who are tendering for

sup%ldying the city with the number re-
quired.

It will be remembered that at the last
regular meeting of the council the ten-
ders were opened and referred to the
Water Commissioner, the purchasing
agent, and the Finance committee for
report. A representative of the Colo-
nist inquired of Mr. Northcott what
particular procedure swould be followed
in arriving at a decision as to the rela-
tive merits. of the various meters, so
as_to make an intelligent choice.  He
said it was simply a matter for deter-
mination by an enquirer with adequate
mechanical knowledge. = The - sample
meters would be all carefully examined
by such a person in whom the ecicy has
entire confidence, and his choice made
the determining factor in the awarding
of the contract.

Water Commissioner Raymur is of
the opinion that sufficient evidence has
already been advanced by the opponents
of the meter system, but in further jus-
tification of the position which the ecity
has taken in deciding to introduce the
system generally in Victoria, he points
to a very interesting article which ap-
pears in the April number of Municipal
Hngineering, a monthly magazine pub-
lished in New York, devoted to the im-
brovement of cities. The article, which
i1s printed under the caption “Effect of
Meters on Water Consumption,” is as
follows:

From a paper on “City Ownership
Water Supply,” delivered by 'W. R. Hill,
the chief engineer of the New York
;aqueduct commission, at the national
feonvention on Municipal ‘Ownership and
Public Franchises, the following regard-
ing the effect of meters upon water sup-
plies is'extracted: The great importance
to municipalities of metering water will,
I trust, be sufficiently recognized to par-
dox_x my digressing frqm the general his-
torical scope of this paper in order teo
present, in closing, certain facts which
I have collected bearing on the subject.
In one hundred cities in the Jnited
States, having an aggregate population
of eleven millions, the average consump-
tion of water per, day is 1,457,000,000
gallons, which is’ equivalent to 13214
gallons per day for each person, In
thesg cities there are 1,631,500 taps or
service pipes and 283,854 meters in use;
hence 18!% per cent of these service
Pipes are metered,

In order to show the effect of the use
of meters on the quantity of water con-
sumed per person per day, I have divid-
ed the one hundred cities into five classes.

In class A are the cities having less
than 10 per cent of their service metered.

Ninety of the above named cities pro-
cure their supply of water by pumping,
the cost of which is one of the prinecipal
items of expense,

In Allegheny, Pa., where they have
Scarcely any meters in use, the consump-
tion per capita per day is 300 gallons,
while in Brockton, Mass., where 83 per
cent of their service is metered, the con-
sumption per capita per day is but 30
gallons. Thus it is apparent that the ap-
parent effect of the use of meters is to
greatly reduce the consumption of water,
or, more properly, it might be styled
the waste of water.

In a report of the Bureau of Water of
Buffalo, N. Y., it is stated that on Feb.
‘10, 1899, when a zero wave prevailed, the

amount of water delivered per capita was
440 gallons. A large quantity of this was
| evidently allowed to run to waste to pre-
vent it from freeging in the pipes. It
might be interesting to note that their
entire supply of water is obtained. by
pumping and that no record was pre-
sented of the amount of coal consumed
at the pumping station on that cold day.
About 2 per cent of their service is met-
ered. and their average consumption of
water sper capita per day is about 265
gallons. .
Furnishing water at fixed rates regard-
!less of the quantity consumed is wrong,
unjust, unbusiness-like and against the
interests of any municipality. Under such
a system - the rates charged are mere
guesswork and many are compelled to
,pay for the water used or wasted by oth-
ers. People are apt to complain of the

The great advantages d rom the
use of meters are no longer questions of
doubt. It has ‘been successfully dem-
onstrated by many object lessons that
their ‘use will produce the following re-
sults: They will “prevent money from
i ‘ in' procuring, pumping
and ‘distributing a4 large quéntity of
twater the greater of which is
frequently allowed to run to -waste.
They will ensure cheaper water rates
to ithe public generally. They will es-
tablish an equitable basis' for the ae-
sessment of water charges.\ In some in-
stances ‘they will decrease the quantity
of ‘water to be filtered, thereby increasing
the efficiency of filtering plants and im-
proving the gquality of water. They will
increase the pressure on-the distributing
pipes, thus ° bettering - the protection
against fire, and, they will, in many
cases where water is furnished at fixed
rates, eliminate the necessity of increas-
ing the supply or enlarging the works.

As To Harbor
Commissioners

Three Civic Bodies Will This
Week Be Busy With That
Subject.

