San Francisco, Jan. 14.—I>r. W. D. 
Eaetlake, who has recently been in the 
Japaiiese Red Cross service, arrived to­
day on the steamer Doric. He declared 
that the Russians are using dumdum 
bullets and that he had extracted a num­
ber of such missiles from wounded Jap­
anese. Dr. Eastteke expressed great 
admiration for the hospital work of the 
Japanese surgeons and said that blood 
poisoning is rare, nearly all of the 
wounds being treated so ascepticatiy that 
they heal by first intention.

NAVAL STATION.

Likely That Convention Will Be 
Arranged Before Conclusion 

of Session.

Believes Ultimately Victoria Will 
Be Terminus of a Transcon­

tinental Railway.

C. H. Lugrin Delivers a Speech 
on a Question of Paramount 

Importance. There were other factors at work 
which, ware certain to add largely to 
provincial development. The money 
market was in sound condition.

From Onr Own Correspondent.R.‘R. P. RITHET, whose all too 
infrequent visits to Victoria arff 
a combination of business and 
pteasure, was. called upon Sat­

urday and a request made that ne give 
expression to his views on the present 
situation and future prospects of his 
long time home. Mr. ltithet at first de­
clined, being diffident about voicing opin­
ions on matters with which he Was not 
now so closely connected with as in the 
past, and about which he naturally could 
not ibe as thoroughly informed as he 
would like to be when giving them to 
the public. It was pointed out to him, 
however, that the extensive, interests 
that he still retained in Victoria and 
throughout the province, combined with 
his intimate knowledge of general af­
fairs, would make a statement from him 
both profitable and pleasant reading.

Reluctantly consenting, Mr. Rithet 
said that he still had every confidence 
in the ultimate growth of Victoria into 
a city of great commercial importance. 
This had always been his opinion and 
he had backed it up by embarking in 
various locai enterprises -at a time when 

considered unwise by many of 
tiis friends so to do. Tills was the 
ease when he built the ocean dock, and 
it seemed then so rash and uncalled for 
a project that the then customs officials 
refused to clear the first steamship land­
ing there until compelled to do so by 
nix order from Ottawa. • Results had 
justified this enterprise, the capacity of 
the docks had been trebled, and it was 
in contemplation to again largely extend 
them!

While it 
was to be regretted that greater fore­
sight lmd not prevailed ten years ago, 
he wad still of the belief that at ho dis­
tant day Victoria would secure the rail­
way connection sought by the British 
Pacific scheme, though perhaps in not so 
large a measure. It was the opinion of 
many widely informed neople and cer­
tainly his own, that both the Canadian 
Northern and the Grand Trunk Pacific 
must secure closer touch with the Paci­
fic states in order to share in the im­
mense through passenger and freight 
traffic of the Pacific coast. Their eas­
iest method to acquire this connection 
with the Pacific end of the United States 
would be to cross over to Vancouver 
Island and thus reach Victoria. In any 
event this would gpeobafcly be the case f 
with the Canadairr Northern, which, com­
ing via the Yellowhead' pass through 
Cariboo and Chilcoten to Bute inlet 
would carry out the original intent of 
the British Pacific. He was thoroughly 
satisfied that a few years would demon­
strate the correctness of this view. The 
fact that the Canadian Pacific was cul­
tivating Victoria’s business and friend­
ship in their expenditure for hotel, docks, 
etc., was good evidence that the saga­
cious 'head of that great corporation an­
ticipated something of this nature which 
would mean for the C. P. R. a very keen 
competition for both rail and marine 
business.

It is gratifying, however, to 
have the testimony of even the most 
adverse witnesses who have appeared 
before the commission to the fact that 
the scheme of taxation initiated by the 
McBride Government is an honest, con­
scientious effort to deal equitably with 
this difficult question. The results of 
the commissiou’s work will probably re­
sult in a recommendation for certain 
changes in the provisiobs of the act 
where they are found to hear too heav­
ily in individual cases, but on the whole 
it wHI bo found that the law even as it 
stands is not the tyrannical mandate 
which opponents of the government de­
clared would ruin property holders find 
drive capital out of the country.

