Mr. Sproule (East Grey), in moving 
for a return of vessels lost in inland waters, 
said that the great loss os life and pro 
perty from this cause was such as to de­
mand the serious attention of the govern­
ment. He alluded to the recent disasters 
of the Wanbuno, the Zealand, the Simcoe, 
the Jane Miller, and the Victoria, in all of 
which there was great and unnecessary loss 
of liie. He strongly advised the govern­
ment to take some aotion in having boats 
inspected ai to their hull, engines and 
every other part of them, and to see that 
they were properly loaded and in every 
way properly equipped.

Mr. Cameron, on moving for returns re­
lating to the conrette Charybdis, gave to 
the house a detailed exposition of the vir­
tues, life, growth and everything else ap­
pertaining to this much maligned lady of 
the seas, including her seven years cruising 
on Chinese waters, her voyage to the new 
world, her eccentric capers in the harbor 
of St. John, where she would not stay 
moored, but like a war horse sniffing battle 
from afar, she broke loose from her moor­
ings, nor was she caught thereafter without 
much trouble : the arteaments on board the 
old war-maiden were reviewed, her crossing 
the ocean in forty days, her boilers and 
stores of salt meat, which were included in 
the gift of the ship to Canada. All the 
returns in relation to the Charybdia will be 
brought down.

Dr. Orton moved for a select committee 
to enquire into and Report upon the effect 
of present tariff upon the agricultural in­
terests of the Domini*, stating that such a 
committee would, alter Investigation, find 
that the national policy had greatly benefitted 
this class of the community.

News and the Budget — are said 
to pass through the Toronto postoffice 
every week. An officer from the custom 
house is sent up to the poatoffioe every day 
to levy duty on packages passing through 
the mails which are duitable, and also to 
confiscate any contraband oç obscene 
package. This officer haa powér only to 
examine such packages as are laid aside for 
his inspection. For the benefit of our read­
ers we here publish extracts from the pest- 
office law bearing on customs, and the pub­
lic can then better understand the position 
of affairs as existing between these two 
ramifications of the national service :

POST OFFICE ACT OF 1867, 31 VIC., CAP. 10.
Sec. 10. The postmaster general may, subject to 

the provisions of this act, make regulations declar­
ing what shall and shall not be deemed to be mail­
able matter for the purposes of this act. and for 
restricting within reasonable limits, the weight and 
dimensions of letters and packets and other matter 
sent by post ; and for prohibiting and preventing 
the sending of explosives, dangerous articles, 
obscene or immoral publications through the mails.

BOOK PACKETS.
The following order in council on the 

same subject speaks for itself :
By the general regulations for the guidance and 

government of the officers and other persons em­
ployed in the postal services of the Dominion Of 
Canada it is provided (p, 64>t The transmission of 
obscene or immoral books, papers, publications, 
photographs, or prints through the post is strictly 
prohibited, and all packets containing such articles 
should be --.stopped and sent specially under cover to 
the postmaster general.

(The italics are ours.]

School lands : The government has ap­
propriated two sections in every township 
—11 and 29—as an endowment in aid of 
public education, bnt they have not yet 
fixed the price of these school lands, and 
aa some eectiona have been settled on, it 
should be done without delay.

The settlement belts !—The original 
colonists of the Red River settlement got 
(ai ms two miles long on both sides of the 
Red and Assiniboine rivers, and these lots 

reserved from general entry when the 
government was taken over by' Canada 

.from the Hudeona’ Bay company. Subse­
quently, the parties in possession of these 

farms, varying in width from three to 
twepty chains, were given the outer two 
miles, making their claims four miles deep, 
in recognition of what was called the “hay 
privilege.” In some cases, however the 
claim for land waa commun ted by the 
issue of scrip. The lands granted having, 
in all cases except those where the title 

subject of dispute, been patented, 
they may now be purchased either Ironi 
the original grantees or parties to whom 
these may have assigned their rights.

Half-breed lands : In fulfilment of the 
terms upon which Manitoba became a 
province of the Dominion, 1,400,000 
of land in Manitoba were reserved for the 
children of the half-breed heads of families, 
in extinguishment of any title they might 
set up by virtue of their partial Indian 
descent. This reserve has now been dis­
tributed in allotments of 240 acres to each 
claimant in the various parishes. Such 
claims may be purchased of the original 
grantees or of any person to whom they 
have assigned their rights.

Canadian Pacific railway lands : The 
Canadian Pacific railway company has been 
granted all the lands contained within the 
odd-numbered sections of townships lying 
within twenty-four miles on either side of 
the line. These lands may be purchased 
from the company.

