The Legislative Investigation Continued
—Wilkinson and Kirkland Still in
Jail—A Commission to be Appointed. |

At 11.30 yesterday morning the magis-
trate sang out in his conrt-roora that he
would proceéd with the conspiracy case—

“‘so called,” he added. A large number of

trial began. Policemen were stationed at
all the doors leading to the court room,and
it required some kind of an excuse to

sented. The only witness examined atany
length was Mr. McKim, who, excepting an
hour for lunch, was on the stand almost
continuously from the opening till 6.30,
when the court adjourned till 10.30 this
morning.

McKim’s evidence was principally a cor-
roboration of his statement before the com-
mittee of the house, while the details of
the alleged plot and his concert with three

conspirators were gone into very minutely.
The magistrate announced at the opening
that the case, if such there proved to be,
would have to go to a higher court for
trial. He would hear the evidence and
decide on its merits. McKim sparred
with the counsel on all sides. The liveliest

assage-at-arms of the day was between

IcKim and Nicholas Murphy. McKim
and Mr. Murphy were the candidates in
the constituency represented by the former
{West Wellington) at the late general
election. . McKim traversed the ground of
his negotiations with Wilkinson, Bunting,
Meek and Kirkland from their first meet-
ing just after the openinig of the legislature.
He said that while on a train going to
London last fall he met Wilkinson, and on
that occasion they had a talk about the
Edmonton _ registrarship, but nothing de-
finite was said about it then.

During one of Mr. Murphy’s cross-ex-
aminations witness said that as far back
as 1869 he had been tempted with the
offer of the registrarship of North Welling-
ton to vote for John Sandfield’s govern-
ment.

Witness continuing, testified that from
the moment he was first approached by
‘Wikinson until the latter’s arrest his sole
object was to lead the conspirators into a
trap. He was fully and distinctly ad-
vised by Mr. Fraser and Mr. Pardee to do
this when he first reported to them that he
had had a definite offer of a bribe. He
never spoke a word to Mr. Mowat about it
until the night the disclosures weremade on
the floor of the house. The governmentand
witness appeared to be very anxious to
get Bunting’s name to a paper which
would criminate him ‘after exposure. This
was why he was g0 anxious to have Bunt-
ing’s name to the promissory note for
$5000, which was to be given him as a
a bond guaranteeing that the terms of the
alleged bribe would be carried out if he
would vote against the government. He
was to get $1500 in cash, the registrarship
of East Edmonton, 8300 with the office
aad his expenses from Winnipeg to Ed-
monton. The $1000 which he had handed
over to the speaker was paid to him in
bank of Britisn North America bills by
Wilkinson. The latter had introduced
him to the mysterious Lynch in Wilkin-
son’s room in the Walker House. He
only saw Lynch once after that, Witness
had been given to understand that it was
because of his business troubles and his
reduction to a strait that he was ap-
proached as one who would be willing to
take advantage of an opportunity
to get on his feet again. One of the
stipulations of the bargain with Wilkinson,
Meek and Bunting was that he should use
his influence with Balfour, Pr. Dowling,
Lyon and others to desert his party. One
of the inducements offered to Lyon and
Dowling was that the petitions against
their elections were to be withdrawn.
Meek, who had charge of the petition
agaiist Mr. Lyon, had promised that the
petition was to be withdrawn.

MR. CASCADEN’S STATEMENT.

Mr. Cascaden, sworn, said: During the
last week in January betweem the
29th and the 1st of February, Mr. Meek,
an old acquaintance of mine, came to me
and asked for the privilege of a private
interview, which I granted.

I assured himn
that my support would be worth very little
in the present state of my health, and that
I was even then very much inclined to go
home. I said this in order to parry the
question, and did not want to commit my-
self. However he persisted in the matter
and assured me that if I would give one
vote and then remain at home it would
answer all the purposes sought. I then
began to lay my net for him a little to see
what he proposed to do.. He said that if I
would only consent to resign and lend my
influence in the county to return him. He
asked me to manipulate what he called
the Irish vote, and this he said woald
answer just as well as voting against the
government, for which service I was to have

ALBANY, March 21.—The senate com-
mittee on public health, which investi-
gated the matter of the adulteration of
food, presented their report to-day. The
committee discovered wholesale and alarm-
ing adulterations of food which are dan-
gerous to the consumer and ruinous to
property in the rural districts. Adulter-
ation by tallow oil, bone oil and lard oil
was found in almost every town and city
in the state, and in amount equal to half
the production of natural butter.

