Stricken by heart
failure as he drove his automobile
along Cataraqua street in Walker-
ville, at 5 o‘clock in the afternoonm,
the physician died with his hand on
the steering wheel. The car plowed
its way along the street for some dis-
tance, then lunged over the curb and
came to a standstill against a tree.
Dr. Labelle was dead when passerby
ran over to see what had caused the
car to leave the roadway.

Francis W. Kalm, an old man who
has been residing with Lemuel Bur-
kett, con.

'Derby held in the ancient city of

Quebec recently was a curious in-

istance of the fascination this sport
thas for all kinds and conditions of
imen.

finish, and the dramatic incidents of
the race were followed by  crowds
around the bulletin boards of the city
as reports came in by tzlephone from
various points along the route of the
race. The race was run in three
‘heats, the distance averaging 43 miles
ion each day which was by no means

one that earns its livelihood by carry-
ing mails and supplics into the com-
panies northern camps.

That is the bare story of the race,
casily enough told, but it is not so
casy to tell of the tremendous inter-
est taken in the race by the people of
Qucbec and the hundreds of visitors
who had come from all over Canada
and the United States to witness it.
The Grande Allée, Quebec’s show
street, was cvery day lined with
thousands of people to sce the dogs
start and finish, and if half the pro-
mises made are lived up to, another
year will see hundreds of dog teams
owned and trained by Quebec’s citi-
zens, purely for the love of the game.

Jean Lebell, the winner, had un-
doubtedly the best team for that kind
of a race. Only one term could ex-
actly describe them—they were mon-
grels, and there's much to be said
for the mongrel if the breeds that
make up his varied parentage are of
the right sort.

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THE SORE SHOULDER

lil-fitting Collars Cause Much

Suffering to Horses.

Shoulder Galls Are Developed—Soak-
ing the Collar In Water Helps to
Reshape It—Bathe and Dust the
Galls—Hessian ¥Fly Control,

(Contributed by Ontario Department of

Agriculture, Toronto.)

A collar. that -does not . fit the
horse’s neck and shoulder perfectly
may be the cause of considerable
suffering to the animal through sore-
ness, galling, and blistering. Hun-
dreds of horses suffer each year,
more especially during the period of
warm weather, when the work on the
land is pressing.

Poor Collars Cause Shoulder Galls.

Shoulder galls  develop largely
through the use of collars that do not
fit properly, through the draft being
too high or too low, through neglect
on the part of the driver to keep
both collar‘and shoulder clean. When
a teamster develops a blistered heel

or a sore toe the necessity of adjust-
ment is fully and painfully apparent
to him, so he fusses around and ad-
justs the boot or his foot to get
relief for himself. A humane and
thoughtful driver will do the same
for his horses; but unfortunately
there are many drivers who neglect
to give their horses all the attention
that a working animal is entitled to,
Collars may fit the horse’s shoulders
in the spring when the animal is in
good condition, but the shrinkage of
flesh due to the hard work of several
months may leave the horse with a
collar muca too large. The collar
that is too large or not of the correct
shape is bound to cause trouble. Sore
neck, sore shoulders or unnecessary
pain that may develop viciousness or
other bad habits or reduce the efli-

ciency of the horse, should be

avoided.

A Horse's Haul Is Done From the
Shoulder.

The work that the horse has to
perform is done from the shoulder,
so it is very important that extreme
care be given to the fitting and ad-
justment of the collar. The new col-
lar is generally so firm and stiff that
it is difficult to mould it to the shape
of the horse’s neck and shoulder
without soaking it in waler over
night. After soaking a collar of.the
proper size in three inches of water,
face down until well wet, it may be
placed on the horse. The hame straps
should be adjusted to draw the col-
lar snugly to the neck. The collar
in its softened condition will press
into shape to suit the horse’s shoul-
der.. Be sure of the adjustment of
the hames and draft. ' Work the horse
only moderately the first few days
while the shoulders are hardening
and becoming used to the collar. Fre-
quent airing and bathing to cool the
shoulder and remove sweat and dust
are very essential in preventing
shoulder soreness.

Dealing With Mis-shapen Shoulders.

Horses that have mis-shapen shoul-
ders cvan only be given relief by be-
ing fitted with a eollar or collar pad
made to suit the requirement of a

special case. An hour’s work on a
collar p.ul \\1!]1 thread and needle in
the hand » humane teamster will

save a Amh!“l horse much pain. If
your horse is suffering from shoulder

| galls, adjust the draft or shape the

coliar or collar pad so as to remove
the pressure of draft from the sore
point. The horse’s shoulder should
be watched during the day when at
heavy work, especially during hot
weather. Bath with salt water each
evening, and treat the galls with a
dusting of zinc oxide. If the horse
is so fortunate as to be in the hands
of a good driver or teamster it is
not likely to suffer from shoulder
trouble very long. Remember, the
horse cannot speak and make com-
plaint; it is up to you who are re-
sponsible for the horse’s welfare to
