marked respectively B. C. and D.

That afterwards, to wit, on the 2)th
day of August last past, your commit-
tee received an ofter for the erection of
the poor house aforesaid according to
the plans and specifications contained
in the annexed exhibits marked * E,"”
from Mr. John Buckler, of Saw Mill
Creek, in the county of Annapolis, for
building the said poor house in brick
for the price or sum of $3250, the said
sum being less than the lowest tender
in brick by $500, and less than the
lowest tender in wood by $25.
