JOHN JASPER’S LIFE.

But before giving any détail of this 
truly wonderful exposition of the Bible 
doctrine, it may be well to give a brief 
account of the life of the preacher. John 
Jasper was born in 1812, in Fluvanna 
county, Virginia, of slave parents. As a 
boy lie was noted for his brightness, and 
was allowed to work in his master’s 
house as waiter, etc. When he was 13 
years old he was sent to Richmond to 
work in the tobacco factories, where he 
labored until the close of the war, though 
changing masters once or twice.

In 1839 he became converted, and soon 
after claimed that he had been chosen by 
God to preach. In 1840 he began his min­
istry, although at that time he had only 
learned how to spell the simplest words. 
Such was the power of his discourses that 
his fame extended all over Virginia, and he 
was often away on preaching tours lasting 
two or three weeks, his master receiving 
from those wishing his services the sum of 
one dollar a day, except Sundays. During 
the civil war he preached to the sick and 
wounded soldiers in the confederate bos-

man, laughing. ‘ They are that shy of the 
ladies.

the date of the agreement men were put on 
the lode with a view to getting out the ore 
at once, which being mined within a stone’s 
throw of the N. S. C. Railway will l>e car­
ried by it direct to Middleton station, some 
three or four miles distant, and thenco by 
rail to Londonderry.

the purchase of the mine for an English 
syndicate of capitalists who desire to make 
investmants in Nova Scotia mining pro­
perty. There seems therefore to be good 
reason to suppose that Me. Kedy has been 
the discoverer of a bonanza. It has been 
stated that Mr. Leckie declared that if his 
company became the owners and the mine 
should prove to possess large quantities of 
the ore named, they would take steps to 
construct a railway from New Ross to con­
nect with existing lines east or west for 
the purpose of getting the ores to a ship­
ping port. These facts taken together in­
dicate a possible boom in the mining inter­
ests of the province of considerable volume 
and of great value to our people.

Joking with Sea Gulls.

•Sea birds are always interesting objects 
to voyagers. They follow a vessel some­
times all thq way across, ever restless and 
untiring. The gulls particularly, with their 
long, swift wings, realize the highest pow­
ers of endurance and fly with ease against 
the severest storms. Some say that these 
birds never visit the earth except to deposit 
their eggs ; otherwise they live constantly 
between the sea and sky. In fine weather 
they fly high in the air, descending with 
great rapidity to seize the fishes on the sur­
face of the water.

The symmetry and strength of the gulls 
are remarkable, showing how nature has 
adapted them in every particular for the 
purpose of long flight. Their pectoral or 
breast muscles are one solid mass of firm, 
hard muscle, and their bones are hollow, 
having no marrow in them. Sleep is not 
necessary to them, or, rather, they rest 
upon their wings and allow themselves to 
be cradled by the breezes, whose violence 
neither worries nor frightens them. On 
the other hand, they seem to feel a fierce 
delight in the fury of the storm, which, 
convulsing the waves, brings np the dead 
fishes and mollusks.

Sailors are very fond of playing off a joke 
upon the gulls which are always hovering 
about the ships. They take three or four 
pieces of sail twine about six feet in length, 
these are tied together in the middle, and 
to the end of each a small piece of blubltcr 
or fat is attached tightly and then thrown 
into the sea. A gull comes along and 
swallows one piece ; another then sees there 
is plenty to spare and swallows the next ; 
perhaps a third bird takes possession of 
another, but as they are all attached to the 
sail yarns, whenever they try to fly away 
one or the other is compelled to disgorge 
his share, and this is continued to the tan­
talizing suspense of the poor gulls and the 
great fun of the passengers and sailors.—

Timely Hints for Mothers.—It is at 
this season of the year that one of the most 
dreaded of diseases makes its insidious at­
tacks. Many a fond mother, upon being 
suddenly awakened by the peculiar ringing, 
rattling cough that heralds croup, has been 
so frightened as to be unable to think of or 
apply a remedy. It almost always attacks 
its victim in the night, and is greatly to be 
dreaded on account of the extreme rapidity 
with which it develops. If possible, in this 
case, as in all cases where you distrust 
your ability to act, send for a physician, 
hut do not sit down helplessly meantime, 
as you may do much to relieve the sufferer 
and check the ravages of the disease. Give 
an emetic at once. Syrup of ipecac should 
always be kept in the house for this pur­
pose, as it is the easiest to give a child. 
Let the doses vary from a quarter of a tea­
spoonful to a teaspoonful, according to the 
age of the child, and give every five min­
utes, until vomiting ensues. Pat hot, 
moist poultices of flaxseed or hops on the 
throat and upper part of the chest. A hot 
bath, if practicable, will often give relief, 
but do not undertake this unless you have- 
the proper conveniences.
