—The annual report of the superintend­
ent of education for the school year ending 
July 31, 1894, which is just to hand, contains 
much information of special interest to the 
friends cf education and the public gener­
ally in this province. These annual reports 
give us from year to year a clear indication 
of the condition of our province from an ed­
ucational point of view and show us what 
progress we are making in this grand work. 
In view of the severe shaking up which our 
educational system has of late been receiving 
in the press, we turn .to the educational re­
port with more interest than usual with a 
view of learning something of the returns 
the people of this province are receiving for 

- the sacrifices they are making, and the ef- 
(forts they are putting forth, in behalf of 
education.

The superintendent reports the year one 
of remarkable activity in every department 
of educational work. There was a decrease of 
60 in the number of sections without school, 
and an increase in the number of teachers, 
the increase being mainly in teachers of ex­
perience and those with Normal School train­
ing. The average salaries of the higher 
classes of teachers continue to rise, the in­
crease in those of the A and B grades averag­
ing $32 over the last full year, and that of 
other grades being nearly as great. In 
the matter of the improvement of school 
buildings the interest shown during the past 
few years has been most gratifying. Thus, 
the total amount voted by the various sec­
tions throughout the province for repairs 
and new buildings was as follows:

There has been a slight change in the 
of study during the past year and

several subjects have been dropped from the 
common school course with a view of lessen-? ing the amount of memory work of the 
pupils. This change makes the course of 
study of this province less advanced than 
those of some of the other provinces, but 
it is hoped that it will result in increased 
thoroughness.

Those who may have formed the opinion 
that the present course of study contains 
too many subjects, that too much of the time 
of the teacher is taken up with branches of 
secondary importance to the neglect of the 
primary and fundamental studies, will be 
deeply interested in carefully perusing the 
superintendent’s remarks on the point of 
“ How the Teacher’s Time is spent in the 
School,” beginning on page xii of the re­
port. One of these new subjects is Calis­
thenics, or exercise for health. Of this sub­
ject the superintendent, among other things, 
says: “ When the pupil is wearied from the 
"toeraBrwng of hie spellings or the solution 
of his arithmetic problems, attention to this 
side of his training for a few moments 
adds nothing to his nervous exhaus­
tion, or his load of books, or his home 
studies. On the other hand it is a nerve re­
storer, a glint of light in the darkness, an 
hour of life won from the dead. The time 
taken in the average school of the province 
for this work is less than three minutes dur­
ing the whole long school day.”

Vocal Music, another of the subjects re­
cently added to the course of study, and of 
which a good deal has of late appeared in 
the provincial press, occupies a little more 
than four minutes of the time each day, on
an average.

Hygiene and Temperance, the teaching of 
which is now compulsory in all echools, be­
came so by an act of the legislature passed 
iu 1892. This act requires appropriate in­
struction to be given regularly in the public 
schools as to the nature of alcoholic drinks 
and narcotics, including tobacco, upon the 
human system.

The time devoted to these subjects aver­
ages six and one half minutes daily. In the 
same way all the other subjects new and old 
are dealt with and the average time given 
to each shown. To spelling, oral and writ­
ten, is given thirty-one minutes a day, read­
ing and elocution sixty one minutes, English 
grammar and composition forty four min­
utes, writing and book-keeping twenty six 
minutes, geography and history forty min­
utes, drawing eight and a half minutes, 
arithmetic fifty-nine minutes daily. Those 
who read the superintendent’s remarks on 
the various subjects in the course of study 
would speedily be convinced that the receni 
criticism of our educational system was mis­
leading and was caused largely by a want 
of information upon the various points dis 
cussed.

The number of pupils registered at our 
public schools during the past year was 98, 
710, being one to every four and one half of 
our population. The pupils in our private 
schools, academies and seminaries would 
easily bring the total up to a round 100,000, 
and it speaks well for a people educationally 
when so large a proportion of her population 
are at school. The number of pupils who 
passed into the higher grades, the number 
passing successfully the various examinations 

—""TeCeffriogdiplomas and licenses, the success­
ful display made by our schools at the world's 
Columbian exhibition and the splendid tri­
bute our exhibit received from the superiu 
tendent of the Liberal Arts Department, all 
attest to the excellency of our schools and 
of the work they are doing. Never had 
the people of this province more reason to 
feel proud of their educational system, and 
never were they receiving more satisfactory 
results than during the past year.

