Many a strong swimmer has met his 
death for violating this rule, for the 
treacherous weeds he did not suspect 
have held him fast, while only the 
bubbles on the surface of the stream 
have borne witness to the tragedy be­
low. A folly which is the peculiar 
property of experts consists in high 
diving into unknown waters. Let 
there be a good “take-off" and 
of them ask »o more. The possibility 
that a rock may lie a few inches un­
der water is disregarded as often as 
not. It would not lie exaggerating to 
place , the number of swimmers ki 
in this way nt many hundreds. Most 
of them have liecn stunned and drown­
ed. Others have simply dashed their 
brains out.

• We MustThe transportation question in Nova 
Scotia upiieais more strongly to fruit 
growers than to any other class. The 
perishable nature of the goods they 
produce makes it imperativo that they 
should be placed on the markets of the 
world with as little delay as possible.

Up to the present time the market 
afforded by the cities of Great Britain 
seem to hold out the greatest advan­
tages ami inducements to the fruit 
trade, and the chief problem confront­
ing our fruit growers is how to get 
their fruit transported across the At­
lantic in a condition that will do jus­
tice to its naturally superfine quali­
ties. To effect this, two things are 
essential, speed and proper storage in 
the vessels *by which they are carried. 
During the past two years many meet­
ings of fruit growers and farmer’s as­
sociations have been held with a view 
to improving these matters. Of late, 
however, the service has been retro­
grading rather than improving, 
happily the trade has not yet reached 
a volume that would warrant a line 
of steamers being put on for the sole 
purpose of carrying this fruit, and if 
otherwise unsupported, must finish up 
their cargoes with other classes of 
merchandise, thus causing delay both 
in the sailing of the ships a 
the delivery, of the goods o 
on the other side.

To obviate this and to enable the 
steamers to run on the required time, 
the Dominion government grants a 
subsidy tp supply any deficiency caused 
by sailing without a full cargo. rlhe 
Furness Withy S. S. Co. have had a 
monopoly oi this subsidy and the 
patronage it takes with it, but have 
«ever worked up to the required pro­
visions nor given the service demand­
ed. in fact, in the last two years 
there has been a falling off in this ser­
vice due to the sale of some of the 
best ships of this line previously de­
voted to the apple trade. Ihe deliv­
ery of their fruit in an unnecessarily 
bad condition has entailed not only 
immediate pecuniary loss on Nova, 
Scotia farmbs, but also carries with it 
the risk o' destroying the market by 
giving the fruit a bad reputation in 
England.

I^otwithstunding tile inability or lack 
of effort of the Furness Withy people 
to give the service their contract de­
mands and the trade requires, they 
nevertheless desire to continue to pur­
sue the “dog in the manger” policy of 
standing in the way of other companies 
while failing to perform the service 
themselves. In this position theV are 
opposed without exception by the in­
telligent fruit growers of the province, 

-/"but have, induced u number of shippers 
or middlemen to support them and re­
present to the government that the 
service they give is all right. These 
men have no particular gain or loss 
in view from the quality of the trans­
portai it>n service given, as they re­
ceive their commissions and returns re­
gardless of the condition in which the 
fruit is landed. The loss of thousands 
of dollars yearly and the fact that if 
any improvement is to be effected it 
must come through their efforts, has 
thoroughly aroused the farmers oi 
Nova Scot a, and they have been en­
deavoring during the past few months 
to induce the C. P. R. to have their 
boats call at Halifax to carry their 
fruit, and also to get the Dominion 
government to withhold the subsidy 
from the Furness Withy Co. for the en­
suing year, notwithstanding their as­
surance- of better service and faster 
boats.

From past experience the fruit grow­
ers feel that such promises and assur­
ances can not be relied upon, 
growth and exportation of fruit has 
come to lie recognized as one of the 
most important of our industries and 
one that should no longer be handi­
capped by a transportation service 
that delivers the fruit in such a con­
dition that the labors of the farmers 
for the whole year are practically lost. 
The fight is now on between the F. W.
S. S. Co. supported by the shippers 
mentioned above on the one hand, and 
enterprising farmers of ihe Annapolis 
Valley through the medium of their 
representative associations on the 
other. Needless to state which side 
will have the sympathy of the people 
in the contest.

DELEGATES TO OTTAWA 
APPOINTED.

A thoroughly representative meet­
ing of our farmers and fruit growers 
gathered In the Town Hall at Kvnt- 
ville on Saturday, the 8th inst.. to 
appoint delegates to go to Ottawa 
to confer with the government and 
induce them, if possible, to grant a 
subsidy to the C. I*. R. steamers to 
call at Halifax. The gathering was 
made up of representatives of the 
Executive of the Kings Co. Board of 
Trade, the Nova Scotia Fruit Grow­
ers’ Association, and the Annapolis 
Co. Farmers’ Association. A full 
room gave evidence of the deep inter­
est taken.

The position of the transportation 
question is somewhat complicated 
by the fact that the C. P. It. boats 
can only come to Halifax six months 
of the year. The mercantile trade of 
the country demands a continuous 
service, so that the government has 
to provide another line outside the 
C. P. It.

The contract has heretofore fallen 
to the Furness-XVithy Co, It Is the 
desire of the fruit men to secure the 
competition of the C. P. It., if pos- 
possible, for the sake of improving 
the service, To meet the. objection 
of the C. P. It. boats coming to Hali­
fax only part of the year, that com­
pany offers to carry the fruit at any 
time via Montreal at 85 cents per 
bbl. from Kent ville, which is really 
as low as rates paid to other lines 
with the prospect of a more efficient 
service.

along as though business word driving.
"Those who arc always looking for ram 

also always late about finishing 
their haying. Wo are apt to have 
many cloudy mornings followed by 
pretty good hay weather during the 
rest of tiic day. 1 long ago learned 
that a little shower, or even a longer 
rain, does little injury to cut gtrass 

u" before it has been wilted or much 
dried.

If I have a field of grass that is 
grown and ougli t lo bo cut, and I had 
reason ‘to expect a spell of rainy 
weather, I would choose to cut it and 
let it lie waiting for hay weather than 
have it stand uncut. In what fanners 
call “catching” weathpr I would pre­
fer to mow in bad weather so as to 
have every hour of good weather for 
drying the crop. Mowing in good 
>vçpth<T seems like a waste of.

AFIERNOON MOWING.

When mowing was all done with 
scythes it was necessary to out the 
grass early in (he day w h^ruthe dew 

k ' was on it, because it eut so* much eas­
ier, and also because the scythes would 
keep sharp longer. Hand-mown grass 
always fell in swaths, which could not 
begin to dry till spread out and shak­
en up so the sun and air Could act 
upon it. Under such conditions it 
often took most of the first day to 
dry the water off the grass and get it 
wilted enough to put in heaps for the 
night. Paitia lly dried hay alwiays 
cures to considerable extent in the cock 
by the slight heating of the mass.
Much heating of course injures the 

rJhe second day the hay 
to cure much faster, but it 

generally required two days drying, 
because of the outside moisture to be 
got rid of.

Now with the modern machine for 
handling glass and hay I find that 
hay can otten be made as well in one 
day as formerly in two days. The 
mowing machine, unlike the scythe, 
works best in grass that is free from 
dew or other moisture. I theroft r«* 
have made it a practice to do my 
mowing in the afternoon between four 
o’clock and dark. Cut grass is not 
injured by dew or rain unless has 
dried ctn/igh to absorb wiater in place 
of the sap that has dried out. Water 
does no more injury on grass just 
after being cut than just before. At 
four o'clock the drying part of the 
day is pretty much over, and soon the 
dew will begin to show dampness. In
