Baptist Zenana Mission in India.

Dear Mrs. Newman,—Nons of the Baptist May meet-
inga wore more onthusiastic than that of the Annua} Mis-
sionary Breakfast in connection with the Z Mission.
About five hundred men #hd women sat down to break-
fast in the Common Street Hotel, and it was my priv-
ilege to be one of the number. Mr. Charles Townsend,
of Bristol, ocoupied the chair. Miss A, G. Angus pro-
sefited, in a very admirable way, a brief annual report.
Work is carried on in twenty different stations, several
of which have been established during the past yesr. In
some of theae places the Bociety have only Bible women
und schools. The staff consists of 38 Zenana mission-
aries, 87 assistaite, 49 native Bible-women, and 77
native school teachets. There are 61 girl's achools, with
1,850 pupils. Upwards of 700 Zenana’s are regularly
visited, in which are 1,400 pupils, whilst more than-2,000
houses are visited for S'cri}:ture readin% only,

Dr. Underhill presented the financial statement. The
total expenditu.re of the Zonana mission for the year was
about 837,716~—being 8940 above the réceipts, A hand-
somo collection was taken at the meeting towards making
up this deficit. N D

The chairman made a brief address, in which Ho said
he felt; that the chair-at these annual gatherings: should
beoccupied by a woman. He asked for a large number
of now workers to go' out to India, adding that when
monoy is really wanted for a great purpose the Baptist

“The Advantage of Medical Skill."

Concluded from May Number,

Wo have good reason to belidve that many in every
city visitod gesire us to come again. Soveral asked why
we could not come and stay smong them. Many of those
whose disenses wero of such a nature that the Doctor
could not undertake them for Iack of sufficiagnt time to
carry through an operation, will certainly waldome our
. return. * One of thesoe is an official in Chan-tefu, who has

a tumor on his face which the Doctor promised to cut off
tho next visit. Tho official in turn eaid he would use his
influence to securo a compound for a hospital by the Doc-
tor’s veturn. This may mean something or it may not.
Howevor, we may count on having ’

FRIENDS AMONG ALL CLAHSEH,

whe will be moro or lees helpful in the beginning of our
work. A man at Woihui-fu offered to sell his compound
to us for a hospital, We did not deem it good po icy to
notico any offer on our first trip. fot tﬁn offor might
not make a bargain, because the sight is one of the
best in the city, But that which perhaps gives the beat
indication aa to how we werorogarded is tho fact that we
wero able to seoure throe Honan teachers. Two. are
already here awaiting the new comers, and another, a
Chineso B.A., is expected in a fortnight.

Such has been the favor everywhere shown that we are
impressed with the belief that we are likely to gain an
oasy settlement in Honan, But when we glance at the
vxtont and populousness of the fiold,

with the vastneas of the work. The section of Honan
north of the Yellow River alone, gives a field 180 miles in
length and frown fifty to poventy miles in breadth. The
towns and villages are logion. It is not caay to arrive at
tho oxact number. The Mandarin of Heuin Hsien told
us ho governed 1,000 towns and villages, but that o
- neighboring citics Hua Hsien governed 4,000 towns and
villages. He said his district was smallin comparison
with some other Haion districts, But taking 1,000 towns
and villagea as the average for each Hsien djstrict, there
would be 256,000 in Honan north of the Yollow River. If
wo allow of an average of 200 peopleto a village, which
is certainly tow—for we have seen many villages having
two and three hundred families-—thero would be a town
and village population in North Honan of 5,000,000, Be-
sides there are twenty-nine cities: Theso. cities would
perhops nverago a population of 40,000 each. .
The Lord of Missions has indeed answered prayer.

A BEFRESHING STORY, -

Missionaries are often di god at the low spiritual
state of the Christians under theircare. Here and there
howevor we see an amount of zeal and consecration that
revives our hopes. But probably it is not often that we
find three brothers all of one mind in deciding to do busi-
ness for the Lord Jesus Chriat.

The men, of whose devotion I am writing, live in two
villagos some mwiles north of Gudivada.in the Kistna Dis;
trict. By ocoupation they are farmers, but the second
brother has been a preacher of tho Gospel for fourteen
yoars or more. _ 8till he haa always been regarded as &
partnor in the fafming.  The eldest brother has been
munsiff or headman of his villago for a Jong time ; yot
he haa preached the gonﬁel to very many, and helped in
the erection of school-houses in noi%hboring villages,
where somo had become Christians. The third brotﬁ:ar
has had the most to do with the farm-work, and yot even
he has not failed to let his light shine. He has often
conducted the services on the Lord's day in his own

The Work on the Tuni Fleld.

