Sta.tc, and from ﬁns wing all modern Jagas des-
cended. They were always noted for tlu,m: large
size, quick maturity, hardiness,and excellenf table
qualities. For the space of twenty years t?m}! were
bred in farmyards and by cottagers, who selected
vigorous birds for breeding, but fine pointy were
not understood, and consequently ignoréd;},Nlu
mepous defects, xvhtch, although-not: -aregie 1o gen-
eral usefulness, Were very annoying”to” & genuine
fancier, was the resnlt. Red feathers and white
feathers, crooked comnbs and pin-foatbered shanks
were common faults, not only in the )oung bLirds
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but in the breeding yards. Before they were m—

spected by competent judges with a view to ad~

mission into the Stundard, no attention had becn
paid to the shape of the comb.  False feathers, al-
though tolerated, were regarded as defects, but the
original breeders had considered a single comb
sufficient, no matter what shape it might assume.
The above named faults, so long ignored, had be-
come parts and parcels of Javas—in-bred qualities
which were very discouraging to one who could
appreciate them, one who had fought defects and
knew the result of careless breeding.  Faults will
always crop out in the progeny of the most care-
ful watings, and they will always multiply in care-
less matings. Javas are posscssed of so much
vigor and stamina ihat perfection in any point
will reproduce itself to an encouraging degree. I
have noticed this particularly in combs. Crooked
and otherwise ill-shaped combs are very common
in the original stock, and ave the worst faults that
I have bad to contend with, yet a vigorous male
bird with & fine, straight, evenly serrated comb,
well mated, will always produce a very large per
cent. of good combs. In mating for other fine
points the result will be the same, and we must
always select for a combination of perfect points.

Mottled Javas are the result of crossing a pure
Black Java-cock with a white hen. The latter was
selected from a yard that had been bred true to
color for & number of years, but unlike any starnd-
ard variety. In general characteristics the Mottles
differ from the Biacks only in color, which should
be broken black and white throughout, the more
evenly marked the better. The color of the
shanks should be broken yeliow and blue, or yel-
low and black, but solid color of either hue will
cften appear. Either is tvlerated, but perfection
consists in the yel')>w and dark blotches. The

bottoms of the feet are always yellow, corzespond-.

ing.to the color of the skin. In. color of p]umage
I like to see, as much as possible, feathers parti-
ally black and partially white, espccml]y the
hackle, saddle, and tail feathers, yet solid white
and solid black feathers are not considered faults,
‘The markings should be distinct. Instead of the
two colors running into cach other, in the shading
off or pepper-and-salt style, black should be clear
black and white should be \vl}xte Yet mixed col-
ors, black and white, are nd evidence of bad breed-
ing.

I always advocate a high standard, and strive to
reach. it, and at the same time I wish toavoid over-
estimating the breed.

Black Javas have been bred in for nearly thirty
years, all crossing having been made from differ-
ent families of the same stock. About ten years
since fifty per cent. of foreign blood was introduced,
which resulted in \Iotthd Javas.

only been bred in onv-third as long as the former,
still they seem to lack hardiness. T have no trou.
ble in rearving the chicks, but the old fowls are not
as free from disease as the Blacks, and the same
cave bestowed on cither proves far more profitable
in Blacks than Mottles.
ent evidence to pronounce against the latter, for
my first experience with them was as encouragzing
as with the foumer. I shall still try to bring them
up ‘to my idea of what they should be, for they
possess enough merit to justity the effort,

In selecting breeding stock, choose vigorous
Lirds, with straight combs, evenly marked plu-
mage and clean shanks. Crooked combs, red or
brassy feathers, and pin-feathered shanks, are in-
bred qualities which will sometimes appear, but
birds possessing them should always be sacrificed.

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| thing but dry grain was fed than under any other
regimen, and less of it with good baked food ; still
too much of any will produce it.

For floors, where cleanliness is an object, road-
dust is, in my opinion, the very worst thing that
can be used.  If a bird get the least bit damp it is
soon in a mss. And the whole place is kept pol-
luted —you can’t touch any part but you are cover-
ed with dust. Why will it not be as easy and as
economical of time to take a few minutes every
morning, and clean up, and thus keep the place
. clean and sweet without the necessity of using

such & nuisance on account of its deodorizing pro-
perties?  And further, i€ you wish to get up nice
exhibition birds, you must. Sawdust is clean and
swecet, and with it your house is always clean, and
you can go into it with pleasure : but lake or river
sand is the very best thing of all. Get up a few
loads in summer, get it dry, and store away in
boxes or barrels for winter use; clean up every
morning, take a pail of this sand and sprinkle over
the floor, and if any brother fancier can improve
on that for cleanliness and comfort to his flock, I
am mistaken.

