Tue subject of Seaside Planting again
~comes up, this time, euriously cnough, in
connection with a London holiday, which
led city prople to Drighton, where they
deplored the want of trees. ¢ London-
super-Mare” they found to he: “ sea with-
out ships and land without trees” The
Editor of the Gardeners' Chronicle points
out that whilst rocky and stony soil, bois-
terous windsand salt spray are all infmieal
to ordinary treesand shrubs, yvet there are
many desivable things that are “nown by
experience to exist in spite oz om all.
His article has a hiome lesson for us here
in Halifax, in connection with our Public
Park. Park Pleasant will never we hope
Jook out upon a *“ sea without ships,” but
it is quite certain that the Park itsdf
will in course of time become “ land with-
-out trees,” if care be not taken to protect
and eucournge the growth of those still
Temaining, and to mnake up for accidental
losses and natural deeay by systematic
planting. The plants rccommended for
the ““hardest” places about Brighton are
Tamarisk, Sea Buckthorn, Evergreen Oak,
Enonymus Europacus, Lycium barbarum,
Gorse, Elder, Salsola fruticosa, Coluten,
Atriplex Halimus, Lavatéra arborea, Pop-

lars, Sycamores, Austrimm Pine, Pyrus
Aria,

The Evergreen Ouak, Gorse, and possi-
bly some others, may not stand out win-
ters 3 but there are many American trees
aud shrubs that #ill certainly suceeed on
the barest of rocks, where there is only
soil enough to cover the rootsat fizst until
thoy can find their way into the erevices ;
sfﬁ:ﬁ as the hardicst of nll Pincs; Pinus
Banksiana and our natis ¢ spruces, one of
the most clegant of which prefers the sea
shore ; we mean Abies alba, which already
forws thickets about Point Pleasant, that
only want thinning, trimming, and nurs-
ing to yield good specimen trees.  Then
the beach might with little trouble be
made resplendent with handy Summer
flowering plants that would need no care
or culture after the first year's sowing or
planting—such plants, for example, as the
showy Seaside Pea, which forms magnifi-
cent beds of purple blossoms round the
shores of Cape Dreton, and at Bedford

Jasin, the Horned Poppy (if hardy here),
Viper's Dugloss, a tall showy plant with
purple flowers, the Willow IHerh, the
Virginian Clematis, or Virgin's Dower,
which growsat Dedfond, wild Grape Vines
from the St. Lawrence shores, Armerias,
Silene maritime, Centaurcas, Mulleins,
Melilotus, Trefoils, and a host of others.

The citizens of Halifax have before
them the option of cither preserving Point
Pleasant as a magnificent Park, and year
by year making it more and more uscful
and instructive as well as beautiful, or of
treating it merely asa convenient source
of Christinas trees, and of kindling wood
for the poor, so that some future Samuel
Johuson, LL. D., mny write of it as was
so wickedly written of Scotland in 1773 :
“The variety of sun and shade is here

utterly urtwov.a.  There is no tree for
cither shelter or¥mber.  The ok and the
thorn is equa’y 2 stranger, and the whole
countiy is extended "1 v-"omm naked-
ness, except that 1 have passed for a few
yards between two hedges. A treem’git

