THE CROWN PRINCE AND THE WAR PARTY. |

. Tho London Morning Post of the 4th January, an cxceedingly well-
informed- paper, boing in fact the recognmized court orpan. devotes a
considerable space to twvo articles which appeared m the Pesther Lloyd,
and the Neue Froie Présse of Vienma, This latter important organ
occuptes an entire page with the intriguea and machinations of the Junker
and military clique against the Crown Prince and Princess and Sir Morell
MacKenzie, and censures them in langnage alike severe and dignified. The
former publishes a lettor in the rame strvin, but in still stronger terms, from
its Berlin correspondent,

. The charges made place the whole matter in a startling light. These
influential journals consider it at least doubtful whether the Crown Prince’s
disease is of a cancerous nature, and that, consequently, there was good
reason for the recent cessation of the persistent anacks on the &nglish
savant, of the clique mentioned.

Had German science prevailed in May or tene, and the Prince been
sub)ectcd.to an uperation, there 1s hittle doubt, 1t 1s said, that he would
before this have been a dead man, and it is more than hinted that the
cancer idea may even have becn an invention of the * national-medico-
German-Junker and press” clique, which desires to hit the Crown Princess
by attacking Sir Morell Mackenzic. There cannot, it is asserted, be the
slightest doubt about this, as only just that class of paper fell upon the
English physician, which notcriously would have felt the least aggriesed by
the Crown Prince’s death.

_ These are the organs of the “military party,” which professes a
chauvinism of bitter hostility to the C:own Prince's supposed peaceful
tendencies, and regards the Princess as the. greatest enemy of the present
German home-policy. The Princess has consequently been exposed for a
long time to the most imfamous insinuations, and becausé Sir Morell.
MacKenzie—undoubtedly the-first man 10 Europe-in his specialty—was
supposed to have been specially called in by her, * the whole pack threw
thqmselve.s.‘. against the English doctor.” The animosity against the
Priricess is not a little ‘envenomed by a religious animus, as she s also
regarded as the great adversary of an ultra orthodox coutl: party, of which
Dr. Stoecker, the Court Chaplain, is the guiding spirit.

... The unexpected favorable change in the Prince's iilness, and the posst-
bl}xty that, after all, he may become Emperor, seem to have caused the
clique to adapt its tactics a little more to the actual ciraumstances of the
case, as they have ceased openly to attack the Princess and insult Sir
Morell MacKenzie. '

There is, further, evidonce that the “ military party” deliberately
schemed to impress upon the Prince an exaggerated idea of the immediate
gravity of his case in order to induce him to abdicate,

The conspiracy has now broken down, and Sir Morell'is left in peace,
but 60 -base an intrigue on the one hand, and, on the other, the uncom-
promising villainy of the episode of the forged letters, do not leave a very
-exalted opinion of the mprality of German court-circles and pohucians.

Dr. Cunmningham Geikie, a Scottish divine of considerable note, has
recently published a work on the Holy-Land, which, 1n its connection with
.biblical accounts, is of ‘great interest. Dr. Geikie has traversed -the length
and breadth of Palentine, and has brought the most minute observation to
bear-upon the comparisons- which nuturaily arise between ‘its present'state,
and that with which we are to some extent acquainted from our study of the
Bible, and of one or two classical writers, And we may here remark, that

That an cnormous population may be prosperously supported on a
limited area is proved by the condition of China to-day, while thé Accounts
of the small ‘Moorish kingdom of Grauadn seem, although tolerably well
authenicated, to be aimost fabulous. The simple habits ot a race more or
less primitive and essentially pastoral and agricultural, also constitute a factor
in the possibilities These considerations arc of the greatest weight, and if -
we accord them their full’ value, we shall find no reason to doubt the

Tertility and population assumed, there need be no difficulty in crediting
the number of cities, cven in the absence cf direct proof. But the direet
proof is not wanting, Dr. Geikie only corroborates tivo ar. three-other
‘careful explozers, who have discovered the traces of fortificd citles so-
thickly strewn over the country that their number and proximity seem .
almost incredible to the eyc.witness himself. No doubt tbese cities were
not large, but the ruins:of their foundations are cyclopeav . solidity,, and
plainly indicate that they must have beon furtresses of geat strength. Ot
the villages, whick no doubt stood thickly interspersed Fetween the walled'
cities, there is of course now no trace; indeed, it is difficult to fix.with any-.
thing like certainty the sites of several mentioned in Scripture, and of some .
which are distinctly referred to-as the scenes of important episodes.

