Tue Bishop-designate of Natal comes of a
Nonconformist family. Ilis fiather was for
gome time a minister in Nottingham, the very
town where the son wus first beneficed, One
of his uncles is officially connected with the
Baptist Missionary Society, and another is an
old member of the RReligious Tract Socicty's
Committee,

Ar the meeting of the Central Council of
Diocesan Conferences, the Archdeacon of 1y
stated that Dbotween 1850 and 1891 voluntary
school accommodation had riten from 1,878,000
1o 3,631,000, and the number of teachers from
28,000 to 62,000, Between 1870 aml 1890,
again, there was raised by the Church of ling-
lund and expended in school buildings and
maintenance over £18,500,000, while other re-
ligious bodies spent £3,000,000,

A7 the annual meeting of the British and
Forcign  Unitarian  Association in London,
Eng., Dr, Crosskey, of Birmingham, moved a
resolution to the effect that the teaching of the
doctrines of the Trinity, the Incarnation, the
Fall of Man, and the Atonement in publie
clementary schools “ managed by Boards repre-
senting  all sections of the community, sup-
poried by publie rates, and excreising compul-
sory powers, is o violation of’ the principles of
rehgious equality.”

In the dty of Dittsburgh, I'a., what was
called @ People’s Praise Service was lalely hield
in which the Rev. (i, Ilodges, D.D. (Protestant
Episcopal) and the Rev. Father Sheedy (Ro-
man) joined hands to give “all sorts and eon-
ditions of men” a Sunday afternnon service of
praise at which more than 3,000 people woere
gathered, and an orchestra of 45 picces accom-
panied by a choir of 125 voices rendered selee-
tions from Handel, aydn, Mendelssohn and
Rossini, and addresses were delivered by both
clergy. The meeting was held in the Exposi-
tion building,

The English Churchman and St. James' Chron-
icle has a note that Cardinal Logue, *¢ supposed
to be in close and very friendly connection with
the Holy See,” on the 18th ult,, addressing a
meeting of Roman Catholics ut Dungannon,

said “ some people objected to Bishops anil
priests interfering in politics. . They
(the priests) believed 1t to bo their duty to
diveet the people. o knew that the doctrine
had been preached in a very high quarter that
a man might vote as he pleased, but that was a
doctrine which Catholics cannot hold,” Wo com-
mend this to Lord Salisbury as tho opinion of &
typical Romanist. When will his Lordship’s
ceyes be opened to the unconstitutional clarae-
ter ot the avowed principles of Popery ?

Lorp Stamford, st u Drawing Room Moeoting
recently held in aid of the Church Army in Lon-
don, Eng., bore testimony to the admirable
work which the Army was doing and had dono
from its start, especially in regurd to its socinl
branch. He Iately gave n large portion of a
sum of money, sent to him at Christinus, to the
Avmy for the benefit of the poor, He describod
the Social Scheme as consisting in “ limitod”
lubor homes in the poorest parishos in England,
where relected euses of the abject and appar-
ently hopeless were recoived and trained for
lives of industry, total abstinence, and godli-
ness,  After iwo or three months tosting, the
inmates were placed out vither in situntions at
home, or put Lo furm life, or senl abrond nnd
put under the guidance of colonial clergy,

The Duke of Westminster's “ Bluo Book,”
tubulating the amount spent by the Chureh of
England on her churches during the last
cighteen years is very interesting and suggos-
tive reading.  The opponents of the Church,
who are always asserting that her ondowments
are the deathof volunturyism, will bo astonishod
1o know that during the last cighteen years tho
magnificent sum of £20,531,402 has been ox-
pended on ¢hurch restoration and chureh build-
inge iu almost equal proportions. Sinve churehos
woullt not be restored or huilt unless thoy were
needed and apprecinted, this enormons oxpon-
diture of money represents an ainount of enorgy
which must scatter to the winds all the male-
volenl efforts of the enemies of The Church,

"The 1ev. Donald Moore Iins written a remark-
able letter to the Belfust News-Letter, in which
he suys :—* Derhaps the following extract from
u letter of Bishop Bramhall, of Derry, to Arch-
hishop Ussher will show how Itome works in the
Britigh Isles : ¢ It plainly appears that in the
year 1446, by order from Rome, about one hun-
dred of the Romish clergy wore sent inty ling-
L, consisting of English, Scoteh, and  Irish,
who had been cdncated in France, Italy, Ger-
many, and Spain, . They have yet many
at Paris nfitting up to be sent over, who (wice
in the week oppose one the other—onc pretond -
ing Preshytery, the other Independency, somo
Anabaptism and other contrary tenets, danger-
ous and prejudicial to the Church of jﬂng]und.
.. When the Romish orders do thus argue
pro and con, thereis appointed ono of the learned
of those convents to take noten, and {o judge ;
und s he finds their fancies, wixqther for DPres-
bytery, independency, Anshaptism, or Athe-
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ism, or for any other new lenets, so they be to
exorcise their wits, Bishop Bramhall says also
that the students ‘ were taught several handi-
crafts, trades and eallings.'”

THR SISTERHOOD OF THE HOLY NA-
TIVITY,

Under the hoading of ‘Woman's Place and
work,’ tho Churchman has 2 very full account
of tho Sisterhood of the Ioly Nativity, oxplain-
ing its spirit, work, life, olc. After speaking of
its soveral foundations in R, I. and Cleveland,
it speaks of tho Diovese of Fond du Laec,

¢ In the House of the Visitation in Fond du
Tuc aro several sistors, who work in the Cathe-
dral parish, and in other city and outlying par-

ishes, and who go on mission tours through
northorn Wisconsin, among the Oneidn Indians
and the lumbermen, and into many & wild, re-
mote countyy place, visiting the people tench-
ing them, supplying books, holding informal
meotings, opening Sunday schools and giving
Biblo tnlks to congrogations gathered in some
good woman’s parlor, in u farm house kitchen,
or in the school house, the people listening
always with respoct, and onrnest desire to hear
the message brought by tho sisters. These
journoys combine with the more public minis-
trations much personul work, much cheer and
{ngtruetion and gentle guidance, to shat in in-
valids, nand souls in the shadow of ignorance;
Jong-relnprord Christinng are often led back to
the ¢ fivst works,” Noris this work done by
the mission sistors alone, for thoy nre constantly
and conseiouxly supported by the continual in
{oreessions sent up for them by the community
at homo, The instruction givon on the mission
tours iy made plain and simple, as bofits the

eople's needs and is based upon the Bible and
Drayor Book tenchings. The subjocts of & re-
cont tour include the Bible, The Chureh, The
Flomonts of tho Faith, Buptism, Confirmation,
loly Communion, Repentance, The Church
Your and The Devotional Use of the Bible. Tho
mission wislors Hive in the homes of tho peoplo,
and everywhers win theiv esteem and confi-
denco as they point tho spiritually hungry to
tho Broud of Life, and the thirsly Lo the Tiving
Wators, and show the strangor tho way to his
Fathor's house, nnd to them in prison the Truth
which is ablo to male thom free.

