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IRISH « PROSPERITY."

At the annual dinner last week of the Bal-
linasloe Agricultural Sceiety, Major D’Arey J.
P., in replying to the toast of tho Lord Licu-
tenant and Prosperity to Ireland,” is reported
to have spoken as follows : —

As regarded the prosperity of Ireland he bolieves
that all Irishmen wished for it. But there were
degrees of prosperity, Ile would not discuss their
views there as to what might make them more
prosperous. There was generally a statistical ac-
couut given by the Lord Licutenants whenever they
were calledto judge upon the condition of the
country, He considered those uccounts the most
fallacious they could be called npon to lock at.
He had stated that the prosperity of Ireland was
proved by the fuct that they liad s0 many millions
locked up in bauk at 1} per cent.  Farmers konew
very well that 1o lock up money in this way that
might be payiog 15 0r 10 or 8 per cent certainly
wad no sign of prosperity or coufilence. Tuat
monev would not be locked up if they had prosper-
ity, Lutely it bad been alleged that the couatry
wa3 not prosperous, because there was a deficiency
ot capital locked wp at one and a half per
ceut.  Ie believed that the moaey was being turned
into use in working the land. "IHe Delicved that
the country was prosperous. and that they had a
most prosperous season. He next alluded to the
subject of ihe labitations of the peasautry, He
thought that at present it would be impossible for
the stranger going through Ivelnnd and seeing the
babitations of people to sny that that was s prosper-
ous country. 'They know that there were heuses
that prople were living in that were n disgrace to
uny community. 1Ic bad been the other duy to see
nnan who had Leen injured, and he found a whole
family living in o room from 15to 15 feet gquare,
A clergyman—a friend of Lis—had been called
upon to see a family, and he found them all liviog
in @ single room, one of the number lying at tho
time ia fever. The sanitary laws wero a step in the
right direction, but they were of no use taken alone
by themselves, There was a great danger cf turn-
jng the sanitury officers into a crowbar Liigade.
They have given 20 millions to abolish slavery in
Americn. It would be a great hardship to say ton
man who had purchated an cstate that he must
have s fresh house provided for each of hig people,
It struck him that if A sum of money wag raised
for new dwellings—say two millions or so—atalow
percentage, they could then say to every landlord
tbat no such habitations shouald exist. A fine
could be exacted from these who allowed such
buildings to continue.

Adrianople that the sease of duty is so stroog
among the wounded thata Turkish officer here
now declares in saber earaest that he is golng to
shoot Limself if he is not cured, and able to assume
aga'o the command of kis battalion in a Drtoight.
The only difficulty the English surgeong enconuter
is the repugnance shown by many of the wounded
to submit to the amputation which would afford the
only chance of surviving. To mention only onc
si ngle instance—There is an Arab in the hozpital,
a splendid swarthy fzllow of the pure Bedouin
b reed, who could tealise an easy fortune if he sim-
ply weut to Paris to sit s a model to the painters.
I3 was shot in the right ankle at lski Sagra, and
ng ho remaiped n fortnight without any further
medical attendanca than the first dressing applied
by Dr. Leslig, it is no wondur that his wound got
in such a state &s to render amputation of the lur
necessary, but he seys that he has beien created
with two leps, two arme, ald two eyes ; and that he
will go to Tleaven with two legs, two arms, and two
eyes, if he has to die, I asked him if he would not
like to see his family again? A Dbitter expression
passed over hLis face, ns he answered, ¢ How would
my family care to s:0 me come back withone leg 7"
The man was right. Itis painful to say, but the
Turkish Government which does not think it worth
while to devote aay furtherattention to the gallant
soldiers who d+fend the country as soon as they
are disabled, is also Indiffercut to the distressed
condition of those who return home in a condition
preveating them from earning their livelihood nny
more. Auy one who knows the egotistic tone of
BEustern family life, will casily understand the
mnan's relnctance to go brek and throw hims:if for
maintenance on the country.

" THE DEFEAT O¥ THE TURKS IN THE
SHIPKA PASS ON THE 17th INST.

The following official despatch has been re-
ceived from Gorney Studen with regard to the
cngagements in the Shipka Pass on the 15th
inst:—

The enemy on the night of the 17th inst stealthily

approached ourright wing on Mount Nicholas, This
was discovered by s hidden outpost on the right
wiog, and Lieutenant-Colonel Sandeizky, of the
Volbynian Regiment, who was’in command at that
gpot, gave orders to the troops to hold themselves
prepared, and to await the attack. Captuin Oata-
poff, commanding the first company of Rifles,
allowed tha Turks to approach within fifty paces,
and then, by volley, put them to Nigut. This
accurred at five o'clock in the morzing: Lateron the
enemy mado two more attacks but reireated towards
nino o’clock, 'T'he Turkish attacks on our centre
were fecbler, and ceased towards nine o'clock, Thbe
engagement which commenced a4 three am,, on
Mount Nicholas, was the most violent of all, The
Tuike scaled the rvock in dense masses, hurl-
ing hand grenadss among our troops, and succeel-
ed in driving beck two co.npanies out of our front
trenches. "They then began constructing trenches
with gabiona and fucines which they had carried
with them. Notwithstanding our sustained mus-
ketry ard artillery fire the Turks continued to pour
up the ascent, aad towurds six am., hoist-
ed on the rock a white flag with o red
crescent, in consequente of which we suspended
firiug for o time. The first counter nttacks were
repulsed, but towards cight am. the Turks were
beaten down from the height, and almost entirely
anaihilated by two companies of the Skitomer and
one company of the Volhynian! Regimeunts, The
catire slope was thickly covered with Tarkish dead
to the number of no lees than threethourasd, The
column which oppesed tho assault was at first
commanded by Colonel Tinschelnikoff, bub this
officer was subsequently wounded, and the com-
maud was then assumed by by Prince Chilkofl,
Licutcnant Colonel of the Volhynian Regiment,
Our artillary fire was very effective cgpecially that
of the 4th Battery of the 14th Brigado, under Colo-
nel Hoffman, and the First Battery of Prince Mert-
scheasky, one of thie Emperor’s aides.de-cnmp, who
was killed, After his death the command passed to
Licutenant X.iddren, who dispersed several Tarkish
storming cnlumns by shells, Tieutenant Liddren
was himself wounded. The Hoppers of the 2nd
Baltalion, nader Licutenar.t-Colonel Rieswty, also
behaved with gallantry. Our loss is larger than
was at first announced It amounts to thirty-one
officers and one thousaund men killed and wounded,
Awmong the Intter is Colonel Reoner TFeredt, of thoe
General Staff. Tho defence of the 17th wis con.
ducted by General Radetzky in person,

WHAT EGYPT IS WORTH TO ENGLAND,

If Rugsin after the war can obtain possession of
Armeuia, or Bulgarla, or Roumelin, or Constantl-
nople itself, and deems it for her interest to do so,
ehe will most assurcdly not be reetrained by any
Iack of n precedent for annexatiou aficr conquest,
There is not a great power iu exiatence in whosge
annals she could nat find smple justification if she
required it, and assuredly no reasonable exception
cotild be taken to her appropriation of the fruits of
victory by the power which holds Gikraltar, Mslta
and Indin, Aloreover,there is absolntely po reason
why the occupation of Egypt should not be under-
taken with the sanction and consent of Tinkey her-
steif. The Turks, to do them justics, care littls or
nothing abouil mworal force ov international pre-
cedents,  What they waot is material aid ; and
short of armed nsslatance, which we are not pre-
pared to give, the service they most value would
be pecuniary assistance, .

