. THE AGGREGATE MEETING.

"'The aggregate meeting of the Catholies of Ire-
Iand; convened to petition and-protest against the in-
sulting measures introduced - into the legislature with

respect to Catholic convents, took place on Monday {

'the ‘15th ult., in the Rotundo, Dublin. As an'ener-
‘zetic and manly declaration of Catholic .feeling and
“Catholic determination, it was in numbers, spirit, and
the tone which pervaded it, all that'could be desired.
. The requisition on which it was convened was not se-
cond to any that ever preceded it in this country for
--the -number, influence, and position of those whose
signatures it bore. It was signed by thirty-one Pre-
lates, ten peers, and sons of neers, thirty-four mem-
‘bers of parliament, by the Catholic Clergy through-
.out the country, and by hundreds of . thousands of
laymen of every class. : I v

The meeting was called for twelve o’clock, but
long before that hour large numbers of persons had
collected about the Rotundo and the neighborhood.
Immediately after the doors were thrown open, the
spacious Round Room became densely thronged in
‘every part,and after it was filled to its utmost extent,
.the approaches to it and the space about the doors of
the building continued to be occupied till the close of
the proceedings by immense crowds, for whem there
‘was no room inside. The spacious platform and re-
served seats were crowded by influential Clergymen
‘and laymen from every part of the country ; the pro-
'fessional, mercantile, trading, and every other class
in" the community were well and numerously repre-
sented. - , :

A large number of ladies occupied places in the
reserved seats, and evinced the natural interest they
felt in a meeting assembled to protest agamst the at-
‘tempt to subject to indignity and insult perhaps many
of their friends and relatives, whohave devoted them-
selves to a life.of charity and good works. If the
fanatics, whose bigoted proceedings: have elicited this
expression of Catholic feeling, witnessed the spirit
which animated the thousands who attended the meét-
ing, théy wust have been taught that the people of
this country are firmly resolved, as one man, not to
submit to any infraction of the rights of conscience,
more . especially when the persecution is directed
against the sanctified Jadies whose services in the
‘eause of religion and charity shonld have shielded
them from such base and upmanly attacks.

Tn consequence of a resolution which was adopted
by the * Protestant Association,” stating that mem-
bers of that body would attend that meeting, or pre~
sent themselves. for admission, in order to ¢ protest”
_against it, or, in other words, to create a disturb-
ance, parties of police were stationed in the neigh-
‘borhood of the Rotundo to preserve the peace, if ne~
eessary. But the valiant members of the Protestant
"Association thought better of it,and did not venture
‘to carry out their boasted resolution to present them-
selves at the meeting or disturb its proceedings. It
‘must be admitted that they acted the wiser part, for
the people were not in a temper to tolerate any such
attempt. : o .

At half-past twelve o’clock, on the motion of the
‘Hon. Thomas Preston, seconded by John Lentaigne,
Tsq., the chair was taken, amid loud cheering, by
the Rt. Hon. the Lord Mayor of Dublin.

Richard Deasy, Q.C., Mr. James Burke, and Mr.
Myles O'Reilly, were appointed honorary sccretaries
to the meeting. : . '

Mr. - James Burke read the requisitioe, which he
said was signed by thirty-one Archbishops and Bi-
shops, ten peers and sons of peers, thirty-four mem-
bers of parliament, and a very:large number of the
Second Order of Clergy; and mgre than 100,000 of
the laity. .

