Has not guch disclosures besn allowed at Rome ?
Never.

Not in the case of a conspiracy aganst the Pope?
No, Tbat sintement has beea made, It is a matter
which I have takeo paics to accertain.

1t is said by Du Thou, io his history, that it has
been ullowed in France? I would not believe on
the authority of Du Tbou, nor any authority waoat-
ever, that it could have been allowed ; for we hold,
nniversally, in the Catholic Ghurch, that the revenl-
ing of auy secrets confided to the Priests in confes-
sion, i3 contrary to the law of nature and to the au-
thority of God, in respect of which no Pope or cous-
cil ean dispense or exercise any authority, unless to
enforce such law,

Would not such a regulstion, were it adopted, de-
feaqt its OWo purpose, a3 far ss connected with the
aecurity of the State, by preventing the habit of con-
feagion on those subjects ?—Altogather : but by leav-
ing it as it i3 the abuase of it is impossible : because
when n criminal comes, if he should come, to make
konown hia crime to the Priest, the latter endeavours
to dissuade bim from it, if not perpetrated, and to
repair, if it be deze, the injury he has committed, as
far a8 it 18 in his power. If, however, it were once

Would the Priest be justified in directing the peni-
tent to wmake a disclosure of that which had beesn so
communicated to him by a third person ?—Certainly,
if the making such & discovery was & mecessary
means of preventing the crime ; and ualeas he did so
discover the Priest would be obliged to withhold ab*
solution from him. X _ ,

Would the opinion that ‘ho Priests, undsr. certain
circumstaaces, think it justiiable to communicate to
the parties interested the faets that have come to
their knowiedge in confession, Ceter, in any ingiances,
persons from making that contession as they now
wake it ?7—[ tbink if the faithful were not fully and
entirely satizfied that the Priests could not under
any circumstances, make use of the knowledge
which they acquire by coufession, the faithliul wouid
abatain altogether from frequenting that rite.

That is, for the purpose of obiuaining the general
advantages resulting from the practices of confession,
you would sacrifice A particular advantage to be cb-
tained possibly, in any particnlar case, by divulging
the cotnmunicntion mads? It might ba viewed in
that light, and very justly ; however, the obligation
of secrecy, as to confeasion, we do not found on the
political or moral advantages which seem clearly to
result from is ; buv we ratber found it on the nature
of the inatitution of the sacrament of penance.

You congider itas a religious obligation ?—Just

The secreta communicated in con-
fession are guch as we are supnoged to become &c-
quaioted with as ministers of the sacrament of p-an-
ance ; sad ia that capacity, we do not consider our-
selve3 bound by the ocath of allegiance which we
take, to reveal gecrets committed 1o us in that way ;
and s cur rite of confession is known to the laws,
and our doctrines with regard to it universully ae-
knowledged to exist io our church, the oath which
binds u3 to discover any treason against the State,
or against his Majesly, which may come to our
knowledge, does not oblige us to reveal anything
with which we may become acquainted in sacrameu-
tal coufession ; that i3 the manner in which we un-

At the Coagh petty sesasions, on the Sth ult, a
number of persons were nrraigoed for being impli-
cated in the 12th of July Orange procession.

They were committed for trial, but aubsequently al-
lowed out on bsil, and immediately afrer the lodges
of Coagh and surroundiog district sssembled to the
aumber of several hundreds, accompanied with nine
drums and fifes, and paraded tbe principal atreets of
vhe town. In the final par.de of the evening they
were accompunied by a gentleman on » white charger
who led the advance, in imitstion of William II1., of
‘¢ pious, glorious , and immortsl memory,” apd they
crossed over the narrow old bridge that spans the
broad waters of the Balliuderry, and divides Derry
from Tyrone, and over which bridge King James and
a portion of his army passed on their march to the
¥ Maiden City,” in 1688. Fortunately, no disturb-
ance took place.

Perhaps there is not in Europe a town whieb, for
its size, contaios so many filthy entries and crooked
abodes of vice and infemy and beggary as this good
borough of Belfast. The heart of the town is com-
posed of a series of lanes and alleys, where the poor
and the criminal clusses buddle together, and ma-
nage gomehow to exist, All the waters of the ocean
would not wash, nor all the perfumes of Arabia
gweeten them. Their Yery names are unknown to -
the majority of the respectable inhabitanta, and there
are few persons, even of those who think themselveg
philanthropists, who would venture to penatrate
them. Letanyong who wishes 10 know gomething
of them and of those who inhabit them walk round the
space embraced between Smithfield and Hercules
street, North etreet and Barry street. He will sea
narrow lanea siretching down into semi-darkness,
with clothes lines reaching from house to house, and
a few rags of clotbes hanging upon them, and ab-
gorbing & portion of the poisonous stench that rises
from below. There is no Bewerage aave on the sur-
face of these places. Children aresitting at the doors,
and women, borrible in their aspect, are rquatting
Lere and there and supposing that they are taking
the air. This is what may be seen from the outside.
If we penetrate beyond :be margin the sighta are
sickeniog, aod no one would dare to pen a deserip-
tion of them. There isa heathendom in our midst
whidh is infinitely more terrible than any that exista
in the distant continents and islacds to which we
gend forth missionaries every year. To make mat-
ters, if possible, worse, it bappens that in this fester=
ing plague spot, or unmedintely adjeining it, nearly
all of the slaughteriog-honses of the town are erect-
ed.— Belfast Newsletler,

DusLiy, Aog. 10.—There'ls now no doubt about
the fate of the five young men whose mysterious dis-
appearancse has caused g0 much anxiety in Duablin.
Thay have all been drowned. Yesterday morning
two boatmen, named Kearas ané Kittrick, were fish-
ing at'the Poolbeg lighthoase in & boat. As they
approached ibe rocks whizh form the breakwater o
the goutkesn slde of the lighthouse, they observed
the body of & mun floating oo the surface of the wa-
ter. With some difficalty they succeeded in reach-.
ing it smong the rock, where it wns dashed up and
down. Suspecting thatit wag the body of oue of
the five men who are missiag since the night of the
31st of July, they communicated with Mr. Mucphy, of
Ringsend, who had besn the keeper of the lost boat.
He identifiad the body as that of Mr. Ryan, of_the
Natioual Biuk, who had been ouna of the boating
party oa the evening in question. The remnins
were thereuponr removed to Ripgsend, where they
await an inguest whieh, it is understood, will be
held. The body is greatly awollen aoad the face
very much disfigured. The forehead bears bery
gtrong macks of its having been violently theown
agaiost the rocka. The only clothes fouud on the
remuins are the boots and socks, flannel trousers, and
bloe flannel shirt, wkich the deceased was accustom-
ed to wear on his frequent boating excursions. [t
is beliaved that Mr. Ryan atripped to have a swim
for hia life when desth appeared almost certaiv. He
and his unfortuats companions, with the exception of
Mr. Brown, were all expert gwimmers. The mames
of the other four young wmen sre Mulcaby, Brown,
Turner, and Fitzg erald,

