At a Standstill.
A BRIEF STATEMENT OF-TUE PRESENT

POSITION OF THE INDIAN HOMES AT
SAULT STE. MAIpiE.

I nake no fresh appeal for funds, but
i ask you kiidly to spare a few moments
to read through carefully, and I hope
symnpatheticallythe following notes
L-In June 1884 we had 32 boys, 22

girls, total 54: iu June 1885
we Iad 43 boys, 21 girls, total
64: In June 18 8 6we iad47 boys,

' 23 girls, total 70 : i June 1887
we had 53 boys, 27 girls total 80.

Oumr hoies were never in a more
hopeful and prosperous condition than
in this sunmuer of 1887.

2.-The location of branich or receiv-
ing homes is not yet definitelV decided
ou, so mnany different contingericies hav-
ing to be conî*idered, out we hope, if the
way opens, to have two or more of thein.
Towards the receiving honeat Elkhornî
Manitoba, we have $2,000 in liand,.and
the offer of a free grant of land. We
want to build another at Banff, among
the Rocky Mountains, and another in
the neighborhood of Sarnia.

3.-We lad very mnuch hoped that
ere this somnethîing would have been dona
towards enlarging the Shingwauk Home.
Our increasing numbers require it and
we desire to carry ont our plan of nak-
ing it a large central Protestant institut-
ion for Indian ehildren.

4.-Everything just now as regards
our Homes is at a complete standstill.

5--We have beenoverdrawingourres-
ources, resting in the hope of a Govern-
ment grant and liberal gifts fron our
friends to set al this new work on foot
and these hopes having failed we are
now obliged to retrench.

6.-I an obliged to part with my As-
sistant Superintendent, being una ble to
pay his salary, and must reduce the num-
ber of ny pupils to about 40 boys and
20 girls. At the beginning of the year
our Maintenance Fund was overdrawn
$667, and now shows a deficit of $1,400;

7.---We therefore sink back into the
position we were in about 5 years ago;
and all our prospects of enlargement
andextension seen to be for the present

-blighted.
8.-A question forces itself to my

mind. How is it that in the United
States, notwithstanding all that bas
been said of their cruel and unijust treat-
nient of the Indians, they have sonie
32 large Institutions for Indian child-
ren, notably the Carlisle [Institution in
'Piennsylvania for 600 pupils, which re-
ceives $80,000 a year from the United
States Governmuent, and $10,000 a year
from the United States public ?

9.-And another question forces it-
self upon ne. Iow is it that our Cania-
dian governient lias within the last
few year erected an Indian Institution.
at a cost of $25,000, -near Calgary in
the N.W. for the Roman Catholics, and
another Indian Institution, at a cost of
$25 000, at Fort Qu'Appelle for the
Ronan Catholies, and is about to build
another Institution for Indian girls' at
the saine place for tbe Roman C(atholics,
and last year gave $40Ô0 towards re-
bu ildingthe Roman Catholic Institution
on Manitoulin Island, and yet has no
money to spare for the Shingwauk
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Home, which has been struggling up-
ward through many difficulties, during
the past 14 years?

1.-Is it the will of this country that
the Indians whose land we are new oc-
cupying should be given over into the
hands of the Roman Catholie priests?
Is it a imatter of indifference to Protes-
tants inCanada andin England,whether
the Inlians are brouglit up to the Rom-
ish faith, under Ronian and Frèncl in-
fluence, or whether they be taugh0t
the Gospel of Jesus Christ ?

11-Ihavemyown views--andstrong
views-on the subject, but, with the
governient refusing 1.elp, English con-
tributions dimiishing, the C'anadian
Church so indifferent, apparently about
the wIole question. What an I to

1 commit my cause into God's hands,
and pray for patience to await His
tinte.

ing the two Institutions, the hospitai,
chapel, and sorme Indian wigwams in
the back grounld.

June 21st, 1887.

May it please your Majesty:
We the pupils of the Shingwank

and Wawanoàh Homes desire to con-
gratulate our Queen on her Jubilee.
We wish to relate your Majesty about
our focession this morni¶g ; we took
your picture,ýand above it the bible to
indicate that always to put first God
whatever we do in this world ; our
teacher had told us hefore you gave

a present to a prince froin Africa, and
you said " This the secret of England's
greatness." You so love the bi ie and
we love you. When we got the town
we all turned to the people and sing-
ing the Jubilee hymn. ln 1874, Lord
Dulferin laid the .foundation stone of
our Institution. The Marquis of Lorne
and suite visited us on their way to
the North West.

The Branch Home at Elkhorn.
Just before going to press we have

received a letter from our friend Mr.
Lowswell at Elkborn saying that
building operations are now actually
commenced. For some tine past we
have had S2000 in ianàI towards the
erection of this Branch Home at
Elkhorn in Manitoba, but a letter
frum the Indian Department sayinîg
that no aid could be given f rom Indian
Funds placed us for the time some-
what in a dilemna. We have decided
however now to go on and build. We
have a man on the spot, in the per-
son of Mr. Rowswell, who we feel sure
will do everything in his power to
make the Institution a success, and it
is with his advice and promise of co-
operation that we have commenced the
work. He feels with us how lainent-
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able it is that this nominally pi otest
ant country should be swayed so much
by Roman Catholi influence. We
wrote to him "If you will go ahead we
will," and he wrote back "It woit do
to stop!" and so, with barely enough
nioney to put up the building, and
without a cent promisud towards its
future maintenance, resting on God,
and believing that He in his own good
time will find us the means we have
commenced the work. The site is
right in the village of Elkhorn close to
the tailway track and has been donat-
ed' to us by the C. P. R. The land
will he deeded to the church, provision
being made that no part of it can be
sold leased mortgaged except with the
consent and approval of the Rev. E. F.
Wilson or his successor. The build-
ing it is expected will be completed be-
fore winter sets in, but it must remain
closed until funds are forthcoming for
the annual maintenance.

Our New. Magazine.
In our last issue of OuR FOREST

CHILDREN we spoke of setting on foot
a new monthly illustrated Magazine,
to be called the " Indian Canadian."
We have received many warni and ei-
coura.ging letters froin friends and
persons hold high official positioin to
whom we wrote on the subject, anong
them the Lieut. (ovenor Dewdney, Dr
Wilson, of University College, Toronto,
Horatio Hale, Dr. Rand of Halifax, and
others. We thank these friends for
their kind words and promises of
assistance, and are now waiting to
hear from others to whom we wrote
befoie taking any further steps.

The Blackfeet Boys.
The two Blackfeet boys from Alberta

are doing splendidly, one is learning
carpentering, the other bootnaking.
They still have their hair in long pkits,
but are becoming gradually civilized in

- their habits. Neither of them can as
yet read or write intelligibly. When
they want to send a letter home, theydictate to Mr. Wilson what they have
to say in the Blackfeet language, and
he takes it down as nearly as possible
according to the sound, without under-
standing beyond an occasional word or
two what it is they are sayino The
letter is sent to Mr. Tims, the Mission-
ary, and he has to decipher it and read
it to the parents. We are glad to hear
that the Blackfeet people are not angry
at these two boys being taken away
from their Reserve, and if God spare
them to return strong and well to their
people next summer, we trust that the
year they have spent at our Institution
may be the beginning of a new and
important work among those interesting
people.
