COMMEECIAL TREATIES.

The motion made by Mi,. Blake in the
Iouse of Commonls on Fî-iday the 21st

inst., claimning the necessary powvers to
enable the Government of the Doninion
to enter into direct coninication
through its ovn agents with foreign
powërs: is calculated to raise doubts as-to

the réal intentions of the iover and of
those by vhom le is supported. t is a
matter of notoriety- that the standard of
independence bas been raised by two
political eclubs in Montreal and Quebec,
and it is-said thatMr. J. X. Perrault, who
has- been the most prominent advocate
of indepentdence for some time back
paid a visit to Ottawa abounthe'timethat
Mr. Blake'moti'on was offered for cbn
sideration. Mr. Blake's name has been
freely-tsed as that of a suppörter of the
independence movement, and when
invited ta attenid a public dinner avow
eily given to promote thatýmovement,
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his reply does not seem to have been.

looked on as discountenancing iV. We

sinceiely hope tihat thie late mot on is

by British Statesnen. 'l lie trîli h is t1hat

the question is vlolly imisunlerstood by
ail wvho undertake to dlis(,uLs it, if we
except, those wviIo are shi-wd etiough ta
perceive that under the veil of wiat,
they claim to e a'. reasonabile de.m-1md;

We emîphatically deny that Canada has

any intei est in ' providing,separate trade
conventions " with foreigni countries.
The main object of comneicial treaties is
simîply that whii was accomplished only
the othler day by the treaty between
Great Briltain and France, vhich we

publitshed at lengt h ini a reent number
of titis journal. The comme cial treaties.
of Great Britain are very numerous, and
in many of tiem the most lavored nation
clause is applicable to British Colonies.
That clause, it must be borne in mind, is.
or ia practical inporfance except in
cases where nations have adopted two,
diffeent tariffs, tle lower of wlich alone
is applicable ta sta.tes enjoying the
benetit of the most favored nation clause.
We are not aware that Canada has any
practical grievance, except against,
France, and, as we recently pointed out,
"e have ta thank for its con tinuance tlîe
buingling of ouroivGoveî'nment. Instead,
'of proposing ta France what she could
i'ardly have objected ta, that there

lshould be a treaty similar o that
recentdy made with Great Britain, Sir
Leonard Tiitley's instructions were to
'obtain a çeduction of the duty on ships,
:aud ta pureciee (hat concession by the,
Ioffer f a teduction of the Canadian tariff,
'on Ftenei vines. ''ie negotiation fell
through, but thea new Fr'ench taî'iff
applicable ta Canada tias actually fixel
'the duty 01n shiqs at tlîe very rate at
wlich SirLeonad Tiiley îlesired it fixed ,
and this withîoiu compensation of any
Wind.

IL is a famvit.'e bout Vholly unmeaning

.expression it isdesirable Itoxtend.
the tide eelations GfCanîada." What do,
those whso'use it tmears? It is Mr. Blake's
professed .aiect, anS'ir Joi Macdonaîl
said " ther'e ould bâe no. objection ta,
that."

-clain as:a 'ih and wliich if refu sed
ought in <u1,-judgm21ent to he met b y
retaliation, a policy w'hich, although Free
Tr'ade England iesble to resort to,
ProtectionistCanadla ciadd adopt without
either inconsistency e ùrconvenience. It

w'oulcl, soon bring France. ta terns if
Canada w 'ere to inpose an.extia duity of.
20 per cent. on.Fench xports So long as
Fîano, inposed extra duities on those of
Canada.. We do not even require a,treaty
fo carry out such a policy. A Simple
int imation ta every country which im-
lose.d exti a duties on Canadian. exports
would be sullicient. Canada is in, a
peculiarly favorable position for bringing,
such couinti les as France ta reason. We
iliport nieaily tlire tiaes as iuclh from
France as ime export t that cnttry, and;
the giaet blk of our trade is Vith Great
Blritain. and the United States, with the
former of which we have no ground of
conplaint, nnd with the latter tone that
would i e amelioraited by Mr. Blake's
scheme. We shatl dal sep!arately vith,
the United States question whiclh alone
is ofi practical imnportance. It might have
been expected that Mir. Blake w'ould, in

