PARIS, Nov. 3.—French troops to-
day repulsed another German attack
in Champagne, this time on the posi-
tions south of the Chaussons farm. in
the Massiges sector. The Germans
penetrated into some parts of the
French advanced positions at hill 199.

Speech Evcked Great En-

PARIS, Nov. 3.—The ministeriai
declaration made today by Aristide
Briand. the new premier, was mosi
favorably received in both the cham-:
ber of deputies and the senate, and a
vote of cvonfidence of 515 to 1 was
given the government amid great
applause,

The premier's announcement that it

was the government’'s decision to ob-
tain guarantees of a durable peace be-
fore laying down arms also was greet-
ed with enthusiasm.

M. Renaudel, the Socialist leader, in
a speech, declared that France should
annex none of the territory captured
from enemies of France. This was tak-
en to mean that the Socialisty were
opposed to the recovery of Alsace and
Lo.raine and the deputy’s utterances
brought forth tumult and violent pro-
tests.

When order had been restored there
came another. outburst of enthusiasm,
following a reply to M. Renaudel by
Deputy Andre Maginot, who is still

suffering from a wound received in
battle. In the name of the soldiers at
the front, M. Maginot declared that M.
Renaudel had no authority to speak
for them, ‘
For Liberty of Press.

Deputies Renaudel, Emile Constant
and Rameil  attacked the censorship
and demanded that there should be
entire liberty of the press on political
questions. They p. the
exclusion from the at the front
of any French newspaper on account
of an expression of opinion by it.

Several interpellations not essential-
1y hostile to the cabl but more in
the nature of requests for guarantees
as to the policy of the government,
gave Premier Briand the occasion to
show once more his great mastery over
the chamber, his broad grasp on all
guestions ,and his dexterity in meet-
ing emergencies.

+ OTTAWA, Nov. 3.—Canada’s war ex-
penditure for next year will be between
$200,000,000 . and $250,000,000. Up to
the end of this year the expenditure
will be $150,000,000, so that by the end
of 1916 it will be about $400,000,000.
A statement issued by the finance
department today  says that about
$1000 a man per annum was caloulat-
ed as the cost of raising, equipping
and maintaining Canadian troops at the
front and under arms in Canada. In
this war this estimate will probably
be exceeded on account of the enor-
mous expenditure of ammunition and
the heavy strain upon artillery and
rifies. ;

Found the Gun,

Early this morning <County Con-
stable J. Brown set out to search for
the gun with which it is stated Duck-
worth did the shooting and after an
hour's search in the Duckwerty house
and in the adjoining buildings he was
informed by Hamilton Duckworth, who
had been watching the search, that his
brother had taken it with fim. The
county constable immediately set ou:
on the road taken the previous day
and finally located the weapon care-
fully concealed ‘under g rail near tho
gate of Duncan Warden's form,
Brown believed it to be e 44 calibre
magazine rifle, but would not allow
the reporters to see the gun, which
was loaded. ;i

Thomas Jordan, the owner of the
house in which the murder was com-
mitted, was interviewed this afternoon
near the scene of the tragedy. He
stated that there was no writtén leass
made when Duckworth took the house,
but there was a verbal agreement that
the prisoner was to vacate when
asked. Jordan intimated that it was
brincipally pity that impelled him to
let the house in the first place, because
Thomas Duckworth - had been turned
out of his.former dwelling and his
furniture put on the road.

“Did you seek legal advice before
evicting them?” he was asked and
he replied that he did not think it was
necessary,

. Complaints Made:

Jordan would not say whether any
money for rent.had been received, but
he. volunteered the information that
the eviction took place as the result
of many complaints from the neigh-
bers regarding the conduct of the in-
mates. He said that in view of the
circumstances the furniture had all
been put back in the house, but when
the reporters visited it there were no
coccupants. It was later ascertained
that the whole family left for Toronto
on the afternoon train.

.Samuel and William Duckworth, the
father and brother of the dead ‘'man,
Wwere in the village today, and when
Interviewed the former referred to his
Son Thomas as “the best of them all.”
He said it was purely a family quarrel
and to some extent he upheld the ac-
Aion of his son. The Strutt family
were unwelcome guests at the house;
they had paid no rent, and if he had
been in Tom’s place he would have
chased them with an ax, he said

Engages Counsel.

