Raw Sweetness Goes Up From 50 to 65 Cents a Hundred­
weight, and the Refined Article Grades From One-Eighth to 
One-Quarter of a Cent Per Pound Added—The Finance Min­
ister Spoke for 3X Hours and Had His Rose-Hued Specta­
cles On—West Indies to Come Under the Preferential Tariff.

Ottawa, April S.-It took the Minister ot 
Finance Juat three and n halt hours to­
day to present his budget statement. In 
the course ot which he endeavored to show 
how the Government were, practising econo­
my by Increasing the expenditure from 
thirty-six and a half millions In 1896 to an 
estimated expenditure of over forty millions 
for 1898-99, and demonstrating how an al­
leged free trade Government practised 
what it preached by Increasing the duty 
on sugar In such a manner that the poor 
man's yellow sugar will have to pay 5 per 
cent, more duty than the rich man's granu­
lated sugar. .»

Mr. Fielding drew rather a roseate pic­
ture of the revenue and expenditure for 
the current year, figuring out a surplus of 
$530,000. and grew even more optimistic In 
hla estimate» for next year, figuring out a 
surplus of a million and a quarter, but, as 
he frankly confessed that he had no Idea 
ot how much revenue would be lost by the 
coming Into operation of the full first 25 
per cent, preferential 
goods, or what revenue will be gained by 
the increased duty on sugar, and, appar­
ently, did not include In hla estimated ex­
penditure the supplementary estimates'ot 
a million or so, which have not yet been 
brought down, his hopeful view ot the out- 

" come of next year's surplus Is, to say the 
least of It, not quite so reliable as. It 
might be. Mr. Fielding naturally took a 
little credit for the floating of the first 
214 per cent, colonial loan ever offered In 
the British market,ebut somewhat marred 
the effect of his modest claim that It was 
on Immensely successful financial operation 
by saying that It was an “experiment," 
and Intimating by his Inference that t 
would soon be found necessary to float an­
other loan, and admitting that one of the 
results of the present year's operations 
would be an addition of about three and a 
half millions to the public debt.

The principal features of the budget were 
the cancellation 'of the existing preferen­
tial clause applying to almost every nation 
under the sun, and the re-enactment ot a 
new clause, which limits its scope to Great 
Britain and Ireland, British India. New 
South Wales, and the British West Indies, 
with power jo the Minister, of Customs to 
add other countries, which. In his opinion, 
ore entitled to preferential treatment, and 
the change In the sugar dalles. Roughly 
speaking, the new augar duties will be 
about 65c per 100 pounds on raw sugar, 
and $1.25 per hundred pounds on granulat­
ed. which la practically an Increase ot 80 
per cent on the raw material and 25 per 
cent, on the manufactured article.

The extension of the preferential tariff to 
the British West In.d!ea and the Inclusion 
of sugar from those countries In the 
25 per cent. reduction after Aug.
1, should have the effect anti­
cipated by Mr. Fielding of Increas­
ing our trade with those Islands, especially 
If direct communication Is established with 
Barbadoes, Trinidad and Demerarn, ns Mr.
Fielding hinted might be the case. The 
Minister's allusion to the tariff will be dis- 
ippolutlng to those National Policy Liner- 
als, who hoped against hope that he would 
restore the duty on binder twine, and re­
adjust some of the crudities of last year’s 
tariff, which have been found to press un­
fairly on certain Industries In which Lib­
erals are interested and the deputations 
which bave been coming here for some time 
past In the hope of obtaining beneficial 
changes can now make up their minds that 
Canadian manufacturers need not expect 
either justice or fair play at the hands ot 
the present Government.

