Thousands lined the streets, and long be-
fore the hour announced for the funeral
it was almost an. impossibility to get near
the court house, where the remains had
reposed In state.

Arrival of the Remains.

The remains arrived from Toronto on the
T, H. and B. train Saturday evening, and
were conveyed to the residence of Judge
Hardy, where they remained over night.
At 2.30 a.m. the body was taken to the
court room, where it was viewed by thou-
gands during the day. A military guard was
on duty, which marshaled the crowds as
they passed thru. The room was draped
with black, and under the casket was a
 British flag. Floral tributes were present
in magnificent profusion. Among them
were wreaths from the Brantford Club,
of which Mr. Hardy was a charter mem-
per; Brantford City Council, Bar Associa-
tion, Public School Board, Separate School
Board, Fisheries Department, Toronto, and
Toronto Young Liberal Club.

River Colony) Elliot’s column engaged
the ®nemy under Dewet on June 6, and
after severe fighting captured a convoy
of 71 loaded wagons, 45 prisoners, 58
rifles, 10,000 rounds of Ammunition and
4000 cattle.

‘“The Boers left 17 killed and 8 wound-
ed on the fleld. Our casunalties were 3
officers and 17 men killed and 1 officer
and 24 men wounded.”

Durban, Natal, June 16.—It ls reported
here that the surrender of 100 men under
Commandant Van Rensburg at Pletersburg
is preliminary to the surrender of 1000 men
in that district.

RECORD OF TH WAR.

V4 e e
New York, June 16.—I. N. Ford, cabling
from London under date of June 16 (1 a.m.),
says: The record of the military operations
in the Transvaal is regarded as satisfac-
tory by military men without regard for
the resuits of Mrs. Botha’s diplomacy. Mr.

Balfour’s estimate of the forces still in the
field against the British army is consider
ed to be grossly exaggerated, and he I8
censured for repeating it. It Is not be-
lieved that more than five thousands Boers
are under arms, altho their number can
be doubled and possibly trebled if they
gain a victory over any British force.
20,000 Prisoners.

The number of Boer prisoners under
guard exceeds twenty thousand, and they
are anxious to have the war end. A con-
siderable force of surrendered Boers I8
now under arms for the protection of their
farms and herds and It is also anxious
to have terms of peace arranged.

The Dutch districts of Cape Colony,
where Gen. French is mow in command,
are weary of the depredations of Boer rald-
ers when they have to feed and clothe
them, and a decisive victory over the gue-
rilla bands is expected in that quarter. Im-
portant news from Gen. French is lopked
for in the next tem days, by which the
pacification of the country south of the
Orange River will be effected.

Resources Exhausted,

The resources of resistance of Dewet,
Botha, Steyn, Delarey and Schalkburger are
wellnigh exhausted, and they would assume
the responsibility for a surrender if Mr.
Kruger, with his fanatical faith in the
final triumph of the Boer cause, were not
an obstinate old man who has secured his
own safety.

Record of the War Shows Boer
Resources of Resistance are
Nearly Exhausted.

FIVE THOUSAND UNDER ARMS

War news remains meagre, and the re-
ports of peace negotiations are Ilusory,
but experienced men are convinced that
land has been sighted after a long voyage
against strong head winds and many cross
currents. They are counting much upon
the moral effect of the greatly needed se-
verity at Pretoria by which burghers on
parole, escaping under arms and being cap-
tured, have been condemned to death. They
are convinced that the end will be in sight
so soon as the Boers find out that they
cannot run with hares and hunt with
hounds.

Several versions are given of Mrs, Botha's
interview with Mr. Kruger, but there is no
authority for any statement. Mr. Chamber-
lain remains inscrutable, and Lord Milner
reticent. '

WILHELMINA AND KRUGER.

New York, June 16.—The Herald’s Lon-
don correspondent writes: Mr, Arthur Bal-
four’s denial, in the House of Commons On
Thursday, that there are any negotiations
for peace between Lord Kitchener and Gen,
Botha was a disappointment to most men
on either side of the House.

