Presentation of the Arch,

When a large number of snap shots
had been taken of the gathering, Dr.

Oronhyatekha turned to Mayor How--

land and W. K. McNaught, president
of the Exhibition Association,” and with
due form and ceremony presented the
arch to the city on btehalf of thg,In-
dependent Order of Forestry. In doing
so he said :

Mr. President and Your Worship : On'

behalf of the Foresters I thought it
advisable to hold this reception here
to-day in order that I might formally
and officially hand over to the keep-
ing of the city and the Industrial Ex-
hibition this arch, which was origin-
ally built in honor of the visit of the
then Duke and Duchess of York, and
now Prince and Princess-of Wales. The
Order of Foresters is an
institution without national lines, but
having its headquarters in this city.
It is thoroly international in its char-
acter, and embraces many Americans
who endorsed the idea of erecting the
arch, because the erection of the arch
signified our unbounded loyalty to the
British crown, as all Foresters residing
in Canada are truly loyal to the
We thought it might
be of some use that this arch should
be erected on the Fair grounds, and
were pleased on making the proposition
that the City Council expressed their

willingness with the concurrence of th=!

Fair directors to accept this giff of
I am glad
to notice that a turn seems to have
come in the history of this great Ex-
hibition. This turn had come when a
Forester was elected Mayor of this
¢ity, and when one of my colleagues on
the supreme executive had bheen elect-
ed to the Board of Dirctors. I do not
wish you to understand from this that
the directors in former years had been

derelict in their duty, but it is a fact’|
that with the placing on the board of |

my good friend, Col. McGlillivray, came
the decision of the ratepayers to grant
the much-needed money for the ereec-
tion of the new building.

A Worthy Coincidence,

The granting of this money was co-
incident with the election of two Forest-
ers to the board, so consequently we
do not know what might happen if you
place another member of the Indepen-

dent Order of Foresters on the board. |

The Independent Order of Forestry is
a thoroly international concern. It is
not for Canadians alone, but it s for
Canadians in' a larger sense than any
other country, because its home s

‘situated here. It is not for Americans,
it is not for Canadians, it is not for
Australians, or yet for Britishers, but
for civilized mankind the world over.
The success of the order has been due
to its international character. I am
pleased to say that our American
brethern thorply approved of the order
having its headquarters in this beauti-
ful city. When 1 become Mayor ot
Toronto, said the doctor smilingly, 1
will, as we have done in regard to
the Independent Order of Foresters,en-
deavor to make the Fair of an inter-
national character, not interprovincial
as at present, but embracing the
whole .civilized world as thé great
order of which I am the Supreme
Chief now does. When I am presi-
dent of- the Industrial Exposition
(laughter) I will not merely have tints
for the reception of visitors from
foreign countries, but stately homes
for the representatives of the differ-
ent nations. 1 will make it interna-
tional in character, and when it be-
comes that it will become the mecca
of all kindreds and tongues. Then we
farmers (laughter) will come up to
Toronto in countless numbers to see
the great Exhibition.
Plctures as Tokens,

It should be the constant effort of all
to bring the Fair up to the character
which I have described. On ‘behalf of
the Independent Order of Forésters,
said the doctor, pointing to the arch,
{and in the name of the Supreme Court,

| A Thing of Beauty.

W, K. McNaught, president of the
| association, accepted the gift, and in
| dofng so pald tribute to the spirit and
eniterprise of the great order that had
tendered it. It would stand as a tribute
i to their loyalty, and he was quite sure,
as the Supreme Chief had pointed out,
| that it would be photographed by many
visitors, and that its fame would go
abroad. They were pleased to welcome
to the Fair an order of the character
of the Independent Order of Foresters,
and, in fact, all societies, and he hoped
that next year they would be able to
afford them better accommodation than
they had in the past. It was true, as
the Supreme Chief had pointed out,
that the appointment of Col. McGilll-
vray to the Board of Directors had be=n
coincident with the granting of the
money for the new building. ‘‘But,Sir,all
that it requires to make the Industrial
Exhibition complete is to appoint the
Supreme Chief Ranger of the order on
the Board of Directors. I feel sure, Sir,
that you would soon climb to the;top
of the tree, as nothing would be able to
keep you down. I would be pleased to
hand over my position as president to
you, 8ir, recognizing full well that
no worthier successor could be se-
lected, and one who would help to make
the Fair a greater success. While thix
arch is a thing of beauty, it will per-
haps not remain a joy forever. I trust
that the city, in accepting it, will dis-
play the same generous spirit shown
by the Independent Order of Foresters,
and that next year it will be {lluminat-
ed at the expense of the city and made
more beautiful.”

The Duty eof the City.

Continuing, he said he hoped and
trusted that the Mayor and City Coun-
¢il would provide sufficient money next
year to have the arch illuminated as it
was on the occasion of the royal visit
to Toronto. If the city did not do this
it would not be worthy of the gift. In
closing, he stated that the arch was a
great addition to the Fair, and he hoped
that the city would, as the custodians
of it, keep it in good repair and make
it more beautiful year by year.

Monument to Generosity,

Mayor Howland, in replying on be-
half of the city, said that he jolned
| with Mr. McNaught, as one of the re-
| versionaries of the gift, in expressing
[his appreciation of the kindness exhibit-
ed by the Independent Order of For
esters. As Mayor of this city, he had
experienced the public spirit and loyal
feeling shown by the order when it de-
| signed and executed this beautiful struc-
| ture in honor of the coming of the then
Duke of York. It was now being dedi-
cated to the ornamentation of these
grounds, and he hoped it would memain
as a monument to the generosity of
this great benevolent order for many
years to come, as well as to the Exhibi-
