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Alexander Smith was instantly killed
at the Rosedale Saw Mills, Don Val-
ley, last night at 11.10, while pushing a
truck car loaded with lumber, which
fell over on him. Albert Montgomery,
who was assisting him, was severely
injured, while Foreman Elllott Fulton,
and a man named Spence, escaped with
a few bruises,

The men had just finished loading the
truck car with finished lumber 'from
the -mill, and were taking it to the
yards. The car held about 2000 feet of
lumber, piled about 8 feet high. They
had just begun pushing it, when the
rear part of the load, which was held
up by wooden supports, came down
upor,Smith and Montgomery.

Eiéht or ten men, who were working
above loading trucks, saw the pile
quiver, but their cries of warning came

too late. It took them some time to
get €mith from under the Iumber,
which buried him.

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U, . Secretary Knox Intimates
That His Proposals for
Permanent Hague Court to

Develop Disarmament Are
Receiving Approval,

WASHINGTON, D.C., April 20.—Ulti.
mate disarmament of the nations of
the world is practicable, in the opin-.
ion of United States Secretary of State
Knox.

He believes the establishment of a
court of arbitral justice, to which na-
ticns of the world may appeal for the
settlement of their controversies, will
have the effect, as its own natural
congequence, of not merely reducing
armament, but ultimateély of render-
ing large armaments unnecessary.

His plan for the establishment of
an international court of arbitral jus-
tice, which 'was outlined in an iden-
tital note sent last fall to various na-
tions;)is said to be meeting with gen-

cral favor, and Mr. Knox believes that
such a court will be constituted at
The Hague in the mear future.

The secretary said to-day that the
exlistence of an important tribunal of
arbitral justice would make a resort
to it very easy, as, being in perman-

conbtituted anew, for each case as it
arises; that the expenses of the court
would be borne by the nations jointly,
not, as heretofore by the parties in
controversy, and that the judgments
of such a court would bind all parties
interested in the particular contro-
versy. : ;
Judges of Various Nations.

The court would be composed of
judges representing various mations or
systems of law, and it is expected
would develop international law just
af the common law was developed by
judicial deeision.

The secretary also said that while
the court would be primarily intended
for the powers participating In-its con-
stitution, it would be open -to iy
power that might wish to submit a
controversy to it, thug making it in
the fullest sense international,

It is not proposed, in signing a con-
vention for the establishment of such
a court, that the nations shall oblige
themselves to disarm or make any
movement toward disarmament. The
successful operation of the court, how-
ever, would have for its consequence,
a reduction ofiarmament if not com-
piete disarmament.

The gectetary gave as a familiar il-
lustration of the successful operation
of an ‘international court the condl-

tions on the Pacific coast following the
discovery of gold. In the absen of |
courts to ' protect the citizens, eVery |
man carried a pistol and himself re- |
dressed his real gr fancied wrongs.

READING, Conn., April 20.—The con-
dition of Samuel Clemens (Mark
Twain) this afternoon was perceptibly
weaker than it was twenty-four hours
| ago. Dr. Robert H. Halsey, in a state-
| ment as to the patient’s iliness, said

| that Mr. Clemens has cardiac asthma
with angina pectoria. At times he
“uffers a gredt deal, but generally he
rests comfortably and is able to sleep
| at times.

In the opinion of Dr. Halsey, it is
not beyond  possibility that Mr. Clem-
ens will recover, but as he is 74 years
old, the chances seemf aghinst him.
There is no probability of immediaté
desath, ' however. Until twenty-four
hours ago the patient’s condition was
such that no definite opinfon could be
formed as to his progress. In the last
twelve hours the weakness has become
marked, and Mr. Cl#mens does not re-

HUGH TOWN, 8t. Mary’s, Secilly 1s-
lands, April 20.—The inhabitants of
the: rocky Scitlly Islands were famous
{ wreckers of primitive times, but they
will foréever remember this as the
greatest day in their history., The AY-

lantic Transport lner Minnehaha,
which ran ashore early Monday morn-
ing, disgorged part of her 17,000 tons
of valuable cargo, casting it upon the
waters all day long, .to be gatherad
up by those who cared to take the
trouble.

NEW SURGICAL METHOD

the
Knife.

BALTIMORE, Md., April 20.—Dr. E.
H. Richardson of Johns Hopkins Hos-
pital announced to-day a new method
in surgery, recently practised with
success at that hospital in operations
for a disease of the kidneys. First, a
blunt needle is threaded with a fine
silver wire, then an incision 18' made
about the infected part and the wire
is drawn seesaw fashion thru the kid-
neys to the extent desired.

By the old method, in which the knife
was ustd, serious an dsometimes un-
controllable hemorrhages were caused.
The silver wire method obviates this,
as Instead of cutting thru the flesh it
works thru the vessel or arteries with-
out severing them. The miethod is pro-
nounced. invaluable for exploring the
kidneys.

Abuse of Immigrants,

ALBANY, N.Y., April 20.—By a-vote
of 82 to 30, the assembly to-day re-
fused to adopt a concurrent resolution
by Assemblyman Weinstein of Brook-
lyn, directing -the health officer ot
New York to investigate reports of
neglect, cruelty and revolting treat-
ment of immigrants, entering the port
of New York.

FORTY MINUTE TIME LIMIT

End May Be Applied to Long Speeches
in Parliament.

OTTAWA, April 20—The special
committee which has been working all
session at the revision of the rules of

changes which the opposition will pro-
bably refuse to accept.

The most Important is a, proposal
that all speeches in the house be limit-
ed to 40 minutes. If the house is in
favor of suspending this rule in any
particular case 4 members must get
up and so signify. Even then’ the
decision is to rest with the Speaker.
Speeches in committee of the whole
are to be cut down to ten minutes
ecach,

It is contended that the 40-minute
rule will in practice apply chiefly to
the opposition, as it is an easy matior
for a Liberal to find 40 men 1o get up
at any time and give him a new lease
of oratory.
