“Now the Niagara District Trades Fed­

eration presents demands which Include 
u wage acdjo so adjusted that any man 
on the Niagara work could earn as much 
in eight hours as he now earns In ton. 
The commission Is asked to pay latooc 
the same compensation as before, but 
for 20 per cent, less service. In addi­
tion to this, the federation demands dou­
ble time for all over time, with the 
apparent Intention of making it too cost­
ly for the commission to work more than 
eight hours per day. In view of this 
prohibitive rate for over time, the com­
mission has been obliged to put the Ni­
agara work on a straight eight-hour 
day, and, accordingly, It has fixed a 
schedule of hourly ratee which provides 
increases ranging from 11 per cent, to 
26 per cent, over the rates now In force,

1 An organization named The West­
ern Canada Colonization Association 
has Just been formed, and consider­
ing the alms and objects it has in 
view It is surprising that something 
like it has not been brought into ex­
istence ere this. When agricultural 
Immigrants from Europe or the 
States arrive in the Canadian west 
they often find themselves with their 
family and belongings dumped on a 
farm perhaps fifty miles from a rail­
way and with land on their hands 
unsuitable for the class of farming 
to which they have been trained and 
hi which they are experienced. It is 
pointed out that many such families 
struggle on for a year or so and when 
all their money is gone return to 
their home land and give Canada a 
bad name.

There is no reason why such a 
state of affairs should exist and espe­
cially so Ln the prairie provinces, 
where there is waiting for occupa­
tion 20,000,000 acres of idle land and 
all within 20 miles of a railway. The 
Western Colonization Association 
propose to remedy the past 
errors concerning agricultural Im­
migrants, and by co-operation 
with the government, the immi­
gration department and the rail­
ways, keep a helping eye on the im­
ported farmer. It is proposed to help 
In the selection of these Immigrants 
as a starting point, and to see that if 
he is used to mixed farming he gets 
ground suitable to that particular 
branch ; if ho is experienced in wheat 
production he will be given a wheat 
farm, and so on. In addition- the 
association will see to it that the 
"new land’’ Is properly houser and 
will look after him and his interests 
until such time as he becomes used 
to Canadian ways and is able to run 
off his own bat. By such means it 
is hoped the west may soon get the 
population she so badly needs. It is 
pointed out by the association that 
If the 20,000,000 acres of virgin prairie 
could be occupied by virile, active 
and ambitious young people of Eng­
lish speech and ideals, the whole 
Dominion would benefit by their 
presence and their activity on the 
soil.

The sensible thing in the presi­
dential scramble comes from Mr. 
Hoover, v#ho, not having been a politi­
cian, can see some political values 
without the squint that afflicts his 
rivals. Oregon Democrats have been 
advised by President Wilson to vote 
only for candidates who will fight for 
the Wilson treaty, the whole Wilson 
treaty, and nothing but the Wilson 
treaty. Everywhere Senator Hiram 
Johnson Is going strong in the primar­
ies, and receiving many Democratic 
votes. He is against the Wilson treaty 
lock, stock and barrel, and will not 
look at American membership In the 
league of nations at any price.

Mr. Hoover intervenes with a letter 
which, In effect, calls both Wilson and 
Johnson fools, and shows he Is alive 
both to the necessity for the United 
States not to subordinate its own con. 
stltution to the league of nations, and 
to the folly of staying away from re­
sponsibility for maintaining the vic­
tory for world democracy which It 
helped to win. It wouldn't be politic 
to say so in the States,, but Mr. 
Hoover's view of his country's rela­
tion to the peace and the league Is 
consonant with that which Viscount 
Grey expressed after several months’ 
sojourn In Washington.

There are countries more distressed 
than the United States as the result 
of their share In the great war. But 
there la none In so pitiful a case. She 
is not at peace with her late foes, 
eighteen months after firing the last 
hostile shot She Is not In co-opera­
tion wltl) her late allies in the high 
International policy which She origin­
ated.

In Asia Miner Is a Christian state, 
the people of which have been op­
pressed for centuries by the Turk, and 
have been aided by a multitude of 
American missionaries, and streams cf 
American money. In conformity with 
the policy of mandator!al control of 
Ill-placed communities which the Unit­
ed States laid down, the allies have 
asked the United States to furnish 
administrators for Armenia, because 
no other power can do It The Unit­
ed States Is deaf, preferring an un­
seemly squabble to an Imperious duty.

