The only information reaching War­
saw that the Polish delegates expect­
ed to arrive in Minsk on Wednesday, 
thé British premier said the Warsaw 
despatch advised him, was a Havas 
Agency message from Hythe received 
in Warsaw Tuesday.

peatedly endeavored to get in touch 
with Moscow by wireless, both direct­
ly and by way of Norway, and that 
the messages always had been refus­
ed.

Rev. Dr. A. S. Grant, secretary of the 
Ontario Referendum Committee, stat­
ed yesterday that, altho his organiza­
tion, as a result of the conference with 
Premier Meighen last week, had bowed 
to the inevitable and accepted April 
18, 1921, as the date on which the re­
ferendum would be taken, they would 
proceed at once to marshal all their 
forces thruout the province in prepar­
ation for a big pre-election campaign 
■in favor of prohibiting the "importation 
of liquor into Ontario.

The work of recruiting the local 
committees of the organization will 
begin at once. When these commit­
tees are complete they will make a 
thoro canvass of everÿ ward, hamlet, 
village and town in Ontario to ascer­
tain the names of those entitled to 
vote in the April election. This work, 
which will begin in September, Tÿill 
involve as much labor and expense 
practically, as the preparation of a 
new provincial voters’ list, the cost 
of which was stated* last week by 
Premier Meighen to be half a million 
dollars.

It is expected that the local com­
mittees will be completed in Septem­
ber, and they will at once set out to 
raise the funds to cover the cost of 
the canvass of the voters and to defray 
the expenses of e big publicity cam­
paign, which will be launched in Feb­
ruary, and continue to the date of the 
election. Bill board posters, news­
paper advertising and public meetings 
are all to be employed to convince the 
voters that the importation of liquor 
into Ontario should be fanned.

Dr. Grant declared that his organ­
ization did not want to see anyone 
who was entitled to vote deprived of 
the privilege. He thought the great 
lapse of time between now and next 
spring would give the Ontario Refer­
endum Conynittee more time ip pre­
pare for the fight. ‘It will increase, 
rather than decrease, majorities,’’ said 
he, “and it makes our chances of suc­
cess next April seem even stronger 
than they would have beep had the 
referendum been 'taken in October of 
this year.”

In view of the fact that the Ontario 
campaign will nof take place this'fall, 
Dr. Grant stated that the Ontario Re­
ferendum Committee would probably 
lend aid eto the temperance forces in 
the western provinces, where the vote 
will be taken October 25.

Some little time ago it was an­
nounced that fraudulently mutilated 
notes of several of the Canadian 
banks, principally $20 notes but some­
times of the $10 denomination, were 
being circulated in various cities in 
this part of Ontario.

Such notes are still being present­
ed from time to time, and the public 
are warned against this form of 
fraud. Any bank note having a band 
of adhesive tape of about one-half 
inch yide running across it should 
not be accepted in making change, 
but the person presenting it should 
be told to take it to the bank for 
redemption. If scrutinized closely the 
mutilated note will be found to con­
sist of parts of two notes, the num­
bers on the two parts being differ­
ent—sometimes the numbers will be 
obliterated so that the difference will 
not be noticed. Occasionally the mu­
tilation consists of removing one end 
of the note and then no adhesive tape 
is used- The purpose of the fraufi 
is to make more notes than were 
originally cut up by pasting old 
pieces tobether, but of course such 
notes with parts missing are not re­
deemable at their full value.

Very encouraging are the Sunday 
school reports from all the conferences 
of the Methodist Chutch in Canada. 
They show that there are now 3496 
Sunday schools in this church in Can­
ada, 92 more than shown in last year’s 
reports. Besides these, there are 388 
union schools, making a total of 3883 
on the roster of the denomination. 
However, even with this fine record 
there are still 749 preaching appoint­
ments in Canada without Sunday 
schools.

—The price of bread in Canada, tak­
ing the whole of the Dominion for an 
average, increased during June to the 
extent of nearly a half cent per 24- 
ouneb loaf. Flour increased in cost 65 
cents per barrel, equivalent to one- 
quarter of a cent per pound or about 
twp-fifths of a cent per 24-ounce loaf. 
Other increased costs in baking and 
delivery bring the increase to nearly 
the one-half cent, 
bread per capita increased nearly six 
per cent.

Since January the cost of flour has 
gone up from $10.87 per barrel to 
$13.36, while all other costs^entering 
into the bread-making have gone up 
from $8.92 to $9,57, from which it Is 
adjudged that the advance in bread 
prices is practically all due to in­
creased cost of flour.

Montreal bread is the dearest in 
Canada, costing over 9H cents per 
pound. Bread was cheapest in Lon­
don, Ont., where the price is a trifle 
over seven cents.

Premier Meighen goes to the heart 
of a subject with unerring aim. The 

* next political battle in Canada, he 
says, will .be fought on the tariff issue. 
The heterogeneous groups opposing the 
government, whether Liberals, Farm­
ers or merely "uru-esters" agree on 
only one point, namely, a tearing down 
of thf tariff. The Liberals may only 
profess free trade in an academic way 
and never intend to put their pledges 
into effect,, but the Liberals can never 
hope to form a government except by 
a coalition with the Farmers’ party. 
They cannot swallow the Farmers' 
party, which is virile and aggressive. 
If there is to be any swallowing It will 
be the Liberal Jonah that will find 
himself in tSe belly of the agrarian 
whale, The free traders being sincere 
will have their way in any çuch coali­
tion, and the overthrow of' the 
Meighen government, therefore, means 
a reversal of the fiscal policy under 
which Canada has flourished during 
the past 40 years.

Should there be such a reversal of 
" policy? Mr. Meighen calls attention tq 

the fact that our imports from the 
United States amçupt to $800,000,000 
per annum, while our exports to that 
country do not exceed $500,000,000. 
There is a deficit of $300,000,000, which 
we have to make up by the purchase 
of United States currency, and our 
dollar has been beaten down to 85c by 
the American financiers.

^ down the barriers we now have 
against American Importations would 
be to flood the Canadian market with 
American goods. It would mean that

We want to be a self-sustained 
nation. We must, therefore, maintain 
a tariff which will ensure the con­
tinuance of our Canadian industries 
and the continued employment of our 
Canadian workmen in Canada. When 
we buy something from the United 
States we get the article in question, 
but we part with our money. When 

•we buy something made in Canada 
the article and the money Itself re­
main at-home.
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Addressing thousands of prosperous 

farmers and, their wives who had 
motored to hear him, with a smiling' 
countryside around him, fairly bur­
dened with the weight' of a bumper 
crop, Mr. Meighen roused his audience 
to laughter by asking whether they 
were really “writhing and groaning” 
under oppressive tariff taxation. They 
certainly were not, and all around 
them were ■/ prosperous cities, 
and villages pulsing with 
activity. In Belleville alone ten 
factories have started this year, and 
several of the big Industries in that 
city represent American investments.

Mr. Meighen will force the fight on 
the tariff question; he is pledged to a 
tariff that will hot drive a single Can­
adian -industry across the border or 
throw a single Canadian workman 
of employment.
