SOME FURTHER FACTS
ABOUT AMHERST

Practically a Small Seaport---Sandstone
and Plaster Quarries---Trotting Park
for Building Sites---Fine New Build-
ings---Why Factories Increase.

“Those communities which go about the
business of securing new industries by of-
fering bonuses begin in the wrong way.”

This is the view expressed to:the Times
by H. L. Hewson, president of the Hew-
son Woolen Mills, Ltd., in his office in
Amherst on Friday last. :

“The thing to do first,” said Mr. Hew-
son, “is to find out what article that you
can manufacture from native raw mater-
ial, there is a market for. Then get an
expert in its manufacture—the best man
you can get—no matter where he comes
from. He must have some money of his
own that he is willing to invest. The next
step is to organise your company and ap-
point a small board of local directors,
who are prepared to watch very closely
the initial stages of the work of construci-
ing the factory, securing the best machin-
eny and putting a good article on the
market. With an expert in charge, and
a board of Jocal directors who will look
closely into the organization of the staff
and the launching of the industry, it will
practically be in a position to run smooth-
ly from the very start. You have the ma-
terial, the machinery, the capital, the men
and the market. Amherst does not take
. hold of every industrial proposition that is
offcred. But when convinced that a pro-
position is sound, and the right man is
available, business men here are reﬂ:dy to
take hold of it, and lose no ¢ime in es-
tablishing the industry.”

In this statement Mr. Howson explained
the fact that so very large a proportion of
the population of Amherst is employed in
productive industry, making goods that are
. ehipped all over Canad1, the profits return-
ing to Amherst to be invested in other
new industries to give employment to
tore people.

More About Amherst

The Times on Saturday told of Amherst
factories that produce railrcad cars, build-
ing materials, engines, boilens, mill and
sther machinery, boots and shoes, stoves,
anges, hot air furnaces, east iron enamel
goods, hot water and steam heaters, and

aboms, trunks, valises, and cackets,
woollen goods, fur goods, pork products,
blacking,art maible work and cnﬂhgr small-
er lines; while new woed turning and
malleable iron factories are under con-
struction.

There is cloce to Amherst a great guarry
of red sandstone, of which fine new build-
ings have ‘been or are being erected.

a couple of miles from the town, an Am-
arican company, The Maritime Gymeum
Co., has a pier with a4 raillway of their
own running to a plaster quanry, and 2
steamer makes-a round trip to New York
every ten days or so with a cargo of plas-
ter.

And all around Amherst are the fertile
fields and marshes that have produced
wealth for the farming community. Close
at hand is the experimental farm, with
all the benefit it confers upon the sur-
rounding agricultural community.

Some seven or eight miles from the
town is the Chignecto coal mine, with a
seven and a half foot seam of excellent
coal, producing run of mine, nut, slack,
and the fine dust, which is mow to be util-
ised to produce power, which will be trans-
mitted to Amherst: by January next.
When that is done, the initial expense of
starting small factories will be so greatly
reduced that an increase in the number
of emall industries is assured.

The maritime board of trade delegates
stood one afternoon at the mouth of the
pit at Chignecto, and saw the miners with
lighted lamps in their caps, come up out
of the darkness of the mine, from a depth
of 1400 feet. The present. output of coal is
about 400 tons, but will be increased.
There is @ scarcity of men at present.
With the construction of the new power
plant there will be greater activity at th
mine. .

Evidences of Progress

To get back to Amherst, it may be noted
that the town thas completed a sewerage
extension and has begun an extension of its
water system, which is got by pumping
from the Nappan river. An experiment is
being made with bithulithic pavement, and
with the work in progress Victoria street
resembles a new town, adjusting itself to
conditions.

HARPER’S FERRY, W. Va.,, Aug. 20.
—The second annual meeting of the Negro
movement came to a close yesterday with
religious exercises and a sermon by Rev.
G. Frazier Miller. At the conclusion of
the sermon an address to the country was
read. It says in part:-

“In the past year the work of the
negro hater has flourished in the land.
Stripped of verbiage and subterfuge and
in its naked nastiness the new American
creed says:

“Fear to let black men cven try to rise
lest they become the equals of the white.

