(Toronto News)

It is two yeamrs ago—just one year after
the Rhodes scholarships = were started—
that Mme. Thayer determined to interest
her -American sisters in a scheme to bring
American women to England to study at,
the great universities, Oxford, Cambridge |
and London. She believes that Cecil
Rhodes’ great and dominant idea, the
unity of the Anglo-Saxon race, is an ideal
also within woman’s sphere. She hopes
that once a, number; of women, after fin*
ishing their course nn..American. colleges,
go over to Girton or ‘Newnham, to Lady
Margaret or Somerville, or London, for a
course of post-graduate study, the English
universities would - always have among
them a large number of the best represen-
tatives of American womanhood. English
and American girls would come to under-
stand each others’ habits and modes of
thought, international friendships would
be formed, and the benefit to the two na-
tions would be incalculable.

The scheme proposed is to bring bien-
nially two American women from each
state to England—that is ninety-two wo-
men from America—for a two yeags’ post-
graduate course, which the student can
take up at Oxford, Cambridge or London
University, as she may determine. For
this scheme to be euccessful it will be
necessary to raise funds to endow in per-
petuity scholarships for American women
and also, as soon as feasible, for those
lgnglieh-speaking countries whose men
benefit 'under Mr. Rhodes’ will. The new
and original part of the scheme is a “re-

up to His Request for $103,-

000,000---When the Climax
“Was'Reached. *

(New York Evening Post.)

A summary of the mass of statistics
given out by President Harriman of <he
Union Pacific-Southern Pacific system on
Thureday in° connection with the proposed
financing "of those two companies shows
that his announcement. had- bzen careful-
ly. planned. It was first pointed out that
the Southern Pacific’s estimated :surplus
for " dividends ‘this year - was' $25,768,000,
against $19,192,647 for 11906, “while the
Union Pacific- will ishow €36,324,000 for
1907, 'against $31,764.674 for 1906. The -fig-
ures” showed that in' 3 years the’ balance
for" dividends * on the’ Union-Pacific in-
creased’ $19,726,000, and the surplus after
dividends. $4,060,000, whereas Southern Pa-
cific had earned an additional $16,890,000
for its stock and $13,107,000 after payment
of dividends: That statemant in itself re-
flacted to a remarkable degree the pros-
perity ‘secured by the system; also the far-
sightedness of the management in prepar-
ing for a constantly increasing volume of
business. . ‘

After mentioning the increase in earn-
ings," President Harriman then stated that
the ‘book value-of unpledged assets own-
ed by the ‘Fion Pacific amounted to $243;
000,000. The Southern Pacific showed as-
sets of $140,668.000, against which no ee-
curities had: been. issued. Such remarks
were suggestive of what was coming, and
suspicions as to the object of theinter-
view were strengthened by the next state-
ment that the Union Pacific and the
Kouthern Pacific had floating debts of $63,-
683,000 and $32,000,000, respectively, ac-
cumulated for the following purposes:

The sur-
prise at the Union Pacific and the South-
ern Pacific request for $103.000,000 new
money, however, was reflected in the 734
point break in Union Pacific and 3 point
decline in Southern Pacific preferred and

common shares, which followed. After
the first shock Wall Street \\:ant-ed to
know if the 103,000,000 provided for

future requirements as well as for the
$83,652.000 floating debts of the company.
By squaring ‘the accounts it was found
that when the foregoing indebtedness was
liquidated, the - Union Pacific would have
on hand only $10,000,000 cash, and the
Southern Pacific $3,700,000. The two roads
will need much larger amounts than the
ones just named to make ordinary renew-
als and improvements after the strain of
the past winter’s heavy movemsnt of traf-
fic.

The semi-anpual meeting of the Grand
Division Sons of Temperance opened at
Gagetown this afternoon with a large
number of delegates in attendance. After
the opening ceremonies several candidates
were given the grand division degree. Rev.
C. W. Hamilton presented the reports of
the g_ra.nd scribe and grand lecturer and
organizer as follows:

G. W. Patriarch, Officers and Members
of Grand Division of N. B.:(—
Gagetown, N. B., May 15, 1907.

This report will cover the time em-
braced by the following dates:—October
1, 1906-April 30, 1907.

