vours were enhanced by the proud con-
sclousness in him who received them,
that all had been honourably earned. In
many striking points, the careers of Na-
poleon and Wellington exhibited a re-
markable similitude. Born in the same
year—following the same profession—
passing that dangerous ordeal unharmed,
in which so many of their contemporaries
perished—and both surviving to gain the
ioftiest objects. which “ambition’s self”’
could attain. Beset with dangers, their
preservation seemed miraculous, as both
exposed themselves recklessly ; and from
their most perilous situations, both, had
singular escapes, and by the most oppo-
site agencies. When at Acre, a shell
dropped at Napoleon’s feet; a soldier
seizing him in hisarms flung him on the
ground, and the shivered metal passed
harmlessly over the prostrate General,
and but slightly waunded his preserver.

In Paris, the furious driving of his coach-

{man cleared the street before the infernal
machine could be exploded. These
were probably his greatest perils; and
from one he was delivered by the devo-
|tion of a grenadier——from the other, by
the accidental drunkenness of a servant.
Nor were Wellington’s escapes less re-
markable ; there was rarely an action
in which some of his personal attendants
were not killed or wounded. At Vit-
toria he passed unharmed through the
fire of the F'rench centre, bristling with
cannon—for there eighty pieces were in
battery. At Santarem he wrote a me-
{morandum on the bridge while the ene-
my were in actwal possession of the vil-
lage. During the bloody contest that
ensued for a time he sat upon a height
within close musket range of the enemy,
watching the progressof the battle ; and
in the evening his danger was still more
imminent. “ He had carried with him,”
{says colonel Napier, “towards Echallar,
{half a company of the 43d as an escort,
{and placed a serjeant, named Blood,
| witha party to watch in front while he
{examined his maps. The French, who
{ were close at hand, sent a detachment
{to cut the party off; and such was the
| natare of the ground that their troops,
{rushing on at speed, would infallibly
{have fallen unawares upon Wellington, if
{ Blood, 2 young intelligent man, secing
the danger, had not, with surprising ac-
tivity, leaping rather than runningd own
the precipitous rocks he was posted on,
given the General notice ; and asit was,
the French arrived in time to send a vol-
ley of shot after him as he galloped away.”
It was said of Napoleon that he bore a
charmed life-—and certainly a special
Providence watched over that of Wel-
lington ; “ God covered his head in bat-
tle, and not a hair of it was scathed.”

or lost child is a matter of interest. The
Australian  jouruals, as well as commu-
nications from private sources, supply us
with a good deal of information of an amu-
sing and domestic character, which cannot
fail of proving acceptable to our readers, es-
pecially at a time when the tide of emigra-
tion seems again to have set in as strong as
ever. [t is quite evident, from the Aaccounts
alluded to, that Sydoey has become as busy,
bustling, important, gossiping, visiting, and,
in fact (we must coin a word), l.ondonish
kind of a place as can well be imagined.
tere are theatres (tor there are two of them),
newspapers (there are six or seven) concert
rooms, police offices, fancy dress balls, races,
floral and horticultural shows, sales by auc-
tion, law courts, meetings of the legi.shnive
council and public companies, &c. &e. all in
daily operation. The Syduey newspapers
teem with remarks on all, and advertise-
ments of most, and the gallant editors of
some talle of the * elite and beauty of Syd-
ney” in a strain that would do credit to the
conductors of the Ladies’ Magazine, and
must inevitably secure them both the smiles
and support of the fair portion of the cre-
ation,  * This place,” says an intelligent
and observing friend ** s rapidly advancing
to all the importance of a large capital,
There are now (October, 1840) eighty ships
in the harbour, many of very large tonnage ;
public companies are forming and thriving ;
a cathedral and three churches are in the
course of erection, the subseriptio  lists for
which afford ample evidence of both the
wealth audsliberality of the Australian pub-
lic. The competition in trade, and the con-
tinued bustls and activity in our streets, mark
the constant increase in business, from the
wants, real or imaginary, of a large popula-
tion.  The exertions made by tradesmen to
attract publie attention and support, equal,
i1l numerous cases, similar efforts at home.”
There are shops stocked to the ceilings, with
goods of every descriptior: ; fashionable taj-
lors, * Albert” hatters, * Victoria” dress-
makers, ** Gotha" milliners, cheap linen-
drapers, and splendid (!) hair-cutters are
found in all the best situations in *own 3 nor
do their shops lack customere, for elegantly-
dressed women and dandies (the last stvled
** Randuns”) as well as steady and Iml;wly

