1.—JamMES A. GORDON.

WE have not been able to obtain any definite informa-
tion concerning the early life of our departed brother.
After the death of his parents, which took place while he
was yet a child, he was adopted into the family of Mr.
Noah Jackson, of the Township of Westmeath, Province
of Ontario,

Prior to his conversion he was known and respected as
an amiable and moral young man, and a regular attendant
on public worship. But like the young Ruler, he lacked
“one thing.” The Rev. R. M. Hammond, through whose
instrumentality he was converted to God, speaks of that
interesting event as follows. “In the autumn of 1855
he came to me one Sabbath morning after preaching, and
with a full heart said that he wished to forsake all and
follow Christ, and desired to know what he must do to be
saved. Soon after this, in a special servide held in the
neighbourhood, he rose for prayer, and a few evenings later,
while at the anxious seat, he was gloriously converted.
There was no room for doubt in his own mind, nor in the
minds of others, as to the reality of the change then wrought
in his heart. He at once joined the Church and began to
speak and work for Christ. From the first his power in
prayer was remarkable, and in a few months he was licensed
as an exhorter, and soon afterwards as a local preacher.”

In 1858 he was admitted on trial and appointed to the
Osgoode Mission, where his labours were crowned with
great success. He had a warm heart and a clear intellect,
which he constantly improved by careful study. He rapidly
rose to occupy some of our most important circuits : Kempt-
ville, Hemmingford, Hamilton, Montreal, and Prescott,
shared his useful service, It is not saying too much to
affirm that no minister in the connexion was more beloved
and respected both by his brethren and the people amongst
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whom he laboured. He was emphatically and pre-eminently
without guile—a man of God who lived and preached for
gouls, and won many to Christ. At the last Conference
he was appointed to the Ottawa East Circuit, and en-
tered upon his duties with all his accustomed warmth and
earnestness, his first effort captivating the hearts of the
people. He had preached but two Sabbaths when he was
prostrated by fever. On the following Wednesday evening,
in much bodily weakness, he went to his appointment and
preached a sermon of unusual power from the words, *“The
Master is come, and calleth for thee.” It was his last mes-
sage. Thefever now developed into typhoid, and rapidly ran
its course despite the efforts of loving friends and skilful
physicians. On the 23rd of August, 1875, he slept in
Jesus, in the 39th year of his age and the 18th year of his
ministry. But death had no sting, and the grave no vic-
tory. In his lucid moments he spoke of Jesus and His
love. 'When near the end he exclaimed with much earnest-
ness and distinctness, “ O ! the joy, the joy, the unutter-
able joy ; I never imagined it could be like this.” To the
tender care of the Judge of the widow, and the Father of
the fatherless, he commended his stricken-hearted wife and
helpless children. He died as he lived, in the triumphs of
an all-conquering faith, and “swept through the gates
washed in the blood of the Lamb.”

2.—JOHN Scort

Was born in Dublin, in the year 1832, and emigrated to
Canada in 1851, His early training was received in the
Church of England; but during the year 1855, while
attending special services at Caistorville, conducted by the
Rev. Luther A. Rice, he was led into a very clear experi-
ence of converting grace, and joined the Methodist Church,
whose doctrines and polity he held in the highest esteem
until the day of his death,

He was called to enter upon the duties of the ministry
in 1857, and after successfully passing his probation was
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ordained. He travelled successively the Oakville, Milton,
Markham, Mono, Mt. Forest, Durham, Inver.ess, Hudson,
and New Glasgow circuits,

The hardships and exposures endured on some of these
fields of labour laid the foundation of the disease which, after
causing much suffering, ended his days. He always felt
that he was indebted to a residence in a parsonage in so
bad a condition of repair, as really to be unfit for human
habitation, for the untimely interruption to his work.

In 1870 he took a superannuated relation, and from that
time until the end—five and a-half years—he served his
Master and fulfilled his ministry by the exercise of patience,
resignation, and faith, in the sick room. The progress of
his disease was slow, and for more than a year his condition
was such that death at any hour would have brought no
surprise. In the early morning of the 30th day of Decem-
ber, 1875, after a most painful struggle, continuing through
several hours, the chain was broken, the spirit passed
away.

