Rome, Jan, 15.—Italy’s territorial as-
pirations in connection with the war
were explained and defended yesterday
by Francesco Ruffini, minister of pub-]
lic instruction and a historian of prom-
“inence, in a statement to the Associated
. Press. “In the ncle of the allies to
i President Wilson,” he said, “they make
a point which is understandable:to neu-
trals and particularly to America. Italy,
yno less than her allies, awaits with calm

confidence the realization of the aims
set forth in that passage of the note,
which refers to the redemption of the
Italians subject to Austria.

“The German press seeks to depict
Italy as desirous of conguests, but Am-
erican public opinion, so far-seeing, so
well educated to freedom and to a deep
i spirit of national unity, cannot confound
brutal lusts of conquest with a justified
‘claim to territories with populations like
those of the Trentino, Istria and Dal-
matia. These territories have had only
one civilization in, their. history, that of
‘Italy, and only me*great” humiliation,
{ which must cease—-that of foreign dom-
_ination which attempted to destroy the
principle of nationality.

“America knows well that Italy, not-
' withstanding these just claims, abstain-
éd from any provocation before the
Luropean ‘conflagration, being oceupied
only with her peaceful development.
Austria was responsible for the out-
break of the conflict, having willed war
with” Serbia after provoking Italy
hundred times with violent persecutions
of Italians of 'Trente, Frieste, Fiume
and Zsara, from whom she denied even
the right to educate themselves in their
own language,

“ftaly counts on the considered and
tranquil judgment of American public
opinjon which, while justly desiring the
return of peace, cannot, if it examines
the origin of the conflict and the probh-
lem raised thereby, wish that European
equilibrium, broken by vioience in 1914,
i be replaced today by a premature and
unfruitful peace, containing the germs
of graver conflicts in the future.”

impose charges for such opening or use,
may vary, if it shall see fit so to do, such

The city shall not be liable for any |

A tremendous stir seems to have been
created in England by the publication
of a book by Sir Olover Lodge telling
of communications from his son, Second
Lieut. Raymond Lodge, who fell in bat-
tle a little over a year ago. Perhaps it
was inevitable that the enormous death-
roll of Europe should start a revival of
spiritualism among those who have lost
loved ones, and the space given the book
in the British press betrays the hope
that fills many bereaved hearts. It is

column to it. Says the Commonwealth:

To the Editor of The

S_ir:-—You have been good enough at
various times to publish letters from me
in re_gard to the war, and especially its
relation to the United States, written by
e as an American citizen living in Can-
ada. I have now signed the necessary
papers for an application for becoming
a British subject, and I think it right to
let you and those to whom I have
spoken through your columns know Lhe
reasons for this step. I hope that they
may be of value in impressing upon some
who live in the United States the urgent
necessity of a re-awakening there of the
old American insistence on the necessity
of putting the duty of ideals ahead of
the comfort of prosperity and ease.

I believe that nothing in the world
today counts as of any value in com-
parison with the need of utterly defeat-
ing Germany and all she stands for.
Neither money nor the lives of individ-
uals must be allowed to interfere; much
less should “any sentimental regard for
citizenship be permitted to hamper this
great cause. The old conception of safe-
ty. from a balance of power is outworn
and exploded; the hope of the world lies
in the unquestioned supremacy of the
forces today striving for the mainten-
ance of civilization, forces with which
other civilized nations, today neutral, can

=operate for the protection of human

lilgkrty and which shall have enough
breadth of vision to admit into their
companionship ev=n the powers now
fighting against them when after the
war they in turn shall become civilized.
Civilization hereafter must be guarant-
eed by the civilized, and cannot longer!
be content with only such equality of
strength as shall make the will to power
hesitate before it attacks.
" It is true that my American citizen-
ship has meant a great deal to me and
that I give it up only with much regret
and a severe wren:h. My ancestors on
both sides—my mother was a Quincy
from Massachusetts—have been closely
associated with the birth and develop-
ment of the nation, and three years ago-
I should have ridiculed the suggestion
that anything could happen which
should make me willing to surrender my
birthright. “Civis Americanus eram”
seemed to me the finest epitaph for any
man,

Nor do I leave my native land in the
belief expressed by so many that the
dilution of our blood by immigration and
the sapping of the vitality of our man-
hood by fuxury and material prosperity
have kiHed the gqualities whi¢h in the
past have made us great; and that this
is shown by the re-election of President
‘Wilson. If the issues in the election had
heen as clearly drawn as I think they
ought to have been, and the people had
none the: less accepted Wilson, there
might "have ‘been much said for this
view; but to me the question as present-
ed to the voters seems quite different. It
was a contest between political trickery
0! e one band and political cowardice
on (the other. Hughes lacked the courage
to repudiate the clacking German organs
which acclaimed him as the German
candidate, and behind him stood the sin-
ister figures of Barnes, Penrose, Parsons,
Crane and all that ignoble brood. The
Kast, which had had experience of
Hughes as a man and which knew Wil-
son, was able to judge; the west, more
progressive and more intolerant of out-
worn reactionaries and “stand-pat” poli-
ticians, was frightened by the hated
bavkground against which Hughes ap-
peared.

they are clearly called upon to choose
i between cowardice and duty, between
dividends and democracy, between -adi-
pose and ideals, they will give the same
answer which in years gone by has been
{the pride and the justification of our
iland. In the last election they did not
:see that this croice was put before them.
| But to me, living in Canada, the ques-
! tion of my duty has been different, and 1
have decided that I can accomplish more
by throwing .ayself whole-heartedly in-
to thg support of the British democracy
than by endeavoring with the handicap
of distance to struggle in my own coun-
try against the inertia of an unworthy
rgovernment - at Washington. Here in
Canuda only are the people of the con-
tinent of North America undertaking
any of the burdens of supporting against
unprecedented and barbaric assaults
those principles of personal and political
freedom in which we believe; here only
are men proving themselves willing to die
for their ideals and their faith in civil-
ization. In comparison with France and
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Fngland Canada maj still be = asleep,
troubled only by uneasv dreams; in com-
parison with the United States she is
' wid> awake, up and doing, girded with
a flaming sword and helmeted with steel.
I no longer have any hope that the Wil-
son administration will act to rouse our
country to its duties and its dangers; if
it takes morz share in the war than fat-
tening on it and writing innumerable ill-
advised and humiliating diplomatic notes
it will be because willy-nilly it has been
kicked into a greater participation.

