Enterprise in Argentina
“It is really surprising the amount of 

new capital that is flowing into Argen­
tina from Europe, and in the years to 
come much more will be required,” says 
the Review of the River Plate. “All our 
large railway companies will constantly be 
calling upon their shareholders for more 
capital; other industrial concerns are also 
sure to need more; and the mortgage busi­
ness is acquiring such large proportions 
that more money is needed by them. A 
large amount of money has recently come 
into the country in the shape of provin­
cial loans, and in this connection we can 
but trust that there will be no setback 
by any of the borrowers neglecting to meet 
the service on the new loans. As matter* 
are at present, there is no fear of this, 
but should the country receive a setback 
due to the loss of crops, then the situa­
tion might become strained and difficult. 
Time after time of late we have had to 
report that new issues placed in Europe 
have been oversubscribed several times 
over, and this is proof that money is plen- j 
tiful for sound investment in this country. 
The opportunities offered by Argentina for 
safe and sound investment of capital are 
immense, and are likely to be so for years 
to come, and there are great tracta of 
land still undeveloped to say nothing of 
the resources of the country, many of 
which are not yet even touched.”

Weyburn, Sask., Aug. 3—“Protection is 

a great wrong. It makes nations dishon­
est, one with the other; it makes individu­
als selfish and dishonest; it teaches a 
mischievous principle that we are to ex­
pect to receive value without 'giving value 
in return.”

In one of the frankest addresses Sir 
Wilfrid has received during the tour, the 
grain growers of the district presented 
their memorials this morning, headed by 
President Shehperd. All wealth, Vice- 
President Smith, of Yellow Grass, point­
ed out, was the product of labor applied 
to nature. The manufacturer was entitled 
to the wealth the factory produces of the 
products of his own labor. “But,” the ad­
dress continued, “the manufacturer steps 
in and says ‘1 must have also as much as 
I can get from the other fellow.’ The 
farmer says, ‘if you appropriate my earn­
ings you are a thief.’ Now the manufac­
turers are all honorable men, and did not 
like the thought of being called thieves 
and robbers, so they went to Sir John 
Macdonald, the» intopposition, and waited 
for chançe that reinstated premier. Sir 
John said: T shall wipe out the words 
thief and robber and put protection in 
their place.’

“If it is wrong to rob, it ia wrong to 
make robbery legal.”

The address proceeded to congratulate 
and thank Sir Wilfrijl for what he had 
done since attaining power, notably pre: 
ferential trade with Britain, and added: 
“We do not underestimate what you have 
done, nor are we ungrateful, bat when we 
expect you to lay the axe. to the root of 
the tree and cut down, you only cut off 
some branches.

Dominion 
Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for the <bs- 
triçà. Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency, on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sistel of 
intending homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon anC 
cultivation of the land in each of thn< ! 
years. A homesteader may live within nia. 
miles of his homestead on a farm of at 
least 80 acres solely owned and occupied by 
him or by his father, mother, son, daugh­
ter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter sec­
tion alongside his homestead. Price $3.90 
per acre.

Thomas H. Williams was a judge for 
10 years of the fourth municipal court in 
Brooklyn. Recently he retired, aud as 
farming has always been a hobby of his, 
he bought two acres of land at Belcrest# . 
near Northport, L. I., on which he could 
raise vegetables and fruits.

“About two years ago the judge com­
menced corresponding with some German 
farmers,” said Mr. Lome, “who were ex­
perimenting with electricity in connection 
with the growth of vegetables and fruits. 
Their efforts were most successful, and 
they interested the judge to such an ex­
tent that, he decided to make experiments 
of his own, and the present farm is a re-

ground. The current is generated by a. 
dynamo, operated by a windmill.

“The current sent through is large in- 
amperage but small in voltage. A certain 
percentage of the electricity, partly1 by 
induction and partly on account of its low 
voltage, falls beneath and has its effect 
on the plants.

“There is a storage battery in connec- 
tion with the dynamo, and » certain 

: amount of the electricity generated is stor­
ed np in this. The dynamo works constant­
ly and its effect upon the development 
of seeds and the growths of plants is said 
to be very great.

“The initial cost of the apparatus, the 
poles, the wires, the dynamo and the 
windmill, is considerable. But after that, 
the expense is scarcely mentionable, with 
the exception of what wear there may be 
on the apparatus.

“The German experts whom Judge W il- 
liams has been consulting experimented
