The death of James H. McHugh In 

tiie Mater Mlserlcordiae Home occur­
red yesterday pfter many years of se­
vere sickness and suffering which he 
bore most" heroically. The care and 
attention given him by the good Sis­
ters alleviated his sufferings and pro­
longed his life.

: SILVER FOXES FOR ALL
(Natural Resources of Canada.) 

Close to 70,000 pedigreed silver foxes 
have been registered by the Canadian 
live stock records since the Inaugura­
tion of the work In 1919. With the 
announcement during 1928 that be­
ginning on January 1, 1926, only those 
foxes which are by registered sires and 
out of registered dams are ellbible for 
registration, there was a rush for regis­
tration before the books were closed 
to foundation stock, resulting in a 
great Increase over previous years. In 
1919, the first year of recording foxes, 
808 pedigrees and 162 transfers were 
recorded, in 1924 the totals were 8,346 

mar- pedigrees and 6,002 transfers, while 
last year the figures were 86,297 pedi­
grees and 10,747 transfers. In all 66,- 
900 pedigrees have been recorded since 
1919.

S. manufactured exports, there is 
absolutely no question but that the 
recovery of Europe implies several 
vital economic elements in favor of 
our trade in fabricated wares.

A careful analysis of the experience 
of our exports of these lines during the 
last six years in certain selected 
kets in the Far East and Latin America 
brings out Clearly the fact that the 
expansion of these particular outlets 
varies directly with the European de­
mand for raw growth of the materials 
produced In those same countries. For 
example, our sales of automobiles in 
the Argentine, which in 1925 amounted 
to 930,067,958, have been directly 
stimulated by the steady recovery of 
the European demand for Argentine 
meat, wool and cereals.

As has been frequently pointed out, 
there will, of course^ be some rivalry 
between American and European man­
ufactures. This Is already evident In 
textiles and in some lines of iron and 
steel products, but the actually com­
petitive items among these represent a 
relatively small percentage of out total 
fabricated exports, and even within 
these groups there are various grades 
which are by no means in conflict.

For instance, England’s exports of 
cotton have practically reached their 
pre-war quantities in several Latin- 
American countries, but this has by 
no means prevented the doubling, and 
even trebling, of our textile sales In 
those same markets because the growth 
of an entirely new demand for special­
ized American qualities and lines.

OLD AGE PENSIONS.
(Halifax Herald.)

We are for old age pensions ; and it 
is with the deepest gratification that 
we read Rt. Hon. Arthur Meighen’s 
definite and positive announcement of 
his policy and intentions in this re­
gard. He has pledged his word that 
his Government will bring Into effect 
a system of old age pensions in this 
Dominion that will be real and work­
able—not hsatily thrown together, 
patched-up as a temporary expedient 
to catch votes in Parliament and in 
the country; not something to be 
mouthed by demagogues suddenly 
smitten with a deep affection for the 
“down-trodden masses.”

We never had confidence in Mr. 
Mackenzie King’s Old Age Pensions 
Bill. We know from the outset that 
it was unworkable, merely put out as 
a sop to certain men in Parliament. 
Mr. King’s bill was not a workable 
measure; was not intended to be work­
able. It was based absolutely and 
definitely upon the consent and co-op­
eration of the provinces—and there had 
been no conference with the provinces. 
The “buck” had been passed for years.

most of the men who are occupying 
high position in Mexico today, sprang 
from the middle classes. His 
has been entirely identified with what 
is known as the revolutionary move- -sH 
ment—the movement that started with i —\J 
Madero and has remained in control I " 
since the time in 1911 when that unfor­
tunate President drove Porflrlo Diaz 
out of Mexico to await death in a 
foreign land.

As a boy in his teens Calles labored 
in a Sonora flour mill, at the same time 
acquiring an education that made pos­
sible )iis later occupation as a school 
teacher. While he was still very 
young the uprising against the dictator­
ship of Diaz got under way and from 
the first Calles was a sympathizer with 
those whose cause was directed against 
old Don Porflrio. So he joined the 
revolution and bore an active part in 
the campaigns directed against Pancho 
Villa by the late General Benjamin 
Hill, the Mexican of American blood, 
one of the principal cogs in Mexico’s 
revolutionary machine when Carranza 
started his successful fight against Vic- 
toriano Huerta, the usurper. America 
held Huerta partly responsible for the 
killing of Madero.

The Sonoran was on the side of Car­
ranza and later when Carranza 
himself deposed and assassinated,
Calles, sided with his friend Obregon.
The latter, becoming President, made 
Calles, then Governor of Sonora, his 
Minister of War and Marine. Obregon, 
whom Calles succeeded, remains the 
firm friend at the President, a friend­
ship the importance of which no per­
son in Mexico minimizes.

The country

PARIS, Aug. 31—The French police 
are now on the look-out for the most 
elusive prisoner with whom they have 
had to deal for a long time. He is 
Georges Louis Reme, whose exploits 
as a prison-breaker have already won 
him the nickname of “The Human 
Eel.” Reme, who Is wanted in a score 
of different districts on charges of 
theft and swindling, has been captured 
half a dozen times, but has always 
made a get-away, his noteworthy ex­
ploits in this connection being his 
escapes from the prisons at Marseilles, 
Senlis and Caen.

