LONDON POLICE REINFORCED
The police in the congested districts of London were reinforced today as a
precaution against possible looting of shops tonight, when the workers receive
strike pay instead of their usual weekly envelopes.
Armored cars are belng moved toward London from the Aldershot mili-
tary camp, and a tank corps was embarked at Belfast this morning for an un-
known destination. No disorders of consequence had been reported up to early

afternoon, London time.

The trans-Atlantic liners continue to move passengers to and from the
ports by mesns of motor lorefes. The strikers’ pickets make no trouble at the
docks, and most sailings are proceeding according to schedule,

A late edition of the British Ga-
vette, the government’'s mouthpiece in
the strike, says:

“The Trades Union Congress com-
mittee is trying to induce the miners
to relax their obstinate attitude in the
matter of wages.”

WORKERS RETURNING

T'here are 3,500 men working at the
Liverpool docks unloading 25 steam-
ers today. Of 339 dock gatemen at
Liverpool 245 have returned to duty.

In the Liverpool and Manchester
areas, the govcrnmen& says 20,000 men
have volunteered for work, while 150
tram drivers have returned to work
rt Southampton. The government has
notified striking tram employes at
Reading that all will be discharged un-
less they return to work today.

A. J. Cook, general secretary of the
British Miners’ Federation, said ‘this
morning, there was nothing in sight to
indicate the possibili'y of any week-
end negotiations for t!.c stttlement of
the strike.

CUTS OSTEND TRIP

Cook is not going *o Ostend for the
fnternational miners' meeting, as he
planned yesterday, but is remaining in
-J.ondon on suggestion of rhe Trades
}('ninn Congress. Frank Hodges and
‘W. B. Richardson, two other p-ominent
figures in the Labor ranks, lett for Ost-
end by aerop'ine this morning. They
expect to reture tomorrow,

The strike had a more mechanical
aspect today than yesterday. As far
as the city was concerned, the popu-
lJation was restricted to the personnel
of bapks, insurance houses and Lloyds
underwriting rooms.

WORKERS' HOLIDAY

Most of the other institutions, in-
cluding the stock exchange, were closed
for the usual Saturday vacation, while
commercial works and factories shut
down in order to give their employes
rest from their previous trouble in get-
ting to work.

There was only a minimum amount
of motor traffic in the streets and
therefore no traffic jams such as had
been experienced during the past few
days.

CONFERENCE DENIED

The British Gazette, the govern-
ment’s organ, declared in its issue of
today that there was no foundation for
the report that Premier Baldwin and
J. H Thomas, secretary of the Rail-
wayn'aen’s Union, had a conference at
a late hour Thursday night at which it
was assumed a solution of the general
strike crisis was sought. It was add-
ed that there had been no secret meel-
fngs between members of the govern-
ment and labor leaders.

Generally the strike situation has ap-
parently improved. Disorders are re
ported to have been fewer )'e§trrda)
than on Thursday. In some lsol.ah'(l
fnstances it is reported that 'strlkrrs
are returning to work, but not. in num-
bers that are in any way mgmlwa:\t
o¢ a general weakening among the
rank and file of the workers.

LLONDON, May 8—The announce-
ment was broadcast this morning that
the Bishop of London had offered the
use of his residence, Fulham Palace,
for negotiations to end the present
labor trouble. The offer was made in
the form of a letter to J. H. Thomas,

ers, who struck Thursday, had re-
sumed their jobs and that notices had
been posted stating that those who did
not report for duty by Saturday noon
would be supplanted. !

|LONDON, May 8 — In a message

printed in the government strike
paper, The Brifish Gazette, Lord
Oxford and Asquith condemns the
strike movement, and says that while
a settlement is earnestly desired the
anti-social weapon which has been so
unadvisedly drawn must first be
sheathed.

The massage reads: “There could
be no greater misunderstanding of the
attitude of our people at this moment
than to suppose it implies any hostil-
ity to the right of icombination in in-
dustry.”

