AMERICANISMS
The American people have heard some 

plain truths from Mr. John W. Davis, 
former ambassador • to London. He 
makes it clear that the term “American­
ism” ought to be defined, and 
“those who mouth the word most often 
are not those who understand it best.”
Believing that it helps to explain what 
a thing is by saying what it is not, Mr.
Davis says :

“True Americanism does not lie in 
loud declamation or noisy rhetoric, nor 
in boasting of our power and grandeur, 
or parading before mankind our own 
self-righteousness. It does not consist 
in a vast contempt for other nations or 
rude discourtesy in private or official in­
tercourse. There is no real patriotism 
in bad manners.”

Proceeding to Indicate some of the 
things that are not foreign to true Am­
ericanism, Mr. Davis says:

“One may be a very good American 
and still believe that all wisdom will 
not die with us and that other nations 
possess many virtues which we not only 
do not monopolise, but which we can 
well afford to imitate. One may even 
be a very good American without in­
sisting that none bnt American flags 
shall be carried in patriotic parades.
Even the pastime of twisting the lion’s 
tail is not the final and ultimate test of 
devotion to American institutions.
Twice in my life it has been my proud 
pleasure to see on two successive Inde­
pendence Days the Ainwican flag float- in 
ing alongside the banner of Great Bri­
tain on the towers of England’s Houses 
of Parliament I am not aware that 
any Briton thought the display unpatri­
otic or was ashamed to share in such a 
-tribute of respect to a friendly nation.
