Out His Threat

O’Leary’s Deposition Taken; Then He Goes Under
Operation--Prisoner Pluckly Held After Shot Was
Fired--Admits Breaking Into Mowatt’s and Impli-
cates Another--Meanwhile News of Several More
Robberies Comes Out o

Special Officer Frank O’Leary was shot in the side about eleven o'clock
this morning by Jack Bramen, a youth between seventeen and eighteen years
of age after he arrested him in Clarence street on a charge of breaking and
entering H, J. Mowatt’s drug store, Haymarket square.

The shooting took place opposite an alleway leading into Bramen’s house
in St. Patrick street a few yards from the corner of Clarence street. As a
result of the injuries he recefved, O’Leary is in a critical condition in the hos-

pital,

Pluckily, though so desperately wounded, and with blood already surging
through his clothing, O’'Leary clung to his prisoner until help came. Then it was
found that he had his man handcuffed and it is thought he snapped the iron

wristbands on after the shot was fired.

Bramen admitted the Mowatt burglary and implicated Thomas Petrie, for

Ivhom search now is being made.

The shooting of O'Leary caused a sensation about the city and there were
many to express regret about it and to voice a hope that he would come
“through all right. He has won good opinions of late because of his effective

work, }

It is worthy of note that the day also brings out news of several more

burglaries in the city.

Gets on the Trail
—+8pecial Policeman O’Leary, on hear-
{ng of the robbery in Mowatt’s ' drug
store, visited the premises and after con-
sulting “Mr.” Mowatt, came to the con-
clusion that Bramen was mixed up in
the affair. In speaking to a Times re-
porter this morning Mr. Mowat} said he
‘had suspected the boy on a previous oc-
casion when thé store had been broken
intop, but at that time the police did not
with ‘him. After getting the in-
formation O’Leary found the prisoner in
Clarence street. Bramen admitted to him
that he had broken into the store, but
said, “if you arrest me, “I'll shoot you,

so help me God.”

Notwithstanding this threat, O’Leary
proceeded to take the youth to the cen-
tral station but in passing an alleyway
near Bramen’s home, he suddenly drew
a tevolver and fired two shots at the
policeman. One of the bullets struck
O’Leary hitting him in the left
side so that the bullet passed
just  below the heart. Suffering
greatly from .the wound, O’Leary
immediately threw himgelf upon his
youthfu] assailant and ealled for assist-
ance. Frank Mason, a driver for Hayes’
woodyard, who was delivering coal to
Mrs. Lawrenceson on the opposite side
of the street, ran over and was one of
the first on the scene. When he arrived
the handcuffs were already on the pris-
oner and it is thought that O’Leary
managed to put the handcuffs on the
prisoner himself after being shot.

Mr. Mason and his father, Harvey
Mason, with the assistance of others,
held the prisoner until Deputy Jenkins
arrived and took Bramen in charge.

Frank Mason, after leaving the pris-
oner in charge of his father, ran over to
J. V. Holland’s grocery store and from
there the ambulance was called by tele-
phone and central station was also call-
ed.

A Chase

At the time of his arrest Bramen ad-
mitted breaking into the store in com-
any with Thomas Petrie, but the latter
gas not yet been arrested. Leo Blizzard,
who is also a special constable, heard of
the affair while in King square, a short
time after the shooting took place. He
ran down to that vicinity and was the
first man in authority on the spot. As
he was running down Clarence street,
he heard some one call out. “Run Leo,
run and you may catch him.

At 8 o'clock it was said from the
hospital that theé operation on Pol-
iceman O’Leary was succesful and
that he had come through in good
condition, considering its severity,
although his condition is still con-
sidered very serious.

He was still under the anesthetic,
but his rugged - constitution and
splendid physique were battling
strongly against the serious wound
inflicted.

He took his soft hat off his head
and ran down the track with Blizzard
after him. Besides having his hat in one
hand, he had something else in the other
and he swung the two arms at a great
rate as he ran. The article which he car-
ried in his left hand could not be dis-
tinguished but from the - glitter
which shone from it at times, it is sup-
posed to have been a revolver. Blizzard
followed the man to the Ballast wharf
but did not get up to him. Blizzard de-
scribed the man as being tall and slight
and wearing a slouch hat. He could not
be sure who the fugitive was.

