Mr. Borden at an early hour this 

morning applied the gag in the parliament 
of Canada to enforce the policy of tribute 
aa the naval policy of thin country. Here 
ie what Mr. Borden said about that policy 
in London on July let, 1900, aa reported 
by the London Times:—

“X am aware that some feeling has been 
created in the British Isles owing to the 
fact that Canada did not by resolution or 
by speech from the prime minister vouch­
safe the offer of one, two or three Dread­
noughts. I think the resolution in the 
form in which it was passed, while its 
terms might not upon the surface seem as 
significant at the moment a* the offer of 
one or two Dreadnoughts would have been 
—laid down a permanent policy for the 
Dominion of Canada upon which both 
parties united and which would serve a 
more practical purpose than any such offer 
of Dreadnoughts. The effect of the resolu­
tions which were passed are: (1) That they 
recognize the duty of Canada to take her 
share in imperial defence as her wealth 
find importance increased; (2) that the 
payment of regular and periodical contri­
butions to the imperial treasury is not, as 
far as Canada is concerned, the meet satis­
factory solution of the problem of imper­
ial defence; (3) that the house approves of 
an expenditure necessary for the speedy 
establishment of a Canadian Navy in close 
relation to and in co-operation with the 
imperial navy and along the lines suggested 
by the admiralty at the last imperial con­
ference; and (4) that the Canadian people 
are prepared to make any sacrifices neces­
sary for the purpose of co-operating with 
the imperial navy in maintaining the in­
tegrity of the empire and its naval suprem­
acy-

Ottawa, Ont., May 9—In the most 

furious scene ever witnessed in the Can­
adian parliament the naval bill was re­
ported from committee this morning and 
Speaker Sproule followed the mace out of 
the chamber amid Liberal cries of 
“Shams!" Sir Wilfrid Laurier leading.

The first application of closure came at 
two o’clock, on the motion of Premier 
Borden. It showed the house seething 
with passion, which time after time 
threatened to develop physical conflict.

Chairman Blondin was openly charged 
by Doctor Pugsley • with having made a 
false report to the speaker.

Hon. Frank Oliver advanced from hie 
seat to the chair of the speaker and de­
clared that "the rights of this house have 
been usurped.** “Gag” was shouted for 
minutes continuously, at Premier Borden.

Speaker Blandin# declaration that the 
motion to report tbs bill had bean 
tied could not be heard. The shouting 
was too great.

No man heard hie report to the speak­
er. Only his motions indicated what was 
being done. The speakers declaration that 
he had received the bill was lost in cries 
of "gag.”

Great Number There
A great crowd gathered to see the first 

actual operation of the new closure rule, 
and remained Until the end, held by the 
sight of determined men struggling, each 
aide to have its way. Time after time 
Chairman Blondin sought to ignore men 
on the Liberal side, and time after time, 
a furious protest drove him back to his 
seat, while the Liberale held the floor and 
filed their protests.

Doctor Pugsley, E. M. Macdonald, F. 

German, G. H. Bovin 
Doctor Belaud and others defied him to 
override them by refusal of recognition, 
and their force and determination enabled 
them to carry their point.

The Liberals demanded a vote and 
count upon each of them. Each time the 
government had a majority. The majori­
ties ranged from thirty to thirty-four all 
through. Its normal majority is in the 
vicinity of fifty. It was evident that 
many government members had absented 
themselves from the house to avoid the 
vote.

NThe Crisp, Tasty Toast VOne of the branches of the suffragist’s 
family tree may be traced back to a ma­
ternal ancestor as seemingly innocent of 
overshadowing intentions as an acorn.

This ancestor was called the Ladies’ 
Missionary Society.

The ladies of the missionary society 
ceded little to parliamentary practice as 
used by “the gentlemen;” but there 
a president, who handled a motion as gin­
gerly as a lighted cigar, and the meetings 
were announced from the pulpit.

