Swartz Suicide by Inhaling Gas
In Tenement

CAUSE OF HIS CRIME

Note Told That He Was Sorry—
Murderer of Julia Connors
Camied Out Hint of Father To
End Life

(Canadian Press)

New York, July 18—The body of Nathan
Swartz, whose father informed the police
that his son was the elayer of fourteen-
year old Julia Connors, was found this
morning on the fourth floor of a tenement

Swartz had com-
mitted suicide by inhaling gas. The body
was identified by a detective.

Swartz had hired the room from Max
Kaplan eight days ago under the name of
Max Hirskowitz. Early today Xahplan
smelled gas. On investigation he found
Swartz in bed with the end of a gas tube,
that ran from the middle of the ceiling,
tied to his mouth. Examination by a hos-
pital physician showed he was dead.

Written in lead pencil were the words
“I am guilty and insane, caused by the
beautiful make up of women.” :

There were several pieces of newspaper
lying around- and on one of these was
written the sentence “I was sorry the
minute after I did it, so don’t ery for
me.” A letter was found addressed to
Swartz’s mother in which he confessed his
guilt and telling her not to cry her eyes
out. Later Philip Swartz a brother of
the slayer of the Connors girl identified
the dead man as his brother. Only a few
deys ago Swartz’'s father informed the po-
lice that his son had told him that he had

killed the Connors girl. The father told

Swartz that he had better go out and
commit suicide.

An evidently incorrect report last night

was that Swartz’s body had been found in
the river.

Louis
Libby, and William Shapiro, owners of
the gray automobile, which took the murd-
erers to the ‘scene of the shooting, are
said to be in possession of information
which they propose to reveal to the dis-
trict attorney that will indicate that the
police system ivas responsible ‘for the plot
to make away with Rosenthal. .

Bhapiro and Libby say that the car was
hired by telephone’ by Jatk Rose, a
gembler, who with two other men, one of
whom is known by the name of Itzke,
boarded the automobile a little before
niidnight and were taken up town. On the
way, Shapiro said he picked up one or two
otker men. Shapiro’s story of what hap-
pened thereafter is being reserved for the
district attorney.

Meanwhile detectives are searching for
Jack Rose, who is said to be a friend of
Lieutenant Charles Becker, the police of-
ficer whom Rosenthal involved in his
ckarges of police grafting. Neither Rose
nor Itzke has been located.

Efforts were made early today to locate
Lieutenant Becker, who left his home in
the Bronx yesterday, afternoom, and has
not been heard. from by the police depart-
ment or his friends.

| CHURCH CIRCLES ARE

ARTATED OVER CREED

Germany Exercised About Its
Position in Their Liturgies

Berlin, July 18—Church circles through-
out Germany are becoming deeply concern-
ed with regard to the position of the
Apostles’ Creed in their liturgies.

Both the Nicene and Athanasian creeds
have long been regarded, especially in the
churches of the reformation, as containing
matter which historically or scientifically
educated Christians cannot wholly accept
as binding, but until recently the Apostles’
Creed, or the “Apostolikum,” as it is call-
ed here, has escaped hostile criticism ow-
ing to its extreme simplicity, its scriptural
character, and its comparative freedom
from dogmatic. assertiveness.

A number of ecclésiastical organizations
have, however, felt it incumbent on them
recently to protest against the use even
of this simple creed at confirmations and
baptisms, but more especially at the or-
dinations of young clergymen, and a move-
ment of great strength has set in to abol-
ish it from the services of the church.

This movement has gained strength by
the accession of Doctor Lahusen, of Ber-
lin, a man who is highly respected on the
orthodox side. In & sermon on the subject
to an enormous congregation he defined
his position, which appears to be highly il-
logical. He will still maintain the use of
the Apostles’ Creed in its entirety, but he
cannot consent to ask the recognition of
its separate dogmas, especially of those
which cover the resurrection of the body
and of the descent into hell. In most
church circles it is generally believed that
the fate of the “Apostolikum® is sealed in
Germany.

