A land surveyor, when engaged 
in the performance of the duties of his 
profession, may with his necessary assis­
tants, pass over, measure along and as­
certain the bearings of any line or limit 
whatsoever, and for such purposes may 
pass over the lands of any person whom­
soever, doing no actual damage to the 
property of such pe

Sec. 2. Every land surveyor shall keep 
exact and regular journals, field notes 
and plans of all his surveys, and file them 
in the order of time in which the surveys 
have been performed, and shall give 
copies thereof to the parties concerned 
when so required, for which he shall be 
paid the sum of one dollar for each copy, 
if the number of words therein does not 
exceed 400, but if the number of words 
exceeds 400 he shall be paid 10 cents ad­
ditional for every hundred words above

The last issue of 
the Bay Pilot contained a list of one-half 
of the tax-payers of St, Andrews, 230 
names, and of these only 29 had incomes 
of $400 or upwards. This fact will serve 
as an illustration, and no doubt a similar 
condition of things would be revealed all 
over the Province. Why, we may also 
fairly ask, should the possession of real 
estate lie considered so important that 
$100 worth of it will give a man a vote 
while it takes four times as much person­
al property to do so? The glaring 
absurdity of this provision is shown in 
the case of a man who qualifies on both 
real and personal property. If his real 
estate is worth only $90 it will take the 
addition of $310 worth of personal prop­
erty to give him a vote, whereas $10 
more in real estate would do it.

Another notable omission is the lack 
of a franchise for farmers’ sons. It 
frequently happens that the title of the 
farm rests in some decayed farmer who 
is past work, while the sons, who are the 
real workers and managers of the proper­
ty, have no real estate, in their own 
names, and under the new bill would 
have no voice in the affairs of the prov­
ince. In fact the only people who will 
benefit by the proposed change in the 
franchise are a few ministers and 
teachers, less probably than one hun­
dred persons, and this is the ridiculous 
mouse which, after so much labor, the 
government mountain has produced.
The new law will not add one hundred 
to the total of voters in the Province.

It may be that the editor of the Tele­
graph, owing to that natural stupidity 
has misstated the proposed measure,and 
if so the criticisms upon it, of course, will 
go for nothing, but as described in the 
government organ.it can only be charact­
erized as an abortion and a fraud.

These 
people may be quite wrong, but they 
voice the opinions of many who are tired 
of seeing Carleton exercise an influence 
on the affairs of St John, altogether out 
of proportion to its population or wealth.

HALIFAX, MONCTON, FREDERICTON AND 
THE SHORT LINE-

t'nion In Reality.
To the Editor of The Gazette.

Sir,—For some time past while con­
versing with many of the citizens of 
Portland on the subject of the union of 
the two cities T have been impressed 
with the thought that while a union of 
the two cities is very desirable in many 
ways the general feeling is that to bring 
it about something must be done to 
more closely unite the business portions 
of the sister cities in such a way that 
their interests would be more nearly 
alike than they are at present, and there 
seems to he but one opinion among the 
citizens as to the plan which would 
bring this about.

The general plan existing in the minds 
of so many to whom I have spoken on the 
subject seems to he somewhat as I will 
try to give it below.

First, more wharf accommodation is 
needed for the expected increase in the 
trade of the port.

Second, something must soon lie done 
to shorten the distance from St. John to 
the central part of Portland and Indian- 
town and at the same time to overcome 
the barrier to traffic caused by the rail­
way crossing at Mill street, (which cross­
ing will become much moreof an obstruc­
tion as soon as the Short Line is opened,) 
and third, the rapidly increasing railway 
business of the I. C. R. and N. B. IL, to 
which the C. P. R. will soon be added, 
calls for a large increase of yard room to 
provide sidings for the loading and un­
loading of cars ; and this yard room must 
be in a central location.

That all these improvements are 
urgently needed is an already acknowl­
edged fact, but the first two more particu­
larly concern the two cities.

