This morning Mr. H. P. Timmerman 
entered upon his new duties as manager 
of the New Brunswick road now attached 
to the Canadian Pacific, and Mr. F. W.
Cram officially severed his connection 
with it Mr. Cram was a competent 
manager, and was held in the highest 
esteem by every employe of the road.
He held that position for five years, and 
his resignation was heard with universal 
regret. To fill the vacancy caused by 
the resignation of Mr. Cram, one of C. P.
R’e western officials was sent down; Mr.
Timmerman, a gentleman whose reputa­
tion as a manager has proceeded him.
Still a very young man Mr. Timmerman 
now holds a highly important office, and 
his promotion has been merely the recog­
nition of his ability and faithfulness to 
the company with which he has been 
connected for the past eight years.
He first began railroading on the Grand 
Trunk about 18 years ago, holding the 
position of train despatcher at the age of 
16. For ten years he was established on 
that part of the line east of Montreal, but 
at the end of this time he severed his 
connection with the Grand Trunk, and in 
1882 accepted a position on the Canadian 
Pacific road, of which as yet there were 
only 100 miles constructed in the North 
west. During the last three years he 
has been in charge of that section of the 
C. P. R. between Port Arthur and Win­
nipeg, with headquarters at Port Arthur.
His transfer, then, to St John was 
sudden, because he was unaware of the 
negotiations which were going on with 
reference to the incorporation of the N.
B. R into the G P. R system.

Mr. Timmerman arrived in this city 
only a conple of weeks ago, and during 
the past ten days he has been going over 
the road. After a careful and thorough 
inspection he is well satisfied with 
its condition, particularly with that part 
between St. John and Vanceboro. There 
are still a number of improvements to be 
made, and as soon as possible the work 
will be urged along.

A Gazette reporter, who called upon 
the new manager this morning, found 
him comfortably lodged in his new 
quarters, and what was more to the point» 
in a very pleasant state of mind. With 
reference to his railroading experiences 
Mr. Timmerman remarked upon one ad­
vantage which he possessed. He began 
right at the bottom and became attached 
to the G P. R when the first few miles 
of that road were being built in Canada.
“At that time,” said he,“the railroad ser­
vice was in a very crude state and since 
then it has been entirely revolutionized.

With regard to the offices in St. John 
Mr. Timmerman stated that these would 
shortly be re-organized. All the business 
of the New Brunswick road would be 
dictated in St John although there were 
certain lines upon which the whole man- 
agament would depend.

Mr. Timmerman will reside in St. John 
to which he seems to have taken quite a 
fancy. He is pleased With the location, 
the neatness of the streets, and the gen­
eral appearance of brightness in the sur­
roundings.

He is impressed with the capabilities of 
the country and with the sociability of 
the people whom he has met. During 
his trip over the road Mr. Timmerman 
came in contact with many, all of whom 
accorded him a hearty welcome to the 
provinces, and did much to make his 
trip enjoyable.

One Life Reported Lost and Several 
IiUered by the Lightning, Which 
Also Burned Seme Bn|ldl 
Tornado’s Path-Extensive Damage.

BT T1LBOKAPH TO THE OAIBTTX.

Boston, Aug. 1—From different 
sections of New England reports come 
that the intense hot weather of the past 
two or three days was followed last night 
by severe thunder and wind storms. In 
only one instance is a loss of life report­
ed. At Rockland, Mass., the lightning 
struch Mrs. Finnegan’s house, killing an 
18 months old child, who was standing 
in the doorway. In Randolph, Mass, 
John Dunn’s house was struck and the 
father and three children were paralyzed 
for a time, but recovered.

In Lawrence the people suffered 
another fright when a tornado of wind 
and dost struck the northern side of the 
city. Trees were blown down or stripped 
of their foliage while the people ran in­
to their cellars and teams senrried for 
their stables. It was the worst wind 
storm, except the cyclone, ever seen in 
this city.

In Plymouth, N.;H., the thunder storm 
was accompanied by hail and heavy 
wind.

At Nashua, N. H., tbe storm almost as­
sumed the proportions of a cyclone. One 
building was struck by lightning, bnt 
little damage is reported aside from that 
done to the wires.

At Haverhill, Mass., several houses 
were struck by lightning and the trees 
considerably damaged.

In Orange. Mass. A. P. Putman’s 
bam was burned by lightning causing 
$2,000 loss.

At Old Orchard, Maine,the storm creat­
ed great havoc. Two large lumber sheds 
near Milliken’s steam mill were blown 
down and the tornado cut a path 
un eighth of a mile wide through the 
pine forest, levelling 100,000 feet of tim­
ber. It is rumored an unknown yacht­
ing party is lost off Old Orchard Beach, 
but the story is not credited.

InWaterbury, Vt, several buildings 
were unroofed and the large covered 
bridge across the Winooski river was 
badly strained, nearly causing it to fall

At Oxford, N. H., Dr. Chase’s dwelling 
was struck by lightning and bis wife 
knocked senseless. The building was 
much shattered.

