spirit. The strong national feeling of 
our citizens, peasants and laborers will 
effectively protect the fatherland in the 
future. Just as I am willing to ob­
serve conscientiously all my constitu­
tional rights and privileges, so am I 
confident that the new reichstag, com­
posed of intelligent men ready to act, 
will acknowledge that its highest duty 
is to preserve and strengthen our con­
dition among the civilized -world.”

Esther Mitchell Taken to State Institution 
at Stenacoom.

Seattle, Feb. 20.—Esther Mitchell, who 
since last July has been confined in the 
county jail, charged with the murder of 
her brother, George Mitchell, left for the 
state asylum for the insane at Steilacoom 
at noon. The commitment was signed by 
Superior Judge Frater this forenoon im­
mediately upon the receipt of the answer 
from the Superme court conveying formal 
notification tliat Judge Frater’s act in 
calling a lunacy commission to investigate 
the mental condition of the "girl was legal.

Dating back from May; last, whèh 
George Mitchell shot and killed Franz 
Edmund Creffield, notorious as the leader 
of the religious sect known as the Holy 
Rollers, the members of the Mitchell 
family have been objects of public inter­
est and also of much judicial procedure. 
George Mitchell killed the Holy Roller 
leader because of the latter's influence 
over Esther Mitchell. After a trial last­
ing nearly twtÿ weeks, Mitchell was ac­
quitted of the charge of murder on the 
grounds of insanity, and two days latefr 
he was shot dead by his sister Just as tie 
was preparing to board a train for Port­
land, Ore.

Implicated in this shooting was Maud 
Hurt Creffield. wife of the Holy Roller 
leader, and after the arrest Mrs. Creffield 
and Esther Mitchell admitted that the 
killing of George Mitchell had been talked 
over between them and that they had de­
cided that he must die and that the sister 
should do the.shooting, because she would 
have a better opportunity than wquld the 
Creffield woman.

Both were charged with murder in the 
first degree, pleaded guilty 
for tiieir trial. Before thi 
Superior Judge Frater summoned a 
lunacy commission which found the wo­
men insane. Prosecuting Attorney Mac­
kintosh contested the legality of Judge 
Praters act in the Supreme court. The 
appellate tribunal eventually handed down 
a decision sustaining Judge Frater except 
with regard to the latter’s decision to 
send the women to Oregon, his power to 
do this being denied.

In the meantime. Maud Hurt Creffield 
expired in tile county jail.

Rotterdam, Feb. 21.—A disas­
trous steamship wreck, attend­
ed with great loss of life, oc­
curred to-day off the north pier 
of the Hook of Holland, when 
the Great Eastern Railway 
Company’s steamer Berlin, 
bound from Harwich to the 
Hook of Holland, was lost.

All on board, 141 people, of 
whom 91 were passengers with 
one exception, were drowned.

The wreck occurred at 5 
o’clock this morning during a 
terrific southwesterly gale.

The steamer struck the north 
jetty while trying to enter the 
new water way at the Hook of 
Holland, broke "in two and sank 
while the passengers and crew’ 
gathered aft and vainly at­
tempted to save the life boats.

Laredo, Tex., Feb. 19.—Telegrams 
from Monterey, Mexico, early to-day 
told of a disastrous mine explosion 
which occurred last night in the La- 
conquista mine, number 3, of the Las 
Esperanzas district, in which thirty 
miners are known to have lost their 
lives. The dead may be increased to 
75 when full details are received.

It is situated about 75 miles 
from Eagle Pass, Texas.

A special train with physicians and 
medical supplies has been dispatched 
to the scene of the explosion.

Owing to the extreme pressure neces­

sary and the length of piping used, it Is 
estimated that the dredge King Edward is 
only throwing about 2,000 cubic yards of 
solid matter into the James Bay flats 

iheach day. Up to noon to-day some 10,000 
cubic yards had been thrown in, and for 
an area of 30 square yards about the 
mouth of the piping there is from six to 
seven feet of solid matter.

It was at first thought that the dredge 
would be able to pour in from 3,000 to 4,000 
cubic yards each day. This was found 
impossible, and, as a consequence, the 
operation will extend for upwards of a 
month.

At present about 40 per cent, of solid 
matter is coming through. Among this 
are many large pebbles and pieces of 
rock, the latter weighing as much as 60 
pounds. These hard substances will form 
an exceptionally strong sub-soil upon 
-which 35,000 cubic yards of dry filling will 
subsequently be placed.

When it is considered that there is near­
ly half a mile of piping, and that the mud 
after being sucked up from the bed of 
James Bay has to be forced nearly 30 
feet in height, the operation must be re­
garded as an expeditious one. The dredge 
is at present working for nine hours dur­
ing each day, and if the present rate of 
progress is maintained the work of filling 
the flats should be completed about the 
19th of March.

DEFENCE RECALLS

STEP CAME AS A
DECIDED SURPRISE

Wife of the Prisoner Resumes Her 
Evidence—White’s Letters 

Identified. After Mrs. Thaw had sat silentl 
the chair for nearly five minutes, 
Delmas began his examination.

“You have already testified, 3 
Thaw, that you are familiar with 
handwriting of Stanford White,” 
said. “I now hand you a paper and i 
you, from the beginning to end, is 
in the handwriting of Mr. White?”

Mrs. Thaw gazed at the paper, e 
dently a letter, and said: “It is* his 
handwriting.”

Mr. Delmas handed the witness six 
other letters, and they were also iden­
tified as having come from Stanford 
White. The letters were marked as 
“defendant’s exhibits.” After a mo­
ment’s delay still other letters were 
Identified. In all Mrs. Thaw identified 
42 letters. She was nearly half an 
hour at the task.

As the examination of the letters was 
concluded Mr. Delmas turned to the 
witness.

“How long have you known May 
Mackenzie?” Since 1901.”

“How long has Thaw known her?” 
“Since 1904.”

“Did you in May, 1906, relate to Mr. 
Thaw a conversation you had with 
May Mackenzie, and especially refer to 
what she said to you regarding Stan­
ford White.”

Mr. Jerome objected, but he was 
overruled.

Mrs. Thaw answered: “May Mac­
kenzie told me Stanford White had 
been to see her, and that she had told 
him that Harry and I were getting 
along finely together. She said she 
thought it was so nice the way we 
loved each other. She said Stanford 
White had remarked: ‘Pooh, it won’t 
last. I will get her back.’ ”

' New York, Feb. 18.—“I never wanted 
to shoot the creature. I never wanted 
to kill him. I knew he was a foul crea­
ture, destroying the mothers and 
daughters of America; but I wanted 
through legal means to bring him to 
trial. I wanted to get him into court 
to bring him to justice, but Providence 
took charge of it. It was an act of 
Providence.”

This is Harry K. Thaw’s own ac­
count of. the killing of Stanford White. 
It was given by him to Doctor Britton 
D. Evans, the alienist, last August in 
the Tombs. To-day Dr. Evans repeat­
ed the prisoner’s words to the jury 
which is trying Thaw for his crime.

District Attorney Jerome fought hard 
last week against the introduction of 
this evidence, which the defence be­
lieves is conclusive proof that Thaw did 
not know his act was wrong. But once 
the testifying physicians had declarpd- 
that in their opinion Thaw was insane 
at the time he made the statements to 
them the rules as to evidence permitted 
the introduction of the prisoner’s words.

In further bulwarking their conten­
tion that Thaw was insane when he 
killed Stanford White, the defendant’s 
counsel succeeded to-day in placing be­
fore the jury the will executed by Thaw 
on the night of his marriage in April, 
1905, and a codicil to the will executed 
at the same time.

Again flïr. Jerome fought the evi­
dence, but he significantly withdrew 
his objections after Dr. Evans testified 
to his expert opinion that Thaw was 
insane at the time he executed the will.

The fact that the district attorney 
seems disposed to permit the admis­
sion of testimony of every character, 
provided it is preceded by an opinion 
by a witness that the man was of un­
sound mind at the time to which the 
testimony refers, was taken to-day as 
further indicating that at the psycho­
logical moment, and if he. dêems his 
case strong enough, Mr. Jerome may 
demand the appointment of a commis­
sion to pass upon Thaw’s state of mind 
at present.

vention of Boards of Trade.

Many interesting subjects were dis­
cussed at Thursday night’s meeting or 
the Nelson board of trade. It is under­
stood that as yet no notice has been 
given by the secretary of the associated 
boards of trade of the date of the 
sembling of the convention this year, 
which is to be held at Greenwood. 
Nevertheless the Nelson board is tak­
ing time by the forelock and is prepar­
ing all its resolutions, which are to be 
discussed at that convention, well in 
advance so that the matter may be pre­
sented to the other boards of trade for 
their consideration and consequent in­
structions to their delegates.

