A BYE.-LAW.

For the preservation of order.

Be it ordained by the Municipal Council of the County of

Northumberland :

That any person or persons who shall obstruct any side-
walk or crossing in-the Towns of Chatham or Newcastle

A BYE-LAW
Relating to Dogs.

Be it ordainéd by the Municipal Council of the County of

Northumberland :

1. That the owner, keeper or harbourer of any Dog or
Dogs in the front lots of the Middle District of the Parish
of Chatham, shall between the first days of February and
May in each and every year, register his or her name in
full, with the name of the streets on which they reside, or
cause the same to be so registered in a Book to be kept
“for that purpose at the Police Office within said District,
and shall place or cause to be placed opposite his or her
name the number of dogs he or she owns, keeps or har-

bours.

And ary person who shall be guilty of a breach

of any of the provisions of this section, shall for every
offence be liable to a penalty of $2, and on default of pay-
ment of any such fine the said dog shall be killed by
order of the Magistrate imposing such fine.

2. That the Collector of Dog Tax for the said District
shall procure a Book, to be paid for out of the money col-
lected for Dog Taxes, and place the same in the said Police
Court on or before the first day of February in each year,

for the purposes of the first section.

And the said Col-

lector sha.l, when within his knowledge or on being in-
formed of any person who has committed a breach of the
foregoing section, prosecute such person : and the omission
of such Collector to so prosecute within ten days after
such knowledge or information, shall subject him to a fine

of $2.

3. That the owner, keeper or harbourer of any Bitch,
who shall allow or permit such Bitech when in season to
go at large in the said front lots in the said Middle Dis-
trict of Chatham, shall be subject to a penalty of $5, and on
default of payment thereof, the said Bitch shall be killed
by the direction of the Magistrate who imposes such

enalty.

4. That all fines and penalties recovered under any of
the foregoing sections shall be paid over to the said Col-
lector by the Magistrate imposing the same, and the said
Collector shall enter in the said book so kept in the said
Police Court all such fines and penalties together with the
names of the parties paying the same.

5. That all fines and penalties recorded under the fore-
going sections shall be applied for Alms House purposes
for the Parish of Chatham, according to section second of
the Bye-Law “ Relating to Dogs.”

6. That this Bye-Law shall come in force on the first
day of January, 1881, from and after which time any
Bye-Law heretofore made repugnant or inconsistent with
the provisions of this Bye-Law shall be repealed. !

i THER MAIN PART STANDING, THOUGH MUCH

DAMAGED. THE LiBrary, O Parxt-
INGS AND FURNITURE SAVED—INSUR-
ANCE AND OTHER PARTICULARS,
FrEDERICTON, Feb, 25,
A fire was discovered at 10 o’clock to-
night
IN THE LIBRARY
adjoining the House of Assembly building.
The alarm was promptly given, but as no
light was to be seen, it was some time be.
fore many people reached the scene of the
conflagration. It was at first thought that
the fire was a small affair, and would soon
be extinguished ; but it soon became
evident that it was in between the walls
of the building and under the floor of the
Legislative Council Chamber. A rush
was made on the library, and all the books
were soon removed from the shelves and
carried to the Provincial Secretary’s offige,
and as the water had commenced to come
through the ceiling, everything portable
in the library, including the glass fronts
of the book cases, was carried out. As
the fire
APPROACHED THE MAIN BUILDING,
and the water came dropping through in-
to the Assembly room, the people set to
work with a will and in a short time all
the furniture and carpets, the coats-of-
arms, large oil paintings and. in fact all
the things in the room, were removed to
places of safety. While this was being
done, all the papers from the clerk’s room
and up-stairs had been placed in safe keep-
ing. All of the books in the law library
were removed, with great care, to the
office of the Clerk of the Pleas and none
of the volumes have received injury.
THE LIBRARY SAVED.
It is thought that all the library books
have been saved, but it is feared that
some very valuable ones that were kept
in the committee room, have been de-
stroyed, as it was in that room that the
fire was first discovered. A great number
had, however, been injured.
At the time of writing, midnight, the
wing of the building has been completely
destroyed and the' main building is on
fire and will probably follow. The fire.
men are working hard, and private citi-
zens, headed by the members of the Gov-
ernment and officials, are rendering all
possible assistance.
ONLY ONE OF THE ENGINES
was brought out at first, but the other
one and the hand-engines are now on the
ground.
Nothing with certainty, can be said
with regard to the origin of the fire, but
as parties were at work, to-day cleaning
up for the opening, it is probable that
they left a fire on ‘when they went away,
and that, though some defect in the pipe,
this caused the conflagration. When dis-
covered the tire had been some time under
“’ﬂy.
LATER.
FrEDERICTON, Feb, 26, 1 a. m.
The fire is now about out, but the main
building has been very much damaged, es-
pecially by water.
FreperIcTON, Feb, 26.
The damage to the Legislative Buildings
will be estimated probably at five thousand
dollars. It was insured for four thousand
in the Queen Insurance Company, and two
thousand in the ZEtna Insurance Company.

