The Future of the United States.

The following is the letter written by
Lord Macaulay to Mr. Henry 8. Ran-
dall, of New York, in 1857 aud referred
.to in the speech of Senator Gordon, which
the Apvaxcs published last week:—

“Your fatel believe to be certain,though
it is deforred by a phyasical cause. As
long as you have a boundless extent of
fertile and unoccupied land, your laboring
population will be far more at ease than
the laboring population of the Old World;
and, while that is the case the Jefferson-
ian policy may continue to exist without
causing sny fatal calamity. Buot the
time will come when New England will
be asthickly peopled ‘as Old Eogland.
| Wages will~ be as low, and - will fluctuité
as’ much with you as .with us. Yes
will have your Manohesters and Birming-
hams, snd, in thoss Manchesters and
Bitminghaws, hundreds of thousands
of artisans will assuredly be sometimes
out of work. Then your institutions
will be-fairly brought to the test. Dis-
tress everywhere. makes the laborer
mutinous and Jiscontented, and inclines
him to listen with eagerness to agitators
| who tell him that it is a monstrous in-
iquity that one man should have a
million while another cannot get a full
meal. In bad years there is plenty of
grumbling here, and sometimes a little
rioting ; but it matters little, for here
the sufferers are not the rulers. The
supreme power is in the hands of a class,
numerous, indeed, but select, of ati edu-
cated oclass, of a class which is, and
kinows itself to be, deeply interested in
the secarity of property and the mainte-
nsnce of order. Accordingly, the mal-
contents are firmly, yet gently restriined,
The bad time is got over without robbing
the wealthy to relieve the indigent.
The springs of national prosperity sovn
begin to flow agsin ; work is plentiful ;
wages rise; and allin tranquility and
cheerfalness. I have seen England, pass
three or four times through such critical
seasons as I have described. Through
such weasons the Uuited States: will
have %o pass in the course of the next
century, if not of this. How willyou
pass through them? I hurtily} wish
you a good deliverance. But my reason
and my wishes are at war ; and I cannot
belp foreboding the worst. It isquite
plain that your government ~will- never
be able to restrain a distressed and
discoutented masjority. For with “you
the majority is the government, and has
the rich, who are always a minority,
absolotely at its mercy. The day will
come whén, in the State of New York,
a multitude of people, none of whom
has had more than half a breakfast; or
expeots to have more than -half a dinner,
. | will choose = legislature. Is it possible
to donbt what sort of legislature Will be
chosen! On one aide is a stafesman
preaching patience, respect for vested
rights, strict observance of public ‘fsith,
On the other is a demagogue ranting
about the tyrannoy of capitalists and
usurers, and asking why anybody should
be permitted to drink champagne and
to ride in a carriage while thousands of
honest folks are in want of necessaries.
Which of the two candidates is likely
to be preferred by a working maa who
hears his ckildren oryfor more bread?

under the sheave of the strain-measuring

dynamometer, and sank to the ocean’s

bed. For several hours the depth varied

from 2560 to 500 fathoms, when a great

declivity was reached' and 1.000 fathoms

were indicated, followed by a varying

bottom, nearly three miles deep in places.

Thence it gradually rose to 1,600 fathoms,

dropping subsequently to over 3,000, as
hill top and valley in the ocean bottom
were passed, until the shallow water of
the Newfoundland Bank was reached,
some seventy-five miles from the buoyed
end of the previously laid shore end on
the American side, 502 miles from Canso,
Norva Scotia. Daring all this time com-
munication was constantly kept up with
the Waterville station, the news of
President Carnot’s assassination being
received on the Faraday the evening of
its occurence. When at 1.585 knots’
distance from the Irish coast, and the
soundings indicated a depth of 891
fathoms, the lighter deep sea portion of
the cable was spliced to a shallow wafer
type, which was continued to the still
heavier Oanso shore end. Fogs, icebergs,
and bad weather prevented the tinding of
the buoy oun this shore end, but aftera
good deal of draggiug the cabls was
hooked and drawn aboard on the 30th,
just ten days from the actual start on the
other side, although the final splice -vas
not completed until the morning of July
2.

