HAD NARROW ESCAPE FROM 
* A BURNING POST OFFICE

Aged Colored Man Known to 
Many In St. John, Never 
Regained Strength After 
Being Found Sleeping In 
the Snow on Ballast Wharf

Richard Cooper, a colored cripple 
whose destitute circumstances occasion­
ed him to be looked after by the police 
died at his nephew’s home at 280 Brit­
tain street on Thursday last. About 
three weeks ago the old man was 
found under a car on the Ballast wharf, 
and was taken to the central police sta­
tion. He was brought up before the 
magistrate and It was learned that he 
had no visible means of support. It 
was the intention of the court officiale 
to have him sent to the alms house, 
but a nephew of the old man offered to 
take him and give him shelter in his 
home on Brittain street. The exposure 
suffered by Mr. Cooper while he was 
roaming about town proved too much 
and he was taken ill shortly after he 
went to live with his nephew. Dr. ' 
Bexter was called in to attend him but 
he found the old man's condition to be 
too serious for recovery.

Richard Cooper was one of the old 
land marks of St. John. He waa 
known by a great many and his death 
under such sad circumstances will фе 
heard with regret.

DEFENSE TO INSANITY 
BILL FILED TODAY.

Delmas Says Thaw Is 
Sound Mind,

In

Other Lawyers to Make Affidavits 
to the Prisoners Conduct Since 

the Trial Began

as

NEW YORK, March 23—The Thaw 
trial stands adjourned until Wednes­
day next, as directed by Justice Fitz­
gerald after a brief session of court 
yesterday, but by 2 o’clock today as 
par Justice Fitzgerald’s instructions, 
counsel for the defense must file affi­
davits controverting those submitted 
by District Attorney Jerome to the ef­
fect that the prisoner is of unsound 
nlind and incompetent to consult his 
lawyers. The defense is-already prepar­
ed with this evidence, and this atter­
noon it will file with the clerk of 
court, along with the affidavits, a let­
ter of Thaw’s, bidding Delphin if. Del- 
mas take charge of his case and fol­
low such a course as he deems best. 
The defense considers this letter strong 
proof that Thaw is capable of advis­
ing his lawyers.

The circumstances under which the 
letter was written are said to have 
been these—the second day of the de­
fense, which was shortly after the 
trial began, it almost broke down, ow­
ing to the district attorney’s savage 
onslaught upon its first medical wit­
ness, Dr. WilCy. There was a confer­
ence among That's lawyers, and It is 
reported that at the time Mr. Delmas 
told Thaw that if the then contused 
state of his defense lasted he would 
not speak for the outcome of the trial. 
Upon learning this Thaw wrote to 
Mr. Delmas asking him to take charge. 
Mr. Delmas will accompany the letter 
today with an affidavit by himself 
that his client is well able to consult 
his counsel, and that he has done so 
daily since the tried began.

Messrs. Hartridge, Gleason, McPike, 
Peabody and O’Rielly will submit sim­
ilar affidavits. The last two will set 
forth that they have sat behind Thaw 
in the court room every day of the 
trial, and that they have visited him 
often in the Tombs, and that on all oc­
casions he had been capable of forming 
sane judgments a% to the conduct pt 
his case, and in expressing them.

The alienists for the defense will of­
fer affidavits in kind; one of them has 
made an examination of Thaw as late­
ly as since last Wednesday, and his con­
clusions will be stated in his affidavits. 
Among the alienists’ affidavits will be 
one by Dr. George H. Shiels, who has 
not testified in the case but has sat 
with Thaw during the trial. Further 
to strengthen their contention that the 
prisoner is sane and competent, counsel 
will file a series of notes and memor­
anda written by Thaw to them during 
the trial. It has been thought that 
some of his relatives would make affi­
davits, but it was learned last night 
that they will not do so.

In his attempts to show that Thaw Is 
insane, District Attorney Jerome filed 
with his affidavits a number of letters 
written by Thaw to J. Dennison Lyon, 
his banker in Pittsburg. Some were 
written prior to White's death, and 
some of them subsequent. They were 
made public last night through Assis­
tant District Attorney Garvan. The 
letters are odd Specimens of correspon­
dence, being In the main disconnected 
sentences with not a few mis-spelled 
words, they apparently show apprecia­
tion of the practical matters of the life 
the Pittsburg man was leading before 
shooting White. The contention of Mr. 
Jerome is, however, that their incoher­
ence and other characteristics show 
that the writer is not sane.

NEW YORK, March 28—Affidavits 
of the defense of Harry K. Thaw, as 
to his mental condition and whether 
or not a commission in lunacy should 
be appointed to examine him, were 
filed at noon today, with the clerk of 
the supreme court. There were eight 
affidavits, of which that of Delphin 
M. Delmas, of Thaw’s counsel, was 
first.

RICHARD COOPER IS DEAD AS 
THE RESULT OF EXPOSURE.
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ROOSEVELT'S PLAN 
TO LEARN THINGS

Will Interview Many Med In 
Many Unas of Work.

