He Received the Maximum Amount—
Statement from Oftawa as to
the Disbursements of
the Fund,

8ome time ago the Sun published
statements made by Leo Smith, a re-
turned South African who had lost
both legs during the war, to the effect
that he had not received any aid from
the Canadian Patriotic Fund Associa-
tion at Ottawa. These statements
were contradicted by the local militia
officers, who. stated that Smith had
received $2,000, the maximum amount
granted to widows or disabled soldiers.

The following statement received
from Ottawa is self-explanatory:

The Canadian Patriotic Eund Asso-
ciation has paid out in relief since its
organization on the 15th January, 1300,
to the 31st October, 1903, $254,110.17. The
number of cases favorably reported
upon by the relief committee, all of
which received grants, was 1,070. Many
of ‘these cases were reconsidered gev-
eral times. Some were reapened, while
others were not enterfained. The
maximum grants were $2,000 to widows
and disabled soldiers, and $1,000 to
other dependents of deceased soldiers.
Each grant has been made on a reg-
ular scale according to the nature of
the injury and the impaired power of
the applieant, based on medical and
other testimony supplied. Applications
for assistance are still being received,
and grants are made in all deserving
cases from the unexpended balance in
the hands of the association.

An intimation was made that we
were probably approaching a season of
commercial depressiofi, brought about
by over-production, extravagance in
living and governmental recklessness.
But such a season is not one of un-
mixed evil. Men have learned lessons
in the day of adversity which they
had refused to learn.in other and more
prosperous times. The cost of living
at the present was compared with
what had been known in other days,
when flour was $I2 a barrel, sugar
from 12 to 15 ¢ents per pound, and
gray cettons 26 cents per yard, a con-
dition of things whiech bore heavily
upon the working classes.

The preacher believed that a general
election was in the near future, and
next to our religious rights oJur poli-
tical institutions sheuld be sacredly
guarded. These institutions had been
secured after centuries of strugsgle, in
which vast sums had been expended
in blood and treasure, and we as the
custodians of these institutions should
see to it, that they suffer no harm at
our hands.

The customary dullness which gen-
crally marks this season in the lum-
ber market is rathér more pronounced
than usual and most of the trade is
getting ready to take account of stock
and figure up the results of the year.
The only prominent feature is the
spruce  situation which continues
strained. The supply is scarcely equal
to the winter demand, and dealers
and consumers are beginning to grave-
ly consider prospects for securing fu-
ture supplies. The pulp makers are
seriously c¢1tting into the growth of
spruce timber, and the year’s short-

| age has emphasized the apprehension

that the spruce supply has passed the
maximum and will hereafter steadily
decline, In Boston the supply is
somewhat larger than it has been, but
the demand is not heavy. Laths are
firm and shingles are barely steady. In
big lumber $21 is still asked for 10 to 12
inch dimensions; $19 for 9 inch and un-
der, $20.50 for 9 to 12 inch random
lengths, 10 feet and up, and $17 for
merchantable boa.ds, 5 inch and up.
Laths are worth $3.40 for 15-8 .and
$3.25 for 11-2 inch. Extra cedar
shingles are held at $3.25 to 3.50, and
clears at $2.90 to 8.

About 100 barrels of salt mackerel
have come in from the province this
month. The demand is quiet, but
prices steady and unchanged. Large
No. 8 are worth $15.50 in the hands of
commission men, and Prince Edward
Island bloaters, $20 to 22. Codfish are
very firm, but quiet. Commission
houses quote $7 to 7.50 for large shore
and Georges; $6 to 6.50 for medium;
$6.50 to 6.75 for large dry bank and
$6- to 6.25 for medium. Pickled her-
ring are also quiet at $6 to 6.50 for
large N. 8. sJit and $5.50 to 6.75 for
medium. Ow:ng to the scarcity of
deep sea fish, due to cold and rough
weather, smelts are in brisk demand.
BExtra green smelts are worth 15¢c; No.
1, 12c.; frozen extra N. B. smelts, 10
to 12c., and No. 1, 8 to 10 cents. Leb-
sters are irregular in supply, and some
lots have sold low, but rrices are again
steady at 18 cents for live and 20 for
boiled.

Bradshaw died very suddenly at his
residence on Orange Hill, at the ad-
vanced age of 71 years., The deceased
was in his usual health and had been
out attending to the morning chores be-
sides shovellilng a path through the
snow.

GHIGAGO'S HORROR.
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Maine Man’s Gircamstantial

Story of Iroquois The-

atre Disaster.

Ool. Josebh B. Peaks’ Letter as Pub-
lished by the Portland, Me., Press
—Brave and Level Headed
E,adies in a Panic.

> >

(Special to the Press.)
AUGUSTA, Jan. ‘6.—Francis M.
Peaks received a letter this afternoon
from his father, Col. J. B. Peaks, rail-
road commissioner, who, with his
brother-in-law, was one of those hav-

ing narrow escapes from the Iroquois
theatre fire in Chicago. The letter
says in part:

“The scenes were too horrible for
description, yet I did not see, I pre-
sume a tenth part of the fearful efforts
of the crazed and maddened throng to
escape from a horrible death. We had
seats on the floor in the eighth row
from the stage, and about midway
from side to side of the theatre. The
house was packed. The seating capac-
ity was less than 1,700 I am told, yet it
is said over 2,200 tickets had been sold.
I know that when we went into the |
theatre ‘standing roomy’ only was be-
ing sold at the ticket office.

“We took our seats just as the or-
chestra commenced the overture.
Two-thirds of the audience seemed to
be women and children. I saw but
few men in front of us. The first act
went off with jolly eclat. The aud-
ience seemed to appreciate to the full-
est the catchy music and th holiday
spirit of the play. Young women and
children all about us applauded en-
thusiastically and seemed especially
merry and happy.

“The curtain had been run down
upon the first act before an audience
of delighted people. The second- act
was begun. The scenery was gorge-
ous, the music delightful, the cos-
tumes magnificent. A double quar-
tette of male and female voices com-
menced jo sing ‘“In the Moonlight.” I
was looking at ‘the moon showing just
above the clouds in the scenery, when,
at the Teft of the stage, about two-
thirds up from the floor, I noticed a
little puff of flame. It seemed to go
out, but sparks kept falling to the
floor. I was somewhat startled, but
kept my seat. It flashed gain, little
further up and I became aware that
the scenery was on fire.

