- They were
not sustained, but Prof. Bwing conclud-
ed to withd: fmm ‘hﬂ d i tion
and Oentral Music Hall was bullt in
1878, and sinoce that tinie he has minis-
tered there to large audiences. A funer-
al sermon was preached by Dr. Bar
rows, of the 1st Presbyterian ohurch.
The writer was pregent at the heresy
trial, but while not in sympathy with
Prof. Swing’s views, he, nevertheless,
got the impression that he was & lovely
heretic.

necessity in the infsnt condition of onr
educational system and of our chugches
of applying help in sudden emergen-
cies, sometimes at one point, sometimes
at another.’”’ Later on, when growth bad
heen made and specialism was possible
and needful, this oscillation ceased.
And just as professors can now give
themselves mntinumul{ to teaching
and pastors can abide with the church-
es, 50 the advance of our body in num-
bers and intelligence, an advance which
the College has had so mach to do with
eftecting, has made it desirable that at
Acadia there should be concentration
upon the Arts Course, while instruction
in Theology -be left to Baptist Theo-
logical Seminaries t‘h%'hcre, that are
not only easy of access; but adequately
equipped.

And let none make the mistake of
supposing tbat when there is no longec
a Theological course at Wolfviile, there
is there!: re nothing done on “the Hill"”
to prepare thoss who look to the min
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calied. Toe coming preschers, whether
they are to labor st home or abrad,
ave need £t of all, as far as educa
tien is eomcerned, of such a founda-
tioral eourse of study ss our college at
present provides: and if a young man
must dispense either with a regulsr
Theological Course or the ccurse in
Arts, » thing seldom necessary, he had
better, unless the circumstances be
very exorptional, omit the former. For
Tnealogicial deficlency can more easily
be wnde up by pnesell, as & supplement
16 ootlege discipline, than can the col
lege disciplive w8 & supplement to
knowler Theology. But neither
b qumitted, sxcept in aare cases,
in will best angwer its end,
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ich needed at home, inssmuch
- those who go abroad for theological
sindy sre apt to remain abroad for
Christian work. But let the remioder
ere come in that many more would
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Acadia, Aud it certainly looks, 1o view |

Though the grinding of an aze
costs it pays.

Itis Acadia's mission, also, o open
up for students lines of imvestigation and

engender ardent desire forknowledge, 1t
might seem £0 some that it were Jitile
simply to start men upon paths of in-
quiry and to beget hunger for contiou-
ance. But the truth is that such is no
small schievement. Comparatively
little knowled ¢e ¢an be acquired in the
brief period of four years. Whaile aa
academy boy, I thcught Bophomores to
be wise indeed, and as fagr Senfors well,
they were quite unapproschable, so
far haitBey gone along the bighways
of learning. Bat time makes great
changes in cur estimates. The yard-
stick with which we once measured
Ldoth dwindle to an inch. 1If, however,
along with mere entrince tpon the
study of science, bistory and literature,
strong wish to go farther has been be-
gotien, then there is igood guarantee
that, life being spared, what bas been
well begun will be wel] continued. The
arousement of & worthly ambition in a
youthful mind not only furnishes the
individual himself with an enviable
= urce of erjyment, but also +nsures
the bettermont of othér lives that shall
teuch his

Again—it is a part of the mission of
Acadia Lo éncrease the pons plica
tion ‘and foster a xpirit of persistency
©ne of the rares’ aud most valuable of
poesessions is the jability of atfention,
that is tae power to hold the mind
closely and coitiguons'y to whatever
shou'd oceupy it Whitout scyuiring
this habit there ¢an be littleshope of
attaining leaderstifp.  Alexander Ham-
ilton, the Amerfcan statesman, was
deemed by many a man of genius; but
\he himself said that whatever he
brought to pass worthy of note was the
outcome solely of severe and prolonged
application. ~ There is no lack of unen
who can d) things admirably for &
spurt, but there iailack of such as per-
sist and sacceed, And Acadia js &
strong agency in hélping fill amopy us
this need. In mcstiyoung people . who
%o thither, and aroond them too, many
forces keep, operating to divert them
from the paths in which they are ex-
pected to press steadily on. Bome have
love of ease, others a too great fondness
for sport, while a few incline too mych
to follow the bent of their own intellec-
tual tastes st the expenge of prescribed
courses. And urquestjonably it is &
blessing that there are dther wills and
wishes jn e xercise besidés the students
own, choosing for ‘themt in théir im
maturity what they themasives would
be likely to chowe with the wisdom of
s later day., A yielding'to that pres-
sure of the college whigy holds in
ckeck such youthiul inclinations as
are not for the tima -being in harmony
with what bes been wisely outlined,
and which impels onwsrd to thorough
completion of all a*sigoed tasks, is pro-
ductive of that self-mastery and that
ability to keep to the lines of duty
that conseeutively present themselves,
which’ will ceriainly stand the atudent
in great stead when professional stud-
irs aretaken up ok.the d@émands of ac-
tive service are subsequently encount-
ered. Oftun the thiogs we are least
disposed to do are the very things that
should be done by us in order to- avoid
a onesided development. Time and
again have I thought of a characteris-
tic bit of wisdcm our honored president
#howed in assigning the membess of
our class subjects for essays at the
opening of the senior year. - Hé knew
us ‘well and knew just what we required
to round us out much better. . S0 he
gave (o each a subject farthest removed
from what would have been the per
sonal choice of the'writer. It cansed
no little discomfort, as you can readily
see, and much cudgeling of brains, but.