Board of Trade, Chamber of
Commerce and City Council
To Take Action.

Tonight at the regular weekly meet-
ing of the Chamber of Commeree, and on
Friday evening next at the meeting of
the Board of ‘I'rade, the much-discussed
question of harbor commissioners will
again be taken up for discussion and
considerable interest attaches to what
will be dome at these meetings, The
Board of Trade has gone to the ex-
pense of having printed 250 copies of
a draft “Act to Incorporate Commis-
sioners,”” and these are now being ecir-
culated amongst the members, prepara-
tory to discussion on Friday evening.
The document is a very voluminous and
formidable one; and no one Seems to
hold the opinion that it will be aceepted
as expressing a definition of what are
to be the powers of the proposed beard
of commissioners,

The general feeling among citizens of
all classes seems to be, that if an agree-
wment can be reached that a beard of
harbor commissioners  is desirable, the
powers of such a body should be limited
to simply acting in an advisory capacity
to the Dominion government engineer,
receiving no salary for such service.
The act as printed, and now in the
bands of members of the Board of
Tl':ldC', t.hus defines the powers of tlte
commissioners:

“The corporation shall, for the pur-
poses of and as provided in this act,
have jurisdiction within the  limits of
the port of Victoria, as defined in this
act. They shall have power:

‘“(a) Mo take evidence on oath as to
the present state of the harbor of Vie-
toria, its sufficiency or insufficiency to
meet the growing demands of com-
merce of the port. For this purpose
the president or secretary shall have
power to administer oaths as by statute
provided.

*(b) To prepare plans and charts of
the harbor as existing, including all the
surrounding properties to the streets
bounding same, and also of the Indian
reserve; to plot upon the surface of the
| harbor the depth of the water, and by
boring ascertain the nature of the
depth of the bottom to a datum line of
30 feet below ordinary low-water level.

“{c) To prepare plans of such im-
provements as the board may, after ma-
ture conference, deem necessary to pro-
vide for the commerce of the pert, and
for the general advantage of Canada.

‘(d) To estimate the cost thereof, and
the probable revenue to be derived there-
from. |

“(e) To report their conclusions to
the proper departments of the govern-
ment at Ottawa.,

“) And may do all things necessary
to carry out such plans of improvement
as may be approved by the Governor-in-
Counecil.

“The corporation may hold, take, ac-
quire and purchase such immovable
broperty as it considers necessary for
the purposes of extending and improving
the harbor of Victoria, or the accom-
modations thereof, including ‘the eon-
structions for such purposes of wet and
dry docks, wharves, piers, slips, eattle-
pens “and abattoirs, timber ponds and
coal bunkers, and all other such works,
and of warehouses, : elévators and ap-
proaches and bridges, within the port of
Victoria, for the development thereof, or
for any other purposes of this act; and
may acquire, hold, pessess, and build
such movable property, vessels, plant
and machinery as it deems necesary for
the efficient discharge of the duties de-
volved upon it by this act, and main-
tain same, and may, for the carrying on
of such works devolving upon them as
harbor commissioners, take out regis-
ters for such vessels in’ its corporate
name and capacity, and may dispose of
the same immovable and movable prop-
erty, vessels, plant and machinery as
often as it sees fit to do so, and may
equip and operate the sgme and charge
tolls and dues for the| use thereof as
may be approved from' time to time" by
the Goveruor-General-in-Council, and
may do all other things necessary to
carry out the previsions of this act ac-
cording to their true intent and spirit.”

To many familiar with shipping con-
ditions in Victoria, the suggestion .that
the commissioners should be empowered
to collect tonnage dues is especially ob-
noxious, as it is claimed this would only
have the effect of driving off many ships
who now eall at Victoria and land only
a small quantity of freight. A strong

A BLESSING
IN DISGUISE

Decision In Mérger Case Will
Stop Undue Activity in
Promotion.