BAN ON FIRE CRACKERS.
Chief of the New York Fire Department 

Proposes a Drastic Step.

New York, Jan. 13.—Fire Chief Ed­
ward F. Oroker has recommended to 
Fire Commissioner N. P. Hayes that 
steps be taken at once to prohibit the 
use of all fireworks, except fire crack­
ers, on and around July 4. He makes 
an exception of fire crackers because he 
finds that dealers have great stocks of 
them on hand, and tiiat many fire crack­
ers are on board ships bound for this 
country, and to prohibit their use on 
such short notice would work a great 
hardship. He recommends, however, 
that at the end of another year the pro­
hibition be extended to crackers as well.

During the week of July 4. 1904, he 
says, there were 305 fires m Greater 
New York, of which 128 were traceable 
to fireworks. Mr. Groker states that 846 
persons were injured by fireworks on last 
Independence day.

At fire headquarters .it was said that

By putting $500 in the care 
otf the Dominion government for a year, 
and having the young man attend the 
city schools, the Chinese would secure 
a refund of the head tax from the Dom­
inion. The act says that any student 
entering the country is given free entry.
The customs officers, however, assess 
the incoming Chinese for the amount of 
the head tax, and when a certificate is 
given to the effect that the student has 
attended school for a year the amount 
paid to the government is refunded. Ap­
plication for a refund çf the tax must 
be made within eighteen months of the 
time it was paid.

So far as it goes, 
this article is well written and deals with 
facts connected with this important 
branch of the government business, and 
the writer has evidently confined him­
self to authentic information from re­
liable authorities.

17. 1882, it was watched from the Cape 
of Good Hope until it got white hot 
close to the edge of the sun, when it 
vanished.

It passed 
between the earth and sun in fifteen 
minutes and traversed the diBk 866,000 
miles in that Short time. When crossing 
the sun’s face it was invisible. It there­
fore must have been transparent or as 
hot and as bright as the sun; for if 
cooler and darker it would have been 
seen as a dot or spot—that is, the 
dens. j
_The writer watched it hour after hour. 
The nucleus at one time reached the 
length of 100,000 miles, and in one place 
its width rose to 5,000. It boiled with 
fervent -heat, and to this -moment visions 
of the terrific spectacle are vivid. The 
tail at its maximum reached the enor­
mous length of 100,000,000 miles and 
therefore extended out beyond thé orbit 
of the earth, where it was 10,000,000 
miles wide. The stars were always 
easily seen through it, showing it to be 
■very rare. The spectrum was that of a 
nydro-carbon gas.
. Well’s comet, also of 1882. plunged 
into the sun’s external gaseous euvelope 
and became white hot. Its spectrum 
then presented the lines of the two well- 
known metals—sodium and! magnesium.

The line is about 1200

Reports from China show there is 
much native agitation against foreign 
railway enterprises. The authorities 
here fear this may interfere with the 
proper development of French, Belgian 
and American interests. The native op­
position is not confined to the ignorant 
classes. It includes Chinese capitalists 
who are interested in( the earnings of 
the railroads. These'. have combined 
with the Portuguese on the line from 
Canton to Macao. They recently held 
a violent meeting in a Buddhist temple, 
Lanton, for the purpose of opposing 
eign control of the railroads. The offi- 
cial reports showing the cancellation of 
the British concession for a railroad 
from Swatow to Chao-Ohou, and its re- 
issuance to Japanese is cited as another 
evidence of the nation’s opposition to 
European and American railroad devel­
opment. A curious feature is that the 
•Chinese capitalists do not wish for en­
tire control of the railroads, desiring suf- 
ncient foreign participants to ensure for- 
eagti governments preventing the extor­
tion of Chinese ofllcials. The French 
authorities are seeking to overcome the 
native opposition so as to permit a reali­
zation of the French branch of the ex­
tension projects.