Miscellaneous : Under parliamentary 
authority various reserves have been made 
for the use of the Indians and of the 
mounted police, and for the-*occupation in 
communities of special classes of immi­
grants, such as the Mennonites and Ice­
landers. The government has power to 
■et apart any lands required to aid the 
etruçtion of rail wavs ; and also such lands 
as may be needed for town sites,' water 
pehrefs, grazing, mining, lumbering or 
other Special purposes Government lands :
The rest of the country is government 
lands unless it has been sold or given to 
settlers and squatters. 1

farm to back up the theory that Ontario’s 
annual production from the soil is felling 
off a cent’s worth because of people going 
to the Northwest. •—

The truth of the matter, as anybody who 
knows anything of thia country ought to 
understand, is simply this—that Ontario 
ia now throwing off a part of her natural 
increase of population. Say that in a cer­
tain district} there were ten years ago one 
thousand families, all farmers, withjan aver­
age of three boys in each family, and each 
family occupying on the average one hun­
dred acres. That district might now spare 
some five hundred young men, say one from 
every other house, to go to Manitoba, and 
•till have enough men left to cultivate all 
the farms, on our present system. Our 
people will not have their land cut up in 
strips of two rods wide to be devided 
among ever so many children and grand­
children, as with the French in Lower 
Canada. Anything under a hundred acres 
will scarcely pass with ua for a “farm.” 
To buy a farm now, in any of the old 
settled districts of Ontario, for cash one 
of two or three boys, would ooet some 
eight, ten or twelve thousand dollars. 
Very few have so much money, so 
some of the hoys must “go west.” Twenty, 
thirty, or forty years ago, a bush lot 
could be obtained for a few hundred dollars

To The World : The discussion now 
going 0» in our city on the question of the 
social evil, has brought very prominently 
forward the fact that men make the laws, 
and make them to «nit themselves. While 
this remains the case, it ought; to be a 
careful study to them that they are at-least 
just, and justly administered. The recent 
letters and reports in some of the papers 
and the views taken by some at the social 
immorality conference, show that this ia 
not so.

In comparing the 
sent, we sometimes 
time of Nero, the world was gov­
erned by tyrants and men had no 
rights. In the present time, is it not true 
that the world is governed by men, who 
are often tyrannical an i that women have 
no rights ! They have no civil rights, no 
power to make or mend a law, (even by 
open and prolonged rebellion, ) if men 
cannot be found to take their part. And 
they have no power to choose who shall 
make the laws for them, to which they 
are .the moat likely to submit peaceably 
and contentedly. It may be out of wo­
man’s province to rule, but surely a choice 
should be hers as to who will govern 
her. Unrighteous men may place 
unrighteous men in power. These may ex 
erciae authority through law over women in 
whom all the longing after purity and good­
ness is not yet dead. What then ? No 
good man even, can release them from the 
power, till such law is repealed. It is a 
matter of justice, if nothing more, that 
women should have the right to vote for 
rulers and governors in the land. Men 
would call it tyranny, and there would be 
civil (?) war, it they were deprived of their 
right of choice in their lawgivers. 
also should be free—enfranchised 
the power, if she wishes to exercise 
it, of choosing the rulers of the 
city and country in which she lives. 
If such were the case, many changes and 
improvements would he brought about. 
But see the result now, of no power to 
vote. Women have no power or vote by 
which to alter the law and obtain the fran­
chise. It must be done through the 
means of and by the help of men who are 
large-hearted and liberal-minded enough to 
see the wrong under which women labor 
and from which they cannot free them­
selves, if men will they shall be bound. I 
appeal to all men if such a state of matters 
is right or just. Is it doing as they would 
be done by ?

Women should not be looked on as either 
slaves or fools, for as a rule, ) they are 
neither, bnt sensible, quick-sighted, val­
uable companions. As such their place is 
alongside of men and their privileges should 
be equal to help in the world’s work ; of 
too much use to be heedlessly trampled 
on or carelessly thrown aside. Such ideas 
as some that have been promulgated 
through the papers on this social question, 
will clearly point out to women that they 
have no time to lose, but that they must 
rouse themselves that they may gain 
means, not only for self-protection, but for 
the better protection of their weaker, 
more unfortunate and suffering fellow- 
women.

CANADA’S EXPORT OF WHEAT.

The importa of wheat and flour into 
Canada for the last six months of 1881 
were 2,298,120 bushels wheat and 90,100 
barrels flour, and the exports for the 
corresponding period, 4,898,155 bushels 
wheat and 308,118 barrels floor, making 
the net export 2,600,035 bushels wheat and 
219,018 barrels flour, and reducing the 
latter to buaheli we get a total net export 
of 3,549,113, an advance of over four hun­
dred thousand bushels on the corresponding 
period of the previous year.