YOTED DOWN.

British Columbia Matters—Mr. Homer
Attacks the Government's Policy in
That Province.
Special Despateh to The World.

Orrawa, March 21.—In the house of
commons to-day Sir John Macdonald, in
reply to Mr. Blake, said the resolutions
proposing. compensation to Quebec on ac-
count of railway construction would be
brought'down next week.

A report from the debates committee
was presented, recommending’ that the
salaries of Hansard reporters be increased
to $2000 a year.

Sir John Macdonald moved that govern-
ment business should have precedence on
Mondays for the remainder of the session.

Mr, Blake said that in the early period
of the session the days allotted to private
members had been taken for the purpose of
discussing the Pacific railway resolutions,
The result was that'a shorter period had
been allowed for private business than in
previous sessions,

After remarke by Sir John and Mr.
Mills it was agreed that questions put by
members should be placed on the paper
before government orders on Mondays.

Sir Charles Tupper moved resolutions
respecting arrangements with British
Columbia for the construction of the
Nanaimo & Esquimault railway, and’
British Columbia occupied the atten-
tion of the house for several hours,

After explanations, Mr. Homer, member
for New Westminster, opposed the resolu-
tions because he said the governments of
the dominion and British Columbia were
giving away §20,000,000 worth of lands for
sixty miles of railway. He condemned
the location of' the Esquimault graving
dock, and moved an amendment to the
effect that the resolutions should not be
adopted, but that the whole subject be re-
ferred to a select committee for enquiry.
Messrs, Blake, Shakespeare and Baker
supported the resolutions. Messrs® Gor-
don and Reid, British Columbia members,
opposed them., The latter offered another
amendm&nt to the effect that a cash sub-
sidy of 750,000 should be paid over to
British Columbia government to be used
as they should think proper. Both amend-
ments were declared lost.

The resolution having been adopted and
a bill founded thereon introduced, Sir
Leonard Tilley moved that the house go
into committee of supply.

Mr. Mills rose to move a want of con-
fidence motion, concerning the position of
Sir Charles Tupper. He argued that the
act providing for the appointment of a high
commissioner required that such official
should reside in London and not for half
the year in Canada.

Sir John Macdonald said the present
arrangement should be regarded as highly
satisfactory. He eulogized the conduct of
Sir Charles Tupper as high commissioner.
Mr. Blake argued that the offices of
higher commissioner and minister of rail-
ways were incompatible, and it was im-
possible that the duties of both itions
could be properly discharged by the same
person. When it was proposed to appoint
a high commissioner the premier had urged
that it would not do to have ministers of
the crown visiting England occasionally,
but that there should be a resident minister
in England all the time. It was stated
that treaty negotiations were going on all
the time, and that the interests of Canada
demanded that there should be an ambas-
sador constantly on hand to take advantage
of favorable opportinities for extending
Canada’s trade relations. As far as treaty
making was concerned, the policy of the
golvternment had been entirely barren of re-
sult.

The motion was put and lost by a vote
of 95 to 51. The house then went into
committee of supply and passed the railway
estimates,

4 VERDICT OF $300 FOR SEDUCTION
Chief Justice Hagarty Unbosoms Himself

: on the Above Crime,

The seduction case of Baird against
Sweetman was resumed yesterday at the
assize court. The detendant Sweetman
took the witness box. He swore that he
was a member of the church, a Sunday
school teacher, a postmaster, a merzhant,
and held family prayers regularly. He
denied ever having had any criminal rela-
tions with Hannah Baird. His wife had
once suspected it but he denied it. He
said that he had been dismissed from the
church on account of the scandal. A
couple of witnesses were called, who gave
nnil;forh.nt evidence. The letter pub-
lished in The World of yesterday was de-
clared by an expert to have been written
by a female.

His lordship addressed the jury at great
length, and after reviewing the evidence
charged stron&ly in favor of the defendant.
He that the 5irl’s own contradictory
statements showed that she could not be
believed on oath and it looked more like a
case of fornication than seduction. It was
not a question whether the defendant had
been criminally intimate with the woman;
they had to find if it was he who had
seduced her. He spoke strongly against
the'seduction law recently passed in the
house of commons and said it was a terri-
ble thing to give women the power to send
men to the penitentiary in such cases as
the one before them.