The Next Parliament.

In the next House of Commons there will 
be 213 members instead of 215 as in the pre­
sent house. New Brunswick loses 2; Nova 
Scotia l, and P. E. Island 1; while Manitoba 
gains 2. Population to each member, 22,688. 
—In the present house there are 135Conserva­
tive, 75 Liberals, and 2 Independents. The 
elections of 1891 resulted at first in the re­
turn of 122 Conservatives and 92 Liberals,— 
a majority of 30 for the government; but 
bye-elections increased the government ma­
jority to 63. The late general election was 
on March 5, 1891. It would be legal to keep 
the present house in existence till March 5, 
1896. The present parliament has lost three 
Premiers, Sir John Macdonald, Sir John 
Abbott, and Sir John Thompson. It is note­
worthy that Quebec gave the Liberals in 1891 
a majority of 6, while in Ontario the govern­
ment majority was 6. Thus the two central 
Provinces balanced each other. However, 
the by elections raised the government ma­
jority in Ontario to 28. At this moment the 
strength of parties in Quebec is about equal. 
There must not be more than twelve months 
between the end of one session and the open­
ing of the following one. The last session 
ended on 23rd of July, so there must be a 
session on or before the 24th of July, 1895, 
either of the present parliament or of a new 
one after the elections.

their office, to possess. They set up a crea­
ture of iron and clay, like Nebuchadnezzar s 
image, partly strong and partly broken, 
rather than the spiritual power in whose in­
fluence alone they are strong. Did the Di­
vine Master, whose example they profess to 
follow, the friend of publicans and sinners, 
the sympathizer with the fallen and the err­
ing, enjoin his disciples to compel men to 
righteousness, justice and temperance by 
force of law,—the power of the sword? Ou 
the contrary he authoritatively declared 
that those who took the sword should perish 
by the sword. That the moral kingdom is 
not to be confounded with the political king­
dom; that it is within the individual, rather 
than without; that it is essentially by free­
dom of will, and not at all bjr observation or 
exterior compulsion; that it is not by power 
nor might, but by the gentle spirit of per­
suasion that all ethical reformation is to be 
accomplished.

I hold, sir, that the temperance question is 
not one that is susceptible of being captured 
in the interests of either political party. It 
is above party and will by its nature remain 
distinct from party. Do the instigators of 
this piece of political strategy suppose the 
intelligent voters of Annapolis county are 
going to have the wool pulled over their eyes 
in this way? I admire the words of your 
liberal correspondent, who refuses to bind 
down his representative to a prescribed course 
irrespective of his political opinions. If a 
representative's legislative action is to be 
prescribed for him in every detail, if he is to 
have no freedom in deciding what js best for 
his constituents, if, in short, he is a mere 
automaton, why not dispense with him alto­
gether? Whatever prohibition enthusiasts 
may proclaim, I see no ground in their talk 
to doubt the learning of Burke and other 
constitutional teachers. We do not send 
dummies to parliament to vote yea or nay! 
Our legislatures are deliberative assemblies, 
where the members, while representing their 
constituents, deliberate, that is, weigh or 
rationally determine, the means best calcu­
lated to promote the end in view. Now, in 
the present instance, Temperance is the end 
ill view, and it becomes a question for the 
people and their representatives to determine 
what is the best means of reaching that end. 
That prohibition by practical trial has proved 
a failure and worse than a failure, few, but 
feather-headed fanatics, will deny. In 
Maine, they now want a five hundred dollar 
fine for any conviction-and one hundred dol­
lar bounty to every drunkard who keeps 
sober for one year. Here is political morality 
wit h a vengeance! Have t hose purists count­
ed the cost ? Have they considered the ad­
ditional taxation that such legislation means? 
Apparently it is not for their pockets a mat­
ter of.importance! To the farmers of this 
county who will have to foot the bill for such 
fiddl'ng, it pre-eminently is! 
methods of temperance legislation far 
effective than prohibition, has been practi­
cally demonstrated. Even the Scott Act, 
imperfect as it is admitted to be, is prefer­
able to an indiscriminate system, which, 
neither in theory or practice, scientifically 
or constitutionally can claim justification.