Since the mestings in Jaouary I have been touring all
the time, having travelled several hindred miles in ox-
cart, on horseback and on foot, nud proached in many
villages, distributed many hundred tracts and sold por-
tions of Scripture. In Lﬂo village of Ballagattam a man
nnd wife were baptized who formerly did Mission work
among the Telugus on the island of Mauritius.

On February 19th the great annual bathing festival,
which takes place in tho sea, at Pentakata, was visited.
Some 50,000 or more peoploe wero there; Abel and I
spoke as well as wo could for the beating of hundreds of
cymbals and munly1 drums, together with the rvariug of the
waves and the shouting of tho bathers, made preaching
difficult. A much better hearing was given at Nakka-

alle, a village 11 miles frop here, where a great annual
east; is hold, to which tons of thousands of people flock.
My wife accompanied me, and wo stayed several days

reaching to the p Mr. Lafl came down from
Tellamunohelli. e wero each accompanied by two
preachers, and evory morning and evoning for two or
three hours we preached to crowds of people ; if strength
had permitted we could have had an audience all day and
most of the night. A little town built of bamboo poles
and gnlm leaves had sprung up near the temples where
numbers of shopkeepers sold their goods, which ranged
all the way from silks to vegetables. There wers idol
processions, illuminations and music ; a large car, some-
thing like the Juggoernath car, was drawn along in pro-
ceasion ono day. On a hill stocd a little temple, reached
by 284 stone steps ; somo nights these steps held a little
lamp on each side.  Up these stops betwoon theso lighta
the people walked and gave their offorings, which amount.-
ed to many thousand rupoos. : . .

There has been a great amount of fover in this section .
during the past cold season. In our Mission house we
have our little medical dispensary, and while on tour my
medicine chést is my constant contpanion,. During the
past few months I have given more than thirly rupees’

When once this fovor attacks a person it scems very diffi-
oult to cure. In somo of the cases brought under my
notice the patient has beon sick and almost helpless for
five months ; tho hair would fall out, and they would be
wastod almost to a skeleton. I attribute our immunity
from fever, under the blessing of God, to tho fact that
wo live after the European plan—have a good house,
warm olothing, nourishing diet, snd are careful about the
water we drink, L

The hot weather that has just come brings dysentery,
cholera and kindred discascs, which are lisble to attack
anyone, but especially those whose aystems are reduced
by hard work or insufficient food. There is small-pox
now in some of the villages, but it does not soom to be
very fatal as but two por cent, of those attacked die, and
tho nativés take no carc of themsclves nor of the mis-
sionary either, for we ordered one poor fellow away who
had the discaso, and was clinging to ono of the verands

__back leading s _younger one hp the hand, who comes in
shyly and sits down on the floor behind a pillar. When
uiod if she is ill, they reply in a low tone “not ill, only

sorrowful ; three months-ago her husband died, and she
has not been out since, and ‘she is ashamed to see your
face.” Poor thing! 1 thought, “If she only new the
sympathy in my heart for her she would not be ashamed
or afraid to see my face.”™ This is another interdsting
house to add to the number.

put their feet in the atoocks, seal them, and meke them
sit on the ground at mid-day. If thoy will not submit to
this punishment they are sent to Bimli to tho sub-magis-
trate, The people in theeo villages are very quiet and
simplo-minded, and always ‘give us s kind recoption.
Both hore and at Sontam we havo the use of the indigo
factories, which are owned by a company in Madras ; but
this agent_kindly granted ds leavo t4} ocoupy one or twa_
rooms,* No work is carried on in them, except in July
and August. They are lm?e buildings, and consequently
cool and pretty cowfortable. Tho rats and bats were
the only intruders. They have full sway, and probably
thought we were the intruders.

Wa expect that the mother of one of our preachers
will be baptized soon.

MRS, JENNIE B, KELLEY.

[Mrs, Kelley's many frierds in these Provinces will bo glad
to read this from the Helping Hand :)

** Blessod are they who dioin the Lord . . . that they may
reat from their labors ; and their works do follow them."”

How spontancously does this text come to mind as wo
think of the death of Mrs. Jennto B. Kelley, which occurred
in Moulmein, Burma, Dec. 5, 1859, - !

Mrs.-Kelley was born in Picton, N. 8., July 26, 1842, and
received her school education there. Her first religious im-
pressions were ioned by the triumphant death of a sister
in 1858. They seemed vpr{ deep, but did not lead at that
time to decision. In 1860 the family moved to Boston, and
Mrs. Kelley became u member of Mizs Sophia Gould's Bible-
¢lass in the Rowe Street Church., This lady was much in-
tereated in foreign missions, aud each month some mission
was selocted aa & topio for study. Perhaps it may be attri-
buted to the faithinlness of this teacher that later Mra.
Koelley could say : * Almost my first prayer after my conver-
sion was * Lord, send me to the heathen.’”