I have noticed that many beginners go to the
general newspapers with their little difficulties,
and the answer *o this question, *Road-dust”
s:ems to be fossiliz'd. Of course if we assume that
the cleaning is to be done once a week or once a
month, or ¢ven once a winter, then the advice fits
exactly. But surely a man don't prestme to call
himseIf a fancier whose only anxiety is to have his
birds come out in good health and laying condi-
tion in spring, with as little trouble as possible ?
Lvidently the advice is intended for'a poulterer or
farmer, whose sole object in keeping fowls i profit.
Tt can’t be pleasure or it would be a pleasure to
have and keep them clean. A mian who stands at
the dgor of his hen-house once & day, and throws
in & supply of foud, can ‘hardly be called a fancier.
If so his fancy shows itself strangely. The true
fancier goes in, and not unfrequently {akes a seat
or leans against & wal] and surveys his birds with
critical eye, noting a weakhess here and a defici-
ency there, concludes that his'whole flock partake
of a certai- «hing that he don't like, and, as & re-
sult, sends off to some Lrothet fancier for a speci-

_men to fill in that gap. And is he likely to dothis
amid the accumulations of months, &nd his vision
beclouded by clouds-of dust ? Hardly..

The Winter Scason.

Editor Review,
The season is now here when the expert market

poulteier reaps his harvest.  As the cold weather
approaches, fresh eggs become scarce, and prices
go up as & consequence. The avernge farmer's
chickens are hatehed too late to comin: nee laying
in the full; and cven if hatched early, in ninety-
nine cases out of & hundred their houses and gene-
ral treatment are not such as to induce laying at
this season of the year. And by the time the old
hens get over their moult, the weather is so cold
and everything looks so dreary, and when we add
to the inclemency of the weather the fact that sne
is half starved, it is no wonder that poor Biddy
turns sulky and persistently refuses to lay. The
miseries and privations endured by many farmer's
fowls during winter is sufficient to call forth the
sympathy of the most hard-hearted. Fowls, tur-
keys, ducks and geese all huddled into one miser-
able, draughty, leaky hovel, swarming with ver-
min and filth, nearly frozen during cold snaps, and
in mild weather half stifled at night with poison-
ous air, never a drop of water to drink, unless they
are fortunate enough to find some melted snow,
and hardly enough food to keep the life in them.
Such is the treatment most farmere consider good
enough for poultry.

Many of our city fanciers who zeslously attend
to the wants of their pets, and who seldom go to
the country in winter, may perhaps think this pic-
ture overdrawn, but I am sorry to say itis only
too true a description of thousands of farm-yards.

Under such conditions as these it is no wonder
that eggs become scarce in winter. Indeed the
only wonder is that the fowls do not become searce
too.

. The poulterer who hatched hischickensin April’
or early May has nearly all his pullets laying now,’

provided they are the right kind, and have had
proper care,
to lay should be fed stimulating food until they
commence to shell out, then they can be forced
still more, gradually increasing the pressure until
they are in full laying condition, then by judicious
managément they can be kept at it all winter.
The shelter provided is gnite as important a
matter as the food. The house should be warmly
built, and kept scrupulously clean, and should be
provided with a window to admit light. If possible
the dust-bath should be so situated that the rays
of the sun will strike it through the window. This
is one of the greatest treats that can be givenfowls
in winter. It affords them lots of amusement ang

exercise to dig and secrateh in the dry dust, and-

above all it keeps them free of lice.

It will be a great advantage if a shed is attached
to cach fowl-house. It should have a good roof,

Those which have not commenced’
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should face the south,

earth, In such quarters as these fowls will be
| profitable stock.

In addition to the grain and meal fed, they
should also have plenty of green food, A cablage
© suspended in the centre of the fowl-house by a

" ed by the birds, It should be about a foot from
the floor. .\ small wire basket of about two quarts
capacity should be hung against the wall, and be
filled ench morning with steamed clover hay. The
clover can be steamed by setting the Lasket on
top of a kettle of boiling water. The basket shounld
be made of galvenized wire to prevent rust. Fine
gravel, charcoal breken up te the size of corn, plas-
ter or broken oyster shells should also ve provided,
and, most important of all, a constant supply of
pure water. In feediog laying hens it is best to
heat the giin tn very cold weather by putting it

*in shallow tin trays and setting in the oven for a
few minutes.

" variety of grain should be fud. The best time
tusced corn is at the evening meal before going to
the pereh, as it will last longer in the erop than
anything elsc.