When limestone is “hurnt,” the heat
drives off from it & suftoenting gas called
sirhon dioxide, the hurnt lime thus weighs
less than the wnburnt by the weight of
aas that has eseaped.  But the burnt lime
has, by osing the gy, acquired new pro-
perties itself. It is now an active body,
a powerfully caustic alkali,  When water
is thrown wpon it, it *“slacks,” that is it
abs ths the water, incrensing in weight,
an | falls down into a dey powder,  This
powder is ondinary lime as we see it in
harrels, and s eadled by chemists ealeinm
hydeate,  T6is lime in this state that is
used in agriculture. The limestoune is
qparried and burnt in asuitable kily, and
the burat lime is cavried from the lime
kilne to the field where it is to be applied,
and is laid in heaps, then slacked by water
poured upon it. It is then sproad over
the kind. It shoukd only be applict to
soils that contain organic matter, and it is
especially usetul in peaty soils It aets
upon the oyganic matter of the soil; de-
compuses ity and forms compounds that
are mote or Jess soluble in water and awe
thus valuable for plant food. 14 alse ap-
pears to opemate upon certain silicates
probably setting free potash and other
morganie constituents  of plants.  The
heneficial efteets of lime wpon the potato
crop are very remarkable, especially in
new  land; lime not only ingreases the
crop, but seems to improve the keeping
propertivs of the potate. s to the quan-
ity requived, DProfessor Andeson, after
long experience and many experiments
concluded that, in the case of sodl contain-
ing opganie matter, 150 Lushels, heaped
measure, should heapplied, per acre.  In
deep peaty soil, there is no danger of put-
{ing in toomucl; bt on sandy =oils it is
weil (o mix the fresh Bue with elay or

Various weeds canmot fail to
veach the Tstand with these imports, and
the constant importation of hay must
have led to the introduction of many
more.  Shipwrecks furnizh additions to
the flora oceasionally, A vessel laden
with grapes was wiecked on the coast a
short time ago. The Poxes of grapes
were washed ashore, and the grape seeds
cerminated inabundanee, so that Geneml
Lefray was able to gather a number of
small plants for his garden,”

Iy London, compluints are being made
of puinted sparrows being sold for canaries,
and of West India pine-apples with fresh
“tops” inserted to make them look like
home grown fruit.  Perhaps Queen Pines
have as good a right to be decorated with
fulse top knots as other yueens of fashion,
The great improvement in West Indin
pines is due to the importation of suckers
from IEngland, and {o the great care now
hestowed upon their cultivation, especially
in Cuba,

Tne Grain Harvest in Frauce is poor.
Wheat xipened prematurely, just as some
of our grains have done in this Province,
and the ears are light in consequence.

Wk find the following notes on Cana-
dian Crops in the Agricultural Gazelte,
an English publication :—

“We had fine rains the end of June and
the beginning of this month, and the fall
Wheat is making admirable progress.
Near Toronto, and in the Iastern United
States, a good deal has been winter-killed.

Our spring crops are doing well, although
they have suflfered somo  dunuge—the
spiing Wieat from wireworm, and the
Barley and Peas from gruh. Early sown
Oats look remurkably well-=White Sur-
prize and Norway Black are excellent de-
seriptions.  Our two sowings of Swede
Turnips, Bangholm and Aberdeen, are
Duth eaten by fly.  Our giiss evop s all
but a failure, oveasioned by drought, and
more particuludy by the frosty nights;
the Clover, however, is not <o bad as the
Timothy.,  Strawherries, wild and culti-
vated, have heen plentiful, the wild ones
are nieh finer than the English, and have
a flavour somewhat like Myatt's British
Queen,  There are two  sorls of wild
Raspherries—the ground, a delieate soft-
stemmed plant, and the usual cane ; these
and the Blackberries will be oon ripe ;
the latter ave in flavour a hybrid hatween
the Raspberry and your DBlackherry ;
many different varieties are enltivated.”

Tuerr are now several Cheese Tue-
tories in Devbyshive; in one fiaectory, 3
ment and 1 wontan make up the milk of
600 cows.  The cheese commands a ready
sale, aud realizes the highest price of any
cheese made in the county.