Spacé fails 03 to point out some of the very iuteresting features of Dr.
Geikie's book, but it is one which is eminently calculated ito impart a frésh

zest to a further study of the Sacred Volume.

LETTER FROM THE CAPITAL.

Ottawa is just now preparing to enter upon her gayest season of the year,
and restaurantours, hotel propriotors, and cabmen, are rubbing their hands in
gleeful anticipation of tho advent of parhameontarians and pleasure-seekers
with the “filthy lucro” which is ever attendant upon their comings-in, if
nut upon thetr goings-out, of the capital city of Canada.

The waves of hyporborenu cold which are playing such havoc with
human life and comfort 1n the North-Western States have becomo so. tom-
pered by thu time they reach us here that they are shorn of their terrors, and
ouly yield us a bracing and exhilarating winter temporature. Ottawa yields
tho palm to no uity 1n Canada in the enjoyment of winter sports. Sleigh-
ing, skating, aud snow-shoeing ure pursued with thoe zeal born of a desire to
render Nature oven 1 her roughest mood the handmaid of pleasure, while
obuggaving—that prime and thoroughly Canadian sport—should bo
uxpenvnced hero 1n order to bo appreciated. Besides a prmbor of  private
slitdes, there arv the Tache Hall and the Csh-kosh slides controlled by clubs,
and here un sunny afterncons and oonlight evenings may bo seen the fair
deughtets of Uttawa 1o coquettish tobogzaning blankets and bright-hued
tugues—and, mark you, Ottawa girls, though fat, are fair—carcoring down
the 1cy incline with the swiftness of the wind, their faces aglow with plea-
suro, and ovincing implicit confidonco in the skill of their malo companions
who guido tho flying tobogmans. In passing, I might mention that the
Osk-kosh slido was formally opened last weok by Sir. John Madconald, who,
in tho courso of his romarks, oxpressed the opinion thet the suggestion that
ho was a sutable person 1o open the slide must havo come from his politi-
;.dl vppubents, mwasmuch as thoy have always regarded him as a “slippory

ollow.”

Tho othor groat topic of ‘interest in tho city just now is tho wator-supply.
Tho alarming provalonce of typhoid fover duving the fall and oarly part of
the winter hes impelled the city fathers to investigate its cause, and to teke
stops to improve matters. Qur water-supply is obtained from Ottawa river,
ond, citcustances indicating.a pollution of its waters by the introduction
of tefuse multer at various piaces 11 the suburbs, the City Council ordored a
chowical analysis to bo made of the wator drawn' from 3 number of given
places 1u-tho urbau service. The'aualyes was made by Prof. F.'T. Shutt,
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of the Contral Experimoutal Farm, and his exhaustive roport clearly indi
catos thut imapurs water was one of the main causes of tho rocent eptdowic
Io tho courso of it, Prof. Shult s1ys :=-* Appl{ing the standards of purity
proposed by Dre. Muter aud Wigner, tho colobrated English analysts, the
Otawa water would rank as undrinkablo.  Mr. Wigner's soale is as folluws .

apy water which may by mistake have penctrated thotr *1ntorior cconumy. '’

their own water-supply with them, unless their firm adheronce to total abstin-
once principles teaches them to scofl at microbes, bacteria, and othur
aquatic denizens. If thoy should happen to como withous it, they may Lo