I'ho mission tours and the homes undor tho
sistor’s enre have brought them into familiar
contact with many and diftoerent porsons, and
tho joyful unaffoctedness of their living and
winisteations, and the God given grace of na-
turo not repressed, but transformed by roligion,
Tiavo nol fuiled to win in poenlinr degree tho
elogo contidence of thoso who have learned to
kunow thom; and falso idoas concerning sister’s
Tifo and work havo been corvected in the minds
of many by acquaintaneo with some sister of
the Ioly Nativity; for the living results of a
systom, the charvieter formed by if, the wsacri-
ficos simply nnd gladly made, the entire con-
gacration to God and the manifestation of this
in charity to Ilix children, answer as nothing
elso can, tho quostions often asked: Do roligi-
ous orders meot with permancnt success? s
thoir rale of lifo an ins‘lirmion and strength ?
Aro such orders a faded relie of medimvalism,
usoloss in our duy, or are thoy o living growth,
firmly rooted, indeed, in tho past, but still
sproading shoitcring branches and blossoming
into tho “white flower of a blamoloss lifo ” and
yielding food of refreshmont and healing ? Aud
the sisters of the Holy Nativity are lmlping to
demonsirato that tho religious life is a hife logi-
cal, sorono and freo, o lifo of lenevolence uni-
mated by pioty, instinet with tho love of one's
neighbor, conseerated and inspired by the love
of God, reconciling groatness of soul with
humility, froedom of action with submission of
will, and socinl lifo with solitude, & life in which

"strong natures nre nourished not quenched, and

in which feebler natures find the regimen fitted
to give greater vigor, u life of sweet uniformity
and peaceful activity, a lifo of scrvice to the
world, and yet itself hidden in God,

The literary labors of this community should
be included in its useful works. * Voeation,”
written by the founder of the sisterhood, has
for some years been winning earnest souls to
consider the call to the religions life. *Self-
consecration,” a gracoful English version of a
Freneh book of devotion, was prepared at the
suggestion of tho sisterhood, and dedicated to
it.” “The New Creation,” the work of a sister
of the commuuity, is giving help to many by
its simple, direct exposition of the Church’s
teaching,.

THE WELSIL SUSPENSORY BILL.

* Those who wish to read a really exhaustive
statemont on the subject of the Welsh Church
Suspensory Bill should obtain Canon Burdsley s
“Two Sermons,” preached in Hudderstield
Parish  Church (Huddersficld : Contes). We
glenn a few extracts :

«This Bill marks an epoch in the history of
this ecountry, innsmuch s it i3 the firat attack
on the part of any Government against the
National Chureh sinee the time-of Cromwell.”

“In St. Asuph the number of children attend-
ing Church elomentury schools has doubled in
twenty years. During the same period the
average stlondance in Church Sunday Schools
las increased 37 per cent.  The number of per-
song confirmed in the ono diocese of St. Asaph
botweon 1881 and 1891 was 20,000, s against
16,000 in the ten yeavs betore, und 12,000 in the
ten yoars before that. In tho whole of the
Knglish dicceses during the lust ten years we
have increasod the number of our confirmation
candidatos by 8 per cent.: but in the Welsh
diocoses, during the same poriod, the average
increare has been 22 por cent. The number of
Church communicants had doubled in the dio-
cese of St. Asaph in twenty years. In 1§31
there wore 11 incumbents in Wales for 843
benoficos ; at tho present time thero are 956 for
996 boneficos. In 1831 there were 72 curates;
now thero are 518, The total number of clergy
in Wales has doubled in sixty years, The num-
ber of communicants in the diocese of St. David
iy, in proportion to the population, larger than

in any diocoesc in Kngland,  In the face of such

facts Mr. Hemry Richard, M.P., and Mr. J,
Carvell Willinme, MLP,, in their book on * Dises-
tablishment,' pego 84, have the audacity to say
that the ‘disappeurance’ of the Kstablished
Chureh from Wales ¢ would effect o nppreei-
ablo change.! 1 ngain ask, why should Wales
bo singled out for disendowment? Beeause the
promise of disendowment was to be the price
paitt to twenty-sight Welsh members for votes
’Ioilﬁo‘l on this condition to the Home Rule

ill.

" The Cambrian News, o Radical and Libera-
tionist papor, writos January 7th, 1887: ‘The
Church parson with his daily services, his over-
sight of clementary schools, his mission warlk,
his house-to-house visiting, and his numerous
socicties, is a hard-worked individual. Itis the
Nonconformist minister, with his one week-
night sorvice, and his two services on Sunday,
wlo is becoming an object of repronch. 1t is
very difficult to point out any defoct in Non-
conformity without being accused of irrcligion
and enmity towards ministors, but the time has
fully come when Nonconformity should bestir
itself in more ways than one if it is to hold its
own. Tho Church of England is very much
ulive, and the work the clergy are doing was

certainly left undone” Tven Mr. Gladstone, in
his speech on the Welsh Sospensory Bill, re-
licved his conscience by declaring that the
‘ Established Church in Wales is an advancing
Churel, a living Church rising from elevation
to elevation.'

Should the present endowments of the Church
be confiscated, it will require an annual sub-
seription of £4,000,000 to give our 20,000 cx-
isting clergy the pittance of £200 a year. This
crippling of her resousces would be a terrible
blow to the philanthropic institutions of this
country, to the support of which the Church of
England gives two-thirds of the funds.'—The
News, Eng.

THE HOMFE RULE BILL,

TheCongregationalists of Dublin have issued an

address to the Congrogationalists of Great Bri-
tain, Tt puts the question at isswo in a nut-
shell: They say we put before you our solemn
protest aguinst the Government of Ireland Bill
now before Parliament.