At the present crisis money is the most urgent
need of Turkey, and there is ground {o think that
the Porte would gladly transfer its suezrain rights
over Egypt to Hogland, if we would purchase the
capitalized value of reversion of Egyptian tribute.
This tribute in roun.d numbers amouats to £700,-
900 & year, and at thirty years' purchnge its value
would be £21,000,000. As the tiibute, however, is
clrcady mortgaged for the punyment of the loans of
1854 and 1871, amounting to closo upon £9,000,060,
its salable valus would be estimated at more than
£12,000,000. Tora eum of half this amount pnid
down in cash the Porte would be willing enough to
cede to England the suzeminty of Egypt, If [am
told that to give money to Tarkaey at this moment
would bo detrimental to the cause of Russis, I ean
only say that what wo have to consider are not the
interests of Russia any more than thore of Tuerkey,

women coming from various quarters of the town.
Picture to yourself, if you can, the sufferings of
{hese poar thinga withont light—thero i3 not a gill
of oil or o candle out of the guardhouses here—
with empty stomachs, and sick hearts, for the news
of tho hangings at Philippopolis have somechow
reached this place. Andthere is nbundant evi-
dence that nll these people were two months ago
what we eall well-to.do. Theirs is no case of
wretched beings inured to misery and hardened by
perpetual want,  Thero is not a rookery or n homao
of sqnalor fu the town., Kvery building stands in
what was a short time ago a well-kept garden and
possesses even still innumerable evidences of former
comfort. Carlova wmust have bLeen in  happy
timesn  littlo Paradise, and Sopot was nnother ;
situsted in Cumberland.lilke rcenery, with little
artificial canrls  diverted from tlhe mountain
streams rupning through each plot, where every
sort of flower nnd  vegetable known in temper-
ate climer floutished in glosious profusion, The
amplo pasturage produces the best meat and milk
in Tmkey, The wild flowers everywhere provide
enormous quantitics of honey. The profitable
manufacturo of the native cloth hed Trought gene-
ral pecnniary prosperity, and the result was that,
in the opinion of four old travellers, Carlova nnd
fts neighbourhood was the aue place in which, al.
wiys excepting his own dear home, cach would
have liked to live, But what Ins tho rutblessness
of armed  ruflianism  brought this to? We are
camped in what appearstohave been o large kitchen
garden.

arrested ard sent there.  Wo held out false hopes,
I am afraid, by assuring her that the Pasha declared
he was only banging wicked men ; that reports of
horror were always exsgierated, and she should hopo
for the best, &c. But the still desolation, hearirending
as it is, was completely driven from our minds when
we oncountercd the weeping nnd groaning misery of
como 2,000 poor souls whom we relieved from the
prugs of acute hungerin our rounds through thetown.
At first, as our arabas halted under their carefully-
boarded windows, with Englishmen standing in
thom, their sleeves turmed up and their clothing
all white with flour, the poor things were afraid to
open their doors. Soon, however, hunger-driven
old women come trembling to a quickly-opened
side door, and; with an nervous glance up and dowa
the street, held up their aprons, and in many cases
slipped off thelr petticoats, to receive the shower of
rico and flour -from our paws. Each, according to
the number of souls in the house, received abouta
forinight's supply. All wept bitter!y and invoked
ull the diffurent blessings they could think of upon
our heads. By degress, findiog nothing terrible
happening, ¢ nfidence came, and our waggons were
surrounded by crowds of famished-looking women
and children, of all ages, pushing and struggling to
get near, in tho vala endeavour to bz sorved first.
Wowmen in tho back-ground held up their hastily
constructed bags and their children, and, with im-
ploring looks aud prayers, begged mnot to be left
out. From morning to night this has gone on for
two days, nad still net balf the people have been
approached..

ELAND'S FIDELITY TO THE FAITH
1R OF ST. PATRICEK.

CARDINAL MARNING'S SERMOM,

AT THE CELEBRATION OF THB JUBILRE OF ST, PATRICK'S
CIICRCH, LIVERPOOL.

The following sermon wxs preached by his Emi-
nence Cardiral Manning, at the recent celebration
of the golden jubilee of St. Patrick’s Church, Liver-

ool.
F His Emioence took for his text the words, ' So
speak ye, and so do, a8 being to be judged by the
law of liberty,” from the sccond chapter, {welfth
verse of the Epistle of 5t. James. His Eminence
said:

Perhaps come one would ask, * Why should we
keep the jubilee of St, Petrick’s Church 7 Isthere
anything strange or singular in a church fiffy years
old? They who know the undying life of the Ca-
tholic Church know that there is nothing strange
in o Catnolic altar or n Catholic church living for
fifty years. Nevertheless, there are reasons distinct
and strong why we should pray and celebrate with
great rejoicing the jubilee of St. Patrick's, in Liver-
pool. 1t was opered and dedicated fitty years ago
~—years while the penal laws wero even then on the
gtatute books of England. There were then laws
against the Catholic Church and faith still in vigor,
and the remnants of the most refined and cruel le
gislation the world has ever scen—save only Ire-
land.