Mr. M. O'Reilly seconded the resolution, He
said be felt confident that it was' the answer—ecom-
plete and entire—to the attempted legislation against
them. (Hear, hear.)’ That "attempted legislation
had been introduced by those who were strangers and
aliens to them-—(hear, hear)—aliens in blood, in feel-
ings, in religion, and he believed in the common feel-
ings of gentlemen and honestmen. (Hear.) The pre-.
text for this legislation was justice, and called for
interferenge ; but even Mr. Chambers himself—

(bisses)—in his opening -speech, began by avowing |

his uncompromosing and unreasoning Lostility to their
whole fzith and to every one of their institutions. His
summing up was, that in Protestant England they
would seelc to exterminate Catholicism ; that was
Chambers’s true object, and-he for one was glad it
had been avowed. (Cleers.) But in England, and
wherever the free instilutions of those countries ex-
isted, even a'prisoner who was put on his trial was,
by the ancient laws of England, tried by those who
knew him best, and when the accused was asked by
whom he would be tried, his answer was—“ By God
and my country,” and then the officer of the court,
turning round to the jury, said—¢ And that country,
gentlemen, you are.” (Cheers.) And,in like man-

.ner, so he would then say—the appeal of the Religi-

ous was to the country who knew them—(loud cheers)
—and that great meeting was there that day as that

' country to give that answer and that verdict.(Cheers.)

He needed not to urge on that meeting the evidence ;
it rested with themselves. (Loud cheers.). They
who had seen those ladies ministering to the poor, the
sick, and the afflicted—teaching the young, reforming
the fallen, watching by the bedside of- sickness,
smoothing the passage of the soul from this world to.
another and a” brighter sphere, #where the wicked
cease from troubling and the weary are at rest”—
(cheers)—they would urge the best evidence, and to
them the Religious appealed to testify their deep and
grateful vederation for those services. (Cheers.) It
had been said, indeed, that if there were ndt some-
thing wrong, why not fling open the monasteries and
convents to this inquiry?  His answer was, that such
inquiry was an insult and a wrong. (Loud cheers.)
He believed that the. great mass of- the people of
England, if they were excited against the Religious,
were 50 from ignorance—the leaders, indeed, were
not in ignorance—they were malicious. He well
knew thatin the few towns in Iingland where the
Religious were settled, and their good works and
benevdlent acts known, a strong feeling was begin-
ning to prevail in their favor—in fact they only re-
quired to be known in order to be beloved and re-
spected. It only required that the principles of true
piety and charity whicl marked the lives of the Re-
ligious should be known to secure for them respect
and protection.  But now from the other side of the
Channel these devoted beings looked to the people
of Ireland for that protection and defence which they

Dad accorded to them for tenturies, and they should

not look in vain. (Cheers.) He could speak of the
many virlues which distinguished our Religious, but
all he could say would not feebly do - justice to their
lives and actions. (Cheers.) Tt was once said of a
celebrated hero that “ to know him was to ‘praise.
him.” Now he (Mr. O’Reilly) could say of those
pious ladies, that to know them was tolove and res-
pect them. (Loud cheers.) - . :

The Rev. Dr. Marshall, on cominp, forward to
move the next resolution was received with the most
enthusiastic demonstrations of applause, the “whole
neeting rising en masse, and cheering for several
minutes. The Rev. gentleman said—My Lord
Mayor and gentlemen, I have most humbly and hearti-
ly to thank you for those clieers. They may not lead
to my attainment of the virtue of humility ; they
shall, however, _encourage me in the continnance of
the efforts that T have made to deserve the popularity

from the chair and

-with which you bave greeted me (cleers.) With

your kind permission I will speak a few short words
in proposing for your consideration and adoption the
resolution which I hold in my hands. I will be brief,
for T am afflicted with a sore throat, and people have
not added to my patience by telling me that the name
of that peculiar affection is called ‘a Parson’s sore
throat—(laughter and cheers.) Tn endeavoring to
be brief T will also attempt to'be calm and temperate
—(biear, hear)—and in doing that T assure you I have
to make an effort—(loud’ ckeers.) My hot English
'blood boils a little too fast for the temperature of
this country. It is necessary in these times, I am
continually told, to be more moderate, and more