Kiog, the young man who sccompanied Lieut.
Olutterbuck from Paraonstown Darracks, has been
found guilty of the murder of that officer, bu* recom-
mended to mercy on the ground that he was drunk’
wher he did the deed. He was tried before the Lord
QOhief Juatice at the Tullamore Assizes and two im-
portant legul pointa are advanced againat the trial
by Mc.

on the panel were vaguely and not sullleie itiy des-
cribed,” The Cbief Baroo reszerved both objections
for the Court of Criminal Appeal. This ia anotber
of the aumerous instauces of great legul ability in
which this most pronmising young lawyer has distia.

The Waterford News speaking of the harvest says:
—Much of the harvest is already cuat down. It
woald bein a more forward swete only for ihe last
w0 or three wet days. Lastuight we had a bheavy
fall of rain: We hope to have no more of it till af-
ter hurvest. The crops, on the whole, are said to
Ye very fuir. Whesat and onls are the best, barley
not so good. Potatoes have sullered, but mot to the
extent st first imagined. The atalks are holdiag
green, jo most places, though the leaves are'withered
Potatoes are now sown go early that peopls must
not expect the Jeaves to hoid ns long verdant 8s
heretofore. There is & large breadth of land under
the potatoe this year, which will be gure tu yieid &
fatl pupply. Sioce the blight, we have not seen 80
large and so cheay s market of potatoes as at the
present time.’

A correspondent of Suunders's News Lelter writes
as follows of the sieie of the crops io the scuth of
Ireland :—

¢ The continnance of rain causes no small alarm
for the guthering in of the harvest, though up to the
pressnt no one beljeven that injury has oceurred 10
cereals or hay, while all admii that turaips, man-
golds, and carrots bave much improved by the mois-
wire. But there iz a feeling of nueisiness io regard
tu the potato crop, which bas showa blight ia maoy
Jooalitics If, howaver, the country be blest with
fine weather tor & few wecks all cause of alsrm will
cease.”

Of the west of Ireland a correspondent of the
Dubiin Evening Post writes .—

' We bave had a good deal of rain during the past
ten days, but not 8o continuous as to prevent the
cuttiog of the harvest, which hLas been goiag on
with great epirit. 1f we be favoured with one fort-
night's 1y weather from this date a great deal of
the cereal crops woold be secured in this peighbour:
hood. In no instance have ! beard any ocomplaint
of the crops, with the exception of the potate, which
i3 free from the blight ; but as regarda thoge which
have been dug they are very soft, in consequeuce of
the rsina. However, 8 few weeks of favourable wea-
ther would meke all rightin this as in the other
crops,?

The sawme spply almost equslly to the north of
Ireland and the province of Leinster

The Reporter of of August Bih 3aya :—* The crops,
in the neighborhood of Limerick, have vearly all
fallen beneath the sickle within the last few days—
the quality of the wheal, oats and barley is good.”

The Belfaat Newsletter, of a recent date, gays :—
¢ Plax pulling bag been actively carried on during
the last fortnight, and several parcels of new flax
now appear in each market. The general quality of
what has eppeared this week does not come up to
the expectations formed of the crop & week or two
back.”

Irelanad, to dissolve the association, to put an end to
ao orgenization which cannot answer any practical
purpose, and o rely for defenca upon the action of
the Executive Goverpment, admioistered by persons
reaponsible to Parliamaat.’' Thig was on the- 18th
of February 1858, and Lord Pulmerston dismissed
the deputation by promieing, in the usual form, * that
the memorial sbould huve the consideration of the
Government. The Derby Government came into
power 18 dnys afterwards. The Derby Adminis-
tration refused to sct upon the Brady letter; but
Lord Derby, in announciog this determioation, was
almost as strong in his denuaciation of the Confed-
eracy a3 wa3 Lord Palmeratoa. In his place ia the
House of Lords, on vhe 15th of March, 1858, he said,
~! This wuas one of the subjects which bad ecgaged
the atteation of the Lord:Liesutenant a short time be-
fore he left this couagtry. . . . . . . . .
Tha Earl of Eglinton was no more connected with the
Orange Society than he was himself ; and, looking
at the entire subject, be was of opinion that, n0 mat-
ter what may have been the advapluges of taat so-
ciety formerly, upon the whole the organization
was rather a misery than a beneft to Ireiand.’

Some of the local papers, of and and about the 8th
ult., anticipated Orange riots in Dungannon on the
12th ult.,the anniversury of the closicg of the gates
of Dorry, It was said that the Ocrangemen bad made
secret arraogements for a grand rally in Donoganoon
from several otber strongholds; aud that the Catho-
lica had also sought reinforcements, so that a des-
perate conflict wae like to ensue.

Atrack oN A Potice Barsack—Several Persons
Shot. — Youghut, August 8.—~At the fair of Dangenq,
in this couaty, a rather sorious collision took place
between some countrymen attending the fairand the
police. It appears thata police constable made an
arrost of & man who was ucder the iefluencae of drink
aad riotous, and whom the constabulary had pre-
vionsly warned as to his conduct Thia caused a
m>b of over two bundred people to surround the po-
lice, and demand the 1mmediate release of the pri-
soper. This was accompanied with the alternative
that if not released ihe veople would take the lives
of the police. The police refused to surrender their
prisoner, and remonatrated with the people, explaia-.
ing that to do so wouldbs coatrary to their duty, —
The canstable in charse, who kuew some of the far-
werd pcesent, solicited them to interpose with the
people, but 1o no effect. The crowd followed the
police to a temporary barrack they bad occupied for
the occasion, and when they had brought their
prisooer jnaside the mob commenced to atiack the
house by stone throwing. They also shouted to give
up the prisooer. The riot act | have heard, wWus ro-
pested by the constuble ; but this seems only to bave
sxasperated them,and seeing the position the police
ware in, the conatub'e ordered the few men under his
charge 1o fix bayonets and load. This proceeding
positively iafurinted the people, and the stone throw
ing became more serious. The constable, iy is saig,
gave orders to fire This was at once responded to
by the men, and { am sorry to any, four of the crowd
wete woanded, two of them geriously., This bad
3owe effzct on the people, for they immediately after
dispersed, the police securing their p:isoner.