prdposing sO important a change il our
relations with the parent State, have
stated soie i'actical grievance, or have
showi howour trade. could he ext ended,
if ive liad all ile powers ivhich lue
clainied. Our aggreate trade in 1881,
embracing goods entered for consunption
aînd exports, ias 8189,902,427, of which
$170,905,715 vas with Gieat Britain and
the United States. With France it was
$2,294,04U3 of whichi something over
$660,000 consisted of expoits. It 1s,our'.
exports alone that wve have any object in
incr'easing, as our established policy is to
check imports by high duties. Our
exports of luni'ber to Fiance were $610,-
152, to Greýat Britain ne a-ly $15,000,000,
and to the, United States overc8,000,000.
We exported produce of the fisheries
amounting to 1 ar'y $7,000,000, of whtich
France took >9 44 it lotstets; agricul
turiaj prodî ucts ov4e:821,00000 of wich
Fri'aice took 840,284 ; manufactures over
$3,90j,000, of which France took $1,640 of
agiricultuirî iiîplieents. Oui' expor~ts toa
Fiance aie alîout onse-thirî 1of those to

Newvfoundh ii and Vie, British West
Indies. in ,ione of vhiuh colonies, is
there tany obstrucuion, to t ade. one
can examine Ithe subject vithout aickn-v
ledgiîg that t1ivre is na olject whatever
in atteipting, to extend trade with such
countries as France. Oui' viole export
trade to such counttries is not,more thai
5 per cent. of the agg'egate,,and several'
of the countris %vith whil ive trade
already receive ou, goods.on the footing
of the most favoi'ed nations.

Ve join issue as Well vith Sh' Joln,
Macdonald as Ms. Blake. 'ihe former
not only admitted Vle importance of
" extending. oui trade," but actually
affirmed that " it wouldbe greatly for the,

benef.t of Canada " ta be pe:mit ed, to
negotiate. witi foreignets as Mr. Blake
demîanded. Sir John gye away his
whole case. What hrcnelit" have we to
gain ? Vhat isa'iied ? From wha do
wev sufl'er?. Does, Sir Joln seriousy..
believe that it wol ibefor the. interest.
of, Canada to make an effort to puichase
fronî the few, Governments that refuse
admission to our. exjorts on the saine
terms as tlhose o al i' ouitries tle,
riglit to sulich admission y loîwering ourý
aw tarif l n ly to theni, but neces-
sariily to Great Britain. inl.thii e United
States. No one can examineouir trade
teturns and the cou rse f ofu' trade with-.
ont beconinîg convinced tliat w'e have
nothing to gain by at:tempting to negotiate
treaties, altlough we might possibly, lose
a geiat deail by offeniding our best cus.
toiler. Great Britaint, it is tr'u,,givesus
no advantage in lier inartkets, but ve givel
hier none, anl yet viti perfect fiee trade,
that is each dealing vith the othe, on the,
footing of the most favored nation, our
imiports from and our exports. to Great,
Brjtaiti exceed those to.anyother. coun
try, and mnoreover she takgs eveiy des-.
cr'iption of, those exports.

Those of. the Mitnisterialparty. ho.sup-
ported Mr. Blake w'eie. chiefiy French
Canadians. TheIr opinions carry na wpig
whatever, except tlat Mr. Courso1's vote,
is an indication that. he thinks that the,
Independence party in MontraEast is
more powerful than we sha imagined.

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exports of a foreign nation on bet ter ternis
than ber owii, and Mr. McDougall lias too
much experience ta imagine anything of
the kind. If Canada were independent,
a Commercial Union with the United
States would be impossible, because
Canada could iot spare the revenue. It
i8 ive]] known ithat the United States
advocates of Commercial Union favor it
withv a viev ta the absorption. of Canada
in the United States. To use the words
of a Chicago colitenporary : Il We want a

Commercial Union, and w'e want a poli.
<tical union ta follov in due time. We

want ta draiv the Dominion in, and have
" contrai forever of both sides of the St.