Duckworth hag engaged A. A. Hugh-
8on of Orangeville for the defence,
and stated that he would give his
Son anything he wanted to help him
win out.

The same dull, vacant expression
which the prisoner maintained thru-
out the inquest prevailed today. Fol-
lowing the enquiry, which was con-
cluded in the early morning,. a pre-
liminary hearing took place before
two justides of the peace, at which
Duckworth pleaded “not gullty,” and
was then remanded until Nov. 10 o
appear before Stewart® Tait. J. P.
Without bidding good-bye to his girl
wife, who had waited with her two
little babies in an ante room during
the entire proceedings, Duckworth ac-
companied the county constable to the
Orangeville county jail. The 15-mile
Journey was made in a driving wind,
accompanied by flurries of snow, but
when the constable arrived at the jail
with his prisoner he found the doors
locked and there was nobody to take
them “in. County Constable Brown
took Duckworth to a hotel, where
they spent the two hours before dawn
in the parlor. During the drive the
prisoner did not utter a word, and on
reaching the hotel laid himself out on
two chairs and went fast asleep.

Inspector Boyd of the provincial
police arrived tonight to investigate
the circumstances swrrounding the
tragedy., and in view of the fact that
the man who committed the crime is
in custody his presence is regarded as
significant.

It
Is to raise funds in order to maintain
Toronto’s spleadid place as the leading
recrui.ing centre of the Dominion; to
finance rhose institutions, self-sacri-
fictng and indefatigable, that have
made Toronto the proud donor of 36,-
000 soms to Briwain.

Dr. Norman Allen, chairman of the
Citizens’ Recruiting League, makes
the foliowing statement: “Since the
ou.break of the war, no money has
been publicly taised for our own ®oi-
diers, 'tag uways nave been heid for
alm.st au otner punpuses. The 'I'oron-
10 Reciuiting Depot and duly organiz-
ed mili.ary uniis ungently need iuoney
to equipy brass and bugle bauds, and
for a multicude of services of great
assisance in tecruiting, vut which are
no¢ p.ovuded fuom otner sources. They
deserve our warmest support. Money
18 a.80 needed wur the assistance ot
rewur.wed aisavled and invalided sol-
diers. Anu tnere are a variety of
mea..s of suimulating recruiting stiil
turtner #f the means are availanole.”

Debt -Piles Up.

It is no secret: that in Toronto's
great effort to raise “more and still
wiu.®” bwitaiions, the individual or-
ganizations, the regiments, the recruit-
g uepoi, are nunuing into eerious
webt—debt that is at least encumber-
iug the stride of them, and which has,
10 a very great exient, draiuwed tne
pocke.s . individual officers and
fijenus of Wegiments. While the mili-
tia department conducts and finances
recruiving, 10 one can blame the of-
ficers of the recruiting depot in its
anxjety to make a good showing for
Tor.nto for going $3000 over their
alowange from the government in
order to perfect their system tor gath-
ering and enrolling men. Quantities of
g.ailouewy, llank rorms of a kind the
goveinment 'does not supply, wide-
spread adverticing, and the purchase
and upkeep of motor cars to bring in
recruits drom outlying stations, arce
some of the things for which the de-
pot has had go outside its allowance.
Tne city is paying for the hospiial
treatment of recruits with slight phy-
sical defects, but earlier in the his-
tory of the aepot, the officers paid for
this treatment in certain cases. And
innumerable small sums have been
doled out w0 penniless recruits.

Regiments Pay Share.