The Public Debt.
During the last fiscal year the public 

debt, wolch stood at $258.497,432 ou June 
30, 1806, had been Increased by $3,041,1J3. 
so that on June 30, 1897, It stood at $261,- 
738,096, and for the current 3'ear tuere 
would be, in round figures, four and one 
halt million dollars. For next year (1898 99) 
he estimated the revenue at $21,000,000, for 
the loss by the full 25 per cent, 
preferential reduction would be met by in­
creasing the revenue In other quarters. 
Then, there would be $8,500,ouo from exetoe 
and $11,000,000 from miscellaneous sources, 
a total, revenue of $40,500,000. 'The main

British treaty rights had been abrogated 
by the recent acquisitions.

The Mold ou Wei Hal-Wei.
Touching upon Wel-Hal-Wel, Mr. Balfour 

said that Russia having secured Port Ar­
thur, on the maritime approach to Pekin, 
Great Britain had been red Wel-Hai-Wei to 
balance matters. The speaker explained 
that had Russia confined herself to obtain­
ing* an ice-free commercial port as a ter­
minus for her railroad, no complaint would 
have been made, but, unfortunately, Rusida 
determined to obtain control of Port Ar­
thur, which. was pot and comd not be 
made a commercial port. Bo soon as Great 
Britain-beard of the negotiations *he laid 
her views clearly before Russia end ex­
pressed her sense of the evil they were 
bringing upon China.

An Oiler Not Accepted.

The time may come 
when the great powers will say that China 
shall not mil Into the hands of any one 
power, and to embark upon a now difficult 
and costly enterprise In order to ward off 
a remote and doubtful danger would be 
political folly. Her Majesty’s Government, 
asks the country to endorse this pel cy with 
more confidence, because we know that 
Greet Britain has the sympathy of the 
great commercial community throughout 
the world.

Washington, April 5.—That the Presi­
dent's message will go to Congress to-mor­
row is the best information obtainable in 
Washington this evening, though the kalei­
doscope of international events, appears to 
be moving bo rapidly at Madrid as to make 
possible some new and possibly remarkable 
change in -the aspect of affairs that will 
prevent this statement holding good. The 
message is ready, makes 7000 words and 
has been approved by the Cabinet. It re­
commends armed Interference by the Unit­
ed States, but, so.far as known, Without 
stating that this should be immediate, to 
prevent hostilities and provide succor for 
the starving people.

iffs of the West Indies, and, while he found 
they were high tariffs to a considerable 
extent, they were in no sense protective 
tariffs. They applied chiefly to food pro­
ducts, the very thing that Canada might 
wish to sell them. In certain of the tor 
lands, notably Jamaica, coni was free; in 
others the duty ranged from 61 to 5s per 
ton...

On the whole, however, the 
dnties on the different food products could 
not be regarded as protective. In view of 
the various considerations that presented 
themselves; In view of the desire to extend 
our trade to the West Indies, and the diffi­
culties presented by the present situation 
there, with the desire to assist the Im­
perial Government in reaching a solution 
of these difficulties, and without waiting 
for further negotiations or seeking con­
cessions from our somewhat hard-up neigh­
bors in the West Indies, the Government 
proposed after Aug. 1 next to give full play 
to the policy of preferential trade by ex­
tending that policy to nil the British col­
onics In the Vest Indies.

THE BUDGET. .
Hon. Mr. Fielding made his budgvt 

speech yesterday. There is -quly one 
tariff chapge, outside of the preferential 
clauses, am) that is the sugar duties 
are increased from fifty cents per hun­
dred pounds to about sixty-five cents 
per hundred pounds.

As to preferential trade, after Aug. 
1, the products of Great Britain and 
India and the West India Islands are 
to enjoy a 25 per cent, preference when 
entered direct into Canada. No foreign 
Government will enjoy any preference 
as they now do, so that the tariff re­
mains much as it was, but the clauses 
in regard to preferential trade have been 
properly narrowed down to our own 
empire. The Government’s action, in ex­
tending the preferential clause to the 
West Indies, notwithstanding their com­
paratively high tariff on our products, 
will be commended all over as another 
contribution from this country toward 
binding the empire together.