There are many Conservatives who, while
generally supporting the policy of the gov-
ernment, thinking that the war could not
have been avoided without a loss of honor,
would be glad to see peace now concluded
on reasonable terms.

On the other hand, there is a strong
party who believe that the enemy’s Sup-
plies are being exhausted and that he can-
not hold out much longer, and that If Lord
Kitchener keeps on ‘‘pegging away,” as
Gen. Grant sald, the Boers will soon sur-
render without conditions.

They point to the fact that the lines
of communication are now better protected
than they have ever been bef'ore, and argue
that as the Boers are largely dependent

A HORDEROLS FARM HAD

Murderer I'ried to Suicide With

ithaca, N. Y., June 16.—James Church-
ill, a farmhand, who worked near Ithaca,
early this morning murdered his wife,
Minnie Churchill, at her father’s home In
Newfield, a village nine miles distant from
this place. He mutllated her head with
a heavy bar of iron while she slept peace-
fully beside her daughter, seven years old.
Her father, Daniel Minturn, who was over
80 years of age, also fell a victim to his
Mrs. Churchill diea
two hours after the assault was ‘com-
mitted. She was 30 years old. The old
man still lives, but will survive but a few
hours, it is thought, as his skull has
been fractured.

Churchill himself attempted suicide by
taking an ounce of carbolic acld, but was
revived, and Sheriff C. S. Seaman arrest-

: ed him and brought his prisoner to ithaca

The crime was the result of extreme
jealousy. Mrs. Churchill separated from
her husband two months ago. He lert|

KLLED BER FOR REVENGE

Love-Stricken Young Man Took the
Life of His Beloved and Also
His Own,

THEY DIED AT SAME HOSPITAL.

A Note Left by the Young Man Says
the Act Was Deliberately
Planned.

New York, June 16.—v;mlam Meynhoffer
the young man who last night shot Mary
Bolte, died to-day at Fordham hospital,
where a few hours earlier Miss Bolte also
died.

The woman, who was 21 years old, was
employed as a cashler in an uptown dry
goods store. Employed at the same store
was Wm. .Strickler, a young man, These
two  were walking thru 176th street
late last night, when they saw & man
standing behind a tree. Miss Bolte ap-
peared to be frightened, but Strickler re-
assured her. They kept on walking and a
few seconds later five shots were fired by
Meynhoffer from his place of concealment,
One of these struck Miss Bolte, and two
had been fired by Meynhoffer at himself.
Both the woman and her slayer were mor-
tally wounded.

In Meynhoffer's clothing was found the
following letter:

“] sit here and calmly sméke my pipe.
After great deliberation I proposed to kill
her. She deceived me. I killed her for re-
venge. She wrecked my life. I have noth-
ing more to live for. (Signed), Willlam
'Meynhoffer.”

Meynhoffer, who was 23 years old, was
the son of a retired baker. He fell deep-
Iy in love with Miss Bolte, but the two
had a quarrel recently. She formerly llv-
ed in Los Angeles, Cal.,, and Is sald to
have lately come Into a small fortune.

REWARD FOR THE CONSTABLES.

High Constable Ramsden Asks Citve
to Recognize Services of Con-
stables Boyd and Stewart.
High Constable Ramsden of the eounty
of York has addressed a letter to the City
Council, setting forth the desirability of
recognizing the services of the late Con-
stable Boyd and Constable Stewart, who
were in charge of the desperate bank rob-
bers, Rice, Rutledge and Jones, when they
made an attempt to escape from custody

a couple of weeks ago. He says:

‘‘The one sacrificed his life; the other,
by rare presence of mind and courage,
prevented the escape of the worst erimin-
als who ever made Toronto the field of
their operations.

“Both these offieers have for years been
employed in conveying city and county
prisoners to and from the Jail, and re-
ceived therefor 'usually $1.50 per day. It
is impossible to save anything out of that
amount for old age or family, in case of
acecldent or death. The Council of the
county have expressed their intention of
making a suitable grant to the family of
Constable Boyd, and to Constable Stew-
arf, the amount to be decided at their ses-
sion next week, and I hope your Counczil
will sustafn its reputation for generosity,
and for being always ready to recognize
and reward fidelity and courage, by mak-
ing suitable grants In both cases.”