President Wilson, with the perver­
sity of a pédant, demands the observ­
ance of every letter of the engage­
ments he entered Into, while ignoring 
the partnership of the senate In 
treaty-making. Hiram Johnson, with 
the virulence of a blind and sectional 
partisan, damns the moral claim of 
itfcnktmT on the nation wjiloh vaunt­
ed Itself thé chief mentor of mankind. 
By his friends the utmost Ut-wlll to­
wards Britain Is engendered.

Mr. Hoover, the only contestant for 
the presidential candidature who has 
lived abroad, and has not been satur­
ated with the virus of party politics, 
calls attentloQ with dignity, restraint 
and understanding to what is at stake 
in international reputation and future 
self-respect. So far, the signs are not 
numerous that International size will 
win in the United States. Our excel­
lent neighbors seem to be farther sunk 
In the old mire of the old notions of 
"politics" than we are. Until next 
November, at least, there appears to be 
little' hope for anything better from 
either of the traditional parties than 
a continued emulation of the animal 
that returned to her wallowing.

"To the Editor of The Tribune ;
"Sir,—No act of humanity, whether 

to friend or foe, should lead to neglect 
of the proper precautions and dispo­
sition of war, and no measures can be 
taken to save life which prejudice the 
military situation.''

This Is not an extract from any 
"confidential cable” despatched by an 
erudite statesman on this side of the 
Atlantic to a subordinate naval offi­
cer three thouand miles distant.

But these few simple words consti­
tute the major Clause In the formal 
orders published September 24. 1914, 
by the British admiralty following tho 
lose of the cruisers Aboukir, Hague 
and Creasy, which were sunk by a Ger­

can be attributed the entire credit for 
subduing the Hun.

They 
are the salt which can preserve from 
moral decay the community in which 
they live They are the light which 
"Will guide their countrymen In the 
path of righteousness and nonest pros, 
perity. We have such men of vision In 
Canada, and it is a national duty in 
the present period of unrest, regard­
less of party Inclinations, to give these 
men the greatest opportunities to use 
their ability, to the greatest interest 
of the nation.

Too often in the past the men of 
vision, scientists, teachers and prophets 
have .been kept in the background, be­
cause of their independence of views, 
or through {he underground workings 
of political uigurly. The seriousness 
of the world's crisis demands that 
these men of vision should be brought 
the contribution of their high Intel- 
out of obscurity eo that they may add 
lect to the solution of the most vital 
problems of the hour and to the reor­
ganization of society.

A memorial service organized by the 
Canadian Brotherhood Federation was 
held In 8t.

Canada s heroes, who laid down their 
lives for King and country In the 
great war. The large church was well 
tilled by relatives o£ those who have 
“gone west,” and many returned men, 
wiplst in addition representatives and 
supporters of the brotherhood were 
well in evidence. The Service, which 
was fully choral, was conducted by 
Rev. Dr. Cody, pastor of tit. Paul’s, 
whilst Rev. Dr. T. A. Moore read the 
lesson of the day*

The addiess was given by Brigadier- 
General J. Penry Davey, C.M.G., prin­
cipal chaplain to the imperial forces. 
General Davey, who at all times Is an 
eloquent speaker, preached a most im­
pressive sermon, and frequently 
brought tears to many a mother’s and 
father's eye. But he counteracted much 
of the dread of death by telling those 
who had lost dear ones that, so far 
as God’s word went, they might be­
lieve that the dead soldiers had in 
their present state memories, and were 
possibly aware of what was passing 
on earth. “Possibly,” said the general, 
"they remember their old church 
friendships and know exactly what 
those at the' memorial service were 
doing. I say deliberately,” declared 
tho general, “we pray for these men 
and they pray for us.”