“In detail our demands are clear and
unequivocal,

“First, we would vote; with the right
to vote gces everything. Freedom, man-
thood, the honor of your wives the chas-
tity of your daughters, the right to
work, and the chance to rice, and let no
man listen to the liars who deny this,

“Second, we want discrimmination in
public accommodations to cease.

“PThird, we claim the right of freedom
to walk, talk and be with them. that wish
to be with us.

“Fourth, we want the laws enforced
1gainst Kich as well as poor; against cap-
Ralist as well as laborer; against white as

HAVE ALREADY BEEN

Reports of Casualties in Valparaiso Horror Place the Deaths
as High as 10,000 --- Property Loss is Appalling ---|
Other Chilean Cities Suffer --- Shocks Reported on

Martinique.

NEVY !TORK, Aug. 20.—Startling but
conflicting reports regarding the fatalitieg
anrd monetary losses attendant upon the
seiemic disturbances in Chile on Aug. i6
and 17 continue to reach this city. De-
taily from Valpamiso direct are etill
meagre and are confusing. From Santiago
where the stories of refugees - from the
stricken city are heard, and compared by
8 less -excited populace, came  more con-
servative estimates of the dsvastation
wirouglht,

The Tatest news | this morning is con-
tained in a cable despatch to the Associat-
ed Press from Santiago. The correspondent
estimates the dead at Valpalaiso at 500.
The money loss amounts to millions, Six or
eight cities besides Valparaiso have been
destroyed . The steam railroads and strect
lines remain tied up, while telegraph and
teh‘rphahe service is paralyzed.

19—The cut off
in the Santiago Telegraph line has been
repaired and hundreds of private messages
have been received. They report every-
thing in a eatisfactory condition there and
say the people were not alarmed. '

Refugees who are arriving at Santiago
from Valparaiso on horséback and who
left there during the worst panic bring
wild stories concerning the number of
deaths by the eanthquake and fires, These
refugees say the deaths number 10,000 and
that there are 60,000 refugees in the moun-
tains, One rumor, which is not confirm-
ed and is believed to be untrue is that
the dead mumber 11,000 and the injured
60,000, .

Public relief subscriptions were opened
in Buenos Ayres . today. The Jockey Club
gave 60,000 pesos. The Argentine govern-
ment will pass an appropriation for the
velief of the sufferers.

Every Building Damaged

New York, Aug. 19—Lewis Morrison,
an . actor, whose work as Mephisto in
. Faust gained him fame, died suddenly of
“shock on Saturday afternoon in St.
Johns Hospital, Yonkers, after under-
“oing an operation for stomach trouble.

Mr. Morrison was 61 years of age.

He ‘was born of English parentage in
Kingston, Jamaica, in 1845. He came to
this country at an early age and enlisted
on the Union side in the civil war. He
rose to the rank of lieutenant and on his
honorable discharge at the close of the
war he. received the rank of captain for
distinguished service. During the siege
of Vicksburg he swam the Mississippi
under fire of the batteries with dispatches
for the Federal army.

After his discharge from the army Mr.
Morrison entered the theatrical profes-

" ON THE STOCK MARKET

‘

(Montreal Witness, Friday.)

The market situation is not any clear-
er than a week 4ago, notwithstanding that
one-of the most oOptimisti¢ orop reports in
%he history of the country was is.ued by
the United States government. So certain
of the excellent growth of the crops were
the market tradems that the excellent ve-
cord did not come as a surprice. There
‘was no apparent effect on market secuvi-
ties and the boomsters have had to rest
content with a market of spasmodic effort,
where finst one group of stocks is sent up-
wand and then another, principally on in-
dividual news. The New York condition
is pretty much the same as that existing
here, where most of the leaders have besn
pressed higher on thein own particular
good qualities, leaving the less fortunate
stocks to shift for themselves. It does