The terms of my engagement gave me a
free hand, but provided that I should do
the best I could in the interests of the or-
der. This I have honestly endeavored to
do, and I trust my report will show this
and prove in every sense satisfactory.

I desire to thankfully acknowledge in-
debtedness to the Grand Worthy
Patriarch and other grand officers,
as well as to members of the or-
der all through the jurisdiction, for valu-
able aid rendered me in various ways in
mapping out and executing my work.
Such co-operation has proved at once very
helpful and most delightful.

In the prosecution of this work I have
travelled about 4,000 miles. I have tabu-
lated the number of addresses- and ser-
mone 1 have given, but in this respect I
have improved every opportunity to ex-
tend the principles for which our ‘“Noble
Order”’ stands. Besides quickening and en-
couraging active divisions by visitations
and correspondence, I have reorganized
ten divisions, organized two new divisions,
have in hand applications for reorganiza-
tions and new organizations. ”

My salary and expenses, not including
printing, postage, etc., amounts to $327.23,
and my receipts from collections and do-
nations amount to $163.06.

This is only approximately correct, for
as this and the general accounts are not
kept separately, I have not aimed in this
calculation at exactmess.

By the calculation thus made it is seen
that the immediate income from the work
amounted to about ome, half the outlay,
and this, too, without any canvassing for
the Propagation Fund.

I have no doubt that if I had done such
canvassing, the whole amount of the qut-
lay could have been immediately met.
But assuming that the divisions brought in-
to activity continue to prosper,the return
from them alone will early reimburse the
fund. In this connection it is interesting
to note that already from these divisions,
there has come in per capita tax alone
the sum of $21.13.

Figures, however, eawnot’ plesenit ¢ ad-

equately indicate the real advantage of
this work to thé order.
The tone, in every department of its in-
terests, is improved, while proper ‘relation-
ships are cultivated between the grand
and subordinate divisions.

If we are to keep pace with other in-
stitutions in this age of progress, and
fill the place among them that the needs
of this province demand, it may as well be
at once admitted that, at least, one well
equipped propagation agent must be kept
constantly in the field, and that we must
resolve forthwith to secure and sustain
such an agent. -

aged company, and persuaded them to
stand by the captain. But the provisions
gave out and the crew went on half ra-
tions. ln a few days at most there would
be none left. The water was all gone save
a little that had been gathered from the
bilge when one of the casks broke. It
was brackish and salt and caused nausea
when drunk,

SHOWER IS WELCOME.

For two days the men and women—
there were two women on board, the wife
of the steward, a colored woman named
Mrs. Christian—were almost perishing
with thirst. Then came a most welcome
shower. Sails were spread to catch the
life-giving fluid and they drank eagerly.
Nearly a barrelful was saved for future
use. Capt. Hatfield was bearing up for
Bermuda, intending to get provisions and
repair.

Next day, however, a schooner was
sighted and she agreed to sell enough pro-
visions to bring the veasel to Boston. The
bark wae then in the latitude of Bermuda,
less than seven hundred miles from Turk’s
Island. She had been forty-five days on
the voyage, an average of hardly fifteen
miles per day. In Boston she had been
given up for lost, and the relatives and
friends of officers and crew were mourn-
ing them as dead.

Capt. Hatfield determined to continue to
Boston, and Neptune commended his re-
solution, for from that time on until the
bark reached Nantucket Friday they had
good weather and fair winds. She could
not sail well, however, because of her loss
of sails and spars, and was eleven days
in reaching Nantucket. There bad weath-
er was again encountered, but she was al-
most at her goal and she succeeded in
rounding the Cape after two or three days’
effort. She was taken in tow off High-
land Light yesterday and dropped her an-
chors at quarantine at 7 o’clock last even-

ing.