housewifes and heads of families age to be |
seen in all.  ‘I'he system of pufling, both by |
newspapers and handbills, is adopted to a
very great extent, and, of course, the ** low-
est prices” and * first quality’, form con-
spicuous features in such announcements ;

and ** that Ais clothes are made to wear, v.
clothes made to sell”~—a hint, we presume,
meant to apply to a rival artiste, and to in-
timate the vast superiority of his articles over
those of his neighbour, who, in his turn, of-
fers n list of prices, at (almost) alow London
mark. Linen-drapers and milliners call the
attention of the ladies to the © tuinously low
prices” of their various commodities, while
the anouncements of ** Caps ! caps! caps!”’
“ Hats ! hats! hats!” (we quote from the
Sydney journals), declare the wondrous bar-
gains to be obtained in such wares at the res-
pective * emporiums.” Then, as for nmuse-
ments, there are theatres, races, balls, and
concerta. without end ; the recent papers
mention three distinct races—the Campbell
Town, Yass, and Argyll races, which we
learn ** were well attended and gallantly
contested ; the betting ran high, the course
was well kept, the stewards did their duty
with impartiality and politeness, the riders
were all in full costume, and the ground was
graced by the assemblage of a host of fashion
and beauty.” Theatrical amusements, too,
are in the ascendant, and fortunate managers
(for there are such lusi nature in Australin)
rejoice in well-filled houses and delighted au-
diences ; and we are assured * the decora-
tions, scenery, and machinery reflect the
highest credit on the taste and liberality of
the proprietor, and are far beyoud similar
efforts of the best provincial theatres at
home.”—These remacks, as before hinted,
are gleaned principally from the letters of
an observant and intelligent gentleman resi-
ding at Sydney, and way be received with-
out any fear of their being overcharged or
exnggerated.

From Mr. Winstow's Essay on Cold.

PAIGN IN Russia.—The most frightful pic-
ture of the dreadful effects of cold recorded is
that drawn by M. Beaapre, in his sketch of
Bonaparte’s memorable Russian campaign.
The reader will have a notion of the dread-
ful mortality which prevailed, when we state
thatin June, 1812, Napoleon eutered Russia
with an army of 400,000 strone, and in the
middle of December only 30,000 men repas-
sed the Niemen !  This tremendous sacrifice
of human life was not altogether to be attri-
buted to the effects of cold; the army en-
countered many other severe privations, The
health of the soldiers was afTected by the fa-
tiguesof the march, atmospherical variations,
and by the excessive heat by day (at the
commencement of the campaizn) and sharp
coolness by night.  The water which they
drank, nod with which they prepared their
food, was often drawn from swamps, marsh-
e, or rivulets at the bottom’of ravines, where
were putryfying carcasses of men and horses;
independently of this, there was a scarcity of

longed, wlen encamped in the same height,
lostin this manner many men in a single
day.

Orieiy AND ProGress oF e Monies or
Encranp.—Monetary questions are now he-
ginning to engage the attention of reasoning
minds ; the effectof the quantity of money
it a market, aud the standard of value in a
country being now justly considered one of
the most important subjects connected with
the condition and progress of a civilized peo-
ple.  We therefore purport examining every
branch of this complex question, and endea-
vouring so to simplify the details, that they
may be immediately comprehended, and
stripped of technicalities and vague subtle-
ties, which perplex without enlightening the
understanding,  After examining, in a series
of articles, the history of the monies of En-
gland, we shall explain the scveral systems
of baoking adopted in England, Scotland,
and Ireland, and shew the benefits or disad-
vantages derivable from each.  We shall first
give a briefdefinition of what money is.

1. Money, in its general signification,
means a current representative for facilita-
ting the transfer of property, or the payment |
of debts or taxes, aud may consist of mcl:ui.!
wood, shells, leather, or paper ; all of which, |
in diffcrent countries have been used to de-
note the values of commaodities, the payment |
of debts to individuals, or the contribufions
to be levied for the support of Government.