Bro. Scott’s character was singularly amiable, affectionate,
and kind. His spiritual life was strong and fervent, and al-
ways bore him above the pains and discouragements of his
condition. His long illness was borne with unfailing patience,
Never a murmur against Providence, nor syllable of dis-
trust towards God was known to escape him.” He loved to
live over again the scenes of his active life, and felt keenly
the privation when compelled to realize that it had come to
an end, but cheerfully resigned himself to the Divine will,

A few weeks before his death, after a night of great
suffering, he received the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper,
and expressed in the strongest terms his unfailing trust in
God. Though intense pain prevented any expressions of
hope or joy just at the end,. those who had accompanied him
down to the margin of the -.ream had no feeling of doubt
that his death was in the highest sense a victorv, For years
his life had been a daily triumph; now the servant was dis-
missed—a king was crowned !

The Committee find that the number of members as reported and
to be assessed for this Fund is 20,485 at 36¢c. each, yielding a re-
venue of $7,374.60.

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CHILDREN’S FUND.

CONSTITUTION.

This shall be called “The Children’s Fund of the Montreal
Conference,” ‘ for the purpose of providing effectively and
uniformly for the payment of the allowances of the children
of our ministers, and of equalizing the claims for this object
on the several circuits within its bounds,” subject to the
regulations contained in the Discipline, page 117.

This Fund shall be managed by a Committee composed
of the Financial Secretaries of the several Districts and the
Treasurer, who shall be appointed annually by the Confer-
ence. It shall be their business to ascertain the number of
children having claims each year upon the Fund, and to
recommend to the Conference the rate required from the
membership for the payment of such claims. They shall
also attend to any general matters connected with the
interests of the Fund, or which may be referred to them by
the Conference,

The Treasurer shall keep a record of the names and ages
of all the children of our ministers and of the transactions
of the Committee in a book provided for the purpose, and
shall meet the Financial Secretaries one day before the
Conference in order to receive from or to pay over to them
the balances accruing from or payable to their Districts,
after the claims of the children on said Districts have been

aid.

g The Financial Secretaries shall ascertain at the Financial
District Meeting, and insert in their District books, the
names and ages of the children of the ministers within the
bounds of their Districts, and at the May District Meeting
record the names of any children born during the year,
reporting them to the General Treasurer at the Conference.
The 15th of May shall be considered as the close of the
year, and no child born after that date will have a claim
for the current year, though this is not intended to prevent
the payment of the claims for eighteen years,
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The Financial Secretaries shall be the Treasurers for their
respective Districts, and shall collect from each Superin-
tendent the amount payable by the members under his
care, and pay to the parents or guardians of the children
the amounts due for the year. The Minutes of the Confer-
ence shall be taken as the standard by which shall be
reckoned the number of members on each Circuit required
to pay into the Fund.

A schedule shall be furnished by the Treasurer each year
to the Financial Secretary of each District, in which shall
be recorded by them the statistics necessary for his infor-
mation.

Two auditors shall be appointed by the Committee from
among themselves to examine and certify the accounts of
the Treasurer previous to the publication in the Minutes.

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REPORT OF THE SABBATH SCHOOL COMMITTEE,

Your Committee in presenting their report, are thankful that
from the District schedules there is evidence of growing interest
and power in Sunday School work within the bounds of the
Conference.

Greater attention should be given to this subject in the Dis-
tricts Meetings, and everything done to make the District Con-
ventions an inspiration and means of culture to Sabbath School
workers, We would earnestly urge upon officers and teachers
the great importance of having the children memorize regularly
and thoroughly short portions of the Word of God, If we desire
our young people to be conversant with our doctrines, the
catechism of the Church should be more efficiently taught,

There are 262 schools, 2,162 teachers, 15,848 scholars in our
Conference bounds. Conversions during the year, 840. 1913
scholars meet in class. We thank the Great Teacher for these
spiritual fruits, and urge labourers so to present the truth as it
is in Jesus that the young may be led to Christ. The collec-
tions from 28 schools in aid of the General Fund amount to
$50.65.