It is impossible to look very far into
the dark future to judge of what sacri-
fices it will be necessary to make to ac-
complish the great purpose of this war,
convinced though we may be that it can-
not end until the cause of freedom has
been forever assured. My pride, there-
fore, forbids me to claim whatever im-

can citizenship might be able to offer;
I am here to do, and, if need be, to suf-
fer, and I must be able to say to Can-
ada in this fateful hour: “Whither thou
goest I go, and thy gods shall be my
gods.”

Ang lastly, let me say that while I do
not for a moment pretend to the military
knowledge of your brilliant editor, Mr.
Simonds, and while he may be right in
saying that from a military standpoint
it is impossihle for the Allies to defeat
the Central Zmpires, yet I do think I
know the hearts of men, and in this case
he will see the impossible accomplished.
This war will never end until Germany
lies tramplerl in the dust .nd her, people
in-sackcloth and ashes, weep bitter tears
over the presumptuous folly that was
hers. And in that hour I must bé able
to look the legions of progress squarely
front to front and say “quorum minima
pars fui.”

The division was in the big attack of
November 13, and it ‘is just a week ago
today that they swarmed into the vil-
lage of Beaucourt-on-the-Ancre and
captured it; but that was the culminat-
ing point of a day and night of breath-
less e-ventures. Let me begin at the
beginning. Imagine the division in the

early morning of November 18th. It
was dark; the British guns behind were
pouring a cascade of bursting shell on
the line of German trenches before
them. At a given moment that cascade
would “lift” when the naval division
was to “go over” Its trenches -ran
roughly at right angles to the Ancre,
touching it at a point just north of the
village of Hamel and just below a lit-
tle island in the river called “The
Mound.”

The first line went over just as day
was breaking, but a heavy mist made it
impossible to see mare than a few yards
ahead.

Our men, with Germans before them
and Germans behind them, were in a
queer plight.

ground. His wound was painful, but he
could hear nothing said about it. On
they crept round the hill-slope, over
trench and shell-crater and pit, right to
the fringe of Beaucourt they went, and
then waited until the dawn was nearer
At ten minutes past six that morning
they burst into Beaucourt upon the
Germans. There wag fighting for only
ten minutes, with this great Englishman
everywhere in the thick of it. 'Three
further wounds he accumulated in that
mad medley of mankind in the streets of
Beaucourt, and by his example he in-
spired his men to like prodiges of valor.

To Utilize Back Yards.

The utilization of all back yards was
another question brought up, and it was
suggested that a committee take charge
of the distribution of seed catalogues and
encourage the citizens to get their plans
laid for the spring garden.

The establishment of markets in other
parts of the city, the publication of
pamphlets on thrift, and a committee on
savings were planned to demonstrate the
great need of saving for war loans. It
was suggested a canvass should be made
of all munition factories and workers en-
couraged to open up bank accounts.

The question of securing films on
thrift, to be shown at the moving pic-
ture houses, was also to be dealt with.

«T'he Town of Truro and the munici-
pality of Colchester have for some years
jointly supported a county nurse unfier
the direction of the Truro Victorian
{ Order of Nurses, whose duties are chlc:f-
!ly the care and inspection of school _clul-
dren. This nurse is required to visit all
schools, make an individual inspection
of each child, and keep a record of each
child examined. In cases requiring treat-
ment a report is sent to the parent, and
the nurse as far as possible follows up
the case in the home. The question .of
getting the nurse into the county dis-
tricts was the problem that the order
found hardest to deal with, but the ex-
cellent work done by the municipal coun-
cillors largely solved the difficulty. The
Victorian order and the municipality
jointly meet the expense of transporta-
tion to the nearest railwgy or coach sta-
tion. After that the truZtees of the dif-
ferent sections visited bear the expense
Of getting the nurse into the different
schools. In almost every district, how-
ever, the councillor for. the district ar-|
ranged to put the nurse into the dif-
ferent schools in his district without |
any charge on the section, thus effect-
ing a saving of time and doing the
work at the minimum of expense. When
in the county the nurse is expected to
help in cases of sickness, and may stay
one, two or even three days at a time
where the need is urgent.

«Phe work of the nurse has proved
most satisfactory. Some 4,000 or 5,000
children are examined physically cach
year, and cases requiring special treat-

Canadians Spasmodic.

“Patriotism today is - spasmodic.
Sometimes it is latent, again the fiercest !
of human passions. As a people we are |
devoid of historical conscience. We are |
behind the French, the Germans, and the |
Americans in our appreciation of the
meaning of the Empire and the state.

“We must follow their lead and in-
culcate in our boys in school the duties :
of citizenship, the working of govern-
ment and their relation to it.

Schools and Citizenship.

“Patriotism, that spirit in a people
wkich gives obedience to its country’s
laws, and protection to its institutions, is
a sentiment which, unalloyed with ar-
rogance and vain glory, is the greatest
strength of a nation. The glory, pride
and hope of this country is its free press,
religion and schools, but we must de
more to teach morals and patriotism in
these schools to our institutions of learn-
ing are a better defence than the fleets
and armies. The first business of the
schools is to make good citizens, what-
ever else they do.