He was arrested last February at 
Havre, and confined in a cell between 
two police informers, but during the 
night he escaped by bpring a hole 
through the partition between his cell 
and the corridor. Crawling through the 
hole, he jumped out of a window in­
to the street, and was not arrested 
again until two months afterwards. 
He then boasted that the police would 
not be able to hold him for very long.

Recently he made good his boast by 
the most audacious escape he has made 
yet.

course to prepare. Having invited 
your guests you must make some pre­
paration for their entertainment.

If the town were 
all en fete during the week of exhibi­
tion, there would be a decidedly fes­
tive and holiday air which would give 
very beneficial results. People would 
feel that Saint John was glad to have 
them, and they would more inclined to 
return another year.

“The third duty of a host to to wel­
come.

The particular stress laid upon the local attitude toward exhibi­
tion», and the Importance of local support' applies to every exhibition, large 
or email, throughout the provinces. Manager Porter said:

exhibition. What does an ex­
hibition seek to do or to be. I 

think as apt an illustration as any is 
to look upon it as a show window. A 
Show window to primarily designed to 
act out the goods which may be ob­
tained in that particular establishment, 
end to attract purchasers thereto. The 
design of an exhibition Is right along 
the same lines. An exhibition should 
show the products and bargkins obtain­
able In the community which It serves.
You will notice that I do not limit 
It to the products, but say products 
and bargains. Last year and the year 
before the Saint Johii Exhibition laid 
special stress on its “Made in Saint 
John Exhibit,” and It Is only right and 
•proper that the products of our local 
manufacturers should be brought to 
the fore, and the confidence of 
people in our manufacturing concerns 
strengthened and encouraged as much 
as possible; but I maintain that it to 
no part of an exhibition catering to a 
community such as we have, namely 
the whole Maritime Provinces, to 
duly localize our outlook.

instill In the whole of our community, 
both urban and rural, a firm belief in 
the future of our provinces by the sea.

THE Q VIC DUTY INDICATED
“In holding this exhibition the com­

munity of Saint John must jjlây the 
host. If the 32 directors alone play 
host, the welcome will be comparatively 
meagre and the atmosphere compara­
tively chilly; but if the city at large 
plays host the effect on our visitors 
will be -better and the reaction on our­
selves beneficial.

“Now, what does" it mean to play 
host. Certainly the first thing is to 
issue an invitation. I often wonder 
how many firms (or for that matter 
private people) actually, issue an invi­
tation to anyone to com* to Saint John 
to view its exhibition. I do know 
one or two concerns who time confer­
ences during exhibition week. There 
may be a vestige of worldly wisdom 
in this, in so far that transportation 
rates are then reduced. What I would 
like to feel is that the great majority 
of firms sent personal invitations to 
their customers to come to Saint John 
during exhibition week to visit them

I do not wish to push 
this phase to the point of saying that 
every retailer should exhibit and show 
the various lines which he handles, but 
I do say that some effort or plan should 
be conceived either by the Retail Mer­
chants’ Association in Its various 
branches, or through some other 
scheme, whereby it will be assured that 
people attending our exhibition will 
know what is procurable at "home, so 
that this community will not be mis­
represented by the absence of any line 
which to handled here tod that should 
be bought through local channels.

TWO IMPORTANT TRUISMSour
“There are two important truisms 

which we are inclined to ignore in con­
sidering our own exhibition. The 
first is, that familiarity breeds con­
tempt.’ We see so many people come 
to the Saint John Exhibition, and be­
cause they recognize here and there a 
familiar feature they make a snap 
judgment that everything is as it was 
last year, and there is nothing to learn, 
nothing new to see. They are entirely 
wrong.

“The second truism to which I would 
draw your attention to closely allied 
to the first.

“As I have already said, I do not look 
upon the exhibition as catering to only 
the city of Saint John, but as catering 
to the whole of the Maritime Prov­
inces. The Saint John merchants have 
a greater opportunity to display with 
least trouble, and on them, therefore, 
falls the greater responsibility; but 
what I have said is almost equally true 
of the province of New Brunswick, and 
of the whole Maritime Provinces. We 
have to recognize the fact that Nova 
Scotia has its exhibition at Amherst 
and Prince Edward Island has Its ex­
hibition at Charlottetown, so that these 
other provinces may feel that their 
first duty is to those exhibitions rather 
than to ours. On New Brunswick 
therefore falls the main responsibility. 
What I have said in reference to the 
Industrial side, of course, applies with 
equal force to the Live Stock and Agri­
cultural part of our community.

“It is not sufficient that we have a

Mr. Thorne 
told of one Saint John man who owned 
a large farm and agreed to have a 
tractor demonstrated on his land. The 
tractor remained on that farm.

Saint John is a seaport city, the 
eastern terminal point. for the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway. It has one of 
the largest dry docks In the world and 
IS steamship berths. It has three grain 
elevators, with a combined capacity of 
2,260,000 bushels ; it is equipped with