“Strikes and lockouts, though they
always inflict a certain amount of in-
convenience on the public, may be, and
often are, in the last resort, justifiable
and even necessary.

PLUTOGRATS UNTOUCHED.

“But the challenge which has now
been thrown down and taken up is of
a totally different kind. A - general
strike such as that which lt"i_s’/.“”4
sought to enforce is directly aimed ut
the daily life of the whole community.
The peoplée who suffer least from it
are the capitalists and plutocrats. They
have at their command the whole ap-
paratus of opulence, and the petty dis-
comforts to which they are exposed
are not more than pin pricks, easily
endured and rapidly forgotten.

“The real victims of a general strike
are what is called the common peo-
ple—men and women who must labor
hard daily for their own and their chil-
dren’s livelihood, for whom cheap, reg-
ular transport between their homes
and work is a prime necessity, and to
whom a contraction in supply or a rise
in cost of necessities and the simpler
comforts of life, means privation and
even want. It is they who in the
long run bear the burden and pay the

urice.
.URGES PARLEY

“We should have lost all sense of
self-respect if we allow any section of
the community at its own will and for
whatever motives, to bring to a stand-
still the industrial and social  life of
the whole ‘nation. It would be to
acquiesce in substitution for free gov-
ernment of a dictatorship. This the
British people will never do. We de-
sire at the earliest moment a resump-
tion of negotiations to bring peace and
reconstruction to our coal fields. But
the anti-social weapon which has been
so unadvisedly drawn, must first be
sheathed.

M'CURDY SUGGESTS
REGIONAL TARIFF

Failing Redress, Nova Scotia
Should Withdraw From Con-
federation, He Says

HALIFAX, N. S, May 8—Hon. F.
B. McCurdy, formerly Minister of
Public Works in the Dominion Gov-
ernment, has issued a letter to the
press, in which he reaffirms his views
and states his attitude with respect
to Nova Scotia’s problems and econo-
mic position in relation to the Domin-
ion. He reiterates the suggestion pre-
viously made, that “our province
should be granted greater control over
those commercial powers which more
or less regulate and foster trade and
industry,” and indicates that Nova
Scotia might, “by way of a regional
tariff or other provisions, be given an
economic system that would meet the
particular needs of this Maritime Prov-
ince, and restore prosperity along lines
indicated by the Imperial Goverh-
ment at the time of Confederation.”

“Personally,” he says, “I prefer that
the right to live and do business in
Nova Scotia should be established with-
in Confederation as suggested above,
but if this is impossible of attainment,
then in the interest of home and prov-
ince, I would not hesitate to withdraw
rather than attempt to carry on under
the present system that is sapping our
province for the enrichment of Central
Canada.”

Other Views

BRITAIN AND INDIA.
(Buffalo Express.)

T'he discussion of the relations be-
tween the British Empire and India
before the Buffalo branch of the For-
eign Policy Association on Saturday
was interesting. There were at least |
two points, however, which were nuli
stressed by either speaker to the ex-
tent that would appear to be desir-
One of these relates to the nature
and origin of the spirit of Indian na-
tionalism, which must, of course, be
taken as the foundation of any con-
ception of an independent India. Much
was said about this nationalism, but
the assumption appeared to be that it
was something which had always ex-
and had been suppressed by
British conquest. As a matter of fact,
the geographical area now mapped as
British India had no existence as a
political unity prior to British rule.
The word “Indian” had as little na-
tional meaning as the word “European”
has now. The country was divided
among about as many different nations
as now divide Europe, and there was
usually less disposition to act together
than there is among the European
states. 'The fact that the conception of
an Indian nationalism is an outgrowth
of the unifying influence of Great Brit-
ain certainly is important. The ques-
tion whether it has yvet developed suf-
ficiently to maintain a government
without the help of Great Britain in-
vites some speculation. Associated with
this former division among the people
who now inhabit British India is the
further fact that from the time of the
mythical Aryans to the Mogols
(Mongols), who came in the sixteenth l
century, large parts of India were sub- |
jected to a succession of invasions from |
the plains of Central Asia. We know |
the political power that controls Asia
now. We have in dismembered, strife-
torn China an object lesson in its Jm-
perial aggressiveness. How far is In-
dian nationalism adequate to maintain
itself against similar aggression? To
what extent is Indian agitation itself
merely an inspiration from the bolshev-
ist rulers of Central Asia?