O’Leary to the hospital, he was found
lying ‘on the sidewalk with Harvey |
Mason holding him. He appeared to be
weakening fast from loss of blood, which
was running through his clothes. A large
of excited spectators gathered
round him.

1
am his father, O what shall I do,” he
kept calling out as he walked up and
down in front of the alleyway, crying
loudly in his distress.

Bramen is not yet eighteen years of
age. His mother died about five years
ago, and his father married a second
time about two years later. He has
been living with his father and step-
mother, and is the only member of the
family. He has not been working for
some time. It was said this morning
that O’l.eary had been watching the
boy for some time.

Chief Clark immediately dispatched
Deputy Jenkins to the scene and the
deputy after taking the young fellow
in charge, took him to the hospital to
be identified by O’Leary and the police-
man’s deposition was taken in the pres-
ence of Bramen. From the hospital, the
prisoner was taken to central station
where he was searched and the revolver
was taken from him.

Policeman Frederick O’Neil who was
on the Brussels street beat this morning
also assisted in the arrest. He went
into the father’s house, which is in the
alley and brought to the "station the
boy’s cap and a shirt which had been
torn from him at the time of the arrest.
The boy is rather tall for his age and
guite slight. He seemed to take the
matter of his arrest quite coolly when
seen by a Times reporter before he was
arrested by the deputy and Policeman
O’Neil. The revolver with which he
shot O’Leary is a new one and resembles
the ones found by Policeman Ward at

O’Leary’s Sworn Deposition

Magistrate Ritchie, Police Clerk George Henderson and the prisoner, Jack
Bramen, the later in charge of Sergt. Hastings, went to the hospital
noon today for the purpose of taking Policeman O’Leary’s deposition. With
great effort ’Leary was able to tell briefly the story of the shooting. .On
account of his weakened condition the hearing of his testimony was confined
Commissioner McLellan and Rev. Myles P. Howland
were also present while the deposition was being taken.

The substance of Policeman O’Leary’s deposition was as follows:

“] am a special police officer in the city of St. John. I*arrested Bramen
I told him what he was béing arrested for
and warned him that anything he said might he used against him. He ad-
mitted breaking into Mowatt’s drug store together with another man named
‘If you arrest me, 'l shoot you, so help
me, God.! I proceeded to arrest him and he shot me in the side and then fired

This concluded O’Leary’s deposition and Bramen was asked by the mag-
istrate if he had any questions to ask.. The prisoner replied in the negative,
and the party left the room in which the wounded man lay.

Soon afterwards O’Leary was taken to the operating room and about one

It is believed by the police that the
break into the store of James G. Carle-
ton, dry goods merchant in Waterloo
street, which was also entered early
Sunday morning, may be solved.

Quite a sum of
money is said to have been overlooked
by the thief or thieves in the Carleton
store and they got but little to reward
them after their forcing an entrance.

The Wounded Man

Frank O’Leary was sworn in a mem-
ber of the police force on May 8, 1911,
He had previous to that time been en-
gaged at ’longshore work. He has been
a valued . member of the force for the
last three years, remaining on the
strength until about a month ago. Lat-
terly he was appointed in a special
capacity as plain-clothes man by the
department of public safety. Here his
ability as an officer has been particular-
ly marked, and he was responsible in
clearing up several cases. He is the only
son of Mr. and Mrs. John O’Leary. of
Brittain street. The happening of to-
day will cause the hands of their large
number of friends to be.extended to
them in sympathy.

REFORM OF THE
HOUSE OF LORDS

Asquith To Outline Proposals
This Month

WoT N EFFECT THIS YEAR

Other Churches to Have Represen-
tation—Party in Power Likely
to Have Right to Nominate One
Third of Upper House

London, July 6—During July Prime
Minister Asquith will lay before the
House of Commons the proposals of the
government for a constitution of a new
second chamber to . take place of the
House of Lords. It is not expected
that any attempt will be made this year
to translate these proposals into law, but

.| they are being made in accordance with -

a promise in the king’s speech at the
opening of parliament that they would
be submitted for consideration during
the present session.