They talked and sewed and prayed, and 
fed their lords and masters with incompar­
able missionary euppens, and somehow the 
few poor were clothed and the distant 
heathen converted,—in spots.

The Missionary Society had & bevy of 
young sisters. Girls' friendlies, flower mis­
sions and the like, for those who even 
then yearned for a more direct influence, 
and whose imagination was staggered by 
the Hottentot.

These sisters affected such parliament­
ary frills as vice-presidents, secretaries and 
always anxious treasurers, but results 
sporadic.

In the process of time the more advanc­
ed ladies of the Missionary Society sub- 
etinted their own mental outlook for the 
home and foreign fields, and the. Woman’s 
Literary Club.

Note, it was the Ladies’ Missionary 
Society, but the Women’s Literary dub.

There were Browning Societies and 
Shakespeare classes, and they all wallow­
ed in culture with a capital C.'

Some daring spirit added history to 
literature. History is past politic». At 
this point the acorn sprouted its .first un­
mistakable oak leaf.

Other leaves followed rapidly : the lit­
erary club advanced a science section and 
a1 division of sociology.

The purely literary ladies still clustered 
around Hamlet’s madness or the intrica­
cies of Bordello, and the history ladies 
diligently learned that revolution is suc­
cessful rebellion, but the sociological ladies 
peered far afield. From Adam Smith they 
evolved to sanitation and schools, and met 
practical conditions face to face.

Then the civic leagues and the civic 
study clubs came into being.

The literary club, with its various 
branches, taught the ladies who had be­
come women many things.

They have grown alarmingly proficient 
in parliamentary law, and put the ques­
tion as nonchalantly as they sew on a 
button, or rise to points of order as casu­
ally as from a dinner table. Roberts’ 
rules of order stands beside their Bibles 
and their Brownings.

They have learned the value of organiz­
ation, and have covered the land with a 
network of federation which the woman 
voter will yet rise up and call Messed.

Moreover, they have learned to talk— 
and to think—on their feet.

The Ladies’ Missionary Society did not 
die at the birth of the literary club, but 
works by the side of her daughter and 
of her grand-daughter, the civic leaghe; 
and, though protesting, with her very vali­
ant great-grand-daughter, the Suffrage 
club.

The workers for civic betterment, fight­
ing like their mother and their grand­
mothers to make the world a better place 
for their children to live in, find them­
selves deadlocked.

Many of them see the uselessness of 
bumping their poor heads against, the 
stone wall of political indifference; of 
breaking their tired backs dipping water 
with the sieve of indirect influence. When 
they appeal to Brother Man-in-power to 
help, they are told not to knock their 
town by even whispering that a clean-up 
day is needed ; to stop their everlasting 
buzzing about the fly. The Lord made 
the fly for some good purpose, 
must swat, for heaven’s sake swat quiet­
ly at home.

Thus the Suffragist sprang into life. She 
is working fUr the same ends, dreaming 
the same dreams, but she has said to her 
mother and to her grandmothers: “Go on, 
if you must, digging the ditch with your 
fingers. Down the ages you have scratch­
ed a widening furrow, and yon have grown 
used to torn hands; but I am going to 
stop this tiresome clawing. I am going 
to get a shovel.”

It is owing 
to women that the city has its present 
intense civic life. Formerly municipal 
affairs were treated with indifference by 
most citizens. In 1875-95 only about 62 
per cent of voters took the trouble to 
vote. When women became active in 
civic affaire this indifference disappeared, 
and at the election of March 89 per cent 
of the population of both sexes voted. Of 
women voters on the list 93 per cent 
voted. This proportion is considerably 
higher than the proportion of men. Copen­
hagen’s example shows the fallacy of the 
old objection that it ie no use giving wo­
men the vote as they will never use it.