~ SEVEN YEARS IN PRISON

Notorious Bngald Chief of Italy Is
Given His Liberty

Milan, July 18—After more than forty-|

seéven years’ .imprisonment, one of the
most notorious brigand chiefs of Italy in
the middle part of the nineteenth century
has beeg pardoned by King Vietor Em-
manuel. Giuseppe Bellettieri, as he is call-
ed, was regarded‘as a born criminal. He
came from the Neapolitan provinces, and
as a boy he proved himgelf a cunning in-
cendiary and a cattle thief. Later he serv:
ed a sort of apprenticeship to brigandage
in the dreaded bands captained by Crocco
Donatello and Ninco Nanco, which were
then overrunning Calabria and the provin:
ces of Apulia and Basilicata. :

He next became a full-blown chieftain,
with a following of a dozen terrorists who,
after a long run of good luck, finally found
themselves hemmed in by Italian soldiers.
Seeing his freebooters captured Bellettieri
surrendered on his own accord. He was
courtmartialed and sentence of death was
passed upon him, but this' was eventually
commuted to penal servitude for life at
Civita Vecchia convict quarries.

Reference to Bellettieri's crime-gheet
shows that he was condemned for no few-
er than sixty-five murders, blackmail cases
and ‘other” deeds of violence. In prison,
however, the ex-chief distinguished himself
by unfailing good conduct, and by hard
work was able to make a little hoard of
savings.

Chicago, July 18—An all-steel chapel car,
“St. Peter’s,” the second church on wheels
ever built for the Catholic church is on
exhibition here.

MINIMUM WAGES TARIFF

Geneva, July 18—The official bankrupt-
cy department at Zurich has just prepared,
after careful study, a minimum wages tar-
iff for both sexes. It is a curious docu-
ment, attempting to prove what are the
lowest sums upon which persons can live.

The following are some of the tariffs
per month which are considered absolute-
ly necessary: Single man, $20; married
couple without children, $29; with children
up to six years of age, an increase of $3.00
a month for each child; children
up to fourteen years $4; and up to $20
years, $8.50 each a month. In this mini-
mum official list are included life and ill-
ness insurances and doctors’ fees.

CONFESSED 40 MURDERS

Veritable Den Discovered — Woman
Lured Travelers to Doom

Warsaw, July 18—A veritable murder
den has been discovered in the village of
Kurdio, in the Novoye Ladoga government.
It was remarked that of a large number
of men who visited a house on the out-
skirte of the village tenanted by & peasant
woman named Ivanova Tamarim and her
seventeen-year-old daughter Olga, not one
was seen to return, and the discovery of
corpses mutilated beyond recognition in a
neighboring wood led to the house being
surroundedl by a force of gendarmes under
Colonel Vassitief. -

The woman and her daughter were se-
cured after a violent ‘resistance, and a
search of the house resulted in the grue-
some discovery of twenty-seven corpses in
a storehouse, as well as a great number of
watches, purses, and other articles of
value, and a quantity of male garments.

The eating room of the house was fur-
nished with a trap door through which
the victims were precipitated into the cel-
lar. In the latter murderous instruments
and fetters of all sorts were found.

The women confessed to being at the
head of a band which, during recent
months had robbed and murdered forty
men who had been decoyed to the house
by Olga. She mentioned thirty other peas-
ante belonging to the band who were also
arrested. Nine others escaped.

It is Costly to Even Mildly Criticize
Government in Russia

Odessa, July 18—The “Pravda” has been
mulcted in a fine of $250 for a mildly ad-
verse article on the new naval budget of
502,000,000 of rubles. The strongest ob-
servation in the editorial wae that in Rue-
sia’s present economic condition the oute
lay was unwarranted, and that there was
no pressing political necessity for the cre-
ation of so enormously powerful a flee$
as that proposed for the Baltic.

The same and much stronger comments

on the naval budget were made by many
speakers in the couree of the Duma de-
bate on the new naval programme. Tha
chief orators of the Constitutional Demo-
crat party declared that a Baltic fleet of"
the dimensions proposed was a useless
luxury for Russia, whose first and last line
of defence was the army.

PROVINCIAL FARMING

The condition of the crops in New
Brunswick, while not as good as had been
hoped for early in the spring, is appar-
ently more satisfactory than was antici
pated in the early part of June. The ag:
ricultural department is advised that hay
is an average crop and that the outlook
for potatoes has greatly improved. The
grain crop apparently will be light. The

" orchards will produce an average yield.
The season appears to have been a good
one for the dairymen. Everything that the
farmer has to offer brings good prices,
.and the net result of the year’s work will
probably be, on the whole, fairly satis-
- factory.