According to Mr. Perley’s report it 
seems that the necessary or contemplat­
ed wharf and dock accommodations for 
steamers etc., the cost would be about 
$500,000, were the work to be done be­
tween the Reed’s Point and Ballast 
wharves while equally good accommoda­
tions could be got in the sheltered and 
easily accessible cove between North 
wharf and Rankine’s wharf for $345,000 
or $155,000 less than if the work was 
done in the lower part of the harbor on 
which so much money has already been 
expended to very little purpose.

Although very little has been written 
aboutit, it is generally conceded that the 
upper portion of the harbor appears to be 
the natural outlet and inlet for the trade of 
the two cities both by rail and vessels 
and more especially this portion between 
the North wharf and Rankine’s. All 
that is needed to make room for seven 
or eight large steamers to load and un­
load here is to have about three or four 
hundred feet of wharf built to connect 
the St. Helena and Raukines’ wharves, 
and then the erection of a pier from 500 
to 700 feet in length running from the 
outer corner of Rankine’s wharf towards 
North wharf, the enclosed space 
and slips to lie dredged out 
and the railway extended along 
the front of the wharves and pier. 
With this done, the large area of mud 
flats between Acadia street and Mill 
street could be filled up by degrees and 
laid out in streets, which would soon he 
built up, (Portland’s growth at present 
being retarded for want of room in cen­
tral location), and in a short time the 
business portions of the sister cities 
would lie interlocked, and instead of being 
divided by mudflats,around which they 
now have to travel to reach each other 
they would be united in every sense of 
the term, and the interests of both would 
be more nearly alike than can possi­
bly be the case as things stand.

For the new street to bring the upper 
part of Portland nearer St. John, and to 
overcome the railway crossing obstruc­
tion all that appears to be required is a 
bridge from the corner of Mill and North 
streets, having a very slight incline and 
rnnniug from there to about where 
Messrs. Kirk and Daniels office stands 
at the upper end of their mill, where the 
bridge would end on a level, very little 
higher than the wharf is at present, and 
from thence the street could be filled in 
giving a gentle up grade till Main stree t 
is reachod at the corner of Main and 
Acadia streets, or opposite the 
Bell Tower, this course giving a 
perfectly straight street with easy 
grades and at a comparatively small cost 
Then Camden and High streets could be 
extended to meet the new street at 
Kirk’s office while Chapel street might 
be carried through across the new' street 
to join Mill street at Portland Bridge, 
and Portland Market, if she wants one, 
could be erected in the central location 
at the rear of Messrs Kelly and Murphy’s 
carriage factory.

And lastly with respect to the 
increase in yard room required by 
the different railways where goods 
may be loaded and unloaded in a central 
portion of of the city, there seems to be 
no better place than the area between 
Portland bridge and the upper portion of 
Long wharf, known as Fisher’s pond, 
which could be filled in and turned into 
an excellent yard for car sidings. Any 
one who may think that increased yard 
room is not needed should visit the I. C. 
IL yard and see for themselves. Al­
though there are sidings far about 150 
cars they are all in constant use and are 
generally so crowded that to get at an 
empty car the shunters have very often 
to move twenty or twenty-live cars, and 
were it not for the good management of 
Mr. Robt. Irvine and his assistants, those 
heavy cars to load and unload, would of- j 
ten be at a loss for room to work.