At Saco, Me., there are reports of con­
siderable damage to the crops.

At Laconia, N. H., the wind blew down 
a partly finished building and John 
Anstin, a carpenter, was badly crushed 
in the mins. Great havoc was done 
among awnings, roofs and trees. The 
storm was especially severe on Lake 
Winnipesaukee. The bam of H. 8. 
Plummer, in Bedford, N. H., and some 
valuable stock was burned by lightning. 
Loss $2,000

In Newton, Mass., six houses were 
struck by the lightning, which tore out 
the walls and ceilings, badly frightening 
the inmates. Warren’s stable on Howard 
street, fell a victim and it was almost 
wholly destroyed.

In Boston, rain fell in the streets for 
about an hour, accompanied by sharp 
lightning. The Catholic Cathedral on 
Washington street was struck and near­
ly half a ton of stone dislodged. Clark’s 
Hotel near the Boston Theatre was also 
visited by a lightning bolt, but, aside 
from cansing fright it did no damage 
and caused no trouble. There were 
several cases of prostration and one death 
from the heat

Work of Yesterday’s Cyelone-A 
Train Delayed.

Portsmouth, N. H., Aug. 1.—Towns of 

Ossipee, North and East Wakefield, were 
visited yesterday afternoon by a cyclone. 
Trees were blown down, bams unroofed, 
coaches overturned and heavy bodies 
carried through the air for a 
considerable distance. The moun­
tain train was delayed at Wakefield 
by a telegraph pole blown across the 
track and the locomotive headlight 
smashed. The train had just started 
again when the engineer discover­
ed a woman on the track sig­
nalling. The train was stopped 
and the woman, Mrs. Emily Bonison, in­
formed the train men that a large tree 
was blown across the track some dis­
tance ahead. A subscription was taken 
up for the woman and the train pro­
ceeded but was obliged to stop several 
times to remove obstructions.

Vineyard Haven, Aug. 1.—A severe 
tempest this morning with one and one 
fifth inches of rain in 30 minutes did 
some damage to property.

Newport R. I., Aug. 1.—The tempest 
here this morning was very severe but 
did not do much damage. Lightning 
though vivid did not strike in the city, 
but in numerous places in the surround­
ing country.

side of the harbor to the other. The 
reduction in the rate was made as sug­
gested in these columns and it is largely 
due to the forcible presentation of the 
argument in favor of a one cent ferry in 
The Gazette, and the influence of this 
journal that such reduction became an 
established fact Every prediction then 
made, of the increase of travel,to and fro, 
of the more extended intercourse, of the 
increased impetus given to trade be­
tween the east and west sides, has been 
more than fully verified. Hundreds pass 
over the ferry now where only tens pass­
ed when the three cent rate prevailed. 
The rate for teams also being reduced 
to six cents each way, makes a material 
saving when a number of loads are to 
be handled, and many dealers, in conse­
quence, avail themselves of the ferry 
rather than go round by the bridge. 
The wisdom of the reduction is made 
apparent to any one who goes across 
on any fine afternoon, and notices the 
numbers of family groups on board 
equipped with baskets and other para­
phernalia for an outing on some of the 
pleasant beaches on the shores of the 
west side. These are 
the families of the man in moderate 
circumstances and sometimes of the 
poor man as well, whose whole family 
may, now, together, enjoy the boon of an 
afternoon’s holiday, which the three 
cent fare would have restricted if not 
prohibited. Every fine Sunday hundreds 
upon hundreds find their way to the 
ferry and crossing the harbor wander 
down along the railway track or by the 
roads to the Bay Shore where they 
enjoy the refreshing sea breeze and ob­
serve others realizing a similiar delight 
Any public occasion, too, shows in the 
number of ferry travellers the propriety of 
the reduction. If the weather is fine 
on Saturday night almost every trip, up 
till and including the nine o’clock trip,the 
boat contains hundreds of persons from 
the west side who are on business bent 
and who all leave more or less money on 
this side, making their Sunday pur­
chases it may be, or procuring some lux­
ury that the west side does not yet sup­
ply. The travel must increase in pro­
portion in the future, and the business 
men of the east side should rejoice at the 
prospect of the dawning of the day when 
the present rate will be still further re­
duced and the ferry be made free.

scarlet poison; Pietro Barbi, the Veneti­
an, known as Paul the Second, who 
sought in his vanity to assume the title 
of Formosus, and whose tiara, valued at 
two hundred thousand florins, was 
bought at the price of a terrible sin; Gian 
Maria Visconti, who used hounds to chase 
living men, and whose murdered body 
was covered with roses by a harlot who 
had loved him; the Borgia on his white 
horse, with Fratricide riding beside him, 
and his mantle stained with the blood of 
Perotto; Pietro Riario, the young Cardinal 
Archbishop of Florence, child and mini­