Perhaps the most important matter 
touched upon was that of the coal tie 
up. The Nelson board is submitting a 
general resolution for an inquiry not as 
yet committing Itself to any statement 
as to whether the shortagle has arisen 
through lacke of cars, or because the 
coal areas have not been sufficiently 
opened. There will be considerable dis­
cussion on these and other points at the 
next meeting, but the final discussion 
at Greenwood may possibly lead to an 
entirely new departure for the prov­
ince.

It is understood that some action will 
be taken as to the situation in zinc and 
the matter considered for presentation 
tb the associated boards at a later 
date. It is also understood that the 
question of the government ownership 
of telephones will also be brought up 
at the same time.

There can be nu longer be any doubt 
that Rt. Hon. Joseph Chamberlain, by 
the. Irrevocable arid inevitable decrees 
of nature, has received a mandate to 
cease from hie public labors. His career 
as a statesman is at an end. His in­
domitable presence will nev^r again be, 
felt in Parliament nor his pugnacious 
voice be raised in defiance as he cour­
ageously faces his political foes. In 
his time he was one of the strong men 
of the day, and his influence was prob­
ably more effective than that of most 
of his great contemporaries of national 
repute. Although a pronounced radical 
by natural political inclination, the 
celebrated member for Birmingham 
was a very strong Imperialist—his po­
litical opponents and former allies call­
ed him a jingo—because he believed 
that the future of the British Empire 
depended entirely upon the consolida­
tion of all the sections of that Empire 
in a practical working partnership. Mr. 
Chamberlain had his own ideas of the 
manner in which such an alliance could 
be worked out. His great faith In 
the value of the colonies as the back­
bone, the nerve centre as it were, of 
the British Empire, was exemplified in 
the ' scheme" he elaborated, admittedly 
in a somewhat indefinite form, of Im­
perial preferential trade. It was the 
preferential trade policy of the Laurier 
government of Canada that give Mr. j 
Chamberlain hie cue. But the course 
of political events has demonstrated 
triât, if his ideas on empire consolida­
tion were inspired, he must be number­
ed amongst the great company of pro­
phets who arrived in advance of the 
times. His suggestions were rejected 
by a large majority of the British peo­
ple. At least that is a reasonable in­
ference from the fate -of the Balfour 
government. There is as yet no indi­
cation that Mr. Chamberlain has left a 
successor to take up his work. 
But as he rests from his la­
bors, with his mind as bright and 
active as
the zenith of his political 
great apostle of Imperil 
trade can console himself with the re­
flection that he carries with him into 
retirement the distinction of haying 
been the most popular (in the colonies) 
of all Colonial Secretaries.

Being a disciple of Imperial solid­
arity, it was perhaps only natural that 
Mr. Chamberlain should take a pro­
nounced stand against any policy of 
Empire devolution in which the exten­
sion of home rule to Ireland was- In­
volved. Although a Liberal of 
nounced radical inclinations, 
nounced his allegiance to the Liberal 
party when Mr. Gladstone introduced 
his Home Rule Bill into the House of 
Commons, and led the forces of the 
Unionists which accomplished the de­
feat of the great Liberal statesman’s 
government on the rejection of that 
celebrated measure by the House of 
Lords. While Mr. Chamberlain 
ateïy gauged public sentiment at that 
time, it is doubtful whether he will not 
live to see the triumph of the living 
principle of government according to 
the will of the majority of the people 
primarily Interested. Home Hule for 
Ireland is again an active issue in the 
political life of Great Britain, and there 
is reason to believe that in course of 
time the people of the Emerald Isle 
will be granted that for which they 
have long contended. If direct control 
of their local as distinguished from Im­
perial affairs will produce tranquility 
in- Ireland and reconcile them perman­
ently to their position as an integral 
portion of the British Empire, 
not see what logical 
brought forward in opposition to such 
a proposition. It is true such a policy 
will Involve great changes in the rela­
tions of all sections of the United King­
dom—probably in the establishment of 
legislatures with well defined but limit­
ed powers in Scotland and in Wales 
also; but such developments appear to 
be inevitable in any event, inasmuch 
as it is admitted that the Imperial Par­
liament is incapable as at present con­
stituted of dealing with the expedition 
that could be desired with all the mul- 
tifarous matters that come before it.

After his active, not to say stormy, 
career, we sincerely hope Mr. Cham­
berlain will enjoy for many days the 
rest he has so well earned. If it is 
decreed that he is destined to behold 
some of the measures he fought so 
strenuously finally brought into force 
with beneficial results, Is it not also 
possible that he may be privileged to 
witness the ultimate triumph of other 
principles for which he stood, involv­
ing consequences just as momentous 
from the point of view of a sincere Im­
perialist.

New York. Feb. 18.—In a tenement 
fire in Clinton street, on the east side, 
to-night, two children were probably 
fatally burned, a woman threw herself 
from a fourth floor fire escape Into 
areaway arid will probably die, and a 
number of other persons were more or 
less seriously hurt.

The fire, it is believed, started from 
the ignition of gas in the basement. The 
flames spread rapidly throughout the 
five floors of the house. Each floor was 
occupied by four families. Most of the 
occupants of the building escaped safe­
ly, but some of the rear tenants were 
caught, and many were rescued by the 
police. Roundsman Maas carried the 
injured children to safety and placed 
Mrs. Green on a fire escape, thinking 
that she would make her way to the 
ground.^ Frighened by the flames, thé 
woman hurled herself over the Iron 
railing of the area way. Maas was bad­
ly hurt in the work of rescue.

To improve the waterways of Vic­
toria, to make the city rank with other 
great ports on the Pacific seaboard, 
and to render ingress and egress to the i 
harbor possible for large sized vessels 
at low water, were among the chief 
subjects of discussion at a meeting of 
the Inner Harbor Association held, at 
the city hall yesterday afternoon. It 
was decided that an appropriation of 
$800,000 was necessary for immediate 

rk, and a further grant from the 
government of $200,000 a year.

Within the next few days Captain 
Cox' is going to Ottawa on business for 
the Canning Association on the Fraser 
river. He has also been appointed the 
delegate of the Iriner Harbor Associa­
tion, and when he leaves he will take 
with him a memorandum which he will 
hand to the minister of marine and 
fisheries. This memorandum incorpor- I 
ates the objects of the association, i 
which were finally drawn up and adopt­
ed yesterday, and it reads as follows:

The object of this association is to se­
cure such improvement of the waterways 
of approach to the Inner harbor as are 
absolutely necessary for the general 

.transportation facilities essential for the 
growth and development of the port of 
Victoria.

The owners of property abutting on the 
harbor have over two million dollars in­
vested in .the industries of the port, but 
have no control whatever over the water­

ways of approach to their premises, the 
direct consequence being that, many ships 
requiring repair are precluded access to 
the shipyards, and costly plants, with 
every facility for the work, are run at 
great disadvantage. Shipbuilding is seri­
ously limited, and the lumber mills ate 
precluded doing an export trade.

That the waterways of approach are 
dangerous fo local and coastwise ship­
ping is proved by recent events. On the 
18th November, 1906, the Princess Beat­
rice, drawing 14 feet of 
aground in the fairway 
about 250 yards west of 
and was fast for an hour and a half. A 
few days later the Princess May, drawing 
15 feet of water, caught off Tuzo Rock, 
and on «the 18th December the Tees, pro­
ceeding out at slow speed, struck heavily 
in the channel between the spar buoy and 
the lighthouse, brealjing two blades of 
her propeller and damaging her keel and 
garboard strake, involving docking for re­
pairs, a new propeller and three days’ 
loss of time, a loss of some $5,000. :

With these menaces to local shipping 
the association asks that the approach 
from open water to Laurel Point be wid­
ened, as shown on map, and deepened to 
20 feet at low water, that the rocks east 

t of Songheeg Etoint be removed as indi­
cated, and the whole of James Bay up to 
the railway bridge deepened to 20 feet, 
and that the upper harbor be deepened to 
25 feet at low water, and the foreshore 
reclaimed as shown on the mai> to be at­
tached.

The association suggests that the whole 
of the excavated material could be pro­
fitably re-used, partly in the formation 
of the foundation for a breakwater at 
Brotchie Ledge, if considered desirable, 
and in the reclamation of land along the 
foreshore and marshes in the rear, the 
demand for which, for terminal facilities, 
transportation and 
pose, is assured at greatly enhanced 
values.

All these facts and figures were laid be­
fore the royal commission on transporta­
tion in September, 1905. The total cost of 
the work would be about one million dol­
lars, every portion of which would yield 
interest. Mr. Keefer, in his report to the 
minister of public works, says: *T think, 
however, it would be better to confine 
ourselves to dredging the channel shown 
on Mr. Sorby’s plan, to the depth and 
width required, depositing the material 
on the foreshore, and leaving the question 
of docks for future consideration,” etc.