't The Library which was valued at thirty

thousand dollars before the fire is serious-.
ly damaged. But.the damage will, it is
thought, not reach the amount of the In.
surance, say fifteen thousand dollars in the
following . companies : North British and
Mercantile and Western Insurance, four
thougand dollars ; Commercial Union, sev-
en thousand, but outside of the matter of
insurance indemnity, the loss as regards
the library is irreparable and most deeply
to be regretted.
HOW THE FIRE ORIGINATED.

The fire in the Parliament buildings last
night was caused by the register grate in
the Legislative Council Chamber being too
close to the carrying timbers, one of which
was placed in this chimney just below the
grate. The wonder is that the fire had
not occurred before. A fire was made in
the grate yesterday to heat the Legislative
Council Chamber. An examination cou-
tirms the fact that the fire was purely
accidental.

A full investigation into the cause of the
fire is being held before the police magis-
trate. During the week the Mayor has
offered the use of the City Hall to the
Government.

THE HOUSE PROROGUED UNTIL THE 9TH OF

MARCH.
FrebpericroN, Feb. 26.
‘The Legislature met in the Normal
School Building at a quarter to one to-day.
The upper flat was used for the Legislative
Council Chamber and the House of As-
sembly met in the second flat. There was
no pomp or display as on former occasions.
No Guard of Honor turned out, and no
handsomely dressed ladies graced the
scene. Ata quarter to one the Lieutenant
Governor, accompanied by the President
of the Council, Sheriff Temple, Rev. Jos.
McLeod, Henry Wilmot, Esq., and Bev-
erly Jouett, Esq., the Gentleman-Usher
of the Black Rod, entered the House and
took his seat. The Usher of the Black
Rod was then despatched with a g
to the Lower House, requesting their
presence, and in a few minutes they en-
tered the room. Hon. A. McL. Seely
then informed the House that hé€ had been
instructed by the Lieutenant Governor to
say that the House was prorogued till
Tuesday, the 9th day of March next.
FrEDERICTON, Feb. 26.

The Government officials have been
at work all- day sorting papers and en-
deavoring to get their offices in some sort
of order after the confusion of last night.
1t is impossible to tell with any degree of
accuracy what the damage done to the
books in the Legislative library will
amount to, but it is tolerably evident that
several hundred volumes have been de-
stroyed. It has not been decided where
the Legislature will meet, and probably
will not for several days. There are
rumors afloat that it is the intention of
the Government to fix up the Assembly
room so as to make it answer for the
session, and that the Supreme Court room
will be used by the Legislative Council.
It is more than likely, however, that the
Normal School and City H ill be used.

HOW THEY WORKED AT THE FIRE.

‘“Occasional ” writes: It is conceded
on all hands that the most strenuous efforts
were made to save the library and other
contents of the buildings, and that much
success attended the efforts made in that
direction, though the loss of valuable
books is considerable. On a table in the
first committee room in the Library, just
beneath where the fire originated, may be
seen a pile of charred volumes, from among
some of the oldest and rarest books in the
Lib.rary. That room contained the vol.
umeg of the Domeaday Book, and it is not
known whether they have: been all saved
or not. It also contained files of the En-
glish Quarterlies. The loss of one of the
volumes of the magnificent edition of Au-
dobon’s birds, once owned by Napoleon,
is much regretted. Indeed, in regard to
books, the extent of the loss suffered can-
not yet be stated.
1t is felt on the other hand that there was
not as much promptness in getting the en-
gines to work ‘as there might have b-éen.
There were also several interruptions ; at
one time a cry was raised that there was a
fire up town in a private house, that caused
a temporary cessation of activity on the
part of the firemen. Soon after it was
definitely affirmed that the five was in the
Brayley House. That led to another ces-
sation of work for a time, firemen leaving
their posts. Then the way the Assembly
Building was handled, in which there was
no fire, was quite reckless. The smashing
in of windows; doors, etc., wis unnecessa-
rily great, and the way the building was
deluged with water was something fright-
ful. Hence the Legislstive Councillors
now say that ‘‘theylost their chambers by
fire, while the House ot Assembly lost
theirs by water.” Perhaps it could not be
expected that people would grow enthusi-
astic over the saving of the latter, it was
8o old and dilapidated, nor did they.
There were those who did not scruple to
manifest pleasure that the old building,
which called so loudly for a new one, was
likely to be sweptaway, and to be replacad
by a better one. :

VISITING THE RUINS.