The new cable was laid for the Com-
mercial Cable Company, being the third
cable of that line. It was manufactured
and laid by Messrs. Siemens Brothers &
Co., who have very extensive works at
Woolwich, England., for the manufacture
of electrical appliances. The Faraday
was especially constructed by the Siemens
Brothers for the work of cable laying,
and has three large tanks for the storage
of cable, wilth many ingenious appliances
to facilitate the paying out, grappling,
and hauling up and making all the deli-
cate tests required in all stages of the
work. The new cable has a much greater
weight of copper conductor or core and
of gutta percha insulation than any of
the cables previously made. The shore
ends and intermediate sections of the
new cable comprise about 700 nautical
miles and the deep sea portion is nearly
1,600 nautical miles in length.

An Oﬂohl Visit.

The Chief Commmloner of Public Works,
Hoo, H.. R. Emmerson, has been paying an
official visit to the North Shore during the
past week. He arrived on Wednesday,acconi-
panied by T. B. Winslow, Esq. Secretary of
the Department, aod ou Thureday proceeded
by way of the shore route to Gloncester
County, being joined by Hon,Sarveyor-Gen-
eral Tweedie, who, as well as Mr. Emmer-
son, addressed a well-attended and enthusi-
astic meeting 'at Tabusintac on Thuraday
night which was presided over by Donald
McEacheran, Esq. The reception accorded
to the hon. gentlemen shows that the people
of Alnwick at least are very appreciative of
good government and abundantly esatisfied
with the efficiency of their present represen-
tatives in the Assembly. It wasinteresting
to hear the expressions of their wish to see
Mr, Tweedie represent Northumberland at
Ottawa, while they also expressed their fears
that were he to abandon his present position
at Fredericton to go to the House of Com-
mons the county might not continue to be as
efficiently and influentially represented at
Fredericton. - Their evident desire, however,
to have him in both places shev:s that his
services are appreciated. Mr. Ewmerson's
| visit, too, seems to have impressed -our Ta-
busintac friends very favorably and they
think a government composed of such affable
and withal practical men as these cannot but
be popular.

From Tabusintac the party proceeded to
Tracadie and Pokemouche, Leing joined at
the latter place by John bivewright Esq.,
M.P. P. The principal object of the Chief’s
visit to Gloucester Connty was to make an
official investigation of charges preferred
against Hugh Cowan, supervisor, Isaiah
Landry, Docite Goodin and three other
by-road commissioners, for misappropriation
of public moneys in 1893.

The potato bug is s hustler and has fought
his way into citizenship and now a new
claimant for agricnltural honors, _or rather
detestation has appeared. This is the oat
fly. It is spreading destraction through the
oat fields of the upper provinces and many
of the fields of this province as well are
suffering from its ravages. The following
description of the bug is given by the Mon-
treal Witneas :—*In the township of Pitts-
burg a pest has appeared in the shape of an oat
fly, and so voracious is its appetite that most
of the late oats and a great deal of the early,
will be destroyed if the plague continues its
ravages, The fly is so small as to be hardly
visible to the naked eye, but when placed
under'the microscope it seems to be armed
with s pair of ‘pincers’ with which it
pierces the oat. A poison ocontained by
the nippers of the insect works its destruc-
tive course, turning the straw a reddish
color. One bite is sufficient to blast a
stock of grain. With the parents are
associated several of a brood, each of which
does it€ share in the work of destruction.
It is tweoty five years since such a plague
has been noticed in this locality.”

Fireproof Wood.

M. Basiaux, who is travellingin Sounth
ical Society of France, in which he refers to

tree is found in the Northern Transvaal, and
the wood, which is & sort of ebony, isso
excessively hard that it cannot be cut or
wocked in the ordinary manuaer except when
green, When mature and dry, it resists
every konown tool, and either blunts or
breaks the finest tempered steel. It is
almost impregnable against fire, as it requir-
ed a fortnight’s constant burning to reduce
the trunk of one of the trees to ashes. The
wood, although heavy, isstill considerably,
lighter than iron or steel. If the tree
should be found to exist in any quantity
and a discovery is made of satisfactory
means of working it, doubtless it will find
extensive use in the arts,

Alchough the Faraday left Woolwich on