Expects to Bet Ideas from Legislators, 
Financiers, Railroad Presidents and 

Captains of Industry

WASHINGTON, March 22. — Presi­
dent Roosevelt has decided to resolve 
himself into a committee of the whole 
on the state of the union and find out 
what is the matter with this country. 
In the main he is anxious to ascertain 
what remedies are necessary to im­
prove conditions, what legislation is 
needed desirableto bring about
changes. In addition to the governors 
of several states, he intends to see 
many men in many Unes of work—leg­
islators, financiers, railroad presidents, 
and captains of industry. From these 
he expects to get ideas as to the state 
of feeling among all classes and the 
wishes of different communities, and 
out of the ideas advanced he expects to 
form his policies, always, be it under­
stood, with the qualification that he 
has some ideas of his own.
" That business interests in the United 
States are worries the President fully 
understands, and he also understands 
that the cure for whatever it is that 
has produced present conditions cannot 
be ascertained in a day. He knows 
that railroad officials and those who 
have money invested in railroads are 
seriously concerned, and, while he still 
holds that if certain of his recommen­
dations in regard to the railroads had 
been enacted into law there would be 
no trouble on the part of the railroad 
corporations in getting money to carry 
on improvements to meet the great 
growth of commerce, he is going to 
look into the matter carefuUy to see 
Just what ought to be done. He does 
not intend to make any public state­
ment at this time. Whatever he has to 
say for the benefit of the public will 
come in the form of speeches, messa­
ges to Congress, or, perhaps, through 
inspired hints to the press. But none of 
these probable communications will ap­
pear until later. For the present Mr. 
Roosevelt is going ahead interviewing 
influential members of various classes. 
When the ideas come he will put them 
out. HIs next formal speech will be 
delivered on April 26, at the opening of 
the Jamestown Exposition. Whether 

die wilt then have something to say to 
the country pretalning to industrial and 
financial conditions will depend on cir­
cumstances.

TALKS WITH RAILROADS.

In the past ten days or so Mr. 
Roosevelt has had interviews with J. 
P. Morgan, Chairman Yoacum, of the 
board of directors of the Rock Island 
Railroad; James Speyer, the New York 
banker; E. H. Harriman, President 
Stickney, of the Chicago and North­
western Railroad; Governor Deneen 
and Attorney General Stead, of Illinois; 
and President Meilan, of the New York, 
New Haveh and Hartford Railroad. He 
has found out some things from them 
but wants to find out more. He au­
thorized Mr. Morgan to make a state­
ment, but the others have been admon­
ished not to talk. It is said by those 
in his confidence that the decision on 
the president’s part not to make public 
his future plans is bom of the fact 
that men of high standing in the coun­
try have, through misunderstanding, 
gone away from the White House with 
entirely erroneous Impression of what 
the president had in his mind and have 
thrown out hints that have given the 
country the wrong cue and put-it on 
the wrong track. The assertion is 
made therefore on the best of author­
ity that disclosures of the president’s 
intentions on pending questions of im­
portance to the financial and railway 
worlds, made by visites to the White 
House of Sagamore Hill, should not 
be credited for the reason that Mr. 
Roosevelt Intends to reserve a discreet 
silence as to his views to all visitors, 
and if he has anything of importance 
to say he will say it in a formal way 
or in such a manner through the press 
as to leave no doubt of Its authenticity.

In the knowledge of this new posi­
tion of the president’s it is apparent 
that nobody has the right or authority 
at this time to declare that the presi­
dent Intends to adhere consistently to 
his previous announced views concern­
ing railroad legislation, or, on 
other hand, to declare that he has 
abandoned those views.

PREMIER MAY NOT 
ATTEND CONFERENCE

Parliamentary Business Likely 
to Detain Him.

OTTAWA, March 23,—It looks as if 
Sir Wilfrto Laurier might not be one 
of the figures at the colonial confer­
ence which is to open in London on 
April 15.

It was assumed when the Prime Min­
ister arranged that he and other mem­
bers of the Canadian government 
should take part in the conference that 
the business of this session of parlia­
ment would he completed in time to 
let them depart or that the work 
would be so nearly completed that they 
could safely leave Ottawa at the be­
ginning of April.

However parliament has made slow 
progress with its work. There are still 
many important matters to be dealt 
with, all of which will require a good 
deal of time. It is probable that a 
conference will take place between Sir 
Wilfrid and Mr. Borden/''the result of 
which will be an understanding which 
will enable the Prime Minister to sail 
from St. John on April 5th.

In case Sir Wilfrid is not able to go 
it is probable that Hon. Mr. Fielding 
may go in his stead and present Can­
ada’s position on the matters to come 
before the conference.

It will be remembered that when the 
conference dates were announced Can­
ada asked for a later date on the 
ground that parliament might not nave 
its work sufficiently advanced to per­
mit Canada being represented as she 
wished.

SHELLS WILL EXPLODE 
AFTER PIERCING ARMOR

New Invention for Killing People 
Announced by Hudson Maxim

NEW YORK, March 23.—Hudson 
Maxim, inventor of high .explosives,

FAILING CHIMNEYS
CAUSED MUCH DAMAGE

Loss of $700,000 Sustained In the 
Destruction of Bluff City Go's.