“Pmppl%vrew uneasy. I feared a
panic so stood up and said to those
about us, ‘Don’t be alarmed, this will
be out in a moment.’ William also
said to those in front of him, ‘It is bet-
ter to be calm and not create a panic.’

“One woman sitting in front of us,
a lady of some 60 years of age, who
apparently had a party of young girls
in .chargs, behaved heroically. She
had risen from her seat but on hearing
Willlam’s reassuring words she called
to her young ladies with a smile I shall
never forget, and said: ‘Now be cool
and keep your wits and we shall get
out safely.’ (I afterwards had the sat-
isfaction of seeing these women go out
of the theatre ahead of me.) By this
time the scenery was well aflame on
the left hand side of the stage, but
we felt no heat from it.

“Some of the stage hands were at-
tempting to lower the asbestos cur-
tain, but it would not lower. It stuck
on its way down and they could not
move it. Eddie Foye, the comedian
of the play, with sparks and portions
of the burning scenery falling upon
him, stepped to the front of the stage
and said something which I could
not understand. By this time every
person who had been sitting in front
of us had gone out into the aisle and
were pushing their way to the back
of the theatre. The confusion was in-
describable,

“The screams of the women, the
cries of the children and the stampede
of the whole audience created a bed-
lam of the entire place. The stage was
all on fire and burned like a dry bush
pile. Up to the time Willigm and I
had not left our seats. Though we
had not exchanged a word we seemed
to be of one mind, that we would not
get into the vortex and have our lives
crushed out in the mad frenzy. . Sud-
denly, as though some one had opened
wide a door in the rear, the wind blew
the flames out from the stage into the
theatre so that our faces were burned
and our clothes were scorched.

“I said to William. ‘We can’t stay
here any longer.,’ I looked bechind me
and to my amazement saw the seats
empty and the people struggling in
the aisles,. We jumped to the tops of
the seats. The floor was strewn with
clothing of all kinds.

“Furs, capes, coats and hats were |
left in confusion. We walked on the |
backs of the seats in the rear of the
theatre and instinctively starteq for
the main exit (horrid misnomer). But
ah! What a sight. For some reason
there were no lights, and I could see
only the light from the burning scenery
which showed diagonally across.

“The exit was choked with bodies
piled six or eight deep where mature
women, young women, girls and chil-
into a heap

at the bottom of some stairs, while !
hundreds were jumping upon and |

from the crowd. Awful as this to re-
late it is nevertheless probable that
those very persons were for the time

{ I got so bad I had

bereft of reason, and knew nothing but
t?e instinctive law of self-preserva-
tion. : :
“As I turned from the scene of
horror I heard William saying to me:
‘This way I think there is an exit on
the other side.’ I followed him across
the theatre, where we found an exit
opening into an alley. This exit at
that time was not blocked at all. 1In
fact, William and I were, I think, the
last two persons who went out of the
lower floor of the theatre except those
who were struggling in the exit near
the main entrance.

“As I followed Willlam out of the
theatre I took a last look at the burn-
ing stage. The roar of the fire was
something awful. The flames seemed
to be bellowing out their fearful wrath
from the stage, and leaping to the bal-
conies, as if they were determined to
visit their terrible vengeance upon the
poor victims confined there.

“The shrieks above me were be-
numbing. No words can tell of them,
and now as the door opened and I could
feel the delicious atmosphere from the
outside I was inclined to go back and
try to help some less forturiate victim
to saféty, but I saw no one on the
floor of the theatre. I could not get
into the balconies if I would. I could
not even see into them, as I was be-
tween them.

“So I went out of the building and
here again was an appalling sight.
Scores of bodies lay upon the ground,
some lifeless, others writhing in agony.
I saw bodies, mostly of women, falling
from above us. We hugged the wall
of the building to avoid belng struck
by them and also to keep from step-
ping on those which had already fall-
en.

“The fire escapes from the balconies
were high, narrow and dark, and in
the crowd many women were pushed
over, while others jumped to the
ground below. It was not four o’clock
in the afternoon, but in that narrow
alley between high buildings as the
smoke poured from the windows to
add to the gloom, it seems to me as I
think of it now to have been as dark
almost as night. W4 made our way as
quickly as possible to the street, urg-
ed on by the firemen, who were endea-
voring to lay a line of hose through
the alley.

‘““The whole experience I have de-
tailed from the time we saw the first
flame did not exceed seven minutes. I
do not think it exceeded five minutes.
The tragedy in the balconies I can-
not tell you of because I did not see
it. I am glad I did not. I feel as it
is that I never can be entirely relieved
of that hideous nightmare.

“For two hours afterward policemen
and firemen were occupied in the re-
moving of crushed and mangled
bodies from those balconies. No one
can even imagine the sufferings of the
people imprisoned between thick walls
of brick on the one side and a roaring
sheet of flame on the other.

“I can tell you only of my own ex-
perience. Of the rest you can read and
try to imagine for yourself. You can-
not of course appreclate their situation
as I do, for I can never tell and I
shall never try to tell what I endured
in mind during those few fateful min-
utes.” ~

Showing How Little Crack American

* Newspaper Men Know About Amer-
fcan Writers of the Past and the

Events of the Current Day—Kip-
ling and Webster.

The eye of the British diplomatic
and secret service never grows sleepy.
In every city of any importance in
every colony a coterie of ardent and
anxious imperialists is to be found.
They are kept in cable and letter com-
munication with the colofial office, in
Downing street, constantly. They re-
gularly send in reports on the progress
of British connection in their imme-
diate vicinity, and as as regularly
“tipped off” to steer public opinion in
directions that suit the plans of the
motherland. The members of the co-
terie form societies, write letters to
the press, deliver addresses and gather
around them adherents, all for the con-
solidation of the imperial idea, their
one idea, and, while their actions are
ingenuous enough, still they have their
secret springs across the sea and the
rampant imperial colonial is ag much
in the pay of the colonial office as if he
received a weekly stipend.

These men show cause for their be-
ing when it becomes necessary to head
off an agitation or a wave of public
opinion that runs contrary to the dip-
lomatic policy of the empire. Take
one instance to illustrate this. At the
outbreak of the Spanish-American war
there were many in Canada who were
inclined to sympathize with the Span-
iards. The Toronto Globe, then the
Laurier government organ, as it is
now, came out with a strong editorial
commiserating with the Spaniards and
charging the United States with ag-
grandizement under the cloak of reliev-
ing oppression. This was hot shot
along the line of public opinion. But
the very next day the man who wrote
the editorial was assigned to another
task. A colleague was asked, as a
military expert, to prepare a series of
articles, carefully written ander the
direct orders of Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
taking up the side of the United States.
Sir Wilfrid had been tipped off by the
colonial office in London that had
been informed of the Globe’s article by
a cable from a member of the diplo-
matic and secret service, resident in
Toronto. There was no jar. No ex-
planations were offered to the public.
The thing just happened.