My subject
was & political one, which introduced
me to the wonderful prose writings of

[ have cver since been grateful. By
this piece of experience, and experi-
ences that have succeeded, I bave

It is Acadin’s mission, we ssy
next, and with emphasis, to encircle its
stucients with influences tending to lead
them in ways of righteousness. Not that
the professors ara Lo give themselves to
dis'inctively evaogelistic work; bat
the atmosphere of thfe school should be
adapted to the development of Chris:
tian character. And devountly should
we render praise anto God that this has
ever been the case st Acadia in a
degree 8o marked. In prayer the insti-
tutions were born, by prayerthey have
been fosiered, and the duty abides upon
us to remain in prayer that God’s sav-
iog grace may there be largely « xhibit-
ed in all the years to come. = A God-
fesring teacher fails not 10 make: evid-
eut, even when confining himself to
what we term secalar fostruction, his
allegiance to the Lord of All, and he
works upon scholars for their right
fashioning even when both teacherand
taught are ignorant of the ongoing of
such & process. Few similar institu-
tiore have, tbhroughout theie history,
been more thoroughly permeated with
the spirit of the Caristian religion than
our Acadia. The domioaut aim of
well-conditioned Baptist churches, the
bringing of men nunder the rule of Im-
manuel, has been, we can truthfally
assert, the dorhinant sim of this Col-
lege. The fact has constantly been re-
cognized that liberal education does
not shat out the Bible, but includes it
and accords it the topmost place among
books. The reading of the Word and
the morning prayers in the College
chapel, the students’ weekly meeting
for prayer, the incidental ntterances of
professors, €vincing uomistakably
Where their trust is stayed, and the oft
recurring revivals which have formed
80 conspicuous & feature at Acadia “for
these more than fifty years, all unite in
proclaiming the. Institutions at “Wolf-
ville & choice place indeed for our
young men and young women; and in-
ssmuch as these religions features are
still regarded as essential in ourscheme
of Higher education, we may well, from
the moral a8 well as the intellectual
standpoint, bestir ourselves to add new
names to the roll of stujents.

Togse who have read the P'rospectus
of the N. 8. Baptist Education Society,
the society which had charge of our
educational affairs in the esrly years of
our schools at Horton, and who knéw
the history of these echools until now;
cannot fail to be impressed with the
ol se adherence there has always been
to its thirteenth oclavsz. - It rea
thus: “It shall be the care of thecom-
mittee to provide efficient teachers, to
whose, moral and religious character
special regard will be had; and it .is
coosidered an chject in every depart-
ment under the influence of this so-
ciety, never to be lost sight of, that the
scholars and students while acqniring
information to fit them for their van,
ous stations in life, should be led to &
knowledge of the true relation ¢f man
to his Creator, and of that faith in the
Lord Jesus Christ, which alone can
furnish a sure pledge of theirgood con-
duct in this wcrid, and their hap-
piness in eternity.” We have no need
to add that Acadia’s mission, as touch-
ingthe spiritual welfare of thosecoming
to her, is now exactly what it was at &
former day, and there is adherence
thereto in the present as certsinly as
there was in the long sgo. From i}
may she never depart !