New York, April 13.—Jaceb H.
Schiff, of the banking firm of Kuhn
Loeb & Company, a member of the Har-
riman syndicate, and a director in the
Northern Securities Company, the Bal-
timore and Ohio Railway Company, and
the Union Pacific Railway Company,. in
an interview in the.Evening Post, to-
day, on the Northern Securities decision,
said: “The result of the decision, if
it be confirmed upon appeal,. must neces-
sarily be far-reaching.. The decision
practically establishes this:. ’I.Ihaft any-
thing done which will put it in. the
power of any company to restrain: in-
dustry and trade, is illegal, even. if thae
reverse of such restraint is intended, as
has no doubt been the bona-fide pur-
pose of the incorporators of the North-
ern Securities Company, thus as a logi-
cal consequence the power the Pennsyl-
vania possesses to influence Baltimore
and Ohie and other corporate manage-
ments, all the power the New York
Control possesses to direct the Lake
Shore, Michigan Central and the Nickel
Plate Company’s managements,. or the:
New York, New Haven and Hartford’s
influence over the New England road,
even if such power of influence as ac-
tually exercised be beneficial to: the
public, is illegal. This is the danger
in the. situation which has now been
created, not that I believe that the gov-
ernment will at present go any further,
but, as it is, almost any one, for the
purpose of blackmail or sinister pur-
poses, has it henceforth in his power
to open fire and harrass most of the
large railroad and industrial corpora-
tions. With all of this, I do not feel
particularly pessimistic. We shall,. no
doubt, for some time find a great un-
willingness in embarking in new affairs,
but that is no misfortune, for promo-
tion has been carried too. far, and in
this respect perhaps, the decision may
prove a blessing in disguise, the country
has at no time in its history been in a
better and more prosperous condition
than it is at present, and it is certain
to profit by the experience.”

Je-
rome [Harper went mad and drowned
himself in a bath tub at San Jose, Cali-
fornia, and Thaddeus Harper, after suf-
fering for several years from the ' ef-
fects of a kick from a horse on his
head, died at the Jubilee hospital here
three years ago. Dick Lovell went
back Hast and accompanied the Union
army to the battlefield of ‘Gettysburg,
and was killed there. What became of
the rest of the conspirators I mever
learned, and so far as I know, I am
the only one left of the merry party
that, 41 years ago, used to assemble at
22 and 23 St. Nicholas hotel, to celebrate
IConfederate victories.

But, the reader will say, you head
the story “Sweet Marie.” ‘Who and
‘what was she? You have not mentioned
her once in the whole reminiscence.

A Fatal Head
On Collsion

Four Tralnmen Killed and Many
Injured on Intercolonisal
Kailroad.

Express Running at Full Speed
Crashes Into a Freight
Train.

Halifax, April 13.—As a result of a
terrible accident on the Intercolonial
railway, the following are dead: " Wm.
Wall, driver, number 26G; Michael Oak-
ley, fireman, number 267; Albert Thorpe,
brakeman, number 75; Edward Hill,
fireman, numbeyr 75, while the following
are seriously injyred: Nelson Copeland,
driver, number 75, and A. Angus Me-
Crady, tramp, who was stealing a ride
on the fast express. i

This frightful catastrophe is the
second within two months on the East-
ern section of the Intercolonial railway,
and oceurred at 1:30 o’clock on Sunday
morning, two miles West of V\’m(}sor
junction. The Eastbound fast freight
for Montreal collided head-on with the
fast Atlantic express, Westbound, Te-
sulting in the death of the four. train-
men, the probably fatal injuring of an-
other, slightly injuring half a dozen oth-
ers, doing great damage to rolling stock
and blocking traffic over the road.

The passengers slightly injured were:
Dr. Miller, Halifax; J . Comean,
Halifax, head cut. A.'E. Hartling and
Jno.

Mr. Smith Curtis was suceessful in
placing the government in an awkward
predicament yesterday. It is Mr. Cur-
tis’ forte to place people in awkward
predicaments, even himself, and he is
never so happy as when exereising him-
self in this direction. On the present
occasion he brought forward a motion
resolving that there should be a disso-
lution, and an appeal to the country
after the present session. Now it might
be the opinion of the government (we
do not say that in this instance it is,
merely that it might be) that the coming
summer would be a good time for an
appeal to the country. But even if it
were, a government could not accept
such a resolution, because it would be
a mandate from the legislature inter-
fering with a prerogative of the minis-
try, and of the ministry alone, to give
advice to the Crown upon such a sub-