These figures prove conclusively that 
Canada now raises more wheat than she 
consumes and that with every year here­
after «he will hare an increasing quantity 
for expo i c. And the wheat fields of the 
Norwes1 have yet to be opened.

As is well known to every one familiar 

with the manners and customs of India, 
the rich and fertile valley of Ragbag be­
comes a sterile plain at the southern extre­
mity of the mountain of Bundlewigjig— 
which gives its name to the ancient city 
lying; at its base—and it was on a journey 
to this place in the memorable year of 193 
that I became a participator in the event 
to be related.

I had been commissioned by the British 
government as the bearer of dispatches to 
the governor of Dampoorole, and leaving 
England in the inclement month of June I 
arrived in Delhi at 7:80 p.m. There I 
learned that the governor had taken a 
stroll—for the weather was charming—to 
his country seat at Bundlewigjig, some 
1800 miles away. I regretted^ much to 
leave Delhi, for I found it to be a most de­
lightful place, full of tranquil associations 
and reminiscences of ancient as well as by­
gone days.

Leaving my vessel in charge of the 
second cook, to whom I gave particular 
orders that be should write to me at least [■ 
onch every month, and that if at any timej^3' 
be went on shore to hunt or for any pur­
pose, he should bv 
ship, alone I started

My companions were Captain S. of H. B.
M. Nineteenth Troop of U. 8. Gunboat 
Rangers ; Lieut. B. of R. N. Fusileers, and 
Major K. of His Satanic Majesty’s Royal 
Coal-Heavers. We were also accompanied 
by a detachment of the Seventh N. J. 
Native Militia, on whose courage and 
fidelity we placed unbounded confidence.

The sun had already reached the western 
boundary of the mountainous range which 
divided the Caspian Sea from the Isthmus 
of Darien, when we set out on our perilous 
journey.

We marched at a rapid pace, for the night 
was already giving evidence of its approach 
by the murky flakes of snow which were 
booming around us in everyAirection ; and 
in addition to this, on jpàching the wild 
and picturesque juggernmt of Groggeree, 
our palanquins showed signs of weariness, 
and it was with the utmost difficulty that 
we could restrain them from lying down in 
the road.

A strange presentiment of evil had token 
possession of my mind before leaving the 
city, but it was too late now to recede ; 
and though I plainly perceived that my 
comrades were disturbed, I endeavored to 
enliven them by my agreeable conversation, 
of which 1 possessed an inexhaustible fund. 
Suddenly, enj^was in the midst of a bril­
liant eulogy qn the surrounding scenery, 
our trusty ginseng, who acted as guide, 
and who had been riding some fifteen 
or twenty roupees in advance, turned 
back with the startling information that 
a numerous band of robbers were drawn 
up in hostile array at the turn of the 
road ; “ and even now,” our guide added, 
in the quaint and figurative languag 
liar to the east, “ even now did min 
behold them eating their frugal meal—yea, 
even from the rising of the sun to the going 
down thereof.’’

On receiving this intelligence, Captain 8., 
with that cool and prompt decision which 
so characterized him on all trying occasions, 
commanded uis men to look well to the 
priming of their boomerangs ; then, turning 
his horse’s head and plunging his spurs 
deeply in the noble animal’s side, he dashed 
off at a furious rate in the direction oppo­
site to the post of danger.

Stimulated by his gallant and daring ex­
ample, we followed him in a body, deter­
mined to perish with him if needs be, or die 
in the attempt

Only when the thugmerugs were faintly 
pealing on the horizon, did we relax our 
fearful speed, and riding into the romantic 
village of Verreedambad, we stabled our 
tired golcondas, and, after a slight repast 
of aangarees and cholagogue, we retired for 
the night.

Previous to this thrilling adventure the 
hair of Capt. 8. bad been of a raven jet- 
ness ; seventy years after, I met him in the 
gilded saloons of Sing Sing, aud it rivaled 
the whiteness of Vermillion.

Though I am an old man now, and have 
grand-daughters growing up around me all 
desirous of getting married, yet 1 fear me I 
aji*ll never more regain the elasticity of 
youth which I possessed in my boyish 
days, and which so supported me in the 
fearful situation I have described.

BY THE AUTHOR OF A few
A good deal of private business was dons 

by the legislature yesterday. A discussion 
took place on a motion for returns of orders 
in council with respect to railway tariff 

+ rates, from which it appeared that under 
certain clauses, which are in b oth the Do­
minion and provincial railway acts, no­
thing has ever been done by the government 
to regulate railway tariffs.

Several bills were introduced by private 
members to amend the municipal and as­
sessment acts.

Mr. Mowat introduced two bills ons to 
amend the act relating to fire insurance 
policies, and to provide for the restitution 
of stolen goods.

A number of bills were read a third time 
and among them the evidence act.