. After being out two hours the jury came
into court with a verdict for plaintiff tor
3300. The verdict was evidently a genuine
surprise to the court. Justice Hagarty
said that he was sorry that the jury had
not seen fit to throw the abominable case

out of court. Mr. Bigelow asked that
costs be awarded his client. His lordship
replied that he could not possibly see how

he could do it. The legislature had given

him the power to refuse costs. He would

not do it only in extreme cases, and he con-

sidered that this most assuredly was one.

As the jury had seen fit to take their view

of it, he would have his way. However he

would take till to-morrow to consider. He

said that with all his experience on the

bench this was the foulest case that had

ever come under his notice. He only

wished that it lay in his power to punish

some of the parties in the case.

Mr. Bigelow said he hoped that he was

not one of them.

“No, no,” said his lordship; “‘you are

free from blame. Indeed, I have seldom,

seen a counsel:handle a poor case so ably |
as you did this one.” |

The Health of Ontario—Week of March 15
Theeffects of the late weather upon
health are seen in the continued prevalence
of bronchitis, while influenza has likewise
made an advance. Pneumonia similarly
shows an' unusually high prevalence.
Rheumatism and neuralgia have appeared
somewhat more prominently during the
week. Among fevers, intermittent is less
prominent than last week. The contag-
ous zymotics show an unusually small
prevalence. Diphtheria appears amongst
the six first diseases only in one district.
Measles and Scarlatina and whooping
cough are similarly decreased in amount,
but mumEpn rétain & more prominent posi-
tion, rysipelas appears more promi-
nently than for some weeks past. For the
month of March, the reports would seem
to indicate a higher condition of health
than is usual in Ontario. :

In the dominion parliament railway leg-
islation is moving in the right direction.
The Grand Trunk bill has been read a
third time and passed in the house, but
with some very important amendments.
The Montreal Herald claims, and with
good reason, that in urging these amend-
rnents upon the house the chief part was
taken by Hon. Peter Mitchell. At the
same time it is clear that Mr. Mitchell’s
_efforts as a private member must have failed
had not the (overnment taken hold
of -the matter, and come out decidedly
on the people’s side. The bill in question
is a private bill, and the government might
have to a large extent shirked responsibil-
ity, had it chosen to take this course. But
it had been determined that there should
- be no shirking, and on Wednesday Sir
Charles Tupper came to the front with the
intimation, in substance, that the amend-
ments urged by Mr. Mitchell shoald be
adopted. More than that, he announced
that he would introduce a bill extending
.the provisions of the consolidated railway
act of last year so that the Grand Trunk
ag well as_other railways should be pro-
hibited from dealing in the stocks and
bonds of other roads. To. show that this
was no sudden impulse of the present time,
cither, it has to be added that it was
promised by kim last session—that is,
that railways then remaining exempt from
the restriction should be included. Sir
Charles is thus reported : —

The hon. member for Northumberland (Mr*
Mitchell) had also drawn his attention to the
importance of having it provided that the first
application of the funds should be fora double
track between Montreal and Toronto, and he
would say that he intended to introduce an
amendment to that effect. The government
also interded this session toamend the con-
solidated railway act, so as to extend the
clause prohibiting the amalgamation and
leasing of railway lines, without the express
sanction of parliament, to the Grand Trunk
and all other railway companies in Cq.nada
swhich were now exempt from its operation.

“It might have been.” What might
have been, let us ask, had Sir Charles Tup-
per or some other champion of theprin-
ciple of national policy in railway matters,
stood in Mr. Pardee’s place in the Ontario
government two years ago, when the Grand
Trunk-Midland gobble was before the
provincial assembly ? A Mexican reply to
this would be, quien :abe—who knows?
But-doesn’t it look odd that Sir Charles,
a Nova Scotian, should be in very deed
and  fact the most potent defender of
Ontario’s railway rights to-day ?

Nor should Mr. Mitchell’s services, not
alone to the dominion generally, but to
Ontario in particular, be forgotten. He
pressed the amendment which makes the
double tracking between Toronto -and
Montreal compulsory, whereas before the
bill was like the witches’ prophecy in
Macbheth, leaving the company free to
keep the word of promise to the ear,
while breaking it to the hope. Further,
he insisted upon it, and carried it, that
the bhill must be accepted by a two-
thirds majority . of Grand Trunk pro-
prietors, instead of by a bare majority, as
at first proposed. And, again, that the
dominion lien upon the Grand Trunk
for the old loan and accumulated interest
should cover the Great Western property
as well. In one way, this betters the
public security; in another way it un-
questionably concedes what the Grand
Trunk appears to have been very anxious
to obtain—the sanction of dominion law to