But even granted that prohibition is the 
panacea for all the evils of intemperance, 
why all this huhub. Is our present representa­
tive not a declared Temperance man? Has 
he not given his word to vote for prohibition 
when it comes lie fore parliament? Has he 
not stated in the house, as admitted by one 
correspondent, that the people of Annapolis 
want and are ready for prohibition? This 
prohibition organisation either doubts his 
veracity or are t hemsel ves insincere ! If they 
are, as they claim to be, independent of 
party, why are they not satisfied with 
Mills?

Kitchen Bulletin.

You may not know, and if you do not, you 
will find it useful to bulletin in the kitchen 
the fact:

That the secret of making sponge cake is 
not to beat the air all out of the eggs after it 
is once beaten in. Beat the yolks to a mass 
of bubbles, and the whites to a stiff froth. 
Then cut them into each other with a few 
crosswise thrusts of a fork, and cut the eggs 
into the cake mixture in the same fashion. 
Do not beat the cake after the eggs are 
added.

That slamming the door of the oven will 
make cake “ fall.”

That shaking potatoes after the jackets 
are off for a minute at the open window will 
make them “mealy.” The cold draught 
causes the starch cells to burst open, making 
the feathery white flakes, that are in such 
agreeable contrast to the sodden mass served 
too often for a potato.

That the crisp, delicious slices of bacon 
that are a feature of so many appetizing 
dishes may be had by turning each slice 
every minute over a hot fire in a pan large 
enough so that the slices shall «igpt touch; 
and then as soon as delicately browned on 
both sides lift from the pan on to a sheet of 
butcher's coarse wrapping paper (save it for 
the purpose when it comes from the market 
clean), and allow the bacon to drain upon it 
in the oven for another minute.

That an egg shell should never be thrown 
away in a family that likes coffee. Wash 
and wipe the egg before it is broken to use, 
and put the egg shells in a covered glass jar. 
A couple of them thrown into the bottom of 
the coffee biggin will settle the coffee as well 
as anything known. This is one of the 
economies practiced ip the houses where 
several servants are employed and there is a 
housekeeper to watch the small leaks in ex­
pense accounts.

That a couple of sheets of a big newspaper 
•wrapped about ice will keep it half as long 
again as ice that is uncovered. The paper 
is much more cleanly than a piece of blanket, 
as it can be removed daily.

That crashed ice can be prepared in a 
couple of minutes by chipping off. a piece 
from the larger cake with an ice pick; put 
the piece that is to be crushed in a clean 
coarse cloth (the burlap that comes wrapped 
about bacon, ham, etc. after a boiling is 
admirable for this and other kitchen uses, as 
handling hot pots and pans): gather the 
corners of the cloth and bang it two or three 
times against any unbreakable surface, as a 
stone hearth, iron sink, etc. Rinse the ice 
first, and use a clean cloth, and the crashed 
ice will be perfectly clean, as ice goes.

That a pinch of powdered sugar, and an­
other of cornstarch beaten in with the yolks 
of eggs will keep an omelet from collapsing. 
Beat the whites stiff and cut them into the

How much a little tact and delicacy in 
the sickroom contribute to the soothing of an 
invalid’s sensitive nerves! The most faithful 
and affectionate nurse, who would give her life 
to save the patient pain, is often guilty of 
some small unconscious act that frets the ill 
person beyond endurance. If anybody who 
is likely to be called upon to attend the sick 
—and most of us are likely to be placed in 
that position sooner or later—would bear in 
mind the following bits of advice, deduct d 
from the impatient utterance of an irri­
table invalid, it might help both the sick 
person and the nurse.

Do not ask a very ill man what you sha l 
do for him. The doctor has already givtn 
the proper directions, and if the patient 
wants any other attendance that is not so 
obvious that you can give it without quts 
tioning him he will ask for it unprompted.