In 1862 she became an attendant at the Bowdoin Square
Church, Rev, 0, T. Walker, pastor. In a time of deep in-
tarest in that. church, she somewhat reluctantly attended a
prayer meeting, escorting an older friend whom she called
* Auntie.” A deep solomnity almost immediately foll upon
her spirit; When the hymn was sung “I'll go to Jesus,
though my eins have like a mountain ross,” truo to her im-
pulsive nnture, she sprang to her fect. 8he returned home
almost crushed by a sonse of sin. In o fow days she found
peace, and with her whole heart dedicated hereelf to the ser-
vice of Christ, _After belng recelved for baptism, a pall like
the blackness of darkness overshadowed her soul. 8he would
not fo back, for she had promised to God and the Church ;

"yot in her baptismal dress shs looked fnto.the face of a friend
and maid, ““ how can I'go throngh with it?" In the path of
obedience the light came. 8he came up from the water, the

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peace of God in her heart, and a smile of joy upon her faco~—
a peaca and {oy fn—tho Lord, which was never afterwards
known to fail her.

Immedistely she gave hersoll to Christian work ; first in
a Sunday school class, the members of which were converted
one nfter another, Friends whom she could not meet she
would write tu ; and she was often found nmonitbo poor,
sick and lonely in the destitute parts of the oitz'. d trlbutinﬁ
traots and telling of the love of Jesus ; for * Little Jennfe,
as her frionds called her, know, no fear where souls were igno-

rant of the great salvation, .

Becoming engaged to Rev. Edwin D.; Koﬂegy, sho entered
with all joy into his plans for a missionary lifé. They were
married June 15, 187), and aailed for Burma Oct. 21, reach.
ing Rangoon the following Jnnuurg. Soon after, they settled
in Toungoo, with the purpose of devoting themsolves to the
Shan people. Ina l.lttro more than a yoar occurred the death
of Mr, Kelley by drowning, The birth and death of the
socond ohild followed. Broken heartod and delicate in
health as Mrs. Kelley was, she clung to her work for *' the
dear peopls,” until finally compelled to roturn home. She
Janded in New York May 22, 1874, .

A friend hes sald, ‘‘ coming home ill, leaving her three
dead in a heathen land, was o bard , but God alone heard
her heart-cries. To friondsshe tried to give amiles and cheer-
ful words.”

As soon a8 her health would Qennit, she commenced the

A four yoars’ course in medicine, o term
of study in Newton Theological Semlnnrg, and writiog the
life of her husband, acoupled her until October 1840, when
she embarked again for Burma. .

With her life for the last nine years, first at Moulmein
snd then at Thatons, tho readers oi the Helping Hand are
familiar. They have scen her telling of Jesus to tho Shan
Emy-dealaru ; taking her assistants to tho villnges; gather-

the ohildren into schools ; dispensing medicines to the
siok ; negotiating for land for a chapel ; superiwtending the
demolition of Pagodas, to make room for a Christian church;
overseeing the construction of a house for herself; andtovcrg-
where and always, fn ecason and out, proclaiming Jesus the
8aviour from sin.

A year or moreago we saw her secking rest and bealth in
the Darjeeling Hoighta ; but for her it waa not there, She
looked longingly to bumoe and mother, but sho had not
strength fro the voyage ; so yielding her will to the heavenly
Father’s, she retived to Moulmetn, where, diring four months,
loving, sympathetio friends did alf that might be done to al-
leviate her sufferinge. Miss Lawrence, Miss Bunn and Mrs.
Elwsll were unremitting in tender ministry, until, on tho 5th
of Decomber, the welcome megsenger came to give r:lesse.

During ber {lness, Mrs. Kellby wrote weekly to her mother
a8 long as she was ablo, and after thet diotated messages to
her. On the 28th of Novembor Mrs. Elwell wrote at her
dictation :— ' )

* My pear Moriten,~1 am etill lingering on, gradually
The Lord is very merciful to
me. He has relieved me of my sufferings in many ways; and
now, with constant caro of these two dear sistors, I am kesp-
ing tolerably. comfortable. 1t scems so wonderful that the
Lord should permit, mo now to lay down tho burden and,
come to Him, a luxury which I do not deserve.”

The funeral arrangemonts were in accordance with Mra.
Kelloy’s expreasod wishes, She was dressod in hor wedding
dress. Every trace of pain had left the face, and the mie-
slonary who wriths of it says : ** She looked as we could fma-
gine eho might have looked on her wedding.day. At the
ﬁmvu the casket was opored to give a last look to some who

ad come late, and as the glow of $he setting sun fell upon
her face, it seemod almost glorifled.”

Tho services at the house were in English, conducted by
Mr, Armstrong and Mr. Bulkley, At tho grave the hymn
snd proyer wore In Burmese, and the soripture readhxq Jn