Those who care well for their fowls at this sea-
son of the year will be amply repaid for their
trouble by a generous yield of eggs, and there is
every reason to suppose that prices will be as good
this winter as last, when fifty cents per dozen was
paid in Toronto, Thers is lots of money in eggs
at thirty cents, and when forty and filty cents ave
offered it shows most conclusively that the supply
is rot equal to the demand.

I have heard of several parties going into the
poaltry-farming business on rather an extensive
scale, and I should be glad to hear theirexperience
through the columns of the Revigw,

It will take
probably another ten years of careful breeding on
the part of those fanciers who have selected this
breed as their choice to present a bird to the fia-
ternity with the perfection to which the Light
Brahma, for instance, can lay claim—a neaver si-
milarity in color of the sexes. QGetting rid of the
hronzed leg of the female (inherited from her an-
cestors on her own side), the white in ear-lobe, the
horn-colored beak, &c.; these will all disappear, no
doubt, in time under careful selection and proper
attention given to mating.

There is one thing very clear to my mind—as
the colors of the male stand to-day you cannot pro-
cure pullets and cockerels of the desired colovs
from the sae matings. The breeder is compelled
to have two or more pene of different matings teo
obtain birds of the different sixcs of sinndard ol- |
ors—the lighi-colored hens mated with a lighd
colored cock to procure standard pullets will
give you cockerels too light in color Jur anything
except for the pot, and the dark-colored (or now)
exhibitioa colored cock, mated with the same col-
ored hens as the light cock, will give you cocker-
els all right, but putlets will be almost too dark
for anything.

Next to
these our preference would be given to hampers
made by building a light frame and covering with
cotton or canvas. These should be 22 inches
square for a pair of medium-sized fowls, and at
least two feet high for Asiatics and Games. The
bottom or floor can be made of Lalf inch lumber,
i and the top of the same or canvasas preferred. A
brace of light wood should be placed diagonally on
the back and each end to increase the strength.
A light strip, three or four inches wide, should be
nailed all avound the bottom. A hamper of this
size, and made in thig' way, will weigh from six to
eight pourrds. When the bottom is littered with
a few inches of cut hay or straw the mmates will
be quite comfortable.

Coops with slatted fronts are a very poor kind
fot winter use, or ih fact for use at any time, as
the slats are very apt to get broken in handling,
and tho birds'to ‘escape.

Now, one fact is that our Brab-
mas ate shelling out eggs liberally, while.most of
our acquaintances who keep Leghiorns are getting
none.

We até not prepared fot & moment to assume
that for the whole year we can get as many eggs
from.a given numaber of Brahmas as from Leghorns,
but we do assert the fuet that our experience has
been vastly in favor of the Brahma as a, winter-
layér. Last season our pullets began to lay in
November and continued almost every day until
May before showing any desire to incubate, ‘'while
a friend of ours in this vieinity kept Leghoms,
and their house was warm enough that water
would not freeze in it except on extreme occasi-
ons, and he had but one hen that came near doing
as woll.

In our earlicr days we were under the impres-
sion that Brahmas werce inveterate sitters; and

such was the case to a certain extent at that ti.e. |

But “Oli times have changed,—old manners

gone,” and the Brahmas of to day "both Light and
Darl\, have felt the refining and cinlizing influ- '
ence of good breedmg, so wmuch so that we find :

many of our finest, specimens alumost pon-sitters;
and. as we have before stated in these colnmnx
we expect ere long to see a non-sitting Brahma—
in fact some of our best hred ones mow show no
tendeney to broodiness until the second year, and
very late in the season ot that; but of coulse this
ig the exception, not the rule.

The entries this year were 1,350 in e¢xcess
of last season's, making u total nf 3,306. The
quality all vound was excellent, most breeds show-
ing a marked advance on last scason. The princi-
pal feature in the poultry clasges was the rule that
all Spanish shown with trimmed faces would be
disqualitied. There were wwo classes, but only
moderately filled.  Coming to the pigeons, Pouters
headed the list with 130 pens, and some remark-
ably good yonngsters made their debut.  The yel-
low cock which made such a stir at the Palace
last year was here under another name, hut only
obtained V. H. C. There was not a white feather
in cither limb and only one white feather in cach
shoulder. Carricers, another grand collection. The
Lord Mayor's Cup for the brst pigeon in the show
going to a grand biack cock of Mr. Hedley's. Dra-
goons totaled 240 in 14 classes, and were an ex-
ceptionally fine show, Tn fact there was scarcely
a breed not well represented.