Tue Aunual Exhibition of the ILigh-
land and Agricultwral Society of Scotland
was held this year at Stirling, and appears
to have been very suceessful.  We con-
dense a portion of the Reportgiven in the
Agricultwral (fuzette @

Stirling is associated with many stiv-
ring eventsin Scottish history.  Itscastle
was often a Royal residence, and from its
hattlements can be scen  dozen battle-

 ficlds, including DBamnockburn, only 2

miles distant, on which Scotchmen still
look with some pardonable pride.  From
the same lofty turrets may be observed
most of the scenery depicted in Sir Wal
ter Scott’s “ILady of the Lake,” and in
the not distant background are the lofty
hills of Ben TLedi, Ben Venue, Ien
Lomond, and Uamvar, the scene of the
chase depicted by Sir Walter.  Close at
hand are “the Links of the Forth,” so
nametd because of the serpentine winding
that gives it the appearance of a great sil-
ver chain lyingin its bed of greenmeadows,
healthy Turnip ficlds, and waving gmin,
yellowing for the havvest. Two miles to
the northward are the woods of Airthrey,
and beyond them is Keir, the residencs of
Sir William Stirling Maxwell, Bart, one
of the foremost breeders of Shorthorns
Near at hand also is Dunmore, the home
of another celebrated henl ; and at Alloa,
6 miles distant, is the Shorthorn herd of
M. Mitchell. A few miles westward is
Blair Drummond, conspicuons for the
drainage of iis extensive moss some years
since by the great and persevering exer-
tions of its spirited proyrictor; and not

far oftis Deanston, famous as the residence
of Mr. Smith, the pioneer of “thorough
draining.”

The situation of Stivling for  great
wgricnitural show is one of the best in
Scotlind,  Stivlingshire is one of the cen-
tral connties, aned bas direct connection by
ail with Fdinbwgh, the Lothiang, the
hovder countivs, aml England, with Glas-
gow and the West of Scothand, with Perth
and thenee with Aberdeen, Inverness, and
the whole Northof Seotland. s impor-
tanee as a centre has heen long recognised,
“or at a distance of 10 or 12 miles ave held
the areot annual sales, umler the name of
Falkivk Trevsts, where the breeders of the
North exhibit many thousunds of sheep
and cattle, which ave puvehased for feed-
ing on the ‘Turnip svils of the bonder
counties aml  England—a considerable
change from the days when Rob Roy and
his eaterans were in the habit of  lifting”
aned earrying northwand the caltle reared
and fed on the cavse lands about Stirling
to supply their winter necessities, It is,
likewise, « district of interest to muienl-
turists, beeause its progression {rom a very
primitive to a very forwand state of hus-
bandry has been very late and wmpid,
Lonyg after the rebellion of 1745 the dis-
triet was far from safe against incursions
and raids from the neighbouring high-
lands, and, as a consequence of such in-
security, agriculture was in a wretched
condition. The average size of farms was
about 30 acres, and the rent was paild
partly in money, but mainly in kiud,
particulmdy “kain hens,” and  certein
“ servitudes,” to he performed for the pro-
prictor.  The agricultumml system was in
some aspects similar to that adepted in
the poorer districts of Nova Scotin at the
present day.  The land was tivided into
“out-field” and “infickd,” of which the
“infield” only was cultivated, while the
& gut-field” was pastured with two orthree
hardy black eattle.  On the indield land
Oats or Dere, a coarse kind of Barley,
were sown in spring ; but as the Jand was
impoverished by incessant eropping, weeds
and Thistles were the prineipal crops in
autunn,  Regarding some of the Dest
haugh laud, an old writer on Scottish
husbandry says, “The method has heen
these hundrea years past to sow it every
year with Oats, without giving it any
other manure than what it gets by the
overflow of the river. Its inerease does
not exceed three seeds, having great abmu-
dnnce of grass among the grain.”  Dwell-
ings were very wretched, the hest of them
containing only a spence and a kitchen,
and they were generally built by the oc-
cupier and not by the proprictor. It was
only toward the close of the last ceniury
that some enlightened proprictors, includ-
ing Lord Dunmore, the Duke of Montr -,
Lord Dundag, and Mr. Forhes, of Callen-
der, took the lead in agricultural i rove-
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ments in Stirlingshive, which have sinee
been very generally curried out, and now
it compares not unfavowably with any
other part of Scotlnd,  With few excep-
tions all thirlages, servitudes, payment of
barn fowls, and such like antiquated
habits were abandoned, improved systems
of agriculture wers introtduced, lands were
Iet at fixed money rents on leasesof 19 or
21 years, amt Tumnip husbandry and
regular rotation of crops were part of the
cconomy of every farm, Much waste
land was inclosed and brought into culti-
vation, the old black and dun Highland
cattle were replaced by superior Ayrshite,
the butter and cheese from whielt were
sent to Edinbuigh and Glasgow in ex-
change for woney, which brought in-
creased  comfort amld  prosperity to the
tenants.  Shorthornesd cattle have of late
vears been Iargely introduced, and the old
breeds of sheep have Dbeen crossed with
Teicesters, while the breed of horses has
likewise heen improved by the introdue-
tion of strong and heavy Clydesdale stal-
lions,