There is always wore or Joss divorgoncoe of eentiment botwoon Ottawa
and hor border sister, Toronto, but seldom has this beon wore strikiogly
oxemplified than during the weck just past. In various churches of tho
capital threo eloquont Evangelists have been magnifying the power of the
ovil one, and exhorting our people to buckle ou their Christian armor
and battlo with all the:xr might against his rapidly-1ncreasing ranks, wiile
1o tho * Queen ™ city, a gontluman by the name of Johnsun, who professes
intimate 2cguatntance with realins Plutonian, has proclaimed on the public
platform ihul tha devil was a human being, but is now doad, and that the
bottomless pit is frozen over i This Mr. Juhnson, of Turunto, 13 not the
first to toll us that the princo of darkness is incarnate, fur Shakespearo says
in King Lecr, Act ITI, S. 4 :—

‘The Prince of Darkness is a gentleman.”

And Henrich Hoine—

¢ Ha {8 not ugly, aund is not lawe,
But really a handsome and charming man ;
A man in the prime of life is the devil.”

However, I imagine that Mr. Johnson announces a startling bit of
nows when he proclaims His Satinic Majesty’s obituary ; and ho cortainly
madoe a notable discovery when he fonnd that the temporature of the nether
regions had fallen bolow freezing point. But if Mr. Johnson's annouuce-
ment bo corroct, the wicked man and the transgressor will probably find littlo
solacement in it, bocause if tho 1egions referred to are half as cold as Dakola
and Minnosota have been during the past ten days, the old time torridity of
Sheol would doubtless prove more agrecable to settlers.

A NEW VIEW OF THE ANNEXATION QUESTION.

Tho stirring and patriotic appesl which concludes an article in your
issue of the 2(th, entitled ** Tho Past Year,” has, I doubt not, awakened on
ocho in many a true Canadian breast, and has given birth in iy mind to some
thoughts anent the annexation questioa and the counter questivn of loyalty,
which I havy not scon hitherto expressed, and to which I would fain give
utterance.

Iver sincu the day when, undor the leadership of Mr. Blake and his
Quobec confrures, the opposition party in Dominion pulitics, unhappily for
the party and. still moro unhappily for the country, took up the Rie! cry and
gave their tacit and ill concealed assont to trearon, thé dividing line between
the two great political parties of Canads has been day by day wore distinctly
marked, and the issue botweon themn more clearly drawn , as that of loyalty
to'Canada and the empire on the ona side, and disloyalty or at best a nalf
hearted foalty on the othor.  That the climax hrs at last boon reached, that the
gago of batt.e has boon thrown down, and that the issue nuw clearly detined
botweon the two parties has been accepted by the country, goes withuut
saying, when wo call to mind that 8 membor of the opposition representing
in parliament an important commercial constituency, and the editor of an
influential opposition journal has, in the culumus of his paper, boldly declared
for annoxat.on, withou! one word of reprobation or discluimer fr(m any
public man on his sido of politics or any organ of the party save only the
St. John Telegraph,

“That this 1s a stato of afteirs vory much to be rogrotted in the interests of
Canada seoms at first sight to be self evident.

What is most to be desired in any country whero government by partly
is the accepted systom, is that therc should be a laudable emulation and
rivalry betiweon tho parties for public confidence on the gruund of their
dovotion to the country-and to its constitution,

Howover, in this case, it is possible that good may como out of ovil.
It is well that a question of so-great momont to-this Canada of ours :ud to
tho empiro wo adorn, should bo decided for weal or woo boforo tho
intercsts involved became so tremondous as {o precipitate a strugglo such as
.convulsed our neighbors %o tho south.

Aa tho apnexation quost..n may now be said to Lo fairly lauochoed bLefore
tho pooplo of Canads,.and will continao to be boforo.them asa vital question
until it io publicly and distinctly répudiated by the party to whom Mr, Ellis
adliorea; Iyproposs, o3 I'said bofore, lo prevent a visw of the subject, which io

corlainly novel, which way bo considered by thoso who are devoid of sonti-
ment as fanciful, but which tu mu secins to bo a legitimate and logical con-
clusion basod on sound premises.