“We would be in favour of a system of loeal
governmont like that enjoyed by England ; but
we kuow no reason why such a rash experi-
ment as the establishment of a separate Parlin-
ment should be tmed in our country, and we
view tho possibility with dismay,

“ Under the just and equilable laws made by
the Tinperinl Parliament we, in common with
the rest of the law-abiding people of Ireland,
Romnn Catholi¢ and Protestant, have felt our
liborties secure. We have lived in peace amd
good-fellowship with our countrymen, and have
steafastly opposed all religious ascendency.

But in tho event of the cstablishment of an

Irish Parliament, we are fully convinced that
the forces of Government will be in the hands
of the men who have all along shown dangerous
indifference to erime and outrage, and to the
clementary obligations of righteousness botween
man and man.
_“Much ns we porsonzlly esteem many of the
Roman Catholic hierarchy and priesthood of
Ireland, nevertheless wo eannot but beliove (in
all charity) that their ascendency would be
inimical to progress and good government, and
that under a Parliament such as is proposed
such ascendency would be inevitable,

“ As to the details of tho present Bill, we be-
lieve that, if it wero passed—

“1st,—Tho landed interest would be ruined,

“ 2nd . —Inseeurity of capital would act disas-
trously on our industries,

“3rd.—The proposals concerning Judiciary
and police could not fail to adversely affect social
order,

“ dth,—Many religious, charitable and edn-
eational institutions would find their resonrces
seriously erippled, if not extingunished.

*In short, civilisation, which, in spite of all
drawbacks, has been steadily progressing, would
under the Bill receive possibly a fatal check,

“ These arc our sincere convictions, and we
appenl to you,?ir brethron,who prize so highly
yourawn liberfics, civil and religious, not to dis-
miss with an casy optimism this remonstrance,
founded on personal knowledge of our own
country, You havo itin your power to prevent
the passage of this Bill; but you have not the
power to undo the mischef it will causoe if pass-
ed into law.”

The above has been signed by 85 per cent. of
the congrogation ; of the remaindor, some object
to churches dealing wih political maitters, and
others have already signed anti-Home Rule peti-
twns.—The News, London.

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OUR PRAYER BOOK.

——

The following is an extract from a Uuitarian
paper on the Book of Common Prayer.

# No wonder the Episcopalian loves the ser-
vice in his prayer book. For those to whom its
jeading thoughts are true, fo take part in it
must be like taking part in rendering a noble
aratorio. The simple stately phrases niove on
like solemn music. Observe their orderly pro-
cession—first the head bows in quict confession
and then uplifts a bright and shining face; then
follows. reverent listening as to oracles, Bible
oracles, broken by the peals of praise; then the
tirm tread of the ‘Creed; ' and last the bowed
liead again in the long, low responsive murmurs
of the collects and Jitany., Each part a beanti-
fui detail, each richly varied from the next, yet
all conspiring to unity. The serviee is a noble
work of art.

“ And it is what public worship should be, a
camanon service. The boolk is truly called the
¢ Book of Common Prayer” The people make
together that ¢ General Confession’ with which
it opens ; the people praisc in choral psalms and
slorins ; the people read the psulms for the day
in nlternation with the priest; the people voice
in unison their Credo; the people respond,
petition by petition in the litany, and take cach
of the Ten Commandments to themselves, and
by Amens appropriate the prayers and collects
which the priest recites; and here and there
the people rise, and here and there they kneel
together. The priest, though laving much to
vead, never for a long space reads alone, so close-
ly do the people follow him. Many ages and
experiences and modes can enter into this ser-
vice, and each find that which is its own ; the
little child in its first church-going will recog-
nize the ¢ Our Father' he has learnt at home,
and to the old in years it must be full of cluster-
ing associations. And the use of the same book
by all Episcopalians widens the eommunion
through all the lands. At the hour of worship
all who bear this name are treading the same
wardpaths of thought and praise. Let Sunday
eome, and whenever he can find his chureh, the
traveler is & native and the stranger feels at
home.

“ The sorvice, too, is old and links the gener-
ations in communion, Itis a century old ns
used in America, three centuries old or more in
its English form, while by many a phrase and
formula it is related to Liatin mass-books of the
Mother Church, The Glorias came resounding
down from that early Christian chureh that
even mothered Rome's.—Iachange.

“PRIESTS IN SIIOOTING JACKETS.”

Lord James Butlor, some ycars ago, in the
(ieneral Synod, referred in severe and scathing
tones to “ Priests in shooting jackets.,” Whether
his words were intended as a prophecy or not,
they appear, we regret to say, to be coming
true.  Fashion is a wonderful thing, and rules
even clerical ecircles. A fow decent old Evan-
gelicals linger on who still wear tall silkk hats,
eschew clerical collars and M. B. waistcoats,
and retain the ordinary frock coat. In one re-
spect they have gone with the tide—viz., that
they did not display the expanse of shirt front

known among the faithful as“ the breast-plate
of righteousness,” These men except for their
white ties, are not distinctively eclerical in their
appearance, but they are decently and decorous-
ly dressed, like respectable medical practi-
Uoners. Vet what are we to say about “the
Priests in shooting-jackets ?” These men are
uot, as a rule, Evangelicals; they are High

Churchmen; they wear the allronnd collar,
the soft and tasseliod or rosetted hat; butthey
wear also the shooting jacket. They aro not
all young men cither. A wman, of course, may
wear ashort coat in his study or in his garden;
but it is rather much to see this garment worn
on public oveasions, such as visitations and large
annual gatherings of the clergy. Some wmen,
too, who favour it donot even wear the shoot-
ing jackel in black, but we have seen il in light
grey. Where are we tostop? Wo heseech
you, brethren, to sutfer aword of exhortation.
Keep your cigarettes and shooting jackets for
private wxe; they arve all very well i their own
place, but that place is not the public streets
and roads and assemblios for Church purposes.
The plague has hegun, 80t is timo to say this
word. Remember the advice of Polonius to
Laertes—
“The apparel oft proclaims the man.”