That supplied onereason which can never return,
It is also the first jubilee since the cancelling and
blotting ont frcm the statute books of the laws of
our country of those Iaws against the holy faith of
Jesus Christ. Now we have liberty spreading on
every side. Twenty-five years ago the Church in
England, which till then had no hierarchy, no dio-
cesan, no internal jurisdiction, no apostolic author-
ity, received once more that full and perfect order
of the Church, with all the plenitude of apostolic
aunthority, which Jesus gave to Peter, and which
passed from Peter to tho Apostles, whose successors
our bishops are, These were two reasons why this
jubilee should be kept that day. Iunthe words of
the text, St. James admonishes all the faithful so to
speek, and so to do, as men that will be judged by
the laws of liberty—that liberty which was purchas-
ed by the Precious Blood of Jesus Christ, the Giver
of all liberty to man, without whom no liberty can
exist, and in whom the bondsman is madefree, If
you believe the truth, it shall make you free, and,
if the Son make you free, then you will indeed be
free. What is tho bondage ? What is thisliberty ?
It is the liberty of God from the bondage of Satan.,
Let us then understand os clearly as we may the
nature of thislaw. It is not written with pen and
ink ; it has & deeper,& more spiritual existence. It
is recorded in the soul of man, Tt is the imageto
which God made us in our creation. It is the will
which He has given us—a will free to do His will,
but brought into bondage by sin, by the world, the
flegh and the devil. God has given to all His crea-
tures a power of acting according toibeir instincts ;
gven the irrational dumb creatures of His hand are
governed by His law, They feed, they lie down,
and rise up by the action of the stupendous law of
His intelléct, They have no will, and thercfore
have no liberty ; they have no will, because they
have no reason or intelligence. They have hunger
and thirst, but they have no conscience whereby to
govern themselves ; but God made man to Hie own
image and likeness.

He gave him areason and an intelligence like His
own. He gave him tls power over his own actions
according to the dictation of that reason. All his
appetites, passions, and impulses ought to be nnder
the dominion and government of hig reason. The
conscience ought to conform to the will of God.
God Himself is law, and the law gives the most per-
fect liberty. There is one thing only which God,
by reason of His perfection cannot do—Ho cannot
do ¢vil. To do evil is an abuse of liberty; and they
that abuse thefr liberty fall under the bondage of
sin that very moment; aud a man that commitssin
is the slave of the devil. The law of liberly con-
sists in the freedom of that soul which God has
givenus. It is like His own,and ought to be gov-
erned by the' light of reasop, and illuminated by
the light of faith,  'Weo were under the bondage of
guilt and the Precious Blood in our Baptism, and
our absolution in the Sicrament- of Penance, we
were set freo from the. guilt of sin... Sin dwells in
every one, and holds many in bondage, and we are

Ho always acts in conformity with it
His will i8 determlnned by His infinite love, and
conforms itself to these divino- perfections: He
created man to his own image. Through the Pre-
cious Blood of Jesus Christ, and the sanctification
of the Holy Ghost, He restored that image to the
faith. . God has written his law upon the tablets of
the hearts of those who believe in Him and -who
love Him. 8t. Paul says the Ten Commandments
were not made for the just but for the unjust man.
That is to eay, wo do not build walls nor set up
fences to protect our property against the honest
man, but against the robber and the unjust, God
made tkoso laws that were written upon tables
of stone, for the wicked and unjust, the blasphemer
and the murderer, against those who broke the laws
of holy purity and truth. He has wisely writlen
upon tablesof stone, because the hearts of menare
like stone. He bas also wrote them s0 that they
would never be forgotien, but would impress them-
selves upon the hearts and miods and the cen-
gciences of those who heard them and are dis-
ciples of Jesus Christ, They who are in the
favor of God will endeavor to lecp as far as can
be, from & breich of the law in their consciences,
and strive to carry out the whole commandment—
the love of God and ot their neighbor, To love
our neighbor with & pure heart, in faith, ia charily,
and in all sincerity is the plain meaning of the
words. At first sight, it scems a little difficult to
understand how there can be law and how there
can be liberty, bat if we only basa our lives upon
the perfections of God, then we shall understand
the law of liberty, He would give one example
which would abundantly suflice to ihem above all
others, for that one example would bo the life of
the glorions St. Patrick, their patron saint,

When a youth St. Patrick was carried away into
captivity and bondage into Yrelamd, After six
mounths captivity he was, by the yrovidence of God
freed from slavery. After a little while he was
again carcied into captivity inTreland. 'Twice over
a boiudsman, and then ngain free, Perbaps every
one of us would bave said, after being twice in
bondage, we would take good care mever again to
go to Xreland. Every motive of this world would
bave kept him away from her shores, but there was
a law of liberty higher than this world There wag
a freedom above that to which he had been restored.
There was a liberty of the love of God; the liberty
of the love of souls, and tho liberty of Ireland and
her people, which was constantly before him.  As
he tells us, he seemed to hear a voice crying from a
weod by the side of the western ses, ¥ Holy youth
comse oned more and walk amongst us.” He saw
also tho little children of Ireland from generation
fo generation lifting up their hands {o him and
praying him to come and give them the light of
the word of God, Yet liberty was dear to him:
home, and safety, and bis friends were dear to him ;
and his kindred came about him and besought him
not to go. He wavered, it may be for a moment,
between the love of God and the love of the gouls
that were perishing in Ireland—the love of home,
and liberty and kindred. The love of God pre-
valled, e gave up all that ke possessed ; he dis-
entangled his heart from love of home and Findred;
and ho went back to Ireland—no longer a bLonds.
man but free in time and eternity, He went back
to Ircland asa pastor of souls ; asa soldier follow-
ing the banmner and fighting in the cause of the
King of Heaven ; permitted by the successor of
Peter to open up the pates of true life—the way of
truth and the life by which we may come to the
Father, and without which there i3 no entrance to
true bliss.  This was an example of the liberty of
God constraining the free will of man in that law
of liberly to give himaelf in order that he may ac-
complish the will of God upon ecarth, to glorify
Him aud gather into His eternal kingdom the souls
for whom Jesus Ch:ist ¢ehed His blood. They had
heard in tradition that our Lord promised to St.
Patrick that he would never loge the inheritance of
ihat people which God had given him. Cerlainly
that promise had bzen accomplished, and not in
Ireland rlone—England has received tho faith and
logt it twice over. England is now upon the ‘trinl
of her faith, and is losing it day by day. Irdland
has never lost her faith.

8he has never wavered or faltered through all
maaner of persecutions. With the Divine assist-
ance, coming from the Holy Ghost, the people of
Ireland haveremained faithful to Jesus, thelr Lord,

VARIOUS HISTORIES AND
OF POFE PIUS IX.