mild, and more gentle, if T am to act in unison with-

the leaders of the present times—(laughter and
cheers.) There is another reason, for though it is
a step towards perfection to bear an injury with
meekness, and not to resent a blow, there are some
circumstances in the matter that have assembled us
here to-day which will enable us to consider it under
another point of view. If I were struck I would en:
deavor to bear it—I would endeavor to forget and
forgive the injury—1I would esteem it 2 duty to do so,
and if I happily succeeded T should know that I should
receive - the esteem of all good and honcrable men
—(cheers.) Yes; strike me, and I will do that—
but, strike'a woman —(loud cheers.) Strike a wo-
man—insult her purity—bring the blush to her cheek
—and by the God who made me I would resent that
injury. (Tremendous applause.) And thatis the
state of the case at the present time. These strong,
and mighty, and valorous champions of their so-called
faith makes war always on the weak. A few years
ago they assailed, as the object of their wrath, meek,
mild, and venerable old men; and, beaten and. de-
feated there by your spirit, your union, and your no-
ble combination, they now return to their attack, and
take the purest, gentlest of our daughters to hold
them up to ridicule and scorn. (Great groaning.)—
It is hard to account for it, and but that we are told
by the Divine Founder of our holy religion that we
must expect persecution—and had not the history .of
the entire Church proved that these words were not
intended to apply only to the Apostles, but to the end
of time—it would be indeed dificult tounderstand it.
It is from the enemy of Almighty God—from -the
enemy of the souls of nen—that doughty enemy.of
our faith and religion, who has never ceased to per-
secute our holy religion, and to frighten its professors
from tleir attachment to its. creed. (Loud cheers.).
But are. we going to let them ? (Tremendous cheer-
ing.) If they have singled out our Nuns—and:who
is there that knows those Nuns. that does not revere.
them—swho is there who has seen the very meanest
of their.works of mercy and. charity, who would.not
esteem it an honor to come forward in their defence
when they. are attacked?.(Cheers,) They have been'
the lustre of .the Catholic religion, and . more , espe-
cially in this country, where St. Patrick taught,.the
Faith. .. (Cheers.) This day-is a festival (St. Dymp:
na) in.Christ’s Church of one who was. martyred by
her royal father-because:she.clung toherivirgin vows,
This very, day. the whole Church-is reminded of;the
double crown she has received by. the blood she;shed
in keeping those vows ;.and at the Holy Sacrifice. of

[Hisses,] That danger
may pass by—that shell may burst before it reaches
its intended mark—that partial and temporary hazard
may pass away—but the bitterness, the rancor which
bas been stirred up against the Catholic people by
designing men for the purpose.of gaining a base po-
pularity amongst the bigoted and ignorant of their
counirymen, throngh the medium of ministering to
that ignorance and bigotry, that rancorous spirit will
still remain, and it must be ‘met manfully, and with
spirit and determination, on the part of the Catholie
people.

Whilst the Mayor is infusing some of his energ
into the City authorities, the Medical practitioner ad-
dresses his fellow-citizens upon a subject which close-
ly concerns them-— The Sanitary, Preventive, and
Curative Measures” to be adopted in the event of a-
visitation of the Epidemic.” His Honor has indeed
done no little service to the community by the publi-
cation of this seasonable work, copies of which
should, if possible, be placed within the hands of
every head of a housebold in Montreal. o
~The Doctor is eminently a practical man, and does
not deal in ¢ 220strums.” Quack medicines he ab-

liors, and places no faitli in quarantine and sanitary

lines:—

s Internal sanitary arrangements, and not quaran-
tine and sanitary lines, are the safegnards of nations

.against epidemic diseases.?