What conversation took place between her and
Ler sisters we are not aware, but from worda the
wretched and unfortunate, and leat girl spoke in Lhe
court-house, it would appear that she was driven
from their hounse, and that she went to and was re-
ceived by Mr. Ashe. Catherine, vo whom she maat
have made some impression, went to vizit her a few
days after, asd as she atopped in the place looger
than was expected, Bridget was told to go and look
after her, or she might be perveried and loat like ber
sistar,

Bridget went ta Mr. Ashe’s house, and saw her
pister Oatherine in the kitchen. Sbe asked her to
go home, aad the gicl said she would ; but she was
oot *o get off 8o easily, for Mrs Aske and ber servant
maid interfered, aod Bridget was roughly handled.
Mre Ashe took her by the hair of the head and
drugged her about until Castherine broke awsy from
her ; and she was Jocked up for several hours, till M
Murphy came aud liberated her. But she left with
out her gister Catherine, who has goune to some place
to be taught the way that leads to perdition, Mra
Ashe, whose conduct seemed very extraordinary, was
fined only 6d. Why so lighta punishment was in-
flicted we are not aware; but we think it might
have been 1! instead of 6d.

Mr Ashe's turn, we understand, will come next,
and he will be proceeded against for damages fur
frlse imprisonment. Wa thiok that courae i3 a wise
one, for a souper loves money, acd the best way to
make impression on him is to empty his purse.

In Ardee, some days since, word "was received
from the county Cavan that a boy undertwelve years
of age had been stolen from bis mother, and sent to
the Rev Mr Youung, of souper notoriety. A gentleman
accompanied by some friends, went to the * mission
houge,’ knocked at the door, and inquired for the boy,
but they were told that he was at the school. They
then proceeded to the school and were informed that
he was not there.

Their beds—
which are hardly loog encugh to allow of reclining
at lengih—nre of the haidest deseription, and to this
hard couch cach retires at & o'clock, but rises gain
at 11, when they repair to the chepel, where they
spead two hours in prayer, efter which they return
to reat until 4 o’'clock. They then rise for the day,
» hich in thia order is speut in prayer and devotion,
The nuns arrived io York oo Mondsy last, and, afler
visiting St. Wilfred's Romen Oatholic Ckurch, the
Cathedral, and St. George's Romnan Catholic Church,
where a service of welcome was suong, they were
conducted to their new abode. Here on that acd
the two followiug days they received and welcomed
all who choss to visit them.—Sheffield Daily Tele-
gruph.

Deata of Proressor AvrouN,—The accomplished
Professor ot Rueturic and 3siles Lettres in the Uni.
versity of Edinburgh, William Edmoodstone Ay-
lous, died on Friduy morning at his shooting lodge,
Bluckills, near Blgia, Morryshire For some yenrs
the learned Professor hnd not enjoyed good henlth,
aod for two seascns ho had spent the seazon at Hom-
burg, to recrait himasslf for bis duties. Laat season
and the preseat s had sought « mocthern climate,
and the more invigoriag sports of the moors and the
stream3i. His death, though it will not surprise
those who knew bis precarious health, came rather
uaexpectedly, end the news of it will be beard in
many quarters with great sorrow and regret. He
died almost in the prime of life, being jast fifty years
of age. 12 is one of the last of a distinguished
band of Scottish literateurs who are either dying out
or becoming absorbed in a wider fisld. To the raa-
gnzioe litecature of Scotlend Professor Aytoun had
for sbout thirry years been a coustaut contrihutor,
and nearly all bis writinge first saw th: light in the
pages of the moathlies. The son of ao Ediaburgh
lawyer, holding among lawyers the exceptional poli-
tica of the Radical sckaol, William Aytoun began
hia literary cureer in the pages of « Tuit's Eagazine,’
then the organ of adcanced Liberalism. In the
courge of time, however, his viewa underwent a
complete chunga, sad ehout 1839 he formed that
corpexion with ‘' Blackwood's' which only tecmipated
in his death. He was drawao ioto still claser union
with the Congervative school of letters by his mur—
risge with the youngest danghter of the distieguish-
ed Professor Wilsan, the editorof * Blackwood,’ and
it has long been n prevalent, though an errepeous
idea, that he succeeded his father-in-law in the
¢Ebooy’ curule. The frequency of his conteibu-
tions, and their generally brilliant aod always ge-
nial character, for some years rendered Aytloun’s the
best known name, afier Wilson’s, in connection with
the Conservative monthiy. Professor Ayloun was
born at Edinbucrgh in 1813, and was eduuated at the
Academy and Univeraity there, grining in 1831 in
the Uaiversity & prize for the firat poem, f Judith.'—
He was called to the Scottieh bar jn 1840 ; and in
1845 was appointed by the Orown to the chair of
Rhuetoric and Belles Letters in Edigburgh University.
In 1852 he was appointed Sueriff of Orkney and
Shetland by the Derby Government, as & mark of
their consideration for his zealous support to the
Coaservative cause. Profeasor Agloua’s principal
literary warks were ! The Lays of the Scottish Cava-
liers,” first pablished i a collected form in 1848, and
now ia their 17w edition ; ' Firmilias : & Spasmodic
Tragedy,’ 1854, an amusing and eflvclive burlesque
of the sensational drama ; * Buthwell, a Poem' giv.
ing an episode 1n the history of dMary, Queen of
Scots, published in 1856 ; an edition of * The Bullads
of Scotland,’ 1837; lectures on * Poetry and Dra-
matic Literature,’ delivered in Loodon in 1833 ;
translatious of ¢ Poems and DBalisds of Goethe,'a
joint labor with Mr. Theodore Martin; *Norman
Sioelair,’ a novel, first published io * Blackwood's’
pages in 1861. He was also the authir of gome
amusing peperg, of which the dry and sly bumor,
perhaps, was beat appreciated by his own country-
men, entitled ‘ The Glenmutebkia Railway, a bur-
iesqne of the railway mania; ‘ How 1stoed for the
Dreopdaily Burghs,’ u farcical sketeh of electioneer-
ing; &e. Professor Aytoun was D.C L. of Oxford,
and held other ncadewical konors, — Z'imes.