Lawrence and the Lalkes, and as far north
l as the Pole, not by force but by free
" consent." On the other hand, an influ-
ential New Y ork Connercial Journal pro-
nounced the schenie " the idlest of follies,"
because " Iis imîpossible tlat tlie Uiited
" States would ever admit Caniada to any

voice in their tarifi' regulations, and it
4 is bardly conceivable [hat Canada on its
" sile would submit ta a taritf in the

makiig of which it could take no part.''
If the object of Mir. Blake and his follow-

ers is ta obtaiin powver ta mnakre treaties in
a spirit hostile ta Great Britain, then iwe
aie bound ta warn Our readers thlat tlhe
real objectiust be a revolutioniry move-
ment with its necessary consequence,
civil war. If they have no sucli object,
then the whole scheme is maniifestly
absurd. The extension of trace is a mere
chimera, because there is no country in
Europe but Great Britain whicli will re-
ceive our exports free of duty, and
because 'no one can point ont how our
trade can be practically extended. We
do iot believe that the adoption of the
most favored nation principle would be of
any practical importance, especially since
France, for hier own purposes, lias reduced

the tannage duty on ships. Those whiio
hold that it is possible ta extend our
traae by nieans of treaties of commerce,
should at least show us how, if we bad the
powers whicih they ask, they would en.
deavor ta accomplisht their object.

THE DOUBLE STANDARD.

There aie evideint signs that grent pro-
gress is being made in Englancd in favar of
a double standard. A. comnittee lias been
forned in London, of whiclh the Governor
of the Bank of England is a ienber', and
Mr. Cazalet, " a gentleman of ability and
authority," by the admission of Lord Slier-
brooke, chairman, and the 3iiullst
newspaper the recoginizel organ. The
adherents of the gold Mand ua ai

dently alaried, as is nianifest from thei
numerous articles which have appeared in
the l'conioiiist, wlile. Lord Sherbrooke,
better known as the Riglit Hon. Robert
Lowie, bas contributecl ain article tO the
.Nineleeiith Cenitiry for April, entitled
e What is money." It is time, says Loid
Slei'brooke,wlien suclh influence is brought
ta bear, " ta point ont the objections ta
the admission of bi-iietalisi in any shape,
andi underii any conditions." The question
arises, I Has Lord Slierbrooke succeeded
in his abject ?" If lie or the advocates of
a single gold standaird were able ta main-
tain the practicability of establishing suchi
a standaîrd among the leading nations of
tbe world, tlhey wouldi at least occupy a
strong position. Unfortuiately for theiî
they are compelled ta admit the facts,
whicl have led the'iroppoinents ta the
conclusion thiat it is a mîistake on the part
of Great Britain ta refuse ta co-operate
witI otl'er nations, in adopting an inter-
national standard, which must necessarily
be a bi-metallic one. At tlelnternational
Conference at Paris in 1878, Mr. Gosclien,
the British delegate, hiiself a gold
mionoietallist, used the followiig lan-
guage : " Towards what end ought ail

States ta work as far as practicable ?
uThe ami lie fhought should be ta main-

tain silver as tle ally of gold in ail parts
o of the world, irfî'c teis coutil be done."

We have italicised the last words of the
sentence merely ta point ont that Great
Britain is anxious that other contries
should Cadopt either a double or a single
silver standard, and permit Great Britain
ta remain in the enjoyment of her gold
staidaird. M1r. Goschen admitted that if
all States should resolve on the adoption
ofi a gold standard, there vould be I a
treiendous cisis," and l a fail in the
prices of ail commodities.'' The idea of
a universal gold standard ie pronounced.
ta be Utopian, and the tendency of bis
argument was, that the United States
should adopt the double standard. The
abnormial difficulties were caused by the
£15,000,000 of Gerian silver weighing
down the market. If, he said, that £15,-
000,000 were in the United States Treas-
ury, in place of an equal amotint of gold,
silver miglit be restored ta its normal
position. Ail this is true, but why should
not Great Bitain, Germany and France
and other States agree tagether on an
International Standard, and thus remove
the existingl. dificuilty,

Lord Sherbrooke professes ta be unable
ta coiprehend what is mea t by bi-metal
isi. aitlhought he quotes the following
passage froi the Bilionist, whicl seenis
tolerably explicit " The abject of the

ascciation is ta be the promotion of the

' stability of values by establishing the
« free coinage of silver, and its use as
" money under the sanie conditions as
"gold, by advocating and furthering an

international agreement, wh'ereby a
"fixed relative value between gold and

silver may be established, and the two
metals iay jointly formi the currency of

" civilized nations, thus facilitatiig the
"acjustment of international balances,
" and lessening the excessive and needless
C risks which have noiv become attend-
" ant on home and foréign trade."'