Regarding the city regiments. At
the ou/break of war the government
cut off all allowances to these regi-
men s, and the annual cost of upkeep,
which in normal times amountis to
over $2000 each, besudes the vastly in-
creagsed expenses of recruiting, have
all to be pald out of the regiments’
own pookets. It is to be remembered
that for the first year of the wmar,
every bit of recruiting was done by
these regiments. The government
paid each of them the salary of one
recrudd g officer and four sergeants.
But the cost of recruiting for the first
contingeat alone to the Queen’s Own
was in ‘the neighborhood of $800, and
the Highlande.s, Grenadiers and other
Tegiments all had a similar bill to€oot.
In the year that followed that bill has
stegdily increased in each regiment.
The annual $2000 or $3000 has increas.
ed vo $5000 o $6000. Todefray this of-
ficers and men ha“s sought their own
pockets, But evlily day, the officers
end men marched overseas, and the
regiments are no longer strong enough
to face such debts without serious
consequences,

It is to their aid and to the depot's
aid, and the other objects mentioned
by Dr. Allen, that Toronto is expected
to come forward next Tuesday.

No specific sum is aimed a. in tag
day. But $50,000 is the amount the
league is even now working towands
as its fund, and whatever can be got
on tag day will go to augment that
sum.

SOURCE OF OPTIMISM

Monseigneur Rutten, a Belgian

He spoke hopefully of the new Bel-
glum that would be constructed after
the menace had been removed, and of
the national life that had been so puri-
fied by . the trials of“sh%'g‘;vut catas-
tropiie. The ability to s r, an even
greater value placed on democratic in-~
sittutions than they had before, and a
Visicn of the part they would play in
world affairs were said to be the re-
sults which would come.

TELLS HOW GERMANS
LOST CROSSING YSER

Capt. Henry Wellwood in Canada
to Get Engineers for Rail-
way Construction.

Captain Henry Wellwood, recently
arrived in Canada from the front, on

the S88. Corsican, for the purpose of
securing a fresh draft of engineers for
railway construction and other work,
states that there was more ammuni-
tion used in one day recently by the
allies than was used during the whole
period of the Boer war. ‘Part of our
work is to keep the lines of trenches
supplied with ammunition, which is
done prin¢ipally at -night.””

An incident which vividly impressed
itself upon the mind of the captain was
an effort by about 12,000 Germans to
cross the Yser on pontoons. The
French, on the opposite side, poured a
withering fire into the packed ranks of
the enemy, sweeping away the pon-
toons and piling up the river with Ger-
man dead. A second attempt to cross
over the bodies of the slain was met
by the French opening fire from 300
runs, sir ply annihilating’ the entire
force. “The river ran red with blood
ror 12 miles,” said the captain, “and
was tinged purple well out to the
river’s outlet.”

DRUGLESS METHODS
ct;demy of_l\jl_e—dicine Civég
Its' Views Before Medical

Commission.

STANDARD EDUCATION

Should Be Established for
Proper Protection, Says
Dr. Wishart.

The Academy of Medicine had its in-
hings ‘before the government medical
commission yesterday, and all its
members told Mr. Justice Hodgins that
osteopaths and chiropractors, being
unable to diagnose a disease, were a
danger to the community and that un-

til they go in for the regulation medical
training they should ot receive the

government recognition for which they
are asking,

Dr. H. B. Aikins advocated a pre-

liminary education of high standard
before any man be permitted to prac-
tice the art of healing. Referring to
the drugless healers, the doctor de-
clared that numbers of persons had
been allowed to die owing to the ig-
norance of these men, 4

Dr. Wishart said that for the pro-
per protection of the public there
should be a standard of medical edu-
cation. He sald that he knew of in-
stances where drugless healers had ru-
ined patients’ voices by tampering
with the tonsils when they knew no-
thing about it,

After Five Years,

Dr. C. Starr advocatéd the methods
adopted in the United States, where
five! years' successful practice must be
shown before the osteopath is glven
an 0. K,

Dr. G. Howland, in answer to a
question of Mr. Justice Hodgins, said
that in his opinion the drugless healers
had done no harm. “Only the publi¢
had been spending their money need-
lessly,” he said.

Dr. J. G. Fitzgerald, for overseas ser-

wvice, said that in the South African
wi 8000 had died from meningitis,
wliereas in the present war the greater
knowledge and skill of medical men
bad cut the casualfies away down.

14 teaspoonful of nutmeg.