The last of the series of lectures in 
connection with the Woman’s Art 
Association was delivered yesterday 
afternoon by Mis. Dignum, the president 
of the association, her subject being 
“Modern Dutch Art.” Introducing the 
lecture, Mrs. Dignum said that, to 
thoroughly understand Dutch art, it is 
necessary to have an understanding of 
Dutch character. .Holland has always 
had a strong individuality ; it repre­
sents the conquest by man of the 
sea; it is an artificial country, made aud 
preserved by the people, who are possess­
ed of a sturdy, conquering energy which 
has produced artists as well as heroes.

Holland, said the lecturer, is undoubt­
edly an artists' country, where all the 
elements which delight the artist nature 
are found: land and water, cloudy skies 
and windmills; boats and .boatmen in 
ever picturesque movement ; innumerable 
canals and streams crossed by bridges; 
cattle grazing on the banks, and the 
ever varying boat life; • an enchant­
ing atmosphere with countless moods. 
It was the atmosphere of Holland which 
enabled Ruysdaei to give the languid 
light of his inimitable skies, wnicli 
gave to Rembrandt’s pictures a life and 
dramatic action, quite apart from the 
human element, and suggested to his 
mind such woude.ful chiaroscuro, such 
mysterious enveloping, luminous shadows

Discussing the modern Dutch school 
of painters. Mis. Dignum said that it 
bore little resemblance to the earlier 
masters, Rembrandt, Rubens, Hals, Van 
Dyke, Cuyp, Ruysdaei, Ostade, Wouver- 
mans and others, except in treatment of 
the subject and in sincerity and direct­
ness of purpose, which are essentially 
an outcome of the Dutch character, and 
which is evidenced as much in the art 
of to-day as in that of the 10th and 17th 
centuries. The modern .school is especi­
ally remarkable for purity of color, tone, 
quality and truthfulness, in which alone 
consists the great power and originality 
of the Dutch artists.

Mrs. Dignum then gave interesting 
sketches of Josef Israels, his life ana 
work; Jacob Maris; Mesdag, the marine 
painter; Bosboom, the painter of church 
interiors; Bloomers, who paints children 
so charmingly, and Anton Mauve, the 
marvelous painter of sheep, who ap­
proaches more nearly the Barbizon 
painters than any of the Dutch painters.

Mrs. Dignum’s extremely interesting 
paper was listened to with close atten­
tion. At the close of the lecture Mr. 
Arthur Harvey complimented Mrs. 
Dignum upon her paper, questioning at 
the same time the existence of Dutch 
art; it was an outgrowth of the Italian 
school; was commonplace in subject. He 
thought that the Dutch chose common­
place subjects because they are a demo­
cratic people, and no democracy has ever 
realized a high ideal in art.

THE ONTARIO GOVERNMENT AND THE 

GRAND TRUNK.
The removal of the headquarters of 

the Grand Trunk Railway to Toronto 
would not benefit the city alone, but 
the whole province. xne matter is one 
in which the Ontario Government is di­
rectly interested almost to the same ex­
tent as the City Council. If the Gov­
ernment has any influence with Mr. 
Hays, and we think it ought to have, 
in view of the fact that the province 
has bonused the Grand Trunk to the 
extent of nearly three million dollars, 
some member or members of the Cabi­
net should accompany the deputation 
that will wait upon the general manager 
in Montreal The Ontario Government 
may yet be In a position to extend -cry 
material aid to the Grand Trunk, especi­
ally in connection with the opening up 
of the great undeveloped region be­
tween North Bay and James Bay. The 
Grand Trunk will ere long extend its 
operations to the Rainy River district, 
and in doing so it will find that the good­
will of the Government Will count for 
much. A great many of the municipali­
ties of the province have contributed 
handsomely towards the construction of 
the lines which the Grand Trunk now 
owns. We do not expect that Mr. 
Hays will be so much influenced by 
what the province has already done as 
by what it is able to do in the future. 
Let Mr. Hays compare what Ontario 
lias done and can do for the Grand 
Trunk with what Quebec has done or 
may do, and wo think a sense of justice 
and decency will force him to side with 
this province. But these considerations 
will have no effect upon the Grand 
Trunk officials unless they are forcibly 
impressed upon them by the Government. 
It is very desirable, therefore, that Hon. 
Mr. Hardy should appoint some of his 
confreres to accompany the delegation 
to Montreal.