Coroner Wilson Commenced an In-
vestigation at Van Camp’s
Undertaking Rooms Saturday.

At Van Camp & Co.’s undertaking rooms,
673 Yonge-street, on Saturday afternoon,
Coroner R. J. Wilson commenced an 'n-
vestigation into the tragic death of Harry
Sedgwick, the 6-year-old lad who was shot
in the head®on Friday evening by a revolyv-
er partially held by his sister Olive, a girl
of 10 years.

The sister, who was the only witness of
the tragedy, says her brother snapped the
trigger of the revolver two or three times
and. then asked her to de it. She refused,
but he caught her hand &nd, placing her
finger on the trigger, forced it baeck. This
time the cartridge exploded, and the boy
dropped with a bullet in his head.

Dr. Bertram Spencer conducted the au-
topsy on Saturday, and will submit his re-
pert when the inquest is resumed on Mon-
day might.

Thinks He Had Blondin. i
Portland, Me,, June 15.—A local . hac
driver has reported to the police here that
a man closely answering the description of
the much wapted Joseph Wilfor Rlondin,
whose wife was found murdered in Chelms-
ford, Mass., this week, rode with him frem
St. John-street, near the Union statiom, to
Fourth-avenue last Thursday morning. Hoe
noticed the man acted peculiarly at the

deseription of the missing Blondin,was sure
his passenger was the man. The oolice have
been unable to get any trace of the man.

Biondin a Dangerous Customer.

Montreal, June 16.—Mr, Rhodes, lnspec-
tor of the State Police of Massachusetts,
and ‘Messrs. Guerin and ¢’Keefe of the
City Detective force ware working atl
night, following some supposed clues In
the Blondin case, but nothing new was de-
veloped. Mr. Guerin and Detective Silas
H. Carpenter, jr., both visited Coteau du
Lae, and, aitho no trace was found of the
supposed murderer, arrangenients were
made to have himr held If he should show
up there.

Mr. J. Octave Mousseau, son of the late
Mr. Mousseau, former M. P. for Soulanges,
who has been for some years Blondin's
lawyer, is very reserved In talking about
his former, and maybe prospective, client.
He says:

“I have had many cases for him, and
he has always pald promptly. He Is a
rather eclever man and very determined.
He is afraid of nothing, and 18 one Of
these men that can conceal the most con-
centrated rage under a perfectly ceol ex-
terior, but, 1 think, he would be a very
dangerous man to deal with under such
circumstances. :

“He was not a dissipated man, and never
drank unless he had to, and be Was a
man, who had wonderful control over him-
self.

“I will be surprised If he Iscaught eas-
fly, and equally surpriged If he can be
proven guilty of the crime attributed to
bim. I say this because 1 Eknow miy) man
so well."

When asked stralght out If he bad any
jdea of Blondin’s whereabouts, he smiled,
and sald:

«ff I had, do you suppose I would feel
at liberty to teil you?”

Thus far, the efforts to find the wife of
wilfrid Blondin have been fruitiess. 'Ine
last address which she gave to any of her
friends was 49 St.. Augustin-street, bt.
Henri. She has not been there for a year,

however.

WHITEWASHED THE SHERIF

Politicians Got in Their Fine Work
and the Sessions Grand Jur
_Did the Rest.

NO NEGLECT OF DUTY, OH, DEAR NO!

Jurors Fail to Trace the Matter to
the Logical Centre of
Responsibility.