General Davey, who took as his text 
“Fate revealed lr> conduct of life” 
(Hebrews xi., 88), said Christianity 
and the transmission of the truth had 
come down to us thru blood. Six 
years ago, he said, we were living the 
calm life of prosperity and luxury, 
which gave a great power.the idea we 
as a nation were decadent, as we gave 
too much timo to pleasure. There 
might be some truth in the latter 
thought. In August, 1914, came the 
shadow of the great calamity, and our 
leaders saw that If war came the 
Ideals of centuries would be destroy­
ed. These leaders were right, declar­
ed the general, for one never knew the 
horrors the war had produced. But 
despite these horrors, said the general, 
there was much true religion amongst 
the boys—a passionate, full heart of 
faith beat in many of the soldiers’ 
breasts, was the way General Davey 
put it. I

Tenders- Ottawa, May 15.—The first crop re­
port of the season of 1920 was issued 
today by the Dominion bureau of 
statistics. It deals with the winter 
killing of fall sown wheat, the condi-1 
tlon of fall wheat and of hay andi 
clover meadows and the progress or 
spring seeding, the report being com­
piled from the returns of crops oorre- 
spondents from all parts of Canada 
for April. Notwithstanding the sever­
ity of the past winter, the proportion- 
of fall sown wheat that has been 
killed is reported to very small, 
amounting, in fact, to not more than 
4 per cent, of the area sown. This Is 
the smallest proportion on record, and 
compared with five,per cent. last 
vear, after an extraordinary mild 
winter and with 52 per cent, in llu, 
after the severe winter of 1917-11.
The small proportion this year is due 
to the depth of the snow and the late 
spring, as usually fall sown wheat is 
Canada Is damaged more by alternat­
ing frosts and thaws during March 
and April, than by cold in the depth I 
of the winter, when the ground |« 
covered with snow.

Deducting the areas reported as 
winter killed, representing four per — 
cent., or 28,700 acres in Ontario, one 
per cent, or 400 acres In Alberta, and 
four per cent, or 600 acres in British 
Columbia, the total reduction by win­
ter killing is 29,700 acres, leaving 
740,800 acres as the area of fall wheat 
to bç harvested for 1920, as compared 
with 672,792 acres, the finally e«t|. 
mated harvest area for 1919.

The average condition of fall wheat 
oh April 80 last le 98, representing 
the promise of a yield two per cent 
below the average of the ten year* 
1910-19." Last year at the same date 
the condition was three per cent, 
above the average of the previous ten 
years. The condition of April 80 4s 91 
per cent, for both Ontario and Al­
berta, and 96 per cent, for British 
Columbia.

About five per cent, of the 
under hay and clover is reported as 
winter killed, as compared with six 
per- cent, last year and 11 per cent, 
in 1918. The condition of hay and 
clover meadows on April SO is re­
ported as 95 per cent., or five per 
cent, below the average of the ten 
years 1910-19. By pVovincee, the con­
dition le as /follows: Prince Edward 
Island and Nova Scotia, 100; New 
Brunswick, 101; Quebec, 98; Ontario,
92; Manitoba, s98; Saskatchewan, 88;

Ottawa, May 16. — (By Canadian 
Preee.) — Further regulations design­
ed to make the control of the sale of 
oleomargarine more effective than it 
has been In the past, and which will 
be required under the authority of the 
act, which le expected to pass thru 
parliament at the present session, arc 
being drawn up by the federal de­
partment of agriculture.

Some rather exaggerated statements^ 
have recently been made as to the 
proportion of oleomargarine which ie 
sold iraudulently as butter. No ac­
curate figures are available, but the 
chief Inspector of dairy products and 
his staff know the situation too well 
to admit that the frauds are anything 
like as heavy as has been charged.

Tolmie Is Determined.
The administration of the oleomar­

garine law and regulations comes 
within the Jurisdiction of fc>- F, 
Tolmie. minister of agriculture, and lie 
Is determined to provide the necessary 
machinery to insure a strict observ­
ance of the law of all those who deal 
In this article. In drafting the neiw 
regulations the officials of the de­
partment will have the advantage of 
the experience gained since the sale 
of oleomargarine has been permitted 
in this country. One of the most fre­
quent violations of the law in the past 
has been the removal of the wrappers 
bearing the required marking, the 
substituting of butter wrappers in 
some cases, and the sale of the un­
marked oleomargarine as butter. Spe­
cial efforts will be made to enforce this 
new provision of the law as well as 
all regulations In connection there­
with.

A number ot persons have been con­
victed tor having mixed oleomargarine 
and butter, and then sold the mixture 
as low-grade butter.