| not seem possible that, with such a wide
range between good, fair and average
stocks, epeculative boom could be put in
force, There must be Jeaders of all move-
ments, and, if those high-grade stocks have
already thad their fill of price improve:
ment, there would not seem to be room
for a further display of bull tactics, We
have pointed out a similar state of affairs
on this market, where most of the divid-
end payers of high repute have discounted
future prosperity. This leaves the lower
grade,or more speculative stocks out-in the
cold. It would séem, therefore, especially
on the New York market, that points will
have to come off the specialties before any
widespread movement can be attemipted,
or there will continue to be the same sort
of ‘sectional’ market, with etocks being
fonced' up or qo)Vn independently, in
groups.

The local situation was fthie week re--

leved by a few interesting features. the
meeting of the Canadian Pacific direc-
tors to consider the dividend rate; the
declaration of the usual rate on both the
preferréd and eommon *stock, and the
eplendid preliminary, eport issued by the
company: on the earnings for the past
year. A detailed analysis appeared in
the Witness on Tuesday, and it was

shown that after payment of dividends
there was a met surplus for the yeay of
$8,268,082, equal to an additional _eight
and a half per cent. on the common stock,
or in all about fifteen per eent. carned
on the common stock outstanding. It
was the heavy increase in earnings that
impelled a desire for higher dividend pay-
ments, and there are several reasons why
the company should hot indulge the
shareholders too mudh. The tate of
earnings may continue to increase and
show greater volume, but the company
may. not be able to operate the road on
the favorable terms of last year. Ex-
penses may possibly be increased by an
amount equal to five, six and even eight
per cent. of gross receipts, which, would
play havoe with the net earnings avail-
able for dividends. The extra Tesponsibi-
lity of an active trans-Atlantic service
should also suggest caution. The inter-
national marine of the United States is
an example of what may mot be done in
the way of profit-making on the high seas,
and while everybody expects nothing but
success for the new ocean steamers, there
is still the uncertainty that must accom=
pany ewery experiment of such enormous
proportions.

Mexican Light & Power Company stock
was in demand yesterday and rose over
three points. The company issued an in-
térim report for the half year, which was
generally] accepted as favorable. As
shown ‘on the Witness’ financial page, the
company has practically earned the fixdd
charges of the year on the first six
months, and -at the present rate of expan-
sion should be earning about three per
cent. on the common stock by the end of
this -year. It is a tribute to Canadian
finance that the affairs of the company
should be so ably handled at such a dis-
tant point. A table of the price ranges
of local stocks is shown on the financial
page today and it awill be noticed that
there has been a steady but slow move
fonward in the general list, a few stocks
making a two and three-point advance.
Declines were the exception.

@n the article in this issue relating to
ghe town of Amherst, Tollowing that in
Baturday’s issue, there is a suggestion
that should be of valué to the people of
Et. John. Amherst business men do not
.gend their money away in the hope that
,#t will bring a return in sudden fortune.
Whey spend the money in their own town,
and send the product of their factories
away. ' They get their profits in return,
and the town gets the benefit derived
grom productive industry. 4

The method of the successful establish-
ment of an industry is clearly stated in
the interview with a leading Ambherst
manufacturer. The same statemept was
made some months ago in this paper, in
an interview with a St. John merchant
who had looked carefully into the sub-
Ject.

Industrial success is mot fortuitous.
There are questions of material and men
and market that must be considered.
When these have been carefully consid-
ered, and it appears there is a market
for a line of goods that can be produced
successfully, amder proper ' management,
end such management is available, the
period of doubt has passed. It remains
but to secure the capital and establish
the industry. The failure of an indus-
trial venture, or its success, is, in nihe
cases out of ten, determined before it
begins operations. In -Amherst they ap-
pear to have recognized this fact, and
¢here is no hap-hazard in their methods.