Capt. and Mrs. Hatfield were found in
their cabin by a Boston Journal reporter.
It is a comfortable room, which Mrs. Hat-
field has succeeded in making resemble the
sitting room of a New England homestead.
She was busy with her sewing last even-

These sen-
tences are moulded into rhythmic form,
and later, the child is asked to sing a
song to fit the words; that is, the child is
led to sing its'own melodic conception of
the poetic thoughts. The results of these
efforts may be very crude specimens of
song, bitt they are real songs to the child,
and this crude melodic thought may be
moulded inta clearness, purity and love-
liness, the child, with each successive at-
tempt, being led to express himself more
clearly,.with more beauty of thought and
expression.

“In school we are endeavoring to give
the child such a standard by which to
know the good from the bad, just as he
is learning some of the masterpieces in
literature—not only to give him informa-
tion along these lines, but to help him sep-
arate the chaff from the wheat, later.

BEST MUSIC IS SUNG.

“In all' grades from the first up, the
children sing nothing but music of the best
class; in the grades from the third up,
sight singing practice is continued
throughout, this including a study of kinds
and values of notes and rests, of key, and
of all the signsiused in music notation.
One lesson in the week is given to writ-
ing music. This is now done in rhythm,
the children singing and writing at the
same time. :

“In the eighth grade the study of the
bass staff is taken up. This does not mean
at all that the boys sing bass, though
singing from the bass staff; the pitch giv-
en them is just an octave higher than the
pitch .given on the staff. But so many of
our boys get no more of music after learn-
ing the eight grade, that we feel that we
would like to have them to know how
to read from the bass staff( which, of
course is the staff they will later sing
from) after their voices have changed to |
the man’s voice.

SPECIAL CLASSES.

“In our high school we have two music
classes, each of which meets four days in
the week in regular class periods, and we
have a regular course in music study. This
is a decided advance for our school to have
made, for in many places, music in the
high school is nothing more than a class
meeting once or twice a week for a chor-
us practice.

“In our high school classes, breathing
and voice work is given at each lesson; el-
ementary harmony is begun, with begin-
ning work in composition, sight singing,
with attention given to interpretation of
the songs, and a study of one or two
composer’s lives and their works each
semester. This semester Class I is study-
ing Robert Schuman and Mendelssohn,
the other Class II, Schumann and Franz
Hayden.”

MONTREAL TIED UP BY
LONGSHOREMEN’S STRIKE

Seventeen Steamers Are ldle But Strikers Are
Holding Firm---C. P. R. Bring Men From Shops
to Load Their Steamers.

Montreal, May 14—The first day of the
’Jongshoremen’s strike saw seventeen ves-
sels waiting to load and unload cargo with
. more arriving tomorrow.

The Shipping Federation has wired the
minister of labor asking for the appoint-
ment of a conciliation board under the
Lemieux act passed last session.

Small gangs of men, chiefly sailors and
crew, have been attempting to work
cargo, without success. The C. P. R. has
the Lake Manitoba, Lake Michigan,Mont-
calm and Milwaukee in port and brought
down 100 laborers from the Angus shops
to act as strike-breakers.

It is rumored today that one shipping
company offered 2 1-2 cents an hour in-
crease but this was refused by the men.

Four hundred police are on duty on the
wharves, but no clashes have yet taken
place.

The Montreal Shipping Federation has
invoked the Lemieux act and some of the
companies at a late hour tonight claimed
that there was a strong likelihood that
the men would return to work tomorrow.
On. the other hand the strikers represen-
tatives at a late hour tonight were equal-
ly emphatic that the men would stand
firm and they claimed that some of the
companies had agreed to the men’s de-
mands.

The Canadian Pacific Steamship Com-
pany has now over 300 men at work and
their five vessels now in port will leave
on schedule time.

The Allans have ten gangs of men at
work and the other companies are making
some headway.

Mr. Lemieux, the minister of labor,who
was to arrive in the city tonight is now
expected tomorrow when an answer is
expected to the application made by the
shipping federation today for the appoint-
ment of a board of conciliation under the
Lemieux act.

There was no disorder in the wharves

tonight, the strikers maintaining a peace-|

ful attitude and the police arrangements
being strict.