2. Gold and silver are generally used as a
money standard, either in bars, or divided in-
to given weights, termed coins, on which lh(:iw
impress of the sovereign is stamped ; these
metals being desirable among all civilized na- |
tions from their comparative scareity, nnd!
consequent steadiness of price, their slow-
uess of corrosion, great ductility, beautiful co-
lour, and adaptation to various domestic uses
aad ornaments. These metals have, there-
fore, an inherent value as property.

3. In consequence of the limited quantity
of gold and silver in theworld,and the inconve- |
nience, risk, and expense of its transit, na-
tions advancing in commerce, wealth, and ci- {
vilization, have been compelled to adopt a|
cheaper and more readily transmitabla re-
presentative for the transfer of property than
the above named precious metals ; and paper
notes, promising to be exchanged, on de-
mand, for a given quantity of gold or silver,
have been braught into general vse as money,
or as a circulating medium, to represent the
purchase or sale of goods.

Thus the general term of money is indis- |
criminately applied to that which has an in- |
trinsic worth, such as gold or silver ; and
algo to that which has no intrinsie worth,
such as a piece of paper, contaming a nioral
obligation of the issuer to furnish for it, \V|lt_‘l|1

Ciesar says the Britons had none on his ar- |
rival, but that pieces of brass or iron were |
used to represent the transfer of comnodi- |
ties.

The army |
was but three days’ march from the city, |
when the heavens became black ; and the,
snow began to fall in great flakes, the cold |
wasthen felt with extreme severity; dishnnded |
regiments were reduced almost to nothing,
by loss of men left every moment on the roads
orin the bivouacs. Influenced by the flatter-
ing and illusory reports circulated by Bona-
parte with reference to the abundance of
provisions which he said the army would find
at Smolensko, the soldiers pushed forward,
and travelled without discipline, night and
duy ; ultimately they were obliged to stop,
and thousands perished in the woods, ditch-
es, and at the bottom of ravines. *[ have
seen them,’ says Mr. Beaupre,* sad,pale, de-
spairing, without arms or caps, staggering,
scarce able to sustain themselves, their lends
Imnging tothe right and left, their extremi-
ties coutracted, setting their feet on the coals,
laying down on hot cinders, or falling into
the fire, which they sought mechanically, as
if by instinct. Along the road were seen, in
the ditches and fields human carcasses heap-
ed upand lying at random in fives, tens, fif-
teens, and twenties of such ns had perished
during the night, which was always more
murderous than theday.' Dr. Le Beaupre
has detailed the circumstance to which he
owes the preservation of his life. During the
frightful night that the army left Smolensko,
he felt much harrassed ; towards five o’clock
in the morning, he was compelled to stop ln]
rest.  He observes, * [ sat down on the trunk
of abirch,’ beside eight frozer corpses, and |
soon experienced an inclination to sleep, to
which I vielded the more willingly, as it then
seemed delicious. 1 was fortunately drag-
ged out of that incipient somnolency, which
would infallibly have brought on torpor, by
the cries and oaths of twosoldiers opposite, |
who were striking violently a poor exhausted |
horse that had fallen down. 1 emerged from l
that state with a sort of shock. The sight nl'J
what was'beside recalled me strongly to my|
mind the danger to which I exposed mysell.
Isetto running to remove the numbness
from my legs, whose colduness and insensibi-
lity were such as ifthey had been immersed
in an ice buth.! Cold, when very intense, is
known to act on the frame so briskly as 1o
repress any vitality with astonishing rapidity,
Benupre stutes that he saw soldiers expiring
inslnnlnnenusly from excessive cold, as if
thunderstruck. At Smolensko the tempera-
ture was so rigorous, that more than thifeen
erenadiers of the Italian guard fell frozen as
they attempted to set themselves in the line
on the height beyond Byrosthenes.

William the First ordered a survey of the
lands, and obtained an exact inventory of all
the property and treasure in the kingdom.
‘The revenue of the crown was then collected
without the intervention of money, by servi-
ces, exactions, and fines. Reckoning by
pounds, shillings (ounces), and pence (penny
weights), was then adopted. The pound of
silver coustituted the £, which was divided
cither into twelve shillings, composed of
twenty pennies each, or into twenty shillitgs
of twelve pence each. The shilling, like the
pound, was, however, probably ouly money
of account ; the only coin known; being the
denarius, or peuny, bearing, in proportion to
our present money, the value of 31, or 1 to
240,

As, under the feudal system, where the
king is considered sovereign of all the land
and property in the country, the descent of
the estates from the fathier to the son was ne-
companied by heavy fines and fees, one hun-
dred shillings were given, in some cases, for
the release of property. ‘Tradesmen of va-
rions kinds were attached to every large es-
tablishinent, and provided for in recompense
of their servites.