We find some confusion through not having in the Circuit
schedule a column for Sabbath School collections, and also one
in the District schedule ; to avoid this, we recommend payment
to be made to the Financial Secretary and reported in the
Minutes, as in the case of other funds, the day before the meet-
ing of Conference, and that the Secretary of the Conference
Sabbath School Committee send out schedules not later than
April 1st,

We have been favoured with the presence of the General
Secretary, Rev. Alfred Andrews, whose counsels and suggestions
have greatly helped us.

Rev. W, Hall, M.A,, is Treasurer of the Sabbath School
Fund.

We recommend the appointment of Rev. J. Wilson, as Secre-
tary.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTER APPOINTED TO

CONFER WITH THE DEPUTATION FROM
STANSTEAD COLLEGE,

The Committee appointed to confer with the deputation
from Stanstead College beg leave to report, that in accord-
ance with the instruction of the Conference they met the
gentlemen composing said deputation, and entered into a
very free and full conversation with them, both in respect
to the financial condition and prospect of the Institution,
and the terms on which the Directors, acting in behalf
of the shareholders, propose to transfer it to this Con-
ference.

Your Committee was pleased to find that though these
gentlemen were very decidedly of opinion that the College
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shonld retain its present form, as a school for both boys and
girls, they were not disposed to impose any restrictions
upon the Conference as to any changes which might be
found necessary in the future, but were prepared to transfer
it unconditionally to you, and they had no doubt that
the stockholders, when they had been properly consulted,
according to the provisions of the charter of the College,
would give their consent to this.

In view of these facts, your Committee is of opinion
that the Conference will run no risk in accepting this trust.
It is recommended, therefore, that the Conference accept the
Institution on condition that the legal consent of the share-
holders, after sixty days’ notice having been given them, as
required by law, be secured.

Your Committee would further recommend that the
services of a competent lawyer be engaged to attend the
meeting of the shareholders in the interest of this Confer-
ence, and to see that everything is done properly and
in due form.

It is further recommended that a Board of Trustees be
provisionally appointed, with power to take possession of
the Institution as soon as the conditions above specified
have been complied with, and to take such steps for the
financial relief and efficient working of it as may be in
accordance with the scheme to be hereafter indicated.

encumbrances thereon, is to be most fully and completely
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at liberty, in the financial and educational management
thereof, to exercise the rights of absolute proprietorship over
the said College and all the property, rights, privileges and
emoluments at present pertaining thereto, with unrestricted
power to continue the said College in its present character
as a Mixed Educational and Boarding Tnstitution, or at any
time to change its character into a Collegiate Institute for
boys, or into a Ladies’ College, as the said Conference may
deem most advantageous to the interests of Protestant
education in the Province of Quebec,—therefore, the Com-
mittee most cordially recommend the Conference to accept
the proposal of the said College Directors, and to appoint a
Board of Trustees to carry into effect as speedily as con-

venient the purposes and provisions embraced and recom-
mended in this report,

the reception of that Institution at the hands of the
Directors, provided the stockholders, after the legal notice
required by the charter, shall consent to hand it over to this
Conference without any restrictions that would embarrass

the Conference in the successful working of that Insti-
tution.

Moved by Stephen Foster, Esq., seconded by A. P. Ball,
Esq., and unanimously

Resolved,—That inasmuch as the future of this JTnsti-
tution largely depends upon the extent of sympathy and
active co-operation which it may reccive from the Con-
ference having jurisdiction over it, the Directors are of
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opinion (in ease Conference is willing to accept the trust)
that the ends for which the Institution was established
would be best promoted by a transfer of the entire property
and control from the stockholders to Conference, and will
cordially recommend, and strenuously urge upon the stock-
holders the advisability of making such a transfer.

The foregoing resolution of the Directors was unani-
mously approved by the stockholders, who were present at
the annual meeting held on the same day.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON INDIAN AFFAIRS.

TO HER MOST GRACIOUS MAJESTY THE QUEEN.