“Patriotism is built upon reason and
supported by education It is not con-
fined to affairs of national interest, but
to be found even in the narrow limits of
the home. Any one who submerges his
personal interests for the common good
is truly patriotic.

“Pride in a nation’s glory and blind-
ness to its defects is ignorance, not pat-
riotism. Loyalty and social service are
the chief elements in the real thing and
opportunity to exercise patriotism comes
lo all.”

ing in the battles as much as if their

This is a
thought that may not immediately pres-
ent itself to those of the workers in this
country who lack imagination; but it is
a matter of exact truth. Our munitions
workers are as directly engaged in the
fight as were the wives of the early pion-
eers who knelt behind their log defences
and reloaded their husbands’ muskets. If
the ammunition stream fails then the
army must fail,

Better Thap the Bosches.

One of the pamphlets circulated by
the National Advisory Committee is call-
ed “The Measure of Our Blood,” and
was written by a wounded soldier. When
he arrived at Southampton, his head
swathed in bandages, an effert was made
to interview him. Instead of talking

|about his experience he handed out a

message he had ‘written on the ship. The
name of the regiment with whi¢h he
served and his own name were suppress-
ed, following what we can regard as only
the half-insane policy of the censorship.
He said: “I don’t think our chaps could

| have done much better if they had been ill

at the game for twenty years. . . .
They fought hard and they fought all
the time, and there was never a case of
a single man hanging back for a single
minute. Couldn’t do more. Our worst
iz not better than the Bosche best; and
t may be our best is no better than his
best.

Victoria Cross

Greatest Hoﬁor That Can be
Won by Briton
Only 200 in This War

Quick Thinking Combined+ With

High Courage Has Received

Readiest Recognition

Victoria Crosses are dealt out as
grudgingly as though they were compos-
ed of radium. This is because the honor

is the greatest that can be won by a
British subjeet, and also because in the
present war all previous standards of
gallantry have been surpassed, or rather
what one man did in the Crimea and
three in South Africa a hundred are do-
ing in the present war. To give a V.C.
to every heroic soldier in the British
aimy would be to make the cross as
common as corporals’ stripes. So it is
bestowed cautiously. Not only must the
deed that wins the cross be of exquis-
ite heroism; it must be as duly witness-
ed and attested as & signature to a will.
A veritable court of enquiry sits on each
case, and unless it presents some fea-
tures far out of the ordinary even among
heroic deeds, the supreme honor' is with-
held and a Military Cross or medal given
instead. That is why only about 200
Victoria Crosses have been awarded in
the British army and navy since the be-
ginning of the war.

The Latest Batch of V. Cs

The latest batch of Victoria Crosses
Lkave been awarded to three officers and
two privates in English regiments, a ser-
geant of a Scottish regiment and a ser-
geunt of an Irish regiment. All dis-
tinguished themselves not only for indif-
ference to danger, but for quick think-
ing. In every case the winner had ralli-
ed and led troops under fire, had snatch-
ed victory from defeat,

For instance, Private Robert Rider, of

| the Middlesex, assumed command of his

regiment when all the officers had been
killed or wounded, led a remnant of men
forward, and with the aid of a Lewis gun
cleared the trench in front of him and
carried the enemy’s position.

In commenting upon the latest awards
and reviewing some earlier ones, the
New York Sun observes that among the
winners was an elderly man who left a
wife and nine children at home in order
to serve his country, and “that glorious
boy,” John Travers Cornwall, who, mor-
tally wounded, remained at his post in
tne Jutland battie because, as he explain-
ed shortly before he died, “he thought
he might be needed.” We may be sure
that when the roll ‘of heroism for the
war is completed no name will shine
more radiantly than tha¥ of this lad.

Francis Grenfell, Hero

Nor shall the first to win the cross in
this war ever be forgotten. This. was
the famous Captain Francis O. Grenfell,
who was wounded. in both legs and a
hand at Andregnies, Belgium, on Au-
gust 24, 1914, while saving the guns of
the 119th Battery. "He was invalided
home, but returned to the front and was
killed in action. In his will Captain
Grenfell left his decoration to the Ninth
Lancers, “to whom,” he wrote, “the
honor of my gaining the V.C. was en-

This was one of
the “First Hundred Thousand,” “the
Old Contemptibles,” as they are proud
to be ealled.

This
force had been trained to fight to the
last ounce of human endurance, and
there was little of it left when the Bat-
tle of the Marne was decided.

The usual careful re-valuation of ail the assets of the Bank has been made
and every debt which may be considered as bad or doubtful has been fully
provided for.

Although this is the fiftieth report presented to you, the first half-century
of the Bank’s operations will not be completed until next May, owing to the
date of the Annual Meeting having twice been changed. The bank commenced
business in May, 1867, and the first Annual General meeting of the share-
holders was held on the 6th July, 1868. In 1887 the date of the Annual Meet-
ing was changed by by-law from the second Tuesday in July to the third Tues-
day in June, and again in 1901 to the second Tuesday in January, the day set
by the present by law. - |

During the year the following branches have been opened: In British Co-
lumbia—Pounce Coupe; in Alberta—Manyberries; in Saskatchewan—Turtle-
ford; in Ontario—Timmins and Thorold; in Quebec—Drummondville. The
business of the branch at Gilroy, Sask., has been transferred to Riverhurst,
Sask. Sub-agencies have been opened at Birch Hills and Speers in Saskatche-
wan, at Belgrave, Ont., and at Glen Sutton, Que. TheWub-agencies at Bishop’s
Crossing, Crompton and Weedon, all in the Province of Quebec, are now being

operated as branches, and the branch atBic, Que., has been made a sub-agency |

of Rimouski. The following branches have been closed: In British Columbia—
Rock Creek and Summerland. In Alberta—Monarch and Strathmore; in Sas-
katchewan—Laird and Outlook; in Ontario—Port Stanley, South Porcupine
and Yonge and Eglinton (Toronto); in Quebec—Chicoutimi, St. Denis and Du-
luth (Montreal) and St. Remi. Since the close of the Bank’s year a branch
has been opened at Willow Brook, Sask., and a sub-agency at Richard, Sask.