| WALKS BENEFIT MANY.

It is difficult to realize, as you see
the change around you, that you are
awake. Men and women, as they look
through the windows in the morning,
rub their eyes hard. As I look out of
my window on Chelsea embankment 1
see the Thames rolling past as free
from boat or barge as it was in the
days of Julius Caesar, but the road’ is
ecrowded with motors, vans, cycles,
carts, all packed with men and women
making their way slowly towards shop
or counting house in the east end of the
town. Some of them has already taken
one hour to get so far. It will be an-
other hour ere they reach their desti-
nation, and yet the whole journey
does not exceed . four or five miles.
Judges are complaining that they can-
not reach their courts under two and a
half hours. Most people of all classes
are already finding that walking is
more expeditious than motoring. And
nothing has impressed me more in this
pilgrimage than the shamble and
shufle which proclaim that most ot
these pedestriuns are taking serious
walking exercise for the first time in
their lives.

dustrial upheaval last—how long wili
the good humor endure and what will
be the ultimate outcome and effect
of it all? These are the questions ask-
ed by thoughtful men. Most people
have not yet taken it seriously. There
is no general alarm or anxiety, for it
it is almost universally assumed that
it is too bad to last. I vish 1 could
feel as confident about the speedy ter-
mination of this deplorable struggle
as most of my countrymen seem to
be. There are two cr three elements
that make for its prolongation.

First, and perhaps most formidable,
is the question of amour propre.
Where the pride of the men is involved
in a conflict it is even more difficull
to secttle than when it is a question
of their interests. The government de-
clared, in its communique which broke
off negotiations, that it would not re-
sume peace parleys with . the trade
unions unless and until the threat of a
general strike was withdrawn. With-
out expressing any opinion on the wis-
dom of this decision, there could be
no doubt in the mind of anyone ac-
quainted with the forces to be dealt
with that this announcement made.a
general strike inevitable, and all prob-
ability prolonged its duration. The
men in command of a highly discip-
lined army of 4,000,000 men could not
retreat in the face of so definite a
challenge without losing all the prestige
upon which their power and influence
entirely rests. If the government ad-
heres to its resolve not to enter into
any further discussions for settlement
unless - the strike is first of all called
off, the conflict will inevitably go on,
day after day, week after week—until
some unforseen event happens. The
play of public opinion, so potent and
salutary an influence in these cases, s
made difficult if not impossible by the
suppression of the newspapers.

SEES MEN STAND FAST

Will the men rebel against their
unions and dribble back to work? That
is a pretty general assumption but I
do not believe they will. The unions
which are on strike are the most high-
ly organized and the most disciplined
of all. Their leaders are able men,
wielding great authority over their fol-
lowers. 'T'he miners are accustomed to
prolonged strikes. They dwell in little
communities of their own, isolated
from the rest of the community. They
constitute their own public and form
their own opinions. In the last strike,
leaders experienced great difficuity in
persuading them to go back to work
on terms they did not like—although
their funds had been exhausted weeks
ago. Even if the other unions submit,
the miners will go on. That will make
it all the more difficult for the other
trades to surrender. 'The comradeship
of labor has grown in fervor and in-
tensity since the war. Labor organ-
izations fight now not so much for the
interests of railwaymen or miners or
engineers but “for the cause of labor.”
If the miners hold out—and they as-
suredly will unless they get terms—I
cannot see the other unions abandon-
ing them. I am expressing no opinion
on merits. I am now only reviewing
prospetes. The immediate outlook for
British trade is therefore black. Tt
was fighting its way back to normality
slowly, steadily and valiantly. This
catastrophe hurls it back with violence.
When it rises again it will be bruised
all over and will take long to recover.