While the scheme is not yet complete
it is known that the hereditary principle,
which even many Unionists oppouse, will
be largely or entirely eliminated, and
that the other churches of the kingdom -
will be given similar representation to
that now enjoyed by the Establshed
Church 'in England. What the Liberal
party, except those opposed to any sec<
ond ‘chamber at -all; aims at is to secure
that the new second chamber shali, to a
large extent, be in union with the House
of Commons. In order to obtain this it
is probable that every freshly elected
House of Commons will have the right
to nominate a certain proportion, per-
haps one-third of the!'second. chantber,
Thus if a House of Commons is Liberal,
so ‘will be the other branch of the legis~
lature, and if, on the  other hand, it
should be-Conservative, it will. he”able--
to constitute the second chamber in har-
mony with its own views.

As the House of Commons is becom-
ing more and more a house of groups,
it would follow that the various groups
would have to see Laborites, Socialists
and Irish Nationalists seated on '‘the

.| benches now sacred to peers of the realm

If this plan were adopted it would be
a question whether it would be. neces-
sary to continue those provisions of the
parliament act, which prohibit the upper
house from vetoing House of Commons
bills more than twice. i ;

However, this is one of the tremendous
tasks which the Liberal party has un-
dertaken and to <carry which it must
benches now sacred to the peers of the
Unionist party, the church, the present
peers, but that great body of English
conservatism which will brook no change
in established things and customs.

JJSEPH CHAMBERLAIN'S
FUNERAL AT BIRMINGHAM

attended by the Lord Mayor of Birm-
ingham, the members of the city council
and other city dignitaries. Apart from
these the mourners at the church and
cemetery consisted solely of members
of the Chamberlain family, as the late
statesman had expressed the desire that
his funeral should be frée from every-
thing of a public nature.

Nothing could, however, prevent a
great crowd of citizens of Birmingham
from lining the route.

London, July 6—Simultaneously with
the burial in Birmingham memorial ser-
vices for the late Joseph Chamberlain
were held in St. | Margaret’s Church,
Westminster Premier Asquith, the
members of his cabinet, of the late Mr.
Chamberlain’s colleagues in the House of
Commons, members of the House of
lLoords and of the foreign diplomatic
corps together with a large number of
persons prominent in the official and
social life of capital attended. A service
also was held in the Church of St. Law-
rence Jewrey, which adjoins the Guild
Hall of the city of London and in which
parish the late statesman’s ancestors
lived for many years.

Matter of Payment Only For
What You Get

“The Payment for Fggs According to
Quality” is the subject of pamphlet No.
6 of the poultry .division of the Live
Stock. Branch, Ottawa, prepared by W.
A. Brown, J. H. Hare, and W. H. Ault.
This pamphlet points out that as a re-
Sult of the ‘flat rate’ or ‘case count’ sys-
tem of purchasing, Canadian farmers,
during the past ten years, have lost an-
nually large sums of money through
marketing many bad and inferior eggs.
Investigation into this phase of the
poultry industry evinced the fact that,
while the wholesalers were not them-
selves directly responsible for the losses
and shrinkage, they had at their dispos-
a] the most effective means for improve-
ment, viz.: the making of a difference,
not only between the prices paid for
good and bad eggs, but also between
the prices paid for the various grades
of good eggs.

The objects of this pamphlet are to
encourage the grading of eggs, which
can be done only by the use of an egg
tester; the payment for eggs according
to quality, thus placing a premium on
first class eggs; and the adoption of a
uniform system of marketing, which
would protect not only the producer and
the consumer but also the merchant.

GERMAN ACTRESS AND
AGTRESSES HARSHLY
TREATED; TOLD IN COURT

Berlin, July 6—An astonishing com-
.mentary upon the conditions in the Ger-
man theatrical world, has been furnish-
ed by a libel suit at Munich.

Ernst Schrumpf, director of the Mu-
nich Folk’s Theatre, brought action
against the publisher of a magazine de-
voted to stage affairs who had accused
Schrumpf of mistreatment of his em-
ployes. The testimony at the trial dis-
closed conditions which moved the pre-
siding judge to declare that “we have
experience a great deal in this court
room, but never before such testimony as
this process has brought to light. The
poorest workingmen ‘are better off than
these actors. Workingmen would not en-
dure such treatment.”