In January, 1892, on the eve of his 
marriage to Miss Elizabeth Chapman. in 
whose favor he had made a will, Mr. Lid­
derdale drew $5.000 in bank note» from 
his private banking account and journeyed 
to London, where, it is said, he met Miss 
Vining. It was said that he boarded Miss 
Vinning’e yacht Foresight and a year later 
a death notice appeared in the London 
newspapers saying he had died on the 
yacht as the result of an accident.

Miss Vining had been described as a 
wealthy and eccentric Creole. Numerous 
advertisements have appeared in the news­
papers asking for proofs of Mr. Lidder- 
dale’a death, but have produced no re­
plies. Miss Vining is said to be still liv­
ing, but where no one seems to know. 
The heirs of Mr. Lidderdale are now 
seeking to prove his death in order to se­
cure a life insurance of $10,000.

It is described as a pendulum 
seat, and the way it is attached under 
the frame at a certain point between the 
propeller and the horizontal rudders in­
fluences the centre of gravity, which is 
maintained constantly at a fixed point by 
the movements of the pendulum seat.

Two levers, which are worked auto­
matically as the pendulum seat swings, 
keep the wings and the rudders constantly 
in the position required for maintaining 
the stability of the aeroplane.

M. Moreau studied the flight of birds, 
and came to the conclusion that the com­
bined mechanism of a crow’s wings and 
tail, for instance, worked automatically 
against the wind, and it was only a ques­
tion of trying to discover the secrèt by 
judicious combinations. He made a model 
aeroplane with a surface of one yakfi, 
which confirmed his impressions as it sail­
ed through the air almost without a pro­
peller. He made a larger model, and the 
same principles were successfully illus­
trated. He then constructed an aeroplane 
with a motor, and was able to fly over 
Melun without putting h» hand to any 
of the levers.

So satisfied was he with his success that 
he asked the military authorities to ex­
amine his invention. General Hirschauer 
sent Lieutenant Saulier to examine it, and 
the officer made a flight with M. Moreau 
and was entirely convinced. Lieutenant 
Saulier sat during the flight beside the 
pilot. The basket swung to and fro eas­
ily, while the pilot kept his arms folded 
and simply steered the machine by touch­
ing a lever with his foot. Lieutenant Saul­
ier drew up a favorable report, but so far 
the military authorities have not taken 
advantage of the inventor’s offer. This is 
perhaps due only to the usual slowness 
with which public administrations take up 
matters of this kind.

London, May 9—I have just had put in­

to my hand a book which recalls some of 
my early recollections. It is the life of 
the Prince Imperial, by M. Filon, his 
tutor.

I call myself, when talking to French­
men, an ante-bellum Frenchman. By that 
I wish to convey that I have the recollec­
tions, the sorrows, the revolts of the 
generation that saw the terrible war be­
tween Germany and France, and the 
tragic consequences, from some of which 
not merely France but all Europe are still 
suffering today. The early and impres­
sionable years of life store every man's 
memory and imagination with a series of 
scenes, emotions and events which stand 
out always in clearer relief from the hap­
penings of later years. I have lived 
through many dramatic and even some 
tragic scenes during the last forty years 
of my life and yet most of them have 
left little behind them except blurred me­
mories; their importance doubtless real­
ized in a dim way in what are the merely 
intelectual cells of my brain, but they are 
not enveloped in the haze, the mystery, 
the glow, the passionate sorrow or joy of 
those things that came to me when both 
mind and heart were young. And this is 
probably why I feel still so near to the 
events and the personalities of the Franco- 
German war of 1870-71.

There is another reason. It happens 
that I came to London within a few weeks 
of the French declaration of war. It also 
happened that very soon after my arrival 
I found a situation in the foreign news 
department of the Daily Telegraph ; that 
it was thus my duty to concentrate my 
mind on the great war—I may recall the 
fact with some pride that I was the first 
writer who reproduced Bismarck’s dispatch 
on the surrender of Napoleon at Sedan 
in the London press, and that thus all 
the events of the time are more impressed 
on my mind than they would otherwise 
have been.