The Prince Edward Island Department

of Agriculture has issued a report in which

* it ig stated that the hay crop of that prov-
ince will be below the average and weed-
jer than usual, with very little of last
year's crop left over. It is gaid that quite
a lot of oats and peas will be cut green,

‘ to take the place of hay. Grain in that
province is healthy but the straw is short.
Potatoes are doing well and the fruit crop
is promising. All kinds of live stock are
scarce and prices high.

In. these provinces, where mixed farm-

" ing prevails and the conditions of climate
and soil are such as to make for rapid
growth, there is never a complete crop fail-
ure. The conditions this year are not as
favorable as those of last year, but are
nevertheless regarded as fairly good.

In the Amnapolis Valley the fruit grow-
ers are having some trouble with the Ban
Jose scale. Live scale has been found on
gome trees which were imported from On-
‘tario and set out in 1010, 1011 and 1912.

Nearly all of these
children are visited one or more times in
the year, unless they are outside of the
province, in which case their condition is
learned by correspondence. Twenty agents
and secretaries of societies have taken part
in this work of supervision,. and no ex-
pense is spared in the effort to see every
child and make sure that the home treat-
ment and environment is of a satisfactory
character. ‘ 1

The report from which the facts here
given are taken contains summary reports
of the work of the Children’s Aid Socie-
ties in the various cities, towns and coun-
ties, and these show that a really splendid
work is being done. fome very pathetic
instances are given to show the condition
in which some children are found, and
there are also inspiring illustrations of
what some of these children, apparently so
hopeless at the outset, have been able to
accomplish when given a good environment
and proper care.

The Times commends the story of On-
tario to its New Brunswick readegs. Our
own province is still without legal ma-
chinery by whieh Children’s Aid Societies
may be organized and made effective. All
who have anything to do with work among
the very poor in 8t. John and who know
how drink has robbed and is robbing some
little children of their rights, do not need
to be told that here, as in Ontario, a
Children’s Aid Society would find @ large
field for its operations.

children. There is a provincial depart-
ment withy & superintendent, Mr. J. J.
Kelso, so *well known throughout Canada
. for his splendid work in behalf of those
little ones who are without parents or
whose parents do not recognize their par-
ental responsibility. The legislature of the
province voted last year $15,000 for chil-
dren’s aid work. This amount was ex-
pended under the direction of Mr. Kelso’s
department, and provided for the galary of
a general agent devoting all his time to
the work, twenty-two county or district
agents, their expenses and the maintenance
of a provincial receiving home. In addi-
tion to the work of this provincial depart-
ment there are nearly forty Children’s Aid
Societies in towns and counties, and in
a considerable number of these there are
shelters for children for whom better
homes must be provided. Last year about
$60,000 was contributed from various phil-
anthropic sources for the support of these
socleties, which do not receive any grant
from the provincial government. They re-
ceive small grants from municipal and
town oouncils, but a great deal of the
money must be provided in other ways.

There is also the Associated Children’s
‘Aid Society, an organization which was
formed in January of this year, and which

. is made up of representatives of the vari-
ous Children’s Aid Societies of the prov-
ince. Its object is to arouse a greater
interest in the work for child welfare, and
to make the work of the individual socie-
ties more effective.

Thus there is in the province a prov-
fmcial department provided with public
funds to direct the work for the care of
meglected and dependent children; second,
the Children’s Aid Bocieties, scattered
through the province; and, third, the As-
sociated Children’s Aid Bocieties. With
such an organization a great deal must be
done to make life sweeter and more hope-
ful for the unfortunate little ones who
must look to other than parental care for
a fair start in life.

The last annual report of Mr. Kelso,
which, by the way, is the nineteenth an-
nual report, shows that during the year
1611 five hundred and three Protestant
and one hundred and one Catholic children
were made wards of the socety by judge’s
order, after other means of helping them
had failed. Of the Protestant children 315
were placed in foster homes, 100 on proba-
tion with parents, thirteen committed to
industrial schéols, nine sent to hospital,
and others disposed of in various ways,
with the exception of forty-six, who were
still in various Children’s Aid Society
ghelters at the end of the year. Of the 101
Jatholic Children eighty-six were placed
in foster homes, and others looked after
in other ways. The record of the parents
of all these children, or those who were
Xying, was bad; and it was necessary to

BIG- PLANS FOR MeGILL

Stadium, Domitoﬁes, Rink And
Gymnasium on Fletcher's Field

Montreal, July 18—While the board of
governors of McGill University have not
yet ratified the plans,. it is understood
from an authoritative source that the dis-
position of the million dollar property on
Fletcher’s Field presented to the institu-

tically been arranged for.