With these improvements made and 
railways to be built by the oweners of 
Long Wharf property extended along to 
connect all the wharves between the 
York Point Railway wharves and the 
Rankine property the iacihtics of both 
cities for discharging and loading vessels 
-and cars with all kinds of freight iu the :

It appears that the construction of the 
line from Harvey to Fredericton and 
Moncton, across the Province of New’ 
Brunswick, would save just 14 miles in 
the through route from Montreal to Hali­
fax by the Short Line. From Harvey to 
Moncton via St John the distance is 154 
miles ; from Harvey to Moncton via 
Fredericton the distance is 140 miles, ac- 
<*ording to the survey of the engineers of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway. To build 
the 140 miles of railway across the Pro­
vince from Harvey to Moncton will cost 
not less than $3,000.000, and may very 
well cost $4,000,000, or even more. Yet 
the people of Fredericton, Moncton and 
Halifax insist that this line shall lie 
built, and a few weeks ago delegates 
from these cities were in Ottawa for the 
purjiose of bringing pressure on the gov­
ernment, so that they might coerce the 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company into 
compliance with this demand.

What is the motive of Fredericton, 
Moncton and Halifax in insisting that 
this particular line should be built? The 
motive of the Halifax people lies on the 
surface; it is the same motive that has 
always governed their actions, a desire 
to injure St John. The Halifax people 
are in a state of terror and despair at the 
prospect of St. John becoming the winter 
port of Canada. By their efforts the In­
tercolonial Railway was carried round 
the arc of a circle in such a fashion that 
Halifax is only 99 miles further away 
from Montreal than St. John is, the un­
fortunate traveler from this city who has 
to go to Montreal by the Intercolonial, 
being obliged to ride 89 miles due east, 
and 250 miles almost due north, before 
he begins to turn towards Montreal 
which is just 380 miles due west of 
St.John, in an air line. For this 
wonderful condition of things the 
people of Halifax are responsible 
But after the 20th of May there will be 
no more of this for the people of St John. 
The Halifax people may, if they are so 
disposed, continue to go to Montreal by 
tl.e Intercolonial, but the fact that St 
John M ill then be 277 miles nearer to 
Montreal than Halifax, is a great truth 
which they cannot ignore. Hence the 
ludicrous efforts to divert traffic from St 
John by the construction of a new line 
through the heart of a wilderness. They 
are foolish enough to imagine that 
freight seeking an ocean terminus, when 
it comes to Harvey, instead of traversing 
the 65 miles from Harvey to St. John,will 
turn to the eastward and go 328 miles to 
reach Halifax.

The motive of the Halifax people is 
clear, but what interest have the people 
or Fredericton and Moncton in the futile 
efforts of the Nova Scotia city to injure 
St. John? The Moncton people should 
be well satisfied with their position as 
the centre of the Intercolonial Railway 
system, and should not lie anxious to 
build up a rival line which may not be 
so favorable to Moncton as the I. C. R,. is. 
The Short Line would probably join the 
Intercolonial at Salisbury, and if 
so, the latter place would lie 
the seat of the Short Line work­
shops. As the Intercolonial from 
Moncton north would then be mere­
ly a local road, the inqiortanee of 
Moncton would dimish and Salisbury, as 
the centre of the new system would suj»- 
plant it. We strongly advise the Monc­
ton people to let well enough alone.

As for Fredericton, what, interest have 
its people in assisting Halifax to injure 
St.John? It Mas Halifax that defeated 
tl e scheme, so dear to the hearts of the 
Fredericton people,of building the Inter­

colonial up the St John River Valley, 
and now the very forgiving inhabitants 
of New Brunswick’s Capital are ready to 
aid their ancient enemy to keep traffic 
away from this city. The Short Line, 
if built from Harvey to Moncton, would 
not add a single dollar to the trade of 
Fredericton, but Mould probably take 
many dollars from it. The position of 
Fredericton under the conditions that 
will prevail this year isexcellent. It is but 
410 miles distant from Montreal by the 
•Short Line, and only 370 from Quebec 
by the SL John Valley Line, now com­
pleted. Let the Fredericton people em­
ploy some of the zeal they have recently 
shown against St. John interests, in 
efforts to make the railway bridge at 
their city free, and they will lie engaged 
in a work of real advantage to them­
selves. The people of St. John, lioMever, 
have the consolation of knowing that 
their prospects cannot be seriously im­
paired by anything that Halifax, Monc­
ton or Fredericton can do. Water 
cannot be made to run up hill,and freight, 
when it reaches Haney, cannot be 
shunted off to Halifax, but will come at 
once to the real winter port of Canada, 
St. John.