This association desires that the govern­
ment shall- place an adequate appropria­
tion in the estimates for the coming year 
to ensure an early commencement of some 
really effective work, say, $200,00 a year 
for five years.

There must, in the very nature of 
things, be more or less.conflict of opinions 
and clash of Interests in the execution of 
any work of improvement of the harbor, 
leading to loss of time and great waste of 
public funds, and it has been suggested 
that it would be to the public interest to 
have a small advisory committee to work 
with the government. The following were 
suggested: Capt. Troup, G. A. Kirk and a 
representative of the Hudson Bay Com­
pany, J. A. Say ward, A. J. Bechtel and 
Capt. Cox. These are men representing 
the actual •commercial interests of the 
port and practically acquainted with all 
the needs of the case.

The completion of the Tehuantepec 
railway, together with its vast docks at 
either end, constructed at the cost of 
many millions, and the subsidized Cana- 
dian-Mexican line of steamers and the 
opening of the Panama ship canal in the 
near future will all tend to give a great 
impetus to trade all along the Pacific 
Coast and open up great possibilities for 
the port of Victoria in the way of trade 
and industries, which, under present cir­
cumstances, arq almost precluded. A 
contract has been entered into between 
the Canadian-Mexican Pacific Steamship 
Company 'and the Victoria Machinery 
Depot whereby the docking and general 
repair of these steamers are secured to 
their shipyards for a period of 12 months 
next ensuing.

If the trade tributary to this port is 
once diverted to other channels it will be 
forever lost to Victoria and the Dominion 
of Canada.

SENT TO HIGHER COURT.

Wilson Lyle Will Stand Trial For 
Shooting James Alexander.

Plumas, Man., Feb. 20.—Coroner Rose 
of Gladstone empanneled a jury and 
held an inquest on the body of James 
Alexander, who was shot dead near 
Plumas, and the jury brought in a ver­
dict that the victim came to his death 
by a gunshot wound inflicted by Wil­
son Lyle. Lyle is an Irish bachelor, 55 
years old, and has no relatives- He was 
taken to Gladstone, where Magistrate 
Cory committed him to stand trial for 
murder.

It seems that Alexander and Lyle 
were neighboring farmers. The former 
kept pressing Lyle to come and help 
him draw hay, even after he had re­
peatedly refused. So Lyle told Alex­
ander he would shoot him. He took the 
shotgun and fired, the shot going under 
Alexander’s left shoulder, tearing off 
the bottom of both lungs. He then laid 
the gun on the bed and dragged Alex­
ander in and laid him on the bed beside 
the gun. Then he went and notified 
Miss Alexander that he had shot her 
brother.

Lyle Is considered to be crazy, al­
though he talks sensibly enough. To a 
private party he said he was possessed 
and forced to shoot. He said that Alex­
ander provoked him to it. He realizes 
his situation, for he said to one of his 
neighbors’ wives : “I guess I’ve got 
myself in a pretty tight corner now."

The victim was well known for his 
religious tendencies, being almost fan­
atical. He was very active in Sunday 
school work.

Three Hundred and Fifty Are Returned 
T at the Russian Elections.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 21.—At this hour 
the Radicals’ success in the parliament­
ary election is known, 
show 351 Radicals elected. At midnight 
Prof. Milukoff, leader of the Constitu­
tional Democrats, admitted that the re­
sults spelled defeat for his party. The 
Constitutional Democrats will have at 
the outside a round hundred delegates 
less than one-fifth of the total representa­
tion, and with the recognition of this 
fact there disappears the last hope of this 
party of taking over the ministry. The 
party, however, is strong in the character 
of its adherents, who are skilled parlia­
mentarians and who represent that body 
of intelligent political opinion committed 
to a clear programme. But the organiza­
tion of the Socialists is equal to that of 
the Constitutional Democrats, and the 
radical tactics, although "simple, will be 
hard to withstand.

The results confirm the anticipation of 
a strong drift to the Left party, and show 
that the Constitutional Democrats will 
be forced to seek allies among the Moder­
ates in order to maintain its independence 
of action. They also indicate an over­
whelming majority in opposition to the 
government reforms 
against the extremist d 
mediate destruction ôf parliament.

The rumor that the date of the opening 
of the Douma will be postponed is denied 
by the ministry. It will meet on March 
5th, as previously arranged. After the 
officers of the Douma are elected, the 
ministerial programme, with the financial 
budget, will be introduced and the Douma 
will be left to work out its own fate.

Argument Continued.
(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The argument in the civil suit for 
damages arising out of the sinking of 
the Chehalis in Vancoux'er harbor xvas 
cgncludrrd this morning. Judgment was 
reserved by Mr. Justice Ma’rtin.

Shortly after resuming court yester­
day afternoon E. V. Bodwell, K.C., 
completed his argument in the interests 
of the C. P. R.

He xxras followed by J. Martin, K.C., 
representing the Union Steamship Com­
pany, the.oxv-ners of the Chbhalis, and 
who as such are interested in the case j 
to the extent of xvishing to establish the 
fact that there was no negligence on 
their part xvhich’ might render them 
liable for damages in the action. Mr. 
Martin therefore confined himself to 
the point of shoxving that the Princess 
Victoria was entirely to blame and that 
there xvas nothing negligent on the part 
of the Chehalis. He said that the point 
had been raised that there was no look­
out on the Chehalis at the time the 
accident occurred. There was no rule, 
he said, requiring a ship to keep a look­
out for a following ship- except at night, 
when lights had to be shown. The 
rules were very plain in providing that 
the ship which was in the lead xvas 
obliged only to keep her course and 
the same speed. This xvas the only 
safe thing to do even in the absence of 
rules on the subject. The evidence, he 
contended, showed that this was done 
by the Chehalis. The defendants had 
made a point that the Princess was a 
boat very easily brought under control 
and from her construction was easily 
turned. If this was the case it made 
it all the worse for the defendants.. It 
was contended that the Chehalis had 
changed her course a. few seconds be­
fore the accident and proceeded to 
cross the bows of the Princess. This, 
he thought, xvas a weak argument. 
Hoxv far could the Chehalis go in a few 
seconds?

If the contention was true then the 
Princess was travelling very close to 
the other x-essel. This xvas surely a 
dangerous act. It xvas not the duty of 
the ox’ertaking boat to come as close 
as possible to the other. The rule of 
the road xvas not to be interpreted as 
meaning that a boat may go right up 
close to an overtaking one. The slight­
est swerx7ing as a result of the tide 
would then be attended xvith the grav­
est danger and lives would be in jeop­
ardy all the time. The idea of the rule 

that there xvasAo be no chance of 
collision and the overtaking boat was 
to keep as far out of danger as pos­
sible. The onus xvas put upon the 
Princess Victoria to avoid collision at 
all hazards.

ASQUITH DEFENDS 
THE GOVERNMENT

Home Rule for Ireland Discussed io 

Commons—The House of 

Lords.

London, Feb. 18.—The question of 
Ireland again played a prominent part 
in the House of Commons to-night, 
opposition leaders accusing the minis­
ters of breaking their election pledges 
by the endeavor to give Ireland an 
instalment of home rule.

Chancellor of the Exchequer As­
quith, in the absence of Premier 
Campbell-Bannerman, who is suffering 
from a cold, replied to the opposition. 
He asserted that nobody inside or out­
side the House was yet in possession 
of the details of the government’s Irish 
plans, and contended that there was 
nothing novel in the declaration made 
by the Premier and Mr. Birrell that 
the ultimate solution of the Irish prob­
lem could be found only in some form 
of home rule.

A. J. Balfour strongly criticized the 
government for attempting to deal with 
the question Sf the House of Lords, 
referring to the extraordinary gravity 
of the problem. He pointed out that 
in all other countries where repre­
sentative institutions and second 
chambers existed there was a written 
constitution, while In England there 
was practically no written constitu­
tion. He said the people of the United 
States had so swathed and bound 
themselves in the limits of their con­
stitution that they were unable to im­
pose even an income tax, and could 
not alter this constitution without a 
proceeding so difficult that it would be 
the despair of any practical statesman.

Finally the amendment moved by 
Earl Percy, which raised the discusion 
concerning the House of Lords by ex­
pressing regret that urgent social 
measures should be postponed In favor 
of making changes in the constitution, 
was rejected by a majority of 263.

MUST FACE JUDGE.

Demurrers of Schmitz and Ruef Have 
Been Over-Ruled.

San Francisco, Feb. 18.—In the case of 
Ruef and Mayor Schmitz. Judge Dunne

Winnipeg, Feb. 18.—A Woodhead, 
brakeman on the Canadian Pacific, was 
run over and killed by his train at 
Mather, Southern Manitoba, while mak­
ing a coupling at that point this morn­
ing. The body was taken to Lariviere 
for interment.