Before and after the prorogatioi: to-day,

the M. P. P’s in town, as well as the
members of the Upper Branch, visited
and explored the burnt and otherwise

destroyed buildings. It was not very safe
to go through the Legislative Council
Chamber, as portions of the roof and ceil-
ing were in such a shattered condition as
to be easily brought down upon the heads
of persons who moved about the building,

yet that chamber, and the Library
chamber, which presented such a painful
sight, ard all the buildings were explored
in turn. Then the Government offices, to

which the papers kept in the House of
Assembly and the books of the Library

were hurriedly borne, were examined.

They presented a scene of extraordinary
confusion. Books and papers werethrown
in heaps. It could not be otherwise.

The work of sorting them and putting the
books and papers to rights will be con-
siderable.”

THE PROROGATION.

The scene at the Normal School, to-day
was quite an interesting one. Glimpses
of the pupil-feachers were obtained by the
members. Glimpses of the members were
obtained by the pupil-teachers. The first
rush of the members was to the fine hall
in which Principal Crocket usually ad-

dresses the teachers. Bnt as that was to
be the scene of the ceremony, the M. P.
P’s were obliged to withdraw to another
and smaller chamber, from which the

ed by the Black Rod. TheM. P. P's re-
tired accordingly. Mr. Speaker Steven.
son, duly attended and looking well, took
the chair. There was the usual knock at
the door of the Commons ; the order to
“ admit the messenger” was promptly
given. Black Rod made the tiaditional
bows, and having delivered his message,
effected his retreat in the usual graceful
style. Then the Speaker rose and moved
onwards and upwards to the improvised
Legislative Council Chamber. Soon a vast
number of persons entered it, joining the
Legislative Councillors. The members of
the Executive were about all present The
M. P. P.’s were present in great numbers.
The citizens, the officials of the Normal
School, the pupil-teachers, etc. were
around. A plainly dressed gcptleman,
wearing his hat, sat in a chair, which
occupied the place where Principal
Crocket’s desk used to stand. The gentle-
man might pass for a Senator in evening
attire, but, as in the case of Governor
Chandler, the Windsor uniform was want-
ing. That was the new Lieut. Governor,

the Hon. R. D. Wilmot, and he was look-
ing remarkably well. Aftera short pause,
he gave a signal, which the Hon. Mr.
Seely, President ofthe Legislative Council,
understood and promptly ‘acted upon.
That gentleman rose and delivered himself
of the usual formula of prorogation. Then
the members began to retire from the
chamber, which they had only occupied a
few minutes, and the crowd followed.
Several gentlemen of both branches of the
Legislature, and citizens as well, stepped
up tothe platform to epeak to the Governor
and congratulate him and were very

, cordially received.

WHAT THE LEGISLATORS THOUGHT OF PRO-
ROGATION.
Before and after the meeting in the new
Council Chamber, the subject of prorog-
ation was discussed. It was generally op-
posed as unnecessary and inconvenient.
M. P. P’s who had arranged to he absent
for 5 or 6 weeks wanted to finish up their
legislative work within that time. They
said the meeting was late at best, and the
session would be ca¥fied on too far in the
season. They thought halls could be had
at once, and a St. John member said if
they wanted a place to meet, he would en-
'sure it, in that city, in twenty-four hours,
Some thought the Government must have
other reasons for delay Lesides the fire,
and that they required to gain time for
some purpose. But those who visited. the
offices, heard the explahations of the
Government, and saw the way that papers
and documents that might be wanted,
were strewn around, did not feel surprised
that the Government thoughy it was as
well to prorogue, as to be th danger of
losing time. However, the end of this

Penny Savings Banks.

(To the Editor of the Toronto Globe.)

Sir,—All who have been working in the
penny savings banks that have been organ-
ized in this city must feel pleased when
they find that the results of their work
have attracted the attention of the think-
ing public ; and no doubt the discussion
which will be opened in, consequence of
the editorial contained in your issue of
the 20th inst, will be of great practical
benefit. There is one point which, how-
ever, I shouid at the outset wish ta be
clearly understood. The penny banks
which have been established, were not es-
tablished with the slightest idea or inten-
tion of making a profit out of them, or
indeed of doing a banking business. They
are places where moneys are deposited,
kept safely for the depositors, and paid
back when called for, and they are ne-
thing more.