To Extend I. C. R. To Great Lakes
Touching upon the question of the 

I. C. R., Mr. Willison said he was 
strongly of the belief that It should be 
extended to the Great Lakes. It should 
compete for the traffic of the West on 
equal terms with the other lines. The 
construction of the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific should not be allowed to block 
the extension of the government road.

The use of the people’s highway for 
the benefit of any political party was, 
however, deserving of the severest con­
demnation. Local traffic should not be 
unduly burdened. The fact there were 
deficits he did not regard of the high­
est importance, providing the road was 
run in a non-partisan manner.

Any even numbered section of Dom­

inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche­
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded by 
any person who is the solo head of a 

" family, or any male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent et one-quarter sec­
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

Entry must be made personally, at 
the local land office for the district in 
which the land Is situate.

The homesteader is required to per­
form the conditions connected there­
with under one of the following plans:

(1) At least six months' residence 
and cultivation of the land in

Paris may soon have another gay in­
stitution to add to its other attractions. 
A deputy, M. Rouby, of Corrieze, has 
courageously come forward and, laid a 
bill before, the committee of the cham­
ber of deputies for establishing the 
pari-mutuel all over Paris. What is 
the pari-mutuel? It is the official bet­
ting institution on race courses, known 
in other countries as the totalizer. The 
way the system- is worked in France 
is bot£ picturesque and profitable. On 
every race course there are scores of 
little booths planted in rows. In these 
booths, at Longchamp, or Auteuil, for 
instance, there are two men who deal 
out to the public little square tickets 
properly punched and stamped, bearing 
the number of each horse. As soon as 
the numbers of the horses before each 
race are posted up on the boards the 
crowd rushes for the booths and buys 
as many tickets as each one wants of 
the number corresponding to his horse. 
The tickets cost one dollar in the pol- 
ouse and two dollars in the pesage, 
whether it is for win or for place. As 
soon as a race starts a bell rings and 
the booths are instanly closed. When 
the race is over the number of the 
winning horse is posted up, and of 
course only the slips of paper corres­
ponding to the winner’s number are 
worth anything. The speculation then 
is what the lucky holders of the win­
ning number will get for their slips of 
paper,* It may be anything from 22 up 
to $200, according as the winner was a 
favorite or an extreme outsider. The 
result is only known, after the entire 
number of tickets sold at the booths 
has been calculated. This is why the 
pari-mutuel elsewhere has been called 
the totalizer. The calculation is veryr
and the tickets of the winning number 
aer paid, while those of the losers are 
scattered over the field by their un­
lucky holders who, however, it they 
have.another coin left will try their 
luck again in the following race.

From the estimates of the damage 
made tonight It appears that four hun­
dred farms In Moldavia hare been de­
vastated, 8,000 fugitives have fled over 
the Roumanian frontier into Austria, 
and a total of 10,000 Jews are homeless.
" The number of dead and wounded 
cannot be glyen accurately, but the 
reports today give a total of about "85 
killed and about 150 wounded. The out­
break seems to have been partially sup­
pressed today. The Roumanian gov­
ernment is still sending troops into the 
afflicted district. Practically the en­
tire province of Moldavia has been in­
volved.

CANSO, N. S., March 22,—Covered 
with ice from stern to stem the 
steamer Kilkeel, Capt. Elworthy, with 
Capt. M. B. Wrayton, of Halifax, as 
pilot, steamed slowly into this harbor 
and docked at Whitman’s wharf at 
noon today. Since sailing from Hali­
fax last Tuesday this little steamer has 
proven her ability to stem the storms 
which would have drecked much larger 
boats and brought her crew safely 
through the worst succession of storms 
of the winter. Leaving Halifax the 
weather looked threatening and the 
captain decided to put into P°rt Duf- 
ferln, but on reaching that port it was 
found blocked with ice. The only al­
ternative was to put to sea in a blind­
ing southeast snow storm. All nlgnr 
the little steamer was tossed ana 
pitched by terrible cross seas but she 
rode the billows like a sea gull. The 
wind changed to the northwest and 
blew a hui ricane. Being short of coal 
it was simply suicidal to try to steam 
against such seas, and it was decided 
to ride out the gale. When the wind 
and sea had moderated sufficiently,-the 
Kilkeel put into Canso, the nearest 
port, but in order to reach here eiery 
available piece of woodwork, including 
her boats, was used to keep up steam, 
and when she reached here there was 
not two shovels of coal in her bunkers.

The party, with the ex­
ception of Sir Thomas, sailed on the 
Empress of Ireland last night. At 7.30 
o’clock Supt. Downie entertained Sir 
Thomas, H. H. McLean, Judges Bar­
ker and McLeod and George McAvity 
at luncheon at Union Club. While in 
the city Sir Thomas made several im­
portant statements. Concerning the 
car shortage he said the C. P. R. had 
at present $13,000,000 worth of equip­
ment on order. He was sorry that a 
shortage had occurred this winter. He 
also
abroad that two new Empress boats 
would be built to take the place of 
thé Britain and Ireland. This report is 
not true, as Sir Thomas states that 
the C. P. R. does not contemplate en­
larging its steamship service by build­
ing boats.