The most recent case of these mold-
ers of public opinion was the allaying
of the resentment felt in Canada over
the Alaskan award. The average Can-
adian knew nothing of the merits of
the case, but the Canadian associated
press cable, subsidized by the dominion
government to the extent of $15,000 a
year, was supplied with an official copy
of the proceedings before the tribunal
daily, and this was cabled out to Can-
ada, free of cost, and published in all
the papérs. This gave the impression
all along that the Canadian case was
the stronger and that a favorable result
might be expected. Then, just before
the tribunal met in secret to arrive at
a decision, A. B. Aylesworth, K. C.,
one of the Canadian commissioners,
gave to the correspondent of the cable
a prepared statement, in which he
said that Lord Alverstone would side
with the United States.

CHOPPED HIS FOOT OFF.

Terrible Experience of a Lumberman—
Rode Horseback Four Miles with
Dangerous Wound,

(St. John Star.)

Patrick Mahoney, who during the
winter has been working in the lumber
woods not far from Clarendon, arriv-
ed in the city this morning on the Fre-
dericton express with his foot almost
severed in two. Since yesterday aft-
ernoon, when- he first met with the ac-
cident, Mr. Mahoney has shown mar-
vellous courage.

The accident occurred in an out of
the way place, four miles from the
lumbermen’s camp. Mr. Mahoney at
the time was felling a tree with a hea-
vy and finely edged axe. The axe
glanced from the tree and cut through
his foot, all but severing it in two. Mr.
Mahoney was alone, and he knew that
prompt action was necessary to prevent
@ great loss of blood. He managed
to make his way to his horse, which
was not far distant, and by painful
efforts succeeded in mounting it. Once
seated ‘'on his horse the pain from his
injured member was almost unbeara-
ble, but by sheer pluck he stood it and
directed his horse towards the camp,
four miles distant. Mr. Mahoney says
it was a ride of excruciating torture.

The jolting of the horse kept the in-
jured foot shaking and the blood flow-
ed freely. = 7 e EG ok 3
assisted in bandaging his foot and did
everything possible to render his suf-
fering bearable. Mr. Mahoney was
driven to Clarendon Station this morn-
ing and boarded the train for St. John.
He arrived in the city this morning
unaccompanied. < The officlals at the
Union Depot telephoned for the am-
bulance, which arrived in about half
an hour. The ambulance, however,
was of little use, as the driver refused
to take him to the hospital without a
certificate from a doctor.

He was then taken in a coach to Dr.
H. G. Addy’s office, Union street, where
his injuries were somewhat tardily at-
tended to. Later he was removed to
the hospital by means of the ambu-

A Negro’s Skin for a Pair
of Slippers, v

To have entertained the king of a
tribe of African cannibals at dinher
and to have been presented with one
or the ruler’'s dusky daughters in ap-
preciation of the courtesy was the uni-
que experience of Captain F, L. Foote,
of the British barquentine Mary Hen-
dry, of Liverpool, N. S., which arrived
here on Tuesday night and docked at
Brown street wharf, says the Barbados
News. Captain Feote spent several
weeks in cruising along the African
coast, and the natives in the hope.eof
securing trade with him, made him the
recipient of various crude gifts. In re-
lating some of his experiences yester-
day, Captain Foote said:—

‘“King Ogby, whom I entertained at
dinner, is the ruler of the Jakrimen,
who inhabit Southern Nigeria. He was
much impressed with the vessel and
was much startled when he partook of
roast pork. He asked whether it was

one of the most prospereus rulers on
the coast. He has more than a thous-
and slaves, numerdus wives, and count-
less children. A few hours after he
left me, a young native girl presented
herself to me. She said that she was
a daughter of Ogby, and that he had
sent her to me as a gift. Of course, I
declined with thanks.

“While I was entertaining the king
I remarked to him that I would like a
piece of tanned skin for the purpose of
making a pair of slippers. The next
day one.of Ogby’'s slaves came to the
vessel with the hide of a negro from
the neck to the waist. I was told that
when he (Ogby) went ashore he order-
ed that one of his subjects be killed
in orfler to secure the skin, King
Ogby’s tribesmen eat little else than
human flesh, and certain of the more
robust are singled out to be killed for
each meal. Of course, in time of bat-
tle they subsist on the slain bodies of
their enemies.”

CRUSHING FINLAND.

Another Example of the Ways of Rus-~
sia.

LONDON, Jan. 2.—A Russian cor-
respondent of The Times says that by
an order of the Czar in April last
yvear the control of the elections in
the Fnnish provinces was given to the
governors so as to prevent the elec-
tion of those hostile to the new state
of affairs.

MODERN  JAPAN.

The Man to Whom New
Nation Owes Its
Existence.

B & J

His Name Today the Most Honored in
the Land—Died a Martyr—The
Flame Which He Lit Is
Burning Brighter.

- >

If nations live in deeds, not years, as
a poet has said of men, historians
must date the birth of Jaoan 1868, in-

stead of 600 B. C. During the long
centuries of its existence prior to the
middle of the mnineteenth century,
Japan was a name only to the rest of
the world. In less than forty years it
has become a mighty empire, whose
influence in the Far East has been. felt
and acknowledged by all the powers.
One might search history without find-
ing a more remarkable movement than
that which raised the Japanese to the
dignity of a great nation. The story
of modern Germany, or, singularly
enough, of modern Russia, furnishes
the nearest parallel. Both these na-
tions, however, had the civilizing ad-
vantages of a Christian theology and
a Christian literature. Japan was,
and is, a barbarian. Her present po-
sition she owes rather to her brains
than to her heart. In the movement
inaugurated by Yoshida-Torajiro there
was no touch of religion, because while
there were some of the heroic virtues
in this great man, he was a patriot
rather than a prophet.

STEVENSON ON YOSHIDA.