It is not to argue by the hour
for immersion as the Scriptural mode
of baptism while many other Bible
commands are disregarded entirely,
and lay ourselves open to the retort
that when the general life of your
church is fairly decent we will listen
w(ou on baptism. 8o much for what
it is not. But what is it ? Webstersays:

Perhaps we might
put in the work of G d every day just
the energy we put every day into the
busincsy of the farm, the store, factory,
shop, the mine, the cffice, the house-
huld, the profession, can we? We must
all gract that this is a reasonable acd
possible thing to do, and when steeped
in prayer and knowledge of the Word
what resnlts for the kingdom now
neglected?  Allow me now to refer to
scme examples of this proper consecrat-
ed enthusiasm, other I mean than the
Christ the perfect one.

Thus it will
be seen that our three colleges have all
migrated and usited with the Btate
Universities. The union or effiliation

The testimoay of the figures submit-
ted recently to the Baptist Union of
Wales goes to show that Baptists ara
advancing in that country more
rapidly than the other great denomi-

The statistics sre given as
follows: Churches, 750; pastors, 453 ;
preachers, 130 stant - preachers,

61; baptized during the year, (504 ;
members, 100,44 ; Bunday-school schol-
ars, 112025, Compared with other de-
nominations the increase was comput-
ed as follows . Increass from 1861 to
1881 Congregationalists, per
cent ; Calvinistic Methodists, 81.79 per
cent - Wesleyans, 31 77 per cent; Bap
tistis, 48 21 per cent, If the progress
made this year wasequal to that of 1sst
year it would raise the percentage of
incrense from the year 1801 to G0 per
cent.

They
have too mach intelligence and con
tinde st the work 00 long to be called
fools. And we must conclude that
their experience confirms the value of
the work shey do st college. The
breadth of vision obtained, the know-
ledge acquired, the. attrition of mind
with mind. the discipline in continuous
thinking secured, all this is enough to
exalt and strengthen the man and to
prepare him for a fuller life here and
hereafter. It will be noted that Dr.
Higgins makes & clear statement of the
importance of the apiritual develop-
ment of the man, and this development
is. saked for, not on religious grounds,
but as & part of education. This plea
is sound, and a university that is so con-
ditioned by its control and genius as to
permit and require this element in edn-
cation is in the best position to educate
and in the fullest sense.

It will be observed that the speaker
gave an intimation that brains sand

No college can find brains for the stud-
ent.

The Openisg at Acadia.

The work of the College was resumed
on the 4th inst. The Freshmen class
numbers between thirty and forty ; the
other classes are well attended. Coun-
tiouibg the custom iotroduced last
year & lecture was delivered near the
opening of the term. On the evening
of the 8ih inst. Professor D, F. Higgins,
M. A, Ph. D, addressed a representa-
tive assembly in College Hall, upon the
College an & means of equipment for
the duties of life. Nambers from the
Academy and the Beminary were pres-
ent as well as from the town. The lec-
ture was considered an able and a time-
Iy one and was well received by the
sudience, The students marked with
applause many of the truths stated and
the aptness of the points made by the
Professor.

Dr. Higgios said io pari : That there
is a great deal of misapprebension
abroad in regard to the resalts that
should follow from & course of study
goes withont saying. There is also
much confusion in the public mind as
to the disiinction between\a liberal
education as given by a coNege and
the edncation given by a tephnical
school. Acr:mringly we sorpctimes
hesr severs criticisms on thejwork of
the college because it fails \'A(';vuli(y
its gradustes for any particalar busi-
ness in life, They have npt been
taoght to works farm, or rum & saw-
mill, or teach & school, or keeps mer-
chant’s acgounts, or do any of the other
things by which they may be able to
earn money and make their way in the
world. Thay are, it is said, more nse-
less and helpless when they come out
of college than when they entered it.
They - have forgotten the few useful
things they knew and have learned
not}ﬁn useful to take their place.
Their glndl have become tco soft to
hold a plough or drive a plane, and their
heads are too full of the delights of
learning to allow them to take much
interest in what they regard as the sor-
did sctivitics of business.

Now it must be granted that this
criticism, severe asitis, would not be
wholly without justification if we
sbould regard the matter simply from
the standpoint of material success, and
take as our one messure of the thinj
we call success the immediate csah
valne of the student’s earniogs. I say
immediate cash vilue, becasuse it seems
15 me that after any considerable term
of years the college gradastemay come
out shead even on the bard cash basis.