Hence such a resolution, if car-

ied, could only have one meaning,
namely, that upon this point, the govern-
ment did not possess the confidence of
the legislature. It was, therefore, a
motion of want of confidence, pure and
simple. On the other hand, it placed
certain members of the House in a very
difficult position. These members have
been outspoken in their expression of
opinion that the ‘country should be ap-
pealed to this year. If they voted
against the resolution they -would be
accused of talking one way at home, and
voting another way at Victoria. The
resolution was a drag-net to catch the
vote of such members. How ingenious
it was may be judged by the result, and
how unscrupulous by the fact that therd
are a number of members of the opposi-
tion who desire nothing less in the wide
world than an appeal to the country.
These voted fceg the resolution because
it was a vote of want of confidence, the
others because it was in line with opin-
jons they had publicly expressed, and
which supporters of a government are
quite entitled to hold and express if they
so choose. Probably they felt that they
could not explain to their constituents
the very vast, but somewhat technical
distinction between a vote of want of
confidence and a vote expressing their
opinion on the subject of a future disso-
lution. It was through this parliamen-
tary distinction that Mr. Curtis proposed
to impale the government like an ento-
wmological specimen on a piece of paste-
board. Mr. Curtis failed. It-is aston-
ishing how.often he does fail, and with
what unwearied persistency he begins
to think up mischief again in that fertile
brain of his. This session he has begun
with a resolution which secured the sym-
pathy of seventeen members of the legis-

We do not blame the Montreal Gazette.
From the sources of its information and
from its point of view, it could. not well
adopt another tone from the one.it has
adopted. We notice that it finds a dif-
ficulty in reconciling the prosperity and
progress of British Columbia with a
conflition of affairs under which, if it
existed, prosperity and progress would
‘be¥ impossible.  But that has not put it
upon the track of doubting whether such
a condition of affairs does exist or not.
Look at the facts. There is not a symp-
tom of labor disturbance in our lumber
industry, and those engaged in it are
all making imoney. ‘There s not a symp-
tom of labor trouble in our copper min-
ing industry and, with -better prices,
those engaged in it are making money.
In our gold mining industry there is
not a symptom of labor trouble, and
those engaged in it are making as much
money as they usually do. The same
with our silver-lead mining industry, the
same with qur smelting industry, the
same with our coke burning and steam
coal producing industry. In coal mining
there is one labor disturbance affecting
one mine producing domestic coal very
largely for export. For the labor trouble
in Vancouver we have, from an economic
standpoint, a most profound and hearty
contempt. Except in lumber and sugar,
and a few other less important respects,
Vancouver is emphatically not a manu-
facturing town. , It is a distributing cen-
tre. Some day it will be a' manufactur-
ing town no doubt. That is not our
point. Our point is that the trades
unionists, among whom the labor trou-
ble in Vancouver has been going on,
represent industries  which  absorb
wealth, not industries which produce it.
They may benefit themselves by sttiking
or they may injure themselves, and they
may gravely injure the business of the
town to which they cling. But they do
so ounly by sending the business else-
where. They do not destroy nor check
production of any sort whatever. Labor
troubles of deep economic significance
deal with the roots of society, the basic
industries, not. the fruits and flowers
of society. If trouble such as has exist-
ed in Vancouver checks Vancouver’s
growth, and sends business away from
Vancouver never to return, that is a
matter between employer and employee,
and their consciences as citizens of the
town. There is no need of investigation
of such a phenomenon as that. There
are scores of historical instances in
which its minutest consequences have
been laid bare. Labor trouble in mining,
manufacturing,. or lumbering is an en-
tirely different matter, and from serious
disturbance in these industries British
Columbia is wonderfully free, and has
earned freedom through sad experience.
We do not kpow whether our attitude
towards this Labor Commission will be
generally appreciated in or outside of
British Columbia, and we do not care
just now. We see as its main conse-
quence a terrible injufy to the ecredit
and reputation of the province through
the very fact of its ai)pointment, and
know full well that it cannot be long
before the consequences we see. fore-
shadowed in this Montreal Gazette ar-
ticle, are apparent to everybody. British
Columbia is the finest province in the
Dominion of Canada, both in its natural
resources and in the character of its
people.

A REMEDY.

Mr. R. L. Borden believes that many,
forms of political corruption would be
put an end to if a public prosecutor
were “appointed, as independent of the
government of the day as the Anditor-
General, whose duty it would be to in-
vestigate suspicious cases upon repre-
sentation, and prosecute them to the
bitter end. It would then become im-
possible to promise protection to the
corruptionist tools unless that protec-
tion took the form of pardon after con-
viction before the sentence was fully
carried out. Such a course is too

minded politicians, who take advantage
of the crooked work of others without
-dirtying their own fingers, to allow it
to be resorted to except in very extreme
cases. Mr. Borden’s suggestion for
dealing with corruption is a' valuable
one, but it makes a melancholy admis-
sion, namely, that a government whose
members are themselves not'corruption-
ists are sometimes unable to resist pres-
sure not to prosecute political heelers of
their own party, who are corruption-
ists. It is also a melancholy fact, but
it is a fact, that laws against political
corruption have not the same popular
sanction behind them for their enforce-
ment, as laws directed against a crime
like stealing, for instance. That crimes
of this kind are so rife and so seldom
punished, shows how difficult it is to
enforce any law without a strong public
opinion in its favor. It should also
afford a lesson to reformers of all
kinds that they ecan accomplish more
by educating public opinion, than by
cumbering the statute books with penal
laws.