Tbb-house pasted several bills in com­
mittee one of them being the Midland 
consolidation railway bill. Some were also. < 
read a second time.

Mr. Creighton moved for copies of orders 
in council relating to railway traffic rates and 
also for the publication of the aame in the 
official gazette. He said that stockholders 
had control of the rates although they had 
paid S very small proportion of the money 
expended compared to the amount of muni­
cipal and provincial bonuses. Municipal 
bonuses had been given to secure com­
petition, and as soon as the road had been 
completed am amalgamation had taken 
place with the road to be competed with. 
No amalgamation should be permitted to 
take place unless approved by the lient. - 
governor lu council. The government 
should use their powers under certain 
clauses of the railway act to control the 
tariff rates of the railways.

Mr. Pardee said no application had been 
made to the government nor any order in 
council passed under the clauses of th- 
act. The paid up stock was small, but if 
a large amount had been required the roads 
would not have been bnilt. The proposi­
tion of municipal bonuses to the whole 
cost of the roads had been small and if the 
municipalities had bad control of the roada 
the bonds could not have been placed in 
England. The question was whether they 
were to have the roads at all or not. The 
only praetiosl way to -deal with railway 
tariffs was to have a railway commission to 
consider rates as in Bnglsim.

Mr. Cook drew Mr. Lauder’s attention 
to the fact that the county of Simcoe was 
dissatisfied with the result of their bonus to 
the Hamilton and Northwestern railway.

A bill respecting cemetery companies and 
several to amend the municipal act were 
read a second time.

Mr. Morris was not sure that he was in 
favor of one moved by him at the request 
of the Toronto council providing for one 
alderman out of three retiring annually.

Mr. Mowat said the bill would work well 
if it started with a good council, but badly 
if it started with a bad council 

The bill might be allowed to go to the 
municipal committee to hear what the 
various parties had to say about it.

bill to provide for the crrasing of 
railways by streets, drains and water mains 
was considered in committee.

Mr. Bell took exception to the principle 
of the bill that the municipalities should 
bear the expense Of such crossings. The 
railways should.pay.

Mr. Fraser said when the municipalities 
were taking new roads across railways they 
should pay for them.

Certain clauses about remunerating rail­
ways for land taken in crossing their track 
and reimbursing them for the coats of re­
pairs to roads were much discussed but no 
amendments were made. The bill was re­
ported.

The house then adjourned.

BA IL WA Y BILSS.
Three Measures Before the Legislative Commit­

tee Yesterday
The first bill considered by the railway 

committee yesterday was one to amend the 
acts respecting the St. Mary’s, Credit Val­
ley, and Huron railway company, which 
empowers the company to extend their line 
to Goderich and to Seaforth, and from the 
latter place to some point on Lake Huron, 
and make several minor amendments in 
their charter. The clause authorising mu­
nicipalities to issue debentures to run for a 
period not exceeding 31 years was amended 
by limiting the time to 26 yeaA The sec­
tion providing that the general law in re­
gard to bonuses shall not apply to mpuci- 
palitiea aiding the railway was struck - out. 
The bill was reported as amended.

The bill incerporating the Toronto High 
park and western tramway company, which 
waa referred back from the house to the 
committee, waa reconsidered. The «n 
section, locating the line, was amended by 
expressly prohibiting the nee of steam pow­
er and bv providing that the company 
Should not have the right to use any motive

Negotiations to Establish the Vatican In Quebec.

{From the yew York yew*, Feb. fô.)

It is also proposed that 
the Hon. Sir Hector Langevin, on behalf of 
the Roman Catholics of French origin, and 
the Hon. John O’Connor; on behalf of the 
Irish Catholics, should also ask for a con­
joint grant of $1,000,0000 from the Cana­
dian parliament, to be used for the same 
purpose. To this latter part of the proposal 
Sir Hector Langevin, who is a lay Jesuit, 
is not favorable.

The only probable bar to the proceedings 
will be the final attitude of the Sovereign 
Pontiff himself. He has received several 
propositions from the Quebec conclave, and 
his second reply, which clearly defines his 
position, sets forth that the-subject of most 
engrossing care at present with himself and 
his advisers is another reaidenoe for the 
head of the church. Had faithful Ireland 
control of her own affairs, the papal court 
would be established in Dublin, but that, 
under the circumstances, is impossible. 
He next points to the United States. 
That country, he says, has always been 
liberal to the church, undiscriminating 
as to creed, the Catholics faring as well in 
the distribution of offices as the dissenters. 
Still, he says, the United States is a Pro­
testant country ; her chief magistrate and 
her customs are Protestant, and her statutes 
ignore the sacred church festivities. For 
these and other reasons he has been unable 
to give consent to the solicitations of 
court Cardinal, and of some of the worthy