Do not breathe in his face or hang over 
him. He needs all the fresh air he can get.

Do not press your hand upon his brow. 
It sounds well in novels, but it is quite pos­
sible that your hand seems to him to weigh 
a ton. Do not touch him unnecessarily at 
all, unless he indicates that he desires it.

Do not ask him every half hour how he 
feels. Take it for granted that he does not 
feel well. Do not keep telling him that 
he is better, for if he is he will know it quite 
as soon as you do, and if he is not it will 
merely vex him.

Vo not attempt to lift him unless you ure 
strong enough to do so without hurting him. 
Abortive efforts to raise him cause him pain 
and irritation. He can take food lying 
down, provided that you feed him through a 
glass tube bent at righ* angle, instead of 
pouring bis beef tea or milk into the bosom 
of his nightgown with a spoon. And speak­
ing of spoons, wash the medicine spoon every 
time it is used, that the dregs of the previous 
dose may not offend him.

Do not interfere, no matter how quietly, 
with his personal belongings, unless he 
wishes it. it annoys him intensely to think 
that his small properties are being examined 
and re-arranged.

If you cannot control your agitation, keep 
out of his sight and hearing until you can.

If he has his senses, do not treat him like 
an infant, smile at his whims or disregard 
his reasonable wishes.

Above all do not expect him to be polite, 
grateful or even civil, no matter if you are 
sacrificing your comfort and enduring anxiety 
for his sake. If he is cross, do not tell him 
so or be hurt by the fact, for he is suffering, 
and his nerves are in a state of rebellion. 
Remember that he is not responsible for it 
and that it is your duty to be considerate and 
patient for both.

While it is as desirable to employ a veter­
inary surgeon in cases of severe sickness or 
dangerous injuries as it is to employ the fam­
ily physician at times, it is well to know 
what to do in what hospitals calls “ emer­
gency cases,” when something must be 
done iu less time than it would take to get a 
regular doctor to the spot.

One of these cases is that of choking, 
which frequently happens when roots are 
fed without having been cut. If the obstruc­
tion is not large enough and has passed well 
down, it is often possible to move it 
farther along by gently pushing down with 
a stick. A whip handle rounded a little at 
the end is a good instrument for this pur­
pose. One person should hold the animal’s 
head so as to bring the mouth and throat in 
a straight line, and another should use the 
obstruction from the outside, rubbing it 
downward. Push firmly, but gently on the 
stick.

Another method is to put a stick about as 
■farçjfr as one's Wrist across the animal’s mouth 
like a bridle bit, and tie it fast so as to 
oblige it to keep the mouth open. This 
will sometimes cause coughing so that the 
obstruction will be thrown up, or will facili­
tate breathing until mucous enough has 
gathered around it so that it will pass down­
ward. If the obstruction is not far down, 
the animal’s mouth may be kept open by a 
horse shoe, or by blocks between the jaws, 
and one with a small hand can reach down 
and withdraw it. Unless something is done 
soon the animal must choke to death, and 
time is of more importance than skill.

Cute that cause profuse bleeding are an­
other sort of cases that need attention before 
a surgeon can be secured. If the blood comes 
in jets at about the interval of a heart beat, 
it is from an artery, and a tight bandage be­
tween the wound and body should be ap­
plied, then a stout stick placed below and 
twisted until the blood flows but slowly. If 
the one who puts it on knows enough of the 
course of the arteries to bring the knot dir­
ectly over it, it will hasten matters, and this 
should be part of the education of a farmer.

If the blood flows in a continuous stream 
put a wide baqdage directly over the wound 
to keep the edges together, drawing it tight­
ly as can be done with the hands. A hand­
ful of cotton, or even of green grass, under 
the bandage will assist, or one may hold the 
edges of the wound together while another 
goes for the doctor. We have seen a horse’s 
life saved in this way when the leg was bad­
ly cut by a mowing machine, and a man’s 
life saved by the first method when a bullet 
had cut the artery of the arm above the 
elbow. In neither case could a surgeon have 
been brought in season.