If T look back for thirty or more years to the
time when I was a boy, and call to mind what I
then knew of the old city of Norwich, I fird that
to my young mind it was a very large place, in
which many people lived, and all they did was to
kezp pigeons, rablits, game fowl, and canaries,
The great importance of the sillk and crape manu-
factorivs never struek my young mind. I lived
only a few miles from that city, and it was enough
for the boy-world which I then lived in to know
that if we wanted any pigeons, cage-birds, rabbits
or poultry, we could just get what we wanted—
by first getting the money (which is not alwaysan
easy matter to an Old Country boy)—and sending
our order, either by a friend or the carvier, to the
old city; and if we had birds, rabbits, poultry or
pigeons to dispose of, a ready market for us was al-
ways to be found there. From my earliest youth
I bave heard of Norwich Canaries, but bad no idea
that this fancy-industry was carried on to such an
extent as'it is,

try town is to go and try it, and they will soon
have the Old Countiy city-navigation conceit tnken
out of them, Remembetr nearly all the streets in
our new Canadian and American towns ave laid
out at vight angles—you turn either sharp to the
right or sharp to the left,—and going from one
part to another in a city is a comparatively easy,
matter. Do not confuse this with getting about
in an English town. If you asked me how the
streets are laid out that it is so difficult finding
one's way about, I would tell you if I could. If
you take o pane of 8x10 glass and lay it flat on a
table, confine the cdges so that it cannot iy away,
strike it two or three sharp blows near the middle
with a hammer, the fractures and cracks would
perhaps come as near representing the survey of
& real old English city as anything I can just new
think of. It isall twists and corners; there are
no right angles or left angles about it, it isall a
maze of crooked, winding. twisting, narrow streets,
passages and alleys, where ifa stianger don't en-
quire where he is every few steps he will soon find
out he is nowhere. And this after perhaps halfan
hour’s walking was just the position I found my-
gelf in, Presently I saw a working-looking man
on the side of the street (I was going to say side-
walk, but they don’t have what we know as side-
walks on many of the Old Country stieéts—they
are too narrow) ; I asked him my way and told him
my business. I found him very.communicative,

He entered right into the spirit of my cnquiries,

and- offered to pilot me to my destination, and
knowing that it involved only a few pence on my
partin way of recompense, I gladly accepted his
services. I asked him what trade he followed, and
he sa'd «Iam a basket maker, and am & canar) Y-
breeder myself, and if you like I will take you to
my place and show you my birds ; it will not take
us much out of our way.” I agre 1atonceasthis
was one of the things I wanted to see—one of the
small breeder's establishments—so we walked
along chatting together, and I found he was quite
well posted on all matters concerning the canary
trade, and appeared to be quite an intelligent man.

I asked him why he was not at work. Well, he
. said he had work to do, but he was “out” to-day,
meaning he was a little on the “loaf” or drink,
and although he did not show it in the least, no
doubt he had taken during the day several pints
of the English workingmean's curses—beer, Pre-
sently he turned sharp off the street into one of
those many natrow alleys leading into court-yards,
back slums and yards off the streets, which is a
pecustgr feature of nearly all Old Country towns,
This alley was not more than thice or four feet
wide. The first door was that of his house. We
went in, and Qe introduced me to his wifc, a nice,

clean, modest-looking woman, who, I afterwards
found out, took entire charge of the birds. The
room--which was their living-room--was ¢lean
and hiad ah air of comfort about it. Therg wag tio-
thing to denote want or privation. In one corper
was & gray parvot, and in ancthec a pug, clearly
setting forth the fancies of, .the accupants. After
some conversation he proposed leading wme to tne
birdsroom. He took me outside again and round
angther corner, and up a very rickety set of stairs,
into his workshop, where he made his baskets;
and when I told him I was afcaig of the floors, he
showed me & pile of willows weighing, he said,
tons, and he had often more than that on the
fioors. To us, who. are used to allnew wouden
buildings, old houses like this one I was in-appear
very curious. Perhaps it is hundreds of years old,
and going up the crooked, creaky stairs I had
to stoop down to pass at a certain part, under the
stairg leading to the next storey. The rotten and
worm-eaten appearance of the floors and «wood-
work made me wonder why the whole place had
not collapsed long ago, but still stands as'a model
of house architecture of the- past ages, when. the
old whtchmen used to patrol the sircots; Jantern
in band, and call out the hour of might, and they
used to hang for stealing. In going through this
old rookery I could not dispel the feeling that [
was being led back myself into the dark ages, and
when I got-out it would require some.cfforb on my
part to realize the fact that I was actually living
in the latter part of the nmetccnth century. Off
the work-room was his bird-room.