The King's Park could net he excelled
a3 & show ground. It is within a quarter
of an hour’s walk of the milway station,
and isof ample dimensions.  The wooden
walls of the rhowyard enclosed an area of
97 acres, and this was divided into stalls
for the live stock and sheds for the imple-
ments.  The stalls were covered with
canvas, which is now considered much
more stitable than a wooden roof.  The
ercetions were hy Mr. Matthew Richand-
son, Annan, who has done the same work
for a suceession of years, and has theveby
acquired considerable skill in the work.
The last show the Seciety held at Stirling
previotts to the present wasin 1864, when
the space oveupivd was only 16 acres,
Being 11 less than this yearn  The only
other show held in the same place way in
1833, when the entries of stock were only
550. This year, including implements,
they were 3313, The total number of
entries {or stock this year were 1430, as
compared with 1009 at Kelso last year;
and the number of head included in the
entries this year is 19135 against 1400 Jast
year.  Part of the increase is in cattle, of
which there are 406 entries compaved with
274 last year, and the excess vonsisted
largely of Ayrshire and Ilighland cattle,
for the exhibition of which Stirling offers
a most convenient centre.  Of horses the
nmber of entries this year was 297, com-
pared with 214 Jast year, the greatest in-
crease being in the class of animals for
agricultural purposes. In this class the
number of entries this year was 321, as
against 112 last year. In the class of
hunters and roadsters the number was
40, compaved with 6S last year, heing a
falling off of 28 In the sheep depart-
ment there was u slight increase this year,
the entries being 278, while last year they

wete only 269,  The number of head this
year was 582, and at Kelso the number
was 563, The Bowder Leicesters wero
more numerous lust yenr, but the falling
off in this clnss was mora than eounter-
balanced by the inerease in others.  The
entries of swine this year were 62, last
year 36, and of poultry this year 387, last
year 216,
The weather, so indispensible to the
stceess of any outdoor exhibition, for-
tunately proved favowrable, and Monday
was busily oceupied in filling the stalls
and in placing such hmplements as had
not previously arived. Special tiing
were run for the conveyance of stock, and
by Monday evening most of the animals
liad arrived.  Some of the well-known
urizetukers were watched with attentive
admiration by the luge crowd which had
even thus carly assembled. Tt was ob-
served with interest that in the Shorthorn
department Her Majesty was an exhibitor,
having forwarded from Shaw Farm, Wind-
sor, & cow, a pairof 2-year-old heifers,
and @ paiv of yearlings. M Drowne, of
Acklington, was early forward with his
beautiful cow, which was 2d at Kelso
Tast year, 24 at Hull, and 2d at the North-
umberland show last week.  This animal
was regarded with great and deserved ad-
miration. In all the difterent classes the
principal animals were forwarded on Mon-
day night, and it was remarked how large
and fine was the show of polled Angus
cattle, sent by sueh well-known exhibitors
as the Marquis of IHuntly, the Ikl of
Fife, Sir George Macpherson Grant, of
allindalloch, My, M‘Combie, M. 1., Sir
Thomas Gladstone, of Fasque, and several
others.  The Duke of Bucelench showed
in the class of Galloway cattle, which
thrive well on the Dunfiies-shire estates
of the noble Duke ; and Mr. Graham, of
“arcelstown, Longtown, Cumberland, was
forward with his bull and heifer that car-
vied off the prizes at Tull. A Jarge num-
ber of \\yrshires were forwand, and the
West Highland cattle were largely repre-
sented, and leoked uncommonly well,
There was a large show ol implements,
and most of the well-known makers were
representedd. At this, as at former mecet-
ings of the kind, there were numerons
stands containing mticles not  strietly
agricultmal, such as sewing machines and
Jewellery, which yet formed attmetive
features to not a few, and contributed to
the success of the show. But of agricul-
tural implements also there was a large
display, and many useful articles were
shown in all departments, The total
number of entries was 973, Conspicuous
among them was the stand of Messrs,
Howard, of Bediord, who had 16 different
sets of articles, including their steam-cul-
tivating and ploughing-apparatus, their
patent double-action three-furrow steam
plough, and their other patent ploughs,