My postulate is this :—That we, tho pnople of to day, are in many things
tho stowards of the past, und hold many of tho rithts and privileges wo
onjoy in trust for posterity, as they havo beon hold in trust for us by those
who have lived in the ages that are gono

That this is vssentislly truo in the domain of knowledge, neods but an
illustration to prove. It will be readily admitted that the vast and varied
gtora of information which is open to be drawn upoun by the searchor of
truth, in this age cf the world's history, is but the accrotion of each atom of
inform ition which has from age to age been adled to the general store since
first tha intellect of man emeorged from its stats of prim.l birbirism. If the
school boy of to-day is Letter vorsed in many a brauch of knowlodgoe that tho
8420 ur sciontist of a hutidred yeats agy, is it hecwsu of his greator ubility 1 Is
it not rather that the results of their laburs and of those who followed them
have beon faithfully presorved and faithfully transmitted for his use.

Now fur tho illustration. Suppose it possible that those in authority in
this provivee sheald propuse o hidtus in the duwain of huowledge, an
absolute break Lotweon the past anl the future, that ull schools and institu-
tions of learning be clused and that the childeen of this generation grow
up, beroft, in eo far as we could deprive thom, of that inheritance of know-
lodgo which h s boan ours from our birth. What would bg the vordict of
the whole civilized world upon such a propusal }

Would it not unquestionably be that this sum total of knowledge which.
wo havo inherited is vurs only in trust, that we hisve, as it were, a lifé inte-
rest in it only, and that as it was proserved for us and transmitted to us by
thoze who have gune befure, it is our manifest duty to presorve it intact for
thuso who coume after, and transmit it to them with the added increment of
tho ags. Tho claims of the offspring upon those who are responsiblo for
their prosence in the world are being recognizad with groater force as the
world progresses.  If am . provido not for his own house Jot him be as a
heatlion, says the Inw of G, and the law of man now enforces tho anath-
oma. In the domain of kuowledgo this principle of responsibility is fast
taking the form of compulsory education Is thore, then, naught of value
of which we can deprivo our oflspring, save sustenauce, which i3 ossential to
existenco, and knowledge, which is ossoutial to a right uso of that dxistonce 1
To those whose high privilege it has been to be boru into tho world under
tho mzis of the mighty flag of Britain there cortainly is, From the day
when the minstrels and maidens of Britain chauted in rude lays the imper-
ishablo glories of Harold and MHardicanute, from the day when Dritain's
warrior queen bade bold defimco to her mighty foo, there has boen added
from ago to age and from geaeration to genoration of true and faithful
Britons, incremont to incremont of that magnificont inheritance of glory, of
fame, and power, which has been preserved intact and transmitted in its
intogrity to Le the invaluable birthright, inalicoablo save by his own act, of
overy ono whose good fartune it has been to bo born u citizen of the groat
ompure of Britain. Now 1 claim that in regard to this, our grand inheri-
tanco of citizenship, as in tho domain of knowledge, wo ura but stewards of
the past and trustees for the future. Tho principle of resp.usibility to off-
spring iu the matter of sustenance has been so thoroughly recognized that in
somo countrios a man who wi'l not provide for those dependent upon him ia
incarcorated abd tho product of his labor appliad to their support. The
samo principlo is asserting itself with oqual furce in rogard to educstion.
Shall we say, thon, that thore i3 no responsihility in respect to those rights
and privileges of citizonship, which to many are dearer than knowledge,
—dearer than lifo itself.

If this line of argument has the fure and cugency 1 claim for it, then
in this quostion of annexativn ot of fealty to the empire no Biitish-born
citizon.is entirely a free agent, but the claims of posterily aro strong upon
him as his claims woro strung upon those who went bofore, and inasmuch-as
this wondrous inheritancs of glorious citizonship, the prido of overy true-
hearted Briton the world o'ur, has been transmitted to us as trustees of the
futuro, vur manifost duty is to hand it duwn ot only unimpaired but with
added strength and grandeur.,

This duty, 1t seems to me, admits of no denial and no excoption save
that grand vno which is ploaded as the justificstion of the thirteen colonies,
the denisl uf the 1ight of citizenship by the central authority, and even in
that hour of dire oxtremity wors nut wanting thousands of nuble hearted
mon and women with whon this patamount duty uvershadowed overy selfish
consideration. If my prewisos ire currect and my deductions logical thoy
will have their woight irrespoctive of their source, and will add somowhat
to the power of that higa cutivictivn whick should prevail ie. the public
wind of Canads, that thote are cousidorstivu. of more value that dollars
and conts to bu taken inly account when the quostion of loyalty to the
throne and empire of Britain i3 under discussion.