We cannot get to the root of this fashion in
shooting jackets. Arc they a profano imitation
of the short surplice ? We trow not.  Are they
an affeclion of the squire’s attire? We hope
not, Wo despise the parson wha sinks his own
saered character, thinking that he is more of a
gentleman by dressing as a layman,  We can-
not make it out ; it may, perhaps, be @ question
of economy or convenience, but ifit be, let it be
indulged in private. A clergyman is a man
much observed and eriticized, often wnkindly
criticised ; but if' he is to be eriticised for his
vestments, whether inorout of church, let it
he on the ground that he is expecially eaveful to
look always what he i, Demeanour, dress,
and decorum during divine service go a very
long way. Weknow men who e so calm, so
reverent, so simple during divine service, that
we feel at onee impressed by them for good,
And we know men who are the very opposite,
who tumble into chureh anyhow at the last
moment, with tossed hair, flushed fiaee and
shortenced breath, You almost sce their avms
struggling into their surplices; and they end
as they begin. We don't wish men to affect
what they don’t feel, for an affected piety is
utterly nauscous ; but there is such a thing us
a simple, reverent dignity, whiclh beeomes o
clergyman both in an out of the ¢hnreh ; and on
Lehalf of this wo protest agninst “ Priests in
shooting juckets.” We speak as to wise men,
—Irish Eeclesiastical (fazeite,

IMMORTATITY.

There is certainly proballe foree in the his
torieal fuct that most eivilized men of all ages
and countries have believed in the immaortality
of their souls, without the Bible. Tven the
Ameriean Indians have always believed in the
Great Spirit, and expected a future existence
in the happy hunting grounds, The ancient
pagans universally believed in gods and nn fu-
ture state, except where they were corrupted
by power and crime like the later Romans and
the Athenians, toward the verge of national
putrescence. Their mythologies express the
real forms of their original popular heliefy.
Their philosophers, Socrites, Plato, Aristotle,
held tho immortality of the sonl free from the
fabulous coloring of the myths, but upon more
solid and rational grounds, The fact that the
ancient Kgyptians certainly expected the fi-
ture existence, not only of the soul but of the
body, is munifest from their extraordinary care
in embalming and preserving all the corpzes of
their deud.

The ancicnt and the modorn Chinese helieve
firmly in the future existence of the dead,
otherwise their anecsior worship, which is
nearly the whole of their practical religion,
would be an absurdity. The Indian ruces
are firm believers in immortality, except as the
pantheism of the Buddhist doctrine modifies
their hope of an individual personal conseicus-

ness beyond death, Tho Scythinns, Goths and
Seandinavians were firm bolievers in a future
existence. The whole Mohammednan world
holds immortality and a certain form of fMuture
rewards and punishments, just as distinetly
and us firmly as the Christians, We are also
cutitled to use the fact that jimmortality has
always been tho corner-stone of the Bible ve-
ligion, among both' Hebrows and Christinns of
all ages, as the fnctor in this historical arga-
ment,  For this religion has oither & divine
origrin, or it has not,  To thase who hold the
former origin the question of immortality is
settled ; those who deny its divino origin must,
of course, teach that Christianity, like the othor
religions of mankind, is the outgrowth of some
natural principles of reason and fecling belong-
ing to human naturo.—Ree. R, L, Dabuey

A procession was formed in the old
church, in rear of the new structure, consisting
ol'the wardens in surpfices, the surpliced choir,
the elergy, and the Bishop in his full yohes and
carrying his pastoral staft, and proceeded to the
east corner of the chancel within the church
where the stone was to be laid. 1t bore the in-
scription “ To the glory of God and for the salva-
tion of man, June 13th 1893.” The uzaal form
of office was used and beneath the stone were
placed in a tin box various coins of the realm, a

record of the Church services, Calendar of

Trinity University, Toronto, copies of Tus
Citrrenr GuaRrbiay, of Montreal, St, Catharing's
Journal, The Standard. The Star, and other pub-
lication as well ay the following Record after it
had been read aloud by the Rev, dr. Spencer:

The corner stone of the new St. Barnabas

Ningara, second Bishop of the Diocese, being in
the 561h year of the reign of our Sovereign Queen
Vietoria, the Right Honorable Fredk, Arthur
Stanley, Farl of Derby, being Governor-General
of the Dominion of Canada, is Honor, Geo.
Airoy Kirkpatrick, being It.-Governor of the
Province of Ontario the Most Rov. John Travis
Lewes, D.D.D.C.L., being Metropolitan; tho
Rt. Rey. Charles Hamilton, D.D.D.CL,, being
Bishoyp of the Diocese of Niagara : the Rev. Chas.
Herbert Shuit, M, A. being second Rector of
the Parish of St. Barnabas; John Gibson Gray
and Chas. J. Moors being church wardens ; Silas
W. Spillette, J, W. II. Wood and William Ellis
being lay delegates of the parish 1o the Synod of
the Diocese ; Charles J. Gibson,of Toronto,being
architeet, and Geo. Wilson, of the city of St.
Catharines, being builder. The building which
has up to the prosent timo been used as a
church was erccted by the Rev. Iy. Holland.
B. A, rector of St. George's Chuvch, in the
year 1873, on John street, and the distriet from
Genevit street easterly was set apart as a
separate parish, its first rector being the Rov.
Alex. Wellsley McNab, in the year 1879. In
the year 1890 it was thought advisable to move
it to its present position. This worl wus carried
an by the Rev. A, W, McNab, who collected the
necessary funds. It was thought wiso at the
time of the removal to put that structureon the
rear of the lot, in order thal 2 more commo-
dions and beautiful building could be erected in
front, the building 1o give place to 1 new one
and eventually (o be used as a school house. At
the Easler meeting of the vestry held in the year
1892, by a unanimous vote of the vesiry, it was
resolved to proceed at once with the building of
a permanent ¢hurch, and the prosent structure
has been the successful issue of the work of' the
commtice then appointed for the purpose.

Mackonzie Rivor, somo accounts of hor twelve
rears’ work there. Iler simple narrative was
?istencd to with rapt attention, and but for
questions put to her, she would have made no
montion whatever of the daily self-deninls and
positive sufforing, privation and loneliness such
alifo had entailed, Amongst the facts glenned
wero, that during s timo of special starvation,
when death stared the missionaries in thoe fuce,
and earried of thirty-six of their Indians, the
Rev. Mr, Spendlove on one ocension tasted no-
thing but water for five days, that Mrs. 8. and
Mrs. Bompuas (the Bishop's wife) * never actual-
Iy went longer than two days quite without
someothing,” that somothing boing a stray fish,
cunght by themselves, of a kind only enton by
Indians, in their oxtremity—tho good fish hav-
ing failed as had ull else—and their usual store
of tinned food and grocerios not reaching thom,
She told how God had almost worked a miraelo
to save them, and by 1t not only restored thejr
poor bodies, but nlso the expiring fuith of their
starving  converls, The story van thus:—
“My busband, who had gone on a fruitloss
search for relicf. was starting home.  On the
third they were uttorly exhausted. My hus-
hand knelt down on the track to pray. The
Indiuns said it is no use, ‘God will not hear,’