This year of Pope Pius Ninth’s celebration of the
fiftieth year of his Episcopal Consecration, has had.
three volumes published, each set forth as, less or
more, “the U/ of Pope Piug IX.” Tuking themup in
the order of time, the first was the “poprlarlife” of our
Popo, that was written by Bev. Richard Brennan, the
gealous young pastor of the Church of St. Rose of
Lima, in New York city, Our Holy Father bas
bleseed, very often,and continues tobless, all those,
clerical or laymen, who, eufficiently lnstructed,
write, and publish, edifying works. Father Bren-
nan, stirring up tho gift he received, especially, In
ordinatiov, hag, by laborions, and various writings,

ing of the Holy Father, His # Popular lifa of Our
Holy Father, Pope Pius IX,” was n suggestion of
bis own Catholic heart. Its infention was, to stirup
devotion to the Vicar of Christ, on occasion of the
Fiftieth Anniversary of his Consecration rs Bichop.
Father Brennan, modestly, and truthfully, eays:
% This book does not claim to Le a history of the
Pontificate of Pius IX. I have merely
sought to place in the hands of the general reader
a story of eanlted virtues, of meekuoess, firmness,
humility patience, courage, faith in God, devotion,
to the Blessed Virgin, unbounded charity towards
all men ; in & word a bistory akin to the
life of a Saint.”

The great acc:ptance Father Richard Brennan's
little volume has had, is a mark that he has attained
what he sought.

The second Life of Pope Pius IX, that this year
bas brought forth, in New York, is one by M. Jokn
Gilmavy Shen. Mr. Bhea is & writer tbat has
desarved much,and received little, from the Catholic
public, for very important, and accurate, historical
work.

This present volume of his: “Lire or Porz
Prgs IX, aNp THE Grear Events 1y TteE History
or tir Cnuror Durixe His PoNtiFicate;” could not,
and therefere does not, juslify the title. Such a
i« Lifa of Pope Pius IX, and the great events” cannot
be written in full, except by one not only with
genius, but with preparation of grand and al-
together extraordinary and heroic studies, in the
entire history of the Church, and in the entire Lody
of Catholic doctrine, dogmatic and moral.

John Gilmary Shea, a man really learned, and of
great merits, would be the first to say that he had
uaderiaken no such role. His volumeon the lifz
of Pope Pius IX,, =0 far s we have found time to
examine it, is accurate as to fucts—with the distince
tion that anecdoles are introduced, that are not cer-
iain facts. His volume Is entertaining, and worth
baving, and very edifying. But throwing evers-
thing else aside—the Life of Fope Pius IX. is =
graund Epic! And the end of it is not yet |

That is an cmbarrassment to authors of his
tLifel” except,like Father Richard Brennan, they
avow that their work is one of piery, without ecien-
tific aim.

The third of these pholographs by the wayside, is
the latest, largest in bulk, and most ambitious in
design, and in style, It i3 by the Rev, Bernard
O'Rielly, of New York. The author is a fluent
writer. Somuch so ag to recall to memory the old
saying : * Easy writiog is hard readivg!®

De Tocqueville, in bis mest valaable volume
& La Revolulion et U'Ancient Regime," states that there
are single sentences, in that very valuable work, that
cost him months of research to ascertain.

Ttev. Mr. O'Reilly’s large volume is entitled :

¢ A LIFE OF PIUS 1X, DOWN TO THE EPISCOPAL JUBILEE
oF 1871

It is a large octavo, of a little over five hundred
pages ; over three hundred pages of which are takeu
up with the life of Pope Pius IX previous to Lis ex-
altution to the Papal throne, and with the first
four years of his PYapacy. Less than two
hundred pages are given fo the grand events, dog-
matic and ecclesiastical, of the years from 1850 to
1877,

But, to do Mr. O'Reilly justice, he confines him.
self principally,to the political events of the yeurs that
Pope Pius IX bas reigned. Mr. O'Reilly has been
demonstrative, expansive, diffusive, in seiting forth
his story—(o proper way of writing ¥ istory ") There
are many paragraphg, that, in & hurried thumbing,
we could challenge, as too hastily, and thoughtless.
ly, written. There are many other incidents, re-
corded by him a3 facts that ought to have been
vsrified ; otherwise than he hasdone, or clse ommit.
ed. Wo have, from his Elevation to the Ponti-
ficate, bLeen & cl:s3 watcher on the words, and
acts, of Pope Pius 1X, as Vicar of Chrlst; and we
find some sentences of Rev. Mr. O'Reilly’s fast writ-
ing offensive.

Without going into n useless detail, it is suf.

ficient to say that he sometimes states as fucts,
what, in the time of their supposed occuirences,
were by the wise understood to be fictions, For
what, if facts, it would be important to prove as
such, he either gives no autnority, or ihe reports of
worthless gossips.
In regard to supposed facts not duly accredited
to the public belief otherwise, what trust can be put
in a writer that, as in this book, says Archbishop
Mosquera was exiled from bis See of Santa Fodo
Bogota, in Colombin, by his own brother—tho old
comrade of Bolivar ?

She found in him a tyrant; not a small,
teasing tyrant, such as those who have been so
long her curse and her shame, but one of those
awful tyrants who at long intervals seem to be sent
on carth like avenging angels with some high com-
mission of destruction and renovation. He was no
man of half meagures, of mean afironts and un-
gracious concessions.

. MEDIATION RUMOURS AND WAR
~ T PROSPECTS

" The rumours of mediation which wera current o
few days ago do mo! seem to have acquired con-
sistency with the lapse of time. There are reasons
indeed for believing that at the Salzburg inter.
view between Prince Blsmarck and Connt Andrasy
gome liots were thrown out on the side of Ger.
many which, if taken readily, might Lave resulted
in’a *demonstration in favour of Russian policy,”
‘and . perbaps in energetic steps in the same direc-
tion. It sorely disturbs the calculations of Terlin
to find that Russia is so little able to cope with the
Ottoman LEmpire, and in consequence Aushia is
isivg into an importance which the Hapeburg
Monarchy has not possessed since the year of
Sadowa. As it would be strange, however, if this
state of things wes disngreeable to Austrla, it bas
resulted, by all atconnts, that Count Andrasy hns
displayed more firmness than had been expected,
There is, it must at the same time be observed, n
considerable amount of pro-Russian feeling in
Austrian Court cireles, 23 well as n consi derable
desire among military men that the embarrass-
ments of Turkey should be used in the interests of
a territorial extension of the Austrian Empire. So
long, bowever, as the Turks maintain their ground
we do not see much reagon to dresd any attempt to
force them from their position on the part of Aus-
tria, and we hardly apprehend that Germany will
embark on any enterprise of Quixotic Philo-Slavism
with a revengeful France in her rear.