The writer, we are glad to see, doubts the conta-
giousness of the disease, and even admitting this pro-
perty, contends that it exists only in a very small de-
gree. The following remarks, as to the predisposing
causes, and the proper precautions to be observed,
will be found highly useful to all classes of the com-
munity. 'We think that we are doing a service in as-
sisting to circulate them as widely as possible :—

s The essential and specific canse of Asiatic Cho-
lera is manifestly a peculiar epidemic influence,
which has hitherto set at defiance the most elaborate
investigations. It does niot visit all piaces alike, how-
ever strong the apparent similarity. [t will skip from
place to place without leaving a single trace of its
course between them. It especially selects dnd tar-
ries on the borders of rivers, smalland muddy streams,
and low and marshy localities, more particularly
where thera is much organic matter in a state of de-
composition. [t revels most on cold and damp spots,
and fixes its fangs in a lower story, whilst the upper
ones are almost exempt from the visitation. Warm,
dry, and elevated sites are seldom aflected. ¢ It will
be found as the rule, that the disease affects most fa-
tally the low-lying seaports and deltas of rivers, spar-

‘ing thie high grounds, even round river sources.” It

“ On the irruption of the epidemic, or, far better,
when it is apprehended, low, wet, and_badly venti-
lated places should at once be abandoned ; old, filthy,
and decaying buildings, as well as undergronnd, cel-
lar, and dark tenements should immediately be eva-
cuated, : Legal enaciments should enforce thts ob-
servance. - Lo

¢« The walls and floors of the dwellings. ot the poor
should be well scrapéd, and washed with lie or Jime-
water, at least once in the season ; then well dry-
scrubbed every day, a8 moisture tends 1o arract and
absorb, and subsequently give out, bad odors. .The
walls should be completely brushed down and then
white-washed, particularly in the cellars. . The cel-
lar .windows should be kept constantly open. Nor
should the dwellings of the rich be exempt from a
thorough cleansing when epidemic cholera, especially
prevails, The cellars, even in their dwellings, should
be well cleaned and then sprinkled with a little lime ;
bat if damp and wet, a‘_l?ew inches of the surface
stiould be removed, some lime applied, and two or
three inches of coarse, ‘clean sand spread over this.
Or, what is quite as good, blacksmith’s cinders and
ashes, or the rubbish and mortar of old walls, should
be thrown over the whole bottom to 2 thickness of four
or_five inches, especially if the ground is wet and
aozy.

" The utmost care should be observed to obtain
perfeet ventilation. Whilst impure and confined air in
crowded apartments is always deleterious, il is emi-
nently so in times of cholera and during the preva-
lence of all epidemics. The breathing of foul air
predisposes to every disease, enervates the body, and
destroys all moral and physical energy.

¢« The fire-places shonld be keptopen, and ventila-
tors placed in a couple of windows. All the stove-
pipe stoppers should be remaoved, and every room
have, if possible, an opening into the chimney, near
the ceiling, for the estape of the heated and deterio-
rated air. .

¢ When the weather is rainy, damp, and raw, a fire
should be kindled, fer the double purpose of impart-
ing warmth and causing a draught ir the house.

. ¢ The following observations, as regardinz indivi-
duals, should be respected as precepts that have re-
ceived the eutire sanction of time, and the authority
of every exnerienced and well-informed medical man
indeed, they should be looked vpon as axioms not' to
be deviated from with impunity, during the existence
of cholera in particular. : -

- ¢ Old habits, even vicions ones, of a dietary na-
ture are not to be suddenly and totally corrected. The
inebriate and guzzler should diminish the number and
amount of his libations, and substitutein a great mea-
sure, tea and coffee, which should coustitute the morn-
ing and evening meal, with toast and bulter, to which
might be added 4 smail quantity of meat as ‘a relish.’

-| Even during the day tea and coflee shuuld betaken as
- .|ibe common beverage. "Either will rémove that con-

stant ¢gnawing’ at the wvitals with which the old tip-
pler is more or less tormented, as one of the effects of
his pernicious indulgences. His ¢craving for drink’
will be cured if he take a bow] of good spifed beef
tea. These different articles stimulate kindly, and do
not exhaust, but are, indeed, restorative, tenic, and
exhilerating. Moderation in eating is as necessary as
.in the use of drinks.

¢ Little alteration should be made in the dress, even
‘in warm weather ; and on no account should flannels
be discontinued. Woollen or silk hose should be
worn by all. o ‘

« The food should be plain, well covked, and agree-
ably seasoned.’ Reast meats, rather undone, to be
preferred, with little gravy.