Now, again, we are promised
nonotber addition to the molley llect, and yet another
improvement, in the lnuach of 1he cigar ship. The
vessel is of wrought iron, and i3 beicg Luilt as the
private yacht of an American genlemae — Mr.
Wyman—who, a8 we have said, brs desigued every
tbing connected with the chip. The execulion was
ut ficat entrusted to Mr Hepworth, and be expended
upon it the wmost perfect workmmnnship of which
wrought iron i3 capsble. The hull, as the hull of
a glip, looks une of the most extraordinary things it
ig posaible to imagine. [ti3 immenaely long, per-
fectly round, resewbhiing the shape of a ciger, beiog
however finely pointed nt both eads, inatead of, 88
ia a cigar, only ona. The former is 20 at variance
with all our geoerally received notions of nautical
Leauty that we cap only slare at it in mute asionish-
ment, though there is something in its long, taper-
ing lines so suggestive of immeuse speed Lhat one is
almest ashamed that no gue ever suggested such an
idea before. In justize, however 1o our own time, it
must be said that such a vesgel could only be built
at a period when iron sbips were in use and iron
ghip building had renched its bigheat a'ate of deve-
lopment. Looking st her now, she nppears to be
little more than a gigantic iron muisyard for some
vegsel of the Grest Eaatern cluss, having rether a
wide diameter, iu the middle, and tapered at each
end to a point almost as fine ag that ot a needle. —
Her boilers, like all the other parta of the vesael,
are 00 A new plan. Four of them uro on the logumo-
tive principle, with vertica: tubes. A blast fan is
to give thew draught, and they 4rs to work at one
hundred nod fifty pounds pressure. This is a great
power, but as the boilers are built fur stroeger Lhan
even locomative boilers, ic i3 asgerted that they
could be warked up to one thousaund pounds, or even
one thousund one huudred pounds per square inch
with eafety. There are oze limodred and thirty-six
feey of fire bar surface, nud it is expected that, with
the uid of the blast fun, encl of these ose hundred
and thirty-six feet can be made to burn fifty pounds
of coal per hour, IF the furnaces can accumplish
thig, then, according to the rule which gives one
nowinal horse power for every two and & half
pounds of counls consumed per bour, Mr. Wyman’s
yacht will be working &t nesrly two thousund
tive huodred horse power. In our bes: mail
steamships, on their Ffastest trips, 1t is found
difficult to burn thirty pounds of coal per foot of fire
bar surface per hour. If Mr. Wyman's, then, burn
fifty pounds, be will be working up to nearly two
thou nod five hundred borse power, or at the rete of
eight indicated horse power to every tor burden of
his vessel. In every fast ocern golog steamers the
ratio of ho ge power to tonnage i oaly about two
and & balf tons to one nominal borse powaer, The
advantage which the cigur ship possesses 1n this re-
spect togelher with those wbhich her slender form,
smooth surface and very emnll midship section only
one hundred feet will give, should enable her to go
at ao eqiraordinary speed. 1t i3 gaid that, as re-
gards motion at sea, rolling and pitehing will be re-
duced to a minimum, and certainly her form seems
to suggest that such a result will very probably be
effected.  With very smull masts and all her
weights, below the water line ehe i3 not likely 10
roli. Butif she does bot piteh, but cuts throngn
the water, she will ® take it in over all’ wnd in that
case, with her upper deck so near the gen, we should
fancy that iv would be swept fore'and aft, The ex
treme length of the vessel over all is iwo bundred
fifty-gix feet, and.her greatest width and depth is, of
‘course, amidships,. where the circle i3 sixteen feet

What will be .done with
President J. Davis'is not'yet known. * It would
seem as if the design of the Washington Govern-
ment were to evade the mconvenieces of -a trial,
by slowly killing him in pis prison ; for by the
last accounts he was striken down with a severe
attack of erysipelas brought on no doubt, or at
all -events aggravated, by the cruel treatment
that he bas received at the bands of bis captors.

'—On “Stdday, the 27th-ultimo, *a fire’occur-
red at Longueuwl, cause unknown, but the
chief sufferers were amongst the English portion
of the residents, . Hereupon the Witness im-
proved the occasion by insinuating malice and ifl
will against their English and Protestant feliow-
cit:zens, to.the French Canadians ; whom also it
more explicitly accused of refusing to-'assist the
sufferers by the fire 1n the removal of their proper-
ty. 'We are bappy tohave it 1 our power to add
that the dishonesty of the only daily religious pa-
per in the world has been rebuked by several of
our contemporaries—especially by the Montreal
Herald; whreh likeswise 1 letters from its corres-
pondents at Longueuil exposes the mendacity o
the Witness.

There iz to0 much contradictory evi
dence before us, a legal enquiry into the affsir is going
on, and rewards are offered for the discoiery of the
perpetrators of this crimg, if auch it shonld turn oat to
be, Bat that bad feeling has existed among the in-
habitants of French and British origin, ex :ept ina
few cases, which might have occarred even where all
were of the same origin, and which do ocaur e¢on.
ataatly in emall communities, howaver composed, we
have no hesitation in denying. QGenerslly apeaking
the families there live on the moat social terms, and
this attempt to excite animosity can lead to no good
end. Snch siatements csn anly tend to coantinue an
eutrangement which a batter acquaintance with each
other invariably r:moves, and which, but for the
language of hot headed men on both sides, might have
bean done away with befora this. So far fcom the
French Oanadians baving looked on idly aud uncon-
cerned, using their energies only to steal, the very
reverse ia the case. They wrought willingly and
showed the utmost anxiety to save the houses, the
property and the lives of the sufferers by this cala-
mity, The fire eagine from the village was hurried
up to the barming houses; some of the villagers brought
water from the well In buckets to the engine, while
others with their ho ses snd carta were busily em-
ployed conveying water from the river for the same
purpose. ‘Tha leading men, both by their words and
actions, afforded both sympathy sand ssgsistance, and
1t i3 moat vnfair, bacause thers might bappen to be a
few $roughs’ such as msay be found in every place,
that a whole commanity ghould be stigmatiz:d as fire
raisers and thisves.