Lord Sheibrooke pronounces the fore-
going statement of what the bi-meitallists
clesire " vague generalities." He like-
wise quoted froi Mr. Cazalet's speecht at
the India IHouse meeting, I Can silver be
l eliminated from use as currency in Eu-
" rope and America, without enornously

increasing the value of gold, and depre-
"ciating the value of silver ? It is not a

speculative theory which we enunciate
when we say, that the withdrawal of any

'portion of the active currency of a
"country must enhance the value of
Il ivhat remains in Proportion ta the
Samoun t witlidrawn." Lord Sherbrooke
lias limself admitted the really important
point. He says: " We do not vant ta be
Itold, what of course is obvious enough,

that the substitution of gold for silver,
in Germany for instance, maust raiLe the

n value of that metal ail over the worlcl,
and therefore in England." Lord Sher-

brooke then, taking vhat we hold ta be a
most superficial vieîv of the question,
argues that this increase is of no real im-
portance. Góld is always ta be lad by
those who will pay the price for it, and the
only difference will be that, if dear, it will
purchase more of the necessaries of life
This would be quite Lrue if we had only
ta consider gald as an instrument far
effecting exchanges. Its scarcity vauld
operate just as the scarcity of any ather
commodity. Lord Sherbrooke entirely
ignores the fact that gold is the standard
of value, that in it contracts extending
over a terni of years are expressed. As
Professor Jevons bas pointed out: " In
"letting land on long or perpetual leases,
"in lending money ta governments, cor-
" porations and railway companies, it is
C the genera1 practice to make the interest
"and capital repayable in legal tender

"old money." Now the debtors la every
country are interested in keeping the
standard as uniforai as possible. Great
Britain's enormous national -lebt of $4,-
000,000,000 has ta be paid by the tax
payers as bas our Canadian debt, and aur
varions loans, ta British capitalists. The
resumption of specie payments in the
Uiiited States the changé of standard iii
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Germany and in the Sceandinavian States,
the suspension of specie payments in
Austro-Hungary, and, Russia, both silver
standard nations, and fnally the suspen-
sion of the free coinage of silver in the
States of the Latin Union, have had the
effect of materially increasing the value fo
gold, and it seems clear thatitis the duty
of Great Britain ta co-operate with other
nations, and devise a mode by which a
double standard can be adopted for the
principal civilized States throughout the
world. If GreatBritain, France, Gerrnany,
the United States, Italy, Belgium and
Holland were ta agree, as they doubtless
would if Great Britain would consent ta
the p.oposition, it is not improbable that
other nations, and especially Russia and
Austria, would soon join such a league.
It is evident that the monometallists are
seriously alarmed at the increasing influ-
ence of those favorable ta the double
standard.

THE LABOR QUESTION.

The employers of labor of every descrip-
tion should be prepared for demnands
which will most assuredly be made for in-
creased rates. It is far from our irten tion
ta offer any opinion as ta the relations
between the employers and the employed,
but as the strikes have already com-
menced, it may not be out of place ta
offer a few suggestions. The class vhich
desires ta obtain employment at fair
wages ought ta bear in mind that on pre-
vious occasions two most fatal errors have
been committed. lst. A demand has
beeu made for uniform rates of vages
without reference ta usefulness. 2nd.
Violence or threats of violence have been
employed ta prevent those willing ta
accept the wages vhich employers have
been willing ta give from entering into
engagements. The price of labar, as of
every commodity offered for sale, is regu-
lated by supply and demand. It is scarcely
necessary ta observe that the value of a
day's labor depends mainly on the amoun t
of work that the laborer can perform, and
that there is a vide difference between
individuals. In the British West Indies,
the usage during a long period of years
bas been ta regulate the wages of the
laborers by tasks. A very moderate
amount of labor paid proportionately, is
fixed as a daily task, and it is far from
uncommon for industrious men to perform
two tasks in a day. In England the same
system is adopted wherever it is found
practicable, and it is certainly the fairest
both ta employers and employed. Itoften
happens when trades' unions are organ-
iied ivith th'e view of coercing employers,