In the evening yeast and flour are
mixed to make a dough; then the other
ingredients are mixed with it, and_ the
whole is kneaded 15 minutes, when it is
covered and left in a fairly warm corner
of the kitclen until morning. Then the
dough is rolled to about one-half inch
thickness and cut into strips, fastening
the ends together into circular shape;
then the doughnuts are set on a floured
tin and left to rise, When they are
quite light they are placed in the fry-
ing basket and cooked slowly until
brown.

Not the Men’s Strike

On the evening after the strike of
the hydro-electric men, the city com-
mission put in 1400 feet of service for
the soldiers at the old General Hos-
pital. If there were any Germans in-
terested in promoting the strike they
may be assured that there is enough
patriotism left in Toronto to see the
‘war thru, whatever the hydro-electric
strike promoters may think., The
hearts of the men are not in the strike,
and we have every sympathy for them
in the invidious position in which they
find themselves. !

They have technical justification for
& #trike next May, but the Germans
may have defeated the allies by that
time, and it would not be left to Bri-
tons to decide the issues of strikes,
The strikers have not thought of
things in this way, The war has been
too remote from them, and the natural
feelilng of loyalty to their union has
misled them,

With the strength that unionist lea-
ders exercise, they should above all
things be prudent and reasonable.
They will never lose anything for
themselves or their men by the use of
good judgment and common sense, It
was not good judgment nor common
sense to call out the hydro-electric
employes on a strike for higher wages,
and leave the employes of a rival com-
pany still at work om much Jlower
wages. That robbed the wnion of
public sympathy at once,

It is impossible for the unions to
discriminate against a public owner-
ship industry and expect the action to
be regarded as reasonable. It would
have been unreasonable to strike at
this time in any case, or against the
lower schedule which has not been ob-
Jected to, but it is obvious that all par-
ties must be placed on ‘the same basis.
The men are placed in the absurd po-
sition of having to go to another firm
to ask for work at lower wages than
they have struck against. The men
feel all these inconsistencies and, they
ar® unable to explain them. ' Their
Rhearts are not in the strike.

Why then was the strike called? If
all the evidence could be laid on the
table we believe that it would do more
to clear up party polities in Toronto
than anything that has occurred in the
past history of the city. There has
been & reason for the strike. Tt is evi-
dently not the interest of the men.
Certain influences have been working
against the chairman of the City Hy-
dro Cammission for a long time psst. !
A dead set has been made on the ]\y-‘
dro organization for various private |
reasons, wholly unconnected with busi-
ness or business competition. The ef-
fect of these insidious attacks
cartain channels has been to create
forces that have' got out of hand to
some extent, and have taken their own
direction for their own ends, Chair-~
man Ellis will shortly be up for reap-

that has been “invented” ebout the
noble German troops; and how the
British capitalists have played the game
of egging on the German Emperor to
build e navy, so that the British public
might be egged on to build a bigger
one; and how the stage was ell set for
the war long before the poor dear in-
nocent German emperor was duped
into defending Cimself and his be-
loved fatherland; and how the next
war has already been arranged for,
as of course there is no possikility of

not to Drave thought about the issue.

Miss MacMillan proved herself when
kere to be more willing to listen to
gossip against Great Britain than to
e€xamine the documents in which are
recorded the unimpeachable facts of
the diplomacy and the preparations
which led up to the war. They ‘have
been studied and analyzed by all kinds
of scholars and tlainkers, and it is
strange that it is only those who have
German connections or who have come
under German influence who find the
defenders of Belgium to be as bad as
those who first attacked Belgium.
This is Miss MacMillan’s position and
apparently Miss Chown’s.

When Miss Chown says the causes
of war are not national but human
and economic, she might as well say
that the causes of humanity are not
men but people in business. Generali-
ties like this mean little or nothing
and deceive nobody who is on the
alert, Natiens stand for principles
and ideals. The German nation stands
for militarism and force. It boasts of
that fact, and the kaiser appeals to
God to enable him to slaughter all
nis enemies and annex their territory.
Last night’s despatches state that he
is willing to quit with the annexation
of Belgium and Courland and an in-
demnity of $7,500,000,000 There is
nothing national about that, perhaps.
but only something human and econo-
mic!

If we are ever to be free from war
we must persuade the makers of war
theirr human and economic
nature.

ideas are more potent than arms.