If Mr. Hays desires the good-will of 
at least fifty per cent, of the population 
of Canada he can secure it at one stroke 
by coming to Toronto and identifying 
the interests of the Grand Trunk with 
those of the people of this progressive 
province. Let the Grand Trunk iden­
tify itself with Ontario, and it will lie 
certain to have the influence of this pro­
vince in the extension of its business 
to every other province in the Dominion.

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the Senator Makes a Violent Attack 
Upon the Newspaper Men.

Labor Men From Tersete Interview the 
Government—C.P.R. Can Lease lbe C*l- 
n in ben and Western Railway—A Lean 
Company Gets What It Want»—Earn*- 
Cliore Said ta be Mid Is the Slater».

Ottawa, April 5.—(Special.)—Senator Lach­
lan McCollum this morning, at the first 
meeting o< the Senate's Yukon Communica­
tion Committee, made a violent attack on 
the press and newspaper men In general. 
The outbreak was the result of a sugges­
tion by Senator Boulton and Sir John Car­
ling that a member of the press gallery 
should be chosen to officially report the 
proceedings of the committee, but on Mr. 
McCaliume motion, and by a vote of 4 to 3, 
It was decided to engage the official report­
er of the Senate to do the work. Sir John 
Carling, for business reasons, could not 
take the chaltmanshlp at the committee, 
and nominated Mr. Boulton Instead.

Vlsereas Lobby Brought success.
A vigorous lobby on the pirt of the pro­

moter* of the Dominion Building & Loan 
Association of Peterboro' to secure change 
of name to Dominion Permanent Loan Com­
pany was successful, despite the protests 
of Mr. J. Herbert Manou end Mr. La*, 
Q.C., counsel for the Canada Permanent 
The committee held that no company could 
have a monopoly of the word “permanent,” 
that It was a generic term, representing a 
particular class <xt Investor», and that It 
applied equally to other companies. Mr. 
Mason thought a grave Injustice was being 
done to hte company, hut they had to sub­
mit to the inevitable.

Labor Legislation.
Messrs. D, A. Carer, Charles March and 

D. J. u’Donogbue of Toronto, and Ed, Lit­
tle of Quebec, representing the Dominion 
Trade* and Labor Congress, Interviewed 
the Government to-day on labor legislation. 
The Ministers they saw were Hon. David 
Mille Sir Lottie Davie*, Messrs. Mttlock 
and l'aterson. The deputation asked tor a 
Chinese exclusion bill, the appointment of 
_ 1 aspect or tor Gear and Tackle, the pro­
tection of laborers employed in railway 
construction, and the passage of Mr. Bert­
ram's bill recognizing the union label as a 
legal trade mark. The deputation were 
well pleased with their reception- The dis­
cussion was oit a conversational nature. 
Mr. Mills said he thought that the deputa­
tion had made out a substantial grievance 
In regajrd to the railway laborers employed 
on the Crow's Nest rond 

Mr. Mnlock mentioned In connection with 
Inclusion In Government contracts of a 
clause specifying that the standard rate of 
wages must be paid In any city, that It 
had already been applied In Ottawa. He 
had sent for the trades union representa­
tive* and ha* naked them to submit a rea­
sonable schedule of wages to be paid the 

employed In making mall bags. They 
had done so, and he (Mr. Mnlock) had sub­
mitted It to the contractor, who was satis­
fied with the schedule. It was now the 
standard of wages In this particular line.

The deputation said they were glad to 
hear that this had been done, and they 
urged that In all contracts of a similar na­
ture, or In eonneetlon with bonuses or sub­
sidies voted by Parliament, stipula­
tions of a similar kind could be made.

Mr. Mills assured the deputation Mi«t 
their request would be granted.