Politiclans got to work last week and
secured a whitewash thru the Sessions
grand jury for Sheriff Widdifield and
other officials who were placed in charge
of the three desperadoes, Rutledge, Rice
and Jones. The presentment made to
Judge McDougall on Saturday In con-
nection with the death of County Con-
stable Boyd says:

The tragic death of Constable Boyd
while in the discharge of his dutles In
conveying prisoners from the Court
House to the jail, is greatly to be de-
plored. Upon careful investigation, we
find that neither Sheriff Widdifleld nor
the officials are chargeable with any
neglect of duty im the matter. The
cool, judicious and heroic actions of
Constable Stewart and Mr. Kohlmeyer,
a motorman, on the oceasion referred
to, are especially worthy of commenda~
tion. °
The alarming increase in crime ameng

the young and against young girls was
commented upon and the employment of
women physicians in Institutions for fe-
male criminals was considered advisable.
In view of the faet that small children
are exposed to assault in the public parks,
ithe jury recommended that spectal vigil-
ance be exercised by the police authorl-
ties to prevent the same. The appoint-
ment of a police magistrate for the south-
ern portion of York County was consid-
ered advisable to relieve the sessions of
some minor cases which should not come
before a jury. The enforcement of the
Curfew Bell Act in cities and towns and
the suppression of the sale of cigarets to
boys of tender age was recommended. The
jury also thought that whipping for In-
@ecent and brutal crimes should be more
generally resorted to.

All the publie buildings and Institutions
were pralsed, with the exception of the
Court-street station, of which the Jjury
sald: :

We were astonished to find that No.
1 police station is still In use, notwith-
standing its unsanitary condition. We
consider it a disgrace to a clvilized
community.

Some Improvements In the fixtures at
the City Hall were considered advisable
as follows: A sliding gate in the tower
elevator, Instead of the present dangerous
gate, and that the prisoners’ docks be bet-
ter protected.

It was also recommended that provi-
sion be made in the court room at the
City Hall for the holding of coroner’s in-
quests.

Judge McDougall, in his reply, concur-
red in the jury’s opinion that me particu-
lar officer should be blamed for the de-
plorable Boyd shooting. . The county con-
stabulary are to be congratulated upon the
possession of such an officer as Coonstabie
Stewart, who displayed such commendable
presence of mind on the oceasion. "T'he
onus of providing a proper conveyance for
prisoners charged with serious offences
from the court to the jail lies with the
City and County Councils and His Honer
trusted that the reecent tragedy woulgd
lead these bodies fo take the proper steps

to provide smch a conveyance.

Regarding the fury’s complaint of In-
isufficient podice protection, Judge Me-
Dougall called attention to the fact that
the snmmer months demanded increased
police protection in the neighborhood of
wharves and summer resorts. He recom-
mended an inerease in the city's mounted
police, who have already shown efficlency
in the prevention of furious driviag and
other breaches of the bylaw pecullar to

this season.

RUSSIA PAYS BACK THE UNITED
STATES.

The action of the United States In im-

posing a countervailing tax on Russian
sugar is costing that country very dearly.
If the United States hag not already lost
all its trade with Russia, it soon will do
so. According to a St. Petersburg des-
patch to The New York Herald the United
States has lost a trade with Russia in
machinery alone of $18,000,000 a year. And
in order to still further shut out United
States goods, M. de Witte, the Rus-
slan Minister of Finance, has just supple-
mented his retaliatory schedule, proclaim-
ed February last, by a still more pro-
hibitory tariff. He has now ordered the
import tax raised on a number of articles
of American production, which j;were
omitted from his first order. This last
increase of the Russian dutieg is from
2) to 80 per cent. over the rates pald
by other countries, which means virtually
that the United States manufacturer is
to be absolutely shut out of a market
he had found most profitable. Most of
the trade lost by the United States has
been captured by Germany, whose manu-
facturers are immensely pleased with the
United States’ policy of extortion and
greed.

Prof. Dewar’s Experiments With
Liquid Hydrogen—Hope of Li
¥ quifying Helium,
London, June 16.—One of the most inter-
esting topics of the week s the triumph

of science over nature shown in
experi-

ments before the Koyal Soclety last Thurs-

day. It is sufficlently wondertul to say

room, m_:aﬂy two quarts of liquid hydro-
gen, which, until recently, was the most
intangible form of matter known to man.
On arriving before his audience, this
wizard of science, who deals with tem-
peratures, compared with which ATctic
cold is like a seething turnace, produced
marvels never before witnessed outside
of his own laboratory. He reduced hydro-
gen to a solid, which appeared like snow
in the test tube, and announced that a
| temperature had been produced eight or|