The “most significant fact to be noted
by St. John people is not that Amherst
has in the past established a number of
successful industries,” but that the pro-
cess continues. This is evidence that
¢here is room for more—and why should
they be confined to Amherst? That
great new market of ‘the nwest will for
years to come be a growing market, and

St. John is admirably fitted to share |-

in the productive industry which will sup-
ply its wants.

It is rather a pity that a trainload of
St. John business men did not go up with
the maritime board delegates, and see for
themselves what a town, with natural ad-
vantages which are certainly not super-
ior to those of St. John, has accomplished
and is doing in the line of fur{her ac-
gomplishment.

REPUBLIC OF CHILE

The republic of Chile, occupying the
southern half of the Pacific coast of South
America, from the boundary of Peru to
the southernmost point of the continent,
is somewhat out of touch with North Am-
erica, but the terrible earthquake of last
week . turns universal attention to that
country. Chile is no less than 2500 miles
in dength, but only from 40 to 200 miles |/
in width. The Andes mountains extend
throughout its entire length, and are stud-
ded with volcanic peaks, most of which
are, however, extinet, Earthquake shocks
are frequent, b’lt there has been no such
terrible destruction, in mpodern history at
least, as that at Valparaiso and adjoining
towns last week. The population of the
atricken city ds in the mneighborhood of
150,000, and of the whqle republic nearly
3,000,000, of whom one half are engaged in
agricultural pursuits.

The republic has 2,800 miles of rail-
way, over 43,000 miles of public roads,
25,000 miles of country-roads, and 2,800
miles of mver navigation. There are 15,-
000 miles of telegraph lines, 750 post of-
fices, 56 seaports, and 21 passes over the
Andes. The commercial navy consists of

At Concepcion the shock was severe,
and a number of persons were killed ot
injured. The towns of Rengo, San Fer-
nfindo, Quillotta and San Antonio, and
many villages are in ruins. All railway
service in the central zone is either inter-
rupted entirely or gredtly delayed, and
commerce is practically at.a standstill.

In the city of Santiago much damage
was done. Many public buildings were
practically destroyed, and several churches
were dismantled. The buildings of con
gress, the mumicipal buildings, the Nor-
mal School, the courts, the Peruvian le
gation, the mesidence of President Risco,
the central market, the prefecture of po-
lice and the national telegraph offices
were . all- seriouscly. damaged. The lines
of the electric: tramway system and the
electric light wires were short cincuited,
interrupting street car travel and plung-
ing the city into darkness.

The ‘scenes at the hospitals and prisone
during the excitement were distressing in
the extreme. The prispneérs tmjed to es-
cape, and prison guards were obliged to
fire in the air in order to intimidate and
quiet their panic-stricken charges. There
have ben several return shocks of slight
intensity. -These &hocks have served. to
continue the public alarm. The astron-
omical observatory, however, has given
out a statement to the effect that it does
not appear to be likely to be a,continua-
tion of the severe shocks. Last Tight
many persons slept in the tramway cars,
in carriagés and in the open:air in the
public squares and streets.

The government hds taken steps to re-
dtore onder. Am inspection of all houses

‘left standing has been ordered, and direc-

tions have been issued for the distribution
of relief supplies to those in need. A
troop of cavalry has been sent to re
establish communication with Valparaiso.

The alarming mews ifirst received by the
government from Valparaiso as to the
situation in that city, has mot been con-
firmed, but it is known that numerous
buildings dn. the vicinity of the port were
destroyed and that there have been severe
fires in the Almendral quarter.

The mayor of Valparaiso sent word that
he difl not know the number of killed or
injured, '/but believed that. théy were
nimerous. Firemen deft Santiago yester-
day for Valparaiso to aid in extinguishing
the fires there. The customs house in
Valparaiso is reported to 'be burning.
Several travelers who have just armived
lhere from Valparaiso say that .reports
of the situation in that city were exag-
gerated.” An employe of  the telegraphs
service sent word from Talto, near Val-
paraiso; confirming the news of the serious
fires in the Almendral quarters. This em-
ploye also sent word that the Spanish-

-ltawan Bank building of Valparaiso was

destroyed by the earthquake.