William was aware of the power and con-
venience of money, and estracted as much
as he could from lis subjects.  Purveyances
were  gradually commuted, as follows 1 —
bread for a hundred men, one shilling; a
pasture-fed ox, one shilling ; a cheep, four!
pence 3 provender for twenty horses, four
pence.  Atthis rate, the taxes were collected
by the sheriff, and the king, wierever he tra-
velled, was accompanied by his *“moneyers,” |
who were ready to declare the weight and
affix the royal stamp to the silver required by
the crown in - payment of contributions,
Hence we find that coinnges took pluce in
various parts of the kingdom.

Although the Doomsday survey furnished
William with an exact estimate of the a-
mountit was possible to draw out of the hand
of his suhjrcrs. he \vist-ly made it their iuter-
estto give it him volunt rily, and a money
taxation thus gradually came into opera-
tion, to the benefit of the people. Merchants

Deatu or A VeEreran.—Died at Millbank
Cottage, parish of Ayr, on the 15th ultimo,
Mr. William Mills, 1n the 8lst year of his
age. In 1778, he entered the 82d or Duke
of Hamilton's regiment, and served in that
corps nearly six years. He joined the 42d
Royal Highlanders, at New York, in Octo-
ber, 1733.  In this distinguished corps he
served as a non-commissioned officer for
nineteen years ; thirteen as drill-sergeant,
and, during the whole of that period, was |
never absent a day from head-quarters. He
wae with the regiment on the Continent un-
der his Rnyul Hizhness the Duke of York,
and was o several actions. In 1801, he
went with the regiment to Egypt, onder the
command of General Sir Ralph Abercremby.
At the landing of the troops on the eighth
March, a bomb fell into the boat where he
was, which he lifted and pitched overboard.
He was in the actions of the 13th and 21st ;
on the 215t he received n musket ball in his
blaniet, inside of which was a bill-book ;
this article prevented it from entering his bo-
dy. He was in a short ime afterwards struck
by another ball on his right waistcoat pocket,
inside of which he had nine dollars, three of
which were hent by its force ; this also saved
his life ! Hie fusil, (being in the light infan-
try) was struck on three different places and
shattered to pieces in his band ; and towards
the close of this great battle, he received a
ball in the left thigh, from the effect of which
he was confined in the hospital six weeks.
This was the only time he was off duty, or
absent one day, during a period of active
scrvice for twenty-five years.  On his being
discharged and pensioned in 1802, he imme-
diately joined the Ayrshire Militin as drill-
serjeant, in which eapacity he discharged his
duties with much zeal and efliciency, and
was highly respected by his superiors, He
has left a widow, two sons, and a daughter,
to lument his death.— Glasgow Couricr.

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Reriective TEeLescore.—Unfortu-
nately Sir William Herschel never inade
public the means by which he succeeded
in giving such gigantic developement to
this telescope, and the construction ofa
large reflector is still a perilous adventure.
According, however, to a report by Dr.
Robinson to the Irish Academy, Lord
Oxmantown has overcome thedifficulties,
and carried to an extent which even
Herschel himselfdid not venture to com-
template, the illuminating power of this
telescope, along with a sharpness of de-
finition little inferior to that of the achro-
matic ; and itis scarcely possible, he ob-
serves, to preserve the necessary sobricty
of language in speaking of the moon’s
appearance with this instrument, which

{Dr. Robinson believes to be the most
jpowerful ever constructed.

However,
any question about this optical pre-emi-
nenee is likely soon to be decided, for
Lord Oxmantown is about to construct a
telescope of six feet aperture, and fifty
feet focus, mounted in the meridian, but
with a range of about half-an-hour on
each side of it !

MaeseTic DecriNaTioN.—A series of
observations have been lately made by
Professor Bache of Philadelphia, and
Professor Lloyd of Dublin, in the hope
of determining thereby differences of
longitude. When, however, the two sets
of observations were reduced and laid
down in curves, it was found that they
presented no similarity ; in other words,
that there was 2o correspondence what-
cver between the smalier changes of the
declination at Dublin and Philadely hia.
The determination of difference of lon-
gitude, by means of the magnet, is, there-
fore, impracticable at such distances ; but
theattempt has revealed the important
fact, that the irregular changes of declina-
tion, which have exhibited so marked a
correspondence at the most distant sta-
tions at which simultaneous observations
have been heretofore made, do not cor-
respond on the American and. European
continents.