The Petition of the undersigned, the Montreal Conference of the
Methodist Church of Canada,

HuMBLY SHOWETH :

That certain large and valuable tracts of land in the
County of Two Mountains, in the Province of Quebec, set
apart in the early history of Canada for the benefit of the
Aborigines of this country, have been and are under Grants
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e ————————

of the French Crown, confirmed by Your Majesty in 1841,
administered by an Ecclesiastical Corporation known as the
Seminary of St, Sulpice ; and that there is reason to believe
that the said administration has been oppressive and unjust
in the extreme to the Indians ; that they have been deprived
of the means of comfortable subsistemce, and of educating
their children, and worshipping God according to their con-
scientious convictions ; and that considerable, portions of the
property in question have been alienated to settlers of
European origin,

Further, there is reason to believe that the said Seminary
has taken advantage of its position of trustee to inflict
these injuries on the Indians, with the intention of obliging
them to leave the land in question, and in order that
it may remain the exclusive property of the Seminary.

Further, your memorialists have found that, owing to the
wealth and influence of the Seminary, and the poverty and
ignorance of the Indians, and the technical points of law
raised in the courts, the sufferers have been unable to obtain
any adequate redress from the legal tribunals of this
Province.

Your memorialists would, therefore, pray Your Most
Gracious Majesty to take the premises into your favourable
consideration, and to appoint Commissioners who may
investigate the titles of the Seminary, and the policy which
it has pursued to the poor people under its charge ; and
should it be foui.d that the trust has been improvidently or
unjustly exercised, that it should be transferred to some
public and impartial body capable of administering the
property for the benefit of those for whom in the wise
liberality of the Governments of France and Great Britain
it was originally set apart,.

used by any of our Governments, who ave the proper and
lawful guardians of these as of other Indians of the
Dominion, to protect these poor sufferers from the hands of
their ruthless persecutors, or to secure to them the quiet
occupancy and use of lands originally designed most
clearly for such a purpose by the Governments of France
and Great Britain ; therefore, it is resolved that the Con-
ference authorizes its name, and, as its representative, the
petition to Her Most Gracious Majesty the Queen Just read
to it, that thus may be obtained for these Indians that con.
sideration and treatment which have been singularly with-
held from them hitherto, by the proper authorities of this
Province and Dominion.

Roman Catholicism.

Resolved,—That inasmuch as the present is characterized
by a remarkable revival of Roman Catholicism, and that in
its most extreme views and assumptions ; and inasmuch
a8 in the Province of Quebec particularly, and indeed
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throughout the Dominion generally, these views and assump-
tions are presented in their most practical and exacting
forms, interfering, alike and often, and we are sorry to say,
with painful effect, in Governmental, Legislative, Education,
and Social interests and conditions of the people; and inas-
much as there appears on the part of many of those in power
a disposition most readily to act at the instance of the priests
of Rome, or at least very tamely to submit to their authority
and dictation : Therefore, we resolve that we will do our
utmost 1o promote among our people a proper apprehension
of the power so dangerously wielded in their midst, and as
well, lead them to an intelligent, sympathetic and resolute
resistance of such assumptions, and thus labour to secure to
all classes of community alike, irrespective of class or creed,
the invaluable and inalienable privileges of civil and reli-

gious liberty.

Resolved,—That in all cases when Preachers, who have
A travelled four years, are then allowed by the Conference to
‘ attend College, their reception into full connexion, and their
ordination, are thereby deferred.

Relating to the Book Room.

Resolved,—That every Minister and Preacher is hence-
forth peremptorily required to settle his account with the
Book Steward, at or before the Meeting of Conference.
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Resolved,—Should any Minister or Preacher, having
claims on the Connexional Funds, fail to pay up his account
with the office as above directed, it shall be the duty of the
Book Steward annually to draw upon the Treasurer of any
of those Funds an amount not exceeding one-fourth of the
claim of the Brother on such fund towards the payment of
his debt ; and the Treasurer of such fund is hereby directed
to honour such drafts when presented.

Registration of Baptisms.

Resolved,—(1) That it shall no longer be requisite to keep
Registry Books on the various Circuits, but that there
shall be kept, at the Conference Establishment, in Toronto,

one General Registry of Births and Baptisms for the whole
Church.