Your Directors have made subscriptions of $50,000 to the Canadian Pat-
riotic Fund, $5,000 each to the British Red Cross Fund and the British Sailors’
Relief Fund, $8,000 to the Northern Ontario Fire Relief Fund and smaller sums
amounting in all to $8,700, to various organizations, principally of a patriotic
character, which are seeking to alleviate the suffering arising out of the great
war. The call for such help is insistent and we assume our share of the burden
in a spirit of gratefulness that Canada has been spared so much.

The auditors appointed by you at the last annual meeting have made the
audit required by Section 56 of the Bank Act and their report is appended to
the statement presented to you today. As usual, the branches and agencies
of the Bank in Canada, the United States, Great Britain, Newfoundland, Mexico,
and the departments of the Head Office have been inspected during the year
by the staff of ovr Inspeéction Department.

1t gives the Directors pleasure again to express their satisfaction at the zeal
and ability with which the officers of the Bank have dischatged their respec-

Before moving the adoption of the re-
port, the president called on.the general
manager to address the shareholders.

General Manager’s Address

The shadow of the great Kuropean
war has been the dominating influence
in business affairs during the year
through waich we have just passed. No
important new transaction couid be un-
dertaken without considering the effect
of the war, and in the conduct of the
aflairs of a great fiduciary institution
such as a bank it has been necessary to
give more consideration to the factor of
salety than to the factor of profit. Under
these circumstances we feel that you
will be well content with the results
which we lay before you today.

The bank’s profits for the year under
review were $2,489,415, an increase of
$87,380 over the figures of the preceding
Year, a trifling sum when you consider
the increased amount of business on
which it has been earned, and the great
activity which has prevailed throughout
the year. We have felt it our duty to
render a large amount of assisiance in
their financing to both the imperial gov-
ernment and the dominion government,
und as rates of interest on this class of
business are naturally low, our profits
have been reduced correspondingly.
Increased Turnover I

Apart from this, however, there has’
been a greatly increased turnover during
the past year which 1s not retlected n
an increase of tihe profits of the bank,
and tnis tendency towards a steady re-
duction in protits bas been apparent for
scme years past. ‘L'he ratio or our profits
1o total average assets during the five,
years ending ivl5 ranged from 1.46 per !
cent. to 1.18 per cent, but in almost
every year the tendency has been down-
wards. ' |

We have paid the usual dividends at
the rate of ten per cent. per annum, with
bonuses of onc per cent. at the end of
cach half year; the war tax on our note
circulation has called for $147,208, the
Ofticers’ Pension Fund for $50,000, and
sundry subscriptions for patriotic pur-
poses for $/1,i00, leaving a balance at
credit of protit and loss of $v0z,519 to
be carried forward to the accounts of
next year. As long as present conditions
continue, we must, I tear, accept a low
rate of profit, and it is, of course, pos-'
sible that there may be still further de-:
preciation in the market value of securi- |
ties, so that we think it wise to carry|
forward a large balance in profit and loss
account. Durmg the past year the values
of investment securities have depreciated

lfurthe:r, wlhich is only natural as long as

the governments of the great nations en-
gaged in the war are obliged to increase
the rates of interest which their securi-
ties bear. Up to the present, however, '
we have not found it necessary to add to |
the sum of $1,000,000 reserved last year|
for possible further depreciation, ana we
believe that we have provided for uny-.
thing which is likely to occur, !

Larger Note Circulation |

The notes of .the bank in circulation
show an increaSe of $2,861,000 over the
figures of -the previous year.

lower figure than for a rumber of years
back and at only about half the amount
of last year. This is doubtless due to a
liquidation of indebtedness;
brought about in part by the satisfactory
results of thé jerops for the last two
years and iin; part by the prosperity
arising out of ‘the war. There has been
little .cha.nge in the figures of Bank
}’rexmscs account, The slight increase
is chiefly due to the purchase of sites
for some of our smaller branches. Our
total assets show a growth of 38,000,000
.'lmd now amount to the large sum of
$288,427,000. It is interesting to note
that this is about ten times the total
assets in the balance sheet of twenty
years ago when they stood at $28,596,000.
The increase alone during the year just
past has -exceeded the total figures of
the whole bank at that time by no less
than the sum of ten million dollars.

Few Branches Opened,

The number of our branches stands
at 376 as against 874 a year ago, the
smallest increase in many years, indi-
cating the policy which has prevailed in
this respect. Until the war is over and
the future of the branches we now have
has been made more clear, we shall
doubtless continue to mark time in this
vespect.

The number of our shareholders con-
tinues to increase in a gratifying manner.
At the date of the closing of our books
we had 6,648 as against 6,341 last year,
an increase of about 300, principally in
the Provinces of Ontario, Quebec and
Nova Scotia.

Conditions in Mexico.

There has not been much change in
the situation in Mexico during the year.
Business has naturally been affected by

i the cvents of the past few years in that

country, and one of the results is that
the two chief arteries of commerce,
namely, finance and transportation, are
blocked. The majority of the banks
which formerly operated in the country
are closed and the currency is in a
chaotic condition. For the present we
continue to transact such meagre busi-
ness as the situation will permit, keeping
in view always the uncertainties of the
future. Our standing in the community
is ‘excellent, and were a stable govern-
ment restored, we have no doubt that
the vast natural resources of Mexico
would soon rehabilitate her commerce.