UNIONS CAN HOLD OUT

1 know it is said: “But this com-
plete paralysis of industry cannot last
longer than a fortnight.” Why not?
Unless the men and their families are
starved into surrender—and that is im-
possible without starving the nation—
they can hold out. It is better that the
full possibilities of the situation should
be faced. Unless they are, the com-
batants on both sides cannot be brought
to reason. Worries about overdrafts at
the bank, overhead charges, interest on
debentures, failure to carry out old or-
ders and to take in new ones, the driv-
ing of customers elsewhere and the gen-
eral effect on business—these things
are not ever present to the minds of the
strikers, although thev have just as di-
rect an interest in these considerations
as the employers. So that it would be
a mistake to build hopes of an early
conclusion to this new anxiety for Brit-
ish trade on the speedy capitulation by
the belligerent unions.

The Government will not openly and
avowedly recede from its position of
no negotiations until the strike is over.
Nevertheless, negotiations will take
place with the full knowledge and ap-
proval of the Government. Parliament
is a great standby in times like this.
It is a more real expression of the na-
tional will and sentiment than prob-
ably any Legislature in the world.
Every Britisher growls at it and abuses
it but nevertheless he turns towards it
expectantly in times of trouble and it
has never quite failed him yet. I pre-
dict that Parliament will sooner or later
take a hand unless the Government
finds a way out.

DISCUSSION WANTED.

There can be no more complete de-
monstration of the muddled way in
which we have been landed in this dis-
aster than the fact that, up to the pre-
sent, we have ha dno discussions on
the one question which is responsible
for this grave conflict—the capacity of
the mines to pay existing wages. The
owners say they are working at a loss
and that is true of at least half of the
coal mines of Britain. The miners say
this loss is entirely due, insofar as the
majority of the non-paying mines are
concerned, to gross inefficiency on the
part of the management.

SALVATION ARMY

IN His NAME
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"Western Packing Company
Leases Old Clark Property;
To Test Prospects For Year

Be Drawn From This Vicinity—E. M. Gilland,
Former Province Man, Speaks of Project

THE OLD Clark factory on the Marsh Road has been leased for one year
by the Western Packing Corporation and will be operated as a can-
ning factory during that time as a test period. If the supply of fruit and

vegetables to be drawn from this locality is found sufficient the factory will be |

permanently established.

This statement was given out yes-
lev]ay by E. M. Gilland, representa-
tive of the Western Packing Corpora-
ion, who has spent the last two weeks
in looking over this territory with a
view to the establishment of a new
canning plant owned by the corpora-
tion he represents, which now has
five canning plants in British Columbia.

Harry Beach, who has been  the
superintendent of the canning plant ot
the company located at Victoria, will
arrive in the city next week, amd the
work of equiping the factory will be
undertaken immediately after his ar-
rival.

TO CAN FRUITS, VEGETABLES,

Mr. Gilland stated that the factory
would can fruits and vegetables, mak-
ing strawberries and apples its chief
output. He had already bought several
blocks of fruit for the plant and the
territory, from which the fruit and
vegetables would be drawn, would ex-
tend as far east as Amherst, covering
a considerable portion of Dboth New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia.

The Saint John River Valley district
was expected to supply a large per-
centage of the fruit and vegetables.
In the rush season of the summer time,
Mr. Gilland said, the factory would
probably employ about 300 men and
women, and it was the intention to con-
duct an all the year plant, with jam
and marmalade making during the
winter time.

The new canning com-
pany will occupy the other building.