Uncontradicted testimony showed that
Schrumpf was accustomed to strike and
kick actors and to lash them with a
whip; that actresses were engaged at a
salary of $15 to $22.50 monthly- and re-
quired to furnish their own wardrobes,
although the theatre was extremely
profitable and Schrumpf had become rich
through its management; that the direc-
tor had declared in the presence of the
whole company that “it is a pity that
we are not in Russia, so I could walk
into you with a knout.” that he had
struck a woman prompter in the face
with a bunch of keys—(German keys
are so big and heavy that a bunch of
them is almost a deadly weapon). The
testimony concerning the plaintiff’s con-
duct toward the women of his company
was of such a nature that the public
was excluded from the courtroom while
it was being given.

Shackleton’s Menu For South
Polar Trip

BEST EVER, SAYS LEADER

Thirty six Ounces a Day For Each
Man, But Selected to do Special
Work — Travel Where Man
Never Yet Has Been

London July 6—All the provisions for
Sir Ernest Shackleton’s trip across the
South Polar continent are to be packed
in sausage skins. “They are the most
nutritious part of the composition,” says
Sir Ernest. “We tried them in Norway
but did notysucceed. We shall no doubt

do better at the South Pole when we are
hungry.”

The menu prepared for the party is
not an enticing one. It has been decided
upon, however, under the advice of the
Royal Army Medical College and is
made up of food that is easy to trans-
port and at the same time will keep the
'body warm and’strong. The rations will
be thirty-six ounces a day, compared
with the average of three pounds a day
eaten by the ordinary person. Waste has
been elimihated from the ‘rations of the
explorers.

‘There will be daylight during the
whole five months during which the
party will be on the march so the or-
dinary day of twenty-four hours will be
disregarded, and a new day of nineteen
hours established. Supposing the hour
for rising on the first day is seven
o’clock, the time table will work out on
these lines:— 3

7-8 A. M.—Preparations for the start
and breakfast, consisting of three ounces
of lard per man, two ounces of sugar,
one ounce of dried milk, wheat portein
and oats.

8-12 A. M.—March.

12-1 P. M.—Rest and lunch, consist-
ing of nut food, ecomposed of Brazils,
almonds, and . beach nuts, mixed with
oil; and dried milk; oats.

1-5 P. M.—March.

2-7 P. M.—Piteh camp, rest, and take
dinner, consisting of the same food in
the same quantity as breakfast,

7 P. M. to 2 A. M—Sleep.

The same round of nineteen hours will
then be repeated.

Sir Ernest explains that the lard and

The organi-
zation is perfect so far as human ingenu-
ity can devise. They are allowing fifteen
days’ food for %blizzards, but they can
go on much shorter rations if necessary.
To carry the food motor sledges with
aerial propellors will be used for the first
time, and in addition there will be one
hundred Canadian dogs, which can carry
100 pounds each.

For protection while sleeping a sleep-
ing hood, something after the fashion of
an automobile Hood. is to be used. This
| weighs thirty-seven, pounds and accom-
modates six men, whereas the old tents
weighed thirty pounds and accommodat-
ed three people.

The first 900 miles of the journey will
be across land, never before covered by
man, and it is here that the chief diffi-
culties are looked for. With the last 800
miles Sir Ernest is fairly familiar having
crossed and re-crossed it on his trip to
the pole.

The two ships for the expedition, one
to take his party out to the Weddell sea
and the other to bring them home from
the other side of the continent, the Au-
rora and the Endurance, are now getting
ready for their voyages. The latter is in
london and the former in New Zealand.

But why does the Standard regard
with horror the comparatively small ex-
penditure on a Royal Commission and
view with complacency the more than
865,000 of blackmail secured from the
lumbermen, and the enormous amount of
public money squandered on the St. John
Valley Railway? That journal makes
a fierce attack upon this newspaper be-
cause of what it has said about the ne-
cessity of procuring the evidence of cer-
tain witnesses, and because it has asked
what steps the government has taken to
ensure the production of that evidence.
If the Standard will read carefully an
editorial in: Saturday evening’s Globe,
from which iteoccasionally quotes with
great approval, it Will see that the Globe
is quite as insistent as the Times or
Telegraph in demanding that every pos-
sible step be taken to bring the absent
witnesses before the Commission, and
the Globe also points out that delay in
securing the attendance of these men
cannot have any other effect than that
of arousing suspicion and creating a very
bad impression. Let us have more evi-
dence and less abuse.