And in the centre of all these happen­
ings, I ever again see the figures of Louie 
Napoleon, of the Empress Eugenie and 
above all of the Prince Imperial. Two of 
them I saw, one of them I hope to see 
yet, the only one of the three who still 
survives. I saw the father and the son 
both in tragic surroundings. One night 
sitting next the then minister for Hol­
land in London, and assuming that as a 
lhitclimaji he would know something of 
the Napoleonic family, for the father of 
Louie Napoleon, as everybody know*, was 
for many years the King of Holland, I 
asked my neighbor if he had ever seen 
the late emperor.

“Yes,” was the startling reply. “Once, 
and then he was in his coffin.” The ans­
wer left me, as the saying goes, all of 
a-heap, for I had seen the dead emperor 
but once also and it was on the same 
day and in the same circumstances—I saw 
him in his coffin.

Never was there a more curious contrast 
than between the manner in which the 
emperor’s death was received in Paris 
and in London. I remember well reading 
at the time in the telegrams from the 
French capital in the London papers, that 
the people of Paris did not seem to be 
either moved to pity or anger or indeed 
any other emotion by the announcement; 
it was scarcely even regarded as worthy 
of attention or comment.

One of the writers, it will make my 
readers realize how near these events 
are to me, and how profoundly impressed 
on my memory, one of the writers in The 
Times made the remark that he could 
scarcely understand this absence of all 
feeling, even of curiosity and went on to 
ask whether if the Japanese had heard 
of the death of the Mikado, even though 
he had ceased to reign, they could have 
been so forgetful.
Different In London

In London it was quite different. The 
whole city was profoundly touched by 
the tragedy of the once powerful ruler, 
the man who for a period was almost the 
dictator of Europe, dying in obscurity and 
in exile and after an operation in their 
midst. The result was seen in what hap­
pened on the day when the dead emper­
or was lying in state and it was known 
that the public would be permited to see 
the remains in the coffin. I was one of 
those who found myself on that eventful 
morning at the Charing Cross station ; 
there were special trains running every 
few minutes, the vast station was crowd­

ed with thousands of people and it was 
with difficulty that one found a place in 
any of the packed carriages. Thus when 
I reached Camden House, Chiselhurst, I 
was one of a vast multitude who were al­
lowed just to take a glimpse at the cof­
fin and then to pass rapidly on. It was 
a quiet, silent and respectful crowd, in 
spite of the rush/Jmd crush; yOu 
heard a voice râu«ed, everybody 
moved by the tragedy, everybody paid the 
inevitable and irrésistible homage to 
death, especially, t<k|he death which marks 
the passing of a grealfc historical figure.

I can see the small temporary chapel in 
which the remain^ far as clearly as though 
it were but yesfferafcy. There were tall 
candelabra with long lighted candles, by 
the side of the coffin there stood in gor­
geous uniform the tall handsome figures of 
French guardsmen* .and underneath them 
and closer to the coffin were the very dif­
ferent forms of *h|inB in their beautiful 
and impressive habite of white and black. 
When I gazed at the corpse, I was started 
by its extraordinary fidelity to the image 
I had always formed in my mind of the 
appearance of the emperor. His was a 
face which was so strongly marked that it 
was always easy to recognize and remem­
ber. The nose was large and somewhat 
beaked, the moustache was long; there 
was the slight tuft beneath the underlip 
which was known in those days as an im­
périal, probably because the emperor had 
set the fashion; there was the suggestion 
of that Sphinxlike impassivity which was 
one of the emperor’s beetg, known expres­
sions; there was the long body and the 
short legs, which was one of the reasons 
why the emperor looked so much better 
on horseback than walking and he always 
preferred to show himself to his subjects 
on a horse than on foot.