The_z plans provide that the big property
formxpg the new campus of McGill will
contain as fine an athletic stadium as is
on the continent. Dormitories capable of
housing the majority of undergraduates
non-resident in the city are certain. A
closed ice hockey rink and a magnificent
gymnasium are also to be constructed.

It is not known when the work will
begin but it will be impossible to have
those plans put into execution before the
fall of 1913. Preliminary surveys are now
in progress and it is quite possible that
the athletic field may be available for the
approaching college session.

The realization of the possibilities in-
volved in the new property has been de-
ferred owing to the scarcity of
funds which during the last few
years has more than once endan-
gered the 'efficiency and reputation of
McGill, Montreal’s famous rally last fall
afforded the university ample facilities.to
clear off outstanding liabilities and proceed
unhampered with existing equipment but
beyond this it could not go. Hence for al-
most a year there has been nothing done
with the new property. Now, however,
funde are in sight and the university au-
thorities are carefully considering plans for
the disposition of the property.

SERIOUS HITCH IN WORK
AT THE PANAMA CANAL

Threatening’ to result in inundation of
the great cut which forms the deepest part
of the Panama Canal, one of the most dan-
gerous earth slides in the history of the
big ditch has developed at Culebra. En-
gineers estimate that the movement al-
ready ' comprises 3,000,000 cubic yards. of
earth, and that the work of a steam shovel
for a year will be required to clear the
present mass, This, however, is not what
is causing the real unxiety.

'Th.e slide extends back into Culebra hill,
within 100 feet of the east diversion, an
artificial channel constructed. to carry
waters away from'the cut. If the break
reaches the diversion the cut certainly will
be flooded. The inevitable would be a ser-
lous delay in canal operations and there is
the possibility that it might prove disas-
trous, Another diversion is being dug
150 yards east of the main channel, and
every available hand is laboring there.
The engineers express the utmost con-
fidence that they will be able to stem the
avalanche, but feverish efforts will be re-
quired to do it. At this stage of the work
it is hard to'estimate ‘the actual damage
that would result from' the turning of a
big volume of water into the section of the
canal where excavation is in progress.
Bad weather is hampering efforts of the
engineers. ;

The farm
is now under crop and will not be taken
over until the fall when preparations will
be begun for setting out 2,000 trees next
spring.

The orchard will be operated under gov-
ernment supervision with the intentionm of
securing definite information regarding the
exact cost of fruil raising and the possible
profits, as well as to show the quality of
fruit which can be raised with proper at-
tention,

RUSSA VERY ACTIVE

Victoria, B. C., July 17—Among the pas-
sengers of the steamer Chicago Maru of
the Osaka Shosen kaisha line from :the
Orient was Mr. Knudson, a Dane, who
traveled from Copenhagen across Siberia to
Vladivestock: He reports that large forces
of Russian troops are being moved toIr-
kuteck, Harbin and Vladivostok.

Tom.. Richardeon, - the famous ¥nglish
fast cricket bowler, who died recently, was
forty-two years of age. He had for some
years dropped out - of - firet-class cricket,
but he will be remembered as the greatest
fast bowler on ‘modegn prepared wickets.
He was a tireless worker, of immense
stamina and powerful physique, and an im-
poeing figure on the field. In 1895 he cap-
tured fifteen Fesex wickets in one match,
and, bowling unchanged, through both in-
nings of the Burrey v. Gloucestershire
mateh in 1894, he took nine wickets, for
mnety-mne, and in 1895, again bowlmg un¢
changed in the  match, he dismissed eleven
Derbyshire batsmen for seventy. During
his greatest seasons the following was
Richardson’s record:—

1897 ..3,045 273 14.45
1805 .. .0 o...4,170 180 14.37
1896 .... .. ..4,015 246 16.32

In a test match at -Manchester in 1896,
Richardson took thirteen wickets for 244
runs. In his book on cricket Dr..W. G,
Grace refers to Richardson in the follow-
ing terms: “Thomas Richardson ‘has for
some years been acknowledged as the best
fast professional bowler in England. He
bowls right arm, with a high, graceful de-
livery. The exceptional length of his run
always ‘eurprises spectators.