A SUGAR REFINERY FOR ST- JOHN
A movement is now on foot for the 

establishment of a sugar refinery in this 
city and, we understand, it is likely to be 
successful.

Montreal, where the largest 
refineries are situated, labors un­
der the disadvantage , of having 
to carry its raw material over hundreds 
of miles of railway, while the refined 
sugar, if intented for consumption here 
has to be brought back again by rail. 
Montreal also has to pay from three to 
four times as much for fuel as coal suit­
able for the use of a sugar refinery would 
cost in St John. As against Halifax St. 
John has the advantage of 277 miles of 
railway haulage to the west, and as 
against Moncton the advantage of 89 
miles of haulage eastward for the raw 
material and 89 miles westward to the 
markets of the Upper Provinces. With all 
these advantages and others that could be 
named it is impossible that a sugar re­
finery in SL John should not succeed, es­
pecially when we will have regular steam 
communication with tlie West Indies, 
thus bringing the raw material to onr 
doors quickly and regularly. Thafthere 
is abundant room for another refinery is 
evident, for the consumption of sugar in 
Canada has, within a few years, risen 
from 40,000 tons to 100,000 tons and is 
constantly increasing.

The New Health Regulation*.
To the Editor of The Gazette.

Sir.,—The new regulations of the Board 
of Health have been published and will 
doubtless be effectual in stamping out 
epidemic from our midst, if they are uni­
versally applied. This qualification is 
just where the trouble will likely arise 
in my opinion. I do not M’ish to be 
understood as imputing to any official of 
the Board of Health, motives of any un- 
M ortliy kind yet as the majority of cases 
of scarlet rash now unhappily in the city 
are not among the poorer classes, so 
called, hut in the families who are of 
our M*ealtliiest citizens and able there­
fore to secure for their sick every neces­
sary or luxury their condition may re­
quire, it may lie said that wealth has 
weight, in the most favored official 
circles as well as outside of them. In 
other Mords, unless firmness and impar­
tiality direct the enforcement of these 
regulations, there is the possibility of 
the rich being favored in a M ay that 
Mould just as possibly lie denied to a 
poor man, if death should visit them, in 
respect to the t ime of interment and other 
details.

The hoard of health in another re­
gulation, provides that in every case of 
death a permit for burial shall he pro­
cured from them before such burial takes 
place. In reference to this regulation 
it might he well if the hoard had inform­
ed the public M hether or not there M'ould 
be any charge in connection with their 
permit. If furnished free of charge, such 
fact should lie made knov n at once, by 
giving public notice to that effect. Such 
a notice Mould contribute largely to hav­
ing the provisions of this regulotions the 
better observed. These permits ought to 
be furnished free of charge. Such expen­
ses as attend a death in a family 
are heavy enough at best, and as a per­
mit for digging a grave in the cemetries 
is necessary (and must be paid for too) 
it would be rather harsh treatment; par­
ticularly in the presence of an epidemic, 
if the unhappy relatives should be oblig­
ed to pay, and extra charge for a permit 
from the board of health.

To those who are wealthy this might 
be no objection, but to the poor man i 
becomes a serious matter. I believe this 
is an oversight on the part of the board 
and I hope to see them speedily an­
nounce that there is no charge imposed 
for the permits they furnish.

RAILROADS.A Reverie.edge given by a great war was yet 
strong upon the nation.