Winnipeg, Feb. 18.—The Savage

The movement has now 
been large for the past week, and if the 
present fine weather keeps up, the 
monthly shipments will form a big 
total. Gram to the extent of 142,000 
bushels of wheat and 20,000 bushels of 
other grains was marketed on the Can­
adian Pacific on Saturday, compared 
with 115,000 bushels of wheat and 28,000 
of other grains for the same date last 
year.

The Overseas Mail.

Winnipeg Debentures.
Winnipeg/ Feb. 18.—It has been de­

finitely settled upon by the aldermen 
to consolidate the city’s debentures and 
to send Mayor Ashdown to England to 
place the bonds on the London market. 
It is felt, considering the condition of 
•the American money market and the 
tendency in England to invest in Can­
adian securities, that this summer will 
be an opportune time to dispose of the 
debentures in the old land.

Believed to Be Insane.

Lyle 
shot Alexander dead with a shotgun, 
carried the corpse to the house and laid 
it on a bed. He then notified deceased’s 
sister, Miss Alexander, of the tragedy. 
Lyle is believed to be insane. He is a 
bachelor and lives alone.

ENDED HIS LIFE.

Dawson, Feb. 18.—Constable Wm. 
Richards, of the Royal Northwest

THE JAPANESE QUESTION.

Agreement Between President Roosevelt, 
Secretary Root and San Francisco 

Delegates.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 38.—Japanese 
children are to be admitted to the white 
schools of San Francisco under certain 
restrictions. Skilled and unskilled labor­
ers coming from Japan are to be barred 
from the mainland of the United States, 
and American laborers, skilled and un­
skilled, are to be excluded from Japan.

This is the basis of an agreement be­
tween President Roosevelt, Secretary of 
State Root, Mayor Schmitz and the San 
Francisco school board, as an adjustment 
of the anti-Japanese agitation brought 
about by the segregation of Japanese 
children in the schools of San Francisco.

The agreement means that the schools 
of San Francisco shall be conducted in 
the same manner as they were before the 
board adopted the resolution of last Oc­
tober, providing for the segregation of 
th ‘ Japanese, except that adult Japanese 
who are in primary grades must continue 
to attend the Oriental schools, and tne 
Japanese children under sixteen years of 
age will be admitted to classes with white 
children of their own. ages.

While the resolution of the board 
amended reads, “Children of alien birth,” 
It is freely admitted by Mayor Schmitz 
and his associates that the resolution will 
apply only to the Japanese children, died 
the change In the wording was to majJ|l-t 
plain to the Tokio government thaTOÿo 
discrimination was intended against the 
Japanese.

Mayor Schmitz said: “This is only a 
temporary agreement. President Roose­
velt has given us direct and positive as­
surances that he will at once begin nego­
tiations with Japan with the purpose of 
bringing about a new treaty that will 
elude Japanese laborers, skilled and 
skilled, from continental United States.”

Shortly before midnight, the following 
statement was given out at the White 
House: “A typewritten copy of Mayor 
Schmitz’ statement wras submitted to 
President Roosevelt and Secretary Root 
by the Associated Press, and the state­
ment is entirely satisfactory to them.”

BOWKER PARK TRACK.

Recommendations Will Be Made to 
Have It Drained and Other Im­

provements Carried Out.

As the result of a visit to the Bowker 
Park race track by a committee from 
the Agricultural Association and the 
horsemen of the city, recommendations 
will be made in the line of improve­
ments.

The horsemen of the city were repre­
sented by J. E. Gray, C. A. Chapelle, 
Walter Millington and J. McGuire. At 
their request Aid. Henderson, Dr. S. F. 
Tolmie and J. E. Smart, secretary of 
the Agricultural Association, were ask­
ed to pay a visit to the grounds a few 
days ago. They were given a very 
practical demonstration of the need of 
drainage on the grounds. The place is 
reported by the visitors to have been 
in such shape that it was impossible to 
get around on foot because of water 
and mud. To attempt speeding on the 
track was an impossibility.

As a result of the investigations it 
will be recommended that the place be 
drained thoroughly. It will further be 
urged that the track be enlarged by 
widening It towards the inside. With 
the soil thus obtained the surface of 
the track can be put in better condition 
and more horses might be started in a 
race.

Increased grand stand accojnmoda- 
tion will be suggested, and new stalls 
and other accessories for the racers.

While these recommendations will be 
made there are other improvements 
which members of the committee felt 
could be well arranged for in the way 
of making the park a pleasure ground 
during the summer for residents of 
the city.

The work which they will urge is felt 
by them to be of first importance as a 
means of attracting owners of racing 
stock and making this a centre for 
training.

A CLIPPING BUREAU.

Real Estate Man Advocates One in

“One of the useful, devices used by 
the real estate firms in the East and 
middle west,” remarked one of the 
best known of the Investors from the 
latter region to the Times yesterday, 
“was to clip the announcements of sales 
from the daily papers, which describe 
the property changing hands and the 
actual prices obtaining, and to send 
them broadcast throughout territory 
whence it was thought intending in­
vestors would be coming. It forms a 
splendid commentary upon a man’s ad­
vertising if there is to be seen a news 
story, such as I noticed in the Times 
the other day, in which it is stated 
that ‘so and so, who arrived from 
Winnipeg yesterday, has purchased the 
residence of somebody else upon the 
Gorge, and will immediately leave to 
bring his family and furniture out 
here.”

“Your Tourist Association might do 
worse than to follow up this sugges­
tion,” he continued, “for I think they 
would find that a ‘clipping’ bureau 
would give good results.”

NORTHERN SURVEY.

Party Has Gone to Kitsilas Canyon on 
Line of Pacific Northern and 

Omineca.

A survey party recently went in from 
Kitimaat to the Kitsilas Canyon on the 
Skeena. This is along the route of the 
Pacific Northern & Omineca, and in­
dicates that there is some activity in 
connection with that road which it was 
believed \touId be of importance as 
auxiliary to the G. T. P.

The charter for the Pacific Northern 
& Omineca was acquired some years 
ago by the G. T. P. The sending in of 
the survey party over the route to the 
Skeena seems to indicate that attention 
is to be given to that portion of the 
route at least. The road has been re­
ported to be fairly easy to build, and 
would be of importance as a local line, 
and also as an assistance in the days 
of construction on the main part of the 
G. T. P.

Regarding the amendments which the 
city wishes to secure to the Municipal 
Clauses Act, Aid. Fell pointed out that 
were these amendments to be intro­
duced to take effect on the general 
act, the city would be opposed by every 
rural district against whose Interests 
the proposed alterations might run. He 
accordingly proposed to embody the 
amendments in a private bill, and it is 
probable that this will be done.

Aid. Meston’s by-law for the preven­
tion of nuisances in the city was in­
troduced, and aft.br three extensions of 
time had been granted, and all but five 
of the aldermen had departed, was 
finally passed, signed, sealed and de­
livered. It provides that no stable can 
be erected within two hundred feet of 
any thickly settled residential block, 
and also guards citizens against the In­
convenience consequent upon having 
such an institution as a chandlery, can­
nery, distillery, brewery, hospital, laun­
dry or so forth next door their homes.

The sum of $10,000 was set apart for 
the payment of the sewer loan guar­
antee bonds, and weekly accounts to 
the amount of some *$6,300 were ordered 
paid.

UNSANITARY CONDITION 
OT MARKET THE CAUSE

REGIMENTAL PARADE
BY LOCAL MILITIA

Much Routine Business Transacted 
by City fathers at Meeting 

Last Evening.

Prizes Presented at the tyill Hall 

After Route March About 

the City.

General business occupied the coun­
cil till a late hour last night. There 
were the usual communications, deal­
ing with all matters front* that an­
nouncing the sanitary inspector’s deter­
mination to prosecute the city fathers 
if the market building were not clean­
ed, to the notice ot tne bricklayers’ 
union that hereafter they would work 
only for $5 per day and would do no 
piecework.

The inspector informed the aldermen, 
however, that the injunction was serv­
ed with a view of finding out who was 
responsible for the present disgraceful 
condition of the market. The council 
was of the opinion that the Victoria & 
Sidney Railway Company were the 
guilty parties. One of the aldermen, 
however, complained that such a pro­
ceeding was useless. He had had ex­
perience with such corporations.

The letter of the bricklayers was re­
ceived and filed.

In considering the question of the 
proposed extension of the water mains 
to the agricultural grounds, consider­
able difference of opinion was express- 

Ald. Vincent maintained his con­
tention that things were all right as 
they were. Aid. Henderson thought 
the horsemen, who would use the track, 
could be charged for the use of the 
grounds, etc., and thus the cost be re­
turned to the city; anyway the cost 
w*as not large. The Mayor then took a 
hand In the discussion. A 4 Inch wooden 
main would cost $1,700, a 6 inch wooden 
main,; $2,300, while an iron main would 
cost $2,700. He favored a 6 inch wooden 
main.