These banks have been established from
purely philanthropic motives, and no one
of all whp take part in the work reaps oge
cent profit. The trustees guarantee the
depositors, undertaking to make good any
losses there might be, and that is the
whole extent of-their pecuniary interest.
The expenses connected with the man-
agement are not in any case met by the
difference in the interest received from the
company with Which the money is depos-
ited, and the balance of the expense is
subscribed by those who wish the institu
tion success.

All the labour expended is voluntary.
Now as to the future. The subject shounld
be fully discussed, and the best plan adopt-
ed. The Government of our' Dominion
is deeply interested in the well-being of
the people, and the establishment of the
Post-office Savings Bank was a step in the
right direction, but still the class the
penny banks deal with is not reached by
the Post office Savings Bank. Neither it
nor any Coempany that I know of, will re-
ceive deposits of less than $1. Of the
5,611 deposits (amounting to $1,679.41),
received by the All Saints’ Church Penny
Savings Bank from the 31st May, 1879, to
the 15th January, 1880, 5,449 were under
81 —that is to say, over 95 per cent. of
these deposits were of sums that would
not be received by the Post-office Savings
Bank, or any company or bank on deposit.
The result shows that when the means of
saving in small sums is given to the public
they will take advautafe of it, and no
doubt if these means are not brought to
their doors, the money is not saved but is
spent or squandered.

Doubtless the success of the penny
banks established, will, as you say attract
others into the field. The; will not come
a moment toc soon, but I am sure all will
agree with you tlat these penny banks
should in some way or other be affiliated
and placed on a sound permanent basis.

I would suggest thata Committee of
leading citizens — responsible men, and
men of irreproachable character—be form-
ed (under an Act of Parliament if neces-
sary,) under whom the wbole system
should 'be worked. If any gentlemen
wish to open a Penny Bank let therp apply
to this Committee for their permission to
do 80, and give the Committegpower to
aceept or reject the application as in their
best judgment should be done. Proper
and responsible trustees could then be
had ; the” establishment of too many
penny savings banks would be prevented,
proper audits would be had; and the
public using the banks would have a
guarantee that all that human wisdom
could do would be done for the protection
of their interests. The money deposited
with the penny banks could be depositezP
in the Government Post-office Savings
Bank, which would give 4 per cent. in.
terest, and the Government could provide
books and stationery, and a certain sum a
year to the General Committee, to be used
by them in judiciously bringing the merits
of the penny bavoks before the pnblic.
Public returns could be made, and the
public joarnals would no doubt freely give
the space required from year to year.

In the near future I should not be sur-
prised to find the Government establishing
branch savings banks in different parts of
the city, which would be open at all hours,
and thereby many more would be attract-
ed to opening an account with Her Ma-

esty.
: Should the result be that the Govern-
ment take hold of the matter and provide
efficient means to meet the desired end,
All Saints’ Church will gladly give way,
feeling that they have accomplished their
object.

A question overriding all others just
now in St. John is that which may be
said to have risen from the ashes of the
Legislative Buildings, Fredericton. It
is, of course, not an entirely new ques-
tion, hut the idea that ‘“ whatever is is
right” had kept it from assuming practi-
cal shape up to the time of the remark-
ably opportune fire. So long as the
old Leglislative Buildings stood in
Fredericton they were a material pro-
test, strengthened by time-honored as-
sociation against giving effect to the
more practical side of the question, but

came mnecessary that new buildings
should be provided, the matter of loca-
tion —very unexpectedly, no donbt, to
many—became a living issue.

If the Supreme Court had not been
located at Fredericton it is doubtful
whether the proposition to remove the
seat of Government to St. John would
have ever been seriously made,but both
the Bar and business men of the latter
city have suffered great inconvenience
and expense though being obliged to
have their appeal cases settled in the
up-river capital, and they, therefore, all
the more readily realise by comparsion
the desirability of having the centre of
Government where they know it would
be most convenient to, the greater
number of the people of tae Province.

Fredericton was chosen as the seat of
Government at a time when the facili-
ties for travel rendered journeys from
different points in the province to the
Legislature no light undertaking and
the distance to be travelled by members
and others having business at the Capi-
tal was an important consideration in
fixing upon the legislative and law-ad-
ministering centre.- The railway sys-
tem of the country has, however, re-
moved the element of distance to be
travelled from an-important place among
the considerations on which the ques-
tion is to be decided and, so far as the
matter of travel can affect it, the fact
that St. John is the centre of our rail-
way system ought to render a decision
in favor of that city one not difficult to
arrive at.