Had there been no Yoshida-Torajiro,
it is doubtful if there had been any
modern Japan., To this man more than
to any other is owing the fact that the
Mikado is a ruler in more than name
only. Yet Yoshida is comparatively
unknown. In Japan his memory is
revered as the Italians revere the me-
mory of Garibaldi; but only through
Robert Louis Stevenson is his person-
ality familiar to English readers. To
be quite frank, this personality is not
altogether charming. Yoshida was
slovenly in dress and appearance,
brawling and disputatious. He was so
ugly as to be almost deformed. Not
more than once in two months Wwas
his hair tied. When he ate or washeg,
he dried his hands on his clothes, sb
Stevenson tells us. As a teacher he
inspired amusement in his-pupils. Not
till they had left him and gone into the
world did they learn to appreciate the
worth of the great man with whom
they had been associated, and whof
although they knew it not, was shap-
ing through them the destiny of Japan
and through Japan (who knows?) the
history of the world. Yoshida died
without seeing the struggle of 1868,
and at the last, looking back ever his
career, may have thought his life a
failure.

GRASPED THE GREAT IDEA.

Yoshida-Torajiro was born some time
in the second quarter of the nineteenth
century, at a time when it was a crime
punishable by death for a Japanese to
leave' his own country, when, in faét,
the empire was in rather worse condi-
tion than China. The boy was born a
patriot. He thought of nothing but his
country, and lay sleepless at night
wondering how he might do something
to save her from the foreigners who
hovered about the coasts in their huge
ships. As he grew older, his attitude
of hatred and fear toward the civilized
powers changed to one of wonder and
admiration. He must surely have been
a genius, or he could never have
grasped the great idea that to sucoeed
Japan must become like the British or
the Germans, whose ships of war he
had often viewed from a distance.
Fhis idea once concelved, it was plain
to Yoshida. what should be done. Clear-
ly it was his duty to escape from
Japan and visit one of these distant
lands, to find out the secret of their
culture and their power, and to return
with his precicus booty to his beloved
home. The chief difficulty lay in get-
ting away from Japan, but this brave
hearted boy resolved to make the at-
tempt.

THE RECORD OF FAILURE.

The story of his failure is a sad one.

the American fleet was at Yeddo, he
journeyed thence on foot from Choshu,
but arrived too late. His bitter’dis~
appointment did not disceurage him.
He resolved to wait for another oppor-
tunity, and so established himself at
Yeddo, where he supported himself by
teaching. His Influence spread, for the
unknown youhg teacher had, like other
great men, that personal megnetism
which arrests attention and fetters
admiration. Suddenly to him in Yeddo
came the news of a Russian ship at
Nagasaki. Thither he hurried on
foot. At the end of his long travelling
another rebuff awdited him. The Rus-
sians had sailed. Back then to Yeddo,
to his pupils and his growing circle of
followers, went Yoshida. Says Steven-
son: “It was not only his youth and
courage that
these suceessive disappointments, but
the continual affluence of new dis-
ciples. The man had the tenacity of a
Brice or'a Columbus, with a pHability
that was all his own.” We hasten to
the climax. Perry returned and Yo-
shida and a follower boarded his ves-
sel.  Alas! they were selzed by the
Americans and handed over to the
Japanese authorities.

FOUGHT MIKADO'S BATTLE.

Yoshida did more with the nine years
of life remaining to him than many a
patriarch has done with his five score.
‘Wherever he went he made a convert
40 his doctrine, that to be a great coun-
iry Japan must admit the foreigners,
and send her young men away to study
and observe. He resumed his old busi-
ness of teaching, and, judging by what
was to follow, one of the things he
taught was that the Shegun had no
right to the throne, and that the Mi-
kado should reign de facto as well as
de jure. The ruling power of the
Shogun, inherited through six cen-

.turies of usurping dictators, secined a

formidable obstacle for & young teach«
er to toss aside. Indeed, it finally 4i4
crush Yoshida, but not before he had
sown the seed which tvas soon to blos-
som into a new era for Japan. His
plot to restore the long-forgotten Mi-
kado -to his throne whs discevered pre-
maturely and crushed. Yeshida’'s com-
plicity was only too plain, and he was
condemned to death. He dled as
bravely as he had lived, seized the op-
portunity ef a public gathering to dis-
wcuss at length the {llegality of the Bho-
gun’s rule, and to urge his hearers te
be faithful to the Mikado and Japan.
8o died, aged 31, Yothida, the patriot.
‘When, a few years later, that revolu-
tion come which swept away the Sho-
gun, restored the Mikado, and made
Japan a modern nation, the pupils and
friends of Yoshida-Torajiro were its
leaders. Today his name is the most
honored in all Japan, and the flame
whié¢h he lit i{s burning brighter and
brighter with the years,

FIRE AT PINEHURST.

HALIFAX, Jan. 8.—Fire broke out
in ‘“Pinehurst,’ ’the residence of R. L.
Borden, M P., at 6 o'clock this even-
ing, and the house was so badly dam-
aged that it will be uninhakjtable for
months. The erigin of the fire is inex-
plainable except on the theory that it
was caused by an exposed electrie
wire. It started in a sitting room on
the second floor and ran up behind
the plaster te the roof. An alarm was
telephened to the nearest engine house
and a hose wagon from there started
out at once, reaching the house ahead
of the chemical engine which had
great difficulty on account: of snow
drifts in getting along, though drawn
by four herses. An attic abeve the
seat of fire was so Qensely filled with
smoke that the firemen could neot en-
ter it. A hole was there cut in the roof
and & stream of water péured in. The
house was badly damaged by fire, but
especially by the water, a large quan-
fity of which had necessarily te ba
used. :

At one time the fire department and
Mr. Borden believed that the house
could not be saved. The furniture and
carpets suffered Bseverely, the main
part of Mr. Borden’s library fortunate-
ly is uninjured.

Mr. Berden had arranged to leave
tomorrew merning for Montreal to be-
gin his Quebec tour which commences
on Monday night with a meeting In
Richmond. The fire will not be allow-
ed to interfere with the arrangements
that have been made and Mr. Borden
will start in the morning by the Can-
adian Pacific train as he had intend-
ed.

TREES IN A FAMOUS STREET.

The Strand, London’s Thoroughfare,
Will Be Made a Shady Walk.

(Lorndon Express.)