Bat the arts college is in no sense a
rival of the special schools, like busi-
ness colleges. It has its own traditions
and its own sphere of work, and it can
claim its right to_continue to exist onl
»s it continues. to adhere to its tradi-
tions and to work within ita own sphere.

What is the purpose then for which
the arts collége exista * The young men
who seek schools for special Pq'li})monl
in business life get the worth of their
money in the increase of power to com-
mand & salary, The education they
recelve has, as & rule, no commercial
valne. But the yonung people who come
to college are not of those who can
aflord Lo waste time and money on a
mere luxury. ' They have, for the most
part, very lin:tu\‘l resourcess, and some
of them have to-deprive themselves of
what many wouold regard as some of the
necessaries of Ife, in crder that they

may {gnln this college education. Now
are thise young people who come to
college under some strong delasion !

Are they pumuing sn imaginary and
pot & real good? What is the benefit?
In answer f- must be said that all thet
the ocourse can do for ome oannot be
known until it has been experienced,
and in many casen it is not fully under
stood and apprecisted by the graduate
himsell antfl some years after he has
left the college

One of the mistake
many people outaide
by soms, st least of those who come
here to study, fs that the purpose of
the college ocourse is to fill the studont
full of koowledge A goad meny
yeam ago when [ weas & student and
Dr. Conmp waa president | was show
ing & Iady through the library,  After
looking at the titles of & number of the
books snd looking into & few of them
she asked me ¥ [ had read them all
Onesny modestly confessing that | had
not she said she had no doubt D,
Cramp had read them all and could teil
you all that was in them. Now it
must be sald at once that the pur
pose of the college is not to fill the
student with knowledge. It is not the
idea that the mind of the student ia
like a great reservoir that can be near-
ly filled in four years g¢f college life,
aiter which it is only neCessary 1o turn
& tap in order that the pent up erudi-
tion should flow off in copious streams.
Thestudent will probably receive less
knowledge than he hoped for.

Another mistake that students are
liable to fall into is much more harm-
ful. Occassionally we meet students
who seem to be under the delusion
that there is some magic virtue in the
four years’ residence or in the diploma
that comes at the end of it that
will, in some mysterious way, work a
transformation in their lives. They
are very anxious to get the degres, but
seem almost equally anxious to avoid
the hard work which the degree is sup-
])ooed to represent. But. whatever
abel & student may bear as he goes
out from his college the great world
bas its own way of measuring, and if he
vaes to be not up to the grade of the
abel he wears he will not only be seri-
ously discounted as to his ability and
scholarship but will in addition have
won some of the contempt that always
attaches to frand. The advantage of &
liberal education does not .consist,
then, in the lon of a degree.

ways has ao influence in moulding char-
acter that can hardly be over-estimated.
dome schools base & special claim to
popular favor on thefact that they have
10 classes, and 80 no bright student
will be held back to sccommodate the
dull ones, and no dull one will have to
work beyond bis strength in order to
keep up. In the case of bread and but-
terstudies that may be & valid consid
eration, but for the pu o8 of culture
students need the attrition of mind with
mind that comes from work in classes.
The inflnence of students upon one
another, though often overlooked or for-
gotten, is reaily one of the most potent
of the forces that operate during col-
lege daye. ' College society is a littie
difterent fxrom sny society that can be
found anywhere else. There is an open-
nens, & freedom, a frankness about the
intercourse of collsge students with one
another that you look for in vain else-
where. The young men estimate ones-
nother's abilities and criticise and praise
one another with & freedom peculiar to
college society. If a student brings to
college any oddities or conceits, or af
fectatione, if be puts on airs, be will
not have to wait long to find out what
the other students tuink of his peoun-
liarities, and he will not find his ‘posi-
ton wholly comfortable till he has
made an honest eff. rt to bring bis own
ideas of himsel! into harmony with
those of his fellows., This  training
which students get from students is of
conrse like every other good thing,
liable to abuse, and may occasionally
be productive of harm. But, as arule,
it is healthy and good, and is one of
the forces that contribute to develop a
healthy manhood.

(1) Among the benefits of college
education is that which comes from the
acqusintance the student makes with
the great thoughts of the great thinkers,
past and present. The student in Eng-
lish literature and in the ancient and
modern la: es is brought into
touch with the best thought of some
of the greatest men who have written
in the several tongues. But this is also
true in every depattment ol study.
The text books on mathematics, for ex
ample, whatev(r name may be fcuad
on thetitle page, must contain the pro-
found thoughts and ressonings of =
long line of sble mathemathicians
from Thales and Pythagoras, centuries
before the Christian era, down to New-
ton, and Leibnitz, and Euler, and
scores of others of modern times. This
contact of the student with the
thoughts of the world’s great thinkers
is the essential thing in education.