RESULTS BEGINNING.

The results of the Ralph Smith-Tem-
pleman Labor Commission are already
beginning. The Montreal Gazette de-
votes a colpmn to the labor situation in
British Columbia, under the pleasing
caption; “An Afflicted Province.” The
article is too long to quote in full, but
it begius as follows:

The account of the labor situation in
Jritish Columbia given in the House of
Commons the other day by Mr. Ralph
Smith and other Western members is
the worst advertisement the province
thas had since the collapse of the min-
ing boom. Strikes have paralyzed the
coul industry, and by cutting short the
fuel supply have checked or stopped oth-
er mining enterprises. The example of
the miners has been followed by other
workers, and altogether the industrial
situation is about as unpromising as it
can be. Moreover, these conditions are
not new. They have been injuring busi-
ness and discouraging investors for
years. It will take years for the prov-
ince to recover from the effect. 1t has
to be added, also, that such speeches as
‘Mr. Smith and others made will do
nothing to help the situation. Mer.
Smith’s object was to make it appear
that the employers were alone to blame
for what is amiss. This is the gospel
of the labor representative; it is the
gospel that.the humbug Bureau of La-
dbor at Ottawa by spreading its half-
baked ideas helps to propagate where
it wil do most harm. It is not a
gospel, however, that can be accepted
\\(;iltfhout justification from outside of it-
self.

And concludes as follows:

It is unfortunate, but there does not
seem to be any cure for the evils of the
British Columbia industrial situation,
which is but a duplication of the situa-
tion elsewhere, than that of fighting out
the issue on. the old lines. During the
process industry will suffer, and busi-
ness with it; and while the employers
will lose much the employees wﬁl lose
more. In England the great coal min-
ers’ strike and the greater engineers’
strike ‘were followed by a period of com-
parative quiet in the affected trades.
The two parties had learned to know, if
not to respect each others’ strength.
When this situation is repeated in Brit-
ish Columbia the province may begin to
recover from the evils that now check
its progress, and to realize the expecta-

tions that its natural wealth justifies its
peeple in nursing. If in the meantime

YOUTHFUL DELINQUENTS.

In certain parts of the United States,
particularly in New York City, the re-
formatory system of dealing with youth-
ful delinquents has been largely done
away with. Reformatories are about
the most singularly ill-named institu-
tions we have in society. Whatgver else
they accomplish, they seldom accom-
plish any reformation, Often they must
have precisely the opposite effect. We
should think that among youthful of-
fenders crimes are committed some-
times from a wayward impulse, acting
against the general trend of the educa-
tion and character, at other times from
a degenerated impulse acting in con-
formity with education and character.
In the former case, the depravity is
curable, in the latter case it is humanly
speaking, incurable, certainly incurable
through any means the State has in its
power to apply. Obviously, the cases for
attempted cure are the former, and the
cases for segregation and punishment to
limit their evil effects upon society, the
latter. The reformatory system, how-
ever, does not discriminate, and it
brings those guilty of impulsive, and we
might say " accidental® crime in’ contact
with those whose criminal actions are
the normal outcome of their inheritance
of degeneracy. It is apt to bring spas-
modic and unessentially evil characters
in contact with characters essentially and
determinately depraved at the very time
of life when such association is likely
to .determine the course of their lives
until they die. The New York system
on the other hand, is based upon the
very discrimination which the reforma-
tory system negleets. This discrimina-
tion is worked out by means of a “Chil-
dren’s Court,” the judge in which has
large discretionary power. Yom¢tTul de-
linquents are given a chance to redeem
themselves. Released on parole, they
have an opportunity under supervision to
surround themselves with healthy asso-
ciations, and the powerful stimulus is
added that by their own efforts to be up-
right, they can reinstate themselves in
the eyes of the law, and of society. The
court has only been in existence for six
months, but its results so far have been
magnificent. -On a recent “parole day”
forty-one out of forty-five boys who
had been released on probation by Jus-
tice Meyer at a previous session, ap-
peared to make their ‘reports.. So good
were the reports in twenty-five cases
that sentence was finally suspended;
thirteen other boys were. continued on
parole, with the promise that sentence
would be suspended if they could show
better records the next time. Only three
boys were committed. The dress and

" MINING ON TE: A,
Operations on the Various Claims Pro-
gressing Satisfactorily.