As I have already mention-
ed, Mr. J, breeds both Pouters and Jacobins, and
had at that lime about two hundred and fifty birds
in lig five different lofts. In Pouters, I saw somé
grand birds, nud to describe each and every one
would hea task too difficult to attempt, and all I
can say s, go and see for yourself. He has not
only secyred good ground color in his birds, espe-
cintly in his red, yellow and black, but hehasalso
thut style and grace combined which g so far to
sut off a really good Pouter. T notieed particularly
one grand young red cock that was a beanty, also
one or two remarkable v-hites, and his ofd import-
cd blue hén, that isn wonder. 1 was also shown
the famous pair of blacks that Mr. Jones has
recently iznported from Mr, Beckwith, of England,
the noted Pouter fancier of Europe, and although
they r-ally ave clinchers, yet I think Mr. J, has
some among his own reariug that will fully come
up to this pair when they mature.

He informed me that he had enjoyed much
better success in rearing his voung Pouters the
last season than he had with bLis Jacobins, as the
cold, damp nights we experienced in the early
part of the breeding season carried off the Iatter by
the dozen.  Yet, notwithstanding, he hiad about one
hundred bitds in this variety that would suit
He breeds all the colors,

and then a dun and strawberry thrown in. In
fact, among all my fancier friends I have none
save Mr. J. who breeds this variety in all its
colors. In reds, I viewed some wonders for length
of feather, and all of his Jacobins are remarkable
for their size and fine heads, I noticed the little
red cock that won first as the best Jacobin, ¢ any
color,” at the great New York show in 1883, and
he looked as trim and neat ag the day he bare off
the honor for himself aud owner. In blacks, he
has that lustrious color, so much desired yet so
seldom seen ; and in this lot we noticed the old
black hen that Mr. J. imported from John Frame,
of Belfast, Ireland. In fact the greater part of his
stock comes from this :oted breeder’s loft. In
yellows he is not quite up to his reds or blacks,
yet one could easily secure a few tine ones here,
especially in color, which is of the right shade, and
not washed. out. In whites he has come to the
front, affd really possesses specimens in this color
that for'quantity and léngth of feather surpass
anything we know of in -this country, and when
he gets them down a little in size he will be all
right. His blues also are creeping toward per-
fection, and it will not be very long before he will
have -some specimens in this, the haidest

Sk —I hav. been much interested in the arti-
cles pablished in your last two numbers on the
merits and demerits of our Canadian judges, and
also the fairand impartial manner in which you
have handled the question’of scoring and the ap-
plication of the Awericin Standard of Becellcnee.

Oune thing hasalways puzaled e, . e., The prize
lists of the Ontario Association have always con-
tained the following clause in their rules and reg-
ulations viz: ¢The American Standerd shall be
the guide of the Judges, npon all vavieties deserib-
ed therein, and in no cuse will remiums be
awarded where the specimens do not reach a suf-
ficiently high standard of excellence.” Now, what
are the facts? I feil to find that the Ontario As-
sociation judges have cver applicd the American
Standard of Eccellonce in judging. To properly
apply the American Standard birds should be
scored, as scoring is the very essence of the Stard-
ard. Has that ever been done? No. Infactone
of your most prominent Ontario jndges is o most de-
termined opponent of scoring, and judges entirely
by the English system. I wiil quote hisown words
in Review, under date of Dec. 20th, 1882—* The
farce of scoring birds has not yet been introduced
into Canada, and I, for one, am not anxious to see
it adopted.” Now, why have the Ontario Associa-
tion always advertised that birds would be judged
by the American Standard, when the judges em-
ployed publicly made such & declaration asabove ?

Your correspendent was entirely wrong when
he stated “scoring had not yet been introduced
imo Canada,” as the Montreal, Eastern Town-
<hips, and all the Lower Province associations
adopted the American Standuard of Excellence, and
eonsequently scoring, from the first, and with sa-
tisfactory vesults; and it bhas always scemed to us
that the Ontario Association was 100 years behind
the times in refusing to adopt what every first-
class association in America had done yecars ago.