hegides harrows, horse rakes, and hay-
making muchines, Mr, E. H, Bentall,
Heybridge Works, Maldon, Iissex, showed
his excellent chaft cutters, cake breakers,.

We hope the Managers of our Nova
Scotin Railroads and  Steamboats will
offer some inducement to our Farmers to
visit the Fredericton Exhibition, by imi-
tuting the example of the New Drunswick
Companies, who offer Return Tickets at
one fare,

During the Iast year or two, but
especially during the present season, we
have noticed, in the American newspapers,
indications of the growth of a kind of
organization that is ikely to tell upon
the future policy of the United States in
the treatment of Agricultural Industry.
The Farmers of the grain-growing and
pig-feeding Prairic States have long felt
that the productiveuess of their easily-
worked soils was, to a large extent, neutral-
ized by the great distance from sea-hoand,
and that the Railway Companies, taking
advantage of their position, had so rated
freights as to form a perfect drag upon
western farming,  In addition to distance
and Railway Rings, the Farmer had next
to contend with Wheat Rings and Corn
Rings, and Pig Rings; the Railways
charged what they pleased for carrying
their goods, and the Elevator men and
Pork Packers offered what they pleased
for their possession; the Farmer was a third
Dparty who soemed to have no say in the

matter.  Forbearance at last hegan to look
like u erimo, the patient farmers of tho
West, hithe:fo intent upon their rural pur-
suits,became moused, und, ons by one,they
slowly took the musket in hand to drive
the wolves from the door. Iurmers are
free from most of the jealousies and busi-
ness competitions that are apt to give
bitterness to the manufacturers and other
productive classes in their relations with
one another ; fiurmers have, in fuct, nothing
to fuar, but much to gain and much to
learn by friendly, neighbourly intercourse
among their own class, henee there ix
every facility for o thorough and substan-
tinl organization among them, whenever
their common interests are mennced, Yor
somo years previous to 1872, the system
of ¢ Farmess' Giranges” had been proposed,
und was slowly being organized ; and now
these Granges fornm, as 16 were, an #up-
rising in the West” that promises speed-
ily to absorb the whole fiaternity of for-
mers,

Mr. J. C. Abbot recently appeared as
a Deputy of the onder, “the Patrons of
Ifushandry,” before the Buston Merchants;
and his sayings and deings have been
ventilated by the Morning Chronicle and
the Britisk Colendst.  The order (he said)
is composed of five thousand societies and
five million members. 1t embraces three
grand features, Educational, Social, Mate-
rinl,  After diseussing the first two, he
goes on to the lash, which is veally the
main end in view ;—