Tho spitit of the U. I loyalists is nut yot dead in this Canada of ours,
and I havo a firm faith that there aro many in our own Nova Scotia who
havo not so bowed the knco to the Baal of Mammon as to obliterate from
thoir svuls cvary bigh atd noble aspitation, aud who, like myself, infinitely
profor a wudest alluwacce of the guud thinge of this life with British citi-
zonship added, to unboundod affluezce uander an alien flag.

COMMERCIAL.

The recent heavy enow fulls have interruptea traffic, and blocked the
country roadw, 6o that the markets have been quiet in tone, and no activity
has been developed in any iine of business Consequently, in most depart
ments {rade has been ob the slow side, and practically featureless. The
temper as {o the future is not despondent, nor is it buoyant,—in fuct, the
gonoral opinion inclines towards n cautious view of the situation. As arule,
payments are mude so fur with promptuess, but some anxioty 18 oxpressed as
to the obligations that will mature in this and tho two following wonths, vspe-
cially in the Westorn portion of the Dominivn. Tho Winnipeg Commercial
says :—* Tho work of collecting wholesale tmde repurts hes been a very
unpleasant one. The replies w onquirics about tho state of trads, if con-
densed into ono reply, would be a lvud and not very pleasant growl.
Nobody is satisBed with tho state of affuirs, and the Jissatisfaction is all the
deeper on account of the cause, for it being an artificial and not a natural
one. Trade is thoroughly demoralized, and must remain more or less so
until the co'ietry can by some neares get its grain crop to warket, and only
those who uave business connections over the Provinco cau realizo to what
an extent this demoralization oxists, and how paralyzng are 1ts effects,
Since our last report appeared, some merchants have awakened a little fiom
tho business stupor the first shock of the grain car famne brought on, and
aro realizing that supplies of aciual necessaries must be kept up.  1b1s has
in a small way improved matters in these lines, but the state 16 8lill a small
ono indeed. In season lines there is an utter absence of the straggling calls
for odds and ends for inmediato wants, which were common 10 January of
formor years, and vvon in ordering frum spring goods eamples retatlers are
slow and irresolute under the present circumetances, and show by the cau-
tion they exercise, that the hopeful fuelings thay had in the opening of win-
ter have given pluce for those of supreme dirgust over a soason’s business
spoiled. The collection scturns from both city and country are ulse very
discoursging, and retailers who have heretofore shown overy promptitude in
payments aro being compolled to ask favors from their wholesalers. Tho
ouly encouraging symptoms aro that disgust and disappuintment are in no
way mixed with despair, for it is plain to any person, who will make the
most casual investigation, that a spoedy warketing of the crop would quickly
romove overy pressure now felt.” -

A.city daily contemporary has recently published a series of articles,
giving statistics of our fishery catchi, They show that our fishermon in 1887
caught fish of various kinds to the valuo of over §8,000,000. This 18 sabout
the averago calch that has been made during the past ten ur twelvo years.
Tho catch of lobslers was larger than that for 1886, but less than that for
the preceding year. Suill, it is worthy of nolc that it takes more of theso
crustacs to fill a can than it Jid a few years since. Our lobstenes are
being rapidly fished out. No large lobsters now oxist on our coast and scon

=do#pito their semarkable fecundity—tho probabinty 1s, that :f the most

atringent messures aro not promptly taken for their protection, the iobster
will becomo as extinct a rpgcics as tho ank now 1, It 1s usel~ag for tho
Govrrnwont to decreo that lobsters, under a certain sizo, shall not be taken,

or that in certaiu wocks—which, by the way, docs not cover their breeding §
soason—1t shall ho illegal to captura them. It is impossiblo to have nn |
intelligent Guvernmout officini at every ono of the 250 lobster-canning establish.