My husband loosed the dogs, and
strange to say, instead of lying down, thoy ran
oft'into the woods.  One of tho dogs enmo back
with his noso covered with blood,  The Indinng
followed, and found a moose killed by the wolves,
and nctually lefl by them untouched. The In-
dians said we will nover say again, * Thore is no
God,” and one of them wept.  When that mont
was brought to us, who had ealen none for so
many weeks, yon may imagino how gnod it
tasted |, In one quarter Mrs, Spend-
love told of faithful Christinn Tndians, 300 be-
ing communicants, and spoke of tho enconrage-
ments which more than counterbalanced the
hardships of the missionaries’ livesin tho frozen
north,  Of that most noble man, Bishop Bom-
pase, Bhe said o had during his whole thirty
yenrs of service only loft his post for three
months nbsolutely needed for his consecration,
With Mes, Spendlove was Miss Hatley, o young
lady who goes to Athabarea diocese to marry
the Rev. Mr. Luean, & missionary there, Al
her hearers felt how truly conreernted to Gal
murt be those who could thus give themeelves
upso entirely to His servico, benring separation
from their childeen and giving up “ the music
and sunshine of their lives " as willing saerifico,
“not counting the cost.”

Diocese of NYeww Westininster,

Personar.—We very much regret {o learn
from the Dioeesun organ, The Churchman's
(fazette, fur June, that the Lord Bishop of the
Biocese is still forbidden to atteml to business
matters owing to his not baving recovered from
the severe illness, very similar tu that of the
Lord Bishop of Montreal, fromn which he has
been suflering. The Bishop, in responte to an
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invitntion of tho Board of Domestic and For-
eign Missions, left in January lust with Mrs.
Sillitoe for n visil to the Kastern Provinces in
order to address meelings in reveral Dioceses
in furtherance of the work of the Boosrd.,  After
speaking in London, Montreal, Quehee, Ottawa
and other smuller places, the Bishop becume
uttorly incapacitated through a severe cold,
and on the 20th of March was ordered to bed
by his physician, who decided that the Bishop
was sutfering from pneumonia, For lwo months
or movo his Dordship was confined 1o his bed,
and, as appewrs from the June number of the
Gazette, 1s still unable to attend to his Episcopal
dutics. We feel sure that the members of ‘The
Church throughout the Dominjon will henrtily
sympathize with Mrs, Sillitoe and his Lord-
ship, and with his Diocese, and pray that he
may soon ho restored o complete henlth,
Owing to the illness of his Lordship, the Synod
was not ealled togethor in May as is usuad, but
it is propoged to hold a Speciul Session in ordey
to appoint delegates o the proposed General
Conference or Synod to be held 1w Torouto in
Septombor noxt.

The Synod of tho Divcese has been ineor-
oratatd by Act of the YProvincial Legislature,
By which tho Constitution and Canony of the
Synod have beeome part and pavcel of the
Statute law of the Provinee, says The Church-
man's (Fasette.  IL would appear that whilst the
Act was wnder consideration in Lhe Degislature
an offort waus mado Lo introduce o cliuse trans-
forving patronnge from the Lord Bishop of the
Divcese, as proposed by the Synod and the Aet,
Lo the congrogations, bui the attempt failed,
In regurd to it, howevoer the (fuzefte says:
“Tho incidont is instructive as an iltesteation
of the dungor that attonds any appeal unto
Cuwsnr; and, beyowd this, since nobody but a
Churchman would have takon the trouble to
moddle with the Bill at all, it shows thal (heve
aro Churchmon who huve (presumably) signed
n declaration of submission to the Synad, and
yot. deom themselves so much wiser thun the
Synod ns to take oven an underhand opportu-
bunity of attaining theiv own unwise ends and
dosires,” It is to De fonred this cliss of
churchmon is not (o be confinod Lo the Docese
of New Westminster,

Hosmran vor INprans—Tho Gfazette says
that tho hopes nnd ondeavours of many years
are woon to bo renlized in regurd to the ereetion
ol a cottage hospital for Tndinns al Ly tton,

Nomo yoeurs wyo the Rev, B L. Wright drew
the nitention to the neeessily for such an insti-
tution, and o lndy in Nogland, who works un-
tiringly for the Diocese, took up tho cause. and
gradunlly secumulated a sum of about $300,
Noarly $100 moro was ndded to this in contyi-
hutions at various places visited by the Bishop
during his visit o tho Bastern Provinees, nud
whila in Oitawn he obtained {rom the Indian
Dopartmont n grant of §500 for the purpose.
"Those sovoral swras will be insullicient for fue-
nishing, but they will cover the eost of the
building itself, comprising n largo ward, kit-
chon, sitting room and badroom tor the nuese,
bath room, ote.  Sistor Frances has kindly on-
dortakon Lo supply nursing from St. Tuke's

Perhaps some of our readers ave not aware of
the universal jurisdiction claimed Ly the Bishop
of Rome.  Iere it is in the language of FFerraro,
the Romun Canonist: “The Roman Pontiff is
the Father of futhers, the Bishop of Bishops, the
Ordinary of ordinaries, the diceesan Bishop of
the whole workd, universal Bishop of the Church,
divine Monarch supreme Fmperor, and King
of kings—in fact a kind of God, having power
over hoth Chiurch and State, as was signified by
the two swords which St. Peter had,” This is
4 very magnificent claim; but what grounds
has it to rest on? The New Testament says
nothing about it, nor does primitive Church his-
tory. The Conneil of Chaleedon was the first
General Couneil to rocognize in any shape a Ro-
man primacy, and then it was but a primacy
iwmong co-cqual bishops, and that not because
flome was “ Peter's See,” byt becanse it was
then the chiol city of Western Christinnity. As
a matter of fact the Church of Treland did not
aceept the Papal supremacy until it was forced
on it by English aathority at the Synod of
Cashel in 1172, Then the indepondont Albots
and Coarbs of Armagh came into subjoction to
the Papal autocrat, snd so continued till the Re-
formation,