The Russians are siraining every nerve to gain
some advantage before the winter sets in, and some
accounts state that there is aserious design of cor-
ducting bhostilities during the winter, on the cal-
culation that Russian soldiers will be better able to
bear the hardships of cold than the natives of Syria
and Arabia. It may be pointed out, however, that
thero i3 room for a good deal of miscalculation
when we come to such matters the respective capa-
cities of different races of men for enduring climatic
irregularities and scverities, The Neapolitan
troops in Napoleon's grand mimpy of. invasion bore
the intensc rigour of the Russian winter better ihan
any of their fellow-soldiers. Oa the other hang, it
should follow, on this climatic theory, that British
troops ought rlways to have succumbed to the
native armies of India, whereas we know that the
teverse was the cuse, It may easily turn out,ac.
cordingly, that the Asiutic leviciof the Sultan may
be found to develope unexpected powers of endur-
ance, and that if they be, asit seems they are down
to the present, the better soldiers of the two, they
may also prove themselves the hardier vetcrans
also. Besides, it has been pointed out by a sound
military critic that the hardshizs of winter in Bul-
garia are by no means confined to cold, and are ofa
nature which must tell in a far greater degree upou
tho Invaders than upon the invaded. It is the con-
tinual rain which renders Bulgaria so unfit for cam-
palgning purposes during the winter. The roads,al.
ways bad, are converted into mere open dratns, in
which men, horses, and especinlly waggons snd
artillery, sink hiopelessly at every attempt to make
progress. As the Russians are under an absoluate
neceesity of advancing, and ng they must draw their
supplies and reinforcements from immense dis-
tances, the difficnlty of commnupication is far more
fatal in their case than to the Ottoman armies.
The Grand Dukes have, we suspect, lost too many
men alrcady by bullef, bayonet, and disease, for
them to run the risk of a wholvsale starvation of
their forces into the bargain.

We have to face, according to the balance of
rrobabilities, a remewal of the campaign in the
spring, The most extensive orders for clothing,
tents, and other shelter, ammaunition and provisions
have been given by the Russian Government within
the last couple of wecks, and ecverything shows
that it is bent on using up cvery rescurse of tho
State in order at least to wia back some portion of
military prestize. We greatly fear tbat Russian
Government is hurried on to these desperate mea-
sures by the feur of 8 more dreaded foe tham even
Osman Pasha. ,The accounts from the iaterior of
the Empire go to show that the most profound
dissatisfaction bas been excited by the worthless
generalship of the Imperial Princes, and we pay
be sure that 1he dismal plece of theatricalism, the
erection of a sort of “ Imperial box” for the obser-
vation of the spectacle at Ployna by the Tsar and
his suite, kas gone a long way towards cmbittering
the popular mind against the governing house, At
the same time the split between the Panslavists,
who were the original authors of the war, and the
oflicial classes who expected to monopolise the
glory of it, has declared itself with extreme vencm-
ousness,. Tchernajeff has been refused a military
command, Tgnatieff hns gotleave to absent himself
indefinitely from Court. Tcherkasski,the redoubtable
"Tichcikasaki, 8 in evident disgrace. The leading
orgaus of the ultrn-national movement are warned:

IMPORT OF AMERICAN CATTLE AND
MEAT AT GLASGOW.

Notwithstanding the dulness of trade generally
over Scotland, there has been & considerable incrense
iq the import of live caltle, dead meat, and pro-
visions from America. The Anchor, Allan, and
States line steamers that trade between the Ciyde
and America have had no lack of cargo of this kind
to bring home. especially during the last month,
Of coursethere has been a decrease during tho
summer months In the quantity of dead fresh meat
and mutton brought over, but this has been made
up by the importing of caitle and sheep alive. The
live bullocks Janded number 1,350, as against 670,
421,348 during the months of July, June, and May
respectively ; and the live sheep brought over num-
bered 1,097, as against 635 during the previous
month, There were only 65 horses imported as
against 108 acd 109 during July and June. Ofdead
meat thers were 3,000 quarters of fresh beet received,
about 100 quarters above July’s import, and only
about a third of the avernge of the winter and spring
monthly supply. In tinned meats there were 10,
500 boxes—double the average of the previous threc
months. There were also a larger quantity of salted
beef and pork landed, numberiug respectively 3,933
and 1,260 barrels, ag egainst 1,000 barrels of beef
and 240 barrels of pork in July. Fully 5060
packeges of cured bacon and 609 barrels of hams
and tongues were received, being an iocrease of
about a thitd over the previous month's average.
The following are the quantilies of butter and
cheese received during tho last four months :—

May -« 2,300 tubs 16,060 boxes.
June 9,300 ,, 36,060 -
July .. 21,600 ,, §3,000
August .. 27,200 ,, 74,000 ,

There were also about 4,000 barrels of grease,
lard, and tallow landed during the month.—Con-
tempary.

THE WAR NEWS.

There i8 & rumour from Berlin to the effect that
Turkey is about to make liberal proposals for the
conclusion of peace, but the despatches from other
quarters offer little hope of the report proving to
be true. The rumour probably owes its origin to
the announcement of the conclusion of a convention
by Russia and Servia, and to the justifiable suppos-
ition ihat the Porte, before encountering thia new
enemy, would make some endeavor to put an end
to the war, Every day that Serviacan be kept out
of the field wiil be a gain to Turkey, but siace
Russia’s acceptanco of Scrvia's terms of co-opemlian
tue troops of the Principality are being hurried to
the frontier, and as Russia undertakes to pay her
new ally a million roubles monthly from the time
the latter tekes the field, it is not probable that
any timo will be lost by the latter. The Russiaus,
are, however, themselves in no suitable condition
fgr awinter campaign: Tha cold rains rnd the
want of suitable winter clothing are making fear-
ful havoc in the tanks of the armies of Bulgaria.
During the Iast twenty days there have been 5,000
deaths in the camp before Plevna, 4,7¢0 inthe army
of the Czarevitch, 3,000 in Gen. Zimmerman’s army
in the Dobruscha, and 2,008 at T'irnova ane Shipka
This makes a total of nearly 15000 deaths from
disease in a total force estimated at 230,000, or
about one.fifteenth of tho strength of the armies
in Bulgariz. At home, too, matters are assuminga
threatening aspect. Socialist plots have been dis-
covered in Moscow and Kief, aud the financial affairs
of the country are in tho lost stage of demoralization.
The London Times anuounces that on Wednesday
tho rate of exchange at 8t. Petersburg had reached
23d., the lowest flguro since the Ciimean War, and
there seems to have been & kind of panic at S5t.
Petersburg In consequence of the depreciation of
the paper currency, which depreciation threatens
io engulf the nation in universal bankruptey,

Since then {he T.ondon Vicariate has beendivided
into two Diocesos. The Clergy of the two Dioceses
has incrensed in nnmbers so greatly,that there are
200 secular priests, besides those of R:ligions
Orders, in the Dioceess of Westminater =lone.
The number of Missions in that Diocese has
increased from 46 in 1851 to 101, at the present
time.