¢ Pork, very fat meat, and old mutton, should be ab-
stained from. : '

¢ Boiled meat and soup, with few vegetables, and
well-baked stale bread, make wholesvme food.

¢ ¢ Salted meat,” bacon, and other cured meats, as
alsa sausages, especially if long made, are all to be
shunned ; though salt, as a condiment, is an indispen-
sable addition 1o fresh meats, vegetables, &ec.

¢« All kinds of fish should be partaken of with ex-
treme caution ; even the most fresh and best locking
are to be used with much eircumspection.

¢ Leguminous and succulent vegetables should be
sparingly indulged in—such as green peas and beans,
in the pod or otherwise. The same may be said of
green corn, boiled or roasted. Good mealy potatoes
roasted, are not objectionable, but boiled waxy ones
shonld be ¢ mashed,” well seasoned, and moderately
partaken of.

¢ Butter, whilst eminently nutntious, is, with many
persons, very indigestible. Butter sauce sbould not be
taken in quantity.

«Milk, raw, or better when boiled, with dry toast,
makes a safe and good meal.

¢ Hot bread should be avoided, as well as bran
bread used only by those who are habitlually, costive,
and that wisely in ofher times than those of a cholera
epidemic. o

¢« Rice is very nourishing, slightly binding, and
agrees with every constitution. Boiled in milk it
would be excellent when cholera threatened or pre-
vailed. o .

¢« Qat-meal and barley, as well as corn-meal, are
better dispensed with in such times, and should not
constitute the food of persons; mixed with molasses
they are much more prejudicial, as causing a tendency
to diarrheea, and readily becoming acid in the sto-
mach. ’ .

« Buck-wheat and rye-cakes should rot be indulged
in. . Sugar and butier do not.add to their being digest-
ed. ¢ Pastry is'an abomination,? (Dr. Paris) especially
if under-done and 'saturated with batter. ‘

« Desserts should be avoided, particularly such as
are composed of .mixed aticles. ‘ ’
¢ Ripe juicy fruils need not be dispensed with, the
skins and seeds.however should be rejected, but green
and uniipe fruit must not be partaken of, -

¢« No food should be taken on going to bed.

«1f -any liquid as ordinary beverage, between
meals, is fo bé indulged in—which, however, is nat
advisable, unless it betea or coffee, which experience-

dified should be eschewed: ‘Let the miserable ine-
‘briate be cautious niét o ‘invoke these recommenda-
tions as a' justifieation for his constant potations. -
“4¢Let it be well understood, that there are no spe-
cifies: for this disease, and that like all others, it
should be managed according to those rational prinei-
ples which long and discriminating experience has
sanctioned. ‘ I o .
"« Should not the sanitary measures just inculcated
prevent the epidemic, they will at least greatly dimi-
nigh its virulence, and the remedies suggested will,
iu 1he.great majority of instances, atonce arrest it in
its conrse. The. pemieious, habit which cerlain per-

tent Medicines, isto be denounced inthe strongest
terms. Such practices have sent thousands to a pre-
mature grave. [Every moderate costiveness should ba
borne with ur relieved by injections rather- than run
the risk of setting the whole body in .2 commotion,
which may prove of a most.dangerons nature, and ex-
ceedingly difficult to compuse. Large dranghts ot
cold, iced, soda or mineral water, shonld not be .in-
dulged in when thirst prevatls, and cold drinksshould
rather be sipped and taken gradually, for, éwallowed
with avidity, colic, and derangement of the digestive
organs, often ensue ; ginger beer, or nectar is prefer-
able during times of sickness, to any of the ordinary
cooling drinks. Melons and cucumbers are also much
vsed 1 hot weather as refrigerants, than which no-
thing is moie pernicious. Maay Jives are lost annu-
ally':by the use of unripe melons, Even the most mel-
low should be taken with great caution, but cucum-
bers should be tolerated by none. Inone word, every
thing that is taken, whether for food or Juxury should-
be used with much circumspection and moderation.””