The Herald a'so publishes the following com-
munication from an English resident of Longueuil
and a sufferer by the fire :—

‘ THE FIBES AT LONGUEUIL,

(7o the Editor of the Monireal Herald).
Montreal, August 29th, 1865,

Dear Sir,—I ,am very sgorry to see a grave error in
your article on the fire at Lopgueuil. I can atate
that in the removal of my effects, I was ably ussisted
by a number of village gentlemen. The Mayor Dr.
Larocque, snd Mr. Hurleau, the Captsin and crew of
the steamer Hochelaga snd many otbers did all in
their power to assist, and the villagers worked most
energetically with ths Fire Engine, elthongh from
thefr inexperience it was not of eo much ase as it might
have been. It was supplied partially from the well
near at hkand, as well as from the Kiver, whence th:
water was drawn by horses and caris belonging to
the French population,

(From the World's Crisis, July 12.)
Halifax, July lst:

Dear Friends :—T should love to speak to yoii, buts
as [ cannot just now do that I witl write a few lines
to you, So far my tour into the Provinces has been
a suceess. [ commenced labor in Rev. Samuel Ro-
bingon's B «puist Qburck in St. John, N.B. Duaring
the several weeks that I remained bere God revived
his work, and gave us to see his salvation. The
houss was crowded to a perfect’ jam' and * overflow,’
and the word took effact. Avone of the inquiring
meetings, forty ankious perdons wese present. This
church has for several years ever treated me with
great love and kindness. May God bless them for-
evar. :

During my atay, Rev. Mr. More, of Bear River,
N.S., came over the Bay and pressed me to preach
in his Baptist house, instead of the ¢ Advent' houss
when vigiting Bear River. I, supposing it was all in
good faith agreed ao to do; for I had previously
agreed with friends to visit the place. In dae time [
took the boat across the Bay to Digby. Itried te do
some good in Digby, but could do but little for the
hardneas, ignorance, and unbelief of the people, [
preached three eveniugs to & ‘ smail people,’ and saw
no prospect of ‘lifticg tke game,’ and so concluded
not to waste the powder! Several years, perhapa
twenty-ive yeara ago, I was at Oape Porpoiss, in
Maine, at the hoase of Bro. C, Huff. OUneday I took
hia rifle and went to hunt. As I passed along the gea-
shore, saw what appeared to me & large bird rise
“into the air over the water. SoI ‘drew a sight’and
.brooght bim down. I was excited a little, and off
went *boots and socks, and I was into the water
after my * game.’ Justas Iwas in my glory, I heard
Bro. Huff ’s voice—*¢ Ah, you have only shot a Poke I'
This learned me the lesson to fire hereafter at some-
thing, at least worth the powder and bullets. While
I was preaching the lunt evening at Dighby, some
peracny came quietly and opened a deep pit just'at
the door of the caapel, so that the people coming out
might fall into it, and seriously, if not fatally, 1njure
themselves.

! trouble ahead,’ and ‘atrange doctrines ; while I had
the impiety 1o sit and laugh at the poor dolt's folly. -

From Smith’s Cove I went to Bear River, and
begau my work in Mr. More's church, but did not.
finigh it there. I labored there iwo.Sundays and
geveral days, during which thirty persons arose
for prayers, and then—how ghall [ describe the rest ?
The Baptists got mad at the doctrine of God. The
poar Adventiats got awfully scolded for not coming
in to help, and when they did come they got awfully
iasulted by Mr. More and his people for coming
according to the very invitation himself gave them
to come. The Methodiats were fearfuliy mad that the
Baptists were likely to prosper. The Episcopal
Ohorchmen looked sour, bitter, and kept ¢ glum.'~
Ohurch membere told foo’ish lies, and bigger feols
believed them. The minister t3ld one story one
day, aud another the next, (Ministers ought to
xeep sober.) [t was reported that twenty eight dol-
lars were collecied for me, while only eighteen came
into my hands. I prayed and laughed to see it go,
I was popu‘ar one day with all, and cast overboard
the nextday. Finslly, the pot boiled so hard that
the cover had to be removed, and [ hopped out inte
the** Advent Tabernacle” where I preached some
days and saw the work of God, and happily baptized
a good number of coaverts in Bear River.

From Bear River I went to Goat I sland, and saw
some good people, but the most of them are a stupid
ciasa.

Coursol from all imputations upon his integrity,
and impartiality as a judge ; bus assuming that
'n the case in question, there was ¢ a fulure of
justice,” and that, therefore, blame 1s attribut-
able somewlere or to some person, it praceeds
to condeme M. Coursol for not having com-
municated the result of s deliberations upon his
legal compelency, to the government before or-
dering the discharge of the prisoners arraigned
before him. To this objection to his conduct
M. Coursol bas already given an unanswerable
rejoinder. In the case 1n question, the Capa-
dian Government either was, or 1t was not, a0
interested party. If the latter, then was there
no reason whatsoever why DL. Caursal should
bold communication with them on a case in
which they were not interested ; and if
the former, then were they parties to the case,
and his duties as an impartial Judge imperatively
required of him that he should make no distiction
between them, and the other parties wn the case
to wit, the prisoners.
It would bave been better, more logical, and,
more 1 accordance with honest principles, if Mr-
Torrence had first discussed the question, ¥ was
there, in the case referred to, any failure of justice
at all P’ Toassume that there was, is to assume
a question at issue ; for, by some, it is urged thag
full and substantial justice was done by M.

1. The Greek church maintaina thut the Holy
Spirit procesds only from the Fatber ; the Epiecopal,
from the Father and the Son, :

2. The Greek church believes in regeneration by
baptism ; the Episcopal regards bsptism ag only the
seal of inward faith, and notbing more.

3. The Greek church teaches, that, by the prayer
of the priest the bread and the wine are changed
into the very body and blood of Christ—that is,
are transubstantiated ; the Episcopsal regards the
bread and wine a3 mere symbols of the body and
blaad of Christ,

4, The Greek church belleves that good works are
necessary to salvalion ; tbe Episcopal attribules sal-
vation to fuilh alone, ané regards good works only
as the fruit of faith.

5. The Greek chvreh believes in images and saints;
the Epiacopal rejects both.

6. The Greek church avails berself of the medir-
tion of the ssints and of the Virgin Mary ; the Epis-
copal acknowledges no mediaiion beiween Christ
aad men,

7. The Greek church mainiains that the prayers of
priests, and especially the offering of the bloodless
sacrifice, almsgiving, etc, have efficacy ir transfer-
ring from hades to paradise the souls of the depart.
ed ; of those at least who repented while they were
living, but did not have opportunity to practice
good warks ; the Episcopal, on the contrary, teaches
that o change of coundition can take plice after
death.