that the most active members are those
least inclined to systematic labor. Be
this as it nay, demands have been made,
and persisted in, that uniform rates
shouldbe paid, and nothing can be more
injurious to the really industrious laborer
than such demands. The tendency is ta
force employers ta regulate the rate of
wages which they can afford ta give by
the value of the leest 'productive of the
laborers. ILt may not be aleays possible
ta adopt the task vork system, but it is
sufficiently obvious that if a given num-
ber of men be employed on any work,
there will be a difference in the value of
the labor of the individuals comprising
the gang. We need not dwell on the
criminality of those who resort either to
threatsor to violence ta prevent others
from accepting wages which they them-
selves do not choose ta take. It unfor-
tunately is too often the case that whven
strikes occur they are accompanied by
violence. Every man has a right to refuse
ta work for ivhathe mny deem insufficient
wages, and if he confines himself to that
kind of pressure, he will have the
moral support of the community at large,
-but the moment lie resorts ta illegal and
violent measures, he loses the sympathy
of all lovers of order, and becomes liable
ta punishment as a criminal. It may be
hoped that if we have a repetition of the
strikes which occurred in Montreal last
year, the laborers will profit by the
lessons which they then learned, and that
they will avoid the serions mistake of
insisting on uniformity of rates of wages,
and the still graver offence of interfering
with the free action of those who may
deem it their interest and their duty
ta their families ta continue ta vork at
the current rates of wages.

ENGLISH OPINION ON THE TREATY

QUESTION.

It is rather singular that at a time when
the Canadian advocates of independence
were endeavoring ta create a public opin
ion in favor of demanding the right a
negotiating treaties with foreign coun tries,
there should have been a note of àlarm
sounded in England, on the ground that,
by conceding ta Canada permission ta
advise the Imperial Government as ta its
wishes, a fatal error had been committed.
The London Daily News, which is the
alarmist on the occasion, is but imperfectly
informed on the subject which lie has
treated. There bas been no new principle
adopted. It is now nearly thirty years
since the Canadian Government procured
the assistance of the Imperial Govei-iiient

in the negotiation of the Reciprocity
treaty with the United States, and in a
much more effective manner than it has
done in the cases referred ta by the Daily
News. The Governor General of Canada
was specially commissioned as an Envoy
Extraordinary ta the United States, and
he specially invited representatives of the
old Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick ta assist him with their
advice. There was no direct communica-
tion with the Imþjerial Government until
after the signingof the treaty. Of course,
as Sir John Macdonald correctly points
outthere is not the most remote proba.
bility thatj'even if Great Britain were ta
yield the point, foreign governments would
consent ta treat directly with the repre-
sentative of a colony. The Daily News
is alarmed lest the result of the pre-
sent negotiation should be injurious ta the
trade of Great B3ritain. It is said, " We
"may find ourselves on a worse footing in
"our own colonies than foreign countries.
"We may in fact be setting up against

uorselves a least favored nation clause
" instead of a most favored nation clause."
It seems ta us manifest that however
sound the objections of the Daily News
may be ta the proposition of Mr. Blake
and the advocates of separation, who
support him, they have no force wlhatever,
when the agency of the Imperial Govern
ment is employed. Moreover, Canada
really has no abject in obtaining commer-
cial treaties. It merelywants to be treated
by foreign powers as they treat other
nations, and as it treats all other nations.
Our belief is that the result of the late
debate in the Canadian House of Com-
mons will tend to allay any alarm that
may have been created by such articles as
that in the Daily .News.

WHEAT GRINDING.

The old fashioned, rude grinding of
wheat and separating the flour from the
imperfectly cleaned refuse bas been deve-
loped of late years into a high art, involv-
ing nany processes, employing varied
machinery and ingenious appliances. The
chief points aimed at in modern well
appointed flour mills are the gradual
breaking and bruising of the grain, keep-
ing the broken particles rough and alivei
repeated reductions of the middlings, the
portion of the berry immediately within
the husk which was wont.formerly ta be
treated almost as refuse, but which is now
made ta yield the strongest and best flour;
getting every portion of flour from the
bran; ad judiciously blending the flour
obteined from different reductions. Eco-

odiiceily te prdcie these results, the
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best macliinery requires to be used with.
great )ractical tact. Thii mîay perhaps
le best seen in the nevly constructedl
mills at Minneapolis in Slinnesota,
althioigli Mon t real in this Proviice and'
Gaît, Guelph l otlier places in Ontario
are littleif any beliind our enterprising
neiglhbors in tie adoption of ail the
approved ntiols that modern invention
has poiduced.