It i8 because German people have
obeyed and not thought, have heen too
content to leave thelr govermnent:.in
the hands of their ruler, that we have
this war, Therefore, when the Wo-
man's Patriotic League passed Iits
resolution condemning Miss Mac-
Millan, it simply put stself- on record.
as being in favor of the cause that’
produces war.

The causes of war are not national,
they are human and economic. They
cannot be overcome by force. If we
ale ever to be free from militarism,
we must do away with the spirit that
causes war. Wa must believe that
ideas are more powerful than ma-
chine guns, and to love our enemies
is a surer way of defeating them than
to fight them.

Foe Beaten at Krivilak.

From Saloniki comes news that the
Bulgarians who are invading s>uthern
Serbia appear to have encountered a
check at the Izvor defile, northwest of
Krivolak, where the Serbians are
strongly entrenched.

Towards the north the Bulgarians
have captured the famoug Katchanik
Pass. In front of Tetovo, which the
Serbians hold with strong forces, the
advance of the Bulgarians has beein
arrested-

and conditions on the system shall be
80 good as to attract the best and
most efficient men.,

Continue the Scale.

“With the foregoing object in view,
the existing scale of wages will be
continued for the present, with the ex-
ception that the following modifica-
tion applicable to the apprenticeship
period for the mechanics in the sta-
tion construction department, as sug-
gested by the men, shall be put into
effect. The wages will then become as
follows:

First year . .27 cents per hour

Second year .....382 cents per hour

Third year :.....36 cents per hour

Fourth year .....38cents per hour

Fifth year .......43 cents per hour

“In order to clear away any ame-
biguity that exists in connection with
the award of the arbitrators, dated
June 20, 1914, and to bring the same
into harmony with the conditions as
they exist' on the system today, the
following are to apply:

than one year's service, intermittent
periods of employment will not be con-
sidered when calculating the length of
service unless such periods are separ-
ated by breaks of less than a week’s
duration ,and provided also that such
break or breaks in the period are due
to a reason that, in the opinion of the
management, i8 bona fide, If breaks
occur after the completion of the first
year of service, and are similarly
bona fide, and are of less than three
months’ duration, they shall not be
considered as a cause for recommenc-
ing the period of employment for the
purpose of calculating the wages to be
paid. In every case, however, the ac-
tual duration of the time lost from any
cause shall in all cases be deducted
from the period of employment.

“It must, of course, be perfectly
clear that length of service of neces-
sity does not carry with it increased
wages, but only where this length of
service is coupled with efficiency,

An Interpretation.

“An effort has apparently been
made to read into the arbitration
award the meaning that becausé¢ a
wage 1Is expressed as ‘so much a
month’ this automatically entitles the
recipient to the benefits of ‘continuous’
emyployment. Such, however, is not
the case. The wages expressed as
above will be calculated on the basis
of the normal average hours of work
and the rate will be paid for hours
worked only.

“As regards the line foremen, where
there is rainy wegther during con-
tinuous work, no deduction snall be
made for rainy days, provided the
foreman reports at the office and gives
general assietance to the office staff.

“Overtime rates where payable will
be as follows: For the first five hours
overtime worked between 5 p-m. and
10 p.m. at time and a half.

Pay for Overtime.

“Additional overtime starting at 10
p.m. or later and befire 5 am., at
double time, and shall continue until
the employe is releved from duty.
AN time worked on Sundays. holidays
or alternate Saturday afternons (where
such are entitled to be paid for). to
be calculated at the rate of double
time.

General Motors scored
a loss of 29 peints at 865, and Crucible
‘Steel fell 7 3-4 to 74 1-2, despite the
publication of the company’s annual
report-as of Aug. 31 last, showing a
surplus of over $3,000,000, in place of
the previous year’'s deficit of $735,000.

Baldwin Locomotive made an ex-
treme decline of 6 to 125, Willys—
Overland was lower by 9 at 250, Max-
well lost 5 at 75, and Studebaker 5 at
182, the latter’s dividend increase of
only 1 per cent. being something of a
disappointment. Other heavy indus-
trial and equipment issues included
New York Air Brake, American Can,
Continental Can, General Electric and
Westinghouse.