| ten degrees lower than this, or within]|
i nine degrees of_ absolute zero. |
| There is but one.substance now lmown1
{ which has not yet been reduced to a
liquid; that is the new gas, hefium. This
most volatile form of matter has a bolling
point four or five degrees above absolute
| zero. The hope of being able to Hquery{
helium depends on subjecting it to the
same process as has succeeded with hy-!
drogen, only, instead of using liquid air|
under exhaustion, as the primary cooling;
agent, liquid h§drogen, under exhaustion, |
i must be employed, and the resulting liguid !
‘;collecte(l in vacuum vessels, surrounded
{ with .liquid hydrogen. lIn this way, by the
use of liquid or solid hydrogen as a cooling
agent, Prof. Dewar says, we ought to be
able to liquefy a body having a critical
point of about six to eight above absolute
zero, and a boiling point of tour or five!
degrees. |
' If liguid helium could be produced, this!
substance would not enable us to reach the|
Jzero of temperature. Another gas must
i be found as much more volatile than hell-
jum a&s helium is than hydrogen, im order
to reach within one degree of zero. I
the helium  group comprises a substance
having an atomic weight of 2, or one-hailf
that of helium, such a gas would bring us
nearer the desired goal. Meantime, the
production of liquid hellum is a difficuit
and expensive enough problem to occupy
the scientific world for many a dav.

In conclusion, Prof. Dewar showed how
the crystal nitrate of uranium, when!
placed in liquid hydrogen, became, for a|
time, self-luminous, on account of the|
high electric stimulation, brought nbouti
by cooling, causing actual electrle dis-|
charges between the crystal molecules. |
When cooled, the crystal was removed
from the liguid luminosity, and eiectrie|
discharges took pilace again during the
return to normal temperature.

Children’s Deaths in Refugee Camps

The record of infant mortality in the
refngee camps which The Dally News has
published is unpleasant reading. -

The subject is likely to be brought be-
fore Parliament.

The deaths of these poor children may
have been unavoidable, and I believe it
will be contended on behalf of the govern-
ment that if the Boer women had not
been removed into these camps they would
have been at the mercy of the Kaffirs,

But on their behalf this statement is in-
dignantly denied. They affirm that they
are kept in prison to make their husbands
submit.

Would Give Boers Independence

It is exceedingly difficult to ascertain
how far public opinion about the war has
changed since the general election.

At a meeting at Northampton last Wed-
nesday—drawn from the whole county, not
merely the town—a moderate resolution in
favor of colonial self-government for the
Boers was rejected and an amendment in
favor of total independence was carried by
a large majority. This was against the
wishes of the promoters of the meeting. It
also went beyond the specches of Messrs.
Merriman and Sauer, who had previously
spoken.

In another Midland county—Warwickshire
—where an election is pending for the Strat-
ford division, the Liberal meetings have
been forcibly broken up, because the ILiber-
al candidate is a strong opponent of the
war,

In these instances it will be absurd to
dogmatize, but I think myself the most
popular course the government could take
would fbe to leave the whole matter in
the bands of Lord Kitchener.

This, however, they will not do, and per-
haps no government could so far delegate
their constitutional responsibility.

As to Concessions and Taxation.

Two reports npon South African affairs
have been published during the week.

The first was from the three commission-
ers—one of them a Boer—appointed by Mr.
Chamberlain to enquire into the wvalidity
of the various concessions granted by the
South African Republic.

This report clearly proves that some mem-
bers of the ' Republican government were
corrupt, and establishes a strong case
against Dr. Leyds, but proves also that the
worst of. these concessions, the dynamite
monopoly, was extremely unpopular, and
that President Steyn, of the Orange Free
State, declined to support President Kru-
ger if he went to war on account of it.