A traveler who came hére by express
train tells that when the tfain was near
Las Vegas, about half way between Val-
paraiso and Santiago, ‘the cars were
siiken violently and the engine xearly left
fhe track.. A stop was made, and the ter-
rified passengers alighted. Later they

ded to Llallai, which they found in
almost total ruins.

All lines of railway to the north and
the line to Talca are greatly damaged. In
the city of Santiago a majonity of the vic-
tims of the disaster were residents of the
poorer sections . of the city, where many
small houses were thrown to the ground.
Several deaths from nervous excitement
and heart disease are reported.

BUFFALO AND
OTHER PLACES

Vacation Schools and, Play-
grounds --- A Name on a
Tombstone---The Man Who
Was Not an [talian.

Among the guests at the New Victoria
Hotel yesterday was: Miss Mabel E.
Barnes, of the teaching staff of the high
sdhools of Buffalo, N. Y. She is touring
eastern Canada, and came by the Inter-
colonial from Quebec City. This morn-
ing she went across the bay, and will see
the Annapolis Valley, Cape Breton, Truro
and Halifax before returning home by
way of Boston.

In the Old Burial Ground yesterday
Miss Barnes was interested in the iuscrip-
tion on a tombstone, recording the death
of a Thomas Waterbury, who was born
in Stamford,” Connecticut. She had
often heard an old lady in Buffalo
tell of a Thomas Waterbury she had
known in her early life in Connecticut,
and the coincidence prompted her to copy
the inscription on the stone,to show to the
old lady on her return home.

In conversation with a representative
of the Times, Miss Barnes stated that
they had two vacation schools and four
supervised playgrounds in Buffalo during
the holiday season. On the playgrounds
they only had a superintendent of play
and two assistants, but all kinds of games
were provided. In the vacation schools,
which were in the forcign quarter, there
was kindergarten work, manual training,
teadhing of songs in  English, and other
educative work, as -<well as supervised
lay. -
For the first three years the teachers
gave their services free, but now the city

proved of great value in a city which has
450,000 people, including a considerable
foreign - element.

Compulsory education up to the age
of sixteen, unless good cause for leaving
school can 'be shown, is enforced in Bui-
falo, and there are truant officers to see
that the law is properly carried out.

Another useful provision of the law is
that there shall be no loafing by boys on
street corners and the police look sharp-
ly after offenders.

Miss Barnes told of one of the play-
grounds at .which when it opened there
was scarcely a large boy who had not been
under arrest for offence. The influence
of the playground was decidedly bene-
ficial. It was necessary for one superin-
tendent to soundly thrash the biggest
youth—who was taller than himseli and
a bully—before he got control; but after
that ihteresting incident there was mno
trouble, for the erstwhile rowdy became
his valuable lieutenant in promoting peace
and good-will. There. are over sixty
schools in Buffalo, and mucdh attention
is Jevoted to the work of education.

Miss Barnes was much interested in
the early history of St. John, especially
the Loyalist settlement, for in Buffalo
they tell of the time when bands of Un-
ited Empire Loyalists passed through to
find new homes under the old flag in
what is now the province of Ontario.
When it was suggested that somé Am-
ericans believed the Canadians would like
to get back under the Stars and Stripes,
Miss Barnes replied that they were not
Americans from Buffalo. In that city
close enough to Ontario to
know the prevailing sentiment to be quite
the other way. She was struck by the
similarity of the names 'hereabouts to
those in New England and New York
state. Except in QuéBec province it was
not at all like going among strangers to
visit Canada.. KEven in' Quebec, on a trol-
ley car she received an answer to a ques-
tion in a rich brogue that made her re-
mark:

“It’s quite refreshing to hear a lan-
It isn’t
necessary to ask where you come from.”

“No ma’am,” quoth the man with the
merry blue eyes and the brogue, “it's
aisy seein’ I'm no’ I—talian.”