Earcy Poraroes.—The best mode
we ever tried to procure early potatoes
was to spread out those designed for seed
on a grass platin the garden, so thin that
one should not lie upon another—cover
them with horse stable manure three
inches thick—then lay the boards or
slabs over this to keep it moist and to
prevent the hens uncoveritg the pota-
toes.  When the sprouts have started an
inch or two, the potatoes should be care-
fully taken up and planted out in hills.
They will ripen two weeks sooner than
when the sced is taken directly from the
cellar.

With data like these before us then, can there be
much difficulty in fortifying that most received hypo-
thesis, that America was first peopled from the Eastern
part of Asin, the pas: ge being made across Behring’s
Striits? That is not a matter at present to be insist-
ed on, although the belief reccives considerable aid
fiom the circumstances here brought to light,  What
another Champollion may effect for the world, by de-
cyphering the yet hidden writings on these monuments
it 13 not for us to surmise, but we doubt not that they
could settls the question. In the meantime where is
!the difficulty in assuming the theory that mankind, con-
tinuaily radinting from the primitive seats of first cre-
ation, and continually advancing beyond previous |
confines, should gradually arrive at the western shores
of the Pacific, should peopls the islands there,
shouid cross the narrow struits,—so narrow that at
midway both shores may be seen from the same posi-
tion,—should travel southwerd and give a human po-
pulation to thix continent ? It may be said that the
Indian of North America exhibits no analogy with the |
Japanese ; but we think this to be a confirmation of
the hypothesis just stated. We know, in the kistory of
enrly Asia, that swarm follows swarm ; now the mi-
gration of the first mightin tine induce asecond ; the
first arriving in the warm latitudes where our scene
is placed, might easily be supposed to degenerate,
through the plenty and its cousequent indolence.

* Notwithstanding their grandeur and im-’
mense extent, they werenct known to lm\'«|-‘
lers until the latter part of the last century,
when it required the aid of 100 Indians to
cut down the trees hy which they were sur-
rounded, so profuse, was the vegetation.
The remains were evidently of Egypto-In-|
dian architecture, and in them wasseen the )
true Saracenic arch, which has not hitherto
been met with out of the country of the Sara-
cens. The travellers were 48 days in the
ruivs, making sketches, and returned to|
Belize through n country rich in every variety
of natural produce, and with which an exten-
sive and advantageous commerce with Great
Britain might be carried on.”

and 1o Uxmal. The whole forming a circuit of nearly
three thousand miles in perimeter, and the greater
purtof which was thickly studded with extensive
ruins, ail of which were perfecily analogous to each
ather, slthough the variations in extent, ornament,
&ec., were numerous. They were all evidently the
labors of a people of common origin, of apparently the
same political, religious, sud social principles, of the
same habits and association of ideas, and certainly far
advanced in civil zation and refinement. Ionumera-
ble square columus or obelisks of stone were found in
the course of tivir investigations, all of which were
carved on every side with either hieroglyphics, or
with figures of unimals, or humar beings ; the former
in »il probubility containing legends which, if they
could be decyphered, would go fur to explain the
history of the people who had thus exceuted them;
and the latter executed with such regard to the due
proportions of figure as actually to astonish the trav-
eller, who had uot the most remote expectation to
fiud any lLranch of the fine arts in co forward astate
W hat added to their astonishment wae the fact that all
tliese monuments were found in the deepest recesses
of forests of gigantic and closely planted trees ; b
proof of their antiquity altogether irrefragible, as it
must have required centuries to bring such trees to
their maturity and enormous growth, and it must
have been after those cities were ruined and gone to
desolation that the forest was permitted to take root
n their precivents at all.  These considerations, un-
aided by any other, must carry the mind buck toa
period of the world altogether startling to think of.

An erroneous notion has got abroad, that ghese
antiquities in the colossal magnitude of their parts,
throw those of Thebes, Luxor, and other Egyptian
monuments in the shade, and that the latter may now
“hide their diminished heads;” it is believed also
that in architectural elegance as well us in extent
these American remains far exceed those of Balbec,
Pulinyra, or even ancient Babylon itsell.  These sur-
mises recéive no countenance from the sceounts given
by Messrs, Stevens and Catherwoed.  The extent of

To rue QueeN's Most ExceLLENT MAJESTY.