(2) That the General Registrar shall be the Book Steward
for the time being. The Registrar shall furnish each
ordained Minister yearly with a small ruled blank-book, for
the convenient and uniform entry and return of Births and
Baptisms, The Minister shall veturn the said book, with
the entries, to the Registrar at the Conference after. The
returns shall be copied into the General Registry Book,
which book shall be kept in the custody of the Registrar.

Superannuated Ministers’ Fund.

Resolved,—That whereas the rule requires that all widows,
claimants on the Superannuated Ministers’ Fund, shall be
members of our Church ; therefore, it shall be the duty of
the Chairman of each Annual District Meeting to make
inquiries into the case of widows residing within their
respective bounds, as to their membership, and report the
tact annually to the Conference.

REGULATIONS RESPECTING CANDIDATES.

Every person, before being received as a full Local
Preacher, shall have previously laboured at least ithree
months as an Exhorter, and three months on trial as a Local
Preacher ; and no Candidate for our Itinerancy shall be
recommended by a Quarterly Meeting to a District Meeting,
who has not laboured at least three months as a full Local
Preacher.

No Candidate shall be recommended by any Dist.ict
Meeting, to be received on trial for that year, who does not
produce a Certificate from the Examining Committee of the
District to which he belongs. But the cases of all young
men on trial shall be reported to their respective District
Meetings.

All recommendations of Candidates tc be received on trial
shall be made at the February Quarterly Official Meeting,
and the Candidates recommended shall appear before the
next meeting of the Examining Committee of the District
to which they belong,
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The District Meeting shall require the Superintendent of
the Circuit from which any young man is recommended to
be received on tricl, to give a written statement of his reli-
gious character, talents and usefulness, educational advan-
tages and acquirements, employment and means of support,
and such other particulars as the meeting may deem neces-
sary ; which statement shall be signed by him and recorded
in the District Book.

If in any given year the number of Candidates recom.-
mended by the District Meetings shall be greater than the
Stationing Committee deem it prudent to employ for that
year, the examining Board shall meet at Conference, and
determine who are the most suitable to be employed in our
Itinerant work, and. who are to be placed on the List of
Reserve ; being governed by their own class lists and those
of the District Meetings,

The District Meeting shall examine, as heretofore, all the
Candidates in regard to their religious experience and belief
of our doctrines, together with their general qualifications
and suitability for our Itinerant work, and shall arrange
them in three classes, according to the results of this Exami-
nation,

The Conference requires Candidates for our Ministry to
preach a Trial Sermon before the District Meeting by which
they are recommended, or before a Committee appointed by
the District Meeting, who shall report their opinion on the
sermon, and embody it in the recom mendation of guch
Candidate to the Conference.

In addition to the usual thorough Theological Examination
of Caudidates before the District Meeting, the Chairman
shall examine each Candidate as to his studies anl general
reading for the year, with a view to giving advice as to his
course and method of study. No Candidate shall be allowed
the year of probation until the studies for that year are
completed,

Nothing in our present Course of Study shall be under-
stood to prevent a District Meeting, in special cases, from

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recommending a Candidate to the Conference for reception
on trial after examination by the Chairman, before the
District Meeting, on the subject of the preliminary Course
of Study.

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THE ADDRESS

OF THE

MINISTERS OF THE MONTREAL CONFERENCE
OF THE METHODIST CHURCH OF
CANADA

TO THE

MEMBERS OF THE CHURCH UNDER THEIR
CHARGE.

DEeArLY BELOVED BRETHREN,—

We gladly avail ourselves of the opportunity afforded us
by this our annual assembling together, to present to you
our affectionate and Christian salutations, and to address to
you such words of counsel as appear to us to be appropriate
to the occasion. We are sure you will gladly unite with us
in devout thanksgiving to Him who js the Author and
source of all blessing, and whose hand has been upon us for
good during the year that is past. It becomes us at all
times to recognize his hand in the benefits which as indivi-
duals and families we enjoy, and to cherish a grateful recol-
lection of his goodness ; the giving of thanks should, there-
fore, form a prominent part of the private devotions of the
cloet, and of our daily domestic w orship, as well as of the
public services of the Sabbath ; but, on occasions like the
present, it becomes us, as a section of the Church of God,
to unite in a more formal and solemn act of thanksgiving
for those general blessings which a benignant Providence
has bestowed upon us as a people. It is not the least of our
mercies that we have bien saved from wide-spread and
harmful agitations, that we have been enubled to preserve