During the year we were called upon
to join with the other banks in under-
writing a part of the Second Canadian
5 per cent. War Loan, maturing in 1931.
I'he wonderful success of this loan is
now a matter of -history and must have
been most gratifying to the Minister of
Finance.

The changes in the.personnel indicated
by the .above figures are eloquent of the

burden “which hds*been laid upon the
shoulders, of . the older members of the

| staff to maintain our organization at a
‘ satisfactory level of efficiency and, at the
| same time, to assist in the training of

the unusually large percentage of  the
staff which is without any previous ex-
perience. At the 380th of November,
of our officers had enlisted as
against 748 a year ago, representing
about sixty per cent. of the male staff,
and it is interesting to note that 264
of our officers have attained to com-
missioned and 168, to non-commissioned
rank in the army.

Further Enlistments.

Not only has it ‘been necessary to
cope with the immediate difficulties
arising from a depleted staff, but pro-
vision has had to be made as well for
the additional strengthening of our ranks
in order to meet with sume degree of
preparedness the prablem of future en-
listments. One expedient: adopted to
meet the exigencies of the case has been
the employment ' of 'temporary men
clerks, of whom we now have 187, and of

| women clerks, both permanent and tem-

porary, the number of women on our

Istaff having increased during the past

year from 367 to 725.

With a staff thus augmented to an
unusual degree by untrained and inex-
perienced workers, many problems have
arisen and the task of distributing the
burden as equitably as possible has been
by no means easy. Furthermore, an in-

experienced and untried staff must mean |

a staff enlarged beyond normal require-
ments and a consequent addition to the
cost of operation. ' These, however, are
conditions inevitable in times such as
we are passing through, and we can tes-
tify  to the ready and cheerful manner
in which we hare been supported by the
staff generally in dealing with them,

Their Supreme Sacrifice.

Since our last annual meeting an ad-
ditional fifty-nine brave and promising

is a very interesting one. The foreign
trade of that couniry has grown very
largely during recent years. ‘The triudc
of Germany with Italy gradually over-
took and then surpassed that of Great
Britain, .which was tormerly the largest.
The war, so far as Italy is concerned,
has brought with it a serious disloca-
tion of commercial intercourse, and the
necessity of finding fresh sources of sup-
ply in allied and neutral countries is
very pressing. With the active support
a‘nd financial assistance - of the British
Government, there was formed during i
the ‘year, in London, a company called
The British Italian Corporation, Limit-
ed, which is intended, in collaboration
with the Italian counterpart, The Cam-
pagnia Italo-Britannica, to work for the
furtherance of commercial intercourse be-
tween the' British Empire and Italy.
Among its objects will be financial par-
ticipation in enterprises which are like-
ly to result in an exchange of products
‘betwAeen the two countries and génerally
to facilitate the growth of British trade
with Italy. The. project has the sup-
port of an important Italian bank, the
Credito Italiano, and of two large Eng-
lish banks, the London County and
Westminster Bank, Ltd., and Lloyds
Bank Limited, and in view of -the pros-
pects of an increase in trade between
Italy and Canada we have subscribed
for a certain amount of stock.. We shall
watch the development of this enterprise
with great interest and in the hope that
it may lead to.mutually profitable com-
mercial relations,

Build Dominion Trade

Similar projects with others of our
Allies are also under discussion, and if
the opportunity is given us we shall
probably avail ourselves of it to a rea-
sonable degree. It is by such interna-
tional arrangements that we are hope-
ful of helping to build up after the ces-
sation of hostilities the foreign trade of
the Dominion.

After the War

As to the fyture it is obvious, we
think, that after the war finance will be
more liquid, inasmuch as the warring
powers are not likely to attempt to float
any more new loans for many years to
come. They will naturally, we believe, |
concern themselves with funding at long|
dates their floating and short dated
debts. Before the war money was grad-
ually increasing in value and there will
be within the Empire many new enier-|
prises as well as others held up tem-
poravily which will require financing.
How soon these will come into the mar-
ket to borrow will depend upon ' the
willingness of the public and of financial
houses to encourage bona fide enterprises |
by reasonable rates for money. It will!
be natural for a Britisher to invest his |
savings in our own securities, pariicular- |
ly at the rates of intcrest which arc!
likely to prevail. We shall, therefore, !
watch this situation with increasing in- |
terest, as future development at home
and abroad may depend upon the wil-
lingness of capitalists and others to ac-
cept a lower return fromy such invest-
ments than they can obtain under pres-
ent conditions by simply investing their
surplus funds in govérnment and sim-
ilar securities.

The President then spoke as follows:

President’s Address

I shall not apologize as 1 did a year
ago for asking you to devote your at-
_tention to' théematerial affairs of Can-
ada at a time when the Empire and its
Allies are fighting for the greatest of all
causes—the' Hbetty ‘of ‘the world. ' 'Cén:
ada has in that short time. so enlarged
her sphere of action that only the blind
could fail to see that every detail of our
national life which aids or hinders our
power to serve in the great conflict is
of supremie importance. In the terrible
winter of 1914-15 we did not realize
that our aid was to count for much in
the struggle, greatly as we desired  to
help. - We did' not really believe, de-
spit: the warning of Kitchener, that the
war would still be raging in 1917 with
the end not nearly in sight. Now we
do not talk of any definite time for the
end; we only know that the last man,
the last gun, the last dollar may be
needed; but that we shall win beyond!
and peradventure if the people in all the
Allied countries can be made to under-
stand what is required of them.

Exports Exceed : Imports

Turning at once to our trade with
other. countries, that being the best in-
dication of the tendency of affairs at|
the moment, we find that, leaving out
! the shipments of gold and bullion, both
linwards and outwards, our exports for
‘the fiscal year ending 3lst March, 1916,
| exceeded our imports by $249,088,274,
and that for the six months ending 80th
| September, 1916, the excess was $141,-
,100,898. We cannot keep in mind too
clearly what has happened since the end
of our period of expansion in 1913, and
a repetition of the figures given last
year will aid us to do so.