LEAVE OF APPEAL
GRANTED T0 JEWS

LONDON, May 7—The judicial
committee of the Privy Council today
granted leave of appeal against the
judgment of the Supreme Court of
Canada regarding the education of
Jewish children in Montreal.

The Supreme Court upheld a judg-
ment of the Quebec Court of Appeals
that persons of Jewish faith could not
be appointed to the Protestant Board
of School Commissioners, that the
board was not obliged to appoint Jew-
ish teachers in its schools, and that the
Provincial ILegislature could not pass
legislation providing that persons pro-
fessing the Jewish religion be appoint-
ed to the board.

Fourteen thousand Jewish children
now attend the Protestant schools in
Montreal and Jewish parents have
asked in the Legislature and through
the courts for a voice in the adminis-
tration of educational institutions com-
ing under the Protestant Board cf
School Commissioners.

TTAWA, May 7—A clash ot

authority between provincial |
and federal officers in the seizure |

of liquor was revealed at the cus-
toms probe today. The barge
”~ Tremblay, taken by officers of
the Quebec Liquor Commission
while unloading smuggled liquor
at St. Suplice, Que., on Nov. 20,
1924, was afterwards success-
fully claimed by the Federal cus-
toms authorities with her valu-
able cargo.

The provincial commission claimed
full credit for the seizure. Commis-

sioner Dansereau wrote to the Minister
of Customs that the contraband would
have been successfully landed if tlve
matter had been left to the customs of-
ficers. They had unloaded into the
commission’s warehouse 3800 cases of
the 1,700 cases when the customs, in
the person of the much-discussed J. E.
A. Bisaillon, asserted his claim to the
liquor in the name of the federal auth-
orities.

CLAIM FOR 300 CASES

These 300 cases might have been left
with the provincial board as recom-
pense for its expense in shadowing and
seizing the Tremblay, suggested M.
Dansereau, but Bisaillon was adamnant
and took away the liquor.

Stories of how a dozen men employ-
ed by Bisaillon to unload the Trem-
blay in Montreal “served themselves
copiously” until they were nearly all
drunk, and then took home a tin can
full for the morning, were conveyed
in Mr. Danserean’s letter.

$50,000 BRIBE OFFERED

LONDON, May 7—Another greal
Liberal leader has joined his voice with
that of Lord Oxford and Asquith in
denouncing the strike.

Viscount Grey, of Fallodon, foreign
minister at the outbreak of the Euro-
pean war, has communicated a state-
ment to the British Gazette in which
he says the general strike has raised
an issue in which - the question of
miners’ wages is submerged.

“The issue now,’ he states, “is not
what wages shall be, but whether a
democratic parliamentary government
is to be overthrown. It is by this
democratic government that liberty has
been won and by this alone can it be
maintained.

“The alternatives are Fascism or
Communism. Both of these are fatal
to liberty; neither of them allows a
free press, free speech or freedom of
action, not even to strike.”

“In our March issue,” the letter says,
“we ealled attention to the fact that
Janusary bu%awards were the larg-
est recor ce 1913, with the ex-
ceptipn of January, 1920, when the
priceilevel was abnormally high. With
the publication of the March figures
it betame evident that this volume of
sonstruction was being maintained and
that ‘the volume for the first quarter
of 1926 was the largest since 1913, ex-
cepting 1920. In March the building
volume, as reflected by construction
sontracts awarded, amounted. to - $19,-
779,360, an increase of 48 per cent. over
last year.

MANUFACTURING.

“The principal manufacturing estab-
lishments in Ontario and Quebec, the
industrial centre of Canada, are now
sperating near or at capacity, and or-
jers on the books would indicate full
sapacity until midsummer. Pig iron
production for the three months ending
March was 159.641 tons, or 3\ per cent.
Increase over the first quarter of last
year, while steel produced was 180,458
tons, or 5.5 per cent. over last year.