THE TRUTH ABOUT IT

Mr. F. B. Carvell hes made another
strong éffort to get Mr. W. H. Berry to
return to the province and give evidence
before the Royal Commission. At the
request of Mr. Berry, Mr. Carvell went
to Calais on Saturday and spent two
hours with him, and urged him with
every possible argument to appear before
the Royal Commission. Mr. Carvell
expresses the opinion that only the gov-
ernment can now ensure the presence of
this witness.

The Standard this morning describes
Mr. Carvell as sitting “cheek by Jjowl”
with Mr. Berry as his guest at a Calais
hotel, and regards the announcement as
worthy of large type. If the Standard
had been able to tell its readers that a
member of the government had gone
over to plead with Mr. Berry to return
to the province it would have been wor-
thy of even larger type. The unhappy
state of its friends is made more clearly
manifest every day by the clumsy at-
tempts of the Standard to deal with the
situation.

Mr. Carvell was not successful in his
efforts to secure the evidence of Mr.
Berry, but he was able on Saturday to
have a subpoena served upon Mr. A. R.
Gould. If instead of abusing Mr. Car-
vell the Standard and its friends will ald
him in bringing out the evidence they
will make themselves much less ridicu-
lous, and perhaps do something to over-
come a suspicion which daily grows
more pronounced.

CITY AND COUNTRY.

Mr. F. Maclure Sclanders, in an inter-
view published recently in The Telegraph,
dwelt upon the relation of the city busi-
ness man to the farmer, and of the pros-
perity of the city to the prosperity of
the rural community. He tells us that
in the western provinces, where new cit-
fes are springing up, the people in those
cities are realizing more and more clear-
ly how much their prosperity depends
upon the productiveness of the surround-
ing country. If the farmers are pros-
perous there is more produce to ship
and more money to spend. If the farm-
ers are discouraged and are not utilizing
their land to anything like the limit of
its productivity, being perhaps handi-
capped by lack of capital to get the
necessary ¥mplements, live stock and
seed, the city cannot but feel the effect.
If the middleman prevents the farmer
from getting fair returns, and at the
same tlme causes the city consumer to
pay for his produce, both city and
country suffer. It is therefore to the ad-
vantage of the city business men not
only to encourage the farmers to pro-
duce more, but to aid them in getting
the best available market. It is also ad-
vantageous to have co-operation among
the farmers, and the city business men

If a better recognition by business men
of the benefits to be derived from back-
ing the farmers produces good results in
western cities, the same result would
be achieved by similar action in the east-
ern provinces. This subject has been
discussed in a desultory fashion in St
John from time to time, but no group
of active business men has ever serious-
ly taken up the question in the manner

Turkey Orders No Notices in Hebrew
on Dead Walls of Palestine

Jerusalem, July 4—The Turkish gov-
ernment has issued orders against post-

ing notices in Hebrew upon the dead|"
‘| walls. of cities of Palestine.

The action
is believed to indicate ¢oncern on the
part of the authorities over the remark-
able revival of the Hebrew language.

Although up to thirty years ago
classic Hebrew was not ordinarily used
by the Jews of Palestine, it is now the
common language of tens of thousands
of people in Palestine. It is the medium
of instruction in many schools, and
newspapers, street car tickets and shop-
keepers’ signs are in Hebrew. It is
therefore apparent that the authorities
will have a hard time if they propose
to check the spread of the language.-

The reviva] of the pure Biblical ton-
gue has been, in a measure, forced -on
the Palestine Jews for reasons apart
from the sentimental. Immigration from
other parts of the world, particularly
of 18,000 Yiddish speaking Jews from
Russia, some years ugo, made a com-
mon means of communication necesasry.
Yiddish is not understood by the natives
here, while all Jews know something of
Hebrew.

The Zionist movement, aimed at re-
storing Palestine to the Jewish race, has
done much to finance the Hebrew
schools, and is now raising a fund to
endow a Hebrew University at Jerus-

Project to Have Convicts' Eamings

Ottawa, July 4—Legislation providing
for the reform of the penitentiary sys-
tem in Canada will be introduced next
session by the minister of justice if the

istudy which he is now giving to the
'question can be completed before parlia-
! ment reassembles.