Finally there was one little touch in the 
arrangement which was as impressive as 
it was artistic; in the folded hands there 
was a small beautiful white cambric hand­
kerchief; it completed and brought to cul­
mination the whole impression of, after 
long fever, everlasting peace. So there 
that life of conspiracy, of futile invasions, 
of long terms of imprisonment, of grinding 

and universal ridicule, then of

childhood from so many of the pangs of 
their elders.

He and his companions mounted the high 
ground above the hotel, walked rapidly 
and with apparent enjoyment, the tutor 
by the side of the prince, the ladies in 
waiting behind. And just at that moment 
there occurred a curious incident. A tall 
man with the big Dundreary whiskers of 
the period, with something of the swag­
ger in his appearance and dress, like the 
glorious tailor of George Meredith’s in; 
mortal “Evan Harrington” approached th 
prince, shook the surprised boy warmlj 
by the hand and doubtless made some 
speech to him of well meant welcome ana 
sympathy. It was unmannerly though 
well meant, and my record of it went the 
round of the world.

This was not to be the last time I 
was to see the Prince Imperial. I went 
then, as I have tried to do ever since, to 
the annual dinner of the Newspaper Press 
Fund, & powerful and beneficent organ­
ization for the relief of journalists in dis­
tress. That society is nearly always able 
to secure some great figure as its chair­
man at this annual gathering; the name 
of Charles Dickens stands out among this 
illustrious list. But never, not even when 
Dickens presided, was there such a mag­
nificent array of great personalities as at 
this dinner, and never such a series of re­
markable utterances. The dinner came at 
a psychological moment, for Lord Salis­
bury had just succeeded Lord Derby as 
foreign minister; we were in the midst 
of the fierce excitements and controver­
sies of the Russo-Turkish war. I myself 
had run the risk of a broken head by go­
ing to a demonstration in Hyde Park to 
represent the views which X held, and 
Lord Salisbury had signalled his accession 
to his new office by a dispatch to Europe 
in which the policy of Russia was arraign­
ed in terms of such emphasis as sent a 
shudder through all the old-fashioned di­
plomatists of Europe.

For the moment Lord Salisbury was the 
idol and villain of the two fierce warring 
parties in our own politics and the choice 
of him as chairman of the dinner of the 
Newspaper Press Fund, was a stroke of 
genius; there could not have been a more 
interesting figure at that moment for 
such an occasion.

Studying the Forests
The forestry branch of the Department 

of the Interior, Ottawa, is, this summer, 
continuing the study of the forest condi­
tions of the eastern slope of the Rocky 
mountains, which was begun a couple of 
seasons ago by T. W. Dwight, M.F.

The result of Mr. Dwight's investiga­
tions has lately been published in pam­
phlet form by the branch as their bulletin 
No. 3, entitled “Forest Conditions in the 
Rocky Mountains Forest Reserve.” The 
forest reserve mentioned comprises the 
entire eastern slope of the Rocky moun­
tains from the international boundary to 
a point farther north than the latitude 
of Edmonton. The study takes in only the 
southern part of the reserve. »

In the bulletin referred to, Mr. Dwight 
describes the trees of the region and dis­
cusses the effect of altitude, aspect and 
other conditions. He also goes into the 
effect of fires, lumbering and other fac­
tors on the forest and its growth. Methods 
of lumbering are also discussed, with the 
idea of renewing the forest and getting 
a second crop of timber. Methods follow­
ed in the United States “National For­
ests in Montana are described in this con­
nection, and the bulletin concludes with 
tables of a technical nature, showing, 
among other details, the yield to be ex­
pected from forests of the various types. 
Half tone cuts are used to illustrate the 
bulletin.

Copies may be obtained gratis from the 
Director of Forestry, Ottawa.

Servant Girl Problem In France
A comprehensive scheme for the better­

ment of the conditions of domestic serv­
ants in France has been formulated by 
the Charitable and Social Union. This 
union, which is comprised of various or­
ganizations engaged in diverse lines tp 
charity and social work, called a special 
conference a few days ago at the Bazar 
de la Charité in Paris for women inter­
ested in the question of the protection of 
young girls, in order to consider the best 

of redressing the many grievances 
of domestic servants.