To the people at large the plan of the 
war appeared a very obvious and a very 
simple one. Canada had given the of­
fense, Canada should bo made to pay 
the penalty. In a very short time 100,000, 
200,000, 500,000 men, if necessary, could 
be made ready for the invasion of Can­
ada. From platform, pulpit, stump and 
editorial office came the cry:

“On to Canada!”
At the seat of government, however, 

the plan of the war did not appear so ob­
vious, so simple. Throwing a great army 
into Canada was all well enough, and 
that army would probably do well enough. 
But the question which produced hard 
breathing in the executive branch of the 
government was the immediate protec­
tion of the sea coast—Atlantic, Gulf, and 
even Pacific.

In a storm of national indignation war 
had been declared against a power which 
at this period of her history had brought 
up her naval forces to a point double in 
strength to that of any other country in 
the world. And this war had been de­
clared by a nation which, comparatively 
speaking, possessed no naval strength at

straw but as if it were a life raft. Thé 
men who offered to relieve the executive 
departments of their perilous responsi­
bilities were men of great ability, promi­
nent positions, and vast resources, whose 
vast enterprises had already made them 
known all over the globe. Such men 
were not likely to jeopardize their repu­
tations and fortunes in a case like this, 
unless they had well founded reasons for 
believing that they would be successful.
Even the largest amount stipulated to be 
paid them incase of success would be 
less than the ordinary estimates for the 
military and naval operations which had 
been anticipated; and in case of failure, | 
the amount forfeited would go far to 
repair the losses which might bo sus- 
tained by the citizens of the various 
states.

At all events, should tho syndicate be 
allowed to take immediate control of the j 
war, there would be time to put the 
army and navy, especially the latter, in : 
better condition to carry on the contest 
in case of the failure of the syndicate.
Organization and construction might 
still go on, and, should it bo necessary, 
the army and navy could step into the 
contest fresh and well prepared.

All branches of tho government united 
in accepting the offer of the syndicate.
The contract was signed, and the world 
waited to see what would happen next.

The influence which for years had been 
exerted by the interests controlled by the 

composing the syndicate had its 
effect in producing a popular confidence 
in the power of the members of the syn­
dicate to conduct a war as successfully 
as they had conducted other gigantic 
enterprises. Therefore, although predic­
tions of disaster came from many quar­
ters, the American public appeared will­
ing to wait with but moderate impatience 
for the result of this novel undertaking.

The government now proceeded to 
troops at important points on the 

northern frontier; forts were supplied 
with men and armaments; all coast de­
fenses were put in the best possible con­
dition; the navy was stationed at impor­
tant ports, and work at the ship yards 
went on. But, without reference to all 
this, the work of the synàcate immedi­
ately began.

This body of men were of various pol­
itics and of various pursuits in life. But 
politics were no more regarded in the 
work they had undertaken than they 
would have been in the purchase of land 
or of railroad iron.

In the spring of a certain year, not far 

from the close of the Nineteenth century, 
when the political relations between the 
United States and Great Britain became 
so strained that careful observers on 
both sides of the Atlantic were forced to 
tho belief that a serious break in these 
relations might be looked for at any 
time, the fishing schooner Eliza Drum 
sailed from a port in Maine for tho banks 
of Newfoundland.

In one of the preambles to this resolution 
is recited the fact, as I believe it 
to be, that the people of Carleton as rep­
resented by that meeting are not adverse 
to union under different terms. Our 
good fellow citizens on the west side do 
not therefore seem to think the reasons 
why the commissioners have taken out 
of the scheme the feature of a bridge 
between that part of the new city that is 
to lie, now called Portland, and Carleton 
are sufficient. Now these good citizens 
are intelligent voters,alive to everything 
that affects the interests of the West 
side, and they are eminently progressive; 
even do they recognize the principle of 
the greatest good to the greatest number, 
hut surely the course of action they have 
now adopted towards Union sadly con­
flicts with their past record. The measure 
will probably be carried without their 
aid, but that is not all that is desired. 
We want them to go for it too, and add 
us on the East side in securing at this late 
date, what nature intended from the 
beginning, viz, one city and one united 
people at the mouth of our noble river.