Aid. Hall intervened with a sugges­
tion that they go about ti\e question of 
waterworks extension in a systematic 
manner. At present they were voting 
$3,000 here and $1,700 elsewhere and so 
on ad Infinitum, with the result that 
later scores of requests must be turned 
down. He was not opposing the pro­
posed extension, but it should be gone 
about in a business way. After fur­
ther discussion, in which Aid. Gleason, 
and Henderson took pgrt, with Aid. 
Fell throwing in a remark or two, Aid. 
Hanna suggested that the whole ques­
tion regarding the waterworks lay over 
till a special meeting Thursday even­
ing, which was agreed to.

The city solicitor stated in reply to 
the question regarding the power of the 
council to submit the Tourist Associa­
tion grant to the people, that this could 
only be done on petition of one-fifth of 
the property owners. Aid. Hall said 
this was altogether different from the 
opinion submitted last fall, and in this 
statement Aid. Fullerton concurred. 
The city solicitors were meekly silent 
and the matter will come up at the 
special meeting.

A number of letters, dealing with 
various cases in which the city is in­
terested, now under way in the courts, 
were received from the city solicitors. 
Among other things it was' stated that 
a cheque for $3,179, being the lawyers’ 
fees incurred by the city in the fight 
with the Esquimalt Waterworks Com­
pany, had been received from that 
company, in accordance with the orders 
of the court. Regarding the claim of 
T. S. Kennedy for damages sustained 
by Mrs. Kennedy through a loose board 
in one of the sidewalks, the solicitors 
advised that no suit could be enter­
tained against the city.

The city was also advised that it had 
the power to tear down the superstruc­
ture of the old wharf near the James 
Bay embankment, once it had been de­
clared a nuisance, but that the dis­
posal of the piles rested with the Do­
minion government.

Aid. Fell’s motion for the taking of 
the trust off the water lots on Belle­
ville stréet, as mentioned in Sunday’s 
Colonist, was at his own request laid 
over for " consideration at a future 
meeting.

The annual tax sale by-law was in­
troduced and considered, and finally 
passed.

A committee consisting of Aid. Hall, 
Aid. Ross and Aid. Hanna, was ap­
pointed to Interview the B. C. Electric 
Railway Company with regard to Aid. 
Hall’s proposal for five cent fares to 
Esquimalt.

The report of the city engineer re­
commending the erection of an incin­
erator plant at an estimated cost of 
$45,000 was received, of this $12,500 is 
for the cost of the building and $32,500 
for the plant itself. The building will 
be 40x64 feet, with an annex 22x32 feet. 
It is proposed to erect this on the va­
cant lot close to the city light plant on 
Herald and Telegraph streets. It is ex­
pected by so doing that the heat there­
from can be used to generate electricity 
in connection with the electric light 
plant and steam to run the creosoting 
plant.

A petititon asking for the proposed 
by-law will at once be prepared and 
circulated.

A letter was received from A. T. Gow- 
ard, stating that the B. C. Electric 
Railway Company proposed to double­
track the Esquimalt and Gorge car 
lines in the near future. The council 
readily granted his request so to do 
and at the same time waived the re­
quired 30 days notice.

Favorable consideration was given to 
the request of J. E. Smart, secretary 
of the Agricultural Association, who 
wrote asking that the council take some 
definite action as regards the grant to 
the organization. The matter was re­
ferred to the finance committee.

The first request for work to be done 
under the local improvement system 
was received in the shape of a request 
from Alex. Peden and eleven others, 
all owners of property on Madonna 
street, who asked that the street might 
be opened up, graded, and supplied 
with cement sidewalks, under the sys­
tem.

Mayor Morley, discussing the pro­
posed new incinerator plant, said it 
would be of the latest improved Eng­
lish type. In these the garbage is 
dumped into metal bins. These are at 
once sealed and hoisted on a track 
above the furnace. They 
dumped automatically directly into 
the furnace. This obviates all further 
handling.

A petition is about to be circulated 
asking for the construction of the said 
plant. Under present circumstances it 
is difficult to dispose of household and 
other garbage. This difficulty will in­
crease as the city groxfrs.

Such plants as that contemplated are 
in operation iri' other countries, espe­
cially In Englatixî, and also Sidney and 
New South Wales, where they have 
proved an entire success. There is no 
reason to expect that it will prove 
otherwise here. The strain on the city 
finances will be very materially lessen­
ed by the use of the heat generated in 
connection with the electric lighting 
plant and the creosoting plant.

From the standpoint of health it is 
absolutely necessary that such a plant 
for the destruction of refuse be con­
structed.

LOG SEIZING CASE.

By a judgment just handed down by 
Mr. Justice Morrison, R. F. Green, 
formerly chief commissioner of lands 
and works, and John Murray, timber 
officer of Vancouver, have been added 
as co-defendants with R. J. Skinner in 
the $50,000 damage suit of Emerson vs.

Mayor Morley has set his mind on 
further widening of streets in addition 
to Fort street. He has taken steps to­
wards seeing if something could not 
be done to make Rockland avenue 
somewhat wider than it is at present.

Property owners along this avenue 
have been asked their opinion on the 
question, and the government has also 
been approached by His Worship with 
the object in view of getting their co­
operation in widening that portion of 
the street opposite Government House. 
Mayor Morley points out that the street 
at one point opposite Government 
House is only 27 feet wide.

Considerable opposition has develop­
ed to the scheme of widening Fort 
street. Residents along the street in 
some instances want to know why the 
city council is so anxious to add to the 
street space when they do not keep the 
roadway as it now exists in a fit con­
dition to drive over. One property 
owner on Fort street points to the fact 
that at the present time here are poles 
carrying electric wires which are six 
feet out from the pavement in what 
should be the section devoted to 
vehicular traffic, about which some 
members of the council have become 
so interested.

SIR W. HINGSTON 
DEAD IN MONTREAL

Aged Practioner and Member of Sen­

ate Was Knighted For Service 
to Science.

Ottawa, Feb. 19.—Senator Sir William
Hales Hingston, M.D., D.C.L., LL.D., 
died to-day at his home in Montreal. 
The deceased, who was born 4n 1829, 
was the son of the late Lieut.-Col. 
Hingston. He was born in Hunting­
don, Que., and was educated at Mon­
treal College, later taking the medical 
course at McGill University, graduating 
in 1851. Subsequently he received 
diplomas in Austria, Prussia, Bavaria, 
France, England and the United States.

Practising in Montreal since 1853, he 
was one of the best known medical men 
in the Dominion. He was president of 
the Canadian Medical Society for some 
time, and also vice-president of the 
British Association for the Advance­
ment of Science. He was mayor of 
Montreal for 1876-1877. He was knight­
ed in 1895 for his services to the cause 
of medicine. He was called to the sen­
ate in 1896. In politics he was a Lib­
eral-Conservative. ,

HARBOR IMPROVEMENTS.

Association Will Lay Claims of Port for 
Increased Appropriation Before 

Dominion Government.

With a view to bringing before the 
notice of the Dominion government the 
present condition of the harbor, the Vic­
toria Inner Harbor Association will hold 
a meeting in the committee rooms at the 
city hall to-morrow at 4 p. m. It is con­
tended that the present appropriation of 
$15,000 is entirely inadequate for the needs 
of the port.

Local shipping men term as “execrable” 
the fact that at low tide there Is only a 
depth of 12 feet of water at the entrance 
to the harbor. This state of affairs ren­
ders it impossible for an ordinary sized 
coasting steamer to make the port at 
low tide. It is with a view to appointing 
a delegation to approach the Dominion 
government and ask for a larger appro­
priation that the Inner Harbor Associa­
tion will meet to-morrow afternoon.

It was pointed out in the columns of the 
Times early this month that the question 
of harbor improvements had been agitat­
ing .local shipping men for some time 
past, and that furthermore the C. P. R. ■ 
was now interesting itself in the matter. 
The delegation appointed at to-morrow’s 
meeting to lay the claims of the port be­
fore the government at Ottawa will Jae 
backed by a consensus of local opinion 
and will doubtless result in an increased 
appropriation being passed.

AT GORGE
NELSON METHODISTS.

Officials of Church Face Problem of 
Providing Additional Accommo­

dation.