Fhe steady-going ‘sentiment of the
Province—the opinion of practical men
of all classes—is agreed upon one point,
viz., that we have entirely too much
legislature for the management of our
provincial affairs. There is little doubt
that if a respectable scheme for reducing
the representation about one-half—and
the expense of legis]ati))n in even great-
er proportion—were made a question
at any general election, its advocates
would be endorsed by a large provin-
cial majority. It may not be that so
desirable a change will become a thing
of fact during the present decade, but
there is little doubt that such a scheme
would be perfected very soon if the
Legislature and Government were to
conduct their deliberations surrounded
by the largest commercial community
of the Province, in the midst of a busi-
ness sentiment which would be an irre-
sistable and constant protest against the
unwieldy governmental machinery ab-
sorbing so much of our small public
revenue. This seems one of the most
potent considerations that go to make
up the question and the one that is the
greatest from an economic point of view.
1t can be argued that an advance tow-
ards so desirable a change may:as easily
be made with the Capital at Fredericton
as elsewhere, but everything is against
such a position. Fredericton has al-
ways been accustomed to the compara-
tively large Legislative and Executive
organizations now existing,and her peo-
ple deem a change in the direction of
economy ‘undesirable because of local
considerations. Her groeers, dry goods
men and milliners think it would lessen
their receipts somewhat; her beauty and
fashion would look upon it as endanger-
ing their social importance, while a few
persons, who find employment about
thg Legislature for a few weeks of the
year would be in fear that their services
might be dispensed with. The moré
ponderous the machine, therefore, the
better it would be, in one sense, for
all these interests, and Fredericton may
not, therefore, be looked to as affarding
any countenance to a movementin the
direction of Legislative and Executive
economy.

In view of the abolition of the Legis-
lative Conncil, also, the removal to St.
Jolin would be one in theright direction,
for it is well known that the Upper
House generally acts, in response to St.
John sentiment. In many cases the
press of St. John informs the public in
reference to undesirable or inexpedient
measures which have passed or are
passing in the Assembly and they are
defeated in the Legislative Council in
response to St. John sentiment com-
municated after they are passed by the
lower body. If the deliberations of the
Legislature were conducted under the
eye of the St. John press and people
the greatest publicity possible would
be given to them and a censorship
greatly in the public interest would he
secured, rendering the Assembly much
less liable to ill-considered action than
it is at present, and abolition of the
Upper House a certainty.

there can be no doubt in the minds of
those acquainted with the business
transacted in it. Much more than one
nalf of all the appeal cases with which
it is called upon to deal are moved up
from the St. John Courts. The man-
agement of these cases renders the em-
ployment of the very best available legal
talent necessary and litigants are,there-
fore, called upon to pay not only the
ordinary fees charged by able counsel,
but also the price which the profession
approves of as suflicient to pay its lead-
ing members for leaving their offices for
days together and neglecting all other
business save that in which they are
engaged in the Supreme Court. St.
John business men find that they must
accept the decisions of the lower courts
held in that city orincur expenses rang-
ing from two or three hundred dollars
upwards for appeal to the Supreme
Court at Fredericton, the greater part
of which is made up of fees at the rate
of 825 per day, which must be paid be-
cause St. John lawyers are ebliged to
go to Fredericton. Tt may be said that
if the Court were at St. John, Frederi-
ton litigants would suffer from the same
drawbacks now complained of by thuse
of the former city. While that is true,
the fact that St. John furnishes more
than one half of the appeal business to
the Supreme Court, and that litigants
of nearly all other places, excepting
Fredericton, would also be convenienced
by the proposed change, ought to settle
the question. Besides, Fredericton,
even now, furnishes business to the
Court that is inconsiderable compared
with St. Johnalone. We venture, also,
to say that many St. John business men
who fail toget justice in the lower
courts at St. John suffer losses and
wrong rather than incur the costs in-
volved in appeal to the Supreme Court
at Fredericton—costs which arise mainly
from the improper location of the Court,
and which are not those incidental to
the court itself.

Of course, this question, like all
others has its cther side. Arrayed
against the propused change are a
number of strong influences not easily
overcome, although theyare all ofa
local and private nature. *‘ Possession,”
it is said, *‘ is nine points of the law”
and if the City of Fredericton does not
possess the Legislative, Governmental
and Supreme Court buildings, it is the
place where they have always been
located. The departmental bvildings
still stand where they were before the
fire and it is urged thatin case the
capital is removed they will become use-
less. ““But,” says St. John, *you
proposed, just before the fire, to tear
them down and include the accommo-
dation they afford in the new building
you wanted erected!” ¢:Next,” says
Fredericton, *‘Government House—a
valuable building—would be rendered
almost useless and valueless if the seat
of Goveriiment were removed.” “But,”
St. John says, ‘‘that venerable pile
costs the province much more annually
than a good and suflicient residence for
the Governor can be had for in the com-
mercial metropolis and whatever can be
made ont of Government House will be
so much gained,” and the St. John
Common Council, as a proof of its earn-
estness in the matter really adds to its
offer of a splendid site for Government
buildings to provide, out and out, @
residence for the Lientenant-Gover:
Then the minor business and

Besides, the City Council has offered to
part with either Queen or King Square
as a gift to the Province for the site of
the necessary buildings to be erected,
instead of those proposed at Fredericton
—a thing the Council conld not be ex-
pected to doin the event of the Supreme
Court only’ being transferred to St.