One thing seems heretofore to have
been overlooked by those who are
responsible for the beautifying of the
metropolis, and that is the valus of
planting trees in well known places.
Half the beauty of the Thames em-
bankment, for instance, lies in the
fine avenue of trees which extends
aleng it—an avenue which will grow
more and more beautiful as the years
roll on. The authorities have now
decided to come right up to the city
bounds and plant a row eof trees
along the edge of the pavement
around the Strand frontage of the law
courts. The Strand {mprovement
scheme opens up considerable possibili-
ties in this direction, which will doubt-
less be taken full advantage of; for,
apart from the shade which trees af-
ford in hot weather, nething is better
calculated to enhance architectural
beauties than appropriately placed
green foliage.

Busy thoroughfare though the Strand
is, it cannot be said that the introduc-
tion of trees will in any material
prove a hindranee to pedestrian traf-
fic; but, on the contrary, if tke avenue
of trees were to extend right along
when the improvement echeme has
keen chrried out, it would bescome a
pleasure instead of a toll to walk
along in the daytime during the sum-
mer months.

Such alluring prospects are opened
up at the thought of the broader of
London’s main thoroughfares being
lined by avenues of handsome trees
that one is.almost tempted to indulge
in the belief that the metropolis may
yvet become the mest beautiful city in
the world, even as it is the foremost.

Are Prosperous and Good!
Gitizens.

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Golony li Manifoba Most Successfu
in World and Results Have
Been Encouraging.

(Toronto World.)
It will surprise many to hear that
the Mormons are enthusiastic observ-
ers of Christmas and all its customs.

Elder John H. Archibald of Cardston,
Alberta, who is residing at 205 East
Queen street for the winter, and with
BElder Richard, H. Stone of Grass
Creek, Utah, is engaged on a misston
for the ' Church of the Latter Day
Saints, eassured the World yesterday
that such was the fact. ‘“Yes, we ob-
serve Christmas, and believe in cele-
brating it in the heartiest fashion.
Christmas is held among the Mormon
people as a sacred day, ' We follow the
Gospel teachings in regard to the birth
of Christ, and our singing parties use
the ordinary Christmas hymns. The
Sunfay schools give prizes at Christ-
mas time to the children, and we make
no difference in regard} to what sect
they belong to. Fdr the general public
we usually have a Christmas tree or
a fish pond. Plum pudding and the
other seasonable things are as popu-
lar with us as with other peopls. Ev-
ery year at Christmas time we give a
dance to the children, and this iz one
of our favorite gatherings.”

Mr. Archibald is a native of Cash
Valley, Utah, but came to'Canada with
others from that district, and is now
an exceedingly well contented Cana-
dian, “The govermnment invited us
over,” he said, ‘“‘and have been very
kind to us. When we refused to ac-
cept $2.60 per capita allowance, the
government devoted the ameount .to
making a road with a good bridge over
the St. Mary’s River below Cardston.
I have become a Canadlan citizen and
have homesteaded 160 acres, an® from
all I have seen, and the treatment I
have received, I like the country and
its laws, The Canadian celony i8 mere
successful than the Maxican and is the

.most successful in the world.

BELIEVE IN EDUCATION.

“We celebrate the King's birthday
and other holidays. Oh Domihlem day
we invite prominent Canadians to ad-
dress us. Our celebratiens of Dominion
day drew such crowds from Maocleod
and Lethbridge none were held in
those places. Thera are eight villages
in the Alberta settlsment, extending
over a district of T8 miles. We adopt
the village system for convenienoce {n

education, and we can easily go out to

our farm work. There i{s @ government
school in Cardston with 250 children.
MoGrath and Raymong also have
schools. We have bedn settled {h Cards-
ton 15 years, and this year 13 pypils
were sent t6 Winnipeg to graduate as
teachers, All Mormon children go to
scheol, for we believe strongly In edu-
cafion. It is simply untrue to say that
Mormons are ignorant and tmeducated,
for Utah ranks as the third state in
the United States i{n education.”

The Mormon settlermnents are divided
into stakes, a ¢term applied to the
widest form of thefr cormmunity life.
It i{s sai4 that Jesse Hnight, who
founded Raymond, Alberta, was led by
a dream to the dlscovery of some hid-
den treasure. He is now using his
meney to promote the Alberta seitle-
ment, and to start sugar beet facteries,
one of which is situated at Stirling,
near Letbridge. As beet is a good ir-
rigation crop the farmers are likely to
go in extensively for its cultivation,
near Lethbridge. Xlder Archibald de-
ecribes the district as very flourishing.
Besides the sugar factory there are
creameries, cheess factories, two flour
mills and a branch of the Union Bank.
No saloons are allowed in the settle-
ments, and the independence cof the
Morman villages from Macleod and
Letbridge, whose inhabitants wanted
saloons, was obtained frem govern-
ment, so that the saloons might be ex-
cluded.

OBEY THE COUNTRY'S LAWS,

“It is quite false to say that an
apostle of the Church of the Latter
Day Saints has to take an 6ath eoh-
trary to the constitution of the United
States or any other country. It is pert
of our religion to observe the laws of
the country we live in faithfully. We
believe in being subject to Kings, pre-
sidents, rulers and magistrates, and in
obeying, honoring and sustaining the
law. Tithes are voluntary, and not in-
sisted upon by the church. Those whe do
not pay are considered weak brethren,
just as in any other church, but very
tfew do not pay. Tithes sre used for
the support of the poor, where they are
collected, and if there is a surplus it
igs used for the erdinary expenses of
the church, heating, lighting, repairs,
and such like, but not to pay salaries.
There are 2,000 elders travelling all
over the word, and they suuport them-
selves.

“Polygamy has not been coun-
tenanced for 14 years past, and no
plural marriages have been celebrated
since. Only two per cent. of the peo-
ple practiced polygamy at any time,
and there were never any in Canada
who did so. I knew no one in Canadg
with a wife there and in Utah also. It
is not true.

‘The Canadian colony is so large and
important it has been divided into two
stakes. B. J. Woods is president of
the Alberte Stake, and H. S. Allon of
the Taylor Stake.”

Mr. Stone, whe is from Wales, also
spoke of the Mormon Christmas. ‘“We
keep up all the old customs very
strictly, and the giving of presents
and the Santa Claus tales for the chil-
dren are all observed.”

The heat developed by the firing of
heavy guns is remarkable.

A BLOODY WAR

In Which Not a Man Is Injured—

YANKEE MARINES

Who Thought They Were in Cuba o¢
the Philippines.