Thought quickens and br gets thought
and it is by grappling with snd master-
ing the thoughts of others that the
student scqjanires at length the power of
standing oa his own feet and evolving
thoughts that are his own.

(2) Another benefit to students is the
knowledge gained which, though not
very large, as has been said. will never-
theless give the elements of a consider
able number of the most i t

doctors, lawyers, ministers and {each-
ers’ The true purpose of aliberal edu-
eation is not to teach trades or profes-
sions but to dévelop character. Why
should not men and women in all walks
of life need this increase of power
well as those of the learaed professions
It is au open question whether the
manufacturer or the merchant or the
farmer has not in the course of bis busi-
ness to face prohlems quite as difficult
as any that confront the lawyer or the
doctor. In every calling there is & de-
mand for brain power. The more
ability & man has to think the greater
will be his chances of being & success-
ful workman in sny calling high or

Jow. Each occupation has relations to

other occupations, and & man should
notonly understand his duties to men
of other caliings, but he should be wise
enough to discoversome eflicient means
of asserting his rights. That there is a
sad Iack of this wisdom amongst the
multitudes’ who have learped their
business, and nothlng else is manifest
enough. Coxey and Dsbs ought to be
sufficient to point the moral. Fortun-
stely Debs has repented, and of late
Powderley has advised his men not to
engage in strikes but tostudy the ques-
tion, . Yes, that is the proper thing,
doubtle ut how much easier it
would have been for the poor fellows to

study it when they were young.
Agriculiure in this other coun-
tries shows the need of general culture.

And the farmer is not the only one who
thioks & dollar’s worth of edneation is
wasted if it cannot be torned into a
cash dollar in twenty-four hours. A
man who will freely spend his money
to have his dsughtler tanght music and
painting, will often refuse to give her
any opiortunity to study mathematics
or Latin, because in the former case the
results are manifest, while in the Iatter
the advantages seem to him doubtful
or wholly imaginary. If she is not to
practise & profession in which a know-
ledge of these subjects will be required
he finds it dificult tosee the advantages
of studying them, and so it comes
to pass that the women who are to hold
the most important and responsible
position that & woman can fill, that of
a wife and mother, must be content
with such accomplishments as will fit
her to shine in society. The studies
which she now really needs to
sirengthen her mird, increase her re-
sources and give her the necessary wis-
dom for training children, are, for the
most part withheld from her. It is en-
couraging to see that some, at least, of
our people are begiunlns to wake up to
the importance of & solid education for
women, as is evinoed by the increasing
number of young women who are seek-
ing admittance into the colleges. May
their number be multiplied indefinite-
ly. Eveéry olaes of society needs the
uplifting which a liberal education is
fitted to give. Much of the desire for
amusement s due to the intellectual
pov enIv of the people. They havc no
mental sod o

branches of study. The student will
have Isid a broad and solid founda-
tion upon which he may afterward
build any superstructure of scholar-
ship he may choose.

(3) In acquiring this knowledge he
will have learned how tostudy ; how to
use the knowledge be has in order to
acquire more. He will have gained
the power and habii of concentration
and continuity of thought; of holding
his mind intently on a truth till the
mists fall away from it and he is able
to see it clearly. He will be al
10 soe ns those who have followed nar
rower lines of study oannot, how wide
and manifold are the relations that
triths hold to one snother, and how »
truth taken out of ita relations may be
come an untruth. He will have galned
& breadih of view, & sense of propor
tions, an appreciation of the multipli
clty of the relations which bind thin
together that willi help bim to avpld

Are these results within the reach of
all? To obtain them (1) the etudent
must have braios enough and previous
culture encugh to enable him to mas-
ter the subjects of the conrse. If these
be wanting the attempt to take a Col-
lege course may injure rather than
benefit him.

(2) He must add to brains and cul-
ture sufficient hard work.

(3) He must not slight & subject be-
cause it is difficalt. He needs the
training a difficult subject gives.

(4) A student who would make the
most of his opportunities must culti-
vate the spiritualaide of his nature.
All truth bad its Sorigin in God, and
leads up to Him. The student should
recognize the Godward side.of bis own
nature, and seek to satisfy those irre-