A special to the Seattle Post-Intel-
ligencer says: The Texada Land &
ing Company, Limited, has won the
suit brought agaf!nst it by C. J. Perry
for the ownership of a claim formerly
known as the “Jack Sprat.”” The com-
pany claimed the ground under the old
Crown grant laws, this claim being de-
cided valid by the Vancouver courts.

In regard to these old Crown grants
there is considerable misunderstanding
among prospectors, especially those from
the United States. nder the old laws
large tracts ‘of land were granted for
mining purposes without being staked
as mineral claims. In these the Crown
reserved the gold and silver, but all sur-
face rights, timber, copper, irom and
other base metals, were included in the
grant. A prospector may therefore en-
ter on these old Crown grants and stake
mineral claims for gold and silver, but
for no other mineral. If he stakes a
gold or silver claim he must immediate-
ly put up a $500 bond to the holders of
the Crown grant, and must also pay rea-
sonable compensation for surface rights,
damage to timber, ete. There are sev-
eral large tracts of land on Texada isl-
and held under the provisions of these
old Crown grants. The Van Anda, Mar-
ble Bay, Texada Land & Mining Com-
pany’s, Puget Sound Iron Company’s
and other properties are among these
grants. ~Prospectors should be careful,
and intending purchasers of claims
would do well to see that claims do not
lie within the precincts of such grants.

War In China
In Five Yf;ars

British Officer From Cathay
S8ays Ruler of Middle King-
dom is Plotling

To Provoke War of Extermina-
lion Agalnst Foreigaers in
the Land.

“A war in China, worse in its bloody
massacre than that of the Boxer upris-
ing and conducted with Imperial troops
is a certainty within the next five years |
and may occur at any time.”

This is the statement made by Capt.
H. M. Farmer, of the Twentieth Fusi-
liers, a British infantry regiment, who
for the past five years has been sta-
tioned at various points in China, “and
says he is thoroughly familiar with the
situation as it exists. -Capt. Farmer ar-
rived in Seattle from the South and is
on his way home to England to be at-
tached to another assignment. He was
with the British forces in China during
the trouble three years ago, and has
the geography of many of the provinces
at his finger ends. - After making the
above statement, he went into the de-
tails, He said: . |
“The Dowager Empress of China is |
preparing for war. She is increasing the
armed forces in every province, and is
securing arms and ammunition in large
quantities, which is being stored in safe
places for future use. Reform officials |
are being deposed from their positions
as governors of the provinces, and in
their stead henchmen of the throne and
lblood-craviug satelites are being instal-
ed. '
“The people of the Empire are being
taxed to the utmost under pretence that
the money is to be used in paying the
allies’ indemnity. Only a portion of it
is so used and the balance is turned into
the manufacture of the best of arms
and ammunition and the purchase of the
same, The Chinese government at the
present time is maintaining five great
arsenals in the interior provinces, apg
these are working to the utmogt aapac-
ity.

“It is a matter of common comment
among the foreign military men of
China that the pretended friendship of
the Dowager Empress of China for the
wife of American Minister -Conger is
but a clever ruse to .gain time to accom-
plish her ends.

“There are but two things that will
prevent the consummation of this result,
and that is the death of the Empress or
should she Jose her mind. She is get-
ting old, and there is a prospect of her
dropping off at any time. This alone
would weaken the Chinese policy.

“The next move of China will be with
the Imperial troops. There is no longer
any question but that the Boxer uprising
was instigated by the Empress. Most
of the lower classes in China are ignor-
ant, and it was an easy matter for her
to cause them to rise by picturing the
forgxgners as attempting to take away
their country. However, that uprising
failed and while the Empress is making
good pretentions she is preparing for
war.

“When it does come it will be more
bloody than the last oneo. The treaty
ports of the Empire such as Tientsin,
Chefoo, Amoy and’ others, which are
unprotected, will be the first attacked.
and there will be nothing less than a
massacre there. Shanghai will also be
attacked. There they hgve a home
guard, but this will avail nothing, for
the Empress will have a sufficient force
to cut these down and the same condi-
tions as at the treaty ports will result.