In a lctter published in your journal, March,
1883, I pointed out that even in conservative Eng-
Jand tae tendency was towards having'a Standard
of Excellence, to ¢mbody the scoring of Birde at
exhibitions, and quoted from thé mast prominent
English poultry journals in support of my asser-
tion, ST : R

I was very much struck with what a prominent
American breeder writes to the Fanciers' Gazetle,
of Indianapolis, Ind., on this subjecf: “Let our
breeders look for a moment at the condition our
English fricnds are in, where incach section a
poultry judge is.a standard fo himself, and breed-
ers who wish to be exhibitors must have separate
yards in which they breed different types of the
same varieties to suit the fancy of particular judg-
es, and exhibit them aceqrding to the judges se-
lected. And yet with ofl their cere and trouble
they accasionally miss it, as the judges will occa-
sionally take a sumersault and conelude that they
prefer another type of fowl.  So it is & Jottery with
the English breeder whether he will be right or
wrong. The leading brecders have endcavoured
long since to form a club or association through
which they could adopt a standard, and not until
recently have they becn able te accomplish the
purpose, and now for only a few varieties have
they made the standard, promin:nt among them
Leing the Langshans.”

I am glad to sge that a¢ last the Ontario Asrocia-
tion has aroused from its long slumber, and hiny
clected to take the place it is entitled to, at the
lead of the Canadian associations, by adopting the
American Stardard apd the gcoring system at its
|next show. But just here, My, Editor, allow me to
souud a note of warning, and to make a sugges-
tion. They are going to try the scoring for the
first time, I belicve, and yet are going to employ
one at least if not two, of the very judges who had
been the most bitteér opponents of the scoring sys-
tem. I say vothing personal against those gen-
tlemen’s convictions ; they have a right to them
and may be quite honest in theic views., Now, is
that fair to the scoring system? Tsay no! These
gentlenmen will only be given the chance of show-
ing how far they are right, and the friends of
scoring wrong. by trying to bring thewhele thing
into discredit in their practice.

I am glad to see you give one of our judges cre-
dit, for being able to apply the Standard in scor-
ing, and I have no doubt you are right. Still,
scoring needs practice and experience, and it
seems to me it would only be duing justice to the
friends of that systein for the Ontario Association
to supply a “ master of the craft 7 in their first at-
tempt, one who would correctly score and explain
the system. This would be giving it fair play.
Such men are I. K. Feleh, B. N. Pierce~—~what
thesg two veteran judges don't know about scor-
ing, judging and applying the Standard is not
worth knowing. They are honest, reliable and
competent, and I would take their decision before
that of any two judges in the world. Idoubt very
much (if they have not already been secured), if
they could now be engaged, as they are generally
engaged months before. I see B. N., Pierce is en-
gager as commissioner for the. great New Orleans
Expesition, January 15th to Feb. 15th. But there
are other competent A, P. A. judges who might be
got. Tdon't for & moment wish  infer that we
have not got competent judges in Canada, nor
wish to set them aside, but as this is a fes: case I
hink we should go to the suparior court.

The teason is obyious, It js true the thorough-
bired can not compete with them on the treatment
such receive—=¢ scratch for yoursclf and. roost
where you can.” It is equally true that the com-
mon hen can not keep © iusight” of the full-bloou-
cd sister on the #graded track. At least this ir
from my experience, covering twenty years, ter of
them with common hens and ten with thorough-
bred stock. Of the latter I have had Brahmas,
Light and Dark ; Cochins, Buff; Bantams, Leghorns,
White and Brown ; Black Spanish (my old love),
Langshans and Plymouth Rocks. My experience
is, while all are good birds, for me, always and
ever (as yet), the Plymouth Rock. But let me add,
to know all their qualitics one must select with
care the foundation, and then by judicious stlec-
tion build (breed) up. In doing this he must be
careful nof to run bis yards on * Staadard” colors,
&c. If he is making his main chauce “fancy
stock,” then' follow unreservedly. the « Standard”
as to color, &c. But for practical purposes, ¢ggs,
stamina, productiveness, follow your otwn “ nose,”
if it is an experienced one, or generally keen-
scented, The besh pen of Dirds 1 ever had for
eggs, t;;ke the year round, was a pen of dack Ply-
mop“l’_xl Rouks. | Swing the color of plumage they
wer2 beauties, and ,h,c]d the lead to the finish, beat-
ing even my Brown Leghorns. During the win-
ter they van up 26 and 6-8.eggs pet bird more than
my Brown Leghorns—-. ¢, from Dec. st to April
1st that meant 60c. and a feaction per bird mare
than the non-getters.

White Leghoras versus Light Brahmas,

Editor Reviaew. ’ ,

In November issue Mr. Sanderson, in replying to
my Octobar letter, asks for facts or statistics show-
ing what has been done with the breed spoken of.