Of late years, it has come to bo the
rule to conduct the business of the coun-
try by rings who fix the price of produce ;
when the farmer goes to sell his goods, he
has to ask, what will you give? When
hie goes to iy, he has to ask, what will
you take? Some change, some relief
should be granted to the farmers, whose
interests showld he attended to, especially
since some of these rings have so pushed
their schemes as to be deshructive of the
farmers’ interests.  In the West, farming
dees not begin to pay the dividends for
the capital and Iabor invested that other
husinessesdo.  The aim is not to interfere,
but to regulate other occupations. Rail-
roads now govern the country and control
legislat .. Farmers have no hope of
relief through petition, They come in
the form of a body of power, and intend
to demand a regulation of the extortionate
railroad taviffs by Cougress.  Railvoads
are the leading power, and by a system
of combination individuals have no hope
of relief.  The leading subject of impor-
tance is this tramsportation question. We
want to have tolls and {reights reduced,
so that dividends will be paid on the
reai stock invested, and not on their
bogus cepital and watered stock. We
scek to do this through the enactment of
laws, and want to get a body that has
numbers enough to obtain such laws

without trouble,  People in Boston have
tho same interest ns the farmers of the
West.  The interest is mwwual,  All lo-
calities aie affected hy these extortionats
freight charges.  The western farmers
purchase your manufuctired articles and
have to pay these extortionate rates, and
consequently use less of them than they
otherwiso wonld, The way relicf is to
be accomplished is through union, We
have o constituency that numbers halt a
million to-lzy. We are simply organi-
zing and getting them in a pesition to
transact business, It is the leading or-
ganization of the West, and our sucevss is
alveady assured. Tt is vital to our in-
terests, and we shall continue to organize,
We have a national grnge at Washing-
ton and State gmnges in cighteen States.
Then we have subowdinate granges in
cities, towns, under the same constitution,
but enacting separate by-laws. We at-
tach just cnough of secrecy to the order
to protect us from outside influence, and
to have a general understanding of action.
‘The State mrange is o representative organi-
zation, clected by the subordinates ; the
State grange elects a master to represent
it at the mational grange Thus we
simply propose fo carry out the old max-
im, in union there is strength. In con-
clusion, Mr. Abbot said he came by
authority from the national grange to es-
tablish the order in this State. They
hailed all classes other than farmers, and
hoped to find enough of the right class of

men in Boston to establish one here.

In the Seientific American, we find
some additional particnlars respecting the
system:

Both sexes are eligible to membership,
and a certain amount of internal discipline
is maintained.

These sacicties deal directly witlh pro-
ducers, buying their supplies in quantities
and paying cash.  Contracts are made by
agents with mamufacturers to fuinish va-
rious articles at the lowest price attainable.
A list of parties thus agreeing is sent to
every grange. If « farmer requires, for
example, a reaper, a sewing machine, ora
piano, instead of buying it from a middle-
man, he notifies the master of his grange,
to whom he pays a stipulated prize. An
order from the official to the maker pro-
cures the desired article, and the same
process is gone through with for anything
clse that & member may need. Neces-
sarily manufacturers are willing to sell to
the granges; and in some cases, wo learn,
are satisfied to do an exclusive business
with them. On their part, they save
agents’ commisions, and send their wares
direet froin factory to depot for a certain
cash profit. There are no vexatious de-
lays, time sales, nor bad debts to distri-
bute, perhaps, among the bills of other
customers.

It would almost seem as if our neigh-
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hours the Farmers of New Drunswick had
canght the Grange Fever.  Ilere is the
anneuncement of “lvll‘(}lg.lll the Clundal
Furmer of Fredericton :

“«One of the Coluninl Farmer's spocinl
features will be, when opportunity offers
to advoeate the prineiple of sending sitern
to the Legislature Lo represent the A"u-
cultural Tnterests who are farmers them-
gelves, We do not believe in placing
this, the most important of all industries,
in the hands or at the merey of men who
follow another profession or calling, aud
whose ehief ohject in soliciting the sup-
port of the farmers of this umntn’ is
their own prrsonal advaneement.  I'ro-
fessional men are no doubt needed on
the floors of our Legislatures, but the in-
{urests of \"uuutum b]l()\llll we think,
he 1\-pr('~cntml by praetieal l.n-mcx\, and
as this ix, without doubt, the greatest as
well as the Jargest of our "l(lll’atllt‘b, the
nrajority of the Representatives should be
of that class”

We think that Agrienltwml Journals
may very well leave “the farmers them-
selves to fovm theiv own opinions ag to
who ave the most fit and proper persons to
represent them, and attend to the varied
intepests of their counties

RULES AND BYE-LAWS OF THE
TOWNSHIP OF CLEMENTS AGRI-
CULTURAL SOCIETY.