ments thet oxist in Nova Scotia alone; and tho idoa of depending on the §
natives living in the vicinitv of thesn placer who live by the cash that thoy §
got for what thev eatch is mvifestly nhaurd  The only effeetal romody is §
to absolutoly prohibit tho taking of lobsters for tho purpose of canning, for, |
Ay, five or seven years. After that, canning lobstors may be parmitted for h
ono or two years, with intermittiog poriods of p ohibition, Thur, and thus |
ouly, our lobster fishoriea miny he placed on a permanent footing.

‘Tho Weekly Monitor, of Bridgetown, strongly, and, as wo think rightly,
advocates tho ost«blishment of butiter factories ou a large ecalo iu the
County of Aunmapolis ¢ Really good butter,” says the Moniter, * 13 sone-
what of a ruity even in this fivered district™  If this is truo of Aunapolis,
tho remmk would probably be still more so of the country surrounding
Hulifax. Every houscbolder knows Louw inferiur 1s the quplity of the
larger poition of the butter thot comes into the city, aud that 1t 18 quite a
mstter of punstuking negotintion, and furemght, to secure this article of
necessity of tolerable quality. Tho fault mmust lie in carclessness of wake,
and when we see the slovenly*and hand to mouth farming in some districts,
we aro not much surprised. 1t seemr evident that it would be better, as
the Moniter again suguests, both for the farmer and the consumer, if the
fosmer would combine to establish factories.  For no articlo is there a mors
suie demand than fur really good butter, and none is more certain of always
commanding its price. Wo heard a Ilady, who coutrols ono of the first
Yoarding establirhments in the city, say the other day : ** If it costs a dollar
a pound I don't care, but { must have 1t good ;" and we happened last week
to hear the proprietor of a givcery in Lockman Street reject some butter
which a farmor propused to oil to him on account of its quality. It was
not very bad, but tho grocer suid he could uot take it, as ho made a point of
never buying any but the best. This is not, it is true, always the case;
sometimes ¢ storekeepers do not like to refuse puor butter from o good
customer, for fear of offendirg, and thus losing custom, and the public must
buy because it is often the case that there is no other to bo had,” but if
factories wete established, and. as they doubtless would be, were properly
mapaged, their preducts would inevitably command leading prices, and
almost certainly pay their shareholders good dividends

We unite with the Manitor in considering this so imporiaut a matter to

the Nova Scotia fanmer, and so cortainly salculated to put money n lns

pocket, that woe ieproduce a letter pubiished by the Monifor from the Hon.
W. T. Haines, of Waterville, Maive, un the subject, which gives details
nnd points caleulated, 8a we think, to stir the energy of our farmors into
co-operating for the benefit, as well of themselves, as of the public at large:—

¢ This,” suid Mr. Ilsines, ** is o matter that 1 wish to sce followed up. I
have loth a private sud public interest 'n it. Personaly 1t means to we the
facilities of restoring my farm to a good state of cultivation, and a cash
incomo from cows while doing it. Publicly I believe it to be the thing
most needful in our farming community to restore old farms to prosperity,
and lead to the cultivation and best use of the good soil of this Kenaoebee
Valley, that is being fast run out by the present palicy of selling hay. If
you will usk any vld cross-roads storekeeper who has been in businoss forty
years, what cluass of farmers he has noticed to be the best customers and piy
their bills with the most promptuess, he well tell you those whe have kept
cows and made butter. This you may call a naturs] indication of what the
most profitable farming should be in Maue

“But the day of making butter 1 tho kitchen is fast passing away.
Mussachusetts, New Hampshite and Vermont have long ngo relieved the
faithful huusewife of this form of drudgery, and these states are now well