1t isa re-
markable fuct, and full of happy augury, that
Digsent is coming to realize the infinite loss it
hag inflicted on the religious life by refusing to
follow in consecutive order through the yearly
seasons the progress of our Lord's earthly life
and ministry. Nolt to multiply insiances, we
have before us the leading article of two Meth-
odist journals, in one of which is advocated the
duo observance of Good Friday, in the other of
Hastor. It is filting for all devont Christians,”
says The IFree Jethodist, *to make these festivals
the season for meditationand prayer. Thore is
2 beantiful conception in the old term *The
Christian Year,' in other words, the Kalendar
of Grace, or a record of the birthday of our re-
demption and of our salvation.” That s true.
But the admission is conveyed in these words,
that m thiy particular Dissent has becon one
grand mistake, Acclitecture, art, musie, the
lealendar, and  liturgical worship, have in the
past been objects of scorn among Dissenters.
Their rejection us soul-destroying agencios was
a vital principle.  One by ono they are found to
possess a high value, and we are compelled to
asle: What, then, is left in Dissent that justi-
fies separation from the Church, when it has to
be admitted that most of the reasons for separa-
tion were hopelessly untenable?.

Sir,—I have to-day received a copy of the
Jowrenal of the Proceedings of the Provincial
Syned of Canada, held in Montreal in Septem-
ber Tast. 1 notice specially two crrors in con-
neetiom with the Diocese of Algoma. (A third
error is one of little moment.) 1. On pages

108 and 111 the resolution of our diocese re-
specting the Church consolidation scheme is
made ridiculous by using the word * Ontarjo”
instead of “ Canada.” In the Journal of the
Procvedings of our Tri-ennial Council the words
are as follows: ‘“Wo, the Bishop and other
clergy and lay delegates of tho Diocese of Al-
gomz, in Council assembled, accept and endorse
the scheme put forward by the conference of
delegates held in Winnipeg in August, 1890;
hut in reference to clause © h,” section 5, of that
stheme, our earnest conviction is that the whole
o' the eivil Province of Onturio should bo in-
cluded in the Eeelesiastical Provinee of Canada,”
In the Journal of the Provincial Synod the sen-
tenee eloses with the words * the Eeclesiastical
Proviuce of Ontario I” There is no “Ecclesi-
astical Province of Ontario” at present; and I
am at u loss to know why our diovese shouldbe

stultified by such an alteration, which will be
preserved as a permanent and authoritativo ro-
cord. Qur resolution wus carefully worded
after a long and earnest diseussion respecting
that * Church knot” to which, in the Toronto
Lmpire, I recently endeavoured to draw the at-
tention of our laity; and for the further discus-
sion of which (as this is the knot) Ishall shortly
ask you to give mo space. 2, On page 98 it is
stated that “delegates to the Conference” (at
Winnipeg) ““were appointed by all” the dio-
ceses “with the exeeption of Newfoundland
and Caledonia.”  This is not correct,  No dele-
gate was appointed, or attended, s a represen-
tative of the Diocesc of Algoma,

Lthies without God wounld be a varying rule
withoul principle, or substance, or centre, or re-
gulating hand. Moetaphysics without God would
make man his own temporary god,to be resolved,
after his briel' hour here, into the nothingness
oul of which he proceeded, All sciences may do
good service if those who caltivate them kiow
their place, and carrying them not beyond their
sphere ; all may, in different degrees, tend to
cultivate the human mind, altheugh no one
human mind has time or eapacity for all,  But
all will become antagonistic to trath it they are
deificd by their votaries; all will tend to exclude
the thought of God if they are mol cultivated
with reference to Him. IHistory will become an
account of man's passions and brutestrength in-
stead of the ordering of God's providence for
His creatures’ good. Physics will materialize
man, and metaphysics God,

Intellcec by itself, heightened, sharpened, ve-
fined, eool, piercing, subtle, would Lo after the
likeness, not of God, but of llis enemy, whois
acuter and subtler far than the acutest and the
subtlest.—Pusey.

Cor, xii, 4, The period of suffering is only a
“genson,” i.¢., short and transitory, to be fol-

11, For the manifestation of this deliverance
the whole race of mankind wuits with carnest
longing. The family is now subject to weak-
ness (s, xxxix, 6, ¢p., Py, cxliv, 4), to corrup-
tion, 1o sorrow and death, To this condition it
was brought, not of its own will, but through
Adam’s Full : by reason of him who hath sub-
jected the same,” Bul man does not acquiesce
in his ““low estate,” Ile has ever “groaned”
under a sense of the imperfections and limita-
tions of this present life. Under the tyranny
and bondage of evil habit, the soul never ceases
to protest against the dominion of Satan. In
overy ngo strenuous souls have striven, in the
darkness, to find out God and become one with
Him, The thickest clouds of heathenism have
been pierced with dim hopes of “a glorious
liberty,” an immortality free from the sins and
sorrows of this mortal condition. These have
often been vain struggles, and poor, weal
visions, of mere unenlightened reason, yet they
suflice to show that the race has never ceased
to hope for freedom or to aspire to perfection.

111. The Apostle draws attention to the great
minor chord—the strain of perpotual sadness—
which runs through the world's anthem of
praise and adoration, which is evor going up to
the Father of Mervies.

Here Chivistians have the “first fruits of the
Spirit.”  The ““full harvest” is to come. For
aseason they arve to bear about them a body of
corruption, they are to endure trial; they ave
to be wearied by the return of thoughts und
tendencies, and desires, which they abhor, and
which sadden the mind even when cheeked and
overconte,  Death has to be met—the dissolu-
tion of soul and body which must over be full
of awe o the living., Then shall come the de-
liverance, “this movtal shall put on immor-
tality,” and the faithtul one shall realizo “the
glovions liberty of the Souns of God,” to wit,
the redemption of the body.”  The glimpse of
a future lite, which cheered the heathen, was
bul at best a dream of the spirit’s immortality.,
The Resurrection of the body, and man’s com-
plete deliverance from physical sorrow and
death, implies the full vestoration of our man-
hood as it left the Divine and on the morning
of Creation, m all its first purity, glory, and
complote oneness with the Divine Purpovs‘c and
Will.  This is the glorious spring-time to which
the Christian is exhorted to ook forward.
As nature veveals the glory of her foliage, and
the graees of form and colour when the winter
is pust; as the sun comes forth in his splendour
after having been veiled awhile by the clouds,
s0 shall the righteous shine forth, and the sons
of' God be revealed in the day in which our

HYMNS AND HYMN WRITERS.
BY

A year later than John Keble, in 1793, was
born & poet, whose Evening hymn has, perhaps,
surpassed his; Henry Francis Lyte, the author
of ““ Abide with me, fast fulls the eventide”
His health was weak, and he had often to travel
abroad. In September, 1847, he returned home,
weak and ill, and to the surprise of his family
would preach once more. His sermon was a
touching one on the Holy Communion, and was
listened to with almost breathless attention, as
from a dying man. In the evening of the same
day, he placed in the hand of & near relative
that beantiful hymn, which has justly become
a favorite with all who know it. Soon after-
wards he was taken to the south of Europe,
and died at Nice, where ho was buried.