THE FATE.-OF THE CZARS

It may bo interesting just now to note what
hlsto.ry and rumor say of the fate of the Czars of
Russin, From Rarlc ¢868) to Jurie, or George I.
(1155,) who built Moscow, there were seventeen
dukes of Klev. To these followed sixteen grand
dukes of Yladimir, ending with Jurie, or George I1I.
in 1325. Tho succéeding sovereigns, nine in
number, bore the title of grand dukes of Moscow.,
In 1616 commences the list of Czars of Moscovy,
whose territotinl boundaries bave spread by pur.
chase, but chiefly by conquest, untill they rcach
the giant demensions of the prosent Ruseian
Empire. Feodor 1., sccond Czar, was poisoned ;
Boris poisoned himself; Ivan VL., of the house of
Romancff was deposed ; Peter 1. was deposed and
murdered; Paul I. was strangledin his bedchamber;
Alexander I. is reported to have dled by slow
poison ; Nicholas, too, is reported to hLave been
poisoned, as his death was umnexpected, nnd his
body lay in private state for three days before any
public anzouucement of his death was made. Au-
other and still more common iden is that Nicholas
died from mortification on account of his disasters
and defeat in the Crimen, The present Czar,
Alexander II., iz the sixteenth of the house of
Romanoff, He bias entered on a more arduons task
thau his father—the conquest ef Constantinople—
at a time whea the rest of the great nations are
even more averse to disturbing the balance of
power in Europe than when Sebastopo! was attacked.
The crewn does mot sit easily upon his head.
Recent accounts say that Alexander's cheeks are
sunken, his cyes aro lustereless, hiz step has lost
much of its elasticily, and his carriege Is less digni-
fied than formerly, He is described asprematurely
aged, which iz not marvellous, since ho works from
eight in the morning until nine at night, laboring
even harder than his ministers. Thereis Lot work
inthe east and west already, For—

“ Down each deep aud skirted valley,
Where the crowded cannon play—
Where tho Cza’s fierce coborts rally—
Cossack, Kalmuc k, savage Kalli—
Down cach gorgo they sweep away !
Down cach new Termopylx,
Flashing swords aud helmets see !
Underncath the iron shower,
To the brazun canuon’s jaws,
Heedless of their deadly power.
Press they without fear or pause,
‘T'o tho very capnon's jaws!”

If Alexander should fail and the cresent should
look down upon myriads of the Russians sent to
their death by lis ambition to possess Constanti-
nople, he will likely go the way of Nicholas, either
by trenson or broken-heartedness, It is believed in
Rossia that on the base of a statue erccted by the
early chiofs thero appeared s miraculously-written
prophesy that the Rus:ians would one day sit in
the seat of the Greek empite. Every Ozar hins sanc-
tioned the iable, and hencu every one whe bhas
atincked 'Inrkey bears the consequence of failure,

THE CHAMPION PEDESTRIAN AT ST.LOUIS.
ANOTIER GREAT WALKING MATCH.

From the American papers to hand we observe
that Danlel O'Leary,the champion pedestrian of
tho world, finished a six days' walking match, in
the St. Louis Skating Rink on Saturday, Sept. 8.
O'Leary undertook to walk against the two best
men St. Louis could produce, nnd after some time
two competitors named Charles Hattes and Arin
Beckworth entered the llsts against him. They
had this great advanfage too on their side, tkat
ecch of them walked on three alternate days,
thereby Ubeimg relieved in the most effective
manner, Nevertheless, although they proved
themselves genuine pedestrians, ono of them walk-
ing as much gs 103 miles in one day, their united
efforts failed by 18 milcs to equal O'Learys. 1t
wag intercsting to watch tho progress made cach
day. At the end of the firat day (Mounday) O'Leary
was 11 miles ahead, at the end of Tucsday Lo was
5 miles behind. On Wednesday niglt both sides
were equal. Oun Thursday night O'Leary waz 2
miles abead, on Fridny night 5 miles, and on
Saturday night, when the match was coneluded, 18
miles ahead, his totnl being 513 miles, Ilis
averago was 85 5 miles a day. His bert mile was
done in 8 minutes, and his last mile was completed
in 9 minutes, & splendid proof of physical endur.

STANLEY'S LETTERS.
REMINIECESCES OF LIvINosTONE—THE Hornons or
T'ae Suave TRADE.

The Herald of Qct. 10th publishes two letters
from Africa. ‘The first, from which we make the
following extracts, opens with rome interesting
remipniscences of Livingstone, = Mr. Staunley
writes i— -
While at Ujiji, in 1871, Livingstone kindled in
me an envious desire to sce Manyema, whon he per-
mitted himself to speak about the glories of the last
country he hadtraversed. He was truly enthusi-
astic about 'it. e spoko of pigantls towering
woods, extraordinary variety of vegatation, beautiful
acenes of wooded hills and verdurons. vales and
basins, amiable interesting tribes, of beautiful
womon and many other things which showed that
the veteran traveller had been more than ordinatily
{mpressed. I fintl from diligent Inqalries here that
his residence, hisitravels hither and thither,and his
jourseys’ from and to Ujijl must have embraced a
poriod of three’ yeaye of théreérbouts, . «
. The dlstance from Ujiji to Nyangwoe-id abouta50-
‘Baglish miles;which ‘we. performed-in forty days,
-inclusive of halte, ' I“find he” was'lald up a:vety:
Jong. time with a most paliful diseage of the feet at
Ksbambarre. From uative acsounts he scems to

certainly long enough for tho noble old explorer to
study the natives of East Manyems, I have notthe
slightest doubt that by the bemutiful women he
spoko go me about he meant the women of Kabam-
barre, in Enast Manyemn. These women are, withe
out doubt, comely, winning, and most amiable com=
pared with anything that Livingstone wmay have
seen south of latitude 5 deg. in Africa. But
Livingstone should bave visitcd the proud beauties
of the Watuai Wanyankon, and of the white race of
Gamboragard..” He would then have only remem-
bered the women of East Manyema for their win-
someness and amiability.  The traveller * Dagud,”
or David, is a well remembered figure in this region
between Nyangwo and the Tanganyika, He has
made an impression on the people which will not
be forgotten for o generation at least. )

“Did you know him?" old Mwana Ngoi, of the
Luama, asked of me eagerly. Upon 1eceiving an
affirmarive hesaid to his sons and brothers: ¢ Do
you hear what he says? He knew the gaod white
man. Ab, we shall hear all about him,” Then,
turniog to me he asked me: Was ho not A very
good man?™ to which I replied : “ Yes, my friend,
be was good; far better thanany man, white or
Arab, you will ever sec ngain.”