REVEL AND CRONSTADIT..

We find the following particulars ot these-important
Russian fortresses in'the London Press i— .. .

The harbor of Revei is extensive, with a great deptl
of water. Around it ure building-docks, a naval ar-
senal, a cannon foundry, and all athér works requi-
site for a military port.. The town'stands on an eleva-
tion, and is strongly fortified, eéspecially on the side
towards ‘the sea. The guns of the citadel comman
tha harbor, although from some distance. - The chan-
nel leading into the port winds amengst islands and
sandbanks, which renders the navigation extremely
difficult, especially “when, us at present, the buoys
and landmarks are removed. But, in spite of these
difficulties, the' Russians themselves have never cou-
sidered Revel impregnable, as they' de Cronstadt or
Sweaborg. The Government has, however, faken
vigorous measures to strengthen its defences. New

‘batteries - have been eonstructed ;'its. suburbs razed.

within the radius of 2 cannon shot ; the women, chil~
dren, and infirm sent out of the town ; and the civic
and jadicial anthorities transferred to Yeissenstein, a
little town ten leagues inland.” Finally, a corps ot
30,000 men has been despatched to protect the city
and its environs. Penetrating deeper into the Gnif of

Cronstadt “lies upon the island of Kottline, three
leagues in length by hall a league in breadth. Its
western’ point is, however, much narrower. -~ Sand-
banks surround: it on every side, except at the sonth-

-easl extremity, where the town and harbor are situat-

ed. Opposite to the island on the sooth lies Oranjen-
baum; on the coast of lngria. Along this-shore an-
other sandbank stretehes, and extends so far into'the
sea as to leave but a narrow and winding channel by
way of entrance to Cronstadt harbor, Within the
port, mareover, the waler is.from six 10 seven fathoms
deep, bot the channel in“placesis barely fapr—a depth:
by no means sufficient for huge 131-gun ships like the
Duke of Wellington, for whose passage.even the
Sound was not considered safe. Beyond this channel
and the harbor, on'the side towards St. Petersburg,
there is a roadstead, but too.shalow for ships-of-war,

-and.only imperfestly sheltered by the island of Cron-

stadt and the heights- Oranienbanm. Farther op, as

.| we have mentioned, the water shoals to eight feet.—

Cronstadt boasts of a fluctuating population amonuting
sometimes to 50,000 sonls, if we include some 20,-
000 garrison and the commercial and maritime resi-
dents. The town is built of wood. Except the Ad-
miralty, the great hospital, and the military works of
all sorts, there are no . edifices either of sirength or
importance in. the place, The batteries, the forts, and
the vast moles which surround its three harbors, are
indeed of the most imposing magniticence. The most
formidable. defences whicfi Cronstadt -possesses are
those that guard the. entrance lo its triple. harbor.—
There are five forls in the sea and seven on the shote
or the moles. These forts are furnished with case-
maied batleries, each of 1wo or three stages, and.-the
grealer part of theny built of huge squared blocks of
granite, whereon, it is said, shot can make no im-
pression. The: position of these batteries has been
carefully adjusted so as 1o enfilade the different sinu-
osities of the chunnely: so that every ship approaching
Crenstadt must be expored to a series of raking fires'
in front, without having a chance of bringing ‘her
broadsite 1o bear nntil she has arrived actually be--
tween the forls, - A single vessel, also, sunk in mid-
channel, would eflectually choke up.the passagrg.—-
The land batteries mount about 250 large guns. 1n ad-
dition, there are a series of forts built -in the sea, and
containing about 400 more. - The : first of - these, - ree-
kouing from seawards,.consists of a pair of forts called
Alexander and Risbank, between which all vessels
.must pass at a dislance from each.of about 800 yards,
for the channel, which narrows afterwards, -is nearly
amile wide at its entrance.