8. Tho Epizcopal chureh believes in Divine fore-
ordination—that is, that before the foundation of the
world God predestined some Lo salvation, and left
othera to perdition ; the Greek sccepts no such doc-
trioe,

9. The Bpiacopal church believes that the Holy
Seriptures alene ought to be received as the rule of
£aith, and contaios all that i3 necessary to salvation ;
the Greek accepts besides, the so-called sacred tra-
-ditions,

:0. The Greek church regarde her own way of
beptism as the only right way, scd every otber way
as mvalid ; and on this account she requires that
those who come to her from other sects shall be
baptized anew,

11. The Greek church regavds her own clergy
alane a3 the guccessors of the apostles, sad no or-
dinstioss as valid unless performed by them; hence,
after the union of the two churches, all the clergy of
the Bpiscopsl charch will have to be re-ordained by
Greek bisbops. .

12. The Greek church has fasts and confessions,
prayers for the dead, forbids her bishops to marry,
grants absolutions and encourages the monastic lite ;
the Episcopal church not only does not accept these,
but condemns them as conurary to the Holy Serip-
tores,

From the above statementa it is evident, that un.
less the Greek church repudiates her owa doctrines,
or the Episcopal church accepts them, no urion can
be effected between the two. — Wulchman and Re-
fector. '

OBITUARY.

Died at Petit Rocker, Co. Gloucester, N. B., from
exhanstion and exposure in the woods, whither he
kad wardered from his Presbytery, during a tempeo-
rary mental aberration, on the morning of Mornday,
November 28th, 1864, the Rev. James Patterson, R.
C. Prieat, aged 26 years,

Though from the hour of his disappearance, each
day subsequently during three weeks, until the snow
covered the ground, constant search was made for
him by several hundreds of the people of the neigh~
borhood, it was not uniil last Sunday (July 30th,
1865,) that his remains were casually discovered by
two boys, who were rambling through the woeds
picking berries, near Elmtiree River, about tour miles
from the Cburch of Petit Rocher, and a quarter of a
mile from the main poat road to Dalhousie. The body,
though quite decompogsed, was unmistakeably iden-
tified by the clothes, as that of the above Rev, gen-
tleman. After the Coroper'sJury had rendered
their verdict the remaing of the deceased were inclos-
ed in & suitable cofin and conveyed to the residence
of his father and family, in Chatham, where they ar -
rived oo Tnesday morning.

On the same day the faueral process ion formed
preceded by the clergymen and assistants chantiog
the usual psalms, at about 11 o'clock, and accom-
panied the body to St. Michasl’'s Oatbedral which
was mppropriately draped in mourning, and there
a solemn Requiem service wag then celebrated by the
Right Rev. Dr. Rogers, Bizshop of Chatham, assisted
by the Rev. Mr. Meloy, of Bathurst, as Deacon ; the
Rev. Mr. Morrisey, of Caraguey,as Sub-deacon ; and
the Rev. Mr. O'Leary, of Dalhousie, as Master of
Ceremonies. The Chuarch was densely crowded, —
The Bishop delivered a ghort, patbetic address, in
which he feelingly alluded to the untimely end of the
deceased young clergyman, whose virtuous yorth,
brilliant talents, and studious babits had promised a
most successful career of usefulness, but which it
pleased an all-wige Providence to cut ghort by de-
priving bim of bodily bealtb, which doubtless ulti-
mately impaired his mental faculties.—The funeral
then again formed in proeesaion to the cemetery,
where the mortal remains of the deceased were com-
mitted to their mother earth, to await the souud of
the Archangel's trumpet.

Tas ReasoN WEY ? ~The prosperity of the Eastorn
partof the Province is fast gamning upon the Weatern.
The time was when the Montreal merchant preferred
the Westorn customer to any other because he not
only took more goods but paid his billa; but this con-
fideuce has, during the last few years, bcen very much
ghaken.

The manner in which the Western Oanadian mer-
chants have met their billa of late years has not at
all been gatisfaciory, And this has resulted not so
much from defective managemant onr the part of the
business man ag from short crops. 'The usual credit
having been extended to the farmer, but he failing to
command good crops in return for labor npon the
land, the accounts, as a general thing were left nnget-
tied and the merchact digeredited.

There i3 no better test of the prosperity of 8 comma-
nity than the mannerin whick debts are paid. Ifa
safe and solid business iz doue, 1t indicates a healthy
condition in the agricultural interest. We have heard
it afirmed by travellrs througbeut the West that there
appeared a great scarcity of stock upon the farms; i
and comparisons were made in favor of the Eagt. We
know that it is commonly thought by farmera bere
that raising stock does not pay; they forget that the
value of an animal must not altogether be judged off
by the quantity of stuff it consnmes. Now thera are
other reasons for keeping of stock and if not attended
to, the land will certainly loose its fertility, The best
farmers in the Bast put their lacds under grass four
yearg ana grain three, They crop eéreals only three
years in seven and prosper well even although the cli-
mate is more severe, Qur farmers have a lesson to
learn which if digregarded will certainly impoverish
their 1ands still more.

Woe could not have a clearer proof of the Western
Cansdisn farmer than in the disposal ofso many hun-
dred thoussnd dollars worth of stock this spring, jost
at the season when the grass was beginning to grow
and when it would nave been their isterest to have
kept them a few months looger.

The shipments of horses and cattle from thia port

since opening ot navigation exceed by three times the |

quantity shipped during the twentiy-four montbs pre-
vions. JIun 1863 and 1864 together there were only
504 head of cattle and horses shipped., From April to
213t Auguat, inatant, there has been 581 horses and
1202 bead of cattle, in all 1790 laft for the Uuited
States.

From this very circumstance butter is likely to be
much higher the coming winter for two reagsons:—
there has not been as much made and a great deal
move than usual has been used for domestic purposes
oo account of the scarcity of other provisiona.

We are far from being eatisfied with the ferming of
either the Eastern on Western parts of this Province,
but we make these comparisons to show what msy
Le done even with the present inadequate morney sys-
tem.

Thete can b3 no question but the soil and climate
are admirably adapted for the most successful farming,
and ifthe proprietors of the goil had the wuse of but a
portion of their capitzl, ia the shape of money, the
Oanadian farmer would excel in the raising of grain
and the management of stock.—Porf-Hope Vuluulor

We understand that the Governor General has
teken his passage for England by the steamer of Sa-
turday the 16th. The Sessions of Parliument may
be eqpected to conclude before Liord Menck goss.—
If nothing unforeseen occurs the prerogation will
probably be about the 132th.