In a modern well-appointeil flour milln,
the w leat is first cleaned by blasts and
run into lots 0£ similai' size. Fuzzy tails
are r'emoved by ending stones. It passes
through coirgated, chilled iron rollers,
the corrugations ranging fiom eiglt to
forty per square inch, arranged on tie
ground floor, and bruising the grain vith-
out grinding it. Thence it is elevatedl ta
boltingnîachiiies iii tie uipper storeys
passing through gauze cloths of diflerent
textures, it coies dovn between finer
corrugated rollers runiining at a speed
ranging froni 150 ta 300 revolutions 'per
minute.' These processes of reduction
and sifting are repeated six ai' seven
times; mucih more flour is got froin the
third than fromn the first tvo ieiuctions.
From Éle lifth the stiongest albuminoid
bester'ising floui' is obtained. Great pains
are taken tosift ani assoit each reduction,
and to treat separately i lie differentsized
particles. So desirable is it to keep the
reductions as bold and, unIrroken as 'pos
sible, that instead.of passing theni along
the rätisal spiral oonvu'yor tlhey 'are soine-
times, as atone of the largest Miinet-

polis mills, taken froni tihe elevatoi andl
carefully transferired in trucks to the suit-
able reels.

Fronu these reductions flour of about
ten different grades is piroduced ; several
of the qualities -are nIixed and passed.
betveen smouothl rollersOr F trench stoies.
In connection vitht the stones and otlier
parts of tle maclîinery are electric hells
whicl sound an alarii on thre occurrence
of chokin o other irr'egua'ity. Fi'nm
the stones and rollers pass suction piples
wvlîich preven liheating of the rapidly re-
volving surfaces, and ca'ry the dange'ous
exiasive istto chiambers iml the ufppelr
storeys, w'here it is receivecd on webaI'of
i'ieel; whulenlce by the automatie vork-
ing of e travelling brush it is se 11t off,
and driven into a ilischarge pi u. '[fTe
w a'vir air' Chai; separated fram dnst is le

tuined ta tie mill, considerably îeluîcing
the cost .of*' beiiting. 'fih ban cleanei,
coîsisting of iron disks litted witil pegs,
one lot stationary, the otheir makiîig ablout

lBy means of modern machinery and
with skillful management, as fine flour is
now produced fromn No. 3 or No. 4 wheat
as vis fornerly obtained from No. 1 or
No. 2, besides Chit. ai higher pereeninge of
better flour is secured ; 280 pounds of
viieat yields a harrel or 198 pounds or
flour, witlh about 80 pounds of bian and
ivaste. A varying proportion of different
kinds of flour is made according to the
demand and the quxality of wheat used.
'Thle ordinary output is 40 per cent,of
extras or 4 patent," 50 per cent. of bakers
and 10 per cent. of low grades. '['lie bran
anid offall re usually expected to pay the
expenses of the'inill. 'lhe larger, well
appointed flour mills with alequate capi-
tal, and well circumstanced for business,
are reputed to make a profit of 75 cents to
$1 per barrel.

AIN A3ORIGINAL MONEY MARKET.

The large island of New Britain, lying tlid-
way betweei Newe Ireland and New Giinea, has
tnot Iithterto borne an enviable reputation.
Traders have been afraid to bave any dealings
with the iatives, who wben they had nou
strangers to molest were aIways engIaged in in-
tertribal wifare, appîareitly ierelv for the love
of liglhting. Rev. George Brou, a missionary
wto lias i-eceitlv returned to Melbourne, reports
ltait itiatters have liuch iiproved during tle
last flew yeairs, the various tribes having been
bro>ght inito friendly relationslip wî'ith eeci
otier' tind aL vigorouts trade aliving spruig up
witih te outer w'orld. The most curious fact in
connexion with the island is that the natives
have al currency of tIheir own, aid liteir Ian-
giiage comprises u'ords sigiiifyîng letidinig, bor-
rowing and paying interest. The biank rate of
interest is 10 pier cent., ainid borrowers are so
scrupulous in the mint er nf' imeeting their liabi-
lities thit ther never have to ask a second tite
to pay at ov'rdue lon>. Samtiples of this kind
ire ot, we arc afraid, ahvs so common l
Great Britain as in lier younger nnmesake, and
iiany people in tbe older couitry miglht learn a

lessoi frot their iicivilized brethren in New
Britaii.-Colonies and India.