How believers in a Dutch conspiracy for
driving the British out of South Africa re-
concile this fact with their favorite theory,
it is not for me to say. :

B, L. Riordan and C. R. Blckson of
Toronto arrived home Sunday aorning
from Milwaukee, where they have been
attending the annual convention of the
International Assoclation of Rallway Snr-
geons. The association adopted the plan
of Instructing railway employes how to
render first aid to the Injured, and a book
of instructions, prepared by Drs. Riordan
nd Dickson, was adopted. ''he hand-
book is intended for classes, wIfch can
be arranged at terminal points, at times
when the men are off duty. The companies
will supply the books and materials, and
the surgeons will give a course of five
lectures. The idea is copied from the St.
John’s Ambulance Assoclation of England,
and found general favor. -T'he assoclation
will meet in St. Louls next year.

SULTAN OF TURKEY THEIR FRIEND.

Now or Never the Oppressed Nation

Should Settle in Its His-
toric Home.

London, June 16.—Dr. Theodore Herzl,
founder of the Zionist movement, makes
the following appeal for funds In behalf
of the proposed Hebrew migrations to
Palestine :

“A critical moment has arrived in
the history of the Hebrews.  Despite
every misrepresentation, the Sultan of
Turkey is a friend of the Hebrews.
Indeed, I say boldly that the Hebrews
of the world have no better friend
than the ruler of Palestine. Shall
they miss the unprecedented oppor-
tunity of laying the ghost of the He-
brew question., and ending the tragedy
of ‘The Wandering Jew ‘ ?

“Will the Hebrews of. America In
particular forget in their own happl-
ness In the glorious land of freedom
how heavy is the bondage of ;their
brethren ?

“Now or never ig the moment for the
oppressed Hebrews of ithe world to
settle themselves In their old historie
home.

“How much money is needed for thelr
object In this great historical religious
enterprise? No greater sum than that
with which a hundred paltry commer-
clal companies are floated.

“The sum at which I originally fixed
the capital desired for the Hebrew
colonial trust in London was only
£2000,000 ($10,000,000); nay, let the
Hebrews of the world but contribute
a million and a half to the amount
already in our coffers, which is legs
than a dollar a head, and this great
tragedy of the ages will change its
complexion and transform itself into
a drama with a happy ending.

“Even as an experiment it is worth
trying. The magnates of the race
might well give themselves the luxury
of the adventure, but whether by He-
brews or true Christians, the sum must
be raised. If it should not be raised
an Indelible stain would be left on my
people; their prayers would become a
blasphemy. But I will not anticipate
8o hideous a mockery or such trea-
chery to their centuries’ sorrow and
their ancestral dreams. Let me rather
dwell on the vision of a unanimous
people offering to a materialized
world the spectacle of splendid ideal-
Ism."”

England and Wales Show 78.4 FPer
Cent of the Total, While Ireland
Reports a Loss. !

London, June 16.—The first volume of
the census returns shows the population
of the United Kimgdom to be 41,454,675, an
increase in ten years of 3,721,656. Eng-
land and Wales show 78.4 per cent. of the|
total, while Ireland shows a loss.

The volume chiefly deals with England |
and Wales, to which alone the following
figures apply: Excess of females over
males, 1,082,619 (the war, however, is re-
sponsible for the absence of many men).
Number of families, 7,048,308; increase in
ten years, 917,303; average number ‘of per-
sons to a family, 4.61, compared with 4.73;
average inhabitants per house, 5.19, com-

ed with 5.82. The population of towns
is 77 per cent. of the whole. In addition
to London eight towns exceed 250,000. The
popuiation of Liverpool is 684,947, Man-
chester, 543,962, and Birmingham, §22,182.
The birth rate is steadily decreasing and so
is the death rate. The excess of births
over deaths from 1881 to 1891 was 13.97
per cent., and from 1891 to 1901 only 12.39./

The report says: *‘There has been a
diminution in the loss of population by au
excess of emigration over immigration te
the extent of 601,400, 3ut for the unusual
drain on the resident population as the re-
sult of the war the loss would probably
have been entirely wiped out and a ¢