The Humble Petition of the Magisirates. Mer-
chants, Ship Qwaers, Mill Owners, and other In-
habitants of the City of Saint Jokn, in the Pro~
vinee of New Brunswiek.

Mav 1 pLEASE YoUurR MAJESTY,—

Your Petitioners have learmt with deep concern,
from u reply recently made by His Excellency the
Governor General 1o a Deputation of Canadian Mer-
chants, that the long since settled question ofa revi-
sion of the Wood Duties, would, in all probability be
again introduced by Your Mujesty’s Government to
the consideration of the Imperink Parliament.

The announcement of so unexpected and astound-
ing & mensure hue filled Your Petitioners, in common
with all Your Mujesty’s Loyal Sabjects in this Pro-
vince, with great alarm, consternation and dismay,
more particularly when no information had reached
the Province from any other source, that & project
s0 vitally uffecting its devpest interests, was to e at
all sgitated during the present Session of Parliament,
and when, if ramour be correct, it is to be brought
forward almost immediately after the Easter recess.

The withdrawul of the meusure in 1835, csused,
s Your Petitioners hoped und believed, by the
strong representations then made by all elasses of
Your Majesty's Loyal Subjects in these Provinces, as
well as by the Petitions from Ship Owners and others
residing in the United Kingdom, as to the disastrous
consequences that must ivevitably arise from it, im-
pressed your Majesty’s faithful North American Sub-
Jeets with the firmest conviction that a Trade got up
and fostered by British encouragement, at'a time too
when supplies of 50 necessary and indispensabie an
article eoald not be obtained from any other quarter
of the warld, would continue to receive that cllicient
protection, witbout which the immense amount of ca-
pitai invested in Ships und Establishments absolute-
¥ necescary for its vigorous prosecution, would be-
come almost entirely lost, and the nemerous parties
interested involved in irretrievabie ruin.

Since 1835, under such eanlident expectation, and
Inlled into security by the even's of each succeeding
year, the capital invested in this Provinee alone has
been greatly increased, the amount of Exports has
niuch augmented, and the Importations from Britain,
during the last year, umounted to upwards of One
Million Srerling.

Yeur Peritioners refer to the following Statistical
details, furnished the Legislature of the Province in
1840, as 10 the extent of investments in this impor-
tant branch of Trade :

Puric MEETING OF THE INHABITANTS OF THE
Ciry axp SuBURBS OF QUEBEC.

A meeting of the inhabitants of the City and
Suburbs of Quebec, was held yesterday, 6th May,
at the India Wharf in the Lower Town, to take
into consideration the propricty of petitoning Her
Majesty and both Houses of Parliament, against
any alteration of the Timber Duties. The attend-
ance was numerous, and consisted of all classes of
the inhabitants, without distinction of political opi-
nions, or political origin.

The Hon. R. E. Caron, Esq., Mayor of the City,
was called to the Chair.

Peter Sheppard, Esq. was appointed Secretary.

Mr. Caron opened the meeting by a very clear and
apptopriate speech, shewing the importance of the
Timber Trade to the great body of the inhabitants of
Cunada. and their duty of making known their senti-
ments on the subject to the Imperial authorities, at a
time when it appeared about to be affected by new
acts of the Imperial Parliament.

The Hon. Wm, Walker, Chairman of the Board
of Trade, submitted the first resolution, and in an
nble spoech, explained the origin, vature and extent
of the trade, and the bearings of the alterations now
urged on the Imperial Government. The resolution,
which was seconded by Mr. J. Thompson, passed
unanimously. The whole body of the resolutions are
given below. Each of them was introduced with suit-
uble observations, in the French and Eaglish langua-
ges, by the movers or seconders, and all of them, on
the question being put from the Chair, were agreed
to by the meeting : —

Moved by the Hon. Wm. Walker, seconded Ly J.
Thompson, Esq.,

lst. Resolved.—That Timber and Deals are the
chief articles of Export which this Colony produces,
and although equal in quality to those of any other
country, yet in consequence of our distance from the
British market, they cannot, without protection, com-
pete there with similar articles of foreizn production.