*4
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the unity of the spirit in the bond of peace. Our Church
was never more peaceful or more thoroughly consolidated
than ivis to-day. Never was there a better understanding,
or a more cordial sympathy between pastors and people, or
a greater readiness to co-operate with one another, in labour-
ing in their several spheres, for the accomplishment of the
great work which our divine Master has appointed his
Church to perform. In this we gratefully recognize the
fruit of His grace, who is the Prince of peace, whose pre-
cious legacy to his Church is peace, and the effect of whose
reign is the reconciliation of all things, whether they be in
heaven or on earth, the extirpation of all the elements of
discord, and the establishment of harmony among all the
creatures of God.

We rejoice not only in the prevalence of peace, but in the
presence of a good degree of prosperity. Owing to the de-
pressed state of our leading industries, by which large num-
bers of those under our charge have been thrown out of
remunerative employment, there has been a considerable

migration of our people, so that our societies have suffered
almost continual depletion from removals, as well as from
other inevitable causes which are always at work; and
yet, we are thankful to be able to announce that there
has been a net increase of between five and six hundred
in the membership of our Church within the bounds of
the Conference during the year which has just closed.
We are not satistied, it is true, with this result of the
labours of the year; on the contrary, it is matter of
deep humiliation before God, and of serious searchings of
heart among us that more has not been accomplished ; and
we hope that by a renewed and fuller consecration of our-
s-lves, both ministers and people, and by the more copious
effusion of the Spirit realized in answer to the prayer of
faith, we may be enabled to achieve grander results in the
coming year than have been achieved in the year that is
past ; but, we nevertheless feel that when all the circum-
stances are taken into the account, in view of the multifa-
rious opposition and discouragement which has been en-
countered, the measare of success which has been vouchsafed

.
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to us calls for the earnest expression of devout gratitude to
Him by whose grace alone this saving work has been
wrought,

That all the fands of the Church should have been not
only sustained, but augmented as in former and more pros-
perous years, could scarcely have been reasonably expected,
in view of the almost unparalleled state of commercial depres-
sion which has existed in the country. We are not unmind-
ful of the sacrifices which in very many instances you have
made in supporting the institutions of the Church to the
extent to which they have been supported ; and we regard
it as matter of thankfulness that the shrinkage in our
income has not been greater than it has actually been, Tt
is not forgotten by us that some of the most liberal supporters
of our evangelistic and benevolent schemes have been among
the greater sufferers from the financial crisis which is upon
us. Owing to the frugal, temperate and industrious habits
which a pure spiritual Christianity produces, it may well be
doubted whether the members of our Church generally have
suffered as severely as some others have done ; but, in a
calamity so general, it were impossible that any considerable
class should entirely escape. A few of the more prudent
may have foreseen the evil and hidden themselves ; but
many, by no means their inferiors, through no fault of their
own, in spite of everything that prudence and forethought
could do to prevent it, have been overtaken by the storm,
and have had the garnered fruit of the theught and toil of
years entirely swept from them, while others have been so
crippled in their resources that decided retrenchment has
become an absolute necessity. We are not ignorant of the
struggle which it has cost some of these princely men to re-
duce the amount of their contributions to benevolent and
Christian objects. Their retrenchment has not been the
retrenchment of selfishness, which, but too often, begins at
the house of God, but a retrenchment which has been im-
posed by necessity, or dictated by a propec regard for the
rights of' men, for the honour of religion and the glory of
God.  We assure all such of our profoun lest sympathy, and
our thorough appreciation.
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But while we say these things in the sincerity and ful-
ness of our hearts, we cannot conceal from you the fact,
that a large amount of embarrassment and suffering has
already resulted, and is likely to result from the depressed
state of some of our finances. It is sad to think that so
many of the men who are doing heroic service for the Church
in the high places of the field, are so inadequately supported as
not only to not be above care in respect to temporal things,
but to find it extremely difficult to provide for themselves,
and those dependent upon them, the actual necessaries of
life. Considering the rapidly extending field of our Mis-
sionary operations, both in the Dominion of Canada and in
the regions beyond, except our Missionary fund is not only
fully sustained but considerably increased, there must be a
vast amount of inconvenience and suffering on the part of
the self-denying men who are engaged in this department of
our work. But the case of no class of sufferers has moved
our sympathies so deeply as that of the worn-out and super-
annuated ministers of the Church, and their widows and
orphans, whose allowance, we deeply regret to learn, is likely
to be reduced by one-third, in consequence of the inadequacy
of the fund from which they are supported. We commend
these facts, brethren, to your prayerful consideration, in the
confidence that, by a generous and united effort upon vour
part and ours, the recurrence of a state of things the ex-
istence of which we all so deeply deplore, may if possible be
prevented. “The liberal deviseth liberal things, and by
liberal things shall he stand.” “To do good and to com-
wunicate forget not ; for with such sacrifices God is well
pleased.” We « charge them that are rich in this world,
that they be not high-minded, nor trust in uncertain riches,
but in the living God, who giveth us richly all things to
enjoy ; that they do good, that they be rich in good works,
ready to distribute, willing to communicate ; laying up in
store for themselves a good foundation against the time to
come, that they may lay hold on eternal life.”