1915. In September a second loan in
Canada was offered. This time the
Finance Minister asked for 100 mil-
lions and the' subscriptions exceeded
200 millions, the banks receiving noth-
,ing on their underwriting of a portion of
i the loan. These are such notable
| achievements that I am sure they can-
not have escaped the memory of any
fCanadian, but I mention them for the
| benefit of the very large number of peo-
ple outside Canada who read our an-
nual reports. !

! In this review of the finances of the
I year it is necessary to recall that the
proceeds of the first war loan of Novem-
i ber, 1915, 100 ‘millicns were used main-
El-"’ if not altogether, in the year 1916.
There is one feature in Canadian war
, finance which differs in a marked - de-
! gree from that of Great Britain. Our
{ Finance Minister has as far as possible
i funded the debt as\it has been incurred,

'This results from the'egis
tence of a market which needs ak it
everything we produce and which et
pay almost anything the seller asks. If
it is true that ninety per cent. of the ex-
ports of the United States are a resuli
{of the war, much the same must be true
of Canada, and in addition a large par!
of our home consumption is due to the
requirements of the Canadian army. As
individuals, almost all are gaining by
the war, except those with more or less
fixed intomes and without power to ad-
Jjust the same %vhen prides are high, and
those who are «-ng,;;gml in business not
connected with  War  supplies. The
moncy made by the individual, how-
ever, has, so far as the nation is con-
cerned, to be provided by a war debt
incurred partly by Canada and partly
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by Great Britain. We do not, like the
United States, receive gold in exchange
for a large part of our products, we
even borr)w from the United States
part of the cost of the war.

The Dollar Saved

Legislation for

Editor of Toronto Star Gives Address on
Reforms as Carried Out in Old Land
to Better the Life of the Toilers—
Urges Similar Legislation to Meet
Conditions in Canada

(From the Brantford Expositor.)

In masterly fashion J. E. Atkinson,
editor of The Toronto Star, to the South
Brant Reform Association last evening,
in the Liberal Club rooms, gave a detail-
td review of social legislation as adopt-
ed in the old land and the United States,
and urged that Canada, to date behind
in these matters, get into line and amel-
iorate the condition of the workers by
seemng tnat they secured, directly or in-
directly by state. aid, a greater share of
the products of their labor. ‘I'he great-
est cause of poverty, he declared, was
low wages, with sickness also havi a
great effect, unemployment at sea;xgnul
pcriods being a third reason, and as
counterpoise to these he urged sickness
and unemployment insurance, mothers’
pensions, and old age pensions, together
with increases in wages to the lowest
paid workers. Replete wit. statistics the
address was tinged with ‘emotion, and
was thoroughly appreciated by the con-
siderable anuience which had gathered.

W. H. Whitaker acted as chairman
for . the evening most efficiently.

A hearty welcome was accorded to J.
E. “Atkinson, editor of The Toronto
Star, the chief speaker of the evening,
who, in openirg, stated that he was
pleased that the mee®ing was not a par-
tizan one, but one for .he discussion of
public affairs. This was a time when
all had but one thought—the war.

~Ehgland Before the War,
The revolutionary changes which have

Poverty in the United States.

It was not alone 1n the old countries
that such existed. In the United States
with almost incalculable resources, one-
third of ail the adult workers earned $10
a week or less, the average being 5.0
members to each family.
statistics showed that, to have a decent
living, an income of $700 was necessary.
In the basic trades, the workers were
unemployed for one-fifth of the year.

In Johnston, Pa. it was found that
children of families of the very poor
had but one-fourth of the chance of life
the children had in families where the
fathers earned $25 a week or .nore. Pov-

babies of the $10-a-week wage earners
died in infancy, one in twelve of the
classes better off. The contrast between
wealth and poverty in the United States
was even gerater than in the Old Land.

In Canada, as in the
United States, as time elapsed it-appear-
ed that the worker, though with in-
creased wages, was actually receiving less
of the net product of his labor.

Child Morality. 1

Taking up child mortality, Mr. Atkin-!
son pointed out that in Canada’s largest
city the: infant mortality was 196 per.
thousand—nearly approaching the record
set by four great towns in the old land,
which was thought sd terrible as to be
worthy of being placed on record. An-
other large city even exceeded this high |
figure. These conditions must be faced
in Canada, as they have been faced in
other new countries—as in Australia and
New Zealand.

was workmen’s compensation, which was
followed by sickness and health insur-
ance, unemployment insurance, matern-
ity allowances.

In Australia and New
Zealand the age was sixty-five. In Can-
ada there were many old people who
were a burden on relatives who could ill
afford to maintain them. The' obligation
in Canada was not new; provision was
now made for the care of the aged poor.
Old age pensions simply spréad the
burden more equitably over the state.

unable to lay aside savings to care for
old age. In his opinion, the workers did
not receive their fair share of the pro-
ducts of their labor, and éld age pen-
sions were but a mitigation of this in-
Jjustice.

Reference was made at some length
to the maternity allowances and wi-
dows’ pensions as made in the old land,
as well as in Australia and New Zea-
land. Canada had not even considered
Sickn~ss insurance was
in effect in 11 European countries. The
effect of workmen’s compensation was
to reduce accidents. Sickness insurance
brought about a greater attention to the
health of the workers and to their sur-
roundings, as well as directing attention
to incipient cases which could be cured.
Sickness was responsible for 40 per cent.
of the applications for poor relief to
one of the great charitable societies of
New York. Sickness ingurance would
result in increased industrial efficiency,
snd this incrcased efficiency would pay
for its cost. In the U. S. 80,000,000
workers ow the average each lost
nine days of labor in the year
through sickness—an annual wage loss
 $500,000,000, and, including medical
alsendance, $080,000,000.