T'his legislation will
probably affect all penitentiaries in Can-
ada, both as regards the system of dis-
cipline and the employment of prison-
ers, the classification of convicts, and
the treatment of the criminal insane,
It is hoped that some system will be

!found under which convicts undergoing
'sentence in the penitentiary can be em-

ployed and their earnings applied in
part to the maintenance of those de-
pendent upon them. In the adoption
of such a system care would be taken
to provide against any unequal competi-
tion with industries. In England, it is
understood, a method has been devised
whereby certain commodities used in the
government service are manufactured by
prison labor, It is thought that this
plan might be adapted to conditions in
Canada. It is not the view of the min-
ister of justice so to alter the penal sys-
tem as to provide desirable resorts for
the criminal classes, but while institut-

A year ago Dr. Delbrack, who now
holds Posadowsky’s portfelio, threatened
that if Prussia did not improve  her
housing, .the empire would intervene.
This threat made the réformers hurry
up. The Prussian and other state gov-
ernments set to preparing bills; and
private, organizations 'ané individuals be-
gan to compete with #hem in proposing
plans of betterment, ==

Mainly the refogngrﬁgz"  fighting the
specific evils which spr! rom ‘4 brand-
new urban civilization. Bvery fifth Ger-
man lives in a town .of more ‘than 100,~
000 population. Housing on the land is
fairly satisfactory, but in the great cit-
ies it is worse than in England, America,
Belgium, Holland, and, in some respects,
France. Germany’s broad, straight
streets and imposing facades which
arouse foreign admiration, are a rich
source of evil; for they have brought
terrifically high rents, unhygienic con-
struction, and unexampléd overerowding.
This is the fault 'of the town-planners,
who copied the concentrated building
system of Paris and Vienna, a system
devised for mediaeval fortified towns and
useless for Berlin, which has no forti-
fications.

By planning broad streets and deep
blocks, the town-planners compelled the
construction of five-storied apartment
houses instead of the dispersed one-fam-
ily houses of England, America, Hol-
land and Belgium. The so-called “flat-
barracks” dominates. The average Ber-
lin house shelters eighty-two persons, as
against seven persons per house in Lon-
don and Antwerp. Crown Prince Wil-
liam, afterwards William I, agitated
against this system, but the town-plan-
ners won.

A Bad System

On hygienic, social, moral and eco-
nomic grounds the big apartment house
system is universally condemned. The
apartment houses are unhealthy, being
excessively hot in summer, thus con-
ditioning high infant mortality. Half

| the apartments look on to airless, light-

less courtyards. The workking-class
apartment houses have no elevators. The
bad results are proved by the fact that
the mortality of women and of sufferers
from heart disease Increases with each
floor. The apartment-house prevents
the ownership of a home; turns people
into nomads; produces overcrowding and
makes for higher rents. The possibility
of crowding twenty apartment dwellings
on a plot of land sufficient for only two
or three one-family houses has raised
Doctor Sydow,
minister of commerce, told Prussia’s Diet
in last January that building land on
the outskirts of Berlin was from twelve
to fifteen times dearer than on the out-
skirts of Londgn. The working-class
family which, under the forelgn one-
family house #stem, has four or five
small rooms, in Germany crowds into
an apartment of one or two rooms and
a kitchen.

What this means may be judged from
Berlin statistics. Of half a million
apartments, 240,000 consist of only one
heatable room, -with or without a kitch-
en. Forty-five per cent of the popu-
lation lives in one-roomed apartments.
In these proceeds the whole family live.
In apartments with not more than two
rooms, live 77 per cent of the population.
Two hundred thousand persons live six
or seven in a room. Even the one-room
apartments are not always sacred to a
single family. A fifth of the families
living in one-roomed apartments take in
lodgers.

Nearly half the apartments open on
to courtyards, mostly so narrow and
dark that only the upper story apart-
ments get sufficient light and air. Con-
ditions are aggravated by the absence of
a housing inspection law. The police in-

ures against these evils. Her methods
are three: Frstly, new housing laws;
secondly, a campaign by the municipali-
ties against high rents and housing fam-
ilies; thirdly, the building of workmen’s
dwellings out of public funds.

In the first Prussia is leading. Before
the Prussian Diet is a,bill which attacks
the old system of town-planning, and in-
stitutes housing inspection on the lines
laid down by the British public health:
act. The present rigid system of town-
planning is to be reformed on the prin-
ciple of free trade in house building.
Hitherté municipalities have often used
their restrictive powers to prevent the
construction of working-class dwellings.
Their aim was to attract rich residents.
They took advantage of the right they
possessed to prohibit building altogether,
and make théir approval conditional on
the building of houses with expensive
apartments. Prussia’s new housing bill
declares that wherever working-class
houses, are needed the municipalities can-
not withhold their consent. Years ago
Count Posadowsky, who is, Germany’s
chief housing expert, demanded this re-
form. He described the right to build
working-class houses freely as “the
workman’s charter against middle-class
exclusiveness.”