The French servant plays no enviable 
role in the life of the community, and in 
comparison with her English or American 
sister is infinitely worse off in regard to 
wages, liberty, and social standing.

The humanizing of the relationship be­
tween mistress and maid, is, therefore, 
the chief object of the union, and as there 

than 775,000 servants in France, 
the majority of whom work under most 
unsatisfactory conditions, the task under­
taken is by no means a simple one. 
is also estimated that out of the total 
number at least 200,000 are young women 
under twenty-one years of age, chiefly 
country girls in situations removed some 
distance from their homes, who are often 
in need of protection and advice.

London, April 29—Having conquered and 

depopulated Great Britain to an extent 
that has aroused our publicists to alarm, 
Canada now moves on to the countries of 
Europe. Here the search for settlers has 
to be more carefully prosecuted and only 
indirectly can the campaign be waged.

In attempting to bring its claims to the 
notice of the people of Europe, Canada 
runs up against a brick wall of opposition. 
Active measures to induce the citizens to 
participate in the prosperity of the do­
minion are steadily frowned upon; the 
chief reason, perhaps, being that the de­
mands of the armies will not permit the 
loss of large numbers of young men and 
women such as are leaving Great Britain 
with every tide. With one country main­
taining its military efficiency at high pres­
sure, the need for the others to do like­
wise becomes essential and thus it is that 
to preach emigration in Europe is to in­
vite the interference of the law.

The great international exhibition of 
Europe, such as Paris, Brussels and Milan 
which are past and Ghent which has just 
opened, offer the only opportunity for 
the advertising of the dominion among 
the people of Europe, and these opportuni­
ties are fully exploited by those who are 
responsible for this branch of Canada’s 
work. Most alluring displays of Canada’s 
resources are made, and publicity which 
could not be obtained in any other way 
is secured.
Ghent Flower Show

Those Canadians who journeyed from 
London to Crhent for the- flower fete in 
connection with the opening ceremonies 
of the exhibition were well rewarded by 
the magnificent display in the Flemish 
capital. For more than a century Ghent 
has been famous as a centre of horticul­
tural science and when King Albert of 
Belgium performed the opening ceremony 
in the great palace of the Fetes we saw 
three acres of blooms arranged in immense 
parterres, making a most exquisite color 
scheme. There was another hall which 
contained two acres of foliage plants. 
These comprise Ghent’s claim for suprem­
acy in the horticultural world.

Canada is well represented at Ghent. 
The great strike in Belgium and the tra­
ditional dilatory methods of the continent 
combined, which resulted in most of the 
exhibits not being ready for the opening 
day, were overcome by the Canadian staff, 
and it was noted with interest that the 
Canadian pavilion was the only one quite 
ready in time. It is an improvement, if 
anything, on that which attracted so 
much attention at the Crystal Palace, The 
“seed” pictures which were introduced by 
Colonel Hutchinson’s talented staff have 
been very successfully elaborated and 
form a most realistic representation of 
Canada’s farms and grain fields. Orch­
ards and exhibits of fruit form a great 
portion of the exhibits, 1,500 boxes of 
apples have been sent from the orchards 
of British Columbia, Ontario, Quebec and 
the maritime provinces. Minerals, lumber 
and other resources, however, are all given 
a prominent place.

The C. P. R. has a hall just opposite 
the Canadian government building. As 
there was no desire in any way to compete 
with the dominion government show, but 
rather to supplement it, they have con­
fined their publicity to a cinematograph 
show where pictures of the dominion from 
coast to coast are continually being shown. 
The exterior of the building attracts a 
good deal of attention because it is so 
different from the ordinary exhibition pa- 
villion. It is tn the style of a Greek 
temple, but illustrates the timber re­
sources of Canada by being constructed 
of rough-hewn logs, “a proper return to 
the original—(5reek architecture based on 
wooden construction,” as one observer re­
marked. The interior shows a very fine 
frieze by Kennington, one of the rising 
decorative artists and a pupil of Frank 
Brangwyn, R. A.