The officials of the local Methodist 
church find themselves confronted with 
a serious problem—one which will have 
to be solved as quickly as possible, and 
which, in its solution, may entail the 
building of a new church, says the Nel­
son Daily News. For some time the 
present edifice has been badly crowded. 
Moreover, the buildldfe: now in use is 
an old and unsatisfactory one, and can 
be used to advantage neither for gen­
eral congregational worship nor for the 
Sunday school, which holds its sessions 
in the main body of the church. More 
than a month ago, when the problem 
first began to present itself and take 
shape in the minds of the officials, it 
was thought that an easy solution 
might be found in the purchase of the 
unused Congregational church, which, 
by the expenditure of a little money, 
might easily be put into shape for im­
mediate use. Tentative negotiations 
were opened, but when the price at 
which the Congregational mission 
board held its prone, uy was learned, it 
was at once seen that: tne same amount 
of money could hA invested to bettei 
advantage in a new building. Accord­
ingly the negotiations were dropped. 
But the subject of a new church for 
local Methodism is as live as ever. 
Members of the board of trustees feel 
that they are in a good position to go 
ahead: with the work at an early date; 
for the congregation is out of debt and 
the weekly revenue is very encourag­
ing. It is anticipated that the official 
boards of the church will soon mature 
their plans; whatever their decision, it 
is probable that Nelson will soon be 
able to boast as modern and complete 
though not as large a Methodist edifice 
as is to be found in British Columbia.

SAVED BY ENGINEER’S SKILL.

Occupants of a Cutter Thrown in Front 
of a,C. P. R. Express.

A most miraculous escape from death 
was witnessed on the C. P. R. track 
and had it not been for the prompt ac­
tion of the engineer in charge of the 
Gretna express, a shocking tragedy 
would have resulted, says the Winni­
peg Free Press.

It appears that two men, one of 
whom is an employee of the C. P. R., 
hired a cutter and went for a drive. 
For some unexplained reason the men 
drove on to the main track on the west 
side of the C. P. R. station. They con­
tinued to drive in a westerly direction 
despite the warnings of several people 
and they had not gone far when the 
Gretna express coming towards the city 
was seen approaching. The men did 
not notice the express until it was close 
upon them. They realized the danger 
and in attempting to turn off the track 
the cutter was upset and the occupants 
thrown in front of the approaching 
train. The engineer ip.,charge of the 
express applied all his brakes with such 
force that sparks flew frqm the wheels, 
which one spectator describes was just 
like a firework display, - The express 
was stopped just six inches in front of 
the men and cutter who were still on 
the main track. When the train was 
brought to a standstill the men had not 
recovered from the fall

The engineer Ts deserrTng of com­
mendation for his smart work, and had 
it not been for his immediate action the 
results would have undoubtedly been 
disastrous.

LIBERTY FOR ALL.

French Minister of Education Denies 
Government Has Abandoned Con­

ciliatory Policy.

Paris, Feb. 19.—Replying to attacks on 
the government in the chamber of depu­
ties to-day, M. Briand in a brilliant speech 
maintained that the government had not 
and would not abandon its conciliatory 
policy. The regime of the separation of 
church and state should not be made a 
cloak for religious persecution. Republi­
cans and freethinkers alike must respect 
the consciences of the Catholics, he de­
clared. “We stand for liberty for all,* 
he said in conclusion.

Premier Clemenceau occasionally ap­
plauded M. Briand, who, cvhtinuing, said: 
“In declaring that the churches remain 
open we meant open for Catholic worship. 
In its fight with the state the church for­
feited its privileged position and lost pro­
perty worth ‘500,000,000 francs. Now it asks 
for leases of the churches, a measure 
which the law specifically , contemplates. 
The making of contracts necessarily in­
volves negotiations. That is the govern­
ment’s justification.”

MEXICAN MINE DISASTER.

Fifty-Four Bodies Have Been Recovered 
—Some of Injured May Die.

Las Esperanzes, Mexico, Feb. 19.—Up to
5 p. m. fifty-four bodies had been recover­
ed from mine No. 3, of the Mexican Coal
6 Coke Company. Eleven Injured are in 
the hospital, and two of the number are 
fatally hurt. Of the fifty-four dead bodies 
already recovered, thirty are Japanese. 
The dead, it is estimated, will number 
between sixty and eighty men.

WEAK PHYSICALLY, 
MENTALLY ALERT

STATEMENT REGARDING 
CHAMBERLAIN’S HEALTH

The former Colonial Secretary 
Spends Most of His Time 

In-doors.

London, Feb. 20.—An interesting au­
thoritative statement concerning the 
health of Joseph Chamberlain is pub­
lished to-day. It does not confirm the 
worst tumors, but it shows that Mr. 
Chamberlain is completely broken phy­
sically, although he is mentally alert. 
He passes most of his time indoors at 
Highbury, his Birmingham residence, 
but when the weather is fine he drives 
in a carriage in the grounds of his es- 
estate or on unfrequented roads in the 
vicinity. He seeks to avoid the public 
gaze. He never stays outside the house 
more than forty-five minutes at a time. 
He sometimes spends considerable time 
in his orchid house, as the temperature 
in these buildings suits him, or he will 
be wheeled in an invalid’s chair about 
the grounds. He occasionally takes a 
short walk supported by his stout stick 
and the arm of his wife, but the in­
valid chair is always ait hand.

Rassenger Killed and Engineer and 
Fireman Injured

London, Ont., Feb. 20.—In the wreck 
of the International Limited, George 
Renton, a passenger was killed and 
Engineer Hardman and Fireman Bark­
er seriously injured.

JAPANESE EXCLUSION.

Amendments to United States Bill 
Cause Dissatisfaction Among In­

terested Parties in Tokio.

Tokio, Feb. 18.—(Afternoon) — The 
official text of President Roosevelt’s 
amendment of the exclusion bill has 
been published. As expected, it has 
created the strongest dissatisfaction 
among the interested parties, although 
the movements of procedure have not 
assumed a definite shape.

The Japanese residents of the Ha­
waiian islands have telegraphed Pres­
ident Roosevelt and the Hawaiian rep­
resentatives in the House indicating 
the seriousness of the injury which will 
be caused to their rights and interests 
by the legislation.

The leaders of opinion here are 
aware, however, that under the circum­
stances the only alternative is to calm­
ly resign themselves to the situation, 
hoping that the government can ar­
range with the American authorities to 
reduce the sacrifice in the interests of 
Japanese immigration to a minimum. 
They regret the new law lest the San 
Francisco people, glorying in their suc­
cess, should assume an overbearing at­
titude. News of this kind would only 
tend to injure Japanese susceptibilities 
which President Roosevelt has been 
specially careful to avoid.

TWELVE SUFFRAGISTS 
SET AT LIBERTY

They Were Entertained By Their Col­
leagues on Being Released 

from Prison.

London, Feb. 20.—A dozen women 
suffragists were released from prison 
this morning and subsequently were 
entertained at lunch by their col­
leagues. Much enthusiasm was arous­
ed by the reading of congratulatory 
messages from the National American 
Women Suffrage Association, which 
closed its convention in Chicago yes­
terday, and from the Women’s Suf­
frage League of New York.

THE WRECK Of 
ELECTRIC TRAIN

EVIDENCE GIVEN AT
CORONER’S INQUEST

Express Was Too Heavy and Too 

fast for the Conditions of the 

Track.

New York, Feb. 19.—The fact that a 
spreading rail caused the wreck of the 
White Plains express on the New York 
Central railroad on Saturday night, in 
which 21 persons were killed, was de­
veloped at the coroner’s inquest to­
day.

Under the examination of assistant 
District Attorney Nathan A. Smyth, 
the New York Central’s engineer of 
maintenance of way, H. S. Balliet, tes­
tified that he found that the end of 
one of the rails on the outside of the 
- urve at the point of derailment had 
been sprung sideways a distant of two 
inches. The other end of the rail was 
held in place, but where the rail spread 
the spikes holding the side of the rail 
to the ties had been sliced off as if by 
a plainer. The heads of the bolts hold­

ing the end of this rail to the next rail 
/' were broken off. A tremendous force, 

Mr. Balliet said, must have been exert­
ed upon the rail to cut off the head of the 
spikes, but he did not know whether 
the speed of the train would have been 
sufficient. He said that he found noth­
ing to Indicate that the strain was ex­
erted by anything except by a train of 
too great weight and speed for the con­
dition of the track.

Francis Boardman, a division engi­
neer, said that the curve was construct­
ed on estimates of a weight of 90 tons 
per 27 feet, going at the rate of 60 
miles an hour. Twenty-seven feet is 
ihe length of the wheel base of the 
electric locomotives.

E. R. Rogers, the engineer in charge 
of the two electric locomotives which 
drew the wrecked train, testified that 
he was engineer of a steam locomo­
tive for 14 years, ran a subway train 
for two years, was employed by the 
New York Central last October as an 
assistant to the electric engineers, and 
was made an engineer on February 1st. 
He first hade harge of a passenger 
train on that road on Tuesday, Febru­
ary 12th, and had run a number of 
express trains since. An inspector who 
tried this train for a mile on the night 
before the accident told him it was 
going 65 to 70 miles an hour. Mr. 
Rogers said his instructions were to 
maintain schedule time, but not to ex­
ceed it when trains were late. At the 
time of the accident his train was four 
or five minutes late.