Protection Elsewhara.

Our readers will,no doubt,be interest-
ed in learning how the protectionist
ideas that have found a lodgement
among ourselves are succeeding among
others who,like ourselves, have recently
adopted them. The Freihandels Cor
respondenz of Berlin under date Jun.
12th says:—

The improvement in trade mani-
ifest after a six years period of de-
pression on both sidesof the Atlantic
has chanced to occur at a juncture
when the German Empire is engagea
in carrying out a complete change in
its commercial policy. 1t cannot be
otherwise than that the adherents of
the new system will attempt to prove a
connection between the two circum-
stances to point to the brightening of
the commercial horizon as a conse-
quence of the new protectionist
policy. It will therefore be well to
puint out that the revival of trade
began in America (stimulated there-
to by its abundant harvest and
the short crops in Europe) and also
that it is much more perceptible in
countries where no alteration in customs
arrangements has lately been made than
in Germany. With regard to all the
most important products of the branches
of industry affected by the recovery,
the rise of price in America, England
and Belgium is far more remarkable
than in Germaany. In theironindustry
which for several months has enjoyed
the protection of the new duty, Ger-
many cannot keep pace with the sudden
advance in English prices. In the tex-
tile industry England Tikewise has a
great start in the imprevement. In
woollen yarns English specialities, such
as mohair &c., have made the largest
advances, the classes supplied chiefly
by German industry keeping far in the
backgronnd ; the same with regard to
leather.”

It will be seen from the above that,
like ourselves,Germany finds that so far
as any benefit to native manufacturing
industries is concerned, protection is a
delusion and a snare.

THIS WEEK'S LETTER.

Many damaging revelations against
the Governmeut have already been
made. The false economy of the Inter-
colonial management, resulting in
wheezy and debilitated locomotives,
painted black as if in mourning for
their humiliation, clattering cars, an
uneven roadway, a dissatisfied and in-
subordinate staff of employees, and an
epidemic of accidents are the railway
record. Then there was the fact that
the Government had let contracts for
the construction of 127 miles of railway
in British Columbia, without authority.
True, they had authority on the basis
of the Imperial Gunarantee, the proposi-
tion for which, Sir John last year told
the House ‘‘ must succeed.” It did
not succeed. The Jmperial guarantee
was not secured, and the Government
have done without it, what Parliament
only authorised them to do if it were ob-
tained. Thus we become liable for an
expenditure of nine millions, all to go to
the mighty Onderdonk for building a
railway through the “‘sea of mountains”
of the Pacific coasts The stery of how
other tenderers were induced * for a
consideration,” to withdraw their ten-
ders, at a loss of many thousands to
the public, adds little to the credit of
the transaction. The question has be-
came a pertinent one, whether the new
railway magnate may not yet become
as dangerous an element 1 our politics
a8 the great steam ship owner was in
1872. It looks probable enough that
after a while, we shall come to speak of
the Pacific Scandal of 1873 as Pacific
Scandal No 1, possibly equalled if not
over-matched by other scandals of the
series. It has always been a trump
card in Tory hands to keep themselves
in power by the expenditure of money.
When the Intercolonial was undertaken,
Mr. Willian: Macdougall, then Minister
of Public Works, stated that Sir John
had lost his shrewdness if with twenty
millions to expend be gould not keep
‘himself in power for ten years. The
same gentleman gfterward spoke.of the
millions expended on that work as
““ thrown into the sea,”; and it looks as
if the Government were now, with a
lavish hand, throwing millions into
*“ the sea of mountains.”