NORFOLK, Va. Jan., 10.—As a re-
sult of a fight between citizens and
mearines at the Portsmouth ferry dock
today, Lawson Cuddy and Jos. Flynn
are in a hospital fatally cut, and Rob-
ert Dadden, Benjamin Marks, Frank
Benedick and Joe Denohue, marines,
are held by the police pending the re-
sult of the men’s infuries, More seri-
ous trouble was averted by a large de-
tachment of polite ¢harging the ferry
house and fighting théir way through
the combatants to stop a squad of
marines en an inceming ferry boat
from landing. Just what caused the
row is not yet known, but it started
suddenly, and in an instant there was
& general fight, in which fifty citizens
and marines equally engaged. One of
the marines, Dadden, the police
charge, drew a raror and began slash-
tng right and left. Lawson Cuddy's
breast is a series of gashes and a wide
cut on the back anad side of his neck
barely missed his fugular vein.

Joseph Flynn’s right arm is almost
severad at the sheulder by a wound
extending from his collar bone down
end around to his spine. He has other
dangerous injuries.

TERRIFIC OCEAN GALES.

NEW YORK, Jan. 10.—The American
line steamer New York, which arrived
today from Southampton, was closely
followed by the French line steamer
Savele, ten minutes being the differ~
ence in time of arrival at the lightship.

ST. JOHN AND THE TRANSPORT-
ATION QUESTION.

The transportation commission which
is authorized to investigate and report
on “the whole questions of transporta-
tion and terminal facilities,” began its
work of enquiry on Saturday. As the
commissioners go from place to place
to study local conditions, and to hear
the statements of men in all parts of
the country on the special features
with which they are best acquainted,
it was to be expected that ithe evidence
presented would deal largely with the
questions and problems concerning this
\Wwinter port. Nature and humanenter-
yprise have placed St. John in a position
which makes it inevitable that the de-
velopment of Canadian export trade
through Canadian channels shall call
for extensive and constantly enlarging
derminal equipment at this point. Any
commission charged with the duty of
enquiring into national transportation
business must take account of the
fact that in eight years there has
grown up at this port a new winter
fraffic which last year employed 300,000
tons of shipping in five months, and
was represented by an export trade of
over thirteen millions. The commis-
sioners will not find in their travels
enything more interesting or signifi-
cant than the development of this win-
ter port, and they will easily ascertain
that the development must go on, the
trade increasing at the same or a
greater ratio, if it is not turned away
sbecause the port lacks the equipment
#o take care of it. Measured by ton-
nage, last year’s traffic was fifty per
rent larger than that of the year be-
fore. Measured by values the increase
ywas over sixty per cent. Taken either
way the business about doubled in two
fears. Again, the current season,
Juonth by month, shows a gain over
last year, and if ships of two lines had
not been turned away, because the
owners or managers said that they
ycould not get berths for them, the gain
avould have been larger than any pre-
vious year’s increase. The commission-
ers may find elsewhere many striking
features of trade development, but
ithey will meet nothing more worthy of
their attention than this.

i« But these commissioners are not here
to satisfy their curiosity or to gain in-
struction for their own use. Their
vigit has an important practical pur-
pose. The government desires instruc-
tion. It is stated in the order in coun-
cil, that the transportation questions
mre “involved and complicated,” and
that since the government must adopt
means to enable Canada “to control
the transportation of its products,” it
das been thought that “the inost effi-
* cient mode of conducting such an en-
“quiry and obtaining the required in-
“ formation is by means of a commis-
“sion of competent and experienced
* experts.” In short, Mr. Bertram,
Mr. Reford and Mr. Fry are gathering
information for the government as to
the best course to pursue for the de-
velopment of the transportation busi-
ness of Canada, and especially on the
dmportant question of farrying this

{channels in winter,

il of the Board of Trade dealt with the
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traffic entirely through Canadian chan-
nels. It need hardly be sald that if
the trade is to go through Canadian
St. John is a
most important point in the enquiry.

The mayor of the city, the president
of the Bogrd of Trade, and Mr, S
Schofield together made an admirabie
presentation of the case at the Satur-
day meeting. The statements of the
mayor and Mr. Schofleld may be taken
as supplementary to each other. Speak-
-ing for the corporation which he repre-
sents Mayor White dwelt upon the
immediate necessities of the port and
on the plan which has beenl devised
to meet them. Since the commissioners
are gathering information for the use
of the govermment in dealing with
transportation it may be assumed that
they will furnish it at such times and
ways as will make it most useful. If
they see that the situation at any
point is 8o grave as to require imme-
diate action it i8 not to be expected
that they will wait until the tirne for
action is past and then solemnly tell
the ministers about it. Therefore the
reasonable desire was expressed that
the commissioners would bring to the
immediate attention of the government
the necessity of settling at once the
question of providing the four berths
required for the present emergency.
So far as these works are concerned it
is hardly a question of promoting an
increase of Canadian export traffic
through Canadian channels. It is
rather a question of retaining in Cana-
dian channels what is there now and
allowing the natural development to go
on. Inaction would be a method of

which belongs to Canadian routes and
which would follow them if it had a
chance. No words of ours could pre-
sent the matter more clearly and forc-
ibly than the mayor stated the case,
as it will appear in the official record
of the hearing.

e,

‘While the mayor and the president

immediate requirements, Mr.. Schofield
took up the larger question. which is

more closely related to6 the purpose of
the commission. It was thought by

many that when Mr. Fielding was in-
terviewed here on harbor tmprovements
it was a mistake for a delegation of
.the Board of Trade to wait upon him
with a large and comprehensive scheme
on the same day that the city council
met him with a statement con-
oerning the berths needed for next win-
ter. This view may have been
correct, for Mr, Fielding was not
charged with the investigation of gen-
eral transportation questions, and it was
well to have his attention concentrated
on the most pressing question. But
this transportation commission is mak-
ing a complete and comprehensive: in-
vestigation of the whoie transportation
matter. Its report may be expected to
aifect the general policy of the govern-
ment not for this year or next year,
but for many years to come. It has
been suggested that the enquiry itself
may occupy two years. If that is so
the Rodney slip wharves should have
ceased to be a live question before the
final report is made. By that time, at
the present rate of progress, the four
berths will be fully occupied and the
question of further accommodation will
be urgent.