“The army of the FPmpire within the
past two years has been more tham
doubled. [ speak more particularly of
the Northern provinces, for in Southern
provinces they are not holding so close to
the throne. In thie South they do not
want a manchu on the throne, but want
a Chinese. There is today not a
single governor who, during the Boxer
trouble, was known to be a reformer,
holdn.n.g a position as governor of any
province, with the single exception of
Yuan Shih-kai, who is head of the prov-
mce of Chili, the largest in the Empire.
He has_the largest standing army, and
it is said thgxt since the uprising three
years ago his convictions have under-
gone a change. At least he is allowed
to remain in office.

The Le Roj
No. 2 Company is arranging to conclude
the contract for the initial work on the
concentrator site, the machinery for
which was shipped from England a fort-
night since. Nothing new has develop-
ed in connection with the War Eagle
and Centre Star concentrator except
that Manager Kirby is now in ’Frisco
looking into various milling processes
in plactice there, and securing figures on
machinery.

Ore is being broken and hoisted from
the 1050 foot level of the Le Roi, where
the strike of ore %=a& made a fortnight
ago. The question of the permanency.
of the strike is practically settled in the
affirmative, and there has“been no doubt
for a week or more as to the quality off
the ore, it is high grade, running in
the neighborhood of $20. New and im-
portant developments in connection with
the big mine are promised at an early
date.

The first fruits of the strike settle-
ment in East Kootenay are in eyidence
here by the resumption of operations gt
the Gilant mine. The lower tunnel is
being extended toward the Northern
boundary of the property, where an ex-
tensive ore body outecrops with average
values of $10 on the surface, It is ex-
pected that the values will be substan-
tially higher as depth is secured on the
showing by the tunnel now under way,

The Kootenay mine now has about
1.000 tons of shipping ore on the dump,
and in the ore bins at the mine. It is
stated that the mine will commence ship-
ing to the Trail smelter at a compara-
tively early date, this being governed
in some measure by the condition of the
roads. The company has a $2.50 freight
and treatment rate from the smelter,
and the ore from $6 to $15 per ton,
leaving a substantial margin of profit-on
the large tonnage which the mine is
capable of producing.

The Toronto Board of Trade has now
under consideration a series of recom-
mendations for an equitable and prac-
ticable Canadian insolvency law, which
has been prepared .by the Imper-
1al & General Agencies of Toronto. The
adoption of such a law by Canada is a
subject which has long been agitated
by the merchants and manufacturers
of Great Britain dealing with Canadian
firms. When Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
his ministers were in England recently,
the matter was brought to Lis personal
notice by the Corporation of Colonial
& General Agencies, and he was urg-
ed to have an insolvency law passed at
the next session of parliament. The
premier and the minister of - finance
promised to give the matter their early
consideration with a view of introduc-
ing the proposed legislation. The lines
upon - which- the proposed law ghould
be based, as suggested by the Imperial
‘General agencies, are as follows:

1—That there should be one insolvency
law for all the provinces and territories
of Canada, and that such a law should
provide, inter alia, for

2—The Abolition of all preferential
creditors other than the governmental
taxes, rents and 'wages.

3—For the registration of all liens on
goods, book debts or other seecurities
and that secured creditors should rank
ounly for their debt, less a proper valua-
tion of their security.

4—Liens and preferences given within
a period of three to four months prior
to an assignment on their ‘behalf of
the estimate of a debtor who is involved.

6—Provisions against all fraudulent
and preferential setlements,

6—Provisions tor the means of enfore-
ing to a trustee duly appointed by the
creditors an assignment on their behalf
of the estate of a debtor who is in-
solvent.

T—Provisions for a public or 'other
proper examination of a debtor before a
judge or some other authorized official.

8—That in any appbdintment of official
receivers the rights of creditors to a
proper supervision -and control of es-
tates to be safeguarded.

9—Traders to be compeHed to keep
proper books of account.