Two vears ago I kept account with a pen of a
dozen Light Brahmas, (yearling hens and pullets,)
ana :otr the five months from 1st December to 30th
April they averaged 163 eggs cach per month, 82}
each for five months, or a total of 99¢ eggs from 12
birds in the five coldest months in the year.
These birds were fed for eggs, but were not forced,
and in my opinion they responded nobly. I have
never yetknown Leghorns to do as well at the
same scasnm of the year. )

Mer. 8. says his letter contains fiucts,and deplores
what he evidently deems the indefiniteness of my
communication. After again perusing his letter,
all that I notice in the way of figures is the state-
ment that his Leghorns averaged 225 eggs eaeh in
a seasonm ; by which I presucme he means an entire
year; this i1s certainly extraordinary laying, but
perhaps friend Sanderson will tell us how wmany
they laid during December, Jaunuary, February,
March and April.

Mr. 8. assures me that' the Brahmas in question
were very choice bired stock. I had not the least
intention of insihwating that Mr. S. kept poor
stock, as he understands the term. When I saidin
my letter that I'thought « they were of some poor,
uniniproved stock” I simply meant unimproved
a¢ far as laying qualitics were concerned. I have
seen show birds that were poor layvers, and I sup-
pose Mr. 8. has too. '

My previous letter was on the subject of winter
laying. I am quite aware that Leghorns are pro-
fitable layers in mild weather, but that they will
equal the above figures in winter I am still much
inclined, to doubt. . .

A -Yizis to London Faneiers,

We had for some time felt & strong desire to
spend a day in London, visiting the poultry-yards
of the fanciers in that vity, but until Friday, the
5th inst, we were unable to gratify the desire.
We found if we ‘Waited for Ieisure our visit would
be long postponed, so left business to take care of
lie?T for e day, and sfarted on the first train.
We had notified Mr. Wui. MeNeil the previous
evening of our intended visit, and asked him, if be
could spare-the timne, to pilot us on our rounds.
On alighting at the station we foundhim on hand, '
and with him Mr. Samuel Stewart, who'bad a horse
rird bugey in whiting forour accomodation. This
was & kindness we 'did not- expect, and for which
we have rcason to be grateful, as the yards™ of the
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Lo:don fanciers are not located very closely’
together, as a rule. :

Our first visit was to th: yards of Dr. McArthu..
We were fortunate in fiiding the Dr. at hom:, and
were shown through his houses and yards, His.
favorites seem to be Polands, White crested Black,
Golden,and White. The stock is not very exten-
sive, but it contains a large percentage of Lirds of
high uierit.  ‘The house was very comfortably
built, high, wull light:d, and capuble of accomo.
dating quite a number more inmates. In coups
arranged around the wall were several fine bivds
in preparation for exhibition, and in another
apartmsnt two or three on which the Doctor
was practicing for the cure of canker by a new
process, in which he has been very successful (he
promised to give th: readers of Review his wade
of treatment when fully satisfied of its cfficacy by
turther trial.)  Tis own stock was apparentjy
healthy and in excell:nt condition, only that the
crests of some were not matured. In his arcange-
ment of yards there is .a feature that may be
adopted with advantage by others who cannot give
up much space permnanently to their fowls.  Along
the rear of the yards is a passage, to which there is
a door from cach yard, and another from this
passaze to a large grass envlosure. By this ar-
rangzement he is enabled to allow the inmates of
eacit pen ont in turn for grass with little trouble,
We could have spent a good deal more time
agreeably with the Doctor and his chickeis and
their pleasant surroundings, bot were reminded
that timc was passing and much remained to be

seen elsewhere. .
. Our next visit was to Master Thomas Eeiley's
yards. We found him and his brother at home
and at work among the stock, making all com-
fortable for the winter. Here we saw soxie
Brown reds and Duckwing Games that any fancier
might be proud of. The B:own-red cockeréls had
lately been trimmed, and were not in shape to
receive visitors, but the style and color wer:
there, and the blood also is 'of the best, being of
@« Hillhurst” stock. The Duckwing hens and
pullets were very nice. We also ndticed & fiue,
stylish little White Game ococks, .that will be
heard of this winter. The houses; here were
long and navrow, with shed roof. For comfort of
both inmat:s and attendants more room would be
required.