1. The object of this Society is tho im-
provement of agriculture, of stock, of farm
managemont, and rural economy, in the
Township of Cloments,

2. Every person subseribing and paying
to the Treasurer the sum of One Dollur
may become a member of this Society; and
no member may compete for a premium
unless his subscription shall have been paid
in on or before the first day of June in
cach year.

3. The annual meoting of the Society
shall take place at the time appointed by
the new Law for the encouragement of
Agriculture, May 1, 1873, and all appoint-
ments of oflicers shall tako place only at
such meeting.

4. The officers shall be a President, a
Vice-President, a Seeretary, and Treasurcr,
and five directors,

5. The oflicers, president, vice-president,
gecretary and treasurer, together with the
five dirvectors, duly elected, shall be the
committee of management for the whole
year, for which they shall be elected : seven
of these shall form & quoram for the trans-
action of business ; and in case of & vacancy
by death, resignation, or removal, tho re-
maining officers shall call on the Society to
fill up such vacancy at the quarwerly meet-
ing which occurs next after such vacancy
happencd.

6. The committee of management shall
be empowered to set forth the promotion
of the objects of the Society, shall have
entire control of all property belonging to
the Socioty, and shall make the list of pre-
miums for the annual exhibition,

7. Thero shall be no appropriation of
the funds of the Society by the managing
connnittee for a greater sum than ten dol-
lars for any purpose, except premiums, un-
less notice has been given for such appro-
priation at a regular quarterly meeting, at
which such appropriation shall Luve been
discussed and passed by a majority present
at such meeting.

8. Quarterly meetings shall be hoid re-
gularly, according to law. Special meet-
ings may be called by the President, by
the Secretary’s advertisement of time, place
and object of such special meeting, posted
seven days previously.

9. All monies in the hand of the Treas-
urer unappropriated shall be deposited with
the Dominion Savings Bank at Annapolis,
in the name of the Townshlp of Clements
Agricultural Society, and shall be drawn

ont by a Cheque on said Bauk, by order of
the President, countersigned by the Secre-
tary when appropriated at o meeting of the
Society whether quarterly or apecial,

10. Quarterly mcetings shall be held
alternately at Clementsvale and Clemsnts-
port, at the ovder of the President,

11, All stock, all farnring utensils, all
modelg, and all sceds, shall he under con-
trol of the comunittee of managemeont, and
any member having creatures or articles
of the Socicty under his charge shall be
subject to the order of the President.

12. At tho annual mceting all business
of the Society for the preceding year shall
be sottled, and all arrangewtents made, ac-
cording to Section 22 of the new law for
the ¢ Encouragement of Agriculture,”

13. Wheu there is to be an Exhibition

of this Society the Judges for awardiug.

premimmg shall be members of other Agri-
cultural Societies, bo nominated by their
own presidents, and shall be five in num-
ber, three of whom may make an award.

14, At all mectings of the Socioty or of
the committeo of management, no member
shall speak more than once on any subject,
unless by special permission from the
Chairman,

15. That none of these rules be altered
or added to, except by a two-third vote at
the annual mecting, and then only if a
written notice of such aiteration were
handed to the Secretary at any previous
quarterly meeting. Every member of this
Socicty shall have a priuted copy of these
rules, to be handed to him on payment of
the fee for membership.

Bye-Lauws of Muanaging Committee,

1. There shall be an Agricultural Exhi-
bition in the Town<hip as soon ns the funds
allow, if it be approved of by a majority of
members present ab any regular mecting of
the Society.

2. The Exhibition shall take place at
such time and locality as the committee
may appoint.

3. List of premiums forsuch Exhibition
shall be drawa up in June quarterly meet-
ing, and circulated as soon as possible,