. dotted with butter factories, and from tho beginning the Lusiness has been |

as a claes a euccessful ono- not like tho checse fuctores and other farm
booms we have seen in Maine, to promise well in the start and then burst
Jiko a bubble. On the coutrury, they have all assumed a covservative and
stablo positiun in the business world from the beginning. Thero are already
a number of factories in Maine, and so far as I can learn, they have beon
remarkably successful for.new onterprises.  But our farmners aro far bebind
Massachusetts and Vermont in dairying, especially in the quality of their
stock, and in its care and feeding, and 1n actual results obtawned ; when
veality I beliove we have vaturally the best opportunity for this busiuess of
any of the New Englaud states. Qur pasturage is far superior, and our hay
crop could he made more thun equal in quantity, our climate besng particu-
larly adapted to very nutritious herbage.  Two things are yet to Lo learned
by our common farmers, snd these are the valuo of a rvot crop, such as
beets, turmps, mangles, etc., and the silo. A largo part that is pmd for
western grain had better be spent in labar in producing these twe important
articles at home.

“ But it was of butter factories that I wish to speak ; and I wish to say
that Watervills should and could have one if it will. A stock company ¢an
ba formed of $1000 capital : tho shares car be sold among thoso who wish
to bo patrons at 310 each ; a building rented near the depot, the machinery
and equipments all made snd put in rmuniog order for business, for less
than tho $1000.

All thats
then needed 18 the night man I meru 2 mwan of + piate deanng, and one
that will make afl patrons of the fartory rcomne up 1o the samo twe, somo
ono 10 whom tho people at large bave ronfileree. o rhivuid by a prompt
and accurato business man  Such a map must know how, ot clse be wiling
to spond s hitile vme or money to viait well run factories and get a full
knowledge of tho business, which is simple and cap bo readily obtaned.
With o location near our depot wo could gather cream from o largo area of

country by 1ail, in addition to what would bo gathered by teams. Five
huvdrod cowe will start a profitablo business, but there *s no reason why
Waterville canuot have o croamory of four times this capacity. Good buttor [&)
will always command the highest market price ; as fur as 1 can learn avorag- B3
ing in those factories mow iu oporation 1 Mmne (rom 20 to 22 cta. per IR
pound, and no labor boyond the sctting of milk in the creamery. Iom B¥
ready und willing to help this matter forward in ony woy that 1 can; and B
with the efforts of a fow livo farmers and business wen, it can be put in k&S
operation the coming season.”

It is said that it is a common practice to catch §§
ton or twelve dozen, pick out a duzon of the largest, and throw the rest BA
sway. This, like the reckless destruction of the forests and the buffalo, is
ruinous. It is killing the goose that lays the golden oggs with a vengesnce.
It is satisfactory to learn from a corrospondent of one of our contemporaries,
that many persons living in tho visinity of the lakes are in favor of the
chango in tho law, wisely recognizing that their own interests lie far more 2
in tho preservativn of the fishing, with consequent dollars from anglers, Pg
than in ruining tho lakes by winter fishing, Here again we hope that our E3
farming friends will continue to sco their own interests clearly.

Cognato with tho advantages to the futmer of thu manufacture of butter
by co-operative action aro those of the production of cheeso by similat
means. That the Dominion exports moro chicese than any other agricultural
pruduct is a fact not sufticteutly known. From the Trade and Navigation
returns for 1886, which is the last year for which they are complete, wo
find the value of agricnltural products was as follows :—

The above figures (the same wo have quoted,) hardly do justico to the
cheese oxports, as the year 188G was a very poor one for that mmdustry.
The value of our cheese exports in 1835 amounted to over cight millions
and it is expected that whon the returns for 1887 aré comploto, they will
show a value of about nine millious. This industry is nut ono that can be |
easily overdone. Great as our exports 270 at presont, there is no reason why §
in a few yeara they should not incresse to twenty millions. Our country
pussesses great clunatic and geographical advantages, and the productiva
should 1ncroase year by ycar. Tho offorts put forth at tho Colonisl and
Indian exbitution are beginuing to bear fruit in the oxtension of our market
and now the Canadian srticlo is sold beside the English Cheddar, which it
fully cquals.