Of these later days, perhaps, no hymns have
oblained & wider acceptance than those of
Charlotte Blliott, TFor some years she lived a
quict and devoted life at Torquay, where =he
wrote many of her hymns in an arbour over-
looking the beautiful bay. She had much

‘practical sympathy with those in sorrow uud

suffering, and hence hor hymns have given
much comfort. We are indebted to her for the
well-known hymn:

. % My God und (not * my’) Father, while Tstray,”

Also:
¢« Just as I am, without one plea,
But that Thy blood was shed for me.”
Aud that one of considerable power and beuuty:
"¢ Christian, seek not yot repose;
1ear Thy guardian angel say.”

Another hymn-writer to whom we owe much,
and who alas! went out from us, some forty
yeurs ago, is Frederick William Faber. Some
of his hymns ave spoiled by sentimentalism, but
others are good and noble. The two which
have caught the popular ear, namely,

“ 0 Puradise, O Pyradise.”
And—
“# Iark, hark, my soul !
swelling,”
are by no means his best, Of the last men-
tioned, Bishop Alexander quaintly writes, that
it combines every conceivable violation of every
conceivable beauty,” Whatever aro its faults,
it soinchow finds its way to the hearts of Chris-
tian people.  Another favorite by Faber is:
“Sweet Saviour, bless us ere we go,”
and that most solemn hymn for Good Friday :
“Q come, and mourn with me a while.”

To John Mason Nealo, whose influence as a
hymn writer, has probably been greater than
any other poet in lngland in this country, we
are indebted for many well-known and beauti-
ful hymns, Of these we mention:

“The day, @ Lord, is spent,
Abide with us, aad rest,”
Neale was the son of a clergyman. and grad-
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uated at Trinity College, Cambridge, England.
Ten times he won the Seatonian prize poem, a
foat without a parallel. He was remarkable,
Loth as poet and linguist, and possessed an un-
equalledd power in translating hy mns from other
Janguages, retaining not only the force and
beauty of the original, but often the metre in
which they were written. But no medieval
research in which he was much engaged, and
no wandering among the strange ordinances
aml rites of the Hastern Church, drew him
away from simple faith in his Saviour, Jesus
Christ,

Of many other well-known and deservedly
popular hymns, we can here give no full |ar-
tenlars, but the following summary may, per-
haps, be useful.

“Qur blest Redeemer, cre e breathed
1is tender last farewell,”
wus written by Harriet Auber, who was born in
London, in 1773, The missionary hymn:
“Thou, whose Almighty word
Chaos and darkness heard,”
wax written in 1813 by Rev. John Marriotl,
The well-knowu Litany hymn:
v Lord, in this Thy merey’s day,
Ereit pass for aye away,”
is by Rev, Isaac Williams,
“The roscate hues of early dawn
The brightness of the day,”
is by Mrs, Alexandor, the composer of su many
delightful hymns for children.
“ [ heard the voice of Jesus, say,
Come unto me and rest,”
wus written by Dr. Horatius Bonar, and so was :
“A few more years shall roll,”

&e, &e, &e.
“Come, Lord, and tarry not,”
&e., &, &e,
“(i0, labor on; spend and be spent.”
&e, &e, &e.

And the Sacramental hymn :

“llere, O my Lord, I see Thee face to face,”

and lastly :—

“Onward, Christian Soldiers,”
is the work of Rev. S. Baring-Gould, and first
appeared in 1853,

With much more that might be written on
our subjeet, we cannot bring it to a close with-
out special reference to two hymn-writers who
have left an indelible mark on sacred poetry,
John Henry Newman, and Frances Ridley
Havergal, Newman, we are told, was a poet and
musician from his schoolboy days. e gradu-
ated at Oxford, but did not take in his examin-
ations the high place expected of him, In 1823,
he was, however, clected & Fellow of Oriel Col-
fege, and became one of that band of men who
madeso great a stirin the religious world.  In
1332, a change came over him; doubts and
gloom hung over him, he went abroad, when
e wrote the “verses”” which afterwards ap-
peared in Lyra Apostolica.  They were hegun
in Rome. The next year Newman caught a
fever, while in Sicily, and though dangerously
ill, he told his servant ho should not die, as be
had work to do in England. While on the
Mediterranean on his homeward voyage, he
wrote the beautiful hymn

* Lead, kindly Light, amid the encircling

gloom.”

Noone can fail to seo that the writer was
much affected by the circumstances in which
e was placed.  Another favorite hymn by
Newman is:

“ Praise to the Holiest in the height.”

On his return from Italy, Newman becume
immersed in the great religious controversy of
that eventful period. e wrestled long with
conflicting emotions, but found that his leanings
Romeward were at last too strong o resist.
The eables broke and he went,

The hymns of few writers have so quickly
became popular as those of Frances Ridley
Havergal. Her father was the Rector of Ast-
ley, in Worcestershire, the author of Havergal's
Psabmody and from whom sho seems to have
inheritod her remarkable, practical and musical
gifts, It is suid that she could play through
Handel, Becethoven, and Mondelssohn without
notes; and so astonishing was her memory,
that she knew by heart the New Testament, the
Psalms, and much of the Old Testament. Of
her hymns, which are in frequent use, we can
only mention the Advent hymn :

“Thou art coming, O my Saviour,”
and :

¢ Lord, speak to me that I muy speak,”
and:

“ 1 ¢ould not do without Thee,
O Saviour of the lost.”
and '
0 Saviour, precious Saviour,”
“Thy lite was given for me.”

Frances 1lavergal died in 1879, at tho nge of
forty-two, Onlya few minutos beforo her death,
while she was waiting as it were for tho
“wolden gates ' to be opened, she sang cloarly
through fuintly :

“ Jesus, [ will trast Thee, trust Thee with my
soul ;

Guilty, lost, and helpless, Thou can’st make

me whole.