“Ab, yes; you speak true. He bas saved me
from being robbed many o ‘ime by the Arabs, and
he was so gentle and patient, and told us such
pleasant stories of the wonderful land of the white
peoplo. Hm', the aged whito man wai a good man,
indeed!”

Had old Mwana Ngoi been able to speak like an
educated person I °should, no doubt, have had
something like a narrative of David Liviogstone's
virtueg from him, wheress, not being educated,
much of what he said was broken by trequent hm’s
and shakiogs of his head, as though the traveller's
good qualities were beyond description or ¢cnumera-
tion. He wisely left the rest to my imagination,
and so I leave them to you.

But what has struck me, while tre¢ing Living-
stone to his utmost rench—this Arab depot of Sy-
angwe—revived all my grief and pity for him more
s0 indeed than even his own rclation of sorrowfal
and heavy things, is that he does naot seem to have
been aware that he was sacrificing himself ununeces-
sarily, nor warned of] the havoc ofage, and that
power had left him, With the weight of many
years preseing on him, the shortest march wearying
him, compelling him to halt many days to recover
his strength, a serious attack of illness frequently
prostrating him, with ncither men nor wmesns to
escort rnd enable him to make practical progress,
Livingstone was nt Jast like a blind and infirm mag,
nimless'y moving about. From my cobscience,
with not a whit of my adwmiration and love for him
lessened in the smallest degree, but rather increaged
by what I have heard from Arabs and natives, I
must say I think one of his hardest taskmasters
was himself.

THE CURSE OF PRINCELY GENERALS.

The Russian people no longer need 1o be warned
that they must strein all the resources of the Im-
pireif they would cnme out of this war, not mercly
with honor, but without disgraco. They alteady
feel tho pinch of financial adversity. Some «n-
thusiasts have suggested that people who have
broker or superfluoug articles of silver should send
them to the mint to be coimed ; but more prosaic
minds ure seriously discussing the necessity of
raising another foreign loan., In the centres of
Tussian intclligence there scems to bea general
cooviction that Russia must prepare fora secund
campaign,

Naturally, the disasters in Bulgaria, are the
theme af profound wonder, disappointment, and
anger. Nobody imagined that the Turks were so
well armed, o well led, 50 clearly a match for the
best troops of Russia, even in the open field. The
war was begun with the vague iden that nfter some
hard fightiog, the Turks would beg for peace, or be
driven back to Constantinople, The !Russians find
that they have been profoundly mistaken. The
alarmiog fact is that the military skill of Russia
secrns o have fallen off, although the atmoapbero
of Ler public life is military. She nlso shows a
far greater tendency than in past times to keep the
highest posts of command within the narrow circle
of the imperfal family.

"Tho Diozcse
of Providence embraces Rhode Island, the counties
of Bristol and Barnstable, part of Plymouth County
and Martha's Vineyard, Nantucket, and adjacent
islands in Massachusetts. The Diocese of Hartford
includes all Connecticut; that of Burlington com-
prises Vermont ; and that of Portland, Mnine and
New Hawpshire. In Masssachusetts, as noarly as
can be ascertained, the proportion is about one
Catholic to every three of the populalion ; in Rhode
Island the proportion is one to 2 25; in Connectl-
cut, one to 3.5 ; in Vermont, cne to 9.73; in Maino
and Hampahire, one to 11.81; i New Esngland,
one to every four. One fourth of the population

After Mass the Rev; Dr, Chisholm preached a
sermon, of more {han three quarters of an hour's
duration, which was well delivered and listened to
'with marked attention. It was pronounce_d by His
Lordship, aud by the priests and others as'very in-
structive, and in all respects excellent. .

It iz mot my purpose to give a repori of _lus
clognent sermon, I sball givo but a bare outline,
He tock for his text the words, * Thou art & priest
forever according to tho order of Melchiseder.—
Pg. 109: V. 4. .

He began by saying that the interesting cere-
mony witnessed by the andience, conveyed to the
minds of all present, that the young men receiving
orders had given up all worldly pursaits and had
dedicated themselves to the service of God in His
Church for the salvation of soula. He then point-
ed out the necessity of the priestheod. .

Christ adopted tho system of oral teaching as
the means of instructing people in the knowledge
of his Gospel. He selected twelve aposties whom
he commissioned to teach all nations. It wasnot
by reading a book which each individaal might in-
terprot as he pleased tbat a knowledgo of religion
was to be obtained, for Christ himself taugh orally,
his apostles taught orally. In adopting the system
of oral instruction, ho adopted the simplest, the
easicst and fthe moat efficacious means adapted to
the capacity of ail classes. It was through this
systcm that nations were converted to Christianity.
It is the system which has been in use in all ages
of the Church. It isthe system which bas been
ndopted at all times, in all places, in imparting
sccular and religious knowledge. ILiven at this day
when so many can read, and when booksare so
plentifully multiplied, oral teachicy 1s considered
the easiest and most cfficacious means of im-
parting and recelvicg instruction. The Medical
student and the student at law, for instance, al-
though they can read books, are instructed in their
professions by the oral teachings oftheir respective
professions.

This proves that the Catholic system of impart-
ing a knowledge of religion is the only true and
cfficacious one.

As Christ's Gospel was to be preached at all times
to all future generationa, it was necessary that at
all times men should be chosen to countinue the
work first iutrusted to the apostles. Henee the
meaning of the ceremony of this day.

Speaking of the Sacrifice of the Mass, nud of the
power of forgiving sins, be said they were two of
the most important fuactions which give an exalted
iden of the Priesthood. In offering the Sacrifice of
the Mass, the priest performs for himself and his
fellow-msn tho most sublime act of his Maker, In
exercising the power of forgiving sins he reconciles
the repentant sinoer to his God, and restores bim
to his friendship. Well might Catholics say in the
words of the ecripture—they give glory to God that
gave such power to men.

The pious and zealous priest who performs the
various duties of the sacred officc gains the good
will and affection of his people. It is no wonder
they call him by the vndearing name of father—
for as a loving father day and night be devotes him-
relf to their service, Strong are the {ies that Lind
the good priest and his pcople—and if percharce
Lo is removed from their midst by his Bishop, they
show the sincerity of their attachment by sobs and
tears, or if he dies in their midst they mourn his
loes and shew ag much sorrow as any of them would
show" for the death of his dearest and neavest
friends.