Canmp or InsTRUCTION.—~We have heard it is in
contemplation to assemble &il the graduates of the
Military Schools at a camp of instruction in Mont-
real, towards the middle of this present month.

We, London Adverilser, have heard a painful ru-
waor to the effect that a contagious malady known as
camp fever has been working destructioa in the quiet
village of Nilestown. From whst we can learn, a
young man, whose parents reside there, returned
homse from the Amecican army, sick with tho above
disease, and although himself was cured, still the
contagion was looge, and soon spread among the
neighbors. One took it, then anothker, till nine in
5uccession were carried off, victims to this foreiga
disease. Maoy others are sick, more or less manifes-
ting the same symptoms. Great alarm and general
fear prevails in the viliage, and the prevailing opi-
niona is that some sanitary regulations should be en-
forced to prevent the apread of the contagion; for if
it once gets a bold in more populous places the rava-
ges would probably be very destructive.

Tar FORTIFIOATIONS.— We are liappyto notice that
the fortifications at Levig are progressing rapidly.—
The military authorities have restricted visitors from
passing promiscuousiy through the camps. This
wag very necessary as the men were annoyed by too
many of the idle and curious.

" RRoads last night at 6.30. Lateas it was seme one
Aamong the maoy clusters of forts saluted the Eng-
lish flag. According to the Eoglish custom, how-
ever, not to fire after G p.m., our ships rémuined
mute to this thundering welcome. The west end of
the harbor, the post of bonor—~that is, the most con-
venient uc the sxfest—was given to the vesseis of
the visitors. French pilots boarded them a3 fast as
‘they came in, and guided each to the moorings,
which formed them up in three lines. Beyond the
formal salute we have menticned nothing was done
at gea that evening. On shore, in the Grande Place,
there was n fine display of fireworks, which looked
very well from the water, and may fairly be supposed
to have been more imposing on land. The harbor,
too, had an illumination of its awn, az every vessel
hoisted its lights for the night, till the whole ex-
panse of water was twinkling like a small town, and

- not & very small one eitker. Now and then the ves-
sels of war held a short conversation in lanterns,
Aand the rapidity with which this system of signalling
‘38 carried on is even more siriking than that with
the flags.

This morning was usbered in by a heavy, south.
westerly gale, with torrents of rain and fierce aqualls,
which; s8 Bailors say, struck like s pammer. Boat-
ing to reach ibe shore became doubtful, aud a8 1he
dsy wore ob almost impossible, except under circum-
stances of the grestest discomfort and even risk. It
wasand is still, in truth, the * dirtiest’ of *dirty’
Ohsnnel weather, None but the large lanaches of
the men-of-war have been about, snd these have
only made their way against the wind and sen with
the utmost labour. Hut the French vesiels have
been much ‘less sffected than our own, for every
French man-of-war carries a stesm lannch, working
at bigh pressure, und goiog at grent speed. These
have been going backwards and forwarda all day,
sometimes with three or four other lannches in tow.
Only the flagship of the Eeglish squadron hag one of
these most useful auxiliaries, 8o that the communica-
tions between the oiher ships and the shore huve
been few and far between.

This dey’s dreary and damp festivities were usher-

ed in at 6 a. m, by a somewhsat intermittent zalute
fired from Fort Homet, the ruined.looking, but really
ine most powerful work which covers the Arsenal
and Dockyard from the west entraace, butby ne
means protects them from injury aund stiack by shel-
liog from the Bea. This salule, 88 we have sawl, was
very irregularly, given, so irregularly, in fact that at
times it seemed (o cease allogether. As 8 o'clock
drew near all the quays and wharvea west of the forta
and along the line of shore became crowded with
thousands, who patiently braved the sweeping wind
and rain to see the flaets exchange salutes. The
sight was well worth seeing, With the firat note of
sight bells the Edgsr and Magenta fired almoat gim-
ulteneonsly, &nd in a secend afterwards up and
down the roadatead, from high-placed forts and de-
tached rock battries, out came regular pulsations of
flame and smoke, with a sharp smashing boom, which,
geeming to ecto back itself, swelled gradually iato
8 din 80 tremendons that it really shook the air. But
that the ships were notin motion it would bave
seemed like 8 naval engagement on the most
slaughterous Beale, as the ships lying broadside to
broadside kept blazing nt each other till all were 5id
in the smoke, from which, even amid the noise of the
gune, could be hesrd the shrill boatswain's whis:le
and hoarse shouls giving directions. What these
directions were waa goon seen, for as the firing eeased,
and the vank of smoke was sentrapidly to leaward,
each ship emerged from its cloud ¢ dressed’ as if by
magic from swem to stern with aics of coloured bun-
ting, and the English ships with their topgallanot
yards crossed. All the French ships dressed ath-
wart ships from the yards, while the English, as
usual, hoisted their colours fore and aft over the
maat heads and down astern. The efect of both
waa very pretiy, though oo this occasion the wind,
-being violentiy dead ahead, showed the French mode
off to the greater advantage. All the Baoglish ves-
sels carried the French flag at the main, nod when
the salute was over the Lords of the Admizalty paid
the high compliment of lowering their own flag ‘rom
-the Enchantress and hoisting that of France in its
plage. The rest of the duy’s programme wa3 to be s
procession of boats from the French ships, to attend
the Te Deum in Cherbourg Catbedral in honour of
the Emperor’s birthday, a grand sslute from all ihe
ships and forts for the eame auspicions occasiou, a
raview of the garrison in the Place Napoleon,.snd
fireworks in the evening. Tp to the present each
and all of these solemnities have beer utterly marred
by. the ‘weather.

THe English and French fleets are visiting one ao-
other aod exchanging civilities and hospitalities, and
the demoustration is either devised or used for tbe
purpose of conveying to the world with due signif-
cance and notoristy the fact that the Governmeats
of France and Eogland are, or wish to be believed to
be, thoroughly friendly, thoroughly cordisl, and
very mnch inclined %o stand by one acother. It
means more. It means the world to take notice
that the Goveraments of Frunce aod England have
reviewed the questions of the day, and the eventuali-
ties most likely.to arise out of them, and have found
means 1o conviace one another that neither of them
means to take a part in them to which the other can
Bee cauge 10 object. Whether it be also intended as
a special hint to the Goveroment of the United
States that a querrel with either France or England
will mean & guarrel with both France and England
we don’t know, but it is not uniikely. But when
two suck Goveroments under two such responaibili
ties as Napoleon I1I and Lord Palmerstea make up
their difterences, and gee their way to workiog to-
gether for a commaon purpose, all honest men have &
right to be on their guard. It would be very strange
if somebody or other did not find himself the worse
for it.