Foi soute two or three weeks there lias
been a good den] of specu tior among the
operators on the local Stock Exchange us to
the tutiount of the forthcominig Bank of Mout-
real dividend. All doubts have been set at
rest, and five per cent. for the lialfyear buas been
declared. It is possible tlat ai few of the
speciutors iu the stock muy feel some dis-
appouitmenlli but to the peruinetit iiiiesIors in

lie stock wlo constitute an overwhelming
imajority, it will be just as satisfictory to learn
that somne $700,000 lins been ndded to the rest,
us to receive an additional 1 per cent. dividend.

PE.TEtBoRu NErs.--A correspondent IWrit-
ing frot Peterborough, Ont., says :-We have
the construction of lthe Branch of' te Midland]
railway froit iere to fiimeiuee in course of
operation, and 100 men tire employed on the
work. h'lie contractor, Mr. Beeirer of Ottawa
uand Montreal, appears to be desirous of pushing
oi the Ivorkn, and wvith this object in' view' has
brought a Stean Excavator liere. It lias now
been lere over two weeks, andfor lite past ten
days has becn endeavoring to propel or drag
ilsel' to tlie scene ut. which it is intended to bu
operated. Its progress is slow, as it lias not
apparently adeqttate mteans ini itself of locono-
tion ; afiter nine days work, it lias only managed
lo more about a quarter of t utile, ndi this on

level strecis. At the samte rate of progress it
will take til about the i iddle of Jue to
get to lie point at which it is to bu eiployed.
This branch when compîlle ted wvill place tison he
direct line between Georgian Bay ut MidIand,
anit the Bay of Quint tut Belleville. IL was ex-
pected this work would be finished by the latter
part ot October next, hut present apîpearances
lad uts to believe it will not bu complete before
June, ISS3.

Our ieouple are anxiously waiting for lte
construction ofthte Ontario iaind Qtebec Railway,
a comipeting line with the Midland and Grand
Trunk,wbich now form practically one concern.
The Toronto and Ottawa being now nierged in
hie Midland anit Grand Trunik connection
there is tin hope of a comupeting line except by
means of the Ontario and Quebec, and its East-
crn and Western connections.

The consequence of monopolies is made clear
to our people in respect to the Telegraph busi-
ness. Every ene feels the loss of competition we
lind between lite Montrea and Dominion lines,
not so unch by reason of the increased rate for
messages, as by lie want of promptitude in the
despatch of business. This being the feeling,
tIhe advent of the Canada Mutual ut an early
day is hoped for.

Lamber trade is good, sawn lumber sales are
beinîg made frequently, and good prices both for
last yeair's cured lumber and the nie eut for
this cseon, in equal proportions of eaeh,
have been made. A considerable quantity of
square timber is also made ready to be driven
and shipped to Quebec, and in sote cases sales
for future delivery have been made ut prices
which, notwitlistanding the increased cost o
manufacture, will yield biandsome profits to the
sellers. In fact lite past two years have been
so satisfactory as to profits as to enable sorne of
lie most ieanvily involved itmber concerns to
now see davligbt.