One of the chief factors of strength om
Wall-street these days is the continued
ease of money as reflected on both sides
of the Atlantic, and especially in London,
where in two weeks the Bank of England
bas reduced its minimum discount rate 1

or cent. A second important factor is the

g industrial activity all over the United
States, as partly indicated by this week's
bank exchanges in leading cities of the
Union, which are 68.9 per cent. greater
than in the corresponding week of 1900. A
third buoyant factor is found in the per-
sistent increases in railway earnings, and
a fourth in the present outlook for bounti-
ful harvests all over the continent. 'The
erop situation as a whole is much more fav-
crable than it was a year ago, and dis-
tinctly more promising than the average
for the period in recent years. The win-
ter wheat ‘‘condition,” which means the
proportion of a full crop on the total area
under cultivation, is 87.8 per cent., against
an average of 81.2 for the last tem years,
while the spring wheat condition is about
the same—92 per cent., against a ten-year
average of 92.6. On the basis of these
figures one local authority reckons that
the territory planted last fall will prodace
nearly 410,000,000 bushels, and the territory
seeded this spring will turn out 274,000,000
bushels. The combined yield, if the pres-
ent status were maintained, would be 684,-
000,000 bushels, or 10,000,000 more than the
record of 1808. It is, of Tourse, altogether
unlikely that the final harvest will come
anywhere near these expectations. "In 1900,
for instance, the June percentage of 82‘?
for spring wheat fell to 56 in September.
Bot on the other hand, it should be re-
membered that the spring planting at this
fime last year had been seriously weaken-
ed during its early stages of growth, and
that it fell a ready victim to the prelong-
¢d drought of the early summer. Both the
late development and the long spell of dry
weather a year ago were exceptional cir-
cumstances, and from anything that has
occurred so far this season there is no
reason to apprehend that they will be re-
peated. The bountiful rainfall since June
1 over the spring wheat sections should,
on the comntrary, have effected some decid-
ed improvement even as compared with the
conditions as represented in the govern-
ment report. The outlook as a whole
may be described as propitious for a total
wheat production well above the
average, and not far from the larg-
est ever known. Meanwhile, it Is to be
noted that stocks of wheat on this con-
tinent are 10,000,000 bushels less than they
were a year ago, and that, according to
the best” Information, reserves in farmers’
hands have fallen off substantially. This
fs a sustaining influence for the price of
wheat, especially as European reserves are
steadily decreasing. But, as a considera-
tion in determining the volume of wheat
traffic on the railroads, the difference In
the stocks on hand between this and last
year is iInconsequential, while, compared
with the season of maximum wheat ton-
nage in 1898, it is worth observing that
the present visible wheat supply in this
country is 21,000,000 bushels greater.

Henry Clews’ Review.

Henry Clews in his New York weekly
stock letter to-day says :

The stock market has been enjoying a
period of comparative rest and recupera-
tion since the bull revels of last May.

How long it will last can-
not be foretold, for we are entering upon
the season of summer quiet when absentee-
fsm is usually an effective hindrance to
great activity. The present market, how-
ever, Is not governed by precedents, con-
ditions being so exceptional as to defy
the usual methods of judgment. In eon-
sidering the future, therefore, we must
accept these conditions as we find them;
an@® while keeping history and precedents
in mind, not be ruled by these too rigidly
until the forces which interfere have exer-
cised their sway. In the long run, natural
conditions will assert themselves. but just
pow the market is largely influenced by a
set of events that require close watching;
so that, while indications just now are for
a good trading market during the next
60 days, sudden outbursts of activity need
cause no surprise.

Mr. John McCombe of Harrington, Rev.
Mr. Toule and D. R. Ross of Embro spoke
on the matter, while (Mr. Andrew FPat-
tullo, M.L.A., who wag present, resented
some of the remarks, and a spirited con-
troversy developed between him and
Mr, Toule., The addresses by these gentle-
men were long and to the point, taking
up the hotel business and liquor ‘traffic
from every standpoint. The government
was censured by several of the speakers
and Mr. Pattullo was kept busy uphold-
ing his side.

ANOTHER ANTI-BRITISH EFFORT-

Writers Quoted as Showing That
Britain Cannot Annex the South
African Republics.

London, June 15.—The International Ar-
bitration and Peace Associatlon has sent
8 letter to a number of American and
Buropean jurists of lnternadonal repute, |
asking assistance to eclear up questions of
law on annexation. and the rules of war-

fare. The committee which has the matter
in hand, which enclosed the parliamentary
return on farm-bnfning in South Africa,
considers it desirable to- obtain the col-
lective, authoritative opinion of the lead-
ing jurists of the world on these subjects.