Moved by Et. Parant, Esq., M. P. P., seconded by
Jas. Gibb, Esq.

2n0d. —That such protection has, in virtue of Acts
of the Imperial Parliament, been for many years ex-
tended to them in the ports of the United Kingdom,
and that relying upon the continuance of such protec-
tion, and induced by the encouragement thus held out
to them, the people of this Province have invested
A very great part of their capital in this trade, which
furnishes direct employment and subsistence to a large
portion of them, und contributes in no small degree to
the advantage and prosperity of the whole,

3d.—That the People of Canada are not indifferent
to the continuance of the Timber Trade, nor insensi-
ble of the great benefits they derive from it, as has
been erroneously reported of them to the Imperial
Parliament ; on the contrary, they know and feel
that it gives employment during the winter, to many
thousands of them who would otherwise be without
the means of subsistence, and that it greatly promotes
and facilitates Emigration and the settlement and
! cultivation of the country, by the cheap means of con-

[ veyanee across the Atlantie, which it procures for the

redundant population of the United Kingdom, and by
| the ready employment which the various operations
connected with it afford to the poor Emigrant upon
| his landing here, and afterwards during the winter in
the interior, thereby conferring the rcost substantial
advantages on the whole of the working and indus~
trions classes, and presenting a safe investment of
capital.

These restrictions are few and unimpor-
tant, being mostly intended to protect Biitish products
and manufactures from foreign competition, and these
your Petitioners believe require no such protection,
but if they did, Your Petitioners beg humbly to
assure Your Majesty that it would Le cheerfully sub-
mitted to, their desire being 1o perpetuate the connex-
ion between the Mother Country und her Co-
lony, by making it mutoally beneficial.

That Timber und Dealsare the chisf articles of ex-
port which this country produces, snd must continua
to be so, till a large portion of it shall have been
bronght under caltivation by a greatly augmented
population. This, the Lumber ‘Trade is eminently
caleulated to produce, by the cheap means of convey-
ance across the Atlantic, which it proviles for the
poor emigrant in ships coming out in ballust—by the
ready means of employment which its varions opera-
tions of sawing, shipping, and prepating for shipment,
afford him on hisarrival ; by the relief and support
which the old as well as the new settler derive from
ity in consequence of its furnishing them with occopa-
tion during a long and severe winter, when sgricultu-
ral operations in this country are impracticable,—and
the market it furnishes to the farmer for bis produce
at his own door. ?

That the Lumber Trade gives employment and the

means of subsistence toa large portion of the popula-
tion of this Province, and that the interests and pros-
perity of the whole are in a very great mensure de-
pendent upon it,—that its value, ‘when shipped, is the
produce exclusively of the labour of British suljects
fmdvpui‘l for in British goods,—that in its transport
it give> employment to more British shipping, and
more British seamen, than any other trade within the
whole range of British commeérce, with the single ex-
ception of the home coasting trade, and that should
the protective duties be reduced, all these ad-
vantages will be reversed in favor of foreigners, who
will receive British goods in payment, but re-
quire money, and unrestraind by competition,will then
charge their own price, the eonsumer paying in price
to foreigners what he now pays in Duty into Your
Majesty's Treasury.
. T'hat a Jarge portion of the capital of the Colony
is invested in saw mills, wharves and other fixed pro-
perty necessary for earrying on this trade, and thata
very slight alteration in the protective Duties would
entirely destroy their value,

That Your Petitioners abstain from entering upon
s0 extensive a subject as the effccts which the dreaded
measure would have upon the prosperity of the empire
at large, but they cannot too strongly expressto Your
Majeety their conviction, that, to the British North
American Colouies its effects would be most dias-
trous,

Wherefore, Your Petitioners humbly pray that
Your Majesty, takiog the premises into vour favor-
able consideration, will ba graciously pleased to main-
tain your Petitioners apd the Province at large in the
privileges and protection which their trade now en-
joys.

And, Your Majesty's Petitioners, as in duty bLound,
will ever pray.

That in the year 1831, a vew scale of duties was
proposed, and huving been submitted by Ministers to
the House of Commons, was rejected Ly a large ma.
Jority.

That Your Majesty's subjects in the Colonies then
thought the question tinally set at rest, and consider-
ed that they might safely embark in the e to a
larger exte tthanever. In four yeurs afterwards,
however, a select Committes of the House of Com.