Seldom has the vanity of earthly things received more
striking illustration than it has during the last few months.
How many who imagined themselves rich have suddenly

T e.wa.
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awoke to find themselves in deepest poverty! How many
whose wisdom and prudence seemed to have lifted them
above the accidents and casualties incident to the lives of or-
dinary men, have nevertheless found themselves involved in
the ruin which has overtaken others. Men who have
revelled in the robbery of their fellov 8, who have re-
duced fraud and deceit to a seienee, and, in their proud com-
binations to defeat the ends of Justice in accomplishing
their selfish purposes appeared to set both man and God at
defiance, have been made to feel that verily there is a God
that judgeth in the earth. The word of God has been ful-
filled, ¢ He that sitteth in the heavens shall laugh; the Lord
shall have them in derision. Then shall he speak to them in
his wrath and vex them in his sore displeasure.” It is re-
markable, too, that in the accomplishment of all this he has
not interfered with any of the laws of nature, or departed
from any of those principles which ordinarily regulate hig
procedure in the providential government of the world,
The heavens have given their rain and their dew, and the
earth has yielded its accustomed increase, but the wisdom
of men has been strangely turned into foolishness, and
means which had in so many instances brought success
have resulted only in failure, and the path which had often
led to wealth has ended in poverty. Thus have we been im-
pressively taught the foolishness and vanity of putting our
trust in anything, even in respect to the commonest interests
of life, except in the living God ; and on the other hand,
the wisdom, as well as the duty, of faithfully employing the
wealth placed at our disposal as an instrument of good, in
promoting the well-being of our fellow creatares and the
glory of God.

There are many things, brethren, that we would like to
say to you did time permit., We are deeply anxious tkat
the year upon which we are entering shall be distinguished
by more marked displays of saving power and grace than
any which has yet occurred in the annals of our Church ;
and the realization of this we believe to be by no means
impossible. We do not believe that the Church has ever
developed or bronght into play the full measure of her
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power for the accomplishment of the great work which her
divine Head has given her to do. The residue of the Spirit
is with the Lord. His resonrces are by no means exhausted.
But before the Church can develop the full maximum of
her strength there must be upon her part a fuller consecra-
tion to God. The Bible must not only be more diligently read,
but more deeply studied. Nothing will so effectually up-
root and destroy the scepticism which is so prevalent in the
world, and which not unfrequently invades even the Church
itself, than this, The Bible is its own very best defence.,
The Bible, however, must not only be read and studied before
the Church will arise to the greatness of her strength, but
she must have such confidence in its teaching as to submit
herself implicitly to its guidance. As individual men
and women, we must be willing to be BiBLe CHRISTIANS
in the strictest sense of these terms; without this, the most
solem form of consecration will prove to be only a delusion
and a snare. 'We must take the inspired word to be a light
unto our feet and a lamp unto our path if we would not go
astray: we must hide it in our heart if we would not sin
against God; we must take it and eat it, make it the very
food of our souls, if we would grow strong in the Lord and
in the power of his might. We dwell the more earnestly
upon this point not only on account of its vast—perhaps we
should say—its superlative importance, but also because
there is so much danger of its being neglected. In this day
of newspapers—when the daily journal is felt to be almost
a necessity in our homes—when almost every mail comes to
us laden with fresh and fascinating literature, there is great
danger of the Bible being crowded out of sight, or if it be
not wholly neglected, that it be read so hurriedly and care-
lessly as to impart very little nourishment and strength
to the soul.  We must read it, mark it, learn it, and in-
wardly digest it, if it would be to us what it was intended
to be, an unfailing source of light, of purity and of strength
to our souls; and without patient assiduity and persevering
application this is impossible,