Not Experimental

These measures were no longer ex-
perimental, Unemployment insurance
had been adopted only in the old land,
end applied to workers in certain trades,
affecting some 2,500,000, Industry ft-
self, the worker, and the state all con-
tributed, The system was working out
very satisfactorily, Unemployment was,
in part, caused by causes which could
not be controlled, but by insurance the
risk wes spread over the entire state,

The
turnover of labor was a hardship to the
workeér, a loss to the employer—for ev+
ery worker costs from $30 to $200 to
“break in.”

Cause of Poverty

“Of ah the causes of poverty the
greatest is low wages. The greatest
single social reform would be to raise
the wages of the worst paid. workers,”
declared  Mr. Atkinson, who, however,
expressed the opinion that this could
not be done by legislation. It would
be opposed by the workers themselves
who opposed legislation fixing wages.
Sickness and unemployment insurance,
however, worked indirectly to amelior-
ate conditions: In -England the govern-
ment had stepped into all branches of

industry—and there would néver bhe a!

return to the old state of affairs. Gov-
ernment members there had stated that
after the war the governmeni would
intervene to see that the worker receiv-
ed a greater proportion of what he pro-
duced. Canada had done little along
these lines and was far behind the old
land. England would never again see
the un-umpired exploitation of the la-
bor market. The men from the front
would not return to resume their old
wages. Social legislation, too, would
come in Canada, and the speaker, in
conclusion, appealed to his hearers to
prepare themselves for these reforms, to
maintain en open mind. The British
ideal was ‘“Fe state for the individual,”
as opposed to the German ideal of “the
individual , for the state” Patriotism
Was a splerrdid sentiment, but the appeal
to humanity was above. all!

‘Story of Early Days on the Plains
i —His First Indian---Cempanion-
{  ship With*Wi.d Bil”—-Bedeved
| He Accumulated Fortune of
$1,000,000

, The Boston Globe says that William
F. Cody, or “Buffalo Bill,” as he was
popularly known the world over, was the
most picturesque character in the history
of America. ‘'he incidents which madc
up the drama of his eventful life were of
the most romantic kind, some of thenr
bordering so closely upon the realm of
the supernatural as tol be almost be-
yond credence.

He was born in Scott County, Ia., on
Feb. 16, 1845, the son of Isaac Cody, one
of the pioneers of Kansas, who -emigrated
to a town near the site of Leavenworth
in 18563, when Wiliiam was about eight
vears old. His father took an active paci
in making Kansas a free state, was
obliged to flee from his home after being
stabbed mearly to death in a political
quarrel, and died of exposure in March
1857. So at twelve years of age the boy
was called upon to support his mother
and he did not shrink from the task.

His First Indian,

! In less than a month he hired out with
| Russeil, Majors and Waddell, who were
carrying government supplies across the

plains, and in this employment visited

every military fort and post west of the
Missouri River. He had already shot an
Indian dead, and, such was his bravery
and attention to duty that he became a
favorite with plainsmen and soldiers. In
1861 his mother died, and Cody, having
attained some reputation as a dead shot
and plainsman, was employed as an In-
dian scout, and served to the close of the
Civil War with the 7th Kansas Cavalry,
By this time Cody was a sure shot
with rifle and revolver, and had few
equals as a horseman on the frontier. In
“half a hundred fights with Indians and
| Mormons, he bore himself with gallantry
{and discretion.
| Thus, when the overland pony express
‘came into existence, a rider was want-
ed who wag an expert horseman, a dead
'shot, fearless and enduring, and he was
| selected. On one trip, when his wagon
was loaded with mail sacks, he killed two
'highwaymen who attacked him and he
{rode 862 miles without sleep.

“Wild Bill.”

Among- the noted frontier characters
who knew and admired young Cody was
that strange man, “Wild Bill” Hickok,
who held the dangerous position of city
marshal at Abilene, Kan,, and he chose
Cody as his deputy. Kansas City was
the rendezvous of plainsmen, alive with
cowboys and “bad men,” ready to fight
at theidrop:of t§EMat. ' Every man-.in
town carried wegpons, except one—a
bumptious giant and a past master in
fisticuffs. It was his boast that he could
whip any’ man ini' Kansas, and he did
this with ‘every man who dared to meet
him. Ordinarily such a bully would have
been shot out of hand, but his open de-
claration that he carried no arms so
shamed others that they left him un-
molested. ts

Young Cody was assigned to duty in
the town where his fame as a rough and
tymble fighter and his skill with the
“gin” and bowie knife had preceded
him, and the sports at once besought him
to take the wind out of the big one. The
latter was willing, and the fight was
soon, swift and savage. It lasted thirty
minutes without a pause, and at the close
the bully, covered with blood and
strangling with the steel grip of the vic-
tor on his throat begged for his life.

Romance in Marriage.

In less than a year he was made chief
of scouts under Gen. Curtis, with head-
quarters at St. Louis. Here, riding
through the streets one morning, he came
upon a crowd of drunken soldiers an-
noying a party of school girls. He dis-
mounted and ordered the men to disperse
and was met with oaths and derision. He
sailed in, knocked three of the enemy
senseless and rescued the panic-stricken
girls, All made their escape, but one,
whom he took under escort to her home,
fell in love with the pretty Louisa Fred-
erci, a black-eyed little maid, whom he
married at the close of the war, and
taok her out to Salt Creek Valley, Kan.,
his early home, :

But he soon returned to his old scout-
Ing life under Gen. Cook. The Kansas
Pacific Railroad was being built through
the buffalo country, and Shoemaker,
Miller & Co., the contractors, wanted
buffalo meat for their 1,200 men, and
offered Cody $500 a month to supply
| twelve animals a day. It was a big and
| dangerous task, but in eighteen months
{the young scout killed 4,280 buffaloes
l with his own hands, and came off victor-

His exploits were the talk of the fron-
tier, and it is recounted that Bill Com-
!stock, a noted buffalo killer, challenged
him to a test of supremacy. The stakes
were $500 a side and the contest was to
be from 8 a. m. to 4 p. m,, and in the
eight hours Cody killed sixty-nine and
Comstock forty-five. From that ‘day the
name of Cody was merged into that of
Buffalo Bill.