Next in Prussia’s new housing bill
comes a great system of inspection. In
future every Prussian city with more
than 100,000 inhabitants will have to
maintain a municipal housing bureau, or
to join with neighboring or suburban
municipalities to maintain a bureau in
common. Towns with fewer than 100,-
000 inhabitants will maintain housing
bureaux if the local administrative au-
thorities consider it desirable.

The new housing bureaux will be man-
aged and staffed by specially trained of-
ficials, They will have two main func-
tions. The most important is the in-
spection of private dwelling houses. The
municipal officials will have the right
to enter without invitation any dwelling
in Prussia except the Kaiser’s palaces,
the barracks, and other buildings which
are already subject to inspection by
some public authority. The householder
will have to give the officials all informa-
tion. Well-to-do people dislike this
clause. In the few towns where a
housing inspection system already ex-
ists, it is- confined to small apartments
occupied by working men. In future the
rich also will have to admit the hous-
ing inspector.

Finding the Homes

The second function of the municipal
housing bureau will be to act as unpaid
house-agents; and find . dwellings = for
working men. This form of activity as
carried \on by the “house indicator,” al-
ready exists in a few munlicipalities. It is
one of the most practical and helpful of
all Prussian housing reforms.- The
“house indicator” office keeps a registcr
of all vacant, and to be vacant, houses
and apartments in the town; and it puts
this register at the disposal of working
men, Minute details are registered. Re-
cord is made of the number of rooms in
the apartment, their size, the maximum
number of persons that may occupy
them under public health regulations, the
rent, the special terms of the landlord.

Some indicators send agents to make
plans of the.n.partments. There is a
system.of filing and indexing which
makes it possible to lay hands at once on
the addresses of all the apartments like-
ly to suit an applicant. The busy man,
instead of_goipg to numerous agents and
wasting his time by personally examin-
ing apartments which are altogether un-
suitable, calls at the indicator bureau,

gets a bird’s eye view of only such apart-
ments as-satisfy his wants, and - need

personally . examine only these.
charge is made.

The indicators are economically run.
The cost per applicant sdited works out
at about thirty cents. Stuttgart com-
pels house owners to Tegister every
dwelling immediately .it becomes vacant.
The indicators have a potent effect on
improving houding. They enable work-
ing men to see at once the conditions of
the housing market in different parts of
the city, and they prevent the occur-
rence of housing famines with high rents
in one district at times when there are
many vacant dwellings in a district a
short ‘distance away. The Prussian hous-
ing bill provides that where the admin-
istrative authorities find it negessary, the
new housing bureau must maintain
housing indicartors.

Money for Building

A powerful influence for the improve-
ment of German housing 1s being exer-
cised by the state social insurance sys-
tem. The insurance organizations have
become capitalizers of the movement for
providing working-class dwellings. They
possess enormous accumulated funds for
which they must find investments; and
a safe investment is found in loans for
building. . The state msurance bureau
reason that by enabling the workers to
build  d@nd ‘own their own houses, the
level of public health will be improved;
and the claims on the bureau for sick-
ness and invalidity will be diminished.
Up to date $95,000,000 has been lent by
the insurance bureaux to individuals,
municipalities, and private societies for
the building of working-class houses.
The money is lent at from 8 to 8, per
cent and is secured on the building plot
and the new house. As a rule the loan
must not exceed two-thirds the value of
the land and building. The borrower
pays off annually 112 per cent until the
amount of debt outstanding is reduced
to half the value of the security.

This cheap credit i1s conflned to real
working-class housing. Rigid rules pre-
vent it being used by speculators. The
house must-be satisfactorily designed as
working-class dwellings, and must con-
tain not more than two apartments. This
is an attack on the big apartment-house
system. The beneficiaries must be gen-
nine residents who are insured in the
local state insurance bureau, and the
houses must be intended for their per-
sona] residence. No person may own
more than one house built on insurance
credit.