Ghent is the centre of the most densely 
agriculturally populated district in Eur­
ope. Canadians who have traveled through 
the country have frequently spoken with 
surprise of the thriftiness of the people, 
who ordinarily raise a family of fifteen on 
five acres. These people are not attracted 
so much by the 160-acre free farm pro­
position of the western provinces as by the 
smaller holdings which can be secured in 
Ontario, Quebec, the maritime provinces 
and British Columbia, or the market gar­
dening opportunities around the large cit­
ies.

The site of the Canadian government 
pavilion might at first sight strike the cas­
ual visitor as not being fortunately placed 
and a little out of the way but as a mat­
ter of fact it has been cunningly chosen. 
It is so placed that it will catch every 
farmer who visits the exhibition, as it is 
on the route to the great agricultural ex­
hibition called the “Village Moderne,” 
which illustrates the most up-to-date agri­
cultural methods particularly market-gar­
dening. Ghent is the great, school for in­
tensive culture and the citizens and peo­
ple from the surrounding districts are 
judged to be the very beet citizens Canada 
can secure. Another point in favor of the 
Canadian government site is that it is close 
to the German exhibit.

Germany is perhaps more resolute in her 
determination to forbid emigration than 
any other country in Europe, but the enor­
mous numbers of Germans who will visit

Below theenormous
deck itself was an empty, pillared “ tween- 
decks” space of vast extent, and beneath 
this the tanks that are to hold her car­
go, her ballast, her fuel. v

There were, other novelties as well, here 
and there, that are not to be looked for 
in the ordinary vessel—a deep shaft, go­
ing into the bowels of the ship, with 
powerful puffips in it for sucking the oil 
through these pipes into her tanks, or 
discharging it again; a lift specially de­
signed for carrying up to a specially equip­
ped hospital men who may become “gass­
ed” by the vapors arising from the oil 
below ; and, boilers, without the familiar 
etoke-hold, but with a suitable arrange­
ment of jets spreading a very fine spray 
of oil—and spreading it very widely— 
over the byiler-ends.

Ingenious pumps free the liquid fuel 
through an apparatus that raises it to 
the required temperature and filters it 
thoroughly, and then breaks it up into 
the minute particles of this fine spray, 
causing it to burst into flame, six or eight 
inches from the nozzle through which it 
passes. As it pours its heat on to the 
boiler-end it “raises steam” with greater 
rapidity than is usual when coal-fuel is 
used, and makes the powerful engines of 
the ship very quick to respond to the de­
mands that the engineers make on them.

To the lay mind it seems almost ab­
surd to speak of this liquid fuel as “oil,” 
for it is a thick, viscous stuff more like 
treacle than anything else, that has to be 
«heated before it can be pumped into the 
tanks. The machinery that has been de­
signed for this purpose, and for making 
it easy to use in the engine-room is so 
simple and so effective though, that the 
grimy, anxious, and laborious task of 
loading and driving a big ship has, to all 
appearances, been made a mere nothing. 
This is the process that is known as the 
Wallsend-Howden system.

So confident were the builders of the 
ship in the perfection of their work, and 
of the owners of the “San Fraterno” in 
the builders, that she had been put' to 
no actual steaming test whatever until 

H^hecast off her tugs in the mouth of 
the Tyne, and put out on her first voy­
age.

Rigorous cross-bunkering with 
the alternative line would destroy the 
improper effectiveness of the “runner” 
and at the same time not make the game 
a misery for the ehort driver.

He also believes that the whole question 
should be taken up by the amateurs of 
Great Britain. (The professionals can do 
little for obvious reasons.)