He had been running at a top speed, 
but had reduced the power at two 
curves, and was going 45 to 50 miles 
per hour when the cars jumped the 
track.

Henry E. Wood, assistant editor of 
Harper’s magazine, who was a passen­
ger on the wrecked train, testified that 
it passed the Bronx at a frightful 
speed. He said he felt so nervous that 
he had started to go to a rear car 
when the crash came.

TRAINMEN AND
THE LABOR BILL

Wish to Prevent Reduction of Wages 

During An Investigation 

Into Disputes.

Ottawa, Feb. 20—Hon. R. Lemieux’s 
bill to prevent labor strikes and lock­
outs in the Commons is being vigor­
ously opposed by the traipmen. Their 
desire is to prevent a reduction of 
wages during the investigation into la­
bor troubles.

Ralph Smith pointed out that all 
union men favored investigation. One 
great feature in England was to get 
employers to disclose their business to 
public. As for railway men they had 
developed the principle of unionism to 
a higher pitch than any other organi­
zation. This was by the principle of 
“collective bargaining.” This was so 

'complete that all difficulties were set­
tled between the men and the com­
panies. Up to the point of a strike the 
railway men were not affected. The 
bill then stepped in and said before 
cither of the parties go on strike, be­
fore a conflict starts, the public must 
know the whole circumstances by in­
vestigation. The right to strike was 
not taken away, but merely prevented 
while negotiations were going on. A 
strike on a public utility by a highly 
organized body of trainmen affected 
the public just as much as if it were 
brought about by an unorganized body. 
It seemed that while the opposition 
had declared in favor of the principle 
of the bill, they were now desirious of 
taking part of this back.

He has been in Okan­
agan about a year. He belongs to 
Quebec. A man named Clark was ar­
rested at the same time in Kelowna.

Clark and McBaiij were both In Peni- 
ticton for a few days at the time of 
the murder, leaving for the north on 
the boat the following morning.

McBain is said to have acted in an 
excited manner on entering the hotel 
the same night. It is understood Clark 
identifies the knife found in the 
stomach of the murdered man as be­
longing to McBain.

The police are on the track of a wo­
man, a keeper of a t house ill-repute, 
who is now at the coast. She is sus­
pected of complicity and possibly in 
possession of the stolen jewelry.

19.—A. Brandon, a 
saloon keeper, last night shot and killed 
Attorney D. R. Cox and Dr, J. W. Beall 
in the latter’s office, and was shot and 
killed himself a few hours later while be­
ing removed from the jail at Malden to 
Kennell for safe keeping.

Mrs. Thaw’s inability to remember 
a number of other things about which 
Mr. Jerome questioned her was by far 
the most material element in the 
cross-examination. The district at­
torney delved into her past life with 
a familiarity as to details and a store 
of general knowledge which at times 
seemed to amaze all who heard, not ex­
cepting the defendant’s counsel them­
selves.

MRS. THAW DOES 
NOT REMEMBER

FREQUENT ANSWER TO
JEROMES QUESTIONS

District-Attorney Has Not Yet Com­
pleted Cross-Examination-Main 

"Points Untouched. CossJ-Examination Continued.
New York, Feb. 21.—Although the en­

tire day’s session in the Thaw case 
yesterday was devoted by District At­
torney Jerome to the cross-examination 
of Evelyrj Nesbitt Thaw, he is not 
nearly through. There is little doubt 
that he will continue throughout the 
day. He has many more questions to 
ask her, for as yet he has hardly 
touched on thé more important feature 
of her story.

The examination so far has been a 
bit ragged, jumping rapidly from event 
to event in a palpable effort to confuse 
the witness. Mrs. Thaw's memory has 
suffered a relapse since she told her 
story on the direct examination, and 
by far the greater part of her answers 
were in the words “I do not remem­
ber.” With the question oft-repeated 
her story has not been shaken.

Just what features of the case Mr. 
Jerome will bring out to-day it is hard 
to say. So far he has asked practical­
ly no questions touching on the meet­
ing of Evelyn Nesbitt Thaw and White 
and their subsequent relations, and has 
not referred to the stories she testified 
she told her husband and about seeing 
White on the street twice after she was 
married. Nor has he in any way ques­
tioned her on her story of the events 
of the night of June 25th. Mrs. Thaw 
was unable yesterday to give exact 
dates, in many cases even approximate 
dates. She was not even sure of the 
month in which, as she has testified, 
White accomplished her ruin.

New York, Feb. 20.—District Attorney 
Jerome continued his cross-examination 
'Of Mrs. Evelyn Thaw at the trial of her 
husband.

Mrs. Thaw was questioned regarding 
letters from White. She testified that 
she gave fourteen letters to Thaw in 
Paris in 1903. Afterwards she received 
them from Thaw’s valet and gave them 
to Thaw again, presumably after he 
had shot White. All of these letters 
she said were received from White 
while she was abroad in 1903, and were 
given to Thaw. She also gave him some 
letters which had been received before 
Thaw time. She did not know where 
they were now.

Mrs. Thaw fenced with the district 
attorney artfully at times. Mr. Jerome 
spent an hour or more on White’s let­
ters, Mrs. Thaw declaring that the 
fourteen letters * which Thaw gave to 
Hartridge were the only ones she posi­
tively knew were in existence. But she 
said some might be in a trunk. Mr. 
Jerome would ask occasionally a point­
ed question, Mrs. Thaw would reply 
with an emphatic nod, “I didn’t say 
that.”

Mr. Jerome here turned to the story 
Mrs. Thaw told her husband, and the 
witness again declared it was true.

“How long were you unconscious in 
the 24th street house at the time of 
your experience with Stanford White?” 
“I don’t remember.”

“Was it after midnight that you be­
came unconscious?” “Yes, I think it 
was.”

“Was it before daylight?” Mrs. Thaw 
hesitated. “Yes, before daylight.”

“When did you first become ambitious 
to become a great actress?” “Before I 
went to Philadelphia.”

Mr. Jerome asked what Mrs. Nesbitt 
thought about her daughter going on 
the stage. “Mamma said I ought not 
to go out without her,” replied the 
witness.

Jerome asked about a man named 
Pope. He wanted to know if he had 
not lived at the same house with her. 
“Not while I lived there,” she said posi­
tively.

“Have you seen him since 1903?” “I 
may have passed him on the street.”

“I don’t mean that way.” “No,” 
with a stamp of her foot.

Mrs. Thaw then told of her visit with 
her mother to the office of Mr. Fisher, 
a theatrical manager. They had a let­
ter from Mr. Marks. It was on this 
occasion that Fisher said he was not 
running a “baby farm.” He finally 
agreed to take Miss Nesbitt with the 
understanding that the mother should 
go with her.

“How long did you play in Fisher’s 
‘Floradora?’ ” “After several weeks in 
the chorus I went into the cast. That 
was early in the summer of 1901. 
Late in July I went with the Geisha.”

“Your mother came for you every 
night?” “Yes, until I met White.”

“Who introduced you to White?” 
“Edna Goodrich.”

“Where did you meet Miss Good­
rich?” “She was playing in ‘Flora­
dora.’ ”

“You and she were friendly?” “Yes.”
“Did you see very much of her?” 

“No.”
“When she introduced you to White 

that was the first time you had been 
anywhere with her?” “Yes.”

“During the time you were in the 
‘Floradora’ company had you ever been 
out?” “Yes.”

“With whom ?” “With mamma and 
Mr. Garland.”

“Where did you meet him?” “At the 
boarding house on 38th street.”

“Did you ever write any letters to 
him?” “I don’t remember. I might 
have.”

'Mrs. Thaw said her mother was 
pleased with Garland’s attentions, and 
that she and her mother went yachting 
with him Saturdays.

“Is it not true,” went on Mr. Jerome, 
reading from a paper, “that in 1901 you 
were getting unruly, that your mother 
still stuck by you; that a married 
man----- ”

At this point Mr. Delmas objected to 
Mr. Jerome reading from what he term­
ed a statement by Evlyn Thaw’s mo­
ther. “If the district attorney wants 
the mother’s testimony in, he should 
produce her on the stand.”

“I’d like to, but you know that is im­
possible. You knew where she is,” 
said Mr. Jerome. The question regard­
ing Evelyn becoming unrully was al­
lowed to stand.”

“No,” Mrs. Thaw answered.
“Is it not true that married man was 

James A. Garland, and that he was 
getting a divorce, and that you and 
your mother frequently quarrelled 
about him?” “No.”

“Is it not true that you went alone 
with him on the yacht?” “Mamma and 
I, yes.”

Another objection te the question 
whether she had been co-respondent in 
Garland’s divorce suit was sustained.