It would seem that we are never to
haye done with expenditure for British
Columbia. The latest proposition of
this kind was brought down the other
day by the Minister of Justice,who ask-
ed the House to provide salaries for
two additional Supreme Court Judge,
in that Province. "Strange to say, the
d iy befure, many Conservatives were ob-
jecting to the cost of the Supreme
Court. They were cven declaring its
creation ‘‘ premature,” thongh it was
provided for in the. Union act, and an-
nually promised in the speeches from
the Throne by the Tory Government till
they were turned out in 1873. Of
course, Tory objection to the Supreme
Court is only founded on the fact that
it was created and the judges appointed
by the Liberal Government. Hence,
too, their economical eyes are direct-
ed towards it. The Supreme Court has
however, gained in faver since last
session, as was shown by the additional
respect accorded it in the discussion,and
the overwhelming vote that ‘‘hoisted”
for six months Mr. Keeler’s bill for the
repeal of the Supreme Court act. These
same economical gentlemen, however,
don’t think it premature to give British
Columbia two more judges, though she
has eight already, with salaries of $2,400
to 85,800 each, and only ten to fifteen
thousand people to be ““judged.”  They
also think it most sound and excellent
economy for the people of New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia and P. E. Island
to help pay them. Some of the revela-
tions anent this business go to show
that the existing judges in B. C. have
very little to do. Mr. Blake instanced
where of twelve courts held, nine had
absolutely nothing to do, and in the
three remaining sittings,the whole busi-
ness only involved demands of some
8750, while the travelling expenses of
the judge in the three cases referred to
were over $1,000.

It is very evident that if *‘ economy ”
is practiced on the Intercolonial Rail-
way as Sir Charles Tupper claims, it is
more than counterbalanced by extrava-
gance every where else. All expendi-
ture in New Brunswick is ‘“scrimped ”
to the utmost, that the money may be
lavished in the West. Westward under
Tory rule go the emigrating people,
Westward go the seats in the Cabinet,
Westward go the millions gathered by
the Custom Officers and the excisemen
from our maritime people.

It does not now appear so certain
that the Insolvent Act will be repealed,
though I think the Repeal Bill with
certain modifications will pass the Com-
mons. The mercantile community of
the larger cities and the Banks through-
out the Dominion are against the re-
peal, though, if repeal must come, they
ask that it be done quickly, to save the
rush into court that would follow be-
tween the passage of the Repeal Act
and its sanction by the Governor. In
the absence of necessary local legislation
in New Brunswick, and with the Local
House_ prorogued, so that legislation
for the present is impossible, it would
seem that in that Province the effect of
repeal might be disastrous. Neverthe-

Mr. McCarthy introduced a bill to give
the Supreme and Exchequer Court the
power of amendment to prevent quashing
for informality in certain cases ; also a
bill to amend proczedings in criminal
cases, (

Mr. Keeler moved the s:cond reading
of a bill to repeal the Appeal and
Exchequer Court Act. Mr. Keeler is
small in stature, parts his hair in the
middle, has a very weak voice, and is-in-
audible in the galleries.

The Minister of Justice defended the
court, as required by the constitution,
necessary to our judicial system, and both
by its personnel and its decisions, com-
manding the confidence of the country.
He asked for a decisive vote against the
bill. :

Sir John opposed abolishing of the
court as a retrograde movement, but
thought it had not so largely the confi-
dence of the country as was desirable,
Some dissatisfaction existed, chiefly in
Quebee, and largely owing/to the special
system of that province, based on that of
old France. It was felt, too,, that the
other Judges in the Supreme Court left
appeals from Quebec largely to the decision
of two Judges from that Province. He
held that inquiry would do good;
wherever there was an evil there must be
a remedy. The Government would ad-
dress themselves to the matter, inquiring
closely into the working of the Court,
with a view to make its operations as
satisfactory as possible. He invited dis-
cussion.

Mr. Kaulback favored the bill,

Mr. Cameron (Huron) contended that
the court had given general satisfaction,
though a great effort was made in the
Commons last session by the Conservative
members to damage the court before the
country.

Mr. Plumb opposed the bill.

Mr. McDonnell (Inverness) said that
contrary to the statements of My, Kaul-
back, the court and its decisions had the
confidence of Nova Scotia; it had also
made the Supreme Court of that Province
more careful.

Mr. Cameron (Victoria) deprecated the
discussion and said the court was generally
in favor in Ontario.

Mr. Brecken defended the eourt. The
expense of appeal was a mere bagatelle
compared with appeal to the Privy Council.
Recess.

After recess, Mr. Mousseau made an
elaborate argument against the Court, de-
claring that it was not called for by the
people. Tt was useless, very expensive
and would involve a turther outlay for a
Supreme Court building. The people of
Quebec would rather appeal to the Privy
Council.