—

Is this too much to say ? This very
year ships of the Allan line and Head
line have been taken away which would
Mave occupled one berth. One berth
at the government wharf on the east
side has been occupied with C: P. R
traffic. If the four proposed berths were
now available, two of them would be re-
quired for the ships that were under
contract for this season. Looking back
over the table of increases furnished by
Mr. Schofield and the Board of Trade,
we may safely conclude that the
natural growth of the business would
require one additional berth éach year.
In the year 1902-3 the number of sail-
ings was 24 larger than in the previous
year, while the average tonnage of the
ships was about one-eighth larger.
This year would have shown a still
larger increase if the original pro-
gramme had been carried out, and the
want of room is a reason given for the
departure from the contract arrange-
ments.  But even as it is if the gain in
the three years ending with this sea-
son shall be continued for three more
seaasons we shall, even if the four
berths are provided, again be confront-
ed with the question of providing for
traffic. The commissioners are here
not merely—not even principally—to
see what needs to be done to handle
the traffic expected next year and the
year after, but to consider where the
traffic is to be shipped and how it is
to be handled winter and summer,
when the exports of the west shall be
many times larger than they are now,
and when we shall have ceased to use
foreign ports for some two-thirds of
our winter exports, as we do now,

Since the commissioners will prob-
ably not visit St. John again it is well
that Mr. Schofield’s argument was
made, and any one who can add to the
information which he gave the com-
missioners, or strengthen the case by
additional reasons ought to do it. It
is not clear what was meant by the
statement of one of the commissioners
that one of Mr. Schofield’s suggestions
was contrary to the pollcy of the gov-
ernnient and therefore cculd not be
dealt with by the commission. The
statements made by the ministers to
parliament, and the language of their
own order, go to show that the com-
missioners are not sent out to report

driving to foreign channels the trade

Dolicy. If the government has already
settled everything the commission
might as well diskand. Nor can it pro-
perly be said that a course is not in
accord with gdvernment ' policy be-
cause it is different from the custom
of the past. Until fast year it was
contrary to government policy to make
the canals free of tolls. A new policy
in respect to terminal facilities ought
to be equally possible, even if the pre-
sent government remains in power,
Wwhile in the event of a change of gov-
érnment it 1§ certain., But the sugges-
tion of Mr. Schofleld does not involve
a change of policy. The case would be
met by showing the same liberality
toward this port that is exhibited to-
ward the port of Québec.

But the main thing now is that the
commissioners should thoroughly un-
derstand the exceptional, the unique
sacrifice made by 8t. John city to carry
this winter port business through the
experimental stage, the impossibility
of further provision for the traffic from
that source, the absolute necessity of
immediate steps to provide for traffic
already offering, and of the construc-
tion within a short time of a large and
comprehenslve system of terminal fa-
cilities to take care of that share of
the Canadian export trade which must
in the nature of things come this way.
Let these facts and possibilities be
tairly grasped and the rest will follow,
for it cannot be believed that govern-
ments and commissioners will take
infinite pains to direct Canadian trade
through Canadian land routes only to
drive it at the end to foreign seaports.

The jury
viewed the body and will hear evidence
in the case beginning Friday night.
Mr. Tobin, who was 23 years of age,
worked on a farm with his father at
Millidgeville. He came to the city
recently to nurse his brother, who
boards on Paddock street, and who
8 suffering from measles. This man
is still alive, but the brother who
nursed him contracted the disease and
went to the hospital on Thursday or
Friday last. He was placed In the
epidemic hospital, from which visitors
generally are excluded by order of the
hospital commissioners. After a time
the patient took pneumonia and Sun-
day afternoon he died. There are all
sorts of stories discussed about the
cause of the investigation, but no posi-
tive information seemed available last
night, parties seen by a Sun reporter
refusing to make public anything. It
is said Mr. Tobin’s friends claim that
he requested to have a clergyman call-
ed in and that none was secured till
after his death.

MILITIA GENERAL ORDER
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That Is of Much Interest to All
Volunteers.

Monday, 4th Jan., 1904,

There is so much delay and mis-
understanding caused by irregularity
of procedure in connection with claims
for compensation due to accidents and
illness that the following be published
for general information and guidance:

Claims due to iliness or accidents of
officers, non-commissioned officers,men,
or horses, injured during annual train-
ing or on special parades:

There is so much uncertainty and
irregularity in the procedure connect-
ed with accidents and illness to officers,
men, and horses, incurred at annual
tralning, or on special service, that
the following rules to be observed are
published for general information.

When any officer, man, or horse, in-
curs any accident, illness, or incapa-
¢city, while at annual training or on
special service, the senior officer on the
spot will at once convene & board of
officers to inquire into and report in
writing in each case separately upon
such injury, iliness or incapacity. The
following points must be established
by the board in the order following
and supported by evidence:

1. Rank and name of officer, man,
or owner of horse.

2. That the _applicant or injured
horse was duly enrolled and attestel
in the militia.

3, That before proceeding to camp,
or as soon as possible after arrival in
camp, the officer, man, or animal, was
properly inspected and found well and
fit for service.

"4, That the nature of the illness, ac-
cident, injury or incapacity was un-
avoidable, and could not by any care,
or prearrangement have been prevent-
ed or avoided.

5. The number of days each officer,
man, or horse, was actually and neces-
sarily incapacitated in consequence of
such illness, accident, or injury, from
performing work, or, if this cannot be
given, the probable duration of such
illness or incapacity.

6. In the case of death or injury to
a horse, the value of such animal to
be stated.

7. The “opinion’ of the board must
be full and explicit.

8. That in the case of injury to
horses whilst bheing embarked or dis-
embarked from railway trains, the pro-
visions of the regulations relating to
transport were complied with in re-
spect to such embarkation or disem-
barkation.

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE OF BOARD.

(a) All times, places and dates, are
essential and must be fully given.

(b) Each witness must sign his
evidence and the proceedings must be
fully dated, place and time being
given. The proceedings will be signed
by the president and all the members.

(¢) The original value of any offi-
cer’s charger injured at drill or train-
ing is not to be reckoned by the board
at more than $150, and of any other
horse at $100. The compensation shall
be the actual value of a herse, if total-
ly disabled, limited as above. If only
partially disabled by injury received,
or by illness contracted, the compen-
sation shall be the net pay at the rate
of $1 per diem for the period such
horse was incapacitated, limited to
sixty days, provided it does not ex-
ceed its value. No other charges wiil
be paid.

OR D. O. C.

(a) It is the duty of the senior offi-
cer, or D. O. C,, to inquire closely into
all claims and report his opinion fully
before forwarding them to headquar-
ters. R. & O., part IIL, para. 326.

(b) The certificate of C 0,; ‘torm C.;
127, and of the surgeon or veterinary
gurgeon, form C. 15, are to be sent in
with proceedings and report of the
board.