There was great joy aboard
on reaching the home .port, as no ecall
was made since leaving Acapuleo on,
the 4th inst., and the crew are delighted
at the change of rations from salt pork
and beef to the fresh provisions that will
now be supplied to the mess.. The re-
turn trip of the flagship was somewhatl
hastened in order to make arrangements
for the departure of the two destroyers
bound for the China station. Shortly
after the arrival of the Grafton, she
transferred 40 of her crew to the Spar-
rowhawk, which has been out of com-
mission for some time. All prepara-
tions are now completed for the depar-
ture of the destroyers, and they will
leave this morning at nine under fhe

‘l convoy of the Amphion, for Honolulu,

where they will be met by the Amphi-
trite from the China Squadron, and
taken to Hongkong. It is expected that
the Amphion will be away about three
weeks. ¥

Ashore the Mexican
liealth ‘authorities were observed burn-
ing infested dwellings and dead bodiest
were heaped in the cemetery, for the
purpose of being incinerated. The peo-
ple were in great distress, as the plague
had been ravaging its vietims for sev-
eral months and famine was also adding |
its terrors to the frightful visitation off
‘disease. The plague was attributed to
recent immigration, though its rapid
progress was due to thg unsanitary con-
ditions. During the visit of the Graf-|
ton, people were dying in great numbers,
The drastic measures adopted gradually
stamped it out by the middle of Febru-
ary. During the night of the 20th De-
cember, two orginary seamen obtained
possession of the ship’s boat and made
for the shore. They were pursued, butl
eluded capture owing to the shore ap-
proaches being too rocky for the heavy
boats to attempt a landing. They were
subsequently apprehended on shore, buf;
were not allowed to be returned on board,
owing to the danger of disease. The
two seamen were left in the consular
jail to await trial.
Christmas was spent at Acapulco,
credited with being one of the hottest
spots on the Coast. The day after ar-
riving at Acapulco, 1,100 tons of coal
were taken aboard, it taking 1215 weary
hours. The average was as low as 89
tons an hour, owing to the lighters hav-
ing to be filled ashore and towed to the
ship. The native Mexican boys who
were employed to assist in lightering the
coal, were a very indofent crowd, and
delayed operations considerably. On
Christmas day the temperature was 100
in the shade, and as Acapulco is laqd-
locked, there was little breeze. The dis-
comforts of the excessive heat were nob
bettered by the difficulty experienced in
procuring ice. However, the very best
was made of the day. The ship was
decked with green boughs brought in
from the neighboring hills. In the
evening a boxing tournament and smok-
er compensated in some measure for the
discomforts induced by the excessive
heat of the day.

San Jose, Guatemala, was reached on
the 30th of December, and several of-
ficers proceeded to Guatemala city to

earthquakes. The coffee
were devastated, and several large
churches had been completely demolish-
ed. Whilst Guatrmala is only 70 miles
from San Jose, there is a difference of
40 degrees in the temperature, San
Jose registering 90 to the 50 degrees ofi
Guatemala. 3

Papama was made on the 8th of
January, and here 18 bags of mail were
brought aboard, being the first received
since leaving Esquimalt. Mostly all on
board tcok a trip to Colon, on the East
of the Isthmus, the railway skirting the
proposed route of the canal. Colon was
found to be very interesting, although
the visit was restricted to a stay of two
hours. At Panama, signs of the late
revolutionary troubles were in evidence,
the remains of three ships, each of the
size of the steamers of the Campagnie
Sud Americana Vapores, lying near the
shore, these ships having their two red
funnels and three masts each still above
water,

The Amphion was met at Paita. No
one was allowed to land here, all arri-
vals from Panama being quarantined,
ships being obliged to lie in stream for
six days, and the regulations being
strictly enforced. At Paita the Grafton
celebrated the anniversary of its com-
missioning, a sing-song being held om
the quarter deck. This was a highly
successful affair, thanks to the energies
of Chaplain De Vitre. After leaving
Paita nasty weather, resembling the first
day out from Msquimalt, was encoun-
tered, and the air bocame much cooler.
Callao was reached on the 20th, and
the Peruvian flag was saluted, the
Peruvian fleet in the harbor replying.
The Peruvian flagship, the Constitution,

The modus vivendi regarding the seal-
ing operations in Behring sea will ex-
pire on August 15 of this year, which
is the middle of the Bhering sea sealing
|season, and efforts will doubtless be
made prior to that time to secure the
extension of the arrangement. The
United States government will seek to
have the regulations governing this—
'which hwere made at the' Paris tribunal
in 1893—amended "and new regulatioa
put in force, and to this end and ap-
propriation of $20,000 is being made
iby the United iStates government,

The Elliot-Beidler bill aimed at the
slaughter of the seals on the Prebyloff
rookeries 'was pigeon-holed and practi-
cally killed. The Fur Trade Review in
its last issue says: ‘“‘Senator Foraker,
who appears to have imbibed some of
the enthusiasm of Representative Beidler
concerning this misguided project, la-
i‘bored with his colleagues on the Foreign

Relations committee ,to induce them to
'take action on the bill; but in view of