We nextdrove to G.& W.Winterbottoms. . There,
in a long narrow house, we found the largest col-
lection of Bantams we ¢ver saw belonging to one
fancier. Black-breasttd Reds, Piles, Duckwings,
Black-Africans, and Golden and Silver Scbrights,
about 80 in all. Among them were many fine
birds. There was no hall-way in this house, and
entrance was made from one coop to dnother
through doorsin the latticed partitions .In making
our way through it was difficult to avoid tramp-
ling the little fellows. as they were very tame.
Had it been the breeding season we fear Mr. W,
would have had reason to regret 'our visit, as
we could not prevent the inmates from ghanging
puns. At the further end we found the little Black-
Red cuck, winner of 1st at Western Fair; he was
in good shape, and improved since then. We
could have spent more time pleasantly here in
examining the Lirds, bat the roof was so low that
we were compelled to remain in a stooping posi-
tion, which we found very tiresome. Mr. 'W. did
not appear to have studied his own convenience

or cowtfort when buildings
A wi had been infotmed
Mr McNeil had disposed of most of his stock we

we reached his place. ™ We made var way from the
street through o large grass ran to the two storey
building where the buthofihis breeding birds are
kept.  Here all around . pens arg artanged, and each
contained several birds, some chcdiug pens,
others cockerels, and others pullets, of diffcrent
varietics, all looking comfurtable and contepted,
After going aronnd these apd examining a. lnrge
flock tunning in the yard, we were taken up-

vepeated.  Around nearly all of three sides pens
were arraged, and in cach, one or more birds
were confined, mostly exhibition cocks. Among
them we noticed excellent specimens in W, G
Black, Golden, Silver and White Polands and W,
Cochins. We were then conducted out and to the
north of this building to a well constructed Jean-
to building of one storey, ~ Here. we found som.
excellent young stock, mostly Hamburgs—the S,
Spangled pullets and P:ndilled and  Spangled
cockerels were really very fine.  Another similarly
constructed building contained his Golden and
Silver Schright-Bantams. The latter we thonght
excecdingly Sne. " In. another, shed called his
“glass house,"—probably because it was open,—
we saw some fine S S, Hamburgs and Black
LAfrican pullets. . . .

Mr. McNeil is a very experienced breeder, and
fuw can excel him-in the care of stock. He kesps
thirtesn varieties, viz ;—\W hita.and. Buff Cochins,
damburgs, Golden and Silver-spangled, Silver-
p-ncilled and Black ; Polands: W, . Biaek,
Golden, Sityer and. White; Bantams :, Goldea and
Silvar Sebright and Bleck Afcican. 1 We . bave
not space to nutice the muny excellent birds ave
saw, but must mention hisGolden-spangled Ham-
hueg, cock,winner-of Ha4init prizesanid sever begten,
and & heaytiful 8, Sebright hep.,  We gathered s
lot of useful information from Ms. . McNicl:on his
plan of constiucting, bouses, feading,&eq. whick
we will give in next issng, A full day. would be
required to properly examine hisstack and houses,
and we had less than one honr to spare for .the
purpose. T

A drive of about & mile brought us to Riverside
Poultry Yards, over which Mr. Richard Oke pre-
sides. - « Dick,” as he i familinrly cdlled, 'was up
at Hellmuth College, where he is employed, bat
his father—who we think is getting a little touch-
ed with the fever, too—kindly went to inform him
of our visit, and he was goon with us.. We expe -
ed to find everything in good shape here, - nd
were not disappointed.  The hen-house is sell
built, being well lighted and convenient. The
varictics bred by Mr. .Oke are Black Cochins,
Silverspangled and Black Hamburgs, Japuwnese,
Black African, and Golden and Silver Sebright
Bantams. We were particularly struck with the
excellence of his Black Africans and a pair of oid
Japanese. His Golden Sebright Bantams are a
very promising lot. One covkerel we predict a
brilliant future for. The Siiver 8. Hamburgs
| were also good, and we will be surprised if a large
share of the prizes given .to Black Hamburg
chicks do not go to Riverside Poultry Yards this
winter. We had to follow a flock of the latter
varicty over a good part of the 10 acre lot—this is
the amount of land Mr. Oke has here—to get

bark, the Review, on the sca of journalism. It was

and to act accordingly.” And while those among
whom we looked for a constituency were approach-
ed on strict business principles, with no semblance
of offensive pressure, w= Kkept ourselves untram-
melled by any pledges that might interfere with
our freedom of action. At first it was only an ex-
periment, but it soon became an accomplished fact.

We have ample proof of the success of our ef-
forts, not only in the increased intevest at our
shows, and the increased support given to our-
selves, but also, and very significantly, in the in-
creased volume of exports. In 1879 the total
value of exports of eggs was $574,093, while in
1883 it had risen to $2,256,586. ‘the Lreeders of
pure-bred poultry has increased in like ratio.
Poultry fanciers are also more generally prosper-
ous, a8, instead of the fancy living on itself, as it
did, to a great extent, in the early days, their reve-
nue is now largely derived from those who are
supplying eggsand fowls for the market.