There is none in heaven, or on earth, like

Thee:

Thou hast died for sinners; therefore, Lord,

for me.”

Such i3 a brief sketeh of a great subject.
From it, we shall have seen, how wo have
hymns in our hymn-hooks from all parts of the
world, from ancient and modern times, and how
the great heart of the Church had throbbed
alike in all generations, and how light and com-
fort have ever been streaming down fromi the
one service, to ease burdens and remove care.
We have passed under review hymns by writ-
ers of the Eastern and Greek churches, hymns
by Roman Catholies, Independents, Methodists,
and other religious budies, and sing them, as if
they were all written within the bosom of our
own Church. low plainly does this fact tell
us that, amid all diversitios that exist in the
Christian world, there is withal a wonderful
unity ! ILymns now form a chain which binds
together the Church of the past and the present,
us well as different nations, languages and
creeds, Who shall sny that hymns shall not
prove 1o be u powerful factor in bringing about
Christian unity, and forming that “one flack ”
which shall meet around the ‘Throne of God ?

« FORMS AND CEREMONIES.”

Wo desiro to say a few plain, simple, direct
and definite words under the above hending.
Our own conviction is that we shall do better
by strengthening the things that remain to us,
and rebuilding our breaches, than by sallying
out to attack others while our own fortress is
partially dismantled and our forces disorganised.
We are, naturally enough, reaping what others
have sown in the past, the fruits of careloss-
ness, irreverence, and ignorance. One speci-
men of the melancholy teaching of former days
was that which prevailed about forms and coro-
monies, in the name of spiritunl religion.
People were taught to despise and distrust all
forms and ceremonics as * weak and beggarly

clements;” a man could pray anywhero :1pd
everywhere; a church was well enough in its
way ; a man wanted no priest, no intermediary
of any kind ; a clergyman mm}']ht bo useful to
lead or conduct services, but t.

ere was nothing

in his offico to give any of thom special valuo
or eflicaey,

It was not to be wondered at that when at-
tendance at public worship was not more dotin-
itoly dwelt upon, and that, when dwelt upon, it
was put forward more beeause of what we got
than what we gave in il; when the idea of wor-
ship as something offered to God was xo littlo
recognized, that many practically came tothink
ofit as but littlo of & permanent and practical
obligantion.  We are dealing generally with this;
and other rosults of it were that the Saeraments
“ordained by Christ Himsel” wore placed in
the same catogory of forms and ceromonios, and
were treated with equal carelessness, suspicion,
or contempt by many, What lay at the root
of all this was the failure of recognising and
seeing and believing thal the wisible Chureh of
Christ is a Divine institution, endowed by her
great Head with manifold gifts and graces, and
as such tho agencey in His hands for all time for
training souls both for the 1lere and Herenfter,
Onee we grasp this great fundamoental trath wa
shall not Tightly despise or ignore the rervices,
offices, and sncraments of the Church, knowing
as we then shall do their Author, their orvigin,
their aim, und theirend, Bulas it is, how few,
comparatively, of our people have any dofinite
idea of these Church principles; and they can
hardly bo blamed, for they havo not been taught
them,

When a clergyman is personally respected
and popular, or if he be n good proacher, his
churech may beo fairly filled; but n change
comes, his successor is less atiractive and like-
able, many consoquontly stay away, and do so
without any compunction or qualms of conscienco
Of course & good Churchmun will value goowd
yreaching and bright and hourty services; hut
]m will not be absent himself from God's houso
and the Lord’s Tublo beeause tho services wd
germons are not all conducted with the decornm
and ability he would wish.  We know this us o
fact ; people have said to ourselves—monning,
we suppose, to be complimentary—“ Wo shall
not go to church while you aro having your
holiduy.” One is stunned to hear these things
said, oven kindly.

Then, again, ivok af what is found almost in-
variably in every parish, a number of young
men engaged in banks or husinesy housos who
never cross the threshold of o chureh ) this is
our own experience,  Wo spoke some time ago
to a lady about & young friend of hers, who he-
longed to this unhappy eluss, and her reply was
practically this: * Oh, make your mind easy;
I know very well Mr. Sr-and-So never goes to
chureh, but he is o very good Protestant for all
that ; Die is lodging in & Roman Cathalic honse
in the town.  There was n religious picture in
his room—zn picture of the Blessed Viregin,
“Pake it away,” Le said Lo the Tandlady, “Talee
it away out of that, or Ill Lreak it with iy
stick,”  Oh, dear, no, there's no fear of' Mr, So-
and-So; hie's a very good Protestant) indeed.”
Still we are inclined to ask, what is the noral
effect produced in the minds of Roman Catholies
with ‘whom such “good Protestunts™ lodge,
when they see they nover attend divine service,
and only exhibit their religious zeal in n de-
structive direction towards the religious sym-
bols of those who differ from them on these
points. Such people nre certainly n great
source of wenkness to us, wind we hold very (lis-
tinetly that their aloofuess from all public wor-
ship is fur too lightly thought of; indeed muny
people do not scem to consider it sinful, a view
the contrury of which we hold very docidedly,
considering the nature of the day, of the house,
and the service whick they treat with open
contempt, Bul, as already raid, one groat
source of this unhappy state of things i, that
we had not realised in past times, or perhaps
had forgotten, the divie origie nnd sanetions
of the Church and her xervices,  Indeed, so
much time and trouble wore devoted to depre-
cinting all this, even to denying it, that we cun
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not be nslonished that the ides of it had almost

ractically evaporated from amongst us,
gumly we cught carelully to redress the bal-
ance, not rushing violently in an opposite ex-
tremo, but slowly and steandily building agnin
the Tabernuclo of David that is fullen down, and
building ayain the ruing thereof. In 2 matter
tike this wo should not allow religious prejudice
1o poison our minde. ‘We should not despise or
under-ostimatle gront verities bhecause wo funcy
othors over-cstimate them. Those of us who
fool and know what i3 right here must nakeup
our minds to brave popular ignorance for o time,
in order to show in the end a more excellent
way. 'Phere is a chastencd, refined, reverent
tone and type of worship that is peculinr to An-
glicunism which wo should cultivate; and that
such a tone und type resting, ns we believe it
does, in faith, on the reslitics of the mysterios
with which wo nre dealing, is nceepiable to God,
we cunnol doubt, and that it has s benoficial
and blessed reflox sction on these who conscicn-
tiously practise it, wo are equally certain.—
Trish Feclesiastical Gazette,