Warsr ror Cows —Running spring water is far
better for cows whose milk is infended for fitst-class
butter or cheese, than pond water or even than well
water, since the quality of the water influences the
milk &8s much as the character of the foad,

Kwuse axo Dysssisa Pooutnv.—As much, if
not more depends on the mauner of killing poultry
asin dressing, to have it lock fit for market, too
much caution cannot be used in this branch of the
buisnese. Onc mode of Killisg fowls (instead of
wringing the necks, which wa deprecalo) isto cut
thelr heds off with a single blow of a sharp ax,
hang them up by the legs and allow them to bleed
freely, and pluck their feathers immediately—while
warm, TheFrench mode, which is highly com-
mended, is we think far the est,as it cauces instant
dealk without pain or disfigurement, and is simply
done by opening the beak of the fowl, snd witha
sharp pointed and narrow bladed knife, mokingan
incision at the beak of the roof of the mouth,
which will divide the vertebr and canse immedint®
denth, after which lang the fowl up by the. legs
till the bleeding ceases, and pick it while warm, if
you desire the feathers to Le removed. Witha
little care the ekin dees not become as_ragged nod
torn as it did in the old-fashioned way of scalding.
Another thing the flesh presentsa better aud more
patural appearance when not scald.d.

A Tungateseo Daxcer.—When a farmer fiods a
field to require a certain combination of fertilizers
to render it productive, he naturally applies it and
hopes o reap bis reward, The crop exhausts the
soil of its constituents exactly as the condition of
the weather has rendered certaln of its parts
soluble, If the season has been dry, some one or
mors of these constituents remein to u great ex-
tent in the soil unappropriated. because they were
not dissolved, while if a wet senton occurs, they
may be entirely absorbed by thoplant. How long
would it take of thiz unequal action to disarrange
the proportion ot constilueuts in the soil sufficient-
ly to render itbarren? As this proportion is enly
evident by its aclion upon crops the knowledge
could be arrived at only by n lossof yied. We want
some positive method of detarmining annually what
a piece of land lacks, before we can intelligently
apply a compost for the next crop. The danger of
rendering a field unproductive iocrenses in a
geometrical proportion, and ifan injudicious rotation
of crops is practiced, barrenness is only the more
hastened,

Sugre Pav Besr.—In % Soino Sheep Talk”in the
National Live Stock Journul sn cxperienced stock
keeper says : “I have been feeding three hundred
head of cattle, and am satisfied that even withtte
most favorable conditions for selling when the
time comes, I shall make a great deal morc money,
dollar for dollar, on the money I have invested in
sheep than I shall make on the capital I bave
invested in cattle. I have nbout six huodred
sheep, running without any particular attention or
care, and have sold one thiousand four huandred
dollare’ worth of wool of this yest's elip, and have
two huadred and fifty Jambs besides. I do net
think it possible to have dono so well on any cqual
amount of capital invested in cattle, One great
advantage sheep bave over our stock ix, they never
die of contagious diseases which they contract,
They get the scab or foot rot or something clse,
and if unchecked it gets themina bad conditiar,
and would ultimately, perhaps, kill them. Lut the
very worst contagious diseases to which they are
subjected give the owner ample time to treat tle
nffected animal, and the diseases are generally of a
character which yield readily to freatwent.”

Gas Live.—Gas lime, that is lime tbat Las Leen
used in purifying gas, is thought by mary farmers
to be worlh 88 much or more as a furtilizar, as it
was Dbefore its use,as a gas purifler, Itisasub.
stance often neglected about here, Lut we have
known of its romcwhat extensive use in the
neighborhood of New Haven, Conn, applied in the
way of a, fop dressing ona rough pasture, Asit
comes out of gns woiks it iz usually very highly
charged with ammonia. Ian this condition it is
quite differcnt from the canstic or fresh slncked
lime, such as we find in casks, but is perhaps ¢qual
in cfficiency to that. It is useful to mix ina
coarie compost heap made of weeds, leaves, straw,
road scraps, &c. Itisalso valuable on stiff cloy
roils, where it may be simply sprend freely on the
cold, mossy pastures, Gas lime retains a portioan
of its original character as n hydrate of lime, but it
kag acquired, in addition to that,a large amount
of gulphur, a portion of which is in a free stute,and
if exposed it will unite with the oxygen of the
atmosphere, but if there comes in coutact with it
any ammoniacal substance, or fresh manure, it will
unite and form sulphate of ammonia, and this is
valuable for the crop. It may be applied alone
with barnyard manure if immediately covered up
with s i',—Messachusetts Ploughman.

How ro Fatrey Cmexexs.—It is hopeless to at-
teapt to fatten chickens while they are st liberty.
'hey murt be put in & proper coop, and thas, like
most poultry appuitenauces, need not beexpeneive,

long, cighteen inches high, and eighteen inches
deep, made entirely of bars. No part of it solid,
neither top, side nor bottom. Discretion must be
used according to the sizes of the chickens, put up,
They do not want room: indeed, the closer they
are the better—providing they can stand up at the
same time. Care must be exerciscd to put up such
as have been nccustomed to Leing together, or they
will Sight. If one is quarreleome it is better to re-
move it &t once, ag, lilkc other bad examples, it soon
finds imitators. A diseased chicken should not be
put up. The food should e ground oats, and may
either be pat in the trovgh or on a ilat board runa.
ing along the front of the coop. It may be fed with
water or milk; the latter is better. It ghould be
well soaked, forming & pulp as loose ascan be, pro-
viding that it does not run off the board. They
must be woll fed three or four timesaday—ithe first
time as soon nfter day-breslk as can be possible or
canvenient, and then at intervals of four hours,
Esach meal should be as much and no more than
they cun cat up clean. When they have donefeed-
Ing, the board should be wiped, and some gravel
may bo spread. It causes them to feed and thrive.
After n tortnight of this treatment, you will bave
good fnt fowls. If, however, there are but four to
gix to bo fattened, they must not bave so much room
ag though there wero twelve, Nothing is emsicr
than to allot them the proper spaco; it ia oply
t> havo two or three picces of wocd to pass Letween
the bors, and form s partition. This may also servo
when fowls are put up atdilterent differont degrecs,
This requires ntrention, or fowls -will net remain
{at and healthy, As soon as the fow! ts suflicienlly
futtaned it must be killed, a3 otherwise it will nob
still gat fat, but it will loso flosh, If fowls are in-
tended for.the market thoy are or may he all fatten.

ou an average, of 45 per cent, on the amount which
they would bave had to pay an insurance com-
pany on the premium basis. - :

This -company has now tisks on propetty of the
value of $7,354,963, insured to the extent of two-
thirds thereof; the amount of guarantee notes
being $405,368, together with an avajlable reserve
fund of $51,000. This fund is accumulated for the
purposs smong others, of reduting, if possible, the
assessments in future years, and of rendering them
more uniform. : T

In their report the Directors note and beg to
statc that, besides several improvements already
made, or on the point of being carried out, it wounld