SPAIN,

The resignation of the Spanish Ambassador in
Paris, M, Mon, bas been followed by that of Don Ra-
mon Pacheco, represcatative of Spain in Rome, in
consequence of the recognition of :he Kingdom of
Ttaly. 1t will be remembered that M. Pacheco only
accepted office on condition of full support of the
Temporal Power from his government, apd faitbful
to bis word he has resigned his post wben he could
po longer bold it with honmour Last night's tele-
grams brings us intelligence that in various parts of
Spain Oariist bands have sppesred, crying *Viva la
rehigion, viva la Spana,’ and the movemen: may any
day become a serious one, should Cabrera cr any re-
cogoiged Cuarlist leader put bimself at their hend,
and shouid the son of Don Juan ackuowledgs his
adberenta, as it is to be hoped he will, if tbey risk
their lives or liberties for his canse.

A Oarlist movement would now have the treble
‘appui ' of a religious, natiogal, apd dynsstic orin-
ciple, and it is difficult to believe that Spain will so
forget its pride, its traditions, and its faith, a8 to ac-
cept a revolutionary chief and an alien sovereigm in
Lous of Braganza, or to see the crown of lsabel the
Catholic sei on the brow of the daughter of Victor
Emmanvel, The Archbishop of Burgos is, I regret
to say, very ill, but there is every hopo of his reco-
very. MHisdeath at the present crisis would be a
calamily scarcely to be mensured, so great ia his
capacity, courage, and devotion to the Holy See.

ITALY,

Roxp.~Much speculation has been rife as to the
reasons which bave decided the Pontifical Govern=
ment to increase the effective force of the Pope's
small army by three or four thousané men,

The effective of the Pontifical army is abont 8,000
men : —

Gendarmes, twelve companies, two squadrons,

Artillery, two batteries (one native and one for-
eign).

Veterans, six compaanies,

Line, one regiment, two battalions, fourteen cow-
panies.

Zouaves, eight companies.

Ghuggeurs (uative), eight companies.

Chagseurs (foreign), eight companies.

Dragoons, two squadrons, (one native acd one
foreiga).

The correspondent of the Monde says that as these
regiments and battalions are not full, the effective
can easily be raised to twelve thousand or twelve
thousand five bundred by filling the exisiing codres.

Cardinal Antonelli has answered the despatch of
M. Bermudez de Castro, announcing the recogrition
of the Kingdom of Italy by Queen Isabella. The
Curdinel says that the Holy See cannot enter into an
examination of the motives which have caused the
Cabinet of Madrid to take a step go opposed to the
traditions of the Spanish monarchy, and to the hopes
of the Holy Father. Bat hopes thal Catholic Spain,
and itz Sovereigas, in apite of the unerpected pro-
ceedings of the Minisiry, will remnin niways sincere-
ly actached to the Sovereign Pontiff and hiz cause.

During July Cardinal Antonelli also addressed
two eirculars to 8ll the representatives of the Holy
See in foreiga parts. One isaabout §. Vegezzi's mis-
gsion, and repeld General Lamarmora's insipuatjons
coucerniog the ! high influences’ to which he ascribes
the rupture of the negotiations. The other is a vie-
torions refutation of the statements made by the
Emperor Maximilian of Mexico in his memorandum.

1If the scourge epreads, it
will bring home to the annexed provinces in the
strongest light the loss it has sustained in the expell.
ed religious ordera—the Jesuits, Capuching, Sisters
of Charity, Servites, aod Sellists, all of whom were
in the van of danger, in casea of public calamity and
pestilence. The cholera may, under providence,
prove a great teacher in Italy, and if so will be no
matter of regret. An execulicn took place this
morning at dsybreak outside the Piazza del Popolo,
of the artilleryman who murdered his companion a
few months since ; au example was greatly needed io
the Pountifical army, aud no one was sorry the ssa-
tence wag carried out; the soldier died penitent
aad received the last sacraments prior to his execu-
tion.

ments after seven corpses were stretched on the
gronnd. Navertheless, Botteri, one of thoss struck

RUSSIA.

Tae Pxorosep Russian TELEGRAPEIC LINE TO AME-
RicA,—The St. Petersburg Journal publishes'the fol-
lowing which 1t has copied from the Poste du Nord :
““ The Paste du lNord gives some curious details res-
pecting the construciion of the telegraphic line which
will connect Hurope with America, passing through
Russian territory, As far back as 1854 Gdiflerent
companies made proposals to the Russian Govern-
ment to undertake the work, but they were declined.
The Government, at its own expense, ordered the
construction of a line which passes from Moscow, by
Kazan and Irkoutsk,to Verchneoudinsk, with a branch
line to Kiachta. To continue this line to Niso-
laleffsk, at the mouth ¢f the Amour, there remuins
but litile to be dope and then the works can be
commenced which have been undertaken by an Ame-
ricaa company with a capital of 10 millions of dollars.
According to the terms of the contract between the
Russinn Government and this company, a telegraphic
line i3 to be completed within five years, passing
through (he Behring Straits, the Russian possessions
io America, and Eoglish Columbia, to San Francisco,
where it would join the Awerican line. The condi-
tions agreed to by the company are most advan-
tageous Lo the company. The privilege of the com-
pauy for the lice between Nicolaieffsk and the Ame-
rican lines is only for 35 years. The compupy un-
dertakes to erect atits own cost, along the whole
line—roads, bridges and stations. As regards the
latter, it reserves to itself the right of ocenpying
them, as also the block houses of the compuny,
should circamstnnces render such a step necessary.
All the servants of the company upon Russian ter-
ritory are to be of Rugsian nationality.”

The
present Goveroment has ignored tae lmmigration
Act, aod thrown the accumulated uuexpeaded ba-
laoces of the fund intothe generul reveaue. Tha
Lower House i3 in favour of an jsea of the Attorney
General,s that the immigration fund should be treat-
ed a3 un anoual fund, but the Upper House insists on
removing it entirely from the control of the Atvorney-.
General ; and as there can be no compromise, the bill
will probably be thrown out when it again cowmes bz-
fore the Ugper Chamber. )