Peterborough bas beeti exceptionally free from
ires for souie years, and although there is no

adequate protectiÔn in the wayofmeans to sub-
dite a lire should one occur, our people seem to
rest in a perfcetly oblivious stnte as to possible
consequences. There is only one steau fire
engine, which has now outlived the ten years
during which it was guaranteed to be efficient
and alihouîgh it is well known the engineer who

häs l arge of it wotild not dere to put on suci

a head of steam as would enable it to throw a
streatn Là the top of any of the mansard roofed
buildings in town, the Council will do nothing
towards making il effective, and they hesitate
about the purchase of a feu' feet of hose, so tbat
there is not a suficient supply, becnîuse of the
desire to economize. Then gluite an> excitenent
lias been iaiifested by a fewi ectîonists(?) whîo,
ratier taitn contrcit with the Water Company
for a suflicient supply for lire protection, would
allow their own and neiglhbors' property to bu
burned. The Water Company is ready to lay
down the pipes with hydrants to connect as the
Conticil niay direct, provided always that the
town orders the Company to do so, and agrees
to pay 50 eaich per aunun for suteh hydrants.
If the Insurance Companies' threat to iicrease
the rate of premium in Peterborough is carried
out, a squabble will ensue, during which time it
may be said the town is without any secuîrity
wai'tever.

Russue finances atre in a bad way. There
was a deficit of $20,000,000 in 1880, and atinother
of $35,000,000 in 1881. To cover the expenses
of the war with Turkey a further stum of $15,-
000,000 is needed, and $25,000,000 have to bu
provded for flue redeniption of that amoutint of
palier currenry. If to these anounts the pro-
bable deficit of 1882 is Ladded, there is more than
$100,o00,000 of uncovered expenditure to pro-
vide for.

A CmncAoo paper makes the remark
Wibat tIe course of events may bu in 1883 will
depend largely upon the yield of next summiers
crop, which fortuiately promises to be abun-
dant. Wise and prudent business-men will
preler to proceed it the meatitume upon a con-
servative policy, trimming their sails to suit
the change in the winds. 

At Detroit the rates on cnrgo insutrance are
reguliated by the local board of iunderwriters.
Ie lias transpired recently that the agents of
board compnuies at Buffalo are taking this
class of insuranîce at considerably lower rates.
The consequence is that owners, inding it out,
are placing their risks with the Buffalo agents,
and the Detroit F. and M. and the Michigan
F. and M. are suffering unduly in consequence
These companies bave notified the undercutting
comptnies thait if the practice is not stopped
speedily they will withdraw from the board.-
Investialor.

JoeoîErT was given in the Court here a few
days ago in the case of Macdonald cs. the Mer-
chants' Bank. Edward C. Macdonald ha]
entered an action against the Merchants' Bank
for the sum of S4,000. The plaintiff claimed
that the bank, in ha faiti, compelled] him to
pay this money, lhe ut the time not owing it.
The defendants had a claim against the plain-
tiff for 562,000 in August,-Si8,.)vhea he wrote
to the manager, offering to compromise for
$30,200, to be paid in two years. The bank'
accepted the offer witlh some slight modifica-
tions. A notrial deed was subsequently
dIrawn up for the payment of the composition,
in addition to which the amoutnt of $1>000 was
named in the deed. The declaration says that
in June, 1881, the plaintiff offered $8,000 and
interest and sked discharge from the baink,
but iL insistéd on SUt000 wlith tiié iitei-est d>]e

.
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Oic the 38,000. The plaintiff had te pay this
$4,000 under protest, and lie plaintiff now
claiied tIe return of this money. The Court
considered it vain for Macdonald to build upon
tih argîîment that in the deed the modifications
were not sliglt but large. The deed was
agreed to, hoivever, by Maecdonaicld, aund lie
showed no riglt to have it disturbed. The
action vas dismccissed witl costs.

Tis first steamer oic the Western route of the

Richelieu ntario Navigation Co. for this
season, bile " Corinctiaen," is expected to leave
ttis port for Hamilton next Tuesday. The
" Corinthian," in commîon with the several
otler steamers of this line, hs beenî fully re-
piinted and re-furnishied.

LAe Cuban ieus is of tlii following pur-

port : Since thc sigar-naking season of

1881-82 conimenced in Cuba, there have been

destroyed by fire 215 sugar plantations, the

greater part of which have been set on lire by
incendiaries. Even the buildings vere des-

troyed. Owviig te a drouth the crop is fully 25 ler
cent. helow last year's yield. The drouth pre-
vailing ait Snii Diego del Valle will entail a
loss of500,000 in the corn nud tobacco crops.
A severe drouth at Tivisial, Remate, laiacus,
Corojo, etc., is ruiniing the tobacco crop.