“Events in South Africa and those which
have recently occurred In Cuba and the
Philippines,” writes the committee, ‘‘seem |
to call for such an expression of opinion
from those who have devoted themselves
to the study of the philesophy of law,
as it may exercige an important Influence
upon both  the people and the govern-
ments.""

The letter, which 18 signed,among others,
by Felix Moseheles, chairman of the ln-
ternational Arbitration and Peace Assocl-
ation, eneclosed what 18 described as "4
rough enumeration of opinions of récent
writers.” All those who are quoted .deny
the right of annexation by force, except
by the authority of the Congress of the
States, or declared will of the peoplet

The enclosure winds uwp with pointing
out that the British *“nominal annexation
of the South African Republies™ 1S In di-
rect contradiction of the above judicial
opinions. .

Canadiian Exhibits Attractive—

Things to Be Seen on the Mid-
way—A Great Exposition.

Buffalo, N.Y., June . 16.—(Special.)—-The
Rainbow City has opened widé its arms
and hospitality, and welcome is written
on the faces of its people. The Pan-Am-
erican Exposition, the pride of every man,
woman and child, may now be said to have
fairly commenced its career, which is de-
stined to be radiantly successful. In the
face of drawbacks, that looked to be al-
most insurmountable, the directors of the
gigantic undertaking have showed them-
selves to be possessed of perseverance in
an wnusual degree, and with surprising
rapidity have pushed the work to comple-
tion until now the grounds present a scene
that defies even the faintest description.
The visitor is struck with bewilderment.

Even in his or her fancy such beauty of
architecture, such grandeur and such evi-
dences of the growth, industrially and oth-
erwise, of the countries represented, were
never imagined. Literally the first view of
the Exposition takes one’s breath away,
and as the wonders gradually unfold them-
selves it seems as if they would never
cease.

The whole spectacle is
so gorgeous, and the anxiety is so keen to
see it all at once that this is an enquiry
that really -requires a minute or two to
settle. Finally, a move is made—any-
where, It does not matter—and from then
until weariness compels the ceasing of
sightseeing, surprise after surprise awalts
you.

From the point of view of a Canadian
it would be hard to say what is the most
interesting thing to see on the grounds; in
fact it would be impossible to determine
that question. Everything Is worth see-
ing, and the universal regret of all is that
it can’t be done unless a protracted stay
is made. If a visit were pald every day
for a month there would be something new
to see every time. One cannot begin to

Courteous at-
tendants are always on hand, delighted to
give information and do what they can
to enhance the pleasure of the trip.

PROFITS FROM BOOKS.

Interesting Facts Concerning Eng-
lish Novelists—Effects of American
Competition.

New York, June 15.—(Special.)—The
Post’'s London letter says: In view oI
the constant assertion that New Yark 18
rapidly displacing London as the centre of
the world’'s publishing trade, special In-
quiries have been made here among novel-
ists, at the Instance of the editor of The
Bookman.

— It seems that there are not more than &0
novelists in thig country who can live In
a reasonable way on the protfits of their
books alone, tho 85 can live by what they

receive from the publication of their nov-
els as serials, as well as In volume form.
Thus, It is concluded that even if Ameri-
can competition does swamp the novelists’

trade here the number of persons attected
will be very few. It is estimated that
from 15 to 20 only of the English novelists

]
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receive an important part of their 1 L]
from America, while new authors and auv-
thors who are not very popular find It more
and more difficult to get American publish-
ers to take the risk of.selling up their
books. Only three, or at most four, can
count on getting more from America than
from England. 'There are about 80 novel-
ists who may receive from America be-
tween £50 and £100 for their book rights.
If they are able to arrange for the publi-
cation of serials they will recelve more.

There are 13 only for whom the suppres-
sion of the American market would mean
a very conmsiderable drop In their incomes,
and to this is reduced the extent of any
possible calamity to'the English world of
novel-reading.