That votwithstanding the unccrlni‘nty snd suspense
o which the Staple Trade of the British North Ame.
rican Colonies hasthus [rom time to time been expo-
sed, in consequence of the chunges which hiuve been
proposed therein, Your Majesty's Petitioners and
their fellow coloniste, relying on” the Jjustice of the
British Parliament, and confident of being able, pro-
vided a fair opportunity were afforded them, torebut
any evidence thut could be adduced unfavorable to
their cause, have gone on enlarging and extending
their investments and operations, until the nnnual ex-
ports from this port slone exceed 1,200 cargoes,

‘That on all former occasions of Legislative enqui-
ry affecting to theirinterests, Your Mujesty's subjects
in lln_a Colounies have had an opportunity afforded them
of refuting any incorrect statements that might be
made to their prejudice, and itis with the deepest
alarm that your “Petitioners now muke known to

our Majesty, that on the present occasion they have
had nosuch opportunity,—that the persons called be-
ore the select Committee of the House of Commony,
appointed last seysion to enquire into the Duties levied
on imports, for the purpose of being examined on the
Timber Trade, were ex. lusively such as were known
to entertain opinions adverse to your Petitioners, or
to be interested in the Timber Trade of foreign coun-
tries,—and that the evidence given by these persons
contains statemsents and assertions highly injurious
to the interests of this Province, and entirely unfound-
ed in fact.

That the people of Cunada have been greatly mis-
represented by those who huve asserted in their name
that they would be willing to e deprived of the pro-
tective Duties on their Timber and Deals, provided
the existing restrictions on the Import Trade wers
removed.  T'lese restrictions wre few and unimpor-
tant, being mostly intended (o protect British products
and manufactures from foreign competition, and thesy
your Petitioners believe require no such protection,
but if they did, Your Petitioners beg humbly to
assure Your Majesty that it would be cheerfully sub.
mitted to, their desire being 1o perpetunte the connex-
ion between the Mother Country nnd her Co-
lony, by making it mutually beneticial,
‘Thut Timberund Deulsare the chiof articles of ex-
port wlhich this country produces, snd must continue
to be so, till a large portion of it shall have been
‘bronght under cultivation by o greatly augmented
population. This, the Lumber Trade is eminently
calculnted to produce, by the chenp means of convey.
ance across the Atlantic, which it provides for tiie
poor emigrant in ships coming out in ballust—by the
ready menns of employment which its varions opera-
tions of sawing, shipping, and preparing for shipmeat,
affurd him on hisarrival; by the relief and support
which the old as well as the new settler derive from
it, in consequence of its furnishing them with occupi-
tion during a long and severe winter, when ngricultu-
ral operations in this country are impractic \—and
the market it furuishes to the furmer for his produce
at his own door.

That the Lumber Trade gives employment and the
means of subsistence (o a large portion of the popula-
tion of this Province, and that the interests and pros-
perity of the whole are in Hvery great mensure dee
pendent upon it,—that its value, when shipped, is the
produce exclusively of the labour of British suljects
{md';mi»l for in British goods,—that in its transport
it gives employment to more British shipping, and
more British seamen, than any other trade within the
whole ringe of British commerce, with the single ex-
ception of the home coasting trade, and that should
the protective duties be reduced, all these ad-
vantages will be reversed.in favor of foreigners, who
will receive British godds in payment, but re-
quire money, and unregtfaind by competition,will then
charge their own price, the consumer paying in price
to foreigners what he now pays in Duty into Your
Majesty’s Treasury.

. ‘I'hat a large portion of the capital of the Colony
is invested in saw mills, wharves and other fixed pro-
perty necessary for earrying on this trade, and thata
very slight alteration in the protective Duties would
entirely destroy their value,

That Your Petitioners ubstain from enteringupon
0 extensive a subject as the effccts which the dreaded
measure would hase upon the prosperity of the empire
atlarge, but they cannot too strongly expressto Your
Majeety their conviction, that, to the British North
Amnerican Colouies its effects would be most dias-
trous.

Wherefora, Your Petitioners humbly pray that
Your Mujesty, taking the premises into vour favor-
able consideration, wili ba uraciously pleased to main-
tain your Petitioners and the Province at larre in the
privileges and protection which their trade now en-
Jjoys.

And, Your Majesty's Petitioners, as in duty bound,
will ever pray.