There ar> other thirgs of importance concerning which
we would be glad to say a few words. There are other
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means of keeping the flame of devotion burning brightly in
the soul, to which we would like to earnestly call your atten-
tion. We would, if possible, invest the exercises of the
closet, and of family religion, with greater importance to
our own apprehension and yours than they have ever had be-
fore.  'We would plead with all possible earnestness for a
more regular and conscientious attendance upon the prayer-
meeting and the class-meeting. We cannot reasonably ex-
pect the prosperity which we all so earnestly desire if these
things be neglected. We would like, too, to impress you with
the thought, that this prosperity cannot possibly be brought
about through the exertion of any one order or class. but
by the combined exertion of all who love the Lord Jesus
Christ. 'We would plead for unity of action as well as
unity of spirit, among ministers and people, in our efforts
to subjugate the world to the dominion of Christ. But
we believe all these things to be included in what has been
suid already. If we will but be BisLe CHRISTIANS in the sense
which we have endeavoured to indicate, none of these things,
we are persuaded, will be neglected; we would not therefore
say one word which would by any possibility divert your
attention from what we verily believe to be so fundamental
to all that concerns your personal spiritual well-being and
the prosperity of the Church. “And now, brethren, we
commend you to God, and to the word of his grace, which is
able to build you up, and to give you inheritance among all
tiem that are sanctified.”

Registration of Baptisms, Marriages and Burials,

In order to be entitled to keep registers under 13 and 14
Victoria, chap. 47, every clergyman must go to the Protho-
notary’s Office with a copy of his ordination, and attest
such copy before the Prothonotary,

He will then be entitled to keep a register of Baptisms,
Marriages and Burials

At the beginning of cach year he will return to the
Prothonotary his duplicate register, and receive a new
duplicate register.

Nore.—The above information wag furnished by the
Prothonotary at Aylmer, P, Q. We understand that full
requirements and instructions ac. mpany the registers
furnished each minister by the Prochonotary of his muni-
cipality,

EXTRACTS FROM ‘“AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE
REGISTRATION OF BIRTHS, DEATHS
AND MARRIAGES.”

(ASSENTED TO 23RD DECEMBER, 185.)

Burials.

Every minister or other person who shall bury or per-
form any funeral or religious service for the burial of any
dead body, unless he has received a certificate under the
hand of the Registrar of the Division in which the death
took place, according to schedule D to this Act annexed,
that particulars of sach deat: have been duly registered,
shall make a return of such death according to schedule C,
to this act Act annexed to the Registrar of the Division in
which the death took place, within seven days of the
burial.

Marriages.

Every clergyman, minister or other person authorized by
law to celebrate marriages, shall be required to report each
and every marriage he celebrates to the Registrar of the
Division within which such marriage is celebrated, within
ninety days from the date of such marriage, with the par-
ticulars required by schedule B, appended to this Act, and
in order the better to enable the said clergyman, minister
or other person to make such report as aforesaid, he shall
be furnished by the Division Registrar of the Division in
which he resides with blank forms, containing the par-
ticulars required by the said schedule B.

Penalty for Neglect of Duty.

For each and every offence, forfeit and pay a sum not
less than one dollar, nor more than twenty dollars and
costs, in the discretion of the presiding Justice before whom
the case shall be heard.

The above came in force on the first day of J anuary,
1876,