In the spring of 1888 he was back in
army life, having been appointed by
Gen. Sheridan as chief of scouts for the
department of the Missouri and the
, Platte, and acted as scout and guide for
Ithe 5th Cavalry against the Sioux and
i Cheyennes, and afterward with the Cana-
i dian River expedition in 1868-9, and, con-
tinued as scout with headquarters at
Fort McPherson, until 1872, when he was
elected a representative in the Arkansas
legislature.

He was guide for the Russian Grand
Duke Alexis in a hunting expedition on
the plains, and brought the party- back
without a single accident. He afterwards

, 1917
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. in Indian fights.

piloted the Earl of Dunraven and his
party on an extensive hunting trip, and
led -others of distinction in their quest
for big game on mountain and plain,
and was richly rewarded with costly
souvenirs and liberal amounts of money.

Hand to Hand,

Cody had already started a theatrical
venture—having been instructed by Ned
Buntline—and nad collected quite a com-
pany of Indians and scouts, which he in-
stantly disbanded when the war with the
Sioux was begun in 1876. In the battle
of Indian Creek, a superbly mounted In-
dian rode out into the open between the
troops and redskins and shouted in Chey-
enne, “I know you Long Hair. Come out
anu nght me if you dare.”

The challenger was Yellow Hand, a
noted war chief, and before Gen Cook
could interfere Buffalo Bill spurred for-
ward to meet the savage. He fired his

He had the friendship of every army
officer who knew him—especially those
who had seen service on the plains and
Gen. Miles was his
staunch friend, and Gen. N, A. M. Dud-
ley, considered him the most skillful
scout in America.

While serving under Gen. Sheridan
Cody made a famous ride from Hays
City to Fort Larned. The distance was
355 miles through the heart of a hostile
Indian country.
ous courage. His horse was shot from
ambush and his last eighty-five miles of
the perilous journey was made on foot.
The whole distance was accomplished in
fifty-eight hours.

On one occasion Cody. was attacked
in a cabin by six desperadoes whom he
had warned to leave the country when
he was justice of the peace in a lawless
section of Nebraska. Single handed he
killed the entire party—five in the ex-
change of shots and the sixth with his
knife,

Cody counted as his friends, not only
the generals named, but also Gens. Sher-
man, E. A. Carr, Brooks, Merritt, Crook
and dozens of others,

Wild West Show.

Soon after the Indian War was over
Buffalo Bill gathered Indians, cowboys,,
senuts, trappers. buffaloes, ete., and pro-
duced the Wild West Show for the first
time in Omaha, Neb.,, on May 17, 1883.
More than 5,000 persons paying to see a
mimic reproduction of what they had
;vitnessed in reality only a short time be-
ore.

tures, including a “congress of rougp
iriders,” Mexicans, ( ossacks, Arabs, Ams
| erican, English, verman and Russian sols
diers, Cubans, Filipinos and Porto Ric-
ans. The show visited every section of
the United States and excited the wonder
and incredulity of the Kuropean contin-
ent as well as Great Britain. Abroad the
exhibition was visited by royalty and

of that state—was reputed to be worth
$1,000,000 or more, his investments being
largely in western real estate. He ov =d
the finest cattle ranch in Nebraska, was
one of the heaviest horse dealers in the
country and his barn at North Platte,
Neb., was the largest one west of the
Missouri River. Colonel and Mrs. Cody
had several children.

Record of 1.58%% is Unique in:
Harness Racing History.

It was in 1908 that Lou Dillon took
her record of 1.58%, and the famous
two-minute mare, by the way, the only
one of her sex, either trotter or pacer!
in the two-minute circle, is still queen|
of the turf after a reign of thirteen
years.

She was considered as handsome an
animal as ever graced the trotting turf,
and only two others of her gait, viz,
Uhlan (1.58) and Lee Axworthy (1.58%)
have records faster, and only a mere
shade at that.

The daughter of Sidney Dillon was !
foaled in 1398, bred by the Santa Rosa'
Stock Farm, Sarta Rosa, Cal, and sold
by that famous breeding farm in their,
consignment of horses that went under
the hammer at one of the Fasig sales
held in the carly part of 1900 at the old |
Glenville mile track, Cleveland, Ohio.

Lou Dillon was purchased by C. K.|
Billings (still being his property) that!

W. FENWIK DEAD

For Nearly Twenty  Years a
Familiar Figure in Country

Market :

Many friends in St. John, in Kings
and other counties will learn with regret

THER FRST EXPERENCE
OF A CANADIAN WINTER

. Dr. H. A, Tenpany of the imperial
government  agricultural department,
who has been in the British West Indies
for the last fourteen years, arrived in
the city a few days ago en route to Eng-
land. He spent praclically all the four-
leen years in the northern islands where
the chief industry is raising sugar. His
work was in improving agricultural me-
thods along with scientific farming.

In speaking of the sugar industry, he
said that the annual produection of sugar
cane in the islands averaged between
25,000 to 85,000 tons and that nearly all
the trade is cerried on with Canada.
The next indrstry is cotton. In these
islands was grown.the best cotton in the
world—Sea Island cotton. Canada and
the United States were the chief mar-
kets for this.