Where the house contains only one
dwelling it may not be sublet except to
near relations; where It contains two,
the tenant of the second must have the
same qualifications as the house-ownes.
By a combination of this system with
life insurance the workman and his fam-
ily are guaranteed permanent possession.
The workman insures his life with the
mortgagee (who is the state insurance
bureau), on the terms that if he dies any
time after gaining possession, the house
will remain free of mortgage for his
family, and that if he lives for twenty-
five or thirty years the mortgage will be
paid off. The only thing that can
threaten his possession is a sickness
which would prevent him paying the
premiums. Against this risk he again
insures so as to draw during sickness a
sufficient pemsion to pay the life prem-
ium.

Privy Councillor von Schmoller, one, of
the greatest economists and an inspirer
of the Bismarckian sgcial reforms, first
gave the, spur to this form of combined
insurance and housing. As a result of
his initiative vast numbers of model
dwellings_are being provided for fam-
ilies which in no other way could get
capita] to build their own houses. The
system flourishes mostly in Westphalia,
the Rhine province and Hanover. In
Hanover 47,000 workmen’s houses have
been provided, the homes of ahout 250,
000 persons. .Berlin’s second wmayor,
Burgermeister Reicke, advocates a plan
of housing Berlin’s population out of in-

Other states than Prussia are legislat-
ing and working in the same direction.
Bavaria will check the building of apart-
ment houses by changing the police
building laws. Saxony will prevent mun-
icipalities favoring the construction of
dear and large apartments to the ex-
clusion of working men: These state
initiatives have checked the demand for
an imperial housing law for all Germ-
any; but such a law, say experts, is
bound to come in a few years.

Farm Lads Best

Berlin, July 6—Of every 100 persons
subject to military duty in Germany,
58.9 per cent. of the farmer lads are fit
for service, against 81.9 per cent. in Ber-
lin proper, which shows the smallest per
centage of able-bodied youths of any
place in the empire. The statistics, which
are for the year 1912 have just been
made public.

F. B. Carvell Spends Two Hours In-
Effort To Persuade Berry To Return
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Goes To Calais at Berry’s Request, But
Fails To Secure His Promise To Come
Back — Only Government Can Get
Him—Subpoena Served on Gould

The Standard this morning printed in
large type on its first page the following:
Carvell “Cheek by Jowl” With

Berry
St. Stephen, N. B, July 5—(Speci-

al)—Frank B. Carvell and John M.

Stevens were guests of Willard H.

Berry at the St. Croix hotel in Cal-

ais Saturday afternoon.

The Times this morning called up Mr.
Carvell at his home 'in Woodstock. Mr.
Carvell said:

“It is quite true that I saw Mr. Berry
in Calais on Saturday. I went there at
his request. I spent two hours with him,
and presented every argument I could
in an endeavor to persuade him to return
to New Brunswick and give evidence
before the Royal Commission. I asked
him if he would return if he were guar-
anteed safe conduct in and out of the
province. Accompanied by. John M.
Stevens 1 went to the attorney-general

and secured from him a promise to give
Mr. Berry safe conduct, and conveyed
the message to Mr. Berry. He still refus-
ed, however, to come, and I am now in-
clined to believe that he will not come J
and that only the government can bring
him. Mr. Berry came to Calais at the ur-
gent request “of Frank Todd, who has
been endeavoring to get higg to come
back ever since he went away.”

If, therefore, Mr. Carvell was “chesk
by jowl” with Mr. Berry, it was in an
effort to secure the presence of the most
important witness in the timber lease in-
quiry.

It may be added that at the instance
of Mr. Carvell, and not of the provincial
government or Mr. Flemming, A. R.
Gould of the Valley railway was served
with a subpoena at Debec Junction on
Saturday. Mr. Gould promised to be on
hand when the commission meets again
on July 15.

Several changes have been made in
the Canadian customs tariff this year,
the most important of which came into
force on April 7, but all goods actually
purchased on or before April 6 and
entered for duty before the first of the
present month would come in at the rate
of duty prevailing before the amend-
ment -came into force. ;

To Schedule A, of the customs tariff
have been added the following sections
(rates quoted are British preferential
tariff, intermediate tarif and general
tariff, respectively:

Among the most notable increases in
the tariff is the rate on chloride of lime
and hypochlorite of lime, which, under
the old tariff was admitted free of duty,