“Did George W. Lederer have any­
thing to do with your going into the 
‘Floradora’ company cast?” “Not that 
I know of.”

Her acquaintance with Garland 
ceased when she met White.

“Is it true that Garland became an­
noying when you lived at a certain 
apartment house, and your mother got 
the telephone girl to refuse to send up 
his card?” “No.”

“Did your mother meet you every 
evening at the theatre?” “Yes, except 
when White came.”

District Attorney Jerome brought 
out the fact that .in 3906 Stanford White 
deposited the sum of $1,350 with a New 
York trust company with instructions 
that it should be paid to Evelyn Nesfcit 
at the rate of $25 a week.

Mrs. Thaw frankly admitted receiv­
ing a number of cheques from the trust

New York, Feb. 21.—Evelyn Nesbitt 

Thaw resumed the stand to-day. The 
prospect that District Attorney Jerome 
would develop more surprises this 
morning when he continued the cross- 
examination of Evelyn Nesbitt Thaw 
brought another big crowd to the court 
room, where the trial of Harry K. 
Thaw for the murder of Stanford White 
is being held. Some time before the 
hour for opening court the room was 
crowded and a long line was waiting 
outside the door.

Thaw entered the court room imme­
diately after the jury without waiting 
to be formally called to the bar. His 
hair was disdrdered and his manner
was eager and nervous. He carried a 
large pad of paper and after taking 
his seat proceeded to make notes of his 
wife’s testim6hy.

Mr. Jerome called Mrs. Thaw’s at­
tention to her closing testimony of yes­
terday in order that she might pick up 
the string of the story.

“Did you continue to believe all 
women were unchaste as Stanford 
White told you until you talked with 
Thaw in Paris in 1903?” asked Mr. 
Jerome. “Yes, sir.”

Tears came into Mrs. Thaw’s eyes as 
Jerome continued to question her inti­
mately about her relations with White. 
One of the newspaper women left the 
room. Mrs. Thaw said the relations 
were continued against her will. She 
cried bitterly. Attorney Jerome at­
tacked Mrs. Thaw. Once he offered to 
suspend cross-examination for a time, 
but Mr. Deimas would not consent.

A SENSATIONAL SHIPWRECK.

One Gigantic Wave Sweeps Seven Souls 
Overboard—All Hands at the 

Pumps.

A terrible story of shipwreck is unfold­
ed by the survivors of the Liverpool 
steamer Nemea, which was abandoned in 
the North Atlantic, the rescued men he mg 
brought home to the Mersey by the John­
ston liner Vedamore. The Nemea was on 
a voyage from St. John, N. B., to Man­
chester, with a cargo of timber. When a 
fortnight out from port the condenser 
broke down and the engines were stopped. 
A northwest gale was blowing, and tnere 
was a tremendous sea. The Nemea was 
slewed round broadside to the seas and 
became quite unmanageable. The deck 
cargo of deals shifted with the hea-. y 
rolling of the ship, and eventually was 
swept v overboard together with the masts 
and bulwarks. The vessel tossed helpless­
ly in the trough of the sea, making water 
at a great rate. All hands worked des­
perately at the" pumps to keep themselves 
afloat. All the fires were extinguished, 
and the plight of the crew was most 
miserable.

One great wave swept clean off the ship 
the master, Captain Shaw, and six others, 
but Captain Shaw and four others man­
aged almost by a miracle to get back to 
the ship. The other two—Clcllan, the third 
engineer, of Manchester, and Ray, a 
messroom boy, of Cardiff—were never seen

Shortly afterwards the Vedamore came 
to the rescue. A volunteer crew, includ­
ing the chief officer—a Japanese—and the 
third officer, put off in a boat, Captain 
Henry manoeuvring the Vedamore to 
give the boat shelter and using oil freely 
to break the waves.

The Vedamore’s boat made two success­
ful trips to the Nemea, bringing off most 
of the crew. The remainder succeeded in 
getting away in their own lifeboat. The 
rescue was effected 215 miles west of the 
Fastnet and about 500 miles from Liver­
pool.5

Decisive Victory of Opposition Over the 
Government Forces.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 19.—Available re­
turns of to-day’s balloting in the final 
election of members of parliament pic­
ture a decisive general victory of the 
opposition over the government forces, 
coupled with a significant overmastering 
of the Constitutional Democrats by the 
more radical parties, such as the Group 
of Toil, the Social Democrats and the 
Social Revolutionists. The oft-repeated 
promises that the second parliament of 
Russia would be more irreconcilably op­
posed to the bureaucracy than the first 
is thus being fulfilled.

Choice For President.
Toronto, Feb. 20.—Prof. M. E. SacTIer 

is the choice of Toronto University gov­
ernors for president. He is at present 
a professor at Victoria University, 
Manchester, England, and will be in­
vited to Toronto to confer with the 
governors.

Assesment of Toronto.
Toronto, Feb. 20.—The final revision 

of Toronto’s assessment by the counity 
judge cuts off $206,967 from the assess­
ment commissioner’s figures, and the 
assessment of Toronto for 1907 stands 
at $184,632,463.

Old Age Pensions.
Toronto, Feb. 20.—The board of the 

House of Industry will recommend the 
government to pension deserving peo­
ple at the age of 65. By that time they 
will have indirectly contributed to the 
funds of the state sufficient to earn 
their keep thereafter.

Question of Mill.
Port Arthur, Feb. 20.—The council in 

the master of the Muirhead Milling 
Company decided to leave action over a 
time, but it is altogether likely that the 
town will agree to subscribe for lands 
to half the amount expended on the 
works. A proposition to this effect will 
be made to the promoters.

Died From Injuries.

Berlin, Ont., Feb. 20.—John Orazek, 
victim of an assault last December, 
died in hospital to-day, after suffering 
great agony.

May Be Raised.
Lethbridge, Alta., Feb. 20.—That lum­

REDUCING EXPENSES.

Fernie City Council Decides to Cut 
Down the Civic List.

At the Fernie city council meeting 
held Thursday night the mayor and' 
aldermen made good their pre-election 
promises to reduce the city expendi­
ture. Mayor Bonnell outlined his views 
with regard to the best means of re­
ducing the cost of civic administra­
tion. The city of Fernie is paying $700 
per month in salaries, which he deemed 
much too large a sum to expend for the 
work performed and the income of the 
city. He would recommend that the 
police force consist of a chief and night 
patrolman, and that the office of chief 
of police and chief of the fire depart­
ment be combined. He would recom­
mend a reduction in the salary of the 
magistrate as there was not enough 
work to engage his attention for more 
than two hours per day on an aver­
age. He would suggest the govern­
ment taking over the gaol and the city 
pay board for their prisoners. He 
thought the city solicitorship could be 
dispensed with at present, and legal 
advice obtained when required. He 
offered his services as health officer 
gratuitously. He suggested that a 
saving could also be accomplished in 
employing one auditor instead of two, 
as heretofore. He would recommend 
the salaries of city officials to be as 
follows: City clerk, $100 per month; fire 
chief, $100; chief of police, $125; night 
patrolman, $100; magistrate, $35, and 
solicitor’s fees, $25, a total of $485, and 
a reduction of $214 per month*.

His Worship stated that his motives 
would be misconstrued, but his only 
desire was to conduct the administra­
tion of the affairs of the town in an 
economical and business like manner.

A resolution moved by Aid. Stork, 
seconded by Aid. Trites, to reduce the 
police was carried.

A motion by Aid. Stork, seconded by 
Aid. Gales, that the lieutenant-governor 
in council be recommended to fix the 
salary of the magistrate at $35 per 
month was carried by the casting vote 
of the mayor.

There was a lengthy discussion over 
the motion to dispense with the ser­
vices of a city solicitor, but finally a 
resolution was moved that “the posi­
tion be declared vacant 30 days from 
February 28th,” with the understand­
ing that new applications for the posi­
tion be called for. The resolution pass­
ed.

ROSSLAND CAMP.

Scarcity of Cars—Shortage of Coke at 
Trail and Northport.

Shortage of cars became so acute 
during last week that Le Rol closed 
down for one day, says a Rossland dis­
patch. Coke continues scarce and the 
Trail smelter can only run a portion of 
its plant, while the Northport smelter 
remains closed down owing to the same 
cause.

In the lead refinery at Trail smelter 
the 300 horse-power electric generator 
and dynamo has just been tried for the 
first time, and operated in a satisfac­
tory way. The number of tanks has 
been increased by 69, making the total 
number 240, this final step increasing 
the capacity of the refinery from 50 to 
75 tons daily.

Centre Star, 1,136 tons; Le Roi, 2,175 
tons; Le Roi No. -2, 385 tons; White
Bear, 70 tons; total, 3,776 tons; total 
for year, 299,307 tons.