Mr. Blake followed. He said in the
Ontario equity court 1,500 cases were tried
annually, of which some 25 to 30 went to
their Court of Appeal, and of those from
7 to 10 were taken to the Supreme Court.
The efliciency of lower courts was greatly
increased by the fact that there was a
court of review above them. The average
cost to suitors in appeal to the Privy
Council was $5,000 as against $600 in the
Supreme Court. The delay would be
much less.  He thought the{xrc had not
been as responsive to public Sentiment as
it might have been. It might have ar-
ranged for'the trial of causes from each
province successively, and also for the
additional term found to be necessary.
This was not done till Parliament enacted
what might have been done by a rule of
court. The method of giving judgment
might also be amended by one deliverance
of the finding of the whole court, instead
of individual judgment, but the court rests
upon an impregnable foundation. If we
could ot tind men in Canada to interpret
our law, we were unfit to make the law.
(Cheers.) All questions as to the jurisdic.
tion of Parliament were unknown to Eng-
lish judges, where they had “a supreme
Parliament and no experience of a federal
system. He held that the people of Que-
bec who had in this court judges of their
own, trained in their judicial system, with
their own counsel, with the saving in time
and expense, ought not to prefer the Privy
Council judicial committee. The court
was indispensable in view of Acts/like the
Election Act giving a uniform /interpre.
tation thronghout Canada, which/would be
otherwise impossible. ItsZgriginal juris-
diction as a court of/éx@cr was most
important. He intifated that the Do.
minion arbitrators might be dispensed
with, and all claims against the Govern.
ment be decided by the exchequer court,
The saving to Canada in the trial of such
claims already far exceeded the cost of the
court. Of $3,000,000 in claims but a mere
pittance had been Awarded the claimants,
He defended his Government for creating
the court. It was part of the Liberal
platform in the elactions of 1874, and to
destroy it now, would be like children
planting seeds in the morning and at night
taking them up. He called for a decisive
vote and moved, seconded by Mr. Anglin,
that the bill be read this day six months,
(Cheers).

The Distross in Ireland.

A MEETING, CALLED FOR SATURDAY NEXT.
The continued distress in Ireland con-

{ sequent upon the failure of last year’s

crops, hasled to efforts for relief of the
destitute people throughout the civilized
world. The citizens of St. John have
moved in the matter and are doing good
work, while other places are_also contri-
buting relief as liberally as the straitened
circumstanc: s of the country will permit.
The Mayor of 8t. John, through County
Warden Burchill,has asked for theco-oper-
ation of Northumberland in the relief
movement, and a request signed by some
of our leading citizens has been presented
to the High Sheriff, asking him to call a
public meeting for the purpose of ascer-
taining what n.eans the people of the
County will adopt for assisting the general
relief fund for the Ivish sufferers, either
in conjunction with the St. Joha fund, or
independently, aszmay be thought advis-
able. The Sher:ff has, therefore, called a
meeting to be held in the Court Houge,
Newecastle, on Saturday next, at half past
two o'clock.

It is. perhaps, unnecessary for us to
remind our readers that the cry going up
from Ireland at the present time comes
from thousands upon thousands who must
be aided by their fellow-creatures at home
and abroad, or perish. As an instance of
what the destitution and suffering, are we
give the fo'lowing wiich we take fiom
the Nex York H rald despatches:

‘““ A correspondent on Her Majesty’s
gunboat] Go-hawk.which is distributing
meal amnong the wegtern islanda, writes
froin Innishark, of Galway: Itis a ter-
rible:state of affairs- Fifty families here
eke out a miserable existence, Their
hunses are small heaps of dirty stones,
Their land is rock and soft bog. Hunver
and want are everywhere visible. The
pevple go naked and without food. Many
are slowly starving to death. Such scenes
of appalling destitution I never before
witnessed. Every step we took brought
before onr view fiew and more fearful pic-
tures of destitution and suffering. The
nore we saw the more certain did death
from starvation appear the inevitable fate
of nearly every man, woman and child on
the island. Guant, thin and pale were
the faces of men who were naturally of
herculean build. The features of the #o-
men and children were overspread by the
whaatly pallor of hunger. In many cabins
children crouchgd, shivering and almost
naked, aronnd the fire. When I entered
thpy sprang behind their mother, whose
single garment—a thin dress—was but the
slightest protection acainst the winl
which blew through the broken roof. On
the fire was the dinuer—a pot of brown
green geaweed. It is certain that, unless
they are well cared for, dozens will die of
starvation. The same correspondent writes
from Innishoffin concerning the shocking
maladministration on the part of the offi-
cials there. 'The Government d'spensary
officer had no drugs, the rclieving dfficer
no food. One woman, at least, had died
in consequence. The poor-law inspector
had not visited the island for three vears,
The Mansion House Committee, on Feh,
25, had Qistributed £10,000. If ths dis-
tress lasts till Auvust, a distriburion at
the same rate would require £184,000.”