(c) Attention is called to R. & O.
Part III1., paras. 307-310, 323-332.

(d) If it is not possible to assemble
a board to investigate claims, or the
durationn of incapacity, such claims
must be supported by statutory declar-
ations.

(e) The D. O. C. will compare certi-
ficates of inspection, referred to in
preceding Dpara. 3, with the reports
rendered him at beginning of camp.

IS IT TRANSMUTATION ?

In the past few months something
little short of confusion has been

wrought in the ranks of science by the
revelations of the metal radium. The
atomic theory, long established, was
upset; the principle of the conserva-
tion of energy, which seemed impreg-
nable, was threatened; and a general
insecurity in scientific beliefs began to
be felt. But a great hope also arose,
the hope that humanity was on the
verge of some marvellous discovery of
the true constitution of things and
perhaps of the meaning of life and na-
ture. That hope has not yet been ful-
filled, and it is gradually subsiding
again. But radium reserved at least
one other surprise for the scientists.
Sir Willlam Ramsay, professor of
chemistry at University College, Lon-
don, has made the discovery that this
mysterious element has the power of
changing by some subtle process into
another element, namely, helium. He
found that, besides its other manifest-
ations, radium constantly gives off an
emanation which seems to behave in
all respects like a heavy gas. It can
be collected in flasks, measured,weigh=
ed, but in about a month it entirely
disappears. What becomes of it ? By
the aid of the spectroscope, Sir Wil
liam Ramsay foynd that it changes in«
to helium. Thus, it is claimed one ele<
ment has been detected in the very
process of transformation into another.

DIET AND CANCER.,

(London Daily News.)

Of the 27,487 who died of cancer in
England in 1901 probably the major-
ity were operated upon by cutting out
the diseased part. The expectations
from radium and the X-rays will end
in disappointment, because the sources
and maintenances of cancer lie in the
impurities of the blood and can only
‘be contended against by a process of
purification. Cancer is not formed when
the blood is pure, and will wither away
when its impure sources are removed.
‘Pure diet, and not too much of it, will
cure cancer. This assertien is sustain-
ed by a case described by Sidney
Beard of Paignton, Devon, of a lady
who ‘‘eighteem months ago was seen
by two consulting surgeons, who de-
«<clared that she was suffering from
typical undoubted cancer of the breast.
An operation having been declined, the
Dbpatient was induced to adopt an ex-

.ceedingly limited and fruitarian diet.

Gradually the ‘actlvity of the growth
ceased, ‘absorption and the wasting of
the tlssues‘ slowly occurred, and today
its site is marked by a scarlike nodule
of material presenting none of the

.signs of an active, malignant growth.

The surgeons are of opinion that these
results are due to dietetic treatment
alone.”

Henry R. Emmerson, M. P. for West-
morland, being appointed minister of
railways, Mr. Logan said he thought
the ex-premier of New Brunswick
would be the man, adding that he had
much strength in the east and held the
entire confldence of the party.

“He would bring much strength to |

any cabinet,” gaid Mr, Liogan. ‘“When

he appealed to the New Brunswick |

electorate as premier, he was returned
with forty followers against five in the
opposition ranks, and the people’s
choice was abundantly justified, as Mr.
Emmerson gave the province clean
and satisfactory government. No bet-
ter successor could be chosen to Mr.
Blair.”

‘““The people of the maritime prov-
inces heartily endorse Mr. Blair’s ap-
pointment as chairman of the raflway
commission.

Why should the freezing point be |

marked 32 degrees and the boiling
point 212 degrees on the Fahrenheit
thermometer scale? Most students
know that the inventor divided the
space between these points into 1%0
degrees instead of the simpler 100
degrees used in the centigrade sys-
tem, but few understand how this
number came to be chosen. A writer
thus explains the matter:

The thermometer was really invent-
ed by Sir Isaac Newton. He started
his scale with the heat of the human
body and used as his instrument a
glass tube filled with linseed oil. The
lowest figure on the scale was the
freezing point and the highest point
point btoil.r~ water. The starting point
scale, as mentioned, was the
heat of the human body, which he
called by the round number 12, as the
duodecimal system was then in com-
mon use. He divided the space be-
tween the freezing point and the tem-
perature of the body into 12 points, and
stated that the boiling point of water
would be about 30, as the tempera-
ture must be nearly three times that of
the human body.

‘When Fahrenheit took up the sub-
ject a few years later he used the
Newton instrument, but finding the
scale not fine enough, divided each de-
gree into two parts and g0 made the
measure between the freezxing and
boiling parts 24 points instead of 12.
Fahrenheit then discovered he could
obtain a lower degree of cold than
freezing, and, taking a mixture of ice
and salt for a starting point he count-
ed 24 points up te body heat. By this
measurement he obtained 8 for the
freezing point and 53 for the boiling
point. His scale now read:
freezing, 83; body heat, 24, and boil-
ing water, 53.

It was with this scale which Fah-
renheit werked for a long time, but
finally finding the temperature divis-
ions still toe large, he divided each
degree into four parts. Multiplying
the numbers just givem by four, the
thermometer scale now in use results.

The chance choice of Newtori of the
figure 12 to represent the body heat de-
termined the present thermometer
scale, even as the yard, feet and inches
measures originally came from mea-
sures of parts of the human body, and
as the width of the railroad carriage
was determined by the track, which in
turn was determined by the width be-
tween the cart-wheels necessary to
bear a load which could comfortably
be drawn by a mule.—American In-
ventor.

The London Tablet says: Another
high diplomatic appointment has pass- |
ed to a Catholic; for the King has de-
cided to accredit, for the first time, a |
fully empowered minister plenipoten-
tiary to the Emperor Menelik of Ethi-
opia, and has named for the duty Col-
onel Sir John Iane Harrington. The
new minister learned diplomacy and a
good deal besides in Stonyhurst class-
rooms. Later his pluck led him to
enter the British army as a ranker;
and, when he had risen to a captaincy
in the Indian Staftf Corps, he entered
the diplomatic service, becoming con-
sul at Zaila. That was in 1895, and
twe years later he organized the trans-
port fer Sir J. Rennel Rodd’s mission,
which resulted in that treaty with the
Negus which has given stability and
scope to British influence. Receiving
his knighthood in 1897, Sir John Har-
rington became British agent at the
Emperor Menelikis court, a title which
shortly afterwards expanded into con-
sul general, and which now grows into
minister plenipotentiary.
